THE RESCURERS’ ACCOUNT.

Parties Who Assisted Tell Their Stories
Of the Occurrence,
James Richardson, first mate of the
Chippewa and well-known to the patrons
of the Niagara line, gave The World the
following account ot the rescue: Richard-
son with Sam McCaig, wheelsman of the
Cibola and William Pallin, second mate of
the Chippewa were seated together on
board the latter boat in her winter quar-
ters near the Queenls wharf. They heard
the cry of alarm and went up on
deck whence they could see five
persons struggling the channel. They
seized some of the heaving lives that were
aboard and ran round the slip to the pier
along side the channel. When they got
there they could only see four persons in
the water, Miss Forrast having gone under.
They threw out the lipes (30 fathoms long)
and planks and other* floats. The lines
barely reached the struggling four, An old
boat lying on the dock was also lowered on
to the ice and shoved out. Gray was able
to grasp one of the ropes, and after much
labor all four were got on to the ice or into
the ol boat.

A SURVIVOR'S VERSION.

Mr, Kimmiogs Relates His Story of the
Disaster,

Mr. Kimmings was resting easier when
The World saw him at his residence, 25
3uchanan-street, last evening. He gave a
thrilling account of the accident. Suid Mr.
Kimmings : *‘Islan; _Constable John Gray,
Mrs. Gray, Mr. William Ham, caretaker of
the Lakeside Home for Sick Children, and
myself decided to cross over to the city to-

cther Saturday. Mr. and Mrs. Gray and
f walked across the ponds from Island Park

in the resue, at once carried Mrs. Gray up
to a house on the Esplanade, where restora-
tives were applied and her clotheing
changed.
Richardson and his eompanions then be-
gan the search for Miss Forrest’s body, and
soon came across it under the ice, bein
held up by her cape which had floated an
frozen to the ice.  Life had left the body,
though the limbs were still warm. She
must have been in the water half an hour.
Necessary FPrecautions,

Mate Richardson said that there ought
to be life lines and poles at the ends of all
the docks ready for such accidents. Also
that steps down_ into the water, or at least
ladders, should be attached at the head of
the docks so that people who are in the
water may climb out. It would cost the
city very little, perhaps $100 or $200 &
year, to secure men like Richardson, who
are on duty as winter watchmen, to look

fter these lines and keep a rescue boat
ready for just such accidents.

Mr, McCaig’s Story,

Samuel McCaig, who assisted in the
rescue, was seen at his home, 57 Welling-
ton-street west, last night, by a World
reporter. He told the following story of
the accident :

“T was on the Chippewa with James
Richardson, second mate of the boat. = We
heard someone crying for help and ran up
on deck. Between the breakwater and the
Queen’s Wharf there wasa small boat with
five people in it. The boat geemed to be in
distress, and the wind was blowing the
jce close around it. The men in
it were bailing out. Then it looked as
if one of the men| got frightened and at-
tempted to step from the boat to the ice.
This sent the little craft down and they
were all in the water. We then ran around
to the end of the dock, where there were a
lot of people throwinf out lines and pieces
of lumber, They pulled four of the people
out, but one of the women never came up
after the boat sank.

“Richardson and myself went back to
the Chippewa and got warmed up. Then we
took out a small boat to”see if we could
find any trace of the body. We rowed
around and I picked up a small valise
which was in the water. Then I mnosiced
what I thought was a piece of cloth in the
water.  Reaching out I gave it a tug. It
seemed as if there was a heavy weight at-
tached to it and I had to give it a lbronﬁ
pull. With a grinding noise it slippe
from under the ice and I then saw that it
was Miss Forrest’s body. We took it into
the boat and brought it to the shore.”

ISLAND HARDSH1PS IN WINTER.

My, Edward Hanlan Tells an Interesting
story,

The World called on Mr, Edward Han-
lan last night in connection with the acci-
dent and the dangers incident of winter
life on the Island. He gave a most inter-
esting narration of the bardships of sach
life, hardships which few people in the city
had sny idea of. The moral of his story
is that it there was even a cheap chain
ferry service at the Queen’s wharf there

In the  course of his story Mr. Hanlan
mentioned among others tite ‘following who
had lost their lives goipg to or from the
Island either in winter or at the late fall or
breaking up of the icé: '

John Ward, an uncle ot wavid Ward,was
a fisherman on the Island 12 or 15 years
ago. In.the middle of| winter walking
across the ice to his home|on the Island he
lost his way in & snowstorm, and walked
out into the lake and was drowned.

Pat Gray, a well-known Island fisher-
man, was drowned late in the fall while
rowing across for provisions.

John Durnan (father of Eddy and brother-
in-law of Mr. Hanlan) started for the city
late in the fali 16 years ago and was never
after heard of. There was a big northwest
storm that night.

Sam Darnan, a nephew of the above and
a son of the lighthouse keeper, was return-
ing late in the fall of 1892 in & rowboat and
was lost.

