Buried Under His Own Monument.

T. B. Prentiss, one of the oldest Free
Masons of the district, was buried to-
day with Masonic honors at Aylmer. He
was a past Grand Lodge officer of
Quebec. Some years ago decedsed had
his own monument erected in the family
plot in the Aylmer Cemetery. It is a
red granite monument, and stands about
6ix feet high. On one side of
it is_inscribed the name of his first
wife and the date of her death,
On the other side is the name of his
present wife, while on another side,
beneath a Masonic square and compass,
is his own name, the place and date of
his birth, ete. The inscription is com-
plete, only the date of his death requir-
ing to be inseribed on the monument.

Northwest Urrigation.

Premier Haultain of the Northwest had
i Daly Satur-
day to urge that the ordinance passed
by the Territorial Assemhly last year
regpecting iirigation be ratilied. It will

some respects the act exceeded the juris-
diction of the Assembly, and referred it
back to the local authorities, with a
view to making the necessary amend-
ments.

A Toronto Customs Embrogiio.

Officers of the Customs Department are
at present investigating a case of al-
leged undervaluation of slack coal im-
poried by John Keith of [Toronto. Bi-
tuminous coal is at present dutiable at
the rate of 60 cents a ton,slack at 20
per cent. ad valorem. The charge is
that Mr. Keith has made false entries.

The Penitentiaries Act.

The bill to amend the Penitentiaries
‘Act, of which the Minister of Justice has
given notice, is to make provision for the
care of insape conviefs. At the present
time such convicts are kept in the peni-
tentiaries, and it is now proposed to
take power to transfer them to the asy-
lums,

A Manitoba Railway.

An effort will be made this session to
revive the charter of the Lake Manitoba
Railway and Canal Co., better known as
the Lake Dauphin Road. The promoters
are principaly Ottawa men, including
such well-known names as M. P. Davis,
J. A. Gemmill, 8. H. Fleming, W. H.
Davis, E. 8. Skead of this city, and Lieut.-
Governor Mackintesh of Regina.

New Judges.

The resolution which Sir Charles Tup-
per placed upon the order paper on Fri-
day respecting the salaries of judges in
certain provinces is simply to provide
for those cases where the Provincial Leg-
islatures have already passed acts creat-
lug the new offices.

197 MILKS IN 185 MINUTES.
This Is the Best the Delaware, Lackawanna
Road Can Do. -

Binghamton, April 28.—The record for
the fastest long distance run on the De-
laware, Lackawanna and Western was
broken Saturday by a special trgin from
New York to Buffalo. The train, which
consisted of three cars, left Hoboken at
about 8 am. The run to Elmira, 57
miles, was made in 58 minutes. The
first stop was at Bath, where four min-
utes was spent. From Bath to East
B!}iialo, 108 8-4 miles, the time was 103
minutes. A stop of four minutes, how-
ever, was made at Mount Morris, so that
the actual running time for the distance
was 99 minutes; The train was re-
ported at East Buffalo at 8.59 pn. De-
ducting eight minutes for the two stops
the traveling time for the 197 miles was
just 185 -minutes. .

A Philadelphian Arrested For a 16-Year Old

Philadelphia, (April 28.—Alfonso F.
Cutajer, jr., a grocer at 4929 Lancas-
ter-avenue, has been arrested for ‘the
murder of his aunt, Johanna Logzue, 16
years ago. The woman was the wife
of James Logue, one of the most no-
torious burglars in the United States.
dAbout two years ago the skeleton of a
woman was discovered beneath the floor
of the kitchen of the house at 1250
North 1l1th-street. By a hand satchel
and a knowledge that Logue once lived
in the house, the gkeleton was identi-
fied as that of'his wife Johanna. Suspi-
cion was immediately directed towards
Logue, but the most untiring efforts of
the police failed to discover his where-
abouts. "About two months ago Loguc
walked into Coronmer Ashbridze’s house
one eveninggstating he had heard that he
was accused of the murder of his wife
and he had come to amswer the charge.
The old burglar protested his innocence
of the murder of his wife and told the
coroner a story that has helped to un-
ravel the mystery. When arrested Cu-
taier at first protested his ' innocence,
but finally, under close questioning, ac-
knowledged having caused the death of

EORINTO UNDER BRITISHRULE|

e e

HOW THE BLUEJACKETS TOOK POS-
SESSION OF THE I0WN.,

No Oppesition to the Landing Party, but
an Armed Force is Camped Outside the
Town and the Excitement is Increas-
ing—Attempted Attack on the Briiish

Consulate in Managua.

