It is to be fully
equipped with the best implements and
thoroughbred stock, the motto of the
institution will be “Learn by doing,”
and the general plan seems to be simi-
lar to that of our own institution at
Guelph. It will be interesting to
watch how it works on so large a
scale.—Star.

It will, perhaps, be news to many, that
n lun;zlunu a boy and hlrl may contract a
marriage at the age of 7, and that the mar-
riage can orly be avoided or finally ratified
when the boy and girl reach the ages of 14
and 12, respectivelv. The minimum ages ot
14 and 12, which are necessary for a fical
and legal marriage, are also the minimum
ages recognized in Spain and Portugal,
Switzerland, Greece, and, tor Roman Cath-
olics only, in Hungary, Germany, France,
Russia and Saxony do not recognize as legal
marriages of boys under 18 ; whilst in
France the bride must have courted at
least fitteen summers, and in Russia twelve.
Turkey, perhaps, cflers more facilities for
the marriage of infants than any other
European country. Turkish requirements
are satis fied if bride and bridegroom are
old enough to toddle from the cradle to the
altar and to understand the meaning of the
ceremony of marriage.

By this method the skim milk is not only
more wholesome as feed for the pigs and
calves, but more cream is obtained from
the milk, It also is more convenient for
the farmer, as cream separated may Dbe
allowed to stand at home tor two or three
days while milk that is taken to the
creamery must be delivered every day in
the summer time.

Tilbuay, May 22,—At 4.30 today a_mon-
ster oil well was struck by Church, Norten
and Bowlby on the Harwood Marshall farm,
six miles east of Tilbury, at a depth of
1,370 feet. A flow of cil was encountered
in the upper strata, which is flowing to-
night at the rate of 100 borrels per day.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

The question of taking over the tele-
graph lines is now being discnssed in the
U. S. Congress. It is claimed by the ad-
vocates ot the measure, that tne telegraph
service, conducted in connection with
the post office department, would put the
latter on a paying basis, and wipe out the
present deficit of twenty millions an-
nually. We are inclined to laugh at the
slowness of the effete countries of Europe,
but Great Britain has made a success ot
government ownership of telegraphs and
telephones. and Canada would do well to
do likewise, not forgetting the express
service.

The appomntment of John Seath, B. A.,
High School Inspector, as Superintend-
ent of Education for Ontario, is announ-
ced, the vacancy caused by his promotion
to be filled by Principal Wetherell, of
Strathroy Collegiate. There is no qnes-
tion about the scholastic qualifications of
the new appo.ntees, but whether they
will be equal to the administrative de-
mandsot their important positions remains
to be seen. Report does not credit either
gentlemen with a superabundance of
approachableness or a superfluity of
amiability. These are qualities they
might do well to cultivate if they desire
to increasc their popularity.

Finance Minister Fielding has sounded
a timely note of warning to life insurance
policy holders cautioning them against
the folly of allowing their policies to
lapse on account of the revelations made
during the insurance investigation. That
there has been mismanagement and ex-
travagance has been proven, but the
solvency of the companies is unquestion-
ed, and 1t would be toolish, indeed, for
any policy holder to permit himself to be
stampeded by the highly exaggerated
reports in circulation in certain quarters.
The investigation will have a good effect
1n disclosing weaknesses 1n the present
system, and suggesting remedies for 1m-
‘provement. Stick to your policy.

Customs regulations are far from
popular with the masses, but there are a
tew particularly obnoxious rules that are
a constant source of irritation and the
cause of much ill feeling. The American
head tax, of two dollars per capita, was
intended to be applied against undesir-
able foreigners entering the country.
Officious and stupid officers are applying
the provisions of the law to parties who
have no intention of taking up their
residence in the land of freedom? A
party from Amherstburg went over to
Detroit one day last week focallona
relative in that city for a tew hours, He
was detained, hauled before a special
immigration officer, and had to contribute
two dollars to the treasury before he was
permitted to go on his way. Another
case on our own side of the line, occurred
this week. A party of Hindoos, attached
to a circus, coming through from Buffalo
to Port Huron on a special train, were
halted at the border, and not permitted
to pass. They would have been in the
country about six hours if the fat witted
customs officials allowed them to pass.
Such regulations existing between two
neighboring and friendly countries is
discreditable and contemptible.

Ramfall and Tree Growth.

A report has recently been published
which shows how closely tho growth ot
trees is dependent upon rainfall. Not only
was this seen 1n the case of one and two-
year old trees, tut in an investigation ex-
tending over a period of twelve years, dur-
ing which time the annual rings of growth
were carefully examined. With an annual
precipitation of trom thirty to thirty-five
inches, a width of ring was produced vary-
ing from .11 to .15 inch. If, on the other
hand, there was either an unasually large
or small raintall in any given year this was
followsd by a corresponding tree growth in
the following year.

The work to be done under this specification com=
prises the repair of the South Bomndory Drain and
Branch.

2. +The centre of the present drain shall be takem
as the centre of the proposed work except where
sloping may be required where the bauks are sodded
when «11 sloping shall be done from one side only.

8. The depths shown on the profile are to be
measured from the surface of the ground at the fool
of the planted and numbered stakes. These stakes
are p'anted two chains apart and are numbered 0, 2.
4, ete,

The bottom excavations shown on the profile do
