‘Theargumentsand general trend
ot the pamphlet are,as may be surmised
in support of the Yohoy of the present
administration, 1t is ably compiled
end contains a large amount of both
valuable and instructive matter. We
make the following extraots from Chap-
ter V., which treats on the industry of
iron manufacture in this province in
reference to the old Moose River and
Niotaux iron works :—

ZTHE MANUFACTURE OF TRON IN NOVA BOOTIA.

A discovery of iron ore was made in the
year 1604, by the Sieur de Monts, who had
been appointed the previous year Lieuten-
ant General of Acadia, by Henry IV of
France, He sailed from Havre de Grace
the 7th April, acd arrived at & harbour on
the South Exstero side of Acadia, After
some explorations around the coast, he
doubled Cape Sable, and anchored in Bt,
Mary's Bay. Here they remained several
days, and, while surveying the coast, diss
covered a vein of iron ore. At St. Maryt«
Bay, west of Digby, titaniferous iron ore is
found as sand, formiog bands of irregular
extent in the beach, the indications being
extensive.

¢ The first attempt to manufacture iron
was made in the first decade of the present
century, when a small quantity of bar iron
was made in a Catalan forge from the ores
at Nictaux.”

MOOSE RIVER IRON WORKS.

The next enterprise is thus described by
Haliburton in his History of Nova Bcotia :
+ Jo the year 1825 an agsociation was
formed for the manufacture of iron, called
the ‘* Annapolis Mining Company,” - with
a capital of £10,000, divided into one huos
dred sbares of £100 each. An Act of In-
corporation was passed by the Legislature,
and the Governor was authorized to grant
to the Compauy, & charter uuder the Great
Seal of the Provioce, Itwas also protected
by a clause of the Act,w hich provided that
no stockholder should be linble for any
debts contracted by the Company, beyond
the amount of his shares. Asa furtheren-
couragement, two bounties of $600 each
were offered for the manufacture of a cer-
tain quantity of hollow ware aud bar iron.
The associates immediately purchased an
extensive and valuable vein of oresituated
about three and a balf miles from the
mouth of the Moose River, and another of
equal importance at Nictaux, io the upper
part of Anoapolis township, with one or
two of smaller extent in other places. The

—In regard to the fishery matter,8ir John
MacDooald made the following statement
in Parliament on the 18th inst :—

The treaty of 1818 had been recognized
as still in force. In watching Canadian
waters the Government was only carrying
out its rights. It was acceded to by all
nations that each country had the right to
control three miles from the shore. This
right was territorial, administrative, and
executive. The only question in which
any contention bad arisen was respecting
the headlands. The position bad been
taken by Lord Bathurst and had been
maintained ever since that the three miles
were not to be measured from the land
where bays existed but from headland to
beadland. This poiat in national law bad
been generally accepted, and it had been
maiuntained in the courts, Even indivis
dual states of the American Union bad as-
serted and been allowed the right to con-
trol waters mentioned., The only other
question was as to the right to purchase
bait.. By the treaty of 1818 they were ex-
cluded from so doing. An attempt was
being fhade to evade the law by American
fishermen obtaining from collectors, at
American ports, trade permits, This at.
tempt to change the character of their ves-
sels while they continued their occupations
could not he recognized. Her Majesty’s
Government had not exhibited the slightest
inclination to give way, in a single partic-
ular, the rights claimed by Caoaca. No
step was taken at Washington without
consultation, conference and assent of the
Canadian Government. He was glad to
say that the Government of the United
States was friendly in the best sense of
the word. Sometimes a government like
that of the United States, depending for
the existence upon result of elections held
every four years, was unable to take such
courses as it might wish to take. The
present administration of the Uaited States
had shown a friendly desire for a settle-
ment and he hoped a favorable result
would be arrived at, one end of whbich
might be the extension of commercial re-
lations.

Mr. Mitchell said ho agreed in the main
with the views of the Premier. It was in
the interest of Canada to maintain the
most friendly relations with the -Uaited
States. With regard to the enforcement of
Capadian rights,be thought there was only
one opinion, still it would be wise to warn
commanders of cruisers not to overstep the
instructions given them. He did pot
desire to say more as the question was in
the courts.
