QEPORT OF THE BOARD OF SUPERINTEND-
ANGE OF THE THEOLOGIGAL HALL,
1872_’30

For several years past, the reports of
this Board have been somewhat volumnious,
but the present one may bs brief. Our
Theological Hall was in a transition state,
and unportant correspondence and work
were entrested to this Committe fequiring
frequent meetings and earnest deliberation.
These circumstances no longer exist. Our
Theolugical Scheol is in a condition, not
indeed entirely sacisfactory, yet somewhat
settied, and no special meetings of Cum-
mittee were needed.

The Commitice have, however, at least,
been most interested observers of the work
of Ministerial Education, bothin the pre-
%amtory and theological deparsments. In

alhousie College, the number of young
g men receiving collegiate education 1s still
| increasing, and hes reached one bundred,
& twothirds of these being in the Arts course,
and the larger number connected with this
body. The gradoating class has again
B been larger than usual, and will, we trust,
M fornish a fair propottion who will enter the
@ Schoot of the prophets in due time. The
& Committee kuow that a largs proportion of
t¥ our young men, during the last session, at-
@1 tended < lasses for Bible instraction in the
& different churches of the body in the city,
® and have heard of none who neglected
B Divine ordinances on the Lornd’s day.

8 The Theological Session was opened on
& Nov. 51h, by a lecture read by Rev. Pro-
i fecsor MeKunight, on the sabject of Prayer,
B tsing an able and exbaustive reply to the

sceptical views receutly hrcached on this
subject, by Professor ‘Lyndall, and defend-
ed by himself and other scientists.

The Professors, as usnal, have furnished
a fall accoant of the course of study prose-
cated by their respective classes; and these
reports are sahmitted as contuning nearly
all the facts which the Board have to lay
before the Synod.

®EV. PROF. MACRKNIGHT S REPORY.

Rev. and Dear Sir,—The Scssion closed
on the 9tb of this month. We had six
students, five of the first year and oue of
the second,

The department of Theologeal study,
which principally engaged our attenuon,
was that of Apologetics. The text-books
used were, Hodge on the Confession, Chap.
1., aud the works of Chalmers on Natural
Theolory and the Evidences of Christiani-
ty. Two daysin the week, 8s a genersl
rule, were given to exercise on the text-
bouk, which furnished the back-bene, so to
speak, of a course of instruction; and the
matenals supplicd on the other days were
of a supplementary character,

In Church History, I was unavoidably
limited to the tutovial method. Besides
reading some chapters in the book of Acts,
we got through a volume and a half of
Schaff’s Church History.

Homilies were read by four of the stu-
dents ; as also essays on two sulijects pre-
scribed in the coarse of the session. These
were criticised by the class, as well as by
myself ; and the exercises on the text-books
already named, were conducted with a view
not mere!i to test the knowledge of the
students, bat to exercise and cultivate their
faculty of utterance.

Tho attendance of the students was re-
gular, with the exception of oue, who was
compelled, by the srgent claims of his meds-
cal stadies, to discontinue his attendance
at the Hall for the last month of the course.
And their diligenee was bighly commead-
able. They foxrm bus s little band; yet,

['¢onducted thrée classes—a Junior Hebrew,
& Senior Hebrew, and an Exegetical. The
Junior Hebrew class, which was attended
by five first year students, met for an hour
every day; and, during the term, went
through Green’s unabridged Grammar,
committing to memory the paradigms of
nouns and verbs, and the rules of syatax.
Ten chapters of Genesis were read, cvery
word of which wus subjected to a careful
analysis. Although the quantity ~ead has
thus been comparatively small, yet, asa
good foundation has been laid in a famili-
arity with the minutiae of the grammar of
the language, subsequent progress wilt be
more marked. This class prepared, once
a week, an exercise in Hebrew composition.

The students of the second year read in
Hebrew, sclections from the Pentateuch,
the Psalms and the Prophets; andin Chal-
dee, & portion of the book of Daniel. *

The Exegetical class, which was attend-
ed by all the students, also met for an hour
every day. Its special work was the criti-
cal study of the Greek Testament—the
portion examined being the doctrinal part
of the Epistle to the Romans. This exer-
cise was conducted partly by question and
partly by oral exposition. The aim of this
exercise was not so much to teach the stu-
dent a certain amount of truth, as to train
him to apply for himself the rules of inter-
pretation in the study of the word. To
this work were devoted three hours every
week. Once a week, I delivered a written
lecture, giving in the course a full outline
of the Textual Criticism of the New Testa-
ment, discussing such snbjects as the pecu
liarities of New Testament Greek, the his
tory of the manuscript and printed texts,
the sources of critical emendation, the prin-
ciples by which the critic should be guided,
&c. The students prepared two essays on
subjects treated in these lectares,—one on
the Original Language of the New Testa-
ment, and the other on the History of the
New Testament Text. Once a week, also,
the subject of the Canon of Scripture was
considered. Tho text-book used was Alex-
ander on the Canon, while supplementary

information was furnished by the treatises
of Gaussen and Westcott.

DEFICIENCY OF NUMBERS.

In common with all the earnest friends of
our Zion, the Board deeply regrets that the
attendance of students is so small, and so
disproportioned to the numbers and re-
sources of this chuvch. The Professors
could, without much additional labour,
teach five times as many, anc such a num-
ber would not be too many to meet all the
requirements of this growing rody. Such
an increuse, instead of being burthensome
to the Professors, would ingpire them with
new life, and furnish a strong stimulus to
increased effort. Instead, however, of yield-
ing to feelings of despondency, let us rather
take notice that five new students entered
the Hall for the last session, and thut there
are some indications that the attendance
has reached 1ts minimum, and will in future
increase.

STUDENTS ABROAD,

Our deficiency of numbers at home hag
been made up in part by attendance abroad ;
and the Corrmittee have to report that ten
young men from the Lower Provinces,
during the pas. winter, have been studying
theology at other Institutions in Britain
and the United States—three at Edinburgh,
four at Princeton and three at New York.

Bat even if all these were to retum,
which we have no reason to anticipate, and
if all who attended our own Divinity
School should certainly live aud suceeed
and be licensed ia due time, the average
number entering the Home field anuuaﬂ’y
would be only five, a force altogether in-
adequate to supply the wants of these four
or five Provinces.

HORE MEN WANTED.

What we have to lament, therefore, is
not so much that too many go from home
to study, bat that too few are willing to en-
gage in the work of proparation, hereor
elsewhere, to become preachers of the Gos-
pel. Other &ort’xons ot the Presbyterian
family on this continent are becoming
alarmed at the increasing dearth of faithful,
qualified, labourers; and, beyond the Pres-
byterian bodies, we hear of complaints on
a{l sides of insufficient supplies of spiritual
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Mission Boand, t et the  present emer-
gency, would stul record ther conviction,
and ush the clhurch to counsider 1t well, that,
under Gud, we must look o our own Chis-
tian peuple for our pastors, and for our
Home and Forcign Missionaries. Itisa
shame and a reproach to us that we have to
g0 begering for spiritual labourers. Had it
teen, for the past ten ycars, the practice of
our Christian fathers and wmothers, in our
cities, towns, villages and rural settlements,
to think and speak of the work of preach-
ing Chirist to sinners, as the noblest of em
ployments, and to encourage the best talent
of their families to choose it, we had not
come as a church to our present humiliat-
ing condition, Had even a small propor-
tion of the fathers of our fifteen thousand
familics earnestly pled like the father
of Dr. Geddie, that God would accept a
son, and employ him in a work that angels
might envy, we would not be suffering from
the grievous dearth of evangelical work-
men.

CLAIMS OF COD,

We must get back to first principles and
primitive practice ; and believing fully that
the earth 13 the Lord’s, and its people to
be converted to the Lord, we must show
ourselves as ready to share the toil of the
conflict as to wear the crown of the victor.
Christ calls all to take partin advancing
His Kingdon—some to lead and some to
follow, some to teach and others to be
taught, some to act as shepherds and others
tobe fed, detended and improved by pastoral
diseipline, while all are to account that
what is given for the advancement of the
Lord’s work, becomes ours in the highest
and best sense, and, whether sons or
danghters, or the mammen of unrighteous
ness, will befriend us, and witness for our
reception into everlasting habitations.

TRE SP{RIT FROM ON HIGH.

To correct and remedy this, deeper devo-
tion and more earnest and active piety are
required—in other words, a revival of
true religion, by the outpouring of the Holy
Spirit in answer to prayer—and, in con-
nection with this, the thorough persuasion
that God’s way to propagate and extend
Christianity and the Christian church, is
by the children of Christian people conse-
crated to His service, and trained for the
work. Peers and priefighters may sud-
denly become heralds of the great salvation,
and may attract thousands by their earnest
eloquence, or untutored declaration of what
God has done for them; but such cases are
exceptional, and not our rule of action. It
remains for the children who are early
trained in the sanctuary of the home and
house of God, who become our young men
of piety and promise, to avail themselves of
the highest culture within their reach, and
prepare to follow the toot steps of apostles
and evangelists ot the Cross, who were set
for the diffusion, as well as tor the defence,
of the Gospel. By the necessities of the
church at home, by the wants and woes of
millions in the darkness of heathenism, by
the worthlessness of earth’s distinctions and
riches, when won by shrinking from the
high call of duty and of God—by the
grandear and glory of Christ’s work, and
Christ’s promised reward, we would invoke
these two classes, the parents and the
youths in our church, to weigh their privi-
leges and responsibilities in connection with
the advancement of the Kingdom of Grace.

