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A GOOD BUSINESS OPENING

-FIRE TNSURANCE.

In the last issue of this journal we pubhshed the experience
of a prominent manufacturing concern mn Canada who had
proposed goiug largely into the manufacture of vapor stoves,
but weto deterred from doing so by a fire insurance company
which was carrying risks for them. The ipsedixit of the in-
surance company was that they would take no risks where
vapor stoves were in use . that they would cancel all existing
risks where vapor stoves were introduced, and that the manu-
faczurer to whomn the threats were being addressed, who had
recently introduced a vapor stuve into his own residence, must
immediately remove the same, or have his fire insurance
policy cancelled.

That this was « most tyrannical proceeding we shall show.
The construction of a vapor stove is such that a suitable
veservoir is used, holding perhaps, a half gallon of gasoline.
The reservoir is supported on a perpendicular iron pipe or tube,
some two or three feet above the top of the stove, the flow
being regulated by a stop cock, or valve, the gasoline being
admitted in & very fine thread-like stream to a vaporizer, or
burner, where its combustion cruses a ver, clear, intense and
smokeless flame.  'When it is desired to us the stove the gaso-
line is permitted to escape in a small but steady flow from the
reservoir through the pipe to the burner, and when the service
has been performed the gasoline is shut off by means of the
stop cock.  In most vapor stoves when it is desired to replenish
the resevoir an automatic device extinguishes the flame of the
burner if it happens to be lighted, and it is impossible to
again light the burner until the reservoir is closed. So that it
is impossible for any accident to occur by the gasoline taking
five while the reservoir is being filled, unless it be through or
by some agency other than the stove itself. Gasoline is in-
flamable, but it is no more explosive than coal oil, and when
ordinary intelligent care is observed in its use, it is no more
dangerous than coal oil or illumninating gas.

That the action of fire insurance companies is tyrannical
when they refuse o take risks where vapor stoves are used is
eviden from the following facts - In statistics of fires occurring
in one year in eleven American cities where vapor stoves were
in use, it is shown that there were 163 fires arising from de.
fective chimnr y flues, oceasioning losses aggregathg 322,122,
overlieated stoves and stovepipes, 70 fires and 36,307 losses , hot
ashes, 29 fires and $20,360 losses ; sparks, 83 fires and 83,565
losses ; coal oil lamp explosions, 58 fires and §14,375 losses,
oil stoves, 6 fires and 2356 losses; illuminating gas, 37 fives
and 319,923 losses : and vapor stoves, 11 fires and $164 losses.

Here we have 462 fires originating from 8 specified causes, in-
volving losses aggregating 887,672; but out of these but 11
fires weve attributed to vapor stoves, the losses from them
amounting in all to only 2164, But insurance companies do
not refuse to take risks against fires caused by defective
chimueys and flues, hot ashes, sparks, overheated stoves aud
stovepipes, lamp explosions and upsettings, oil stoves nor
illuminating gas, although, as shown in the figures above given,
out of every 42 fires occurring but one arose from vapor stoves,
and for every 2333 lost by such fires, but one dollar is charge-
able to vapor stoves  Why, then, do the insurance companies
not interdict the vse of chimneys, stoves and stove pipes, the
use of coal or wood fuel which produce ashes and sparks, conl
oil lanps and stoves and illuminating gas, all of which are so
much more productive of fires than vapor stoves ?

<A great many of the fires attributed to vapor stove explo-
sions find their origin in other causes, and the claim is boldly
made that gasoline will not explode. It is very inflamable,
and is volatile, but it is not explosive, as can be proven by any
who will experiment with it. If fire is communicated to the
gasoline in the tank of a vapor stove, it will burn, but there
will be no explasion, and if fire is communicated to a jugful of
gasoline, the fluid may be entirely consumed, but there will be
no explosion, and the jug will remain intact. Explosions of
coal oil lamps are caused by the ignition of the accumulation
of gas generated when the oil is low, the formation of the gas
being accelerated by the heat from the burner and other
metallic parts ; and all who handle such lamps understand the
necessity el always keeping them well filled with oil. But the
evidence of their dangerousness notwithstanding lies in the fact
that coal oil lamps are among the most fruitful causes of fires
arising from such sources as are here considered.

Fire insurance companies in the United States are quite as
conservative in taking risks as their Canadian brethren ; and
being in a position to observe the facts as regards the vapor
stove as o cause of lires, do not hesitate to take such risks. In
some sections of the country where their * conservatism ” led
them to refuse su ki risks, or to prohibitory rates, they have been
been brought to view the matter in a different light when
manufacturers of, dealers in and users of vapor stoves made
strong invitations to insurance companies who would accept
such risks to come in and do the business refused by the
others , and if insurance companies doing business 1n Canada
will not take corresponding risks here, an effort should be
made tuinduce those to embark in the insurance busmness here
who will. It would certuinly he a ood business opening,

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THE BONUSING CRAZE.

