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TUE ABYSSINIAN CAPTIVES.

The following extracis from thio dinry of
Dr Blanc, one of the Abyssinian captives
who was appointed to convey thoe Queen's
lettor to Thoodore, are very nteresting and
wo are sure will be nceeptable to our readers,

“Tn tho valley Letwoen the Iulls n large
hody of cavalry. nbout 10.UvU strong, formed
a double line, hetween whichwo advanced.
On our right, dressed in gorgeous array, al.
most all bowing the silver shield and the
bitwa, the horses adorned with richly plated
bridles, stood the whole of the officers of his
Majosty's army and household, the govern.
ors of provinces and of districts. &c. All
ware mounted—some on really noble look.
ing animals—tributo from the plateaux of
Gedgars and the highlands of shoa.  Un the
left tho corps of cuvalry was darker, but
more compact than its aristocratic vis a-vis.
‘The horses, though on the whole perhaps
less gracetul, woro strong and in good con.
dition ; and s eing their iron ranks we could
well understend how thunder.stricken the
poor scattered peasants must Le when The.
odorus, at tho head of the well armed and
well mounted bands of ruthless followers
suddenly appears among thewr pcncufui

. homes, and, belore his very presence 1s sus.
pected, has come, destroyed, and gune. In
the centro. opposita to us, stood Ris Enged-
ah, the Prime Minister. distinguished from
all by his [iemlom aly appearance and the
great simplicity of his attire. Barchoaded,
the shama girded in token of respect, he
delivered the Imperial messago of welcome,
translated into Arabic by Samuel, who stood
by him. and whose finely chiselled features
and intellectual countenanceat once pro.
claimed his superiority over the ignorant
Abyssinians, Compliments delivered, Ris
and ourselves mounted and advanced to-
wards the Imperial tents, preceded by the
body of mounted grandees and followed by
the cavalry. Arrived at the foot of the hill,
we dismounted, and wero conducted toa
small red flinnel tent pitched for our recep-
tion on the ascent itself. “There wo rested
for a while, and partook of a slight collation.
Towards 3 0'clock we were informed that the
Emperor would receive us. We ascended
the hill on foot, escorted by Samuel and
sovoral otler ofticers of the Imperial house
hold. - 8 s00n as we reached thesmall plateau
on the sumnut, an officer broughtus renew.
ed greetines and compliments from lus
Majesty. Wo advanced slowly towards this
beauutul ducbar tent of red and yellow silk
between & double line of gunners, who, on
a signal, fired a salute very creditable to
their untaught skill. Arvived at thoen-
trance of the tent, the Emperor agiin in-
quired after our health and welfare. Having
acknowledged, withdue respect.lus courteous
ingui-ies, wo advanced towards tho throne,
and delivered into his hands the letter from
her-Majesty .he Queen, The Emperor re.
ceived it civilly, and told us to sit down on
thesplendid carpets thit covered the ground.
The Emperor was geated on an alga, wrapt
up to the eyesin a shamn, the sign of great
ness and power in Abyssinia. Un his right
and left stood four of his principal officors,
clad in rich and gay silks, and behind him
watched one of his trusty famihars, holding
a double barrelled pistol in each hand. Tho
King mado afew compliments about the

Earopean prisoners, and regretted that by
their conduct tliey had interrupted tho |
friendship formerly exisung between the
two nations, lle was happy to sce us,
and hoped that all would be well agan,
After a few compliments had been exchang- '

cd, on the plea that wo must bo tired, hav.
ing come 80 far, wewere allowed to depart.
Wo remained with the Emperor from the
28th Junuary to 5th February. During that
period wo wore treated with the ntmost
courtesy, hiad tho honov of several yivate
intervicws, and were nbundantly suppliod
with bread, shoep, cows, and money.  Iis
Mnajesty nccompanied us sovoral stages to
wards tho ‘Tana Sea, as Kourata had been
ixed upon as our place of residenco until
tho arrival of our countrymen from Mag
dala.  On the first day’s march wo wero loft
behind on acerunt of our luggage, and had
+ good oppurtunity of experiencing what it
is to teavel with an Abyssininn army.  The
.ighting men were in  front with the King.

