Tuc Houe RuLe Birr.—As the debate on the third reading of the
Home Rule Bi 1 progressos s me very difficult problems aro presen‘ed for
solution. In tho Dominion Her Majesty, through her ropresentative, tho
Guvernor-Gone:al, may veto objectionablo or unapp oved Acts of the
Dominion Parliament. According to Mr. Blako Actsof the proposed Irish
Parliament can only be anoulled by Acts passed for that especial purposs
by the Parliament of Groat Britain. In this respect it would sesm that tho
Iish Parliament will have greater powers than the Parlisment ot it
Dominion. The feoling in England against the Bill is growing 1o 1uten-
sity, especially amonget tho upper and middle classes. and Gladstono 13
coming io for a largonmount of abuse. At the Imperi 1 Instituto whero
he was the guest of the Pritco of Wales, his appearanca ¢n tho ecene was
followed by hisses and other tokons of disapproval from the large audienco
assombled. It was a disgraceful oxhibition of ill-will under the circom-
stances, and will endear the Grand Oid Man to his followes. An a tempt
was m.do by somo miscreant to kill him as he was traveling by mii, a
heavy missilo having been hurled by somo unknowr pereon at tno 1atlway
carriago in which he was & passonger It crashed iut) an adjoi ing apart.

It is a good illus-
tration in its way of the fact that unfair attacks as a rule only hurt the party
tboy were intended t) benefit,

Caxapiax Caxars.—The public debt of Canada to a groat extont has
be:n comtracted by the carrying out of great public works which aro
proving of 1mmense bonefit to the whole country. Sir J hn Macdonald's
wse railway poicy resulted in the prompt comp'etion of the Csnadian
Pacific and the throwing open of thousands of miles f fertilo 'ands to set-
t ere; but while this great work was going on tho canals were not furgot-
ton, ar largo sums wore voted for wid-ning avd deeponing the Welland
Canal and tho canals in the 8t. Lawrence This has made the St Lawrenco
tho highway for tho grain and provision shipments from the wo-t, and has
given Canada a great commerce that wirhout the canals wou'd have undeult-
edly gono through the sca ports of the United Statee. Our pubic debt is
theteforo n st the outcomo of cost'y wars, but tho resu’tof a wise policy in
pub’ic improvements, and the money expended i3 destined to be returned a
thousandfo d es the yoars roll on. With ihe oponing of the Sault Ste
Morio Canal and the deopening of the St Lawrence Usnals tho Canadian
systom will be completed and tho way bo opened for direct shipments from
Lake Superior by steamor and vessel to the Atlantic without breaking buik.
Thon Nova Scotia may be mado to feel for the first 1im» the hen fis of the
work, 88 through the deoponing of tho St. Lawrereco Canals coal may bo
shipped direct to points on Lake Ontario and tho volumo f bu-1ness la:gely
increased. It is not expected the} the canals will over aff xd suffici-nt
ravenuo to pay for themselves or even their yearly operating expeuso-. but
no ono grumbles, aa tho cuuntry at large is a 1remend.us gainer by their
conetruction and oporation. Had a similar policy been pursned om that
other govornment work, tho Intercolonial, Halifax would have ton yearsago
become the winter port of the Dominion, but unliko tho canals the
Intercolonial would in timo have more than paid operating expenses.
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Civic Expenpiture.—DPrevious to the late Civic election, the Clty
Council was suddenly seized with a fit of economy and voted down reveral
roposals looking towards the expenditure of large sums on varlous city
mprovements. Now that the elections sre over, a change scems 10 bave
come over the spirlt of their dream, and they are beginniog to launch out in
» most extravegant style. The schemes proposed are undoubtedly for the
benefit of the city, but the Council would do well to bear in miod that herd
times are still upon us and to see the benefit of making haste elowly. To
most the present rate of taxation is a burden hard to besr, and any increase
will ke serlously felt,

Avotien EvLecTRioAL WoONDER.—We bave now to wait for the intro-
duction of the Telautograph, a new electrical invention of Prof. Gray's.
The machine, if 20 intangible an sffsir can be so called, is to transmit sig-
palures, letters, pictures and dlagrams, to places far distant from the
transmitter, By its assistance a man may communicate with his fricods or
business collesgues without stirring from his fireslde ; and as the communi-
catlon will oe lmmediate, business operations will be grestly facilitated. It
is quite probable, however, that the telegraph and telephone may be deemed
sufficient for this generation, and that the telautograph will be reserved for
the benefit of the coming man.

Toe Tins Myst Gu.—American firms are becoming quite common in
Canada, and, as a rule, they are rather beneficlal than huriful to our people.
A new line of business, which is shortly to be introduced by an alien
company, {s now attracting :nuch {uterest. The company propose to manu-
facture alumioum kitchen utcnslls, and will at once begin work either in
Toronto or in Montresl. Canadian cspitalists have already srbscribed for
half the stock, and there is every prospect of the venture being a succesaful
one. Housckeepers will be delighted when the new utensils are put upon
the morket, for alumioum is particularly hight in weight, Is not easily
damaged, will stand a heat of 1300 degrees, and has never been known to
rust.