Mr. Heanlan told of a number of nar-
row escapes that he himself had encoun-
tered in getting on or off the Island in
winter, | or late or early in the season.
On one occasion he broke through| eight
times. He had started from the Island on
good ice; in the meantime a .storm broke it
up and he had to return, jumping from
cake to cake. .

Often the Hanlan family have had to go
on short rations, owing to their inability to
get across,

At least one child has had to be buried
on the Island owing to the difficulty in
crossing. Old -Mr. Haolan died on the
Island in 1892, but luckily the ice had
formed and his body was brought over on a
sleigh.

Kven in summer, owing to big storms,
there have been times when doctors could not
be got over to see sick persons. Several
women have gone through confinement on
the Island without medical assistance owing
to storms or drifting ice.

Hanlan’s narrowest escape was when as
a youth trying to row over, a snowstorm
came up, turned the bay into siush, froze
his oars and threatened to freeze him, help-
less in a winter storm.

Another time Hanlan found himself
walking over. He came to a stretch of
thmn ice, and every moment he threatened
to go through the leathery surface. His
presence of mind suggested an idea. He
lay down and rolled over the thin ice for a
distance of 200 yards.

Nothing is so handy in the case of uncer-
tain ice as an awl or jacknife to dig into the
jce cakes. Old Mr. Hanlan saved himself
once with his knife when he went through.
Ever atter he croesed the ice with an awl in
his pocket. :

The Chain Ferry.

Such a chain ferry scowas Mr. Hanlan sug-
gestscould be built and equipped for lessthan
4$1000. Two men at $300 a year each would
look after it night and day every day in the
year, and ensure regular passage to and
from the Island throughout the year. These
two men could keep a small lifs-saving boat
at their station, they would look after life-
lines and the like and would certainly be
the means of saving several valuable lives
every year.

He bad the absolute
and complete confidence of almost every-
body. x|

Raised the Wind on Bogus By-Laws.

Among others who reposed every
confidence in the man was the Domin-
jon Bank in Whitby, which now holds
two notes bearing badly executed forgeries
of Reeve Calder’s signatures and bogus by-
laws of Whitby Township by which his
peculations were successfully covered. The
bank is also said to hold many notes bear-
ing the names of well-known farmers and
others, discounted by Moore but the mak-
ing2of which is repudiated by those most in-
terested.

Childlike and Bland.

Moore was as meck as Moses. He was
oneof the most active members of the
Methodist Church here, and none could vie
with bim in assiduous attention to the
duties of class-leader, choirmaster and Sun-
daﬁ school superintendent.

e owned a big farm and the
roomy, comfortable house he lived in,
and he did an excellent business. Of en-
gaging qualities, easy and gracious of man.
ner, it was no wonder he was able to hood-
wink those who believed that, while others
might go wrong, Moore would never yield
to the tempter. :

He held the position of station master on
the 'Grand rank Railway, with the
G.N.W. Telegraph and Canadian Express
offices thrown in, and was also the store-
keeper fer the Whitby Patrons of Industry.
In addition to these he is credited with
doing a snug little business as a private
banker.

* Exposure Was Coming,

It was only the approach of the regular
yearly auditing of Moore’s books which
caused him toskip. At the meeting of the
pew council auditors were appointed in the
regular way and Moore realized that he
could not pass the gauntlet of an examina-
tion of his accouuts. Flight suggested
itself and he was off. ;

Ris Victims Many,

Victims of misplaced confidence in
Moore’s honesty are being heard from
hontly. Living beyond even what all these
sources of income would warrant is as-
ﬁiibed as the reason of his financial trou-

es,

His wife and young daughter have noth-
ing left to live upon.

Moore was tall and stout. His ruddy
complexion and blonde beard will make
identification easy.

Meanwhile his whereabouts continues to
be the sole topic of speculation, and while
it is known that he got away with more
than ten thousand dollars, auditors are
hard at work at Moore’s accounts and ex-
pect soon to know the exact amount of the
township’s money with which he got away.

He was sorry that Sir Thomas, who was on
his way to England for his health, would
not be abls to see very much of the country,
but hoped that instead of going home b
way of Lhe Red Sea, he would come bac
through Canada so as to be able to see our
Qanadian fields covered with waving grain
instead of with snow as at present.

Sir Thomas, in reply, expressed himself
as greatly pleased with the reception ac-
corded him in Canada, and said that he re-
gretted that the state of his health would
not permit of his seeing very much of the
country, nor would he be able toreturn home
this year, but next summer he boped to pay
Canada a long visit and to bring & number
of other Australians with him. This sallu-
sion to the proposed conference was re-
ceived with applause.

He paid a hearty tribute to the memory
of Sir John Macdonald, whom ‘he regarded
as one of the greatest statesmen of the age
and whose career he had studied deeplg
for many years; indeed, he said, althoug!
he had never met Sir John Macdonald, he
felt as if he knew ;ore about his life and

work than many who had been intimate
with him. !