London, Aprill 28.—A despatch ‘from
Managua on the 27th says: Shortly after
2 o’clock in the morning 22 boats, filled
with marines and seamen, were loweéred
from the warships, and immediately af-
ter the vessels came around, bows on,
and advaaced in a line toward the Gov-

ernment pier. Each large launch carried
& machine- gun forward. There was a
great crowd at the pier, but no hostile
demonstration was made. The landing
party marched without opposition to the
Customs House and planted the British
flag thereon.

A part of the marines occupy the prin-
cipal square of the city. Rear Admiral
Stephenson has declared martial law.

A large force of Nicaraguan troeps ar-
rived at Corinto on the evening of the
26th, with artillery, and encamped at
the lower end of the town.

Order is maintained by the British mar-
ines, who patrol the streets. The popu-
alece’ is quiet. The landing party was
commanded by Captain Frederick French
of the Royal Arthur, who immediately
issued a proclamation assuring the citi-
zens that their rights would be respected
and that they might pursue their voca-
tions without fear of molestation. The
proclamation aleo contained a warning
that any acts of hostility would be op-
posed with the full force of the' fleet.

A Colon despatch says that the Ni-
cardaguan forces at Corinto withdrew,
crossing the lagoon separating the town
iroma the mainland, and are now strong-
ly eutrenched there. The British ships
had taken a position from which they
can open fire if the Nicaraguan forces
should attempt to interfere with the oc-
cupation of the town. Corinto is almost,
degerted, a, bombardment having been
generally expected. b

Would Attack the British Consulate.

A mob, headed by a military band,
paraded the streets of Mana, and at-
tempted to attack the British consulate,
but were prevented by the Nicaraguan
police,” who finally succeeded in dispers-
ing the rioters. The consulate was
guarded last might by a Nicaraguan
military force, and every precaution was
taken to prevent any violent demonstra-
tion. The enthusiasm of the people is
aroused. Their hatred of England can-
not be eradicated, The Government ie
using all means in its power to restrain
the popuiace from committing violence.

Exeit 2

Later advices received here from Ni-
caragua state that the “excitement
throughout Nicaragua increases.

Great disappointment is expressed at
the failure of the United States to se-
cure some - modification of Great Bri-
tain’s terms. While ithe conservative
course pursued by the Washington Gov-
ernment was fully expected by Presi-
dent Zelaya and his Cabinet, in view of
the ‘information furnished to them by
the Nicaraguan Minister at Washing-
ton, the people gzenerally believed that
the United States would interfere. The
Nicaraguan Government is exerting it-
self to restrain the populace. No indi-
cation has yet been given of an ifn-
mediate intention to pay the indemnity,
although the continued occupation of
Corinto must sooner or later prove very
embarrassing to Nicaragua. Mr. Bay-
ard’s request for a brief respite in order
that Nicaragua might pay the indem-
nity in London, it is stated here, was
refused by Lord Kimberley. Had this
respite been granted Nicaragua would
have borrowed the money in New York
to settle the British demand.

Practically a British Possession.

. Washington, April 28.—The situation
in Corinto remains unchanged. Dr.
Guzman, the Nicaraguan Minister, this
evening, in reply to a cable despatch
asking for specific information as to
the position of affairs from Manuel Mutus,
Secretary of Foreign Affairs, an official
despatch stating that the British were
still in control of the <¢ity; that the
British flag was flying over the Custom
House ; that the Nicaraguan flag had
been withdrawn from all the public
places ; that all the national authorities
had deserted the town, and that Corinto
at present was practically a British
possession. The despatch comtained no
further  particulars, which leads Dr.
Guzman to believe that all is quiet in
the republic. _ :

The gallant defence and gallant relief
of Chitral have interested Englishmen
more than all else this week; ' .There
are two new heroées—Robertson, who held
the fort, and Col. Kelly, who, after a
wonderful march in the face of tremen-
dous natural obstacles and of outnum-
bering foes, came in time to rescue his
comrades. The heroes, in truth, number
bundreds, for the soldiers in the fort and
in the relieving column were heroes. Col.
Kelly, I am told, is an officer who has
waited 30 years for his chance. Dr. Ro-
bertson is a eivilian and an able poli-
tical agent, but with the stuff of a sol-
dier in him also. For 45 days he stood
siege, and for all time to come he has
a place in Indian history, the course of
which is likely to be much modified by
these recent events.