The Library is in good condition, but
there are sume works urgently required,
which want of funds prevents the Board
from getting. A few hundred dollars, or
even a single hundred, could be expended
with great advantage at the present time,
and be of immense service to Professors
and Students. .

We are constrained reluctantly, in con-
clusion, to call the attention of the chureh
to a fulling off in the funds. Last year,
the accounts showed that the contributions
sent in were over $1,700; duning the year
now closing, they have not quite reached
$1,100. ‘The income of 1872 met the ex-
penditure, with the exception of ahout $50;
the income ot 1873 falls shert by $800. It
is truc the Committee issued special circu-
lars in the former year, but it was well
understood that that was to meet an emer-
goncy, aud that such appeals, if made an-
nually, would luse their efficacy, and reflect
on the whole-hearted liberality of our peo-

le. Nou circular, therefoie, was issued,
ut the deficieney of income was intimated
in the Record.

The Committee, however, would not do
ita duty, werc it not to express its convic-
tion that the failure lies with the ministers
rather than with the pevple. So far as
collections have been made, the response
has been nearly equal to former effurts.
The contributing congregations have given
their full share, with few exceptions, but
they amount to only one half of the whole
numnler, so that the promptness aud zeal
of one part of the members of Syuod itself,
were (ounterbalanced, and, a5 it were, par-
alysed by the zis insertia of the cther. The
neglect or postponement of a single collec.
tion sectns a wrifle, but the neglect of fifty
or sixty accuunts at once for the missing
$800, and sliows that it is anything but a
trifie, thus to disarrange, through procrasti-
nauon and uneglect, one of the most impor-
tant works of thecharch. The Committee
hope aud trast that the Synod will be able
£0 sceure, by Aagust tst, collections from
all the uon-vatnbuting congregativns to
meet the deficiency, withont sanctivning
the idea that such & collection, raised ous of

due time, relicves from the duty of contn.
buting again for the cureent year.

REPORT OF THE BOARD OF HOME MISSIONS,
1872 70 1873,

In presenting a brief annual statement
to the Synod, this Board does not feel that
it is necessary to enlarge on the nature, the
objects,or the importance of Home Mission
work. These should be and we presume
are, familier to the minds and dear to the
hearts of our ministers and people. We
should and do feel, that while our field is
the World, the part of the tield which has
the first claim, i8 not the remotest Lut the
nearest. While the whole wall has to b
built, there is good avthority fur giving
special attention v the repair of the
breaches over against our own house.
While Christian Missions in every form
call for the prayers and the support of the
faithful, the sending of the Gospel to those
who dwell secluded aud solitary in the wood
or by the sea shore, in our own Lower
Provinces, should be regarded as the pr
mary and paramount duty.

Our record for the year past is not de
void of iuterest, yet it is a record of a work
attempted, bat far enough frum being fully
accomplished. Our openings aud oppor
tunities never were greafer or inore inviing,
our means of entering in and improvisg
these, have scldom been less. Qur work
has lagged for want ot a sufficient number
of earnest labourers.

W hen the report of last year was sib
mitted, our Probatiouers aud Catechicts
taken together formed a considerable band,
and, for the summer mounths, our vacat
charges and nussion stations were suppli
with considerable cunstancy ; but by the

Oo j§
some portions of the field the blessingof
the Lord has descended in encouraging J§
showers, on some the there have only been §
the drops of promised rain, while on others, ¥
alas, there have been no retreshing of thedrs i
aund thirsty land, and some who have gone
forth with their seed basket have been sov-
in tears. ‘This is substantially what muy
be reported from the most tavoured congre-
tions of the body, who have had fathful
preaching and pastoral labour from Janas
ry to December. While tren our mos
perceptible want is men, the want reaiy
most urgeat is the Presence of God's Hoiy
Spuris in the fulness of His rich and glon-
ous Grace; and as these two punts wer
well put by Dr. Dickson at the Amenca
General Assembly at Baltumore, on Home
Mission evening, we adopt his words as i
appropriate close.

RICHER BLESSINGS NEEDED.

“Qur great want is men of tho righ
spirit and temper, whe fecl that for the love
of Christ they are willing tv preach theus
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“The want of men, earncst haoly, self-
caorificing men is the want of the Chureh,
Thero is 8 materialism abroad which offers
wealth and honorable position.  Religion
alone can overcome this.  The faith that
sees the invisible and says this is not my
dwelling place, my hape, my reward; my
home is vonder, and when affered more In
crative places savs no, T will give myself
w0 Christ: T am hic and he is mine  Minis
ters shonld preach more on ealls to the
Gospel ministry, and the honour of the
oftice, instead of preaching so much philo-
soph.

“But over all onr great wantis the pres:
ence of the Holy Ghosi. Our Church is
arand in her towers, splendid in her but-
tresses, magnificent in her palaces, and im-
perial in her wealih, but she greatly needs
a aniversal awakening throughout all the
churches and among all the ministers and
people—the Holv Ghost to convince of sin
and take of the things of Christ, and show
them unto us.  We need the Holy Ghost
to work upon our ministers, to teach our
elders, to improve our deacons, and to
snctify the trustees many of us have. We
want a great baptisim upon the people, that
they may have faith increased, that the
Kingdom of Christ will triumph, and that
his reizn will be universal as certainly as
the sun rises. All our work is idle without
this. We need the Holy Ghost in our con-
tributions, in our preaching, and in our
families, that the name of Jesus « ay be
magnified.  In closing, let me refer you to
a marvellous passage from the word of
Christ, contained in the 11th chapter of
Luke, where after urging men to pray, he
says: * If ye being evil know how to give
goad gifts to your children, how much more
will your Heavenly Father give good gifts
anto you.”

“Shall not this great Assembly—the
type of the Assembly that is to come—
anse and with one voice pour into the ear
of a covenant-keeping God the prayer,
*Send thy Spirit down and keep thy wark
alive and in wrath remember mercy.” Shall
we not cry without ceasing, and press our
importunities that He would ccme and re-
vive us before this General Assembly closes
thet we may go home to our congregations
apd preach Jesus with fresh power, and
show the wondrous things of Christ, so that
the world shall say that men who attended
the General Assembly at Baliimorein 1873

have been with Jesus.'

which the Synod has placed under their
sapervision  Without further remark, they
would note, in commenceent, as a proper
subject for thanhsgiving to God for His
goodness,

THE S8ENDING FORTH OF ANOTHER
MISSIONARY.

Rev. Joseph Annand was, one year ago,
ordamed by the Preshytery of Lunenhurg
and Yarmouth to the Forcign Mission
field ; and the members of Synod will-
readily remember the pleasure enjoved, on
the evening devoted to Foreign Missious,
of heariny hiim speak briefly on what he
was looking forward to, as his life’s work.
Imwediately after the adjournment of
Synod, he procecded, under the direction
of the Board, on

A VISIT TO CAPE BRETON.

In this tour, Mr. Annand was accom-
panied by his wife, meeting with the utmost
cordiality and kindness wherever they went.
In the first Preshytery visited, the arrange-
ments, from want of time and deficiency of
mailed notices, were the reverse of sarisfac-
tory, and the intentions of Mr. Aanand
and of the Board were very partially ac-
complished. Still, meetings wcre held, 2
few of them being large, in every congre-
gation of the Preshytery, St. Ann’s and
North Shove exeepted, including Whyeco-
comah, Mahou, Lake Ainslie, Middle River,
Baddeck, Baddeck Forks, St. Peter’s, West
Bay, and Port Hastings.

in the Presbytery of Cape Breton, with
the exception of Boularderie, the notices
had been viven in time, and the meetings
were full, interesting and sometimes enthu-
siastie, and included, besides Boularderie,
Sydney and Mira, Sydney Mines, Leitch’s
Creek, Cow Bay, Liule and Big Glace
Bays and Grand River; and the collections
in the whole tour amounted to 3226.26.

Ta both Presbyteries, he was most cordi-
ally reccived ; and,execptin afew instances,
where no notice was given of a collection,
tho peoplo testificd their intercst by their
vontributions, as well as by their presence
and their prayers.

PARTING GATHERINGS.

Finally, Mr. Annand, accompanied by
Mrs. Annand, attended a series of meetings
of a Farewell and a devotional character,
prayer meetings essentially, but not to the
exclusion of suitable addresses. ‘These be-
gan at St. John aud ended ar Ialifax, and
included besides these, Moncton, Summer-
side, Charlottetown, Pictou, New Glasgow,
Westville, Gay’s River, and Truro. These
meetings were refreshing to the missionary
and profitable to all present, and the finan-
cial results exceedingly usefu! in meeting
expenses of out-fit and passage. The final
meeting in Fort Massey included designa-
tion services, at which Rev. Dr. Bayne,
the Missionary, Rev. Messrs. McLean and
Mowitt, spoke by appointment of the
Board, supplemented by Rev. Messrs. John
Campbell and J. K. Smith, of Halifax.
By the fervent prayers of many at all these
assemblics, the departing brother and his
wife were specially, with our missionaries
generally, commended to God, and to the
word of His Grace.

DEPARTURE AND ARRIVAL.