Tur Peterborough _Review thinks that this journal has
l:eon mislead as to the character of the men composing the Now
York Wagon Building Company who have recently been largely
bonused hy the Brantford authorities as an inducement to hava
them establish « branch of their works at that place. It says
that the concern have obtained an exceptional share of business
prosperity on the other side of the line, and that they will have
to expend in Peterborough nearly $100,000 before they can de-
rive one cont’s worth of advantage from the proposed grant., I*
says further that “prior to negotintions with Brantford they had
received very favorable offers from Galt, and in the natural
order of things they expected equal inducements in Poterbo-
rough,”

Wa disclaim any personality as regards the company in ques-
tion, and suppose that the gentlemen composing it are all hon-
orable men. In discussing the system of municipalities offer-
ing more or less valuable inducements to individua’s, compan-
ies or corporations %o establish industrial enterprises within
their limits, alluding to the opposition movo against bonusing
the company in question by the local manufacturers, we stated
that “ The proposed grant should be antagonized on the broad
ground that if the concern asking it have not got sufficient
capital to establish and carry on their business without such
help, or if there is not a sufticiently wide and lucrative market
in Canada to support such an enterprise, in addition to those
already ir existence, they had better remain where they are.”
We have no more objection to the company in question than
we would have to any other company under similar circum-
stances ; but our contention is that such inducements should
not be offered.

We presume that the words “ pauper industrial enterprises
used by us sounds ungraciously to over-sensitive ears, but we
cannot but view persons who ask for such donations as the
authorities of Brantford have bestowed in the instance under
consideration as paupers, even if they have made a million of
dollars in the United States and propose spending a hundred
thousand of it in Canada. More places than Brantford and
more people than the inhabitants of that town avedirectly and
keenly interested in the transaction. There are hundreds of
wagon factories scattered all over the Dominion, not one of
which, probably, ever asked for or obtain.d a dollar of assist-
ance from the towns in which they are located, and it is all the
worse for them that a foreign concern should come in and he-
come their vivals in business, aud be given $20,000 bonus be-
sides. If i. is proper that these forcigners should be given so
large a premium, why not vote corresponding premiuws to the
half-dozen or more wagon factories long since established in
Brantford by Canadians? The assistance wonld be timely and
valuable to them, now that they are to encounter such formid-
able opposition.  As it is, it should be borne in mind that the
cost of the 820,000 bonus =lluded to must be paid by the city
corporation ; that the money, or its equivalent, must necessa-
rily be raised by taxation on all the taxable property of the city;
that the half-dozen or more wagon makers alrcady doing
business in Brantford will have to pay their proportionate
shares; «nd the little that these poor men have must be taken
to still further envich this new foreign pauper industrial en-
terprise.

The people of Canada, while they desire to buy manufactur
od goods as cheaply as possible, do not desire to seo the thous
ands of smaller concerns scattered throughout the country
squelched and frozen out of existence by imported concerns
through and by the mere weight of capital. Much less do they
desiro to see the anaconda fed, nursed and bonused by Cana
dian municipal corporations,

The growth of the Australasian trade has been
marvelously rapid. Fifty years ago, at the time of the acces.
sion of her Majesty Queen Victoria to the throne, that trade
was comparatively insignificant, while at the present day it is
much greater than that of any other British possession, oxcept-
ing Indir. The substantial and permanent character of the
prosperity of Australasia may be inferred from the fact that
nearly one fourth of all English capital invested outside of
England is invested in Australia, while probably £20,000,000
sterling yearly finds its way back to the mother country as -
terest thus employed in public or private enterprizes.

GRAND CHIEF ENGINEER ARTHUR.

Ir Grand Chief Engineer Arthur of the Brotheriood of Lo-
comotive Engineers only knew it, he has been badly squelched
by the jawsiniths of some of the labor organizations, the cause
of his disgrace being his vecent address delivered before the
recent Chicago convention of the Brotherhood. This Brother-
hood has c¢minently distinguished itself through the ability,
wisdom and temperance with which it has dealt with such
labor disputes as it wmay have Leen interested in, and in keep-
ing aloof from other labor organizations that have been con-
trolled by vain, self-seeking men. As the head of his order
Mr. Arthur has practised as he preaches—that generally there
nre two sides to a question, and that disputes can be settled
wore quickly and satisfactorily Ly conservative actions and
sensible arguments than by strikes and violence.

The Knights of Labor have never forgiven Mr. Arthur for
the refusal of the locomotive engincers on the railroads affeced
hy the great South-Western strike last year, when the infaous
Martin Trons, a prominent Knight of Labor, and a num-
ber of other conspirators, resorted to many deeds of vio-
euce, some of them resulting in bloodshed. It is true that
these Knights suxceeded in paralyzing business for a long
time, and caused a world of trouble to thousands of people who
had no connection whatever witl the railroads, but, thanks to
Mr. Arthur's good sense and management, whenever the ruil-
road people had a train ready to go out it was never delayed
for want of an engineer to go in the cab. The engineers had
ne quarrel with the railroad people, and they never felt them-
selves under any obligation to go on a strike, or quit their
work, merely because the Knights of Labor, under the leader-
ship of Martin Irons and others of his ilk, were sidetracking
and ditching trains, destroying property, interfering with the
usual routine of business, and causing financial and business
distress in all directions. The refusal of the locomotive engin-
eers to particip.” » in these viclent and unlawful acts did more
prohably, than anything else, to bring that great strike to an
end, and, as we have said, Mr. Arthur has been the object of
eontumely and abuse at the hands <f the jawsmiths of the
Knights of Labor over since.