** On the morning of the 25th of June we
recaived a message from the Emperor to the
effect that Mr. Rassam, his companions, the
priests, and any one he would like to take
with him, should repuir to Debra Tabor to
bepresent atapolitical trinl.  The European
workmen, Cantiba, Hailo, and Samuel, ac
cumpgpanied us. Arrived at Debra Tabor, we
were surprised at not being received with
the usual salutation., Instead of being at
once condvcted to the presenco of the
Emperor, wo were ushered into a black tent
pitched in theKing'senclosure. We guess
cd that the political trial concerned our
selves. W had been seated but a few min-
utes when the European workmen were sent
for Ly his Majesty. After a while they re
turned with Cantiba, Hailo, Samuel, and an
Afa Negus (mouth of the King) who deliver-
ed the Imperial messages. The first and
most important was, * I have received a let
ter ‘rom Jerusalem, in which L am told that
the Turks are making railways in the Soudan
to attack my country conjointly sith the
English and French.,’ The second messnge
was much to the same cffect, only adding
shat as Mr. Rassam must have seen the rail-
way in construction, he ought to have in-
formed his Majesty of it. ‘Tho third question
was,'Is it nut true that the Egyptian railway
was built by the English?”  Fourth, * Dy
he not give aletter to Consul Cumeron for
him w deliver to the Queen of England, and
did not the Consul return with an answer ¥
Altogether there were somo seven or eight
questions, but the others were insigmficant.
A few days before atireck priest hadarrived
from the coast with a letter for his Majesty.
Whether these statements wore contained
in the missive, or swero merely a pretext
iavented by Theodorus himself to give a
reason for the ill-treatment ho intended to
inflict upon his innocent guests, it isimposs-
ible to say. The concluding messago wae,

*You must remnin here. Your arms his
Mnjesty no longer trusts in your hands, but
your property will bo sent to you.' Mnr.
Rassnm, tho following day, requested his
Majesty to allow mo and some of our com-
panions to remain for tho rainy soason at
Gaffut.  In my cago, and in Mr. Rosenthal's,
permission was granted, but refused to all
tho others, Every duy weheard thut orders
had heen issued for the camp to he struck,
but his Mnjesty did not leavo. His Majest

visited Gafluat twico during tho fow duys

was there, and on each veension sent for mo
and recrived me courteously, Mr, Rassam
and the other Europeans wore ullowed to
come to Gaftat and spond tho day with us,
and, though now and then tho word *Mag.

' dallah’ wis whispered, still it seemed us if’

the storm had blown over; and we ho
bhefore long to Lo all ngin united at Gaffut,
and thero in peace spend the rainy season.'’

Tho accounts previously given of tha
savage propensities of ‘I'heodort s aro fully
confirmed by Dr. Blane, who writes:—

+un 3d July an oflicial brought us the
Imperial compliments, and stated that his
Majesty was coming to inspect the works,
and that I might present yself before him.
[ went at onco to the foundry, and on the
1oad 1 et two of the Gaflat workmen also
proceeding thero. A little incident then
occurred which was followed by serious con-
sequences. We nmiet his Majesty noar the
foundry, riding ahead of his escort. Ho
asked us how we were. and wenll bowed and
touk oft vur hats as he passed along. Tho
two Europeans with whom I walked covered
themselves; but awaro how touchy his Ma.
josty was on all points of etiquette, I kept
tny head uncovered, though the sun was hot
and fierce.  Arrived at the foundry, his
Majesty agan greeted me condially, examin
ed for a few minutes the drawing of a gun
his wuikmen proposed to cast for him, and
then left all of us fullowing. In the court
yard he passed close to Mr. Rosenthal, who
dild 1ot buw, as bis Majesty took no notice
of Lim.  As svon s he Issued from the
foandry fence a pooraild ' ggarasked alms,
saying, * My Lords (gaitosh), the Europeans
hive always been kind to me. Oh! my
King, jou also relieve my istress.' His
Majesty, on hearing the expression Lord
applied to his workman, got into a fearful
sassion. ¢ Llow dare you call any one Lord
{sut myself?  Beat him, beat him to death '
Two ot the executioners at once rushed up -
on him and Legau beating him with their
long sticks, "ns Majesty all the while ex
clainsing, Beat him, bent him to death!
The puur old cripple at first in howtrend -
ing teims implored for merey, but his voiie
geew fainter and fainter, £ad in a few min-
utes more there lny his Lelpless corpse, that
nono dure remove or pray for. Tho Jaugh-
ing hyenas that night caroused undisturbed
on his abanduned remains. ‘Theodorus' rage
was Ly no memus ab.ted by this act of
cauzdy, Headvancad a fow steps, stopped.