CaniBaLisM 1¥ Canapa.—A honible story comes from the Province of
Quebec, where it 1s reported that an Indian had killed angd eaten the body
of his sixteen year old daughter. The details show that the Indian and bis
dsughter had been with a party hunting near the bead of the Lake St.
Joho, They secured no game and stsrled on their return home {n a starved
corditlon, Sixty miles distant, the father, to the dismay of his half-frozen
companions, suddenly plunged his knife into the reck of his daughter,
instantly killiog her, when he appeased his wild appetite by drinking her
blood. His companions rab from him, horrified at his inhuman act, refus-
ing to have apything to do with bim, and resched horre in safety; bet the
Indisn did not return, and has so far not been captured,

Wersn  SuvspensioN Biir.—The Estsblished Church in Wales is
threatened by the Welsh Suspenslon Bill, and the clergy both i» Wales
apd Eogland are up in arms in oppnsition to it A great demonstration
was lately held in London, where the Bill was vigorously assailed, and this
was preceded by most imposing ceremonies in St. Paul’s Catbredal,
preeided over by the Archbishop of Canterbury, The tendency of the age
{s decidedly towards separating church snd stale, and no doubt many
abuses have crept into the church in the giving of valuable livings to
lazy and most unworthy rectors. These are the exceptions, and It is sad to
see a church that has accomplished so much, and which is g0 dear to its
worshippers, in danger of being shorn of 1ts ancient privileges by meddilng
pollticians. Bany of its best friends, however, believe that it will be really
benefitted by disestablishment, and it tow looks probable that the Welsh
and then the English church will be placed in the same position as the
church in Ireland.

A wise policy on the Intercolonial might at once be made to yield that
road very profitable returns, but while St. John 1s treated with eome consid-
eration by beiog provided with night and day trains stoppiog at its subuzbs,
Halifax has no ontward-bound passenger train after 6.30 p.m. in wloterand
eight In summer, eotirely too esrly to sccommodate suburban residents who
msy wish to visit the city either on busivess or pleasure, This want of
accommodation alone deters very many who are desirous of spending the
summer at elther Rockingham, Bedford, or Lake View, from carrying thelr
wishes into effect, The facilities now provided by the Truro Accoremoda-
tion and the Bedford Express for gettiog into town in the morning and
returning at evening are all that counld be wished, but there should be a
mid-day train stopping at Prince's Lodge and Lower Bedford, and the St.
John Express, both inward and outward bound, should also have orders to
stop at these places for passengers. Sowme thirty years sgo, when Hyde Park
was 8 sparcely-settled suburb of Chicago, the Illinois Central R.R. ran a
dummy engine snd car hourly out and in durlog the day time, and the
business increased »o rapidly that it was soon replaced with a regular train.
Tt the officials of the Intercolonlal would adopt a somewbat similar policy,
put in a turn-table at Bedford sod run the Bedford Express up and back
four or five trips a day and once at say eleven at night, we believe that the
train would soon prove by its receipts that there is plenty of business to
warrant the accommodation. At any rate, the experiment would not cost
much, and the train mignt soon be withdrawn if suburban residents were
too apathetic to make it a finaocial success.

Seeepy TaiaLs v Civin, Actions.—Reforms {n legal procedure tend-
ipg to facilltate and simplify the bringlng to trlal and declding of clvil actions
while greatly reducing the costs of .irigation, are characteristics of recent
legislation in Nova 8cotie, sud speak well for the enlightened and proge.ss-
ive attitude aseumed by bench and bar, by whom the reforms are first
Inotituted and put in shape for the Legisliture, Trisl by jury In clvil
actions, except by requeet, bag been for some time abolished In Halifax
County, and works to the salisfaction of all. The Judicature Act on the
basis of the Engfish Act, completely changing the old practice and largely
minimizing the effects of mere techoical defences, was a sweeping reform,
and has hardly yet been brought to perfection in practice. The progreselve
spitit of our legal lights, however, is not yet appeaged, and now, tbroogh n
conferenco of bench and bar, reforms are to be instituted by which all actions
will be brought to almost immodlate tilal and appeals be heard without
delsy. The old reproach cf thelaw's delay is even now not fairly spplicable
io No;a Sgotis, and with the proposed reformy in operation, it will be no
more heard.