He then took up the question of the pro-
posed Pacific cable, which he strongly sup-
ported. He regarded it of the utmost im-
portance from an imperial standpoint and
vaid that he intended to wurge upon
the British Government the necessity for 1ts
construction, but even if the British Gov-
ernment refused to assist the scheme, he
thought that Canada and the Australian
colonies ought to take the matter in hand
and lay the cable themselves.

He also touched on the establishment of a
steamship line between Canada and Aus-
tralia, and said he had no doubt it would do
much to develop trade between the two
countries. One thing he said had surprised
him in Canada, and that was the develop-
ment of electricity. ‘They had nothing like
it in Aunstralia, and he thought that coun-
try offered a fine field for . the exercise of
Canadian enterprise in the way of intro-
dueing the uso of electricity as he found it
used here. In conclusion, he proposed the
health of Sir John Thompson, who he had
no .doubt would prove a fitting successor to
Sir John Macdonald.

Sir John Thompson, in replying, gave
more testimony to the interest Sir Jonn
Macdonald had taken in the enlargement of
theintercoursebetween Canada and Australia
and said that, although the steamship line
had not actuslly been established until after
Sir John’s death, he had always been a
marm advocate of it as well as of the Pacific
cable. After the health of the vice-chair-
man, Mr. Sandtord Fleming, had been pro-
posed by Hon. Mr. Foster and responded
to the procsedings terminated.

HE HOLDS THE COMBINATION.

Lively Oircus Between the Mayor and
Clerk of Hull For the City Safe.

Orrawa, Ont., Jan. 28.--There is quite
a pretiy little circus in the neighboring
city of Hull over the dismissal of the City
Clerk at Friday night's meeting of the
council for alleged detalcation. Instead of
having Mr. Laferriere arrested, as should
have been done if there really is a detal
cation, the council simply passed a resolu-
tion dismissing bim and appointing a Mr.
Desjardins to act as City Clerk
until the next meeting of the council.
Mayor Aubrey and two aldermen were ap-
pointed a committee to take over the books
of the corporation from Mr. Laterriere and
hand them to Mr. Desjardins. Yesterday
atternoon the Mayor called at the City
Clerk’s office’ for this purpose, but Mr. La-
ferrier, hadino idea of losing his job so easily.
He therefore reiused to-give up the books,
saying there was no shortage at all the
apparent deficiency being caused by an
error of the auditors last year. He also re-.
fused to give the combination of the lock
on the door of the vault containing the
books, and attempted to close the door
when the Mayor stepped into the opening
and prevented him, The mayor and the
city cierk were alone in the office, ' the
mayor is large, young and strong, the city
clerk is small, old and weak. He took
his seat at his desk and let the Mayor stand
in the opening of the vault. The Mayor
stood there for an hour. At last relief
came, Alderman Wright appeared,and as the
City Clerk still refused toggive up the com-
biation which he alone knows, the alderman
went for the agent of the manufacturers of
the vault who could set the lock
to a new combination from the inside.
He also sent a policeman to relieve the
Mayor, and that dignitary departed, leaving
the limb of the law in the vault opening
and the City Clerk still at his desk. By
and by the policeman got tired.and strolled
to the window to see if the agent was
coming. The moment he reached the win-
dow the clerk jumped from his desk,
slammed thedoor, which closed with a spring,
put on his hat and walked out. When the
sgent arrived he said there was no possi-
bility of his changing the combination of
the lock without getting inside the vault,
and the only way to do this was to make
an opening in the wall large enough for the
agent to crawl through. So the case stands
to-day. The City Clerk still refuses to dis-
c¢lose the combination, and if he persists in
his refusal to-morrow a breach is to be
made in the wall.

A NEWPLANFOR IRISH HOME RULE

Alleged to Emanate From the Unionists
and Now Being Considered by the
Irish Party,

Loxpox, Jan. 27.—The Gladstonian
weekly journal, The Speaker, gives from
what it terms a trustworthy source the
outlines of a plan for Irish Home Rule pro-

posed from the headquarters of Unionism,

and favored by eminent Tories of this
place. 4

The paper says: It is now under con-
sideration by both sections of the Irish
party with a Jview to making it the Union-
ist plan for solving the question at the gen-
eral election.

The proposals snmmarized are s Aboli-
tion of Dublin Castle and the lord lieuten-
ancy, formation of five great national
councils, two for England and one each for
Ireland, Scotland and Wales: endowment
of a Catholic university for Ireland and
establishment of four provincial councils in
lreland similar to the English county
councils.

The Speaker calls it a daring and very
ingenious scheme, well baited, especially for
English and Roman Catholic consumption,
but asks, What will the Ulster men, old
Tories and fanatical Liberal-Unionists
think of it ?

CENSURE OF THE GOVERNMENT,

Basis of an Amendment by Redmond to
the Speech ¥rom the Throme.