Russian War Department Most Active—
Report in Paris That Japan

3 Has Caved.

London, April 28.—The People printsa
Bhanghai despatch saying tthat a pri-
vate telegram from. Yokohama says that
the Russo-Japanese position is beginning
to look most serious.

A Paris despatch says there was a
report on the Bourse that Japan had
agreed to revise ‘the Chino-Japanese
treaty in accordance with the tripartite
deman :

Germany Does Not.Expect War.

Berlin, April 28.—The Frankfurter Zei-
tung’s St. Petersburg correspondenf
says that Prince Lobanoff, the Russian
Minister oi Foreign Affairs, has assured
several diplomats that he is convinced
that the united action of Franee, Ger-
many and Russia in regard to the Chino-
Japanese treaty will not cause any seri-
ous complications. The (correspondent
asserts that M. Hanotaux, the French
Minister of Foreign Affairs, tried to
exclude Germany from the alliance, and
only yielded to Russia’s insistence. Ger-
many stipulated that the united action
of the three Goyernments be confined to
certain limits. The feeling in St. Peters-
burg, according to the correspondent, is
that the danger of an armed conflict is
very, remote. %

Russian War Department Active.

London, April 28.—A St. Petersburg de-
spatch to the Central News says there
has been marked activity in the Russian
War Department since Japan’s terms
with China became known. The officials
do not mxr:?d\talking of the possibility
of war, and contend that in case of an
attack, the Russian force in Amur is
strong enough to  withstand the
Japanese until reinforced.

The Central News’ advices from Rome
are that Italy thoroughly endorses Eng-
land’s attitude towards  the Shimono-
seki treaty and that the press and public
opinion condemn the jmeddling of the
Triple Alliance. The“Diritto suggests
that Italy support Japan in resisting
the demmnds of the alliance.

BRITISHE PRISON KEFORM,
Possibility of the Present System Being
Swept Away Root and Branch.

London, April 28.—Harold Frederier
cables: If the present Government man-
ages to remain in office it is likely that
the present year will witness a remark-
able organization @nd reform of the
British prison system. A Departmental
Committee of the Home Office has been
enquiring into the subject, and its unani-
mous report almost takes the most san-
guine philanthropists’s ibreath away.
The report declares the existing system
to be iphuman and vicious, and says that
it must be cleared away, root and
branch. It urges that prisoners be bet-
ter treated and fed, allowed a certain
degree of intercourse with their fellows
and with books, be taught trades, or put
intelligently to work at the craft that
they know, and be helped when releas-
ed. It also warmly fecommends some
plan for not imprisoning young offenders
at all, and a special treatment for
habitual drunkards. The report as a
whole is an exceedingly important docu-
ment in philanthropic. literature, and, if
Asquith and Herbert Gladstone con-
tinue in the Home Oifice, it is certain
to bear fruit speedily. The trouble with
any possible Tory successors would be
not that they are less humane.men, but
that the matter has been made a party
question by certain Tory papers, who
have been treating Sie Edmund DuCane,
the dismissed [Surveyor-General of Pri-
sons, as a martyr to partisan rancor,
whereas he was really put out because
he was chiefly to blame for the misman-
agement and savage barbarity which
have marked the English prison adminis-
tration under his long rule. |

THE RESKERVOIR BURSI.

French Villages Inundated—Numbers of
People Drowned.

Epinal, France, April 27.—A reservoi
near here burst on Saturday, inundating
many villages and drowning numbers of
persons.

The Bousey Reservoir had a capacity
of 7,000,000 cubic meters, The torrent
Larried off some of the houses in the vil-
lages of Darnieulles, Egney and Domev-
res, and swamped many others, besides
demolishing walls, bridges, roads, crops
and farm buildings. The disaster occur-
red at 5 o'clock in the morning. The
rush of water through the villages was
so sudden that there was hardly any
chance to escape, and many persons were
drowned in their beds.