Having sailed froin Halifax in the
Hibernia, on the —— of Nov., they, afcer a
fuir passage, landed in Liverpool; and,
having spent some weeks pleasantly among
friends in England and Sceotland, saed tor
Melbourne. Arriving in Melhourne in
health, after a passage of 68 days from
London, they were welcomed, and, for the
ten days during which they staved, were
entertained by Rev. Dr. McDonald, at the
hospitable manse of Emerald Hil. Bus,
being anxious to be ready tor the Dayspring,
{and not till they came to Melbourne did
they learn of the chauge in her destination),
they took an early passage fur Sydoey,
where they arrived in time to meet the
Captain and crew of our Mission vessel,
and to learn from them the sad news that
they had left her stranded and shattered on
a reef in the harbour of Anelcanhaut,

CAPTAIN FRASER’S ARRIVAL.

At the first meeting held by the Board,
after the adjournment of Synod, they en-
joyed the pleasure of meeting with Captain
Wm. Fraser, who had navigated the Day-
spring from Nova Scotia to the New Hebri-

es, aud who had most successfully and safely
commanded her for 9 years. He was very
cordially welcomed, invited to sit as & cor-

responding member, and a resolution passed
oxpressive of high gratification at s pre-
sence, while thanksgiving was offered to
God for the preservation of himself and alf
the crew and passengers under his charge,
during many, and some of them long v
perilous, voyages, and for the safe arrival
of himself and family in their nauve land.

NEW HEBRIDEAN PHOTOGRAPIHIC VIEWS

Captain Fraser laid on the Board’s table
& specimen series of Photographic pictures
of scenery, natives, premises and groups of
the New Hebrides Mission families, taken
by himself with apparatus furnished by the
Buard, and suggested that, it a few hundred
of the series were ordered from an artist m
London, with whom le had left the nega.
tives, they would at once afford instruction
and interest to the friends of the Mussion,
and repay the original outlay from the
funds of the church. The Board deter
mined on sending an order, expecting that
it would be answered in time to admit ofg
financial return, if not by the new year,
certainly before the closing of the accounts.
The executivn of the order has been delayed
beyond all anticipation and all expericace,
by the almost uninterrupted rains of last
fall and winter in L.ondon, so that, in the
present account, they constitute a charge
requiring explanation, instead of provinga
financinl success. The Board, howeser,
entertain no doubt that the charge willbe
more than liquidated “in a short time, a
they will Le offered for sale iu all the Lower
Provinces, so as to be within reach of all
who may wish to possces them.

LAMENTED DEATH OF A MISSIOXARY.

Early in summer,the public,and especially
the friends ot Rev. J. D. Gordun, were stant-
led by news, published in the United States,
of the death by violence and treachery of 2
Missionary named Gordon on Erromangs.
Letters w'a Sydney and Liverpuol contained
no notice of such an event,and it was hoped
that the report was a repetition by mis
take of the Dillon’s Bay tragedy, when the
Rev. G. N. Gordon and his -vife were cut
down withont warning. ‘Yhe report, how-
ever, was confirmed. It had come vz San
Francisco, was telegvaphed to Boston, and
thence to the colonies; and, very soon,
letters from Australia confirmed our wordt
fears, and the sad confirmation had tobe
sent to his brothers, to be communicated,
as they judged best, to their aged mother.
By her, as well as by brothers and sisten,
it was received and horne with profoun
submission and great fortitude. ® This

* But, though thus calmly met, the grest
serrow was too much for the well nigh ex-
hausted frame of the venerable matron, who
had reached her 80th year, and probabiy help-
ed to precipitate the dissolution of the carthly
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Board, the Missionary Synod of the New
Hebrides, the Committee of Reformed
Presbyterian Synod, bave all expressed, in
their minutes, sorrow at the disaster, sym-
pathy wicth the bereaved friends, recogni-
tion of the Lord’s hand, suhmission to His
will, with expression of high apnreciation
of the character, zeal and work of the
brother so euddenly called from toil and
conflict to his rest and reward. As these
minutes have been published already, they
are not here reproduced.

SETTLEMENT OF FOUR.

The death of Mr. Gordon, killed by the
natives of the island, for whose people he
had cheerfally imperilled his life, was sad
and most startling  news for the four Mis-
sionaries and their wives on arrival with
Dr. Geddie in the Dayspring at Aneiteum,
on May-day of 1872. “Thaukful that their
voynge had ended safely, thata band of
four had arvived full of hope and vigour,
they were sorrowful and perplexed by the
mournful intelligence; so blended is light
with darkness and the joyful with the sor-
rowful in this life, But, though perplexed,
they were not in dispair; and, if Satan
raged and his cause had a triumph, the
soldiers of the cross must bestir themselves.
The Liayspring is soon again under sail,
and, with Doctor Geddie and Mr. Mec-
Kenzie, on board, proceeds to call at the
different stations with supplies, and, at the
same time, to gather up the Missionaries
to their annual Conference.

At this Conference or Council, hence-
forward to be known as the Missionary
Synod of the New Ilelrides, all the members
were present, except Messrs, Copelund and
Goodwill, whose rcasons for absence were
sustained as satisfactory, and the following
dllocation of the fuur newly-arrived breth-
ren was determined :—

Rev.J. D. Murray to succeed Dr. Geddie,
retired, is the station of Anelcauhaut,
Aneiteum.

Rev. J. W. McKenzie to take charge of
the stations of Erukor and Pango, Fate,
respectively oceupicd formerly by Rev. D.
Morrison, deccased, aud by Rev. Mr.
Cosh, resigned.

Rev II. A Robertson, Missionary of the
Charch of the Maritime Provinces, to take
chargre of Dillon’s Bag, vacanot by the death
of Rev. J. MceNair our Missionary.

Rev. — Mc¢Donald, Missionary of the
Presbyterian Church of Victoria, and son-

liouse, that the spirit mght be released to go
gnd meet with Jesus, and with those, who
irom love to Jesus, hal gune to posts of dang-
er, whenee they had Leen summoned into His
presence. Hefore the summer had passed
ingv, sho had aentered into the joy of her
ord.

in-law to Dr. Geddie, to open the new sta-
tion at Havannah Harbour, on the same
island with Mr. McKenzie.

Mr, and Mrs. Murray, whose settlement
on Ancitenm was virtually détermined on
board ot the Dayspring, had already taken
possession of the Mission premises, and
entertained the brethren.  Of the sitaation,
appearanco and convenienco of thess pre-
mises, Mr. Murray reports in terms which
reflect highest honour on the skill, perse-
verance and taste of his predecessors, His
notice of the strength and completeness of
the church and house, have acquired a new
interest since the receipt of hus Intest com-
munications, giving an accrunt of the
terrible siruin to which they have since
been subjected.

Respecting the condition in which hs
found the church, after the long absence of
their beloved and venerable pastor, the fol-
lowinyg brief and almost statisucal veport is
suflicient and sausfying :—

“‘I’here is here a fully organized Chris.
tinn chusch.  In connection with it, there
are about 300 communicants, the msjority
of whom were born in heathenism, but with
whom we have had the privilege of com-
memorating the death of the daviour of
men of all nations, by partaking of the
emblems of His broken budy and shed
blood. There are about 25 schools on this
side of the island. These are taughs g
short time every morning by an cqual
unumber of nuaiive teachers. There i3 a
prayer meeting in the church ouce 2 week,
which is attended, on an average, by atous
100 people. On Sabbath, we hold two
diets of wurship, without any intermission,
begiuning at 9 a. m. and dismissing at 11.
At 3 p.m ,we have Sabhath School,which is
attended by old and young. The Sacrament
of the Lord’s Sapper is dispensed quarterly ;
and, on these ocuasiors, the persuns on all
the lands on this side of the istand, and
usually, also, a goodly number from Mr.
Inglis’ side, assemble and fill the large
chureh.”

Substantially, this is the same narrative
we have often had, but it is given now be-
cause it comes frum & new and disinterested
witness, who gives this testimony as the re-
sult of his own examination in accepting
the pastorare.

Mr. Murray has mach more than com-
menced the study of the language. He
very soon learned enough to converse with

read publicly their hymwns, and finally to.
address them without an interprerer; and
while Mr. Murray has advanced so far,
Mrs. Murray is able to converse with the
people with equal fluency.

Mr. McKeuzie was later in reaching his
field. Of his arrival, however, and settle-
ment at his station, with Mrs. McEenzie

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restored to health, and with the child which
God hus given them, we have intel' junce,
but can give no particulars of encourage-
nient and progress beyond tho facts thas he
has been well received, has commenced bis
work, has succeeded ju erecting a ehapel at
une of his stations, and was engaged in the
coustruction of another, buth being build-
ings of considerable size.

BICKNESS AND DEATH OF DR. GEDDIE.
The ministerial gathering at Auneciteum
in 1872, will long be memorable as the last
at which the Pioneer Missionary of the New
Hebrides was present, and during the sit-
tings of which he was struck with paralysis,
the sickness which ended in  his death.
This venerable and beloved father of the
Mission, was in delicate Lealth at the com-
mencement of the year, but was constraiued,
by his own deep interest in the work, to go
down in the Dayspring tu aid in setthng
the uew Missionaries, and to see his uwn
station supphed with one who should break
the Bread of Life to his beloved Anejteumn-
ese. lle not only went duwn, but followed
the Duyspring sailing round the stations and
gathening ap his brethiren. e saw themn
assembled and aided in theis deliberatious.
He presided at the induction of his successor,
and at the ordination of an elder to aid hun
in the arduous work. He could do no
more. e was appointed to preach and
preside at the dispensation of the Lord's
Supper, on the Lord’s day.  But his pubhic
work was done. His successor was in-
augurated, and his session filled up.  The
four had their stations appointed, and now
the wuik must be conducied and carried on
b{ other bands.  His luss of strength was
already perceptible to ail his brethsen, aud
now paralysis laid him down. He was
carcfully attended. Ile wanted for no
comfuits. Prayers for his recovery were
offered, but the Lord’s will was that se-
covery should be unly partial and ten.por-
ary. But ihis mercy was given. Partially
restored, the Duyspreny carried him, under
the care of Mr. Nelson, the husband of lus
second daughter, to their home on Taua,
where he enjoyed ali filial attentions and
loving care, and was perfectly capable of
reciprocating these services of love. From
Tana, he was accompanied by Mr. Neilsun
.to Mcllbuarne and Geclong, and placed in
chare of Mrs. Geddie, the hope of recovery
entertained at the earlicr stage of Lus
malady gradually becoming Jess and lees
with the progress of the discase.
Dr. Geddie died in peace, at his home in
Geclong, worn out by lubuur cheertully
.performed, yet exhausting to mind and
body, having, in the evangelization of the
New Hebrides group, borue the burthen
and heat of the day for 27 yaarsinaclimate
.Xnown to be debilitazing to thuse who have

been brought up in northern latitudes. He
died with his hieart Zull of plans for extend-
ing the mission, aud bringing every tribe
ou the group to the fees of Jusus, e died
wlnle engaged in the gicat work of traps.
luting aud publishing the whole Bible
the language of the Aueiteumese.