But Mr. Arthur added new fucl to the fire in his Chicago
address, in that he warned his brethren against being carried

“ Judas-like conduct,” * stool pigeon,” * toad-eater,” and other
similar epithets ad-nauseam.

Mr, Arthur, however, is o gentleman and the associate of
gentlemen, and is not in the least disturbed by the eructations
of ven: ne s but impotent hatred of the Knights of Labor jaw-
smiths.

MARINE SUBSIDIES,

T St. John, N.B. Globe, speaking of the recent convention
in Boston of persons interested in shipping, at which, it says,
the fact was revealed that by legislation of some kind it was
hoped that American shipping could be restored to its former
prestige, says :

Apparently, the coastwise and interior shipping is in good
condition, but the sea-going part of the business is in a bad
way. A great many persons in St. John will be interested to
know what measures can be devised for the purpose indicated,
for Canadian ocean going shipping appears, under a protective
tariff, to be suffering yuite as badly as that of the United Stateg,

The *interior shipping ” of the Uhnited States, by which is
meant all traflic on inland waters and hetween all domestic
ports, is and has always Leen under a protective policy which
excludes any participation in by vessels of any other nation-
ality whatever. No foreign vessel is permitted to take a pound
of freight or u passenger from any port in the Uhnited States to
any other port in that country. This law gives ubsolute pro-
tection to American vessels, and such traffic as is here alluded
to is prohibited to vessels of any other nationality. Tlider
this law the Taived States fosters fleets of  interior shipping,”
which aggregate « much larger tonnage thun even that of
Great Buitain. If this prohibitory law was modified so as to
adwit foreign vessels to participate in the interior und coast-
wise trade, no doubt but that in a very few years American
vessels would be almost entirely driven out of business by
foreign vessels, even as they huve been aluost entirely driven
from the ocean by competition of the same sort.

One of the chief objects of the Boston couvention was to
bring influences to beat upon the American Congress to induce
itto do what about every other maritime nativn does—grant
subsidies to its vessels employed in foreign trade. Great Britain
pays hundredsof thousandsof pounds every year to Britishships,
and that system has resulted inalmostevery ocean going steamer
that is now built in the kingdom being speciaily arranged for
immediate conversivn into gun boats or transports for war
purposes, while they are also school ships from which able
and thoroughly skilled scamen could be drawn whenever neces.

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miliar deprived the American merchant service of the high
prestige and renown to which it had attained twenty-ive years
ago. Other clicumstances now prevail by wineh that service
is kept in the position it now ovcupies, and the only escape
from the predicament visible 1s through methads similar to
those that have mrde the British werchant service what 1t
now is.

The Canadian service labors under many disadvantages simi-
lar to those of the American, and the remedy lies in the same
direction,

ARE CANADIAN “LADIES” HABITUAL

SMUGGLERS!

Ix the last issue of this journal occasion was taken to criti-
cize a paragraph printed in the Toronto Glole to the effect that
Canadian *ladies” smuggle goods across the line from the
United States, and that “ It is not an unusual thing for Iadies
to possess bags made and used only for smuggling.” We pro-
tested against this slander upon Canadian women, and also
against the distortion of the generally accepted definition of
the word “lady,” and intimated that what the (/lobe snid was
nothing more than a canard intended in a weak wuy to bring
the tariff laws into disfavor,

The Essex Review reprinted our article and proceeds to say
that the statements of the Globe are but too true, notwith
standing our emphatic protest. It says:—

“The amount of smuggling done along the entire border of
this peninsula, and at this point in pacticular, is simply enor-
mous, Many ladies —or women, if the MaNuFacTURER prefers
the term —make it their boast that they do not spend a single
dollar in Canada, but for rent and such necessaries as they
cannot wait to cross over to Detroit for. The smuggling bag
is in the large majority of houses along the frontier. We
might say it is part of the bride’s trousseau. The ferty boats
are sometimes crowded with ladies, and the chances are that
nine out of ten will have a smuggling bag filled with dutiable
putchases concealed beneath their skirts. It is not, we are
constrained to admit, o method which has been adopted since
the advent of Messrs. Wiman and Butterworth as commercial
unionists. It has been o crying evil fur yuus, every person in
Windsor knows, to the disheartenment and injury of merchants
all along the border, some of whowm, it is alleged with too much
truth, are no better than the women. In short, smuggling is
apparently almost inseparable from oxistence on the frontier.
If not, can the CaNapiad MaNuracturer tell us why theve
are but two dry goods stores of any impottunce in Windsor,
with a population of ten thousand within a vadius of two miles
and the most important town in a county of fifty thousand?
The people, unfortunately do not appear to look upon smug-
gling as immoral, and the suggestion of dishonesty could be
dangerous, while the mildest insinuation that the ladies are
not ladies would cause a scene in many of the best families of
Windsor and vieinity, If there were no truth in the Globe’s
statements, or if smuggling in this peninsula were not as old as
the tarifl itself, Messrs. Butterworth and Wiman could not
turn the practice to account in support of either commercial
union or annexation. But facts are stubborn things,
will not down. And if the Manvracturer argue from false
prewises it will arrive at an erroncous conclusion. It caunot
deceive the people. Don't let it fool itself. We don’t defend
this smuggling. 'We condemn it now as we have condemned
it on several occasions in the strongest possible terms. We
state simply the truth, and are not responsible for its existence
or its consequences. It is for those who have the government

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in their hands to say whether or not the gigantic evil can b
suppressed.”