the imago of ungovernable fury. 1lis eyes
fellupon Mr. Rosenthal.  “Scize him I’ cried
he; immediately several soldiors rushed
fursard to obey the mnperinl commands.

Instant-
ly & dozen ruflians pounced uponme, and T
was held fust Ly armns, coat, trousers— by
every place that affordud a grip.  He then
addressed himself to Mr. Rosenthal.

FENIANISM.

Feninnism has entereduponanother phase
ofits existenco and from being an institution
established to wrest Ireland from tho grasp
of tho Sassenach, it has changed into a sort
of Thugism modified to suit the civilization
of the times, but boaring, novertholess, a
striking likencss to the Ilindostanco tribe of
nurderers.  They mado muvder a part of
their creed and doified all their mombers
who, overtaken by justice, were condemned
and made to suffor the only penalty adequate
to their crimes. Tho Fenians in like maunnor
have adopted murder as a part of their sys-
tem, with the varied additions of outrage,
arson and plundor; and by doing so they
have declared open war upon society at
large and placed themselves in open hostility
to civilization and chiistiamiy, Thus they
aro no longer to be cousidered within the
circle of tho hose aims and objects are
legitimato, and cannot claim to bo considered
otherwiso than in the light of assassins and
outlaws of the worst and most dangerous
type. There is something so exceedingly
revolting to every sentiment of justice and
humanity in the lato acts of the Brothorhood,
in England, that oven those who strove to
justify other of their doings shrink with dis-
gust from eoven sceming to uphold sucha
horde of cutthroat miscreants. Evon the
Irish Citizen, of Now York, an avowed organ
of Fenianism, shrinks from claiming the
perpetrators of the late outrages as bemng of

&

its party, and deslares that in no instance

has any of these erimes boen cloarly proved
as having been committed by Fenians.
Indoed it would be & very sad thing if the
recdlressing of Irish grievancos had fallon into
the hands of men who learnod the avt of
spreading murder, rapino and ruin in the
once fruitful fiolds of the sunny South. Sad
indoed is it for Iroland, and the Irish, if the
mantle of O'Connell has fallen upon the
shoulders of cowards, lunatics, and assas.
sins.

Suroly o cortain olass of thoe Irish, both at
liomo and in America, has done cnough to
darken the glory of their country, cloud the
deeds of heyr hoross, and reuder thoir own
namo a byword. without flingmg back upon
tho shores of their struggling conntry this
nauseous vomit of degradation.