TuE FiNarcIAL SituATioN.—While Eogland, the United States and

- Australia are undergoing a perlod of financial depression, made notable by

the failure, more especlally in Australia, of numerous Lanking conceras, it
fs 20 far to the credit of the Dominion that not one of our bankiog institu-
tions has been ip the slightest degree unfavorably affected by the unsettled
movey market. This fact speaks volumes for the stability of our monetary
institutlons, aud for the wisdom and conservatiam of the financlers who
mensge them. OQur railroads also stand the shock well, and with the
exception of the Graund Trunk, which never seems able to do much in the
way of paying divideads, are fuvorlte investments. During the mad run in
New York and the break in the United States railway securitles in
Londop, the Canadian Paclfic’s had a temporary drop, caused, it is stated, by
some large bolder in Montresl unloading, but they soon rallied and are now
on the upward list, Ve undoubtedly feel the effect here of the striogency
of the money market, and bnsiness I3 decidedly dull, but while nearly
everyone will perhaps have to suffer more or less from the hard times, there
is every reason to believe that we shall escape any widespread or crippling
disaster. We will not, however, shout too loud uatll we are certaln we are
out of the woods.

SunurBAN REQUIREMENTS,—Nocity on this Continen thas more chsrming
suburban resorts than Halifax, and nowhere else can be found a place where
eo little attention is paid to providing adequate transportation facilitles for
reackiog them. Dutch Village, fn the lovely valley betneen the Arm ond
the Bagiu, Is a localliy where men of moderate riesns might baild snug
homesteads sod find recreation in caltivaling the soil which in that section
is rich and well adapted for gardening purposes. It i only three miles
from the centre of the clty, too long a distance for tired businesa men to
walk regularly, and 18 so inadequately supplied with fucllities to reach the
city quickly and corofortably that very few ere tempted to build in that
locality. A bus lioe making the round trlp two or three times & day does
bardly a profitsble business in carrying passengers to and from the city by
way of Quinpoo! Road, and morning and eveniug the Intercoloniai takes
passengers at Fair “lew. An electric road runniog out Quinpool Road to
Dutch Village, to the Basin and back to the city by the Oid Bedford Road,
thus taking in the suburb of Wills Park, would rapidly cause the whola
route to be built up, snd in a few years would prove a very profitable
investment. A branch of one mile would connect with the growing suburh
of Rockingham, sod in time this might bs profitably extended to
Prince's Lodge and Bedford.

Cuinese Excrusion Acr.—The decislon of the Supreme Court of the
Unlted States upholdiog the constitutionality of the Geary Act will briog
coneternation to some one hundred thousand Chinese residents whe are lable
to forcible expulsion from the country. Stroog dissenting oplolons on the
legality of the Act werc expressed by Chief Justice Fuller and Justices
Brewer and Field. The latter, who Is considered one of the ablest judges
on the bench, very clesrly argues, that while the Government have the
undoubted right to prevent obuoxious foreigoers from entering the country,
the constitution gives it no power to banlsh foreign resideats who haves
established homes in the country by consent, and who bave committed no
crimes. In closiog, Justice Field denounces the Geary Act as brutal,
inhuman and cruel. * As to iis cruelty,” he says—* nothing can exceed a
forcible deportation from a country of one's residence and the breaking up
of all the rclations of friendship, family and business there contracted.”
And as to its brotality, he ssys—** According to its theory Congress might
have ordered executive officers to take the Chinese laborers to the ocean
and put them Into a boa: and set them adrift, or might have ordered execu-
tive officers to take them to the borders of Mexico snd turn them loocse
there, and in both cases without any means of support; indeed it might
have sanctioned towards those laborers the most shocking brutality concelyv-
able,
inhumapity, or craelty, are not elements io any procedure for the enforce-

I utterly repndiate all sech potlobs, and reply that brutality,

ment of any laws of the United States.”” What the Goveromeat of Cains
will do if the law is carried into effect remalns to be acen, but it is reported

that the end will be the exclusion of citizans of the Uaited States from
China and the bresking up of the flonrishing misslons established thbere.

Spocific dutios aro illogicsl and onorous on
those who can loast sfford 10 psy thom., It was not to bs oxpected thay tho
Micisters would express the resultant effect pn their mindsof thoe atatomonts
of tho delegntes who addressed them, but thoy promised to * taks theminto
consideration.” Wo tris: that thoir visit to tho Maritimo I'rovivaoes will
rosult in Lenofit to tho country at largo, but wo may tell them hore and now
that individual iotercsts will oventnally ovor-tide thoso of capilnl and of
combiacs., It matiers not to Canada what 8.t of mon hold the tilior of tho
* ship of stato” 8o lorg as tho “ m. ssea* aro protected from tho aggressions
of tho “classes,” If the cry for tariff reform which now arises from
Vancouver on tho Pacific to IIalifax oo tho Atlautic is usheeded much
looger, tho peoplo will assort thomselvos in a manner that may be unplea-
asnt to tho preeont salary-drawors of tho Dominion.

recovery of confidence, but there 1s a hmit to the encouragiog inforotces
deducibio from . 1t means that whoever may bo disposed to buy good
wargias, may do so with a reasonablo prospect of coming out on the right
side.  Lut 1t does not mean that wo msy expect sn exiravagant upward
reactivn in secutrities generally.