Loxvox, Jan. 28.—John Redmond,leader
of the Parnellites, said in an interview to-
day that he would move in the House of
Commons two amendments tb the address
replying to the speech from the throne,
One amendment would deal with the ques-
tion of amnesty for political prisoners. The
other would censure the Irish Government
for not making greater efforts to prevent
evictions and jury packing.

R ined U tous for 100 Hours

After Meoting With an Accident and

thrown him out.

McDowsll lay at the Hospital unjdentified
for three days and then his son récognized
the picture published in The World| came to
the city and identified his father, RMcDowell
received a nasty gash in the head, which
affected his brain and from which be has
never recovered,

MeDowell remained unconscious for over
100 hours, but at length seemed to be recov-
ing. He took amother turn, however, and
this time had a crazy fit, tearing the bed-
clothes intoshreds.  Kven after he was put
ina straight jacket, he would pull up the
clothes with his teeth and endeavor to chew
them, He finally bscame so violently in-
sane that it became necessary to send him to
the asylum where he now is.

He Publicly Praises British Officers in
the Egyptian

Ca1ro, Jan. 28.—The Khedive has puh- ci

lished an order praising the English and
Egyptian officers, and it is undiérstood that
Maher Pasha is to be “irénsferred from the
Ministry f War to séme other post.
Lord Cromer has triumphed and the Khed-
ive bows once more to the dictation of Eng-
land.

The Egyptian Government has sent the
following communication to the Associated
Press: :

“The Khedive has been painfully sur-
prised and affected at the rumors spread on
the subject of his sentiments regarding the
army.

“The Khedive reserves to himself the
right to establish the facts later; but, hav-
ing it at heart to dispel these rumors with-
out delay and to manifest publicly his at-
tachment to thearmy, he has now expre
ina general order his entire satisfaction
with the native and British officers and re-
cognizes the services rendered by the Brit~
ish officers. ¢

““In regard to Maher Pasha, the Khedive
consents to his transfer as soon as the Gov-
ernment can offer an equivalent to this

Complete British Annexation of Egypt.

Paris, Jan. 28.—The Temps remarks
that England appears to be abandoning the’
flimsy pretext upon which the ocoupation
of Egypt has been maintained and expresses
the opinion that - the English newWspapers
may now speak of the complete British an-
nexation of Egypt.

. Harmony Not Restored,

Two Cents n Mile—Or Less,

In 1889, August 1, reduced traveling
rates were introduced on the Hungarian
state railroads. What is known as the
zone tariff system was then adopted, and it
has been in force for nearly five years. The
fares under this system run sbout 1 cent
per mile for thiyd-class passengers, 1} cents
for second-class, and about 2 cents for first-
class, Between any two stations, inde-
pendent of distance, the rates are 4.8 cents,
7.2 and 14.4 for the three classes respec-
tively; and for the second ‘station 7.2, 10.6
and 19.2 cents. Sécond-class in Europe
corresponds to our first-class, and our
Pullman cars correspond to  their
first-class  cars. Previous to 1889
the fares were among the highest
in Europe, and the passenger travel was ex-
tremely light, The introduction of the zone
system has caused a wonderfulincrease in tra-
vel. There were three times as many passen-
ger journeys undertaken in 1892 as in 1888.
The increase in travel of each year over the
previous one was 44 per cent. in 1889;63

er cent. in 1890; 19 in 1891 and 11 in 1892.

o 1888 nine million passengers were car-
ried, Ia 1892 the number had increased ts
over twenty-eight millions. The increase
in earnings have of course not
been ‘so  pronounced as the in-
crease in travel The - amount of
increase of each year. over the preceding
year is as follows: 1889, 64 per cent.; 1890,
12.8 per cent.; 1891, 9.8 per cent ; 1892,
5.9 per cent. In 1888 the passenger carn-
ings were $6,773,760, and in 1892 they had
increased to £9,448,752 ‘Tne increased
travel naturally necessitates increased oper-
ating expenses, but the increased receipts
will more than pay the cost of handling the
increased traffic. If the increase in earnings
only equalled the increase in expenditure
on account ot additional passenger traffic
the introduction eof the zone - sys-
tem would be fully justified. For,
while the railway may not have pro-
fited to any extent, the fact must not be
overlooked that the low rates have been of
great advantage to the nation. The people
are now making three journeys where they
formerly made but one.

There is a lesson in these figures that
ought to be of some service to us in Canada.
It is mot at all improbable if the railway

S | rates in Canada were cut trom 30 to 50 per

to the people, and it would not adversely |

affect the railways. It is said our
railways have certain vested interests
which it would be nothing short
of spoliation for Parliament to interfere
with, The railways of Canada have as yet
made no fortunes for the people who bujlt
them, and the people ought not to seek “to
impose on them legislation which would
operate still further adversely to their in-
terests. But if it can be shown that a re-
vision of passenger rates will not affect the
railways prejudicially, and may prove bene-
ficial to them, then the people have the
right to step in and enfotce such a revision.
We will suppose that the increased receipts
under the Hungarian system merelyfcovered
all the additional outlay the state railways
were put to in handling ‘the increased
traftic. Upder such a condition as this
neither the Grand Trunk nor C.P.R. would
have any incentive to lower their rates, It
would he a matter of indifference to them,
To the public, however, it would be a
question of immense importance. We have,
then, shown a case where a drop in passen-
ger rates may be a matter of indifference to
the railways but of great importance to
the people, The zone tariff has brought
about just such a state of things in Hun-
gary, for while the traffic has increased
threefold it is not likely the increased re-
ceipts muoch more than care for the new
business. 1