Every house at Bouzey was demolished,
and very few remain at Les Forges,
where there are 1400 inhabitants. At
Uxegney 23 persons were drowned.
Every building was destroyed in Dar-

iulles, where the population numbers

0. Notwithstanding the fact that
Nomexy is ten miles from the dam, many
of the inhabitants of the place had not
time to reach the upper portions of
their dwellings before the torrent was
upon them. The damage caused b
the flood is estimated at $10,000,000.

130 Drowned.

Later advices state that the loss of
life is far beyond the first estimates.
About 130 deaths are now known to
have been caused by the flood, and the
list may grow, as in the confusion and
ruin it has been impossible to account
for ‘scores of persons swho are missing.
More than 200 familiek are homeless. A
large part of the valley is little more
than a morass, with timbers and up-
rooted trees protruding from them. The
soldiers who are looking for bodies make
only slow progress, as the work of dig-
ging in the debris is necessarily slow.

HAVE THE PEOPLE NO VESTED RIGHTS ?
It is a question whether Mayor Ken-
nedy’s public advocacy of the case of
the Toronto Electric Light Company
will not do the company more harm
than good. For our own part, we be-
lieve that His Worship is going to turn
out the Jonah that will finally sink the
ship. The Mayor of Toronto  is as'
rank a partizan of the company as Man-
ager Wright himself.

Mayor Kennedy is so
palpably the mere mouthpiece of the
company, that no one will place any
confidence in the statement bhe rhade
publi¢ to .the council the other day. His
figures as to the comparatively great
cost of electric lighting in other cities
are worthless in the light of the indis-
putable evidence which has been given
as to the actual cost of electric light-
ing in the city of Toronto. It would be
too long a story for us to go into ‘the
details, showing why in some cities. clee-
tric lights cost from $100 to $150 a
year. The fact that the Toromto Elec-
‘tric Company has tendered to do the
work for $74 a lamp, and that they,
are terribly anxious to get the job at
that figure, ought to be satisfactory
evidence that the quotations from Chi-
cago, New York and other high-priced
cities do not apply to the city of To-
ronto.. We have the further evidence
that a company will guarantee to
operate the proposed plant for five years
at $66 per lamp, to pay the interest
and sinking fund from year to year and
to maintain the plant . at its highest
efficiency. Other evidence has been
given to prove that the actual cost of
a lamp does not exceed $60, and will
not exceed that sum if it is produced
as economiecally as is possible, if the
city avajled itself of the many advan-
tages at: its disposal. While $60 is givent
as the present tost, the tendency of
the future is undoubtedly sti]l further
downwards, The figures upon which the
present estimates have been made did
not take into account the saving that
will be effected by, the use of fuel-saving
appliances. Moreover, the price of eoal
has a steady downward tendency. Since
the Engineer made his estimate as to
cost of operating I(the proposed plant
anthracite coal has come down in price
from $4.19 to $3.41 per ton, a drop of
nineteen per cent. The latter figure is
the price the Board of Works will pay
for the present year’s supply, as against
$4.19 in 1894. If His Worship were sin-

All that is Te-
quired to bring immediate relief to- this
large section of the people is for the
clergy of Toronto to cease harping on
the idea that the lawa of a people who
lived four thousand years ago apply to
the people of the present day. The
press of the city seems fo get its cue
from the clergy, whom it follows in op-
posing. the personal liberty of the in-
dividual. The. paper that -talks thus
humanely in behalf of the people who are
“cooped up all their lives in crowded
streets ” is the most blatant of all the
papers that oppose the movement to give
the workingman his personal freedom on
the only day in the week he can call
(his own. What do the good people of
Toronto think of themselves when . they
reflect on the sight that was witnessed
yesterday, or may be ‘Wwitnessed every
Sunday in summer ? Everyone who has
& coach or buggy is out driving. Every-
one who has a bicycle is developing “a
bealthier moral tone ” on his wheel. The
city streets are thronged with convey-
ances of all kinds. Everyone is in the
procession, except the workingman and
the others wha are too poor to buy a
bicycle or to keep a horse The work-
ingman, the workingman’s wife and child-
dren, they mope about the house, or are
“cooped up in the crowded streets.”
Citizens who wish to perpetuate this rank
injustice will please send in their con-
tributions to Mr. O'Meara, or to Mr. J.
A. Paterson, who wish to appeal to the
courts to restrict the workingman still
further.

years. The Dominion has resources suf-
ficient to meet the wants of the globe,
yet, -‘with & population of less ) than
five millions, thousands are starving. .