While this event hus awahened universal
sursow, it has also lud the chureh to are.
view of the past, aud to iany expressions
of thanksgiving te God tor what Dr. Geddie
has been privileged w do. The Board has
appoinied a Commiitee to prepare a uunute
on tae character aud work of Dr. Geddue,
which will be laid Lefore the Synod.

THE GEDDIE MEMORIAL FUXND.

The Board have been consulted by the
prujectors of @ movewent to raise a Geddie
Fund, which was at first designed to be a
Testimonial to Dr. ant Mrs. Geddie from
friends in this church, tv express regard fur
their  persons and  appreciation of their
wotk, but which, sin.e the death of Dr.
Guddie, has assumed the form of a Memo-
rial Fund, for the bonefit of Mrs. Geddie
and her unmarried daughter, in the fint
place, but of the widows and orphans of
other Missionaries of the church, ultimately.
"This movement received the Board's curdi-
al approval; but the patronage and man-
agement of the mouvement, when oftered,
were declined, and ity prosecuiion was left
in the hands of the friends amonyg whom it
originated. Of the $10.000 proposed to be
ruised, only $2500 has yet bLeen paid into
the Treasurer. A great public calamity
has, for a time, ahisorbed attentivn, and
presented a more clamaut demand for
funds.  Still, if all whe admire the charac
ter and career of Dr. and Mrs. Geddie will
give practical expression to their feelings
of admiration and gratitude, the movement
will prove a success, will cheer the heart of
a noble woman in her declining year, anl
assueiate her husband’s name and miemory
with additional comfurts to widows of %aith-
ful missivnaries for years, and cven genc
ratious to come.

- THE WRECK OF THE DAYSPRING.

In our own happy land, the announce
ments of startling and tcrnbie events haie
this season foliowed, like the messengen
who camicd evil tidings to Jub, un ad
osher’s heels. And 2o from the Missin
fichl, ne have had a cerics of calamitics
Mr. Gordoun’s death was followed by the
paralysis and, more lately, by the death of

| Dr. Geddie; and then, again, by the totai

loss of our Mission ship, which 10,000
children loved and checrfully supported for
her work’s sake.

When ready to return to the islands last
April, it was found that there was mox
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corgo in store then she could carry. Be-
sides tho supplies for a year of all the mis-
sion families on the group, there were the
boxes of mussion goods, some house furni-
ture and all the necessaries of four addi-
uonal mssionarics.  Asshe could notcarry
all it was understood from the first that an
extra tnp would be required. After she
had accumplished under the charge of her
Captain, Jenkins, the voyage to the islands
in safety, and had gathered the missionaries
to therr dynod, time was necessarily occu-
pred In returning the brethren to their re-
spective stations and in settling the new
missionaries.  She then made her second
trip to Melbourne, returned in satety and
had accomplished her tinal calls prepara-
tory to her departure for the Australian
Colonies beture the burricane season usually
sets im.

Of necessity she was later than usual but
not more so0 than was common with
trading vessels of inferior strength and
equipment, whose commanders do not look
for severe storwms in  anuary, at all events
uil late mn the month. On the 6th of last
January, however, & hurricane of the most
ternfic character broke over the island of
Anerteumn, and scattered desolation and dis-
may over the island, unroofing buildings,
uprooting trees, destroying large quantides
ot tood, and as described in fetters pablished
n the fecord with this report,throwing the
Luyspring on a reef, where she now lies, a
wreck.  *Qur worst ‘ears are reslizud,”
says Rev. . McDonald, “the dear litle
Layspring has become a total wreck.”

‘Lhe first blush of the news, however, is
the worst ; the particulars are, that no life
was lost, no blame attached to the captain
and crev’, and no uncertainty about the la-
surance. ‘I'he £2000 will be promptly }.2id
by the Melbourne Insuraunce Qftices.—
Meanwhile a vessel will be chartered in
Sydoey, and Mr. and Mrs. Annand with
ths usual mission supplies carried to the
lands probably at the usual time and
smeans adopted to replace the Zayspring as
a vessel 1s clearly a necessity of the mission.

SALARIES OF MISSIONARIES.

The follewing resolution was adopted by
the Musstou_Synod ag its meesing in 1872,
“Mo. 37: Thatas the Churches supporting
this mission adopted only parz of the plan
recommended by this meeting four years
2gv, regarding an advance in the salaries of
thar msstonaries, this Synodagain respect-
fally calls the atentien of these Churches
to the subject, ard to the terins agreed upon
by the London Missionary Seciety for sup-
porung the missionaries. It is the wish of
the New Hebrides missionanes that they
should be placed on the same, or a siwmilar
fooung with the missionaries of the London
Miswnary docety 1n these seas, in regard

to salaries and other expenses, which none
of them arc at the present time.

‘“ That Messrs. Paton and Copland be ap-
pointed to prepare a Circular and give full
information on this subject to the Churches
supporting the mission.”

The Circular referred to has been re-
ceived and correspondence opcned with the
London Society and with Rev. Bir. Kay,
Secretary of the Reformed Presbyterian
Synod of Scotland. The Presbyterian
Church at Victoria has already decided to
give its missionaries £200 stg. per annum,
and the Reforined Presbyterian Synod has
come tu the following conclusion, provided
the other cooperating churches coucur:

“ That in addition to the £150 per an-
num of persunal salary as at present paid
to each of the missivuarics, there shoulu be
made according to the scale of the London
Missivnary Sudiety an allowance of £10 for
each child up to ten years of age ; £15 from
10 to 15; and £20 trom 15 to I8, The
above to include the sum hitherto paid for
premiums on Life Insurance and all allow-
ances till further and more definite informa-
tion be received from the missivnaries as to
what they thiuk should be included under
the head of allowances.”

The Board have decided to recommend
the Synod tu adopt the resvlutivn of the Re-
formed Presbyterian Church in its main
features but to continue their annnal pay-
ment for widows allowance as formerly.

‘I'he Board cannot afiurd the Synod late
and reliable intelligence respecting the
Polynesian slave tratfic. They cannot an-
pounce the cessativn of the hornvle crime
of man stealing. We may indeed all re-
joice that its palmy days of open violence
and ?.“ less rule are ended.  Brutizh cruisers
arméd with new puwers of search aund sewz-
ure have bevome the terror of the unprinci-
pled men who have been fattening on rob-
bery and bluod; yet the unomalous condi-
tion of the Fijis as respects law and gov-
erument presents o great hindrance to
complete success. Andasit is a recognised
truth that the “evil that wmen do hves after
them,”even if the wicked traffic were dying
more easily and quickly then it is like.y to
do (for it1s utill a paying business of the
Gun Boats can be cluded), the mjunous
consequences of this mudern outbreak of
high handed villany, will eaist and hinder
missicnary work, when the wiched men
who perpetrated the crimes have perished
in their own corruption.

THE TRINIDAD 3 ISSION.

QOur narrative must now be devoted for a
short time to another mission eutirely dis-
tinct yet none less intercsting, and in sume
respects more encouraging than that to the
New Hebrides, the muission to the Asiaucs
who are employed as Covlie labuurers 11
Trinidad.
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‘The wission has completed its fifth year
and from a small commencement is com-
ing to assume lar%e;r proportions and moro
hop.ful aspects. For three years Mr. Mor-
to « laboured alone, but since the close 1870
R:v. K. J. Grang has laboured with him,
and their joint efforts have been owned by
God and blessed in effecting important re-
suits. These as developed during the year
past will now be exhibited briefly, full de-
tails on nearly all the points now brought
forward having been already embedied in
the missionaries’ reports and leticrs and
published in the Record.

TBE 8AN FERNANDO CHURCH.

It was subsequent to the Synod of 1872
that we bad word that the Church whivh
was being erected for Asiatics in San Fer-
nande, had been finished, opened and oceu.
pied for christian instruction and public wor-
ship. The opening of this building had
been anticipated with anxiety and hope by
she mi-sionarics, and its auspivi. as opering
was to them an eventof great thauksgiving
snd joy. It is comfortable and elegant,
counsidering its cost and is the centre of
missionary action. A eonsiderable share
of the expense of this erection was borne by
friends in Trinidad, and no inconsiderable
sum furnished by c¢he Coolies themnselves.
These contribttions bave bcen acknow-
ledged by the Board and thenks rommani-
cated to the contributors through the mis-
sionaries. A list of the contribvtors was
published in the Record, and & hundred
copies sent to Messrs. Morton and Grant
for lucal distribution.