It is a deplorable fact, if it is as stated by the Review, that
the people of that part of Canada do not look upon smuggling
as immoral. It is not for them t» say that there is no immo:
ality in cheating and defrauding the revenue of the country 1)
such practices, mereiy because the laws are not in accordance
with their views, The Review says that Windsor, with o pop
ulation of ten thousand, and the tmost important town ina
county of fifty thousand, has but two dry goods stores, and in.
timates that that is duc to tho fact that Canadians cross over
into Detroit and make their purchases, smuggling them across
the line, and paying no duties. The moral obliquity of people
who indulge in this nefavious practice is terrible, but that
“ladies ” so-called should bLe the chief offenders, is simply as
tounding. 'Why should the suggestions of dishonesty in such
doings incur personal risk and danger, and why should it cause
“scenes in mauy of the best families of Windsor ” when 1t
wighe be nmplified into direct charges of misdemeanor, which
verges closely upon felony?  Does that portion of Canada sup.
port n community of freehooters, who habitually set the laws
at defiance, and threaten personal injury and chastisement to
any who might suggest that they were adventurers? Docs
patriotism dwell in breasts where the whole Dominion is sys-
tematically cheated, wronged and defrauded by those who
know Letter, and Canada impoverished at the expense of a
neighboring foreign country 1 Away with such patriotism and
down with such moral obloquy.

The remedy for this state of things lies ina vigorous enforce
went of the law. Do these Canadian lawbreakers suppuse fur
a moment that they could systematically smuggle light and
valuable articles across the line into the United States without
quick detection? If they do, let them try it a few times, and
whether they be of Windsor’s highest aristocracy —* ladies s
thiey arve denominated, or merely ordinary * wémen " or * fe
males,” they would soun find themselves where their acts would
consign them, wearing striped clothes and doing the Yankee
Govermment some service in the penitentiary. We suppose
that smuggling will be carried on between different countries
as long as tariff laws eaist, aud cupidity offers the inducement
to make unlawful gains. At the Atlantic seaportsin the
United States where large nunbers of passengers are constant-
Iy arriving from abroad, the Customs Oflicers quickly detect
adventuresses who ply their avocation of smuggling goods, and
when any of them ate thus detected, notwithstanding their
claim to be * ladies,” their persons are quickly and thoroughly
searched, Similar vigorous enforcemeng of the law in Canada,
particularly in the vicinity of Windsor, and neighboring citics,
would probubly deter some of the **ladies” there from thei
unlawful procedures.

TrANS-CONTINENTAL traflic over the Canadian Pacific Railroad

This
is the first official meeting of the directors since the organiza-
tion of the association, which occurred in Toronto, October 13
and 14 ; an account of which has already been published in
this JournaL. The meeting held last week was for the pur-
pose of putting the combination in working order and effectively
controlling output and prices.

In conmection with the fisheries protection service of the
season just terminated, it is not generally known that the
Dominion cruiser Vigilant is none other than the quondam
United States lishing vessel Highland Light. That vessel was
seized in September, 1886, for fishing within the three mile
limit. No defence was entered and she was condemned and
ordered to be sold by the Vice-Admiralty court at Charlotte-
town. At the sale she was bought by the Dominion Govern-
ment, and this year, has done eftective service in preventing
that for which she was condemned a year ago.

We wish that other local newspapers would adopt
the same or sumilar methods of imparting such mformation
concerning Canadian mdustrial establishments.

During the year 1886 therc were distributed from the oftice
of the Bulletin of the American Iron and Steel Association,
Philadelphia, 364,500 tariff cracts and 40,000 tariff cards, and
thus far in this year there has been distributed 173,282 taritl
tracts. The Bulletin is prepared to respond promptly to astill
larger deme :d for this sort of literature, and invites Protec
tionists to avail themselves of the facilities it possesses for edu
cating the people correctly on the tariff question. The tracts
are sent free of cost to clubs and individual applicants. This
is the way American Protectionists arc protecting their Na
tional Policy from the assaults of the Evil One, but what are
Canadian Protectionists doing in this direction?

ANENT the relative merits of Canadian and Awmerican illum-
inating and lubricating oils, in a certain community in Canada
where two years ago but 2,500 barrels of one ané 50 barrels of
the other of Canadian make were consumed, this year, we are
informed, the consumption has reached 8,000 barrels of illum
inating and 2,000 barrels of lubrieating. It is confidently as-
serted by many who are in a position to know that the best
quality of Canadian illuminating oil is fully equal to any made
in the United States. The prejudice against the domestic
article is fast wearing away, and consuniers who are wise do
not pay several cents a gallon more for Yankee oil than they
are charged for an equally good article of home production.