It is a noticeable fact in history that, after
any great national convulsion, thero ovor
(ollowed a season of danger and inquictude,
for the clemonts called togothor in umted
force for tho attainmont of somo groat object,
woro of too active and disturbing a nature
t2> bo quiotly dispersod. Sometimes these
spent themsolves in ways comparatively
harmless; at other times thoy were the
cwges of further convulsions, gad, as in the
cuo of the first French Revolution, shook
the whole fabric of society to its foundation,
turning the people from the usual avoca-
tions of life, and, by tossing to tho surface
a class that is usually hidden among tho by-
ways of tho world, caused men to wurn upon
oach othor and earn their own distruetion
amid ruinand desolation. Ofsuch elements.
as theso is the monster Fenianisin composod,
and it is well for the land in which it found
birth and nurture that thoe higher and bettor
impulses of tho poople wore opposed to it.
Tho massacre of the negroes in New York is
still fresh in our memories, as is also the
murderous viots in the same city on last St.
Putrick's day. 1f Fonianism thus exhibits
itself in the land and among tho pooplo who
hwe given it groatest countenanco ind sup.
port, what would be tho fato of the unhappy
land whero it might obtain success? We
shudder to think of i{, for so surely as thoy
ohtained power, so surely would wo behold
tho scenos of the French Rovolution enacted
over again, But happily for us and for the
world, this thing is confined to a class
of a people whose power for ovil is compar-
ativoly harmless; but it is nevertheless in-
cumbont upon the Government of England
to use tho most crushing and offective moans
to destroy that power, insignificant as it is;
morey has been sbown until merey further
extended, would become folly and injustice.
How absurd it would be to make an abstract
idoa of national wrong extenuatory of private
assassination. Or to say becauso a foreign
Church is forced upon the Irish, and the
law of land tenure unjust and oppressive,
that those are excuses sufficient to palliate
the murder of policemen in England by the
hands of Irishmen, allens alike to their
country and the honor which the best aud
triiest of her soms havy ever held a4 their
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proudest heritage. The ranting demagogues
of the United States, who seek to make
political capital out of men who, under the
name of Fenians, are sinking themselves into
the lowest depths of infamy, have given
, foroe and vitality to this conspiracy which
may yet recoil upon their own heads with a
force that will astonish, if it does not over-
whelm, them. But there is stili a darker
view of this horrible conspiracy which must
cause deep and painful reflection in every
well constituted mind, and that is—if Liberty
ean thus be perverted, Christianity ignored,
and the enlightened efforts of science de-
graded to the most debasing, unholy and
_ retrogressive ends ; of what good is Liberty ?
. what power has Christianity? and of what
use are the labors of Science? But when
we come to consider Fenianism in this its
darkest aspect, it is gratifying to find that
although Liberty in its fullest sense has
been granted to those people who have
abused its privileges, it is not to them that
Christianity has extended its most enobling
influences, nor for them that Science has
exerted its most elevating tendencies. And
they, being behind the age and in opposition
to its advancement, must go down under the
great onward rolling wheels of Progress and
be crushed out forever.

AN OLD VETERAN.

for this poor old man to render the few re- !

maining days of his life free from the stings
of poverty? If Canadian ,patriotism isnota
mere sontiment John Morris of tha old 100th,
will not go down to his grave without know
ing the gratitude which should ever be shown
to the soldier who his fought and bled for
his country.

COMPULSORY SERVICE.

A correspondent sends us the following:
—“In an account of a visit to Servia, by the
Rev. W. T. Grieve, in the year 1862, I fin'l
it stated that all the men between thivty
and forty ycars of age, ave required to at-
tend drill once a week. Might not this
afford a hint for some of our Militia Author-
ities? If all our young men between twenty
and twenty-five were obliged to drill once a
week, a much longer interval after that age
would keep them au juit of all their exer-
cises, and that interval might be further
increased after five or ten years.”

Our correspondent in his communication
strikes right at a question about which there
is great difference of opinion. In a country
like Canada where a thin population is scat-
tered over an immense length of territory
and in many instances divided by long
stretches of forest and wilderness, the only
possible means in our opinion to establish a
reliable militia force is to arm and drill all
the male population betwcen certain ages;
for upon the people themselves must depend
the defence of the country in the event of
invasion. Any standing army which could
be :aised, equipped and maintained by the
Canadian Governmentwould be far toosmall
to be of any effective service in such a con-
tingency, although it could be made a nu-
clous upon which to form the only real de-
fensive force of the Dominion.