It will be wise for oporators to raalize how violent is the wrench caused

- by the break of the ‘industrials,’ and how wide its effects have been and

how long these cffects msy coniinue. That cresh has driven out of the
matket a iazgo portion of the *outsiders’ who have been operating in those
stocks, end few of them have anything left for ressming operations. It bas
shaken confidence for tho time being in thet class of properties, snd it has
made lenders cautious about making large sdvances on them. Time alone
can servo to heal this shuck and to bring back to Wall Street capital secking
temporary emp.uyment 10 secunities. For eomo time still, the dabious con-
ditions will be oxaggerated and tbe hopefal ones will bo subjected to a pessi-
mistic discount. There is a lesson yot to bo learned t v the public about the
‘ mndustrisls,’ the moral of which will act as a long-protracted caation sbout
the future cmployment of capital, As tho process of investigation into and
repair of the crippled ‘combines’ goes on, it will bo found how ufterly
roiten has been tho basis of their orgsnization and thoir methods of conduct-
ing busmness ; and when it is reflected how many industries and how many
hundreds of millions of commorcial capital havo fallen under the vicious
contzu] of this rotten priociple of organization, then will come a second
stage of distruat towards these institutions, more daugerous even than this
When that
stage comas, however, we may lock for a restoration of natural conditions
omuog our industrics at large. But, during tho ioterval, theso doomed
insti uuune will remain o sourco of industrial distrust, tho influonce of

. which will be unwholesomo,

Inoro can bo no douht that the inflation assoolated with thoso ¢ trust)

organisations has infeoled industrial operations in quite other directione,
Tho spentaclo of tho enormous Wall Street spooulations in tho *cordage,
* whiskoy,’ olo., combines has lod to tho fncorporation of a large numbaer of
private firma upon a bsls of joflaivn which cannot stsud tho test of oxpo-
tienco end tho etrains to which crediv1s petiodicslly sabject, Banks snd
bankers havo beon mado subservient to these creations; and the rosult has
beon apparont in tho failures of toterior banks and tho malfeassnces of cor-
pornkto officisls which have shooked tho country for tho last two or threo
weoks,

Roforonco is hero mado to thoso conditions of industrisl inflation, becauso
thoy constitutoa phaso of things of twhich liitle noto bhas boon takon in
sccounting for tho prosent state of affairs in Wall Street, and a.s0 becauso
thoy stand conneoted with cortain after-cfTects of tho orisis which must hang
around tho 1nvestmont matkots for some timo to como. At tho samo timo,
whilo giving duo weight to thoso clements of derangomont, wo must nover
loso sigut of tho immenss soouporative powor of Awmorican resources and
or tho quickness with which our psoplo detect thoir mistakes and throw over-
board falso mothods. Tho losson of the ¢ industrisls’ is already sinking doop
1nto tho minds of our peoplo, and the noxt phase of investmont and speculative
movoments will bo to let all such onterpriscs severoly slone, and give tho more
attontion to tho things that are ¢ honost and of good repart '  This eortof dls-
orimipation will soon porcelvo that our railroad stocks, at curront gricos, aro
an oxcoptionslly good investmont; and, at no distant day, both home and
foreign inveators will tako off the mirket an amount of thoas iesuea thet will
rostoro values and confidenco at tho samo time, Whilst, thoteforo, a baoysnt
roatoration of speculativo activity is not to be oxpected, it is rowonsble to
lock for tho coming forward of the conservative mon of moesns who always
find their opportunity for buying after such o prosirition of values as has
just bofallen \Vall Stroot.

Dnr Goops —Though tho past week has boon rather quiet, it has boeon
bettsr thon for sovorsl provious woeks, A number of city and country
doalors bave beon Indaced by the warm westhor to placo heavy ropeats in
maey Hnes. Still country stooks havo not beon brokon into to any extont.
Coneequently, the volume of trade is not oxtra large. Wholesilors are
expecting tho arrivals of fall stocks and desiro to clear out their spriug lines
as wol' as possible to make moro room. They do not caro to have so many
differon. .ines to keop in mind, and they simp lify by cloaring out lines which
thoy do not desire to carry sgain. At this eoason of the yoar thezd aroalwayas
namorous broken luts, cloarances, jobs, bargains and drives which tho visit-
ing dealer or tho rotailer can uso to grsat advantago. In this way tho
rotailor secures many bargaine which ho ¢.n tura to good account in swelling
thoe yoar's profits.

Bneapsturrs.—The local flour market remains firm, but business is
very quist. There is practically no demend from outside points, and dealors
are only buying for immediate requirements For catmeal thero is a fair
enquiry, but business is of only an ordinary enquiry. Values remain frm
within our quotations. Home requirements for feed aro about the usual
avoroge. Howaver, receipts are liboral and values aro a shade wesker,
thoogh they aro mut yaotably changed. No improvement is noted in the
British market, In Ch.csgo the dopression in the grain marke:s has con-
tinaed under forced liquidation by scattered holders, and while individual
trading baa not bocn large, thero has beon cnough aggressive selliug to make
sborts rathor independent, and to give them an opportunity to watch the
situaiion and leisurely secure their profits. Tho blackbosrd shows Lhat stocks
aro passing into consumptlon in a satisfactory way, Fine weather and woak
cablea are held responsible for a soft whoat market.