The railways in Canada hnve‘mado no
effort to ascertain what passenger rate per
mile will bring them in the largest.income.
The World would like to see a commission
apoointed to enquire into the question of
railway rates, add particularly to ascertain
what rate will increase traffic most without
involving loss on the railways.' That is the
rate that should be adopted in Canada, and
if the railways will not adopt it
themselves then the people would be
justified in forcing it upon them. The Par-
liament has not conferred on the railways
the right of adopting a dog-in-the-manger
pdlicy.

If such a commission were appointed it
might be found thata cent-and-a-half-a-mile
policy would work admirably if applied to
the thickly-settled Proviace of Ontario,

while it would not be suitafle for the other;

provinces. In such a contingency there is
no reason why this province could not be ex-
cepted and have special rates applied to it.

If it is true that the people of
Ontario might be ‘traveling at bhalf
current rates  without  prejudicially
affecting the interests of the railways, then
a strong case is made out for -introducing a
reform by means of Parliament. The sta-
tistics furnished by the zone system of
Hungary, by the two cent rate in New
York state and by other similar innovations
seem to establish the fact tha$ our rates can
be very considerably reduced to the advant-
age of the many and not to the disadvant-
age of the fow.

Crossing the Queen’'s Wharf Channel,
The sad accident that occurred at Queen’s
Wharf on Saturday reminds us that we

{have no bridge betwcen the Island and

maisland, The only excuse that can be
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urged for delaying this work any longer is
the depressed ocondition of civic ficances,
A bridge to the Island is badly needed. 1t
would increase thp travel to the lske shore
in summer and sfford a pecessary means of
communication between the two places in
winter, The Jsland has now developed to
such an extent that citizens ought to be
able to reach it at all seassns 6f the year.
Some months ago Tho Werld published the
description of a cash-bsx ferry that would
bave suited the localty admirably. The
design is that of & stsel framework on each
side of the Queen’s Wharf channel, about
100 feet high andstrong enmough to carry
girders across the top. Along these gird-
ers A ferry box (suspended =» few
feet above the water) could be
sent to and fro om the cash, box
system. The structure could be made
strong enough to admit the transfer of a
trolley car. 'This kind of a ferry would
rot interfere with navigation and would
permit of the city street car system being
extended to the Island at a surprisingly
small cost. There would be no approaches
to buy and no land damages to pay. If a
sand dredge were set to work on the Island
side of the channel a road-bed for the | rails
conld be built up for a* trifle. The ‘Island
railway problem is a simpleone. A private
company could be got to undertake to
build one with its own funds and to pay
over to the city a percentage of 1ts receipts.
The improvements we speak of would
place Hanlan’s poins within 20 minutes _of
the corner of King and Yonge-streets.

But in the meantime a cheap chain ferry
at the Queen’s wharf would be a great con-
venience in winter and summer.

Hanging, a Barbarism.

The gruesome mishap at the execution of
Qeorge Painter at Chicago suggests the in-
troduction of electrocution in place of hang-
ing. It issafe to say that with properly
equipped electric machines no such shock-
ing accident could have occarred as that
which characterized the execution of
Painter on Friday. Capital punishment by
electricity has been demonstrated in the
State of New York as the most humane,
certain and speedy system yet devised. It
has been proved sufficiently to warrant its
introduction in all civilized countries.

“The Criminal Code of Canada,” is the
title of a legal volume just issued by White-
ford & Theoret of Montreal. The work
is edited by James Crankshaw, barrister, ot
the same city. It will prove of great con-
venience to judges, magistrates, lawyers
and others concerned in the administration
of justice to have the whole of our criminal
law and criminal procedare collated as it is
in this volume. | In addition to the Code
the volume contains the Canada Evidence
Act of 1893, the Extradition Act and other
relevant matter.

Botween the Central Prison and the
Kingston Penitentiary the farmers of Can-
ada will soon get most of their binder twine
from prison labor. - Last. year the Central
Prison industry -yielded an output of about
$100,000 and thig year it is expected 1t will
amount to §300,000. The  plant at King-
ston will soon be ruuning, and they have
labor there to make as much as Canada may
require, The Ontario Government will sell
binder twine atless than 10 cents this year.
The complaint as to the excessive price of
binder twine will be eliminated from politics
by the establishment of the industry in the
prisons.