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AN ONEIDA RUOKET SHOP MAN 8UI-

CIDES AT STRATRORY,

Luther J. Allen, Ruined By His Brother.

Takes Morphine-Left a Note To His
Mother Explaining Why He Did the
Deed—The Suicide Deliberate and Pre-
meditated,

Stratford, Ont., April 27.—Luther J.
Allen, brother of Join C. Allen, the Bui-
falo bucketshop man and gambler, who
failed on Thursday, euicided at the
American Hotel, this city, Friday night.
From papers found on the dead man it
seems that he is a victim of his brother’s
failure and that his suicide was due to
financial troubles.

Allen came to Stratford Friday, from
where or at what time cannot be learn-
ed. About 10 o’clock he went to the
American Hotel, registered as H. John-
son, Bulfalo. e d

He made enquiries about the trains for

“That man in No. 20 must be dead. I
can’t make him hear anything.”

He told Clerk John Hofflick, who, get-
ting no respouse, peeped into the room
through the fanlight, and saw the man
lying on the bed with all his clothes on.

With Henry Pauli, & butcher, an en-
trance into the room was effected. They
found that Allen was dead.

When Allen went to hjs room he had
an unlighted cigar in his mouth, and the
arrangement of things in his room shows
how cool and deiiberate was the suicide.
He had laid the cigar on the washstand,
thrown his overcoat and hat on the foot
of the bed, and tossed a letter addressed
to his mother on the floor under the bed.
After doing this he is supposed to have
taken poison and laid down to die.

Chief McCarthy and. Coroner Rankin
were notified. A search of the room and
of the dead man’sv clothes revealed $182
and a gold watch.

On the floor at the foot of the bed was
a letter addressed to the dead man’s
motber in Oneida, N.Y., but it makes no
reference to the dead man’s intention to
take his own life. The letter had been
written in Oneida before he left, and had
a two-cent U.S. stamp upon it.

The letter explained to his mother why
he left home, the causes assigned being
financial troubles. The letter says he
owes money all over, and has been driven
from his home from inability to pay his
debts.

Allen ‘left home in Oneida Wednesday
last and has been travelling about in
an aimless sort of way ever since. Ae-
cording to tickets found on his person
he went from Oneida to Syracuse om
Wednesday and from there to Rochester
the following day. Still another ticket
shows that he traveled from Niagara
Falls to Suspension Bridge over the
West Shore. How he got from Rochester
to the Falls is not known, but it is
likely he bought a regular ticket and
the conductor took it up. On the
same day he came from the Falls to
Hamilton and the following day, which
would be the day of his brother’s failure,
he traveled from Hamilton to Toronto
and made two trips to Brampton on
that day. Where he spent his time be-
tween Thursday and yesterday is not
known. All the tickets for this travel-
ing he  had purchased on the trains.
When he came to Stratford he must
have purchased an ordinary ticket.

Allen’s identity was disclosed by
the letter to his mother and by his
linen, which bears the name of L. J.
Allen. He was well-dressed in a black
worsted coat and vest and . trousers of
a grey striped material. His whole ap-

It merely serves to accentuate the
fact that the company cannot get the
contract if it relies on the merits of its
tender. The vested rights of the Electric
Light Company may be sacred, but they
are not as secred as the vested rights
of the whole people. Long before the
Electrics Light Company came into ex-
istence the people of Toronto enjoyed
the right of getting their light .at the
cheapest possible cost. That right has
never been relinquished in favor of any
one, It exists to-day with all the force
it ever possessed. Is Mayor %Kennedy
irue to the people whom he was elected
to represent -when he advocates the
vested rights of a chosen few against
the vested rights of the many ? If Mayor
Kennedy is going to publicly urge the
so-called vested rights of the company
and neglect those of the people, isn’t it
about time he resigned his seat as Mayor
and accepted a position on the directo-
rate of the Electric Light Company ?
Then, at least, he would not be open to
the charge of sailing under false colors,
as he now undoubtedly is. Warring Ken-
nedy holds a brief from the company,
but he delivers it to the people as eman-
ating from the Mayor of Toronto. 8o
zealous was His Worship in the interests
of the company that he was actually in
favor of taking from the people their
right to vote on the question of estab-
lishing a civic plant.