TEE CHILDREN’S EFFORT.

A debt of one hundred pounds stesling
remained to be paid when the building was
finished. At the same time the Board with
the sanction of Syned purchased from the
missionaries at cost, the premises which
shey had secured near the pew place of wor-
ship. The reasons for this step do not re-
quire repetition, but the Church may be re-
minded that the cost was stated at $1400,
which some necessary repairs and ehanges
have since raised to $1500. The Board in
these circumstances thought of the hearti-
ness and seccess of the children’s efforts jor
the Dayspring, and as they had given as a
surplus for that ohject, it was resolved to
lay our wants beforo them, and to request
them while remembering the Duyspring as
their special charge, to make the liquidation
of the San Fernando Church debt and the
payment of the 1{anse th .ic main effort for
the year. This was done in 2 short appeai
published in tho October Record. The re-
sult has heen that while the regular Pay-
<pring contrihution was remitted leaving a
balance in fund at date of nearly $500,
above 51400 have been received for mission

premiscs, 8o that 8400 have been remisted
to liquidate the Church debt and $943.76
in payment of the Manse, the debt on which
will he very smaill by the thne the Synod
adjoarns, and could be paid at any mument
by trausfcrence of the Dayspring meney to
that acconm and starting ancw for the mis-
sion ship. This step is not recommended
and only alloded to, to show how well our
young friends have responded And we
have no doubt that as they keep the Day-
spring insured, of which step the benefit is
now evident, they will also awhorize the
insurance of the Church preperty in San
Fernando.

FHE WORE OF THE MISSIONAREIES.

In the first place thev devote time and
strength to the work of Education under the
conviction that thus the rising generation
will be emancipated from many supersti-
tions, and that as one of them expresses it,
it is the Coolie that reads, and is taght to
think that most readily and inteHigently
embraces the Gospel. These schools are
ahnost exclusively tanght by young Hin-
doos who have embraeed christianity and
who desire christian-like to be employed in
doing something §for the Master, but they
are superintended by the missionary. Of
these schevls the following are mere espe-
cially wuder the care of Mr. Morton: 1. Jere,
tanght by Thomas Walter Cockey; 2. Pal-
myra, part of the time Ly Jeseph Annagee;
3. Esperanza, by €harles Soudeen; 4,
Sevilla, recently by J. Annagee, while Mr.
Grant’s saperintendence applies more di-
rectly to San Fernando, Marabella, Union
and Picton.

WELLINGTON ARD VICTORIA VILLAGB
SCHOOLS.

In all the Estate Schools religious in-
struction s imparted, but that in San Fer-
nando being & govesrnment school the same
conrse cannot with prepricty be foliowed
and those willing to attend are convencd
and taught on Sabbath moraing and Tues-
day evening, in the new Church. In the
same place instyuction is given to young
men by the missionaries in successivn.

A Sabhath Scheol is taught in the
Church by the wives of the missionaries,
aided by younz men from the Presbyterian
Church, which has enrolled 70 schelars, of
whom one haif are Asiatics. Fourtcen pos-
sess and read the Bible, and the conduct of
the pupils isjbecoming and respectfal.

In the second place they ladour in the
preaching of the Gospel.

Mr. Morton preaches every Sabbath in
Hindustani, and in English at lere, then
returning 10 St. Fernando preaches in the
Church conversing afterward with en-
quirers, and frequently holding a fousth
service toward evening on some estate.
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Mr. Grant attends Sabbath School in the
Chureh, then with an assistant holds brief
services on one or two estates, and then re-
turns to assist Mr. Morton ia the afternoon
service. which now averages in attendance
from 50 to 60 Hindoos, and a sprinkling of
Chinese. Week-day services are farther
held by both as time and strength permit.

That our missionaries have been enabled
to go through this large amouat of toil in 2
climate so evervating, without amy pro-
tracted sickness is cause for gratitude, but
reminds us of the wisdom as well as of the
duty of giving them an opportunity to rest
and recruit by a visit to tﬁgir friends and to
the Church of their nauve land within a
reasunable period.

RESULTS.

First, what are these in an educational
point of view? Thiee hundred and seven
Coolics besides Creoles are on the School
Rolis, and 132 Cuulies besides Creoles have
daily attended on an average, and this not-
withstanding the wide spread prevalence of
Small Pox in a virulent form, which at-
tected the attendance at all the schools, but
more especially at San Fernando. The re-
sults appeared very striking to the Mayor
and public of San Fernando when at an
examination of children gathered from the
schools within reach they heard 120 little
Coolies with 20 Chinese children singing 2
Hymn, followed by specimens of reading in
various degrecs of advancement, and the
two higher classes reading with accuracy
and taste, and shewing an intimate acquain-
tance with geography, aad great quickness
in mental arithmetic, when Messrs. Morton
and Grant received the congratulations of
their fellow citizens through His Worship
for the resalts which had astonished aud
delighted them.

But to secure a continuance of these re-
sults and further progress, the teachers mast
be taught, and for ten days a Normal School
was superintended by Mr. Morton, at which
Cherles Soudeen, Thomas W. Cockey,
Azis Ahmud, J. Annagee, T. Vishnoo
and Lal Behari, became pupils and studied,
some the more common and others the
higher departments of Arithmetic, Gram-
mar, with English Hi-tory and Algebra.
Where such a readiness to us¢ the means of
advancement within their reach is shewn by
these intercsting and devoted young inen,
wc; may confidently anticipate further re-
sults.

Secondly, what are these in a religiows
point of view ?

One of the missionaries says, “ Many
hear the word most attentively and give
evidence that they have actually received it,
but are not yet prepared to break with
their countrymen : they shudder at the
thought of renouncing the faith of their

fathers. We hope for accessions from the
ganks, of our young peoploe at no distant
ay.’

But the Lord has given them to rejoies
over souls turned from Satan to Christ
within the year, and declaring their choice
by a public profession. Xantoo and Jura-
men have been baptized at leve, and not
the least satisfying mark o their sincerity
is that they ave by lahour and study qual-
fying themselves to be the instructors of
their countrymen in the trati.

There have also been five adult baptisms
at San Fernando, three being Chinese,
Joseph Cheoising, Mary Jacksey and Sarah
Awyuny, and two Hindoos, Lal Behari and
George Sadhspal, these two giving this
among other proofs of earnestness that they
gave the price of ten days of labour $3, to
purchase for themselves copies of the Hindi
Scriptures. Two Hindi children were also
baptized on the profession of a Planter by
whom they were adopted, in all nine, and
seven on their owa profession of trast in
the Lord Jesus, up to the close of 1872 at
which time the missionsries prepared their
reports. But to this we mast add that on
February 23rd Isaac Ramdeen & first fruit
of the San Fernando school was baptized,
and another intelligent young Hindoo who
can read the Eaglish Scriptares with free-
dom added to the Church.

It may here be stated that the Lord’s
Sapper has been twice dispensed in the lit-
tle mission band in San Fernando, first
shortly after the opening, and immediately
after the baptism of Lal Behari, and more
recently after the baptism of young Ram-
deen when 14 Asiatics commemorated the
decease accomplished st Jerusalem. The
services on both occasions were impressive,
and the missionaries felt as if the Master
were present indeod.

HYMNS IN HINDL

When the Sysod was in Session in Hali-
fax thuty hymns were in the printing of-
fice in manuscript ready to be set up and
printed. After some delay these were
printed with the approval of the Board, and
one hundred having been sent by mail for
despatch, the remainder 400 were kindly
torwarded, free of charge and with the
greatest cheerfulness, by J. G. Allen, Esq..
of Lackeport, who is always ready to
aid the mission in this way. The Board
recorded their gratification at this valuable
accession to the means of praise in public
worship, their appreciation of Mr. Morton’s
lahours and of the aid rcceived from Thos.
W. Cockey. These Hymns printed with
care, and corrected by one who had no
Knowledge of the langaage, bave been pro-
nounced very accurate 1o execution, wel-
comed joyfuliy by the Coalic children and
adults, and highly prized by the mission-
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aries.  Specimen copies will be furnished
to members of Synod. -

THE RE FORMATION OF THE PRESBYTERY
OF TRINIDAD ‘

has occurred within the year, and official
notice trum the Clerk of Preshvtery laid be-
fore the Board with a copy of the constitn-
tion. ‘The Board approved of the step, and
bey leave to submit the counstitation for the
consideration and if approved, sanction of
Syuod.
THE OUTLOOK.

‘What then are the prospects of the future ?
Certainly of widening fields, fields white
unto the harvest. Our missionaries have had
more success than could have been antici-
pated from the small means and short time.
‘They have hiad envugh success to fill their
hearts with gratitude for the past, and hope
for the future. Mr. Morton writes, * there
is an open field and urgent need for a third
missivnary, but in the present ciréum-
stances ot the Churches at home I feel re-
strained from urging the case, the harvest
truly is plenteous, but the labourers are few,
pray ve iherefore the Lord of the harvest
that He may thrust more labourers into lis
harvest;” and Mr. Grant says, “ Hundreds
of Coulics arrive almoust weekly, and in a
few weeks our population will be swelled
by the arrival of 3500 Ilindoos. F¥hat are
we amid such a mass? But the word is
mighty. Would that the number who

uhlish the same were greatly maltiplied !