The number of “accidents -
rather murders—that oceur in Chicago from the escape of this
vile poison is awful. The Dominion, or the Provinces, or both,
should take up the subject in Canada. The forbidding of the
use of water-gas would merely reduce illegitimate profis «
little.—Z'oronto Globe.

Theso are sold by the penitentiary authorities at
cast price - twenty-five cents a barrel —and the daily product is
about 500 barrels.  One result is that the Buffalo Barrel Manufac
turing Company, which =anunt competo with the above price, has
just had an order for 4,000 barrels cancelled.  Another large firm
of coopers which expected to sell from 20,000 to 30,000 barrels on
Grand Island, estimates that it will not be able to sell more than
5,000. It is said also, that it is tho intention of the prison authori.
tics, after the fruit scason is over, to put the convicts to work on
tlour and coment barrels, which will have the effect of dnving forty
ot {ifty coupers away from Buffalo. It is true that these men 1orm
a very small portivn of the anuy of free laborers 1in the Tnated
States, but cven if thoy were the only ones so treated the matter
would still be one of great injustice.

Messits, J. & J. Tayror, Toranto, ave in receipt of quite a num
ber of appreciatory letters from parties whose places of business
were destroyed by the conflagratiun that almost totally destroyed
the town of Gravenhurst, Ont.. in Soptember, but whose hooks,
papers and other valuables were preserved by having been encased
in fire-proof safes manufactured by tho Messrs. Taylor. Mr. J. E.
Clipsham states that lus bo ks and papers were brought out to his
ontire satisfaction , Messrs. Allan Bros. writes that the cuntents of
their safe were preserved to their entire satisfaction, notwithstand
ing it stood within three feet of a tank of coal oil ; Mr. JosephGay-
nor says that. his bouks and papers wero saved all right, there being
10 sign of fire whatever inside the safe ; Messrs. B, R. Mowry &
Son say that their safe saved their books and papers to their entire
satisfaction ; and Mr. Philip Bartholomew says identically the same
thing. Messrs. A. 8. Manders & Co., writiug from Adela: Te, Aus-
tralia, to Messrs. Taylor regarding their exhibit of safes at the Ex-
hibition in that city, say : ©* Long before this reaches you, you will
have reccived the cable of your having rezeived the highest award
for safes over all makers, beating the great Chubb, of Eungland ;

A NEW coal cutting machine is thus described : —** It will do work
which no other coal cutter will do.  For instance, 1t cuts the floor
perfectly simooth. It will cut up hill or down. It is self-acting. It
does all the work instead of the man. It stands on 1its own truck
while it works, and nceds no tamber or planks or tracks to run on,
su the operator is not hindered by carrying around a lot of useless
stuff. Tho machine weighs from 1,000 to 1,400 pounds. It cuts
very rapidly, fully a lineal yard in oneminute. At one setting and
one starting it will cut 7 feet along the face of the coal and 1to b
feet under. 1t cuts and cleans off coal a space about 3 to 4 inches
perfectly level next to the floor, thus breaking up the least possible
part of the coal, and leaves the body of it to be blasted down 'n lavge
pieces.  One man and a boy can handle the machine easily, it bein
simple, and any intelligent miner can run it. It will cut zny kind
of coal, and glides through anthracite as veadily as bitwmmous, it
will also cut. fire clay, slate, or anytlhuing it will come 11 contact with
ina mine, It will drive entres and turn the rooms. It will cut
twice the amount of coal with the same power that any other ma-
chine will. It cuts right and left, both ways from the center, hav-
ing a reciprocating motion, thus all the power (compressed ir) that
is applicd to it is utilized. The operator sits down on the footboard
while the machine is workmg. It will do the work of twenty men,
and will work in the lowest of coal. It will greatly reduce the cost
of mining, and it is safe to say it will be the miring machne of
the future.”

Mr. A, C. Lawsos, of the Donmimon Geological Survey, has re-
cently returned to Ottawa from the districts about Rawmy Ruver,
Ramy Lake and Lake of the Woods, where he has been conducting
a geological examnation and topographical survey of the country.
This district, which hies in the extreme western part of Untano—
that part lying between Mamtoba and Lake Superior—he describes
as enormously rich iy mineral wenlth, Mz Lawson says that on
Manitoulm Lake, and what 1s kuown as the Lake Route, there 18
abundance of evidence of gold.  The gold 1s found in quartz ves,
carried by a green slate formation.  Very hittle hias been done to-
wands minng, as up to a very recent date the Untarvio Government
refused to grant patents for the land, but from the exammnation of
the country he made he s of the opimon that, when once worked,
these quartz vems will yicld a large percentage of gold, At Hun-
ter's Island, Lake of the Woods, an mmmense 1ron hed has heen
struck, and from all appearances it 1sa continuation of the extensive
hed now bemyg worked i Minnesota, at the Vernnlhon wunes,  If
such be the case the iron 1s°of the best n America, and as for quantaty,
1t 18 almost impossible to estymate 1it. Already thousands of dollars
of Amencan and Ganadian captal (mostly Amencan, however,) are
bumg mwvested m this district tn the purchase of clums, and big
1ron works are talked of.  Adjounng this wron formation, and ex-
tending from Gunflint Lake to Thunder Bay, is the well-known
silver region, which 1s perhaps the best known aining region n the
country, not because it 18 the most valuable, but beeause 1t 18 the
most extensively worked.  The formation 18 made up of iat bedded
slates and trap wick, which 1s cut by veins carrying silver, both
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native ar ! argentite. The principal places where thess tmang
vperativng are carried on are at Silver Mountam, Beaver Mine aid
Rabit Mountain, at each of which large quantities of oreare tahes
out every year.