As things ecxist at present we have no
force with the exception of the few garrisons
of Regular troops and the Volunteers;
whereas every man capable of bearing arms
ghould be capable of turning out at any
moment if required.

by powerful and aggressivo neighbors; and
tho reason why they were enabled to do so
was Lecause they relied upon themselves
' and never bated one jot of their privileges
as a free peoplo. Thereis aninherent power
and vitality in a community that is truly
free and patriotic which never can be sub-
dued. A free pcople were never yeb over-
come until they had fallen from their high
estate and turned from the God of their
'fathers to worship at strange shrines,
Patriotism, and a love for the institutions
Yof our mother lund is a distinguishing trait

i of the Clanadian people, and sooner than be -

forced i nto an unholy alliance with the mob
despotism to ihe South of us we would
almost s'abmit to anything; the people ouly
require { 0 be shown and taught how to de-
fend their- homes, and there need be no fear;
thas, shou1d an wvader approach our shores,
ho will .meccive such a reception as will
prove con vincingly the hopelessness of his
mission. G'rant us but time to work our own
déstiny in ull honesty of purpose, and if our
children do not succeeded to a heritage o
liberty and happiness great as was ever be-
queathed it will not be through any fault
of those wlio labor in the morning of our
existence as a nation.

THE FENIAN INVASION OF CANADA.

In a recent speech to his constituents
Mr. GrapstoNe thus refers to the Fenian
invasion of Canada :—

“I know not who it may please or who it
may offend, but in my opinion there is a
deep moral taint and profound degradation
in "this thing which we call Fenianism.
(Cheers.) That opinion, gentlemen, does
not arise in my mind from any disposition
to judge too harshly of those who may, per-
haps, feel too acutely the ancient wrongs of
Ireland. It arises in a very different way.
'he time when I arnved at that conclusion
was the time of the Fenian invasion of
Canada; and certainly it did not appear to
me, so far as I am capable of forming a
judgment of affuirs, and I remember taking
the opportunity of expressing the opinion
nearly two years ago, before and audience
in Liverpool, -that it is difficult to find upon
record proceedings of a large body of men
more inconceivably and abominably wicked
than the Fenian invasicn of Canada. (Loud
wplause.) Canada has inflicted no wrongs
apon Ireland. (Hear, hear.) Ireland has
wrongs. Canada has no power to redress
them ; but whatever we may have, Canada,
with respect to Ireland. is as innocent as a
shild unborn. And I say to carry fire and
sword within the borders of Canada thus
unequivocally, and those notoriously guilt-
leas, merely bocause it is dreamed or sup.
posed that through Canada some disgrace or
some wound may be inflicted on England, is
the very height and the very depth of human
wickedness and baseness.. (Cheers.) I hope
you will not think that because I have stated
that opinion in very strong lenguage—I own,
in the very strongest language I could find
‘or the purpose—I hope you will not think
on that account that 1 have stated it in heat
or in haste. (Hear, hear.) It is my free and
deliberate conviction, snd at no time have I
ceased to entertain or been inclined to mod
ify that opinion of the Fenian invasion of
Canadas.”

Mr. Cochrane spoke as fol-
lows :—It is with the utmost diffidence that
I rise to return thanks for the aimy and navy,
for [ am well aware that there are some here
present who are far more entitled to speak
on military and naval matters than I am,
and far more competent {o do so. But,
Gentlemen, it is the first duty of a soldier to
obey, and having been called upon by my
most kind and excellent friend, Mr. Baillie
Cochrane, I feel myselt bound to answel
that call. I must acknowledge that it is
with some feelings of pride that I find my
. name associated with the United Service on
this most interesting occasion, as it connects
me in some degree with that testimonial of
esteem and respect presented this morning