Provistons.— Thero is little or no change in the tone of the provision
market. Busines is confined to supplying local jobbing wants, cut mests
and lasrd recelving the most attention. Pork is quict, Prices remain
unchanged. At Chicago pork secured an advancs of 25c., but hogs doeslined
10c. to 16c. Tho catile market thore has ruled dull, end prices have aver-
aged 25c. to 40c. lower than they wero last wook, Tho sheop market was
steady. Therc has beon ne chaoge in tho English provieion market.

Butrer.—The locsl bulter market is tveak and lower. Receipts duriug
tho weok have boon liboral while, on tho other hand, the dvmand has been
of a morely hand-to-mouth character. The Canadian Grocer, Toronto,
eays :—" Dairying operations are evidently booming in the Matilime Prov-
inces. To-day Piof. Robertsou, dairy commissioner, wired the Depsrtmont
of Agriculturo that 23 cheess fictories and creamerios will be ia oporation
in New Brunswick this season, and 12 in Prince Eiward Island. This is
an unprocedented incroase over last yoar, as on the Ieland only oue factory
was in operation. Sy keen is tho desiro of Maritime Province farmors to
recoive instructions in tho bost methods of making choeso snd butler that
tha professor is in noed of mote assistants, and competent choeso and butter
makers in Oatario and Quebec, who would like to spand tho summer down
by the ses3, can obtain good situations by applying to Prof. Robortson, at the
Experimantal Farm, Ottawa.” . .

Cneese.—Tho local chuose market is uochsnged, businoess on spot beia~
of a quiet jobbing charactor, New cheeso is bogioning to come in moro
freoly. Still, the quantity of atock offering is as yet comparatively light
and the field for businoss is not large. The enquiry from tho other
side, thongh steady, cannot be called brisk, but there is onough demand to
keep tho supply of apy cheeso that approaches finost moving. According
to reports some factorymon are doing the very worst thing posaiblo for the
good of their districts as producing cenzes. I is allegod that choeso haroly
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threo days old has beon shipped fram factories, Theso shipmonte sannot bo
anything olso than cured, for if, in tho usual couree of ovents, it roquires
woro than a fostoight to cuto good gross stook, it will sarely tako moto
thap that to ouro a cheoso mudo from flat, Joan fodder mitk, The factory-
mon have, therofore, no excueo at all, Thoy may claim. that the prico was
bid, and that they would bo fools not to eoll, but that isa oyolcal way to
look at tho matter, snd it s bound to rosct upon thomselves, It is moro
than likely that the genorous buyors who paid them flguros away up for
unwarkotablo chreso had soms uitorfor molive for 8o doiog, the efloot of
which, if their schomes work out. will mosn that tho very factorymon who
got tho high prices will bo mado to pay for it later in tho scason on
choeso that i+ really worth moro monoy. It isa f-olish polioy whatovor way
ono looks at it, snd tho fastorymen is moro to blamo than tho buyers, for tho
ronson thet such a courso lesns to tho sulcidel in his case. .

Gneeny Fruir.—Imports of frosh fruit continue to incroaso both in
quantity snd varfoty, Apropos to the recont visit of the Ministers of Trade
and Commorco snd of Fisance, it mey bo montioned that tho fraitors failed
to sond a dolegation to reprecont their griovances becauso it was found that
all of thom in this city sro opponents of tho presont governmont, and thoy
folt that it would bo fruitloss (no pun intonded) to presont their viowa to
the commirsion ss thoy would bo supposed to be prejudicad, Still they
havo griovancos, according to thoir stztemonts, that sro wortby of copsidera-
tion. ‘Thoy say that thoy sto oharged duties on tho fruits invoiced to thom
and that, being perishablo goods, about 35 per cont. aro ¢o much injured by
tho voysge and handliog that thoy are umssl:ablo. Thoy think that a
robato ehould be allowed them so far as tho duties oa gopde which aro
Jandod ia sn unsalosblo condition are concorned. This claim scems jaet,
They further eay that it is ucjust to charge them duties on tho packsges
that contain tho fruit, becauso those packsges aro frail and cannot b. used
for any other putposo after thoy aro opened and the fruit takon out. In
* yoforming * the tarift tho obvious justico of tho clalms of the fruit mor-
chants sh. nld not be overlookod, .

Dniep Fruir—The demand for prunes is reported to bs somowhat
botter, but tho markat is othorwiso unchanged, Tho movemont in Valoncia
raisine is only moderato. As to curranis not much is doivg though they,
with prunes, sro shariog the most attention. A lettor rccontly received
from a Patrss shippor says :—** Tho market is quiet, but the quslity of what
romains on this side is genorally so poor that we ate not pushing business,
Aboat 6,000 tons remain in Greeco unsold, Peronoscros has appoared
slightly in one or two localitios, and wo foar that wo shall suffer again this
yoar. Io any caso the crop will bo only a small one.”

Las bean made singe our last report,
dospito the fact thot the Naw Yczk market has a decidedly weiker tons.
It is, howover, considered c¢hat the woaknesa shown thore is o bosr move-
ment on the part of the Trust that cannot be maintained, ns boet svgar
is qaoted at 6d. higher with the tendoncy stronger and advancing A fiir
businoss is reported on spot 1n reficed sugars, and the refinurs aro lvoking
for a brisk demand during the next thitty days, as stocke in jobbors’ and
rolailors’ handa are knows to be very smzll.

Movraeses.—The molassos market 18 woaker. Advices from B tadoes
aro somowhat contradiotory, but 130, to 140, seems to be about t} range
there. It Dow looks asif thesnpply will be larger than was anticipated, and
than it has beon for some years past,

Tea.—Tho domand has been only fair during the past week, snd in
vol.amo probably less than in the previous week. Tho movement has been
principsily in blucks, Csble advices from Japan indicste that tho rogular
market for new teas opened on choice quality at atout ten por cent lowor
than lsst sesson, but has sincs recovored sud show- a steadier tone. Crop
prospec's promise 8 yield fully as large if not in exco.~ of last year. The
new Japsan tozs now on thoir way are very high grades any lew of thom aro
coming to Cansds. It will bo probably another month befors the new crop
will roach this wuarket, Pingeuoy's, botk gunpowder and Young Hyaous,
are firm in Now York ; in fact they are tho chief foature there. Autumnal
Asgams aro beginning to arrive on this markos, and thoe presont is an oppor-
tuno time for retsilors who blend their own toas to purchase,

_ Corree.—~The outeido markets are a little firmer and higher prices are
looked for, Locslly the demand does not seem to bo up to tho ususl
standard.

Fism.—The local market remains quiet and unchanged. Considerable
quantities of fresh salmon are coming in from St. Margaret's Bay and other
country districts, but they aro nearly all packed in ieco on arrival and
shipped to Boston, whore good returns sre reported to bo obtsined. A
tonort from Eoston says that the anivals of fresh mackerel have not ss yot
been sufficient to supply the trade, to say nothiog of sslting. The market
on salt mackerol is very moderately supplied, while trado has also hsen very
moderste. The Irish mackerel lately received thote sold at S14.50 for tho
lot, sod whon rapacked and graded by ths jobbors thoy sell at 815 60 as
large 3's. Prices of fish gencrally havo noy materially chenged since our

Mining news continunes to come in “'owly, and this week thero is little
to roport in regard to gold mining A large amount of deveolopment work
is being done it all districts, and this in time will result in increased gold
returns.  Mr. Alfred Woodhouse, F. G. 8., Mausging Director of tho
Symen-Ksye Syndicate and Director of The Nova Scotia Gold Mines, 1td.,
is now in Londos on mining business, and his visit may result in the intro-
duction of more English capital. In fact we have private advices from
London stating that mach attention is now being given to Nova Scotia gold
mines, and tho results of tho presont oporations at Montagn are boing
anxiouely watched. If they are saccessful large sums are almost cortain to
bs invested hero, but if they fail it will be some timo before more English
money is put in our gold mines. Tho prospects of success at Montagn are
good, and so0 thore is cvery reason to believe that gold mining beforo the
close of the season will be given an impetus from the other side of the
Atlantic. From tne United States thero is likely to be a large introduction
of capital if tbo present money stringency is safely passed, and as it is two
recontly organized companies, the Rhode Island and Columbis, aze now
operating at Oldham

In Ontario and Quebec thers is an evident desire to invest here, so that
the prospects of incroased business in gold mines aro decidodly good.

Coal mining has been given a great impetus by the large purchases of
the Dominion Cos! Company and :he promised very great increase in the
prosont coal output In addition tuers has been the parchaso of the Invor-
ness aross by Mr William Penn Hussey, 2nd the incorporation of soveral
powerful companies to work tho arcas at Port Hood and elsewhers in Capo
Broton. In Picton County the recont important discovery in the Scott Pit
at Waeastvillo of excollent coal will give additional life to that colliery, and
the Intercolonial company has had the valuo of its shares greatly increased.
It may bo safely said that tho coal mining outlock never bofore has beon
23 bright as at present Iron is in apparently as goo3 a poeition, and thore
is every roason to beliovo that some millions of dollars will bs invested in
purchasing and developing our iron depo-its daring the year. Lead, cop-
per, antimony and msogancss proporties aro baing enquired for, and there
18 ovory indication that tho great mineral resources of this Provinco havo at
last attracted the attention of miners and capitalists of the right stamp.

The cost of producing this was only 27 000,
which leaves 3 profit.to tho company of over 20,000, Mr, Wilson spenks
in terms of tho bighest admirution of the officiency of the plant, and says
that so poerfectly does tho machinery in uso at the Truro mine separate tho
gold from the useless material that tho pickings sro absolutely nothing.

AN ELECTRIC MINING PLANT AT BODIE, CAL.*
From the Engineering and Mining Journal.

The Standard Consolidated Mining Company has ricontly completed
srrangoments for 8 water-power and olectric transmission plant to run its
mill at Bodie, Cal., whero 1t was belioved thatan 1mportant saving cou'd be
renlized in this way. 48 wood costs about $10 per crd st the mill, and the
fuel bills freqnently exceeded $2,000 monthly, theto was cer'ainly an
opportunity for improvement.

An excoliont wat r-power was found at Greon Crock, a8 mountain stream
on the north slope of Castlo Peak in the Sierra Nevadas, forming ono of the
chief sources of tao Eust Walker River, and arrangements were mado for a
perpetaal right to its uss for power purposes, under very favorable condi-
tions. This stream carries 500 minor’s inches of water at its lowest stago,
and rups six or cight times that amount at ih: time of melting snows. An
old ditch was cleared out and practically rebuilt for a length of nearly one
milo, and a site se«c'ed for 8 power-house at 365 ft. vertically bolow the
lowor ond of the ditch The work of clearing the ditch, building dsm,
head-gato, waste woirs, flamo and penstack, the power-houss, and of layicg
and anchoring tho pipo, was pushed durmg the montbs of August, Septem-
ber and October, and in November the water wheels were put in place, 8o
that by December tho water power plant was completed and ready to run.
& pole-line was constructed following a straight line 123 miles in loogth
over the mountsins from tho will to the power-house, the copper wire was
etrung thoreon, and 14 miles of telephone line was built between the Bodio
office and the power-bouso, but at a distanco from the powor line in order
o avoid induction and consequent bad servico of the tolophones. The
motor foundations wero also put in at the mill, and a motor room 26 by 18
ft. built, while tho necessary counter-shafiing and pulleys for making the
connection betweon the motor and battery suaft were made ready to be put
in place.

Lumber and other material from the old Bulwer-S:andard mill was used
fn construction st Green Croek, thoreby greatly reducing the cost. The
power-houso, 30 by 40 fi. in sizo, was the former salthouse, and the pen-
atock, or pressuro tank, was one of the water tanks at that mill, while the
stool receiver at tho lowor ond of the pipa was madoe at tho mine from an
anused steam-drom. Tho ditch is 4,558 ft. long and is connected with the
penstock by a short pieco of flume fitted. with the usual screen, sand-box,
waste-woir and flushing-off gato The pips leads into a steel receiver, 40
in. in dimeter by 9 ft.

tolophone line, 14 miles. 81,099, or $7852 per mile; sundty expenses,
$303; total, 822,584. This does not isciudo the dynamos and motors,
which had not boon put in at date of the roport. Tho cast of the work was
somewbat reduced by the uso of material from the o'd mi.l, as stated.

MODIFICATION OF WORKING COAIL LATELY INTRODUCED
IN NOVA SCOTIA.

[Being a sotfes of papers contributed to the a'nimaclimu of tho Mining Soclety of Nova

By Mr. James Maxwell, Managsr of the Acadia Pit, Acadia Coal Company,
Wesville, N. S.

The seam dips ot an angle of 27> to 300, and until the workings resched
o verticel dopth of 1,200 feet, tho method of working was by driving bick
balances to tho full riss 400 feet, and then working the pillars on o nearly
straight faco to the full rise back to the balsnce.

Where greater depths were ottained the mothod that had snswéred eo
well herotofore failed, and it mattered not bow narrow the primary openings
were made, the pressure soon wrecked thom. A change of system became
inevitable. As nerrow places could not be kept open by timber, even where
placed skin per ekin, it was determined to try an opposite courso and maky
tho working placos wido. So far stccessfally, and tho method adopted is to
drivo boadings 26 fost wide to tho full rise or pitch of the seam, carryiog up
on theintako side 2 feet from the cone a paokwell with timber b feet wide,
a space 6 feot wide is then left for a travelling way and for workiog a
counterba'acce that takes up timber. Then fillows up the centre of the
heading a chock pack 5 feet wide separating the travelling way from the
¢ al chute, which is made 6 feet wide. Another similar pack 5 feet wide,
forms the other side of tho cosl chute. and being placed 2 feot from the coal
msakes a roturn airway whon the headiog is being diiven up.

At right angles off the chute, walls are started every 12 yards, and a
pack b feet wide is carried on the low side 2 fget from the wall; thena
spaco 7 feet wide serves for the track on which the tubs run to end from
the working face. A contiouous chccking 5 foet thick on the high side of
the road leaves nn open space about 17 feet wide to fall in, which it does on
every advance of 5 or G yards. These falla return the pres:ure on the foads
which stsnd fairly well for a distance of 200 foet, the length between the
headiogs.

Th% thickness of coal worked in these walls is 6% or 7 fest. In the
rosdways other 2 feet of Loltom sre teken up and tho material stawed in the
packe. The height of 9 feot thus obtaived is generally sufficient to allow
for the setilement due to the pressure. The chocks on the low side of the
roadways are placed about3 feet apstt to leave space for stowage. The
cheeks on the bigh side are placed close together to prevent the gob from
falling on the roedway.

Tho faco is not in 8 straight line, but worked in stops the better to pre-
vent it being closed, which it is apt to do when the falls take place.

The shales forming the rcof are very soft, and require cross timbers every
4 feat restiog on the chocks.

The chock wood is taken up in schooners, lobg narrow bores running in
a 16 inch track with a passing place in the middle of the travelling ways.
The echooner st the top of the heading on being loaded with coal acts a5 a
counterbalancs {o tske up tho one below loaded with a less weight of chock
wood. The coal from the fsces is dumped ioto the chute down which it
elides on iron sheels to the leval below, where it is losded with boxes carry-
iog a ton each.

It is ioteresting to note that while bords 9 ft. x 7 ft. within a fow weeks
of being driven wero reduced in size by the pressure, both on the tops and
sides to such an extent that a box 4 feet tquare coald no longer pasw, places
driven wide and but little higher to allow for the seftlemont of tho strata
have required but littlo-attention to keep them open.

There is a good hard rcof, the sandstons in scme places being in contact

Up to September, 1890, this scam was worked by bord and pillar, but
on tsking charge of the mioe at that dato I'altered the system to longwall
pure and simplo as it is termed. The fireclay band being of too soft a nature
to build walls with, I was obliged to adopt wooden butts 8 ft. by 4 ft. and
for this purpose I used mosily apy siza or kind of timber I conld get. I
found the best plan to keep our roads snd and faces safe was to placo the
butts lorgthwieo to tho roads and 1ot farther apirt than 4 feet. I had a
good chance to try tho diflerent meothods of keopiog roads and face of work
The cross-10ads or half angle across tho dip T cousider a good plan. They
are rather steep for borses but work we.l by self-actiog ivclines. We drive -
theso places 360 feet which I am of opinion is a grod length for roads
straight upbill or half across and with seven or eight working faces of 50 ft. -
to each set of men, makes good work. Tuo straighter the faco is kept the i
botter ; no joge nor cornersto take oxtra woight.
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When he seam is eight feet or 070r in height we can run our tubs with
very littlo brashing, I might mention one point in longwall working is to

faults, etc., whilo othera eay that any seam lying et sny anglo snd with any

kind of roof can be worked by that method,

1 fancy that the first miner of

coal was s longwall worker, and that the firat bresk of tho roof mado bim
altor his system, sud there have been a good many men follow him in that
way. In lopgwall the grest difficulty is to keep tho face of work secare in
order that men msy mine and load their coal easily and in safety. The firat
break of the roof is looked forward to with interest as it is always a test of the
butts ot buildings put in to msintain the roadways, or 85 some claim, whether
the roof is too hard or too soft for longwall work. ) ]

T may draw your sttention to the fact that our presant lift 1s being sunk

on the longwall system.

You will notice that we are taking all the coal out,

not even leaving slope pillars, but building butts of timber on both sides,
and I consider it will be, when finished,and tho measures once gottled down,

the baest psart of our slope,
Generally, every fow years slopes

have to be retimbered, and especially

whore tho pillare have not beon left largo enough, grest expensa Is entsiled
in meintsining them in order, but in this case by longwall, once timbsred
forever timbered. Certainly I lay myself open to criticisam in this assertion,
but I hope to be able to defend my action. .

As we must all lesrn by experlence, and if that experience doss not cost
the compapies we work for anythiog, but saves them moncy, then we, as
managers, should be eafe in experimenting.

In conclusion, I can safely say

that the adoption of longwall attihe

Jozgins has been a benefit to all concerned ; the miner gets moro coal with

less

labor. A grealor quantily of timber is consumed, but the aaditional

coat is more than offset by other advantsges.
No explosive is used by the miner in gettiag the coal and only a very
small qusntity in brashing the main roads.

She gives overy indication of becoming, the
coming trotter of the Maritime Provinces and may yot take rank with the
best on ths continent. Promptly at two o'clock the horses wero c¢:lled out
for the first raco—the thres-minuto class—in which thers wero five entries
—all the horses appearing. The first hoat was e.sily won by Topsy's Baby
in 2633, Chieftsin, b. g, owned by Thomas Rockett, coming in second
with Miilionaire third and Katio Connor fourth, Mariner being distanced.
In the second heat Tcpsy's Bsby won again in 2.483 with Chieftain second
and Katie Connor third. This gave first woney t,» Topsy s Bahy, seccnd
to Chieft ig, snd third wae divided between Katio Connor and Millionaire.
The ma ch was for a purse of $100. The 2.25 ¢'ass for pac rs, one and a
half mile dash, for a purse of 850, was w01 by Sam Shek in 4925. Thero
wero threo entriea in this race, Tom and Pilo: Boy breaking bad y, and an
amusing feature was the breaking of Sam Slick, who had 1he raco in hand
just befora ho passed the wire thus coming inon a gallop.