WINING RIOT NEARPITTSBURG

WORKMEN ASSAULTED, PROPEKTY
DES /ROYED, BLOODSHED,

A Mob of Seven,K Hundred Foreigners At-
tack the Men at Work-—Stounes, Clubs
and Revolvers Freely Used—Deéputy
Sheriffs Despatched to the Ecene to
Restore Order,

Prrrssure, Pa., Jan. 27.—At 11 o'clock
this morning 25 deputy sheriffs started for
Armstrong, Pittsburg Fuel Company and
Steen mines at Woodville and Hitchman’s
mines at Federal. It is reported serious
trouble is threatened by the coal miners.

A representative of the press telephones
from Woodville as follows: Last night a
mob of 600 striking coal’ miners, most of
whom were Slavs, Poles, Belgians and
Frenchmen, went tq the Federal and Wood-
ville coal mines on the Pittsburg, Chartiers
sand Youghiogheny Railroad, and made a
violent assault upon the miners who were a$
work., Stones and clubs were wused,
and many pistol shots were fired.
Considerable damage to property also re-
sulted.

Many Shots Fired,

This morning the mob again formed and
made another.raid on the Federal mine,
Several building were damaged, windows
smashed, cables cut and coal cars and other
property destroyed. The rioters then
marched to Steens’ and the Powers’ mines,
where the rioting was repeated. Many
shots were fired, but it is not yet known
that snyone was fatally injured.

Sheriffs Powerless.

When the train conveying the deputy
sheriff arrived, the officers quickly
discovered that they were entirely
unable to -cope with the lawless
foreigners and immediately requested
Sheriff Richards of vhis city to send addi-
tional assistance.

At 11 o'clock the mob to the number of
700 left for Bridgeville with the avowed in-
tention of closing the mines there. A seri-
ous riot and bloodshed now seem to be
inevitable.

Additional Police Sent,

At 1.30 o'clock this afternoon Sheriff
Richards received a telephone message from
Bridgeville stating that the rioting miners
have divided into squads of from 150 to 200
men each and are marching from mine to
mine intimidating the miners, destroying

roperty and engaging in other acts of law-
feuneu.

A BATTLE WI1TH THE RIOTERS,
Bridgeville Threatened and the Town
Patrolled By Guards All Night,

Maxsrierp, Pa., Jan. 28, —Never before
did the streetg ot Mansfield present such a
scene of excitement as they do this Sunday
evening. News has just arrived that a
battl» fl in progress at W, J. Steen’s mines
on Toms Run between a band of rioters and
a force of deputies.

The report of this last fray was brought
by W. J. Steen, operator of the mines,
which bear his name, He came to Mansfield
to secure more deputies.

France Joset Stepig, the rioter who was
shot during the battle at the Reading mines
yesterday died about noon to-day. It is
suspected he was shot by the rioters as he
wus not in symathy with the movement.
An inquest will be held.

Revenge Threatened.

Upon the request of a numerously sign-
ed petition from Bridgeville, a special de-
tachment of deputies has been sent to
guard that town to-night. The citizens
fear an assault. Through.scouts who were
sent out to-day it was learned that dispersed
rioters had reassembled at their rendezvous
in Heidelberg and had pledged. shemselves
to take revenge on the citizens of “Bridge-
ville, 1t was also decided to revenge the
death of their comrade at the Beadling
mines. - They have pledged themselves to
destroy the Beadling coal tipple if it takes
months to do it. For this reason special
precautions are being taken in both dis-
tricts to-night.

Bt tae Beadling mines, where the fierce
battle of yesterday took place, four depu-
ties are on guard. Dozens of ecitizens of
the Beadling mining hamlet are ready to
respond upon a signal from Captain Dean.
Among them are & number of foreigners,
who are entirely out of sympathy with
their anarchistic brethren and have pledged
themselves to respond upon a moment’s
warning and shoot down their countrymen,
if necessary, to save the tipple.

CITIZENS TAKE UP ABMS 3
And Cow the Riotous Mob-—Sixteen Ar-
rested,

BRIDGEVILLE, Pa., Jan, 28.—The rioters

seemed to bave a systematic plan of opera~
tion, They started in about noon in the
Toms Run district, where are located the
Pittsburg Fuel Company mine, the W. J.
Steen mine, the Chartier’s Block Coal Com-
pany’s mines, Nos. 1,
Wyhk and the Beechmont mines. In this
section the. attempt was ade to destroy
property. The rioters seemed satisfled if
the# could inconvenience the work at the
mines. At most of these places the tracks
were torn up, the mules were turned loose
and bands of loaded coal cars were dumped
and the wheels broken off so as to make the
jobs complete, Bections of the Tipples were
also torn down. The band then proceede d
do&vu the Run and across the hills to Bridge-
ville, \
They passed through the main streets to-
wards the A. J. Schulte cosl mines, As they
passed U, P. Mayer's general store, they
made an onslaught on his place, smashing
the front windows. The occupants ull fled
from the house in terror, thinking the pur-
pose of the mob was to burn them up. But
all they wanted was soveral cases of axe-
bandles that stood  within. They
went straight to the Schulte Tipple,
There were several Tipple men present at
the time but they all fled except Dick Lay-
ton, the weigh master,

He made a brave stand as the horde of
foreigners approached, An attempt to ad-
dress them only called forth terrible threats,
Pick handles were wildly brandished and
several weapons were levelled and Laytoo
fled. A dozen matches were applied to the
structure and it was soon a mass of flames.

In a moment the entire community was
abroad at the scene of the fire, "The rioters
fled over the hills, Efforts were made to
save the works, but nothing could be done,
The Tipple valued at $5000 was doomed,

“Let Us Organize,’””

Amid thie most exciting scene there oc-
curred an incident that eclipsed even the
disaster. A man’s voice rang out through
the silent air. On a freight car a few paces
from the burning Tipple stood C. P. Mayer,
one of the leading citizens and business men
of Bridgeville. It was his store which had
been invaded by the robbers. In words
trembling with fervor and elogquent with
feeling he pleaded with his fellow-citizens to
avenge the wrong just committed in their
midst. TLet us organize a band and pursue
each scoundrel uuntil brought to justice,
Patriotiem demands it.” The setiment was
greeted with cbeers, including the voices of
the women and children. *“'We'll do it,
we'll do it,” exclaimed voices, and within 10
minutes a band of 20 armed men bad gather-
od about Mayer sand were clamoriog for
action, The band set out in pursuit of the
fleeing borde, which was on its way towards
the Painters’ Run district. In this district
are the Panhandle Coal Company’s mines,
the Esser Coal Compauy’s and ﬂ and Boad-
ling Bros.’ mine, Themob bad a start on 1ts
pursuers, and while the Iatter were crossing
Bower’s Hill they saw the Panhsaundle Coal!
Company’s Tipple in flames, This Tipple was
a new one, having just been completed at' a
cost of $6000. The work of destruction -was
then continued at the Esser wmines.

One Man Killed,

The infuriated band .proceeded to the
Beadling mine, Aun assualt was made on the
supply store of tbhe Beadling bamlet, where,
it is reported, a fight o *curred snd one man
wos killel, The proprietors had anticipated
trouble when the store was building and bad
coustructéd I8 in the form of a garrisom,

Loop-holes were built in the sides and Win~

chester rifles were kept on hand. Therioters

then started over Bowers' Hill toward the

Millers’ Run distriot, which is southwest of
Bridgeville.

This district was never reached., Just as

the rioters appeared on Bowers' Hill they

oame face to face with the band of 20 armed

citizens. The horde stopped like a berd of

startied desr, Seeing the armed and desper-

ate little band of men they started to run,
seattering over the country like so many
frightened sheep, The demand to surrender

was unheeded. Some of the citizens raised
their guns and were ;about to charge when
they heard the orders, ‘‘Capture them,
but for God’s sake don’t  shoot)”
And then began & mad chase

Fled Like Deer,

The rioters fled like wild' animals, with the
citizens close after them, About four miles
the flght was kept up, the horde heading
toward Reidelburg, where most of them live,
Just as they entered the town they were
overtaken and 16 of them captured. The rest
escaped. The prisoners were taken to Mans-
fleld, where they were placed in the lock-up.

Three rioters were wounded, one of them
fatally, in she battle with the owners of the
Reading Brothers’ miners.

Frank Staley, a leader of the rioters, was
shot through the body and will die, Two
others received slight wounds, The damage
to the Pdnhanile Coal Company’s Tipple
trestle will reach $15,000. In addition to the
Tipple,valuable machinery was destroyed by
the fire.

Between 90 and 100 deputy sheriffs wore
sout from Pittsburg to the scene of the riots
to-day. At 10 o’clock last night sheriff Rich-
ards arrived from Mansfleld, bringing with
him 16 of the rioters, and lodged them in the
county jail.

“VIVE LA COMMUNE!”

An Ominous Cry n;llod in the French
Ohamber—A fcene of Confusion—A
g Member Expelled,

In speaking
to his proposition, Chaudey made a -refer-
ence to M. Guesde, a Bocialist member,
which displeased the Socialists, M. Thi-
veyer, and others of the Socialist party
yelled at the top of their voices: “Vive La
Commune.” This caused a tumault in the
chamber, Finally M. Dupuy, the presi-
dent of the chamber, demanded the with-
drawal of the offensive cry.

M. Thiveyer mounted the rostrum and
maintained that he and his party had a
perfect right to cry as they had done,

The Chamber then adopted a resolution
censuring M. Thiveyer, coupled with an
tl;n}ler for his temporary exclusion from the

all.

M. Thiveyer retused to leave the House
and orders were given to clear the Chamber,
beginning with the spectators. The
Socialist phalanx of 50 men retained their
seats.

The Socialists requested M. Thiveyer to
leave the Chamber. The latter refused to
go, whereupon the colonel of the military
guard at the Chamber was called. The

leave the House of his own will he would be
forced to expel him violently. M. Thiveyer.
replied: “I shall not go until you do use
force.”

The colonel then summoned a corporal’s
guard of five men and ordered them te re-
move M. Thiveyer from the precincts of the
Chamber,

M. Thiveyer, addressing the soldiers,
said: “My boys, 1 do not feel angry with
{ou, because you belong to the French army,

Then, together with all the members of
the Socialist group, he shouted again, **Vive
la Commune,” and left the Chamber.

Temperaunce reformers work too
much by jerks. All at it, and always at it,
as with that great organization, the Roman
Catholic Chureh,in working for its owan ends,
was the only way to victory. s

BULLY 8000 PEOPLE AT CHAMPION
CORBETTI'S BENEVIT,

Pompadour Jim Has a,Very Sore Hand
As & Result of Hiting Mitchell—
The Englishman Will Appear With
Corbett At Billy Madden's Benefit To-
Night,

New Yomrk, Jan, 27.—The popularity of
victory was demonstrated this afternoon,
when 2000 cheering people gathered at the
depot of the Pennsylvanis Railroad in
Jersey City to welcome the arrival of
James J. Corbett, the champion prize-
fighter of the world, At last he reached
the ferry boat and was soon across the
river, but here he was met with a reception
far greater than that which greeted him in
Jersey City., Fully 5000 people surrounded
the ferry landing, and ss the form of Cor-
bett was seen to emerge fronf the ferry
house a cheer went up that could almost be
heard on the Jersey shores.

The champion said he had received
ovations all along the line. As to his
future prospects, he felt very enthusiatic.

“] shall not keep in hard training as I
am now,” he said, ‘‘but I will not get out
of it to such an extent that it will be
necessary - to do s great amount of hard
work when I prepare for the fight with
Peter Jackson 1n June or July.”

The fight will come off between the 10th
of June and the 10th of July. Manager
Brady was also with the party, snd during
the course of » brief talk with a reporter
he ssid that the attendance at the fight
was very large, considering the uncertainty
that existed as to whether there would be
a fight or not,

Fully 8000 people attended the benefit
reception to Corbett at Madison Square
(Giarden to-night. The audience was per-
haps_the most enthusiastic ever seated in a
New York theatre. The management im-
posed several bouts on the audience as
curtain-raisers. For an hour and a half
several youngsters slugged or played with
each other, But the crowd was hungry for
a sight of the champion, and called for him
repeatedly. As a balm for their enthusiasm,

illiam A, Brady appeared and was great-
¢d by many rounds of applause. He an-
| nounced that Jack Dempsey and Denny
Costigan would have a friendly bout, The
bout had scarcely been finished when a
shout went up from the southeast corner of
the building, and the crowd surged in that
direction. Corbett had started for the
ring. For five minutes there was pande-
monium., Every man concentrated all the
force of his lungs to do the champion honor.
A half dozen of his intimate friends
tought & way for him through the
bowling mass, “First in war, first in
peace, %nt in the hearts of his country-
men,” came thundering from the galleries,
and the shouts and stamping which fol-
lowed threatened to lift the roof off the
building. If Corbett ever had reason to
think himself famous his ideas about him-
self must have been well confirmed by the
reception he received. There was a deafen-
ing roar when he reached the platform,
which continued as he threw off his long
ulster, Hejwore green stockings, white
tights and a pink shirt. Around his waist
he wore & red, white and blue ribbon,

“‘Speech, speech,” came thurdering from
all sides. Brody tried to make some an-
nouncement, but the crowd refused to hear
him, 7

““Let Jim speak for himself,” someone
cried, Corbett did not speak loudly, but
he could be heard distinctly in every corner
of the house, He said:

“Ladies and gentlemen,—I am very
thankful for your kindness this evening.
All I can say is that I am glad that I have
kept the championship of the world in
America, and I will always.be ready to de-
fend that title.”

The speech was loudlg applauded. The
crowd wanted to see the men that had
figured at the big fight.

RATEPAYERS' ASS0CIATION.

The Salary Kednctions—How it is Pro-
posed To Identify Civie Employes,
At a meeting of the Executive Committee
of the Toronto Ratepayers’ Association,
held on the 23¢d inst., the following resolu-
tions were passed and recommended for the
approval of the association at s general
meeting to be called on Tuesday evening,
Feb. 6, at St. George’s Hall, Elm-strect.

1. That while recognizing the fact that
the reduction in salaries as proposed by Ald.
Thompson and Sheppard 15 rather a crude
and unbusiness-like way of reducing the ex-
pense of administration, yet in view of the
other fact that for the past two years, not-
withstanding the urgent demand for reduc-
tion, practically novhing has been done save
in the Health Department.

Be it therefore resolved that in the
opinion of this association the plan of re-
duction above referred to seems to be the
only one promising immediate and tempor-
ary relief pending the appointment of a
Board of Control, as recommended by the
Conference on Municipal Reform. When
the whole question of reorganization of all
the depertments of administration upon a
sound business basis can be dealt with by a
responsible and practically independent
board.