Before long the Electric Light Company
will realize the fact that Mayor Ken-
nedy’s too transparent tactics will act
act as'a boomerang and prove detrimen-
tal to the interests of the company. In
allowing himself to be used as the mouth-
piece of the company the Mayor has com-
mitted a blunder which will react against
both himself and the con}fpany.

000 for contingencies. The old drill
shed or main pumping station may be
used, and thus save the $40,000 pro-
vided for buildings, and the amount for
contingencies reduced by omne-half. The
statement that an electric plant may
become obsolete in a few years is made
only for effect. The fact is, the dyna-
mos, switchboard and all station equip-
ment cost only $27,200 for a civic plant
for 1300 lights;” and will last - many
years, agd the machinery, wires, lamps,
etc., may last twenty years. Besides
the many advantages to be gained by
the city installing a lighting plant is the
fact that the .council would be in a
position to compete with the Gas Com-
pany, and compel that momopoly to re-
duce the price of gas probably one-
third, which would mean to the citizens
a saving of over $100,000 a year.

REPORTED IN FAVOR OF OPIUM,

The Imperial Royal Commission on the
Use of the Drug in India.

New Yprk, April 28.—The Sun’s Lon-
don cable says: The report of the Royal
Commission on the use of opium, present-
ed in Parliament this week, will much
astonish many people, especially in Am-
erica, but it must be accepted as the
decigive verdict of truth and science upon
this vexed subject. The enquiry was con-
ducted on a very great scale, and the
decision was practically unanimous.
Over 720 witnesses were examined, in-
cluding 152 called at the desire of the
Anti-Opiul Society. . {Every care was
taken to obtain frepresentative testi-
mony, and the commission reeord their
conviction that the evidence forms trust-
worthy grounds for the conclusions reach-
ed upon this, the crucial issue, whether
the use of opium, as habitually practised
in India, ie or is not injurious. The com~
missioners relied to a great degree on
the statements of 161 medical witnesses,
The medical witnesses who .advocated
prohibition were few, and all of them
were more opposed to the use of alcohol
than to that of opium. The general ef-
fect of the medical testimony is declarfed
in the report to be that “The temperate
use of opium in India should be viewed
in the same light as the femperate use
of aleohol in England.” Opium is harm-
ful, harmless, or even beneficial, accord-
ing to the measure and discretion with
which it is used.” The natives of India,
on the whole, agree with the doctors,
but they attach greater value to the
drug than ecience directly (warrants,
Opium js largely taken as a stimulant
by those past middle age. They use it,
in the striking phrase of one of the wit-
nesses, as a prop to a falling hduse. In
the opinion of the great ma-
jority of native medical practi-
tioners and ‘representatives of a large
influential class this employment of the
drug is attended by beneficial results.
Opium eaters of 15 to 20 years’ stand-
ing appeared before the commission.
They believed the habit had done them
good. Their appearance and vigor eatis-
fied the commissioners, at all events,
that it had dome them no perceptible
harm.

Opium is also used as an oeccasional
stimulant in physical emergencies. It
bhas been issued by medical advice to
troops engaged in fighting and road-
making among the mountains of Sikkim.
It is occasionally taken by camel drivers
who work in the extremes of heat and
cold that prevail in the Rajputana desert.
Many consumers in the Punjab use the
drug in the winter months only.

Another striking fact also in the opium
habit is that it prevails among some of
the most manly, hardrworking, thrifty
races of India. The splendid Sikh soldiers
and peasants, the active Marwari trad-
ers and Rajputs are among the opium
eaters. Opium is consumed in the native
army, and, the witnesses say, does no
perceptible harm, and is often benefi,
cial. It is used among the natives in
the public service, and in‘the service of
railroad companies, planters and mill
owners. The evidence of employers is all
to the same effect. Dismissals for in-
temperance in the use of opium are prac-
tically unknown. Opium, 8ir William
Roberts observed, does not appear to be-
get any specific disease. Opium ecaters
bear surgical operations as well as non-
consumers, and the manager of a large
insurance company said that after 20
years’ experience his company charged
no extra premium on the lives of moder-
ate opium eaters.