While our Brethren were thus at a loss
whether to forward an appeal for another
missionary, which the Church might possi-
bly feel unable to answer favourably, the
means of support seem to be previded hy
the hand of Divine Providence, indepen-
dently of this Church. ‘T'he visit of Mr.
Burnley, of Glasgow, a Christian Proprie-
tor of an Estate in Couva, suggested 1o the
brethren that the present wes the time to
remind him of an offer made some time ago
of £100 stg. per annum for the support of
a missionary. The step was taken, their
application, submitted to _him and other
proprietors, was entertained most favourahly
and though the final reply was not given
when the last communieation was maited,
it scems now mearly certain that these
Churistian proprictors in Conva will antho-
rize without delay the sccuring the services
of another missionary on the basis o* a
salary to he provided by them. The way
has thus heen prepared for taking another
step in advance, and the Board, grateful tor
the leadings of Divine Providence in the
past and trusting that they will enjoy the

uidance of the same gracious Leader 1n the
nture, have taken the initiatory steps to-
ward securing the services of the third mis-
sionary for I'i’rinidad to take part in the

work there at the commeneement of next
year.

Our Church is increasing in numbers
and wealth, but her work is developing
much more rapidly still, and cannot he over-
taken and discharged without great growth
in spirituality and consccration to the Lord’s
service. Our missionaries a-k our prajers
and must have material and spiritual ~ap-
port. God grant as the spirit of praver
and of abounding liherality. Oh that we
were through a Divine Anointing iaught
and transformed, so as to be one with our
Redeemer, in desire, in zeal, and in effort,
that God might be glorified in the salvauon
of sinners, in Christs setting “judgment on
the ecarth” and in the “isles waiting for
His Law.”

Owe Soweign Missions,
Letter from Rev. Dr. Steel.

My Dar Sir—1I regret 1o be again, ason
so many occasions, the narrator of heavy
tidings regarding the New Hebrides Mis
sion. ‘The Dayspring became a completo
wreek in Aneitvum habour, on the 6th
January. Isend you the particulars for
publication. The Captain and crew ar-
rived here on the 13th March. We had
heen waiting very anxiously for two months.
We were daily expecting the vessel, and
hegan to fear for her safety. No tidings,
however, arrived till the shipwrecked com-
pany came in the steamer from New Cale-
(‘Innin. ‘We are thankful that no lives were
ost.

We have lost no time in convening the
Board appointed to superintend the ship in
Sydney. We have resolved to charter a
small vessel for the remainder of the year,
and have advertised accordingly. We will
endeavour to send a vessel away, as soon
as possible, with necessary supplies ; and, if
it can be arranged, under the command of
Captain Jenkins, who has commended him-
sclf to the Missionaries.

Mrs. Goodwill has arrived from Espirity,
Santo, for the benefit of her health.

Mr. Aunand and his wife arrived from
Melbourne on the very day that the ship
wreched company came with the tidings of
the wreck of the Missionary vessel! It
was trying to the courage of the new mis-
sionaries ; but they bear it bravely. We
trust they may soon he ¢nabled to reach
the sphere of their labours.

Mr. Inglis advises that no steps be taked
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for a new vessel till the Missionaries as.
semble, and full time be allowed for con-
sultation.

The cost of bringing the erew from
Aneityum to Sydney, was £190, besides
expenses puid in New Caledonia for three
weeks’ stay there.

I trust that this trial and loss may be
over-ruled for the good of the Mission.

Letter from Rev. Dr. McDonald.

THE Mansg, Emerary Hivy,
26th March, 1873.

My Dear Sir,—Qur worst fears about the
dear little Dayspring have proved to be too
true. She drove from her anchors in a
burricanc at Aneityum, on the 6th January,
and, at once, became a total wreck.

I take it for granted that Dr. Stecl and
others will send you all the particulars by
this mail ; and I write now chicfly to assure
you that the insurance of the vessel is safe.

Besides the Insurance Fund, which was
oollected chiefly by myself, afew years
ago, the vessel was insured in Melbourne
offices for £2,000, which sum will now be
availuble towards a new vessel, leaving the
asrmuce Fund intact, as it always must

eft.

Ido not think that we should be in any
hurry in deciding what is to be done fora
new vessel.  Australia should raise at least
£1,000, and T am sure that Nova Scotia
will be good for her share.

Happily, no lives were lost by the wreck
of the Dayspring.

Tam sufiering very much from influenza
to-day, and I must bring my letter to a sud-
den stop.

{ Letter from Rev. Joseph Annangd,

Srexey, N. S. WarLks,
March 22, 1873.

_Dear Mr. Mc@reqgor,—Tt is three months
#ince we landed in this southern clime, so
that you may think that I am very slow in
writing, hut I am still in time for the first
mail. There is only one mail a month
hence since the San Francisco one stopped ;
bat we hope for better things before long,
& the people here are again agitating for a
renewal of that line.

We had a tair passage out from England,
! being 68 days from London, and 62 from
B Plymouth. ~ There was vary little to relieve
ihe monotony of our long and comfortless
voyage. Land never seemed so beantiful
to us before, as it did that Satarday morn-

ing, the first of March, when we steamed
up Hobson’s Bay. I shall not be surprised
if our first impression of Australia prove
rather too favourable.

Our kind friend, Dr. Macdonald, met us
on the pier, and brought us to his home,
where weremained ten days. We weresome-
what disappointed to learn from him that
we had still another voyage to make before
we could meet the Dayspring. However,
as there was no intelligence of her arrival
in Sydney, we were in no hurry to leave
Melbourne. After visiting all the places
interessing to strangers in and around the
city, we bade our hosts farewell, and em-
barked in tbe Steamship City of Adelaide
for Sydney. A very pleasant pa-sage nf
two and a quarter days broughs us into the
finest harbour in Australia; and a few
houss after, we were comfurtably settled
down in a hotel.

I have said that we were disappointed on
our arrival in Melbourne in that the Day-
spring was not coming there in future ; but
here we were doubly disappointed, for we
learned that our favorite little vessel was
lving a total wreck on a coral reef in Anei-
tyum harbour. Captain Jenkins and crew
reached Sydney the same day that we did
(the 13th); and they report that, having
completed the voyage among the islands
and returned to Aneityum, while lying at
anchor awaiting the final orders for Sydney,
a violent hurricane arose and drove her
upon the reef. The Captain was absent
from her at the time at Mr. Inglis’ station ;
but the mate and crew did all that was pos-
sible to endeavor to save her. The yards
aud topmasts were all sent down, aund the
cables paid out, but all in vain, for the
wind and waves were too much for her.
She dragged her anchors a cousiderable
distance in the direction of the open sesa,
but, the wind saddenly shifting, she canght
the reef and became s total wreck. Fortu-
uately, no lives were lost. The women
and all, except the crew, were seng oa shore
when the storm began.

The harricane lasting only & few hoars,
the vessel held together, so that nothing
was lost from her, except what was de-
stroyed by the salt water. Aftor all was
taken from her that was of any value, the
hull was sold at publie auction for £38.
Thus ended the career of the children’s first
Duayspring.  She had many warm friends
here, and great regret is felt at her loss;
bat in Nova Scotia, Cape Breton, P. E.
IsJand and New Brunswick, I am sure
that the children will be very sorry to hear
that their favorite mission vessel is destroy-
ed. However, I hope that it will not be
long till they have another one as good, if
not betéer than the first—The Marine
Board here investigated the circumstances
connected with the Daysyring’s loss; and
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they pronounced the Captain and mate en-
tirely free from bhune; hence there will be
no difficulty about receiving the £2,000 in-
surance,

The Dayspring Board have decided to
charter a schuoner fur nine months, to take
supplies, &c., to the Mission field. There
may be some difficulty in getting a vessel;
but we lope to sml for the islands instde of
a month from this time.

The huricane did a large amount of
damage to the Mission premises, and de-
stroyed about three months’ supply of na-
tive food. There is lLttle other news of
importance from the islands.

Mrs. Goodwill aud child came up with
the Dayspring rew. All the Mission
tamilics are well.—23Mrs. Copeland lost a
child lately.

I have many things to say, but I am so
hurried now that I niust draw to a close.

We were very surry to learn, on our ar-
rival in Melbourne, that Dr. Geddie had

assed to his rest.  The news would reach
ova Scotia alout the time we got it.

Letter from Rev. James D, Murray.

ANELCAUHAT, ANEITYUM,
New Hepripzs, Feb. 10k, 1873.

My Dear Sir,—I gladly emlrace the
opportunity of scnding you a fow lines by
a vessel which is expected to sail from here
for New Caledouia to-day. Iam sorry to
fay that at pesent we have no mission
vessel to carry vur mails. We had here
on the night of the 5th ult., aod the morn-
ing of the 6th, the most violent hurricane
that has occurred on this island, it is said,
during the last twenty years, the barometer
having fallen as low as 28° 30/, It wasa
truly terrific and most desolating storm.
One of the many disastrous effects of its
fury was the total wreck of the “ Day-
spring'”  The goud little vessel had just
arrived in the harbour here on her rewrn
from the northern i»lands, and was almost
ready to set out again on her voyage to
Sydaey, when the the hurricane came and
brought her missivnary career so abruptly
to a close. She was dragged by the force
of the revolving tempest from her moorings,
and at lenygth driven on the recf, frum
which she is now being daily removed in
many picces. The wreck was sold to a
European whalcr, who resideson this island,
for the sum of thirty-cight pounds! It is
well for the Mission that she was insured
fully to the amount of her value. It is
also a matier of thankfulness that, whilst
the vessel was lost, all the lives on board
were saved. Most ot the ship’s stores too
were rescued from destruction. The Cap-
tain and his wife, the officers and crew, and

some of the passengers hav. lcen living on
our premiscs. We have L, pily been able
to provide them with am, " sleeping ac-
commodation. Some of tl'e passengers
have heen spending pait of the time at
Mr. Inglis’ side. There me vighteen peo-
ple of them all, and the+ have now been
upwards of five weehs on our islaud, and
until the day before yestoirday we had very
faint hopes of their getting away before
the month of April or My, asitis a rare
thing to see & vessel sailine in these seas
during the hurricane mout! s, But sudden-
ly our prospects brighten. | as we observed
a ship making for this har ---ur on Saturday
last. As soon 88 she cwme to auchor, [
had my Loat lannched, and Cavtain Jeo
kins and I went out to confer with the
master with the view of maling arrange
ments with him to carry the shipwrecked
crew to New Caledonia. We found the
vessel to be a trader, with a cargo of na-
tives from Mallicolo, Apii, and Espirita
Santo, and bound for ¥ijr.  The Captain
said that if the crew ashed him to take
them to Fiji he would be hound to do s
gratis, according to law, but that, as New
Caledonia 1as out of his ¢. urse, he could
not take them for less than £20 sterling.
After mature considermion, Mr. Inglis,
Captain Jenkins, and I agreed to give him
this sum for his trouble. Aud so they are
all (the Dayspring crew) enzaged just now
in putting their lnggage ou buard.  They
will probably sail from here in the course
of two or three hours. As there is regalar
mail communication betwcen New Cale
donia and the Colonies, our friends there
will soon we trust hear of vur «ircumstances
and charter a vessel to ' sent downin
place of the “ Dayspring,” without delgy.

EFFECTB OF THE STORM.

Our Mission premises suffired consider
ably from the hurricane. Al! our louses
were more or less unroofud by it, vur fences
blown down, fruit trees uptooted, and plan-
tations reduced to a staic of desolation
About two-thirds of the windows of the
church are blown in and dushed to pieces
and upwar 1s of 2 hundred panes smashed
The posts of the verandalis of the church
and dwelling house were much damaged,
especially those of the (hurch verandab.
Even one of the massive stone walls of the
church was cracked from cud to end—the
effcet of the force of the wind against the
roof and large cross bvams. Thus the
buildings on which I had expuended so much
time and_toil for eight months previoasly,
and which I had succeeded in getting into
a state of tolerably goud repeir, were re:
duced in a single night to a worse stato of
dilapidation than ever. Aud so Tam basy
again at rebuilding and repairing houses.

T am thankful to eay that already all the
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most clamant wants have heen met. On
the morning of the hurricane, there was just
onp corner of the house—a part of the
dining room, in which we could secure a
dry spot to sit or stand in. The natives,
however, as snon as the storm had abated,
very cheerfully et to work to repair the
thatehing, and hefore night we had the
most of the apariments in the house pretty
well protected again.

HEALTH uF MISSIONARIES.

By the ** Davspring,” and other vessels,
we have recently heard from all the missi-
onaries on the group. They were well,
and diligently at work. Mrs. Goodwill,
however, 18 an exception. She was one of
1he passengers of the “ Dayspring,” and is
now here. She is taking & trip to Sydney
for the benefit of her health. Mr. Mac-
donald has had some troubles to try him at
his station on [Fate. By a letter which
Mrs. Murray had from Mrs. Neilson, it
would appear that the hurricane on Tana
was much less severe than it was here. (n
Erromanga, however, it was very violent.
Mr. Robertson’s new house was blown
down by it, and some vessels wrecked at
Dillon’s Bay and Lilizabeth Bay,

DISI'ENSING MEDICINES.

Mrs. Murrav and our little boy and I are
in the enjuyment ot good health. Thus
far we have es aned the malady of the land,
as the Aneity nmese express fever and ague,
Among the natives, however, this and other
diseases have been very prevalent since we
came to the iland.  Not a day passes
without my havuy applications from them
for medicine. At first they used to come
every hour of the day for this purpose,
which I found was fast becoming to me an
intolerable tax on mv time. I have there-
fore set apart a narticular hour every day
for mecting wuth them in the dispensary.
In extraordinary cases they understand, of
course, that I am willing to administer
medicine whenever 1 may be ealled npon.
But ordinarilv 1his part of my work I man.
age to discharue from ' P. M. to 2 P. M.
daily, and  acordingly I am mauch
less interrupt d in other departments of
my duty than I utherwise would be.

THE LANGUAGE,

As regards «nr aequisition of the native
language T smin rFankful to say that our
Q‘r?grcss hases eoded my best expectations.

e can now eomverse with the natives
quite intellini' tv, nnd I have been preach-
ngin Ancitvnmese regularly every Sab-
bath for the Iner five months. T have visited
most of our ehoole and catechised them in
their own tompume  The native books to
% vhich I have se-cews have of course been of

§ very great assicrance to me. Most of my
Ancityumese 1 have learned out of books,

whilst most of Mrs. Murray’s has been
acquired by personal intercourse with the
natives. The conseguence is that I know
more of the grammatical construction of
the language than she, and especiailly of
the more sncred terms and idioms, while
she has excelled me in mastering the moze
colloguial forms of Aneityumese expression,
STUDIES.

My biblical, theological, and literary
studies, I make it a matter of conscience
to prosecute here, as I was wont to do at
home. I devote a certain portion of the
day to the grammatical and critical exami-
nation of the Scriptures in their original
languages in connection with which I'study
more or less of Syriac and Arabic. Talso
endeavour to keep up my acquaintance
with claegical Greek and Latin, In Divin-
ity T am peiusing at present with much
satisfaction, Dr. Hodge’s excellent work
on “ Systematic Theology,” and in history
I am perusing Gibhon’s immortal work on
‘ The Decline and Fall of the Roman Em-
pire;” and as a practitivner of the healing
art, the study of medicine, of course, comes
in for a share of my time. From this yon
will at once understand that my time is
pretty well occupied. Qur work has indeed
been varions since we came here, and, at
times, pretty arduous. Bu¥as long as God
gives us health and strength, we wish to
be found diligent in His service,

EARTHQUAKE.

T almost forgot to mention to you that
we had also an unusually severe earthquake
here adout ten days ago. Slizht shocks of
earthquake are quite frequent on Aneityuz,
especially during these hot, rainy months;
but such a shock as that to which I now
refer, Mr. Inglis says, he never felt on the
island before. For a few secondsthe house
rocked like a cradle, and the plaster in
some placzs cracked. Onme of ihe lamp
chimnies fell off by the shaking, and several
other effects have heen observed, such as
fissures on the sides of the hills, the removal
of rocks from their old resting places, &e.

Letter from Rev. John Inglis.

The following letter was written by the
Rev. John Inglisto Rev. Dr. Steel, Sydney :

«“ Aneiryusm, New HEBRIDES,
January 29th, 1873

“ My Dear Sir,—I am sorry to inform you
that the Duyspring is lying a total wreek at
the mouth of Aneityum Harhour, having
been driven on the 6th inst., during one of
the most terrific hurricanes that ever passed
over this island—at least, since any white
man lived on it. No lives were lost ; but,
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for several hours, those on board, about
thirty souls in all,—there being a number
of native pussengers in the vessel,—were n
imminent peril.  For the last twenty-five
years—that is, since missionaries were
settled on this island—the only other hur-
ricanc equal to this, or at all approaching
to it, was that of the 14th and 15th of
March, 1861, when Mr. Copeland had
charge of this station, and Mrs. Inglis and
Iwere home on » visit. Mr. Copeland
published a full and carefully prepared ac-
count of that hurricane, a copy of which is
lving before me; I am thus enabled to
compare the two. The hurricane of 1861
was of longer duration than this one. On
that occasion, the sea rose higher on this
side of the island than during this hurricane.
At that time it rose nins feet above high
water mark, at this time it only rose seven.
The destruction of food and houses was
greater on that occasion than on this, owing
to the sea rising so much, and inundating
all the low lands ; two vessels went ashore
in that hurricane, and one went td picees.
But both the natives and white men resid-
ing then on the island, say that the wind
was considerably stronger on this occasion.
During this hurricane the aneroid barome-
ter fell twenty points, or one-ifth of an
inch lower thag in 1861. On that occasion
it fell 1.40, or o¥e inch and two-fifths of an
inch. At this time it fell 1.60, or one inch
and three-fifths ot an inch. This is more
than an inch lower than I have ever known
it to fall. The strength of the hurricane
came from the N.N.E.; when the hurri-
cane was approaching its height, the wind
veered round to the N., then to the N.W.,
and finally, when it began to abate, to the
W. It was but of short duration—not
more than thiree or four houts; indeed, it
was during one short hour that almost all
the damage was done. I was at the height
about 5 in the morning. The glass then
began to rise, and rose as rapidly as it had
fallen.
DAYSPRING AT ANCHOR.

“ The Duyspriny had come to anchor in
Aneityum harbour at noon on Friday, the
3rd inst., and all arrangements were made
for her sailing on the Tuesday morning
following. She had called at every mis-
sion station for the last time this scason,
except Fortung, the wind not permitting
her to make that island on her way south.
Captain Jenkins wished to see me on busi-
ness of importance connected with thc
vessel, and also to obtain here some sup-
plies of native fuod for the voyage. Mrs.
Goodwill of Santo, who was on her way to
Sydncey for medical advice, wished also to
come round to see if she could ebtain a na-
tive woman to go with her, as nurse for
her baby. To lose no time, Captain Jen-
kins came off that afternoon in the ship’s

boat, bringing with him Mrs. Jenkivs and
Mrs. Goodwill and her child, expeciing to
reach this station that night, aud return to
the ship on the following day. DBut the
wind was much stronger, and the sea much
rougher, on this side of the island, than he
expected, and they wers obliged to pat in
at & whaling starion about half way, and
remain there for the night. Next morning
the captain borrowed a whale boat as being
more easily pulied than the ship’s boat,
which he left till he should return. After
a hard pull, they reached this place about
mid-day. DBusiness matters were arranged
to the satisfaction of all parties, and they
expected (D.V.) to return on Monday
morning —the wind being highly favourable
for going back to the ship—and that the
vessel would sait on Tuesday, call at For
tuna on Wednesday morning, and thence
take her departare for Sydney on Wednes-
day afternoon. But the Lord had willed it
otherwise.
THE HURRICANE.

“QOn Sabbath the weather was squally,
and the glass fell a little; but there was
nothing to excite alarm. It was just such
weather as we fregnently have at that sea-
son of the year; moreover, no hwrricane
had ever been seen by anyone connected
with the mission till nearly a month after
that date. The first mate, Mr M’Arthur,
however, had taken every precaution on
Sabbath; both archors were down, every
inch of chain was paid out, the topmasts
and yards wers sent down, and everything
was done to secure & firm hold and lessen
the strain upon the ship. The wind, too,
was blowing from the land and out of the
harboar. ‘I'he harbour is open to the §
W., and itis when the wind blows from
that point, and brings in a heavy sea, that
danger to vessels arises. I have known
six vessels driven ashore in this way here,
but I have not known of anyone Leing it-
jured while the wind blw from the land
About 4 o’clock on Monday morning, hov-
ever, the wind Llew with such irresistible
violence that buth anchors were started,
and the vessel, dragging her chains and
anchors, ran vut of the harhour, as if she
had been a mail steamer going at full speed
She was all but clear of the harbour, and
out to the open sea, where she would have
been safe, when the wind saddenly vecriog
or & cross sea cuming up, or both, she was
struck with such force on the broadside 5,
notwithstanding the breadth of her heao.
all but capsized her; a tremendous sea &t
the same time bearing her along, pitchel
her right up on the edge of the reef. Here
she was exposed to the full force of the
breakers; and had she remained in that
situation, the possibility is that she would
soon have gune to pieces, and every onc ol
board have perished. But a second e
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mendous sea came on, lifted her up, and
carried her a considerable way on to the
reef—as far, indeed, as the chains would
permit, the anclors being caught hy the
corul. As svun as daylight enabled the
sailors to sce, they cut down tho foremast,
fearing lest the working of the mast would
have split up the vessel. When the ram,
mist and spray had so far cleared off as that
the vessel could be seen from the mission
house, flags uof distress were observed flving,
and men were noticed perched on the riz-
ging. The ship’s boats were smashed, and
the people on board had no means of escape.
But the storm rapidly subsided ; and as soon
as it was safe to yo out to the vessel, Mr.
Joseph Underwood, of the whaling estab-
lishment on Inyeny, went out with lus boat
to render what assistance he could. Manura,
a Tahitian, belonging to the other whaling
establishment, also went out in his boat;
and Mr. F A, Campbell, a young gentle-
man, son of the Rev. A. C. Campbell, of
Geelong—who was a passenger in the
Dayspring, but who had gone ashore when
the vessel came into harbour—went out
with Mr. Murray’s boat. All on board—
men, women and children—were got sately
on shore.

CAPTAIN’S RETURN.

“ As soon as walking was possible, from
the violence of the wind, Captain Jenkins
and the second mate, 2 young man, who
hes come with him in the boat, set out to
walk to the harbour along the shore, & dis-
tance about fourteen miles. When about
half-way, they met a messenger with & note
from Mr. Murray, stating that the vessel
was on therect ! They reached the mis-
sion house eatly in the afternoon—all but
dead with exhaustion—the walking was so
bad, and they had pushed on so fast.

“As fine weather set in, and as the vessel
was only in four feet of water, the passen-
gers and those cunnected with the vesse!
saved the most of their personal efiects,
though considerably damaged. The most
of the ship’s provisions were also saved,
thpugh sume were a good deal njured ;
sails, ropes and  most of things belonging
tothe ship were also got ashore. After
this, a Jary of three ship’s carpenters held
asurvey of the vessel; they pronounced
her to te a total w reck, and recommended
herto be suld withont deluy. She was
accordingly su d by public auction for the
.lg;cﬁt of the insurance, but realized only

“ We feel sorry, chiefly for his own sake,
that Caprain Jenkins was not on board
when the harricane came on; not that the
fate of the vessel would have been other-
wise than it was, Bat people will talk,
and some may bleme him. I have stated
the circumstances under which he left the

vessel ; oven had the eaptain been on board,
no more anchors could have been let go,
no more chain could have acen paid out,
no more masts or ynrds could have been
set down, and no human power could have
porricd off the fury of the wind.

DETENTION OF DAs~PRING.

“ Qurarrangements bt 110 have always
been to have the Layspriny uway trom these
islands before the end of December, al-
though for several ycars nast some leading
members of this mission considered it quite
unnceessary to hurry her away so soou.
* No hurricane,” said  they, * has ever been
seen in January ; trading vessels almost
always remain down ull January, some of
them all the year through; the Uayspring
13 @ stronger vessel, better manned, and
Letter found thau aay ot these. Why then
should she harry away betore any other
vessel?” 1 mever coucurred with these
views although it was difficult to meet
them with any other than common places
as, ‘ that it is wise to err on the safe side,”
and ¢ there may be danger 1n staying, but
tigre can be none 1 leaving.” So little
danger was apprehicuded m this group, that
one or two members proposed duving away
with the insurauce. This was the first
year that she was not out of the group be-
fore the end of Decembef, but it was the
foree of circumstatices, not any change of
plan, that kept her ~o long this year, and
yet but tor the hurricane ot the 8th, her
anchor would have been weighed for the
last time on the 7th Janusary.

DEFENCE OF CAPTAIN.

“ But 6o blam. van be attached to Cap-
tain Jenkins tor this delay.  The second
voyage to Melbourue, in Scptesuber last,
added to the unusual awount of labour
which the vessel had o puform i the early
part of the season thicw her more than a
month behind her tie fur her last voyage
among the islands. It wao the first voyage
Captain Jenkins had had command of the
Duysp-ing, and he did lus very utmost to
econumise time. The voyuge frum Mel-
bourne to Agrcityum was, peihaps, the
shortest un record, aud the Dugsprng re-
mained only one day iu Aucityam harbour;
and notwithstundiug there was more than
the average amount ot waltus, curreuts and
unsettled weather, the vuyage round the
islands was perfurmed iu juos than the
average lengih of time, and wue vessel was
brought back to Aucityum withoat the
slightest mishap.

DESTRUCTION,

“ When daylight opened on us on the
morning of the 6th inst, everything on and
around my station bore the aspect of utter
desolation. I had two houscs blown down,
and every building more or less injured.
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Two whalcboats—the one borrowed™ by
Captain Jenkins, the other borrowed by
myself-—egach dashed into a hundred picces.
At both the whaling establishments, boat-
houses were carried away, and hoats smash-
cd in the same manner. The natives have
lost fully thres menths’ provisions, but I
cannot at present enter into details.”

TRINIDAD MISSION.

Private Lett:r From Rev. J.
Morton.

San FernaNpo, April 25th, 1873,
My Dear Mr. McGregor,—

I hnd much pleasure on receipt of your
kind favor of 24th ult. I think if some of
the brethren at home knew how much cheer
a good letter can give us, they would
occasionally take the troublesto write us.
In the midst of friends and surrounded
with cheering influences, they forget, 1
think, how much we are cut off from the
world. Dr Geddic’s death—a fit closeof a
noble, devoted lifc—is no couse for grief.
He * hath entered into his rest,” a rest to
which, by divine grace, he was well enti
tled. Who dare grudge him his reward ? I
felt when veading of Dr. Guthrie’s death
that sorrow would be out of place. Indeed
whex reading the account to Mrs. Morton,
who was unwelll we bothfelt like taking up
asong of thanksgiving, and victory. Dying
thus ’tis happiness to die.

1 noto what you say about a trip home,
I believe it would be well for the Board <o
make sumo arrangement fur the return of
missionarics to recruit. But I could not
think of returning now unless ordered gwa
by the Doctor. My health is good, with
the exception ot océasionally suffering from
sore-throat. And the work to be doue ig
too great to think of absence, The only
comfort is to keep busily atit. My con-
scionce would not allow me, this year at
loast, if well, to return even for a few months.
I have thought of sending my family home,
buc Mrs Morton retuses to leave me ualess
ordered by the Doctor. Indeed two years
ago they counselled her to go home, but
she set their counsels at defiance, and got
better, and I believe it was better for us all
that she did not go.

On March 31st the house wrs enlivened
by the advent of a little boy claiming to be
the second son of your humble servant. We
admitted the claim and took him in. The
Lord help us to train him if spared for His
service.

Last week I spent two days in company
with Thos. W. Cockey, preaching to those
who live solitarily in the wood.

I hope to go again next weck, and then
I will probably send youa note for the
Record. At present you seem to have plen-
ty of matter on hand.

Pray for me, my dear “rother, and stir
up ministers and people wherever you go to
pray much for us. O Lord confound our
unbelief, and make us a5 men that dream,
by turning the captivity of this people.