Mz. Saxroxn H Sterre read a paper before the Oxford Club v,
Brooklyn last night upon ** What Shall We Do With Our Cin
victs 7" Herctofore, he held, the question has been * What foru
of labor shall be required of convicts 7’ but now, as if to illustrase
the whimsical extremes to which popular opinion may go, it is ser)
ously :luestioncd whether convicts shall work at all.  This starthin
proposition is advanced by the labor unions upon the pretence that
free labor cannot endure the competition of conviet labor — In 1834
convict labor was abolished in New York by law, There ave now
1,300 convicts unemployed, and soon the existing contracts will ¢
pire, when-all will be idle  There are legislators and newspapers
found to openly approve of this condition of affaivs. Now York has
a prison population of 12,800 people, of whom there are available
for productive labor about 6,000, whose industry, if availed of,
would come in competition with the wage-carning classes. In
manufacturing alone there are 700,000 free workers engaged in this
state. The proposition then is that 6,000 convicts shonld be kept
idle for fear that their labor would reduce the average wages of
700,000 who are frec, supposing that all the convicts even are en
gaged in manufacturing. These 6,000 convicts were engaged i
actual competition before, and will be again, after their incarcern
tion, with those who abject to their employment under confinement
The cost of maintaining theso 12,800 convicts 1s over a million and
a quarter of dollars a year ; and it is a grave emergency that would
justify a state in wasting so much a year. But the cost in dollars
and cents is the least serious featuro of the problem. These con-
victs are nearly all destined to be returned to society. Their ave
rago age is under 25. The average term of imprisonment is five
years, which is about the age and term of study of a collego gradu-
ate. The speaker advocated the employment of part of the convicts
upon &)ublic works outgide tho prison walls. The numberto be em-
ployed in any industry should bear a fixed proportion to the num.
ber engaged in that industry outside the prison walls, and that
propusition should be so low as to preclude any genuine complunt
of competition.—Necte York Times,

FAIR-TRADE IN GREAT BRITAIN.

Tue avernge wayfaring freo trader, although he may not he
possessed of a supertluous amount of brams, ought to be able to
comprchend the following, It is a letter printed in the Londoen
(Eng.) Fair-Trade, in its issuo of Scpt. 30. It reads :~—

**Sm,—My name isJohn Bull. "I have a brother mcknamed
Forger. His trade is that of an engineer, and makes all kinds of
machinery. I plow and sow and gather mto barns, otc.  We havo
some half-brothers called Jonathan. Wo call them *brothers,
They don’t own.us though. They are in our trades and lwe over
the water, and they go aliead *slick.’

* If my brother tries to scll an engino or other machine to o
over the water they charge i 50 per cent. or 60 per cent. for
landing 1t, makmg 1t so dear that either he sclls at a loss or the cus-
tomer pays more than the valuo : and if I offer some of my farm
produce, I am scrved just the same.  The consequence 1s, that my
half-brothors keep all the trade on that side of the water to them-
sclves and charge thewr customers their own price.  But, unfortu.
nately, an ancestor of mme (one Cobden) made a law that, of aur
half-brothers wished, they should at any time land machinery, com,
goods, ctc., free on our side of the water, and he called the law
Free Trade.  Now, sce how it acts.  Jonathan makes two machiues
that cost lum £90 cach n Iabor, the matenal costing £40, totai
£130 ; profit, say, £20 on sale at £150. He sends one over the
water to our customers and takes £150 back to lnm (good-Uye to
that), and has the other to sell over his side, which he -can charge
£160 for, as there 1810 one to compete with him on account of duty.
Forger hias consequently to close lus works or lower the wages of
Ins workmen, to compete with such one-sided trading. My com
sutfers exacly the same, and my men have less wages and httle
work —all because the men are allowed to work for our warket free
of toll, wlile we have to pay 50 per cent. to G0 per cent. for thurs.
As it is a matter as much for my men's advantage as my own un-
deed, more s0) [ will bring the cuse home plamly.  Suppose here
England I make 1,000 wheelbarrows at a labor cost of 10s. cach.
that wiil spend £300 in labor here.  If Iscll 000 of them here at
15s. each, £370 remam m England, and 1f I export 500 I shall hive
to pay 50 per cent. duty, which 13 cqual to 7a. Gd. cach barrow, so that
I'get back only £187 10s. for the H00 barrows, wlich has cost me L2350

i labor alone: ~a logs of 25, 6d. each.,  Butaf Jounathan makes L.odo
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and pays 10s. ench for lahor and sells 500 in America, Lie gets and
keeps at hame £376 5 and if he exports 500 to England and sells at
15s. each, ho gots and takes back to his country £375 profit, so
that the American sido of this transaction gets and keeps £750,
while tho same transaction here gives to the English maker £375 for
those sold at home, and only £187 10s. for those sent to Ameriea .
ur a total of £562 10s. fur the outlay. Nuw, supposing that buth
transactions wero carried out—America will net tho price of her
1,000 (part sold here and part in America), £750, and also the duty
on our 500, which is £187 10s., or a total of £937 10s. ; while we
get £375 for the 500 kept at hume and £187 10s, for those sent to
America, total of £3562 10s. as vur share of the double trading,
against £937 10s. for Americans , a balance in favor of Amettea of
£375, Joux Bown.”

The contrast is as between the Brtish and the American man-
ufacturer, but the application is as appropriate to the Canadian
manufacturer as to his Yankee neighbor,

AUSTRALIA ANXD THE ADELAIDE EXHIBITION,

(From our Spectal Correspondent.)
ADELAIDE, Auny. Sthy 1887,

ACCORDING to promise when leaving Canada, with ats frozen lakes
and snow-covered roads, mn the winter of this year, 1send you my
first Australian letter with notes on Austraban commerce and the
Adelaide Exhibition 1 particular.

Business in Australia is in a most flourishing condition. One or
two of the capitals may be complaining of a elight depression, but
that we can take as only natural after so many years of prosperity
m business watters.  Sydney in particular has been calling out that
things are dull. Surely that caunot Le the case when we find
gigantic buildings going up at almost every corner and workmen in
great demand. Busmncss is not so bad as people make out. In
Mclbourne business is in a progressive state.  For soue years past
the Province of Victoria has had an enormous surplus over expen-
ditures, and perhaps that colony, which occupies the smallest portion
of the contir~nt, has the greatest population and the greatest wealth.
In Adelaide also we find o Jarge number of Canadian manufacturers
introducing their goods.  From your own city we have Messrs. J.
& J. Taylor, one of the largest manufacturers of fire and burglar
proof safes, some of which have arrived for the Exhibition. This
firm will undoubtedly work up an enormous trade in Australia for
their goods, for their first-class articles are uneyualled by English
wmakers.

Now is the time for all Canadian manufacturers who wish to intro-
duce their goods into Australia to do su, and from my experience of
trade and of Canadian manufactures there could be no better
spportunity. It will be foolish fur any one who wishes to cultivate
an Australian trade to lose the opportunity now offered.

In the coming year the largest exhibition ever held in the world
will be opened on August 1, in Melbourne.  This Centennial Exhi-
bition is to be opened for six months night and day. The money
that has been spent on the erection of the buildings is almust fabu-
lous, and the support by the Governent and foom all parts of the
world is astounding. =~ When cxhibits to the value of £22,000
for a singlo exhibit are entered, it will give an idea that the Exhibi-
tion will bo no small affair. I would therefore advise and beg the
Canadian manufacturers not to lose this vpportanity of shewing
their goods.  Their manufactures are as gond in quality and work-
manship as those mado in any part of the world, and I feel justified
in saying that, knowing how the gouds are svld here, and whence
they come, Canada has as goud a field here as any other country.
Should any of your people feel inclined to exhibit, I'shvuld certainly
advise them to forward their gouds through Messrs. 4. S. Manders
& Co., care of the Exhibition, Mclbourne. Thoy represent the
‘arger part of the Canadian mauufacturers makirg displays at the
\dchide Exhibition.  With this mail I post you some fuller printed
information with reference to this Exhibitiun.

The year 1887 has cvery prospect of being ono of the best years
\ustralia has over had. Last year was a wmiscrable une. Thero
were poor harvests in nearly every colony, severe droughts Yrc»
vailed throughout the lcugth and breadth of the continent, and to
ncrease the depressior financial disturbances ozcurred on nearly
every hand. At any rtate the three principal colunies—Victoria,
New South Wales and South Wales—suffered from numerous com-
mercial failures.

Sinco the beginning of May heavy and copivus mins havo alnost
cantinually fallen over the agricnlturnl areas of the southern hemis-

Ono of the most prominent exhibits in the Canadian Cuurt, which
is near the American Court, in the western annex, is the fire and
burglar proof safes shown by Messrs. Taylor. Several of these
well knowa., claborate, substantial, custly, and at the same time m-
expensive safes, are exlubited mn three different parts of the Court,
sc that the visitor canuot help secing them. They are much adimired,
and will be an attraction as long as they remain in the Exhibition,

The Bell organs shown by Messts. Bell & Co., of Guelph,
occupy a beautifully canopied enclusure opposite the White Sewing
Macline Company’s goods, in the United States section. Theso
Liandsome instruments attrict a great deal of attention.

The Burn & Robinson Manufacturing Company, if they could
glance at their exhilut, would, I am sure, have no reason to com-
plain of the site and the excellent arrangement of their general
assortment of lamps, wire bird-cages and domestic labor-saving
appliances.

Messrs. Pender & Co. have a large collection of horse shoe nails.
They are placed next toa large perfumery stall, which acts as a
guide or pointer to them.  The nails are arranged in boxes and are
well displayed.

Mr. E M. Eastey shows a lot of cud liver vil and pharuaceutical
preparations, of which 1 will have more to say in another lotter.

The Exhibitivn since the opening has been a regular rendezvous.
The attendance for seven weeks runs over 180,000. Visitors
from all the colonies have come over, as well as a large number from
Great Britain and the continent. The attendance has been well
maintained. It certainly is a much larger exhibition than many
people expected.  The arrangement of the buildings is also very
satisfactory. It would have been better, however, if the exhibits
were not so extraondinarily scattereld.  No country except Austria
and a few tropical countries - the State of Jahore, British North
Borneo, Algeria, and the Seychelles islands—have all their exhibits
together.  Some countries have their exhibits in three or four dif-
ferent buildings and in different parts of the same building. These
include the Australian enlonics, Great Britain and Treland, Germany
and the United States.  Machinery and agricultural implements,
for which separate annexes are provided, are distributed in various
buildings. This is, as you will see, a very ponr arrangement.  The
visitor interested in a particular country has therefore to roam over
the whole Exhibition to find what he is looking for.

This arrangement wonld not he so anneying if the ofticial cata-
Inguo indicated the lncality of the exhibits. The catalogue gives no
index of any sort, citherof the names of the exhibitors, of the pages
on which the classes of exhibits are mentioned, or ¢ven of the coun-
trics represented. T cannot hesitate in saying that the catalogue
has been prepared in the most **slipshod ” wanner. The Exhibi-
tion officinls made a mistake in letting it to n privato contractor.
Aund yet the private contractor, who was once a good pressman,
ought to have cdited the book better.  The New South Wales and
Victoria commissinns have since prepared their ewn catalogucs,
which are much better pmductions, and have been gratuitously dis-
tributed in thousands  The oflicial cataloguoe has heen sold at 1s.
Let us hope that there will be no slipshoddy catalogues at the forth-
coming Melbourne Centennial Exhibition.

Despite several instances of fault-finding, the promoters have
cvery reason to be satisfied with theiroutlay  They have endeavored
to provide as much entertainment as possible.  Music of some kind
is arranged for daily, and the pnblic have no accasion to grumblo at
a scarcity of attractions.

AT the last session of the Dominion Packawent a large amuunt of
money was appropriated wath which to provide wow rvoling stoch
and mahe Bocessaty tepairs and improvements to the present eyuip-
meut of the Inter Colonial Rulroald.  Among the umprovemouts
being made are the heating of the cars by steam and the hghting of
them by oluctricity.  Another devico to be practically tested 1s an
electric siynal by wluu, when vecasivn reguires to stop the tram, a
buttim, oun the wside or cad of the car, 18 touched and the doser
notified, instead of, as at present, by pulling a cord.  Tho present
system of signalling is vecasionally found too slow, especially of the
cord is not pullud strong cnough, and in such an mstance valuable
time is lost in stopping.” All these equipments will be practically
tested during the winter.

struct and put in operatin rulways which mght bo necessary for
the advantagevus wourhing of all industries established by said com-
pany.

Tur Ottawa Joinal has o carefully prepated estimate of the
timber productivn of the scasun of 1887-88, in which are included
the Ottawa river and its tributaries section, French river, Parry
Sound, South iiver and Whanapitae, and Sturgeon river, the prob-
ahle lumber cut being estimated at 680,000,000 feet.

Theso un-
Levveuents will be a great aid an getting the scason s cut of lugs
safuly vut to the main streams,  With the exception of what will
be cut un the Whanapitae, all this vast quantity of lumber will
cute duwi the Ottana, the Whanapitae cut tahing the waterway
of the Fronch river, Lakes and St. Lawrence river to market.

The system herewith illustrated and described is one of
great interest to all consumers of power. Inasmuch as it takes
the place of expensive gearing and broad belts, the advantages
to be thus derived may be thus summarized :

To transmit the same power with a rope versus a like
power with a wide belt, first, requires much narrower faced
pulleys ; consequently, much less expensive ; 2nd, the interest
on the money invested in a belt will more than supply the rope,
saying nothing about the wear and tear; 3rd, better power,
from the fact that all sliding of the belt is overcome, and the
rope gear becomes as positive as the cog gear.

The transmission consists of a series of wood split pulleys,
and ordinary manilla rope (tallow laid).

‘The engincused is an automatic,and thesize of the cylinder

device for taking care of the slack, and giving the proper
tension to the rope, is shown at E, with the impelling weight
at G. The slack side of the rope is paid directly from the
driver to the carriage, E, which, it will be seen, takes inand
pays out slack as it occurs, and acts also for a tension on the
rope. The weight at G may be increased or decreased with the
ower.

d This apparatus was erected and started December 2,
1884, and has been running constantly since, with same splice,
and transmitting an average of 150 HP.

The rope shows no signs of wear, and looks as though it
would last for years to come.

The rope is an ordinary oneinch diameter manilla, and
travels at a velocity of 3,420 I'PM.

We make the following summary :

Velocity of rope, 3,420 FPM. Transmits, as above, 130
HP. (indicated). The tension on the rope is, therefore,
339031501 4084106 pounds (one-half tho weight in the