without her consent. To provo the truth of
this statement, I may be permitted to relate
It was cus-
tomary at that time for the ambassadors of
the different Powers to dine together on
particular occasions, and to propose the
health of their respective sovereigns under
some symbolic devise. It happened on a
similar occasion that ambassadors of France,
England and Germany met together at the
Hague. The French Ambassador proposed
his master as the sun. Marie Theresa was
then Empress of Germany; her Minister
gave his mistress as the moon. When it
came to the turn of the English Ambassador,
he gave his Sovereign as Joshua the son of
Nun, who made the sun and moon stand
still, and this was really the case. (Applause.)
I must now allude to the war recently com.
menced in Abyssinia. Our troops will have
to traverse a country scarcely known even
to such men as Moftat and Livingstone,—
they will be exposed to the malaria of o
climate fatal to the natives themselves,—
they will have to endure privations of every
description, and to surmount difficulties
which only the passive courage and dogged
spirit of our countrymen could contend
against; but with a Napier to lead on our
brave soldiers, we may feel confident of suc-
cess. But should my anticipations not be
realised, we shall be able to exclaim, as
Francis the First did when he and his army
were made prisoners of war at the battle ot
Candia, “We have lost everything except
our honor.”” (Loud applause.) Gentlemen,
having spoken at some length on military
matters, permit me to say a few words on
naval. Our naval victories are as brilliant
18 our miiitary triumpks, and are not of a
recent date, for we can look byck to the
glorious days of Queen Elizabeth, when a
mighty fleet, the greatest the world ever saw
—called by the proud Spanish the Invincible
Armada-—appearcd off’ our coast, threaten
ing our country with immediate invasion
Great was tho alarm created as the ships
composing it were so numerous that as far
as the oy¢ could reach the occan was covered
with their sails.

Jervis, S8t.Vincent, Howe, and Nelson—these
names_have become household words, and
most deservedly so, for they have not only
contributed to raise Gredt Britain to he:
prosent pitch of greatness, but have also
wequired for us the proudest of all titles—
that of mistress of the seas! Gentlemen,
there is a branch of the United Services, an
dmirable branch, which—* I know not why:
—is seldom mentioned on these fostive oc-
sasions. I mean the marines. They might
well bear upon their colours the motto of the
Coldstream laurels, “ Nuilis.c indus,’ second
to none, for so they are. A circumstance
which occurred many years since will show
how highly their merits are appreciated. A}
v public dinner, a gentleman observing an
empty bottle upon the table, desired the
servant 10 remove it, making use of tii~
expreasion—‘‘Take away that marine.” A

marine officer who was present said, “Bir,

you are insulting me.”” '**Not in the least,”
the answer was, ‘I mean it has done its
duty, and is ready to do it again.”” (Load
applause.) Gentlemen, it has been said that
England has arrived at her apogee of glory,
and that, like other great empires, she will
firat decline and then eventually fall. 1Itis
but too true that the wooden walls of old
England—those bulwarks of our safety exist
for us no longer. Iron has been substituted
for wood ; but the foot of the invader shall
never sully the soil of our beloved country
as long as England is true to herself, and as
long as she posesses the gallant hearts of
our soldiers and sailors and the patriotic
ones of our volunteers. (Loud applause.) I
have spoken of the rise and fall of nations.
There is one not far distant from our shores,
which a few short centuries since possessed
territories so extensive that it was said—and
said most truly—the sun never set upon
them. Her armies were remarkable for
their discipline and their courage, and her
influence on the centinent of Europe was
greater than that of any othe» nation. What
is she.now ?—a byword and a scorn ; torn by
intestine factions ; shorn of those possessions -
she was ouce so proud of; and worse still,
Ler courage more than doubtful. To prove
the truth of this last statement, I may be
permitted to relate an anecdote of which 8
near relation of my own—the late Earl of
Dundonald—was the hero. At the com-
mencement of this century, under the name
of Lord Cochrane, he commanded the Speedp
sloop of war, of gix guns and forty men. He
fell in witha Spanish frigate mounting thirty-
six guns, with a complement of four hundred
men. He attacked, boarded, and captured
her. Like the Roman, he might have ex-
claimed, * Veni, vidi, vict,”’ 1 came, 1 saw,
[ conquered—for it was so. After the action,
the Spanish captain requested Lord Cohrane
would give him:a certiticate that he had
hravely defended his vessel. Lord Cochrane
wrote, this is to certify that Don so and so— -
for the Spaniards have always twenty names
—behaved like a true Spaniard. meaning
wnything but complimentary, The Spanish
captain was delighted, and probably pro
moted on his return to Spain, (Applause.)
-fentlemen, I have perhaps tried your pati-
ence too long in speaking of naval and mili-
tary matters, but [ must beg your attention
or one little moment to me yet, and thst
moment. shall be devoted to addressing #:
