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THE PRIMATE AND THE BISHOP UF

The Archbishop of Canterbury has addressed
the following Pastoral Letter to the Arohdes—
oons and Raral Deana of his diocese:

“ My dear Archdeacons and Rural Deans:—
At the close of our annual gathering held here
last Weduesday you asked me to assist you in
meeting the wishes of the clergy who wrote to
you for guidance and advice as to the bearing
upon their own services of the jadgment which,

with five right reverend assessors, I have been
oalled upon to deliver in & recent ritusl suit.
The request is plaioly a reasonable one, and
indeed, I felt that I goarcely fulfilled my duty
10 my heloved diocese if I left myrelf in the

distant relation towards it of provincial judge|

withont, a8 your Bishop, writing you a few
words of counsel for Christ’s and Hia QOburch's
sake on the gaestions involved. To judge of
partionlars wisely we must take up one or two
enersl considerations. We cannot learn omr
atitndes without reference to higher objeots
I ask the clergy, then, to consider the die~
gronortion between those points of ritual which
ave been contested and the grsund obaraoteris-
tios in which all ag ee of our English Eucha-
rigtio service—a liturgy Soriptural, primitive,
with Communion in both kinds, in the mother
tongue, free from superstitions or doubtful
devotions, most reverent, yet truly * Common.'
the humblest people sharing every prayer and
every action, Beside this great Catholic and
Roformed heritage the diversities sre small
"indeed. And when these diversities and qaes
tionings are contrasted with the tremendouns
burden of duty to Christianity and to mankind
whioh this sge above all ages binds on the
shoulders of our Churoh above all Churches,
the overwhelming contrast oasts a new light
on Christ's gearching sayivg that the world
 itae}f bas to suffer {or the ‘stumbling blocks’
among ourselves (St. Matt. xviii. 7).

I ask all to consider the vital importance of
pesaoce, charity, unity. Without these we can
make no impression on the world's tasks which
are ours to do. Withont them we can carry no
conviotion of Divinity in our faith, Without
them we ocannot solve one great problem,
Without themw in the presence of an enemy
ready to pour in at every breach, our highost
aims will become unattsinable, and onr position
almost indefensible. And peace and charity
and unity are being visibly set at naugbt be
cause wo will not impose this essential on
ouraelvea—such silence and stillness about
dif*erences s make the peace of families, 8bove
all of the household of God.

I ask the clergy to consider the ruling prin-
ciple of 8t Panl's life and counsel, that all that
is lawful is not expedient; that the feeding of
tha flock of Christ is the substance and evidence
of expediency; that they who have insight
enough to know and act safely on the know-
ledge that things which bordered on even
beathen ceremonies {1 Cor. viii—x; vi. 12;
Rom, xiv.) were not really dangerous, but
sdmiesible when understood by Christian intel
ligence, were nevertheless bound by a wisdom
higher than knowledge, and a law greater than
that of the new freedom of the Church; bonnd,
1 ke himeelf, to limit choice by expediency;
bound to abstain not only from the purade of
their conviotions, but from the very use of
them when surrounded by eyes that would be
pained and spirits that would saffer at sight of
what seemed their dangerons advance,

I feel that to say so much as this gives to
those who are uneasy tho right to ask me if I
do not fesr that men are in danger of being led
to the Charch of Rowe. X answer, I do not.
Considering how muoh wrong, Cbristianity and
thie country suffered daring the Roman domin.
ation, I do not wonder that foars arise. Ilament

the imperfect acguaintance with the subject;

the unworthiness, the injustice to worshippers,
with whioh the dignity and eimplioity of the
English nse may anywhere be spoilt by imita—
tions of past or foreign modes. But I do not
think this will lead to Rome. With my pre-
decessor, I beliove that while our service is in
this mother tongue of ours and is the glory eof
it, and Soripture makes g0 large a part of it.
and inapires the whole, and 18 in every home
and overy hand, and the clergy arecitizens and
fathers of families, there will {e no following
for Bome, It has been shown that in all these
years she has effected here & multiplication of
edifices and institutions, but not of sonls; that
she makes no atatistioal progress. No. The
ancient Church of Eogland is with us. I do
not fear that the new Italian Mission will make
anything of our olergy or people. This is a
digression I feel bound to make.

Agsin I eutreat the clergy to reflect that
there i8 no Church in the world in which parish
priests or ministers have anything like the
same independence, in or out of Churoh, as our
parochial olergy have. This means that there
i8 no Church in the world in which 80 muooch
responsibility for the preservation and good
estate of the whole rests on each one of them.
We are trusted as HEnglishmen only trust.
Nothing but the sense of honor in many oases
forbids our abuse of independence. What deli-
cacy of considerateness ought 1o possess our
spirit towards thoughtful, troubled, even-over-
sensitive, even prejadioed parishioners!

If there were any whose first impulse would
be to give no attention to any judgment or
ruling, spiritaal or temporal, tut their own
snd their ¢ organ’s,’ I should still not despair
wbhat one hour’s sober communing with them-
selves and with history would reveal to them
what bave been always the beginninga of schism
and separation,—what is the secret of the Iost
inflaence and serviceableness of the clergy in
some Other countries, not Roman only, snd
what the guiltiness of undermining our own
powaer of good.

Such strong impressions are, however, made
on our mirds by extremists on either side that
it is easy to forget that these are, after all, fow
in comparison with the solid central mass of
moderate and earnest men whose work is oar-
ried on in peace, By them, in happy conjuno.
tion with the laity, & -universal, unimpeached
advance in the devout beauty of public worship
has been made in the last half century,

Looking now to the conclusions of the Court,
the socurate limits of those conolusions, and
that which emerges from them, I would ask the
olergy preliminarily to observe that each con--
olusion relies on the whole ohain of the h story
of each observance, and on the faot that the
English Church is & true faithfal branch of the
Church Catholio, enjoying the right of every
branch to order its rites and ceremonies,
within the limits of Soripture, and of that
¢ edification whereunto all things done in the
Church ought to be referred’; and that our
Church assserted in its reformation and made
nse of this its authority, and specially by the
restoration of primitive order and tone in the
Holy Communion.

I would then ask you to observe genmerally
that the conclusions reached are simply the
deoision that such or such an aot is or is not,
expresely or by necessary implioation, forbid
den by the law of our Church—is or is not, in
immediate or ultimate consequence, actually
pensal by that lsw as it now stands. It is evi-
dent that decisions of this oharacter are far
from throwing the weight of the Court's
authority upon the side of any aot which it
does not find to be illegal. We had not as a
Court to allow or disallow anything on grounds
of advisability or policy. Our sole duty was to
ascertain whether existing Church law forbade
or did not forbid certain practices, The oir-
cumstances under which the inquiry was com-
mitted to us rendered it imperative to make

the asoertaingent as complete a8 wenould,

The:jadgment speeks for itself. - It would be
out of place for me to expand, compress, or
reatate its conclusions, I am resdy to trust the
living spirit of unity and loysal faithfulness
among us. As to particular observauces which
the judgment of the Court has found allowable,
I feel confident the olergy of the diocese will be
with me when I make it my own undoubting
recommendation and esrnest request that the
olergy will make no chaunges in the direction of
sdopting any of them in their conduot of Divine
service, nnless, at the least, they are first assured
of the practioal unanimity of their people in
desiring such change And that, even if any
do, in accordance with the clear sentiment of
their people, nake any chauge within the
limits of the judgment, yet they will make it
their bounden duty to provide at the most con.
venient hours, especislly on the first Sanday of
the month, and at the most frequented hour,
ad ministrations of the Holy Communion which
ghall meet in all ways the desire of those par-
ishioners whose sense of devotion eesks and
feeds on the plain and guiet solemnities in
which they have been reared, which they love,
and in whic" their sonls most perfectly * go in
and out and find pasture’ Those simplest
forms are liturgically trae, The people have a
right to them, and through them the true pas-
tor will delight to be one with them, to break
for them the Bread of Heaven, to feast with
them on its inmost epiritaal realities. He will
fear no loss when, like. his Master, he girds
himself to serve them and pay them all observ.
ance. Believe me, ever your faithful brother
and servant in Christ,"—Edw.

The second Promise of Baptism was—

That we shounld Believe all the Articles of the
COhristian Faith.

The explanation of these Articles of our
Christian Faith will come more properly under
the second heading of the necessary * prepara-
tion of the heart”—Raith.

The third Promise of Baptism waa—

That we should Keep God's holy will and
commandments. and walk in the same all the
days of our lfe.

A distinction may be drawn between Will
and Commandmenis,

¢ Will,” is the more comprehensive, answer-
ing to the spirit.

“Commandments,” are the expressions of
that Will in special cases, answering more to
the letter.

A ohild 1is obedient to its parent’s commands
when it strictly does what its parents has told
it to do or not to do. It is cbedient to the
parent’s will when it does what it knows the
parents would wish it to do, even when there
is no expreas command given,

Is is thus that Christ has taught us to obey
the * Commandments” given by God to the
Isrselites on Mount Sinai.

Those Commandments were the publication
by God of the MoraL Law, 4, ¢. the eternal and
unchangeable Liaw by which moral oreatures
are bound to God,

"We may see in the Bible that men were
punished for deing things contrary to some of
gl_maq Commands before they were published on

inai.

We, therefore, as Christians, are as much
bound 8 were the Jews to keep these “ Com-
Eandments," as the expression of the Moral

aw.

Iondeed, they have a much wider and deeper
meaning for us, Christ came to fulfil, not to

destroy the Law. Ho fulfilled it Himself in ita
uttermont requirements ; and by His teaching
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He filled .up the meaning of the mere letter,
making-it much more comprehensive,

We are delivered from the curse of the law
but not from obediencad to it.

To the Jews, the Commandments were rules
of conduct; to us, they suggest principles of

“holy living,

Let ue see what each Commandment means
for us Christians, that we may judge ourselves
by them,

The Catechism gives as good an explanation
of the spiritnal meaning of each Commandment
a8 we oan have we shall therefore give the
explanati.n in tha words of the Catechism.

Buot first, we must remember how our Lord
Himself divided into iwo Commandments, and
summed up, the teaching of these Laws—

The first and great Commandment is Thou
shalt leve the Lord thy God with all ihy heart,
and with all 1hy soul, and with all thy mind

The second is like unto it, Thou shalt love
thy neighbour as thymif. St. Matt, xxii, 37
39

We have, therefore, our Lord’a sanction for
dividing the Ten Commandments into two
Tables : ’

I. Our Duty to God.

II. Our Duaty to our Neighbour; ie, our
fellow men.

I. Oar Daty to God;

THE HOLY SCRIPTURES AS THE
BASIS OF OHURCH UNITY.

Tertullian never indeed intimates or hinte
that this Faith could be any other, or different,
from what was and is taught in the Holy Sorip-
tares, Bat in his view, aa in that of Irer®1s,
the Faith, the tradition, the dootrine, handed
dowa in these Churches by all and everywhere,
was the test, the thing first to be consulied, and
the Beriptures later, and in a sense subordinate
to the Faith thus oncedelivered and perpetnally
handed down from the Apostles by the suo.
cession of Bishops, :

Of course, besides these twd Fathers and the
olhers that wrote apologeticslly sud oontro-
vorsially, whether hesthen or heretio, there’
were many others whose writings have come
down to us and are very valuable as showing
what views were then entortained on the three
great guestions,—what oconstituted the Cavon,
of whi snthority they were 28 binding on the
consoiences Of Chriwtisns, and what were the
true or allowable principles of interpretation,
On these points they are clear and .instraotive.
The authority ot the Scriptures was held to be
mg;eme, or at lesst 1n no. sense inferior and
subordinate. 85 a matter of authority to’ the
Oreeds and Ohurch usages, or organization and
discipline which have been handed down from
the Apostles or their times, as shown by uni-
versal consent and observance, .

Not only did these writers disouss the
gueations that had arisen in their times, or had
ooonrred to their own minds as they studied

| vontinusnoe,

the books aid compared them one with another;

but they compiled synopses,—contrasting and
comparing the Gospels, axplaining a8 beet they
could the apparent discrepancies, and suggest-
ing what appesred to them to be the best
modes of interpreting and explaining difficult
and npintelligible passages. ,
How far these principles and modes of inter-
pretation are obligatory on us in this nineteenth
century, and will be 8o on the centuriés to
come, i8 another and an entirely different
question, But I suppose that the Charoh in ita
plsn for unity, and in its praotiosl application:
atter that unity shall have been effected, and to
the extent to which st any time it may have
been effected, will feel bound to tolerate the
modes and principles that weré then in use.

But andoubtedly, on the-other hand, the
altered state of thinge will demand and produce
some changesin this respect,

In fact, every legitimate branch of the
Church claims, and has [Matt, xviii. 18] the
right to interpret the Soriptures for itseit and
its own members, ‘- [See 8&lsd the ‘English
Articles, xxi, and xxxiv.]

We have, then, the Holy Soriptures with
these three oharacteristics: (1) Revelation
from God of truths and faots that are beyond
homsn ineight or discovery; (2) Attested by
miraoles such as no msn can work except God
be with him ; and (3) Committed to a8 ministry
of Divine appointment,

Our Lord speaks of the miracles He wronght
a8 attesting His word and the Divinity of ﬁis
nature, on several ocossions and in different
ways, thus, St. John [xv, 24]: “If I had not
done among them the works whioh none other
msn did, they had not had sin; but now bave
they both seen and hated both me and my
Faraes" .

Ard not only do onr Lomp's words in ap-
pointing His ministry imply & perpetual
‘“always, even unto the end
of the world,” bat St, Paul, in two places|
at least speaks of this ministry collestivaly
in & way that implies ita perpetuity; thus,
m 1 Cor. xii. 28: **And God hath set some
in the Church, first, Apostles ; secondarlly,
prophets ; and thirdly, teachers’ eto, Here
ure three Orders expressly mentioned and
denoted by worde that express this fact; and
whatever we msay think of the names, there
oan be no doubt of their threefoldness, Again
{Eph. iv. 11], the ssme Apostle speaks of
soveral Orders whioh our Lord © gave,” or ap.
pointed; and he also speaks of the objeot of
their sppointment,—* for the perfecting of the
suints, for the work of the miunistry, for the
enifyiog of the Bdy of Christ” (the Church),
“iiil we sll come in the unity of the Faith,
sud of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a
perfect mun'’ (the perfection of manhood),
* unto the measure of the stature of the fulness
of Christ,"

Sarcly nothing more can be negeseary either
in the line and obaracter of the work to he
done, or in the constitution and continuity of
the Oiders of the ministry, than is thus olearly
desoribed and indicated, And this ministry is
expresely deolared 10 have been “given,” * set,”
ana appointed by our Lord Himself, and for the
work and the only work which He would have
snybody do or aitempt to do in His name, and
for the promotion of the cause for which He
came into the world and took npon Himselt
our nature, snd died on Oslyary.

Now, of the 1hree classes of professing Chris
tiens of whom I epoke at the begiining of this
essay, the first one that I named—the adherents
ot the Papal Supremacy—saocept these throe
elements,—the Noriptures 88 containing & reve
lation ; miracles a8 proofs of the faot of a
revelation ; and & ministry or priesthood of
perpetual obligation, and without which there
oan be no true Church, or legitimate branch of
the Church of our Lord Jesns Christ,

Bax they, as I have said, make the Charch,

visible head, the 'Pope, coequal in' point of
anthority with - the Soriptures’ themselves.
Hence we cannot, in accordance with the terms
of our Declaration or Proposal, unite on the
Holy Soriptures in' their sense, and in the uee
they propose to make of them, For in their
sense, though they may be regarded aad
avcepted #s **the revealed Word of God." they
cannot be regarded as coniaining sll that it is
necessary for one tp believe as a Christian, or
to teach as one of the Divinely sppointed min-
istry ; ner do they apparently regard them as
a standard that may not be departed from,

The next class that I mentioned—the extreme
Protestants—also hold & view of the natare,
position, and fanotions of the Holy Soriptares
that. is equally fatal to their serving as any
baeis of Ohuroh unity, or Churcb existence, in
fact, in any proper sense ot the word.

‘The pereons I am now speaking of do indeed
hold to the first two elements spoken of,—
namely, revelation and mi. acles,—as attesting
it; and in this respeoct Christisnity in.their
views differs essentially and toto celo from any
of the heathen religions, Baut in rejsoting as
they do the third element,—~the Churgh, and a
permanent ministry or priesthood, as of Divine
appointment, with power to interpret and
teach the Soriptures, with & perpetaal suc-
cession in what our Daclaration oalls * the
Historic Episcopate,”~~they rednce the Gospel
of Christ to the same level, 'and subject it to
the same fate, as has befallen the great heathen
religions, the Chineae, the Hindu, the Baddhist,
and suoh like,

In this view we have the Scriptures indeed,
snd they sare of .inestimable value; aund
they and their contents are attested in the
most satisfactory manner by niracles, Bat who
is to teach the dootrines contained in the Sorip-
wtres ? Who, in fact, is to say, who has auy au.
thority o say, what are the Soriptures and what
are the dootrines they teach? Who may say whe-
ther thls, that, or the other form of confessing
or professing one's belief, smounts tc & pro-
fession of the Christian Faith? For surely there
is such & thing, and we are warned against the
danger of it,—a form of confession or pro-
fession whioh does not smount to the Caristian
Fuaith, does not fit one for Holy Baptism, wor
qualify him 1o receive the Holy Sapper,
“ rightly discerning the Lord's Body" [1 Cor,
xi. 29 ] Who, in fact, may decide what 1s that
confession of faith thut makes one & Christian ?

And there is no escape from this isaue,
Either every one maost judge tor himeelf, and
iutepret the Seriptures for himself as best he
can, or he must follow the guidance of some
ore else. If he decides for himseif, we have
abundantly seen that there is no dootrine so
ubsurd but that it may be explained away and
negleoted. It he chooses for himseli who shall
be his guides and teachers, the cmee is not
mach betier; but if he seeks out and accepts
those that the Lord has appointed, there must
be something of submission, dooility, and
obedience, as well as a profession or confession
of faith hetore men.

Every Church, whether of human origin or
Divive, must olaim and exercise somo author-
ity over its members, 8o fur at least as to
exclade those who do not believe what it
regards as essentis! in dootrine, or live & godly
lite according to its notions of what constitutes
godliness, .

Doubtless onr Lord gave to His immediate
Apostles authority for this purpose; and we
find ulso that those who had no special inspirs-
tion to guide them, as in the case of Timothy
spd Titus, had express instructions implying
authority, not only to select and ordain for the
people Eiders and Deacons, but also to see to
the soundness of their Faith, to direct their
worehip, and to explain and enforce the ruies
and principies of a godly life,

What gives this point the greater importance
is the fuot that in the Holy Noriptures we are

‘We bave in the Old Testament two classes of
Divine teachers clearly distinguished from each
other in this way,—Prieats and - Prophets,
though of course the same individual may have
in some oases been botk & Priest and a
Prophet,

Batu the Priesthood, including High-Priésts,
Priests, and Levites; came- to' their office by
desoent from Levi, Aarom, eto, and needed no
other testimony or vindication of their right to
perform the duties and claim the privileges
and prerogatives of their office. - But the Pro-
phets Who were not in the priestly line
vindicated their claim to speak from-God, and
in His name, by miracles, as in the oase of
Elijah, Elishs, and Isaish, to name no-others,

1t wounld seem, therefore, that there are and
con be but the two classes, each with its ap-
Pﬁpriate gign and verification of anthority,—

ineal descent from those who were at first
Divinely appointed, and miracles,

But this is not all. The position which this
view of the lsst named of the elements
fornished for us irn the Holy Soriptures puts
Christianity itsélf on & level with the heathen
religions already named, -The founders of those
religions did not found or build a Chureh, and
they instituted no minietry or priesthood, who
should take their writings or verbal messages,
preach them to the world, explain and expound
them for all who might desire information and
guidance, and preserve, protect, and appesl to
those sacred writings forever, to the end of the
world, - o '

Hence when degeneracy came, a8 it was sure
to come, and when divérsities of opinion should
srise among honest and sincere inquivers, or be
suggested by ambitious aspirants, which were
no {ess ure to come in the order of time and
events,—should srise and plead some one or
another of the dootrine of the founder of their
religion more distinotly or emphatioslly than
the rest,—there was no one to decide, no one to
whom it was a duty to refer, no one having any
gpeciai anthority, any more than any other
who might happen to be a8 intelligent and
have 18 much confidence in himself—perhaps
I ought to eay as much spiritual pride and con.
oceit,—i0 whom appeal could be made; there
was no Divinely appuinted Church, ministry,
or priesthood, and the result was a division,~
the rising of & new gect, Possibly the new seot
Was an improvement upon the state of things
that existed betore it arose, 8o far &s mere
purity o: dootrine was concerned, and possibly
it was not. - :

Bet there was no help for it. There was no
adequate basis or bond of unity; and: the
fcllowers and disciples of the old religion
formed &8 nnmerons seats, and became &as
diverse from vne another as our modern Chris-
tian denominations, There was no help for it,
and nothing that could be done, except for
each of these .persons to start off, get a8 many
followers a8 he ocould, and make & seot,—a
Church of his and their own. S

The only remedy for this evil is  the Church
idea,” the doctrine and belief that the Author
and Giver of our Salvation instituted a Churoh
and appointed & ministry whom believers must
receive, if they would receive Him [ Matt. x. 46;
Mark )x. 37; Jobn xiii, 20],—the ministry of
Whom we read in the Aciws and Epistles as
sotuaily doing the work He had appointed

‘them {0 do, and with whom he promised to be
“ always, even unto the end ‘of the world.”

But from the days when the Bishop. of Rome
‘began to claim the sapremacy, the idea of the
Church hegan to disappear and. be lost and
swallowed up in that of the Papacy, go.that
now the Pope is all in all; and at the reaction
that began to prevail during the Reformation,
the idea came into vogue;that Church author-
ity was little or nothing, énd dootrine wag.the
one essential thing, and the individual became
the sll iz all, each one for himself,

ANEVANGFLIOAL PRO TEST AGAINST
THE CHURCH AS3O0IATION'S

The following memorial, numerously signed
by olergymen, has been addressed to the pro-
moters of the suit against the Bishop of Lin~
ooln :— ,

Gentlemen,~We, the nvdersigned -olergy~
men of the Churoh of England, desire to ex-
preas to you, the promoters of the suit against
the Bishop of Lincoln, in which judgment was
pronoupoed by the Archbishop of Canterbury
on the 216t inst., our strong sense of the respon-
sibility which now rests apon you, snd of the
opportanity now hefore you of forwarding or
bhindering the best interests of the Church of
England. :

# It has been asserted in the public press that
your intention is to appeal from the Arch-
bishop's judgment, and oor objeet is most
enrnestly to deprecate such a coarse, It is not
from sny want of attachment to the reformed
prinoiples of our Book of Common Prayer and
the Thirty-nine articles that we thus address
you, but just becsause our attachment to those
principles is deep and cordial, and because we
foar that they may be seriously compromised
by your carrying the matter on appeal, to the
Privy Council,

¢ In the first place, let uas remind you that
the advooates of extravagant ritnal have since
the commencement of the proseontions aided
by the Ghurch Association, declsred their readi-
ness to aoqaiesce in the judgmen of a Spiritnal
Court, and have based their resiatance to the
law, as declared by the Privy Counoil, npon the
non spirituality of that court. A Bpiritasl
Court is now atlength accorded to their dosire,
and they will be bound by their owa conten-
tion to acquiesce in the finding of this court, it
you will do the same. Weearnestly hope that
they will acquiesce ; but, in any event, their
only plansibie ground for resistance is gone, if
the case is allowed to rest in the Arohbishop’s
Court, BSorely it is an immense gain to have
called into existence or resuseitated a Court
whioh is spiritaal, it any possible court in this
country can be so accounted, and this you have
now done. Batif you carry the oase on appeal
to the Privy Council, you will lose for yoar-
selves, and for us, and for the Church at large,
the whole benefit of what you have now ac-
complished ; tor we shall then be in exsotly the

courts and their authority, & position of grief to
ourgelves and gdorn to our enemies, v

- “Then, in the next place, on the assumption
that your objeot is not to snatch & personsal
triumph for your own party; nor to inflict a
personal wound on those who differ irom you,
but to promote true religion in the' Church of
England, we would urge: npon you that bona
Jide submission to the judgment now.pronoanc.
ed will be & great advance upon the-lawlessness
which has ot late years become common, De-
cisions of the Privy Council, even if in-every
partionlar such as we could wish, only exas-
perate the feelings of those who deny theau~
thority of that court ; and when they. are insist-
.ed upon sand enforced, to the extent of 1nprison-

game possition as before with respect to the

ing olergymen who refuse to obey them, the

further result is the alienation of many of our
friends. You cannot be ignorant that such has
been largely the case of late years, and that
which was intended to cheok exocessive ritaal
has in reality caused a revalsion of feeling in
ita favour, The Arohbishop’s judgment offers
a new.departure, and thongh it sanotions some
practioes which we kave hitherto understood
to be unlawfel in our Church, we submit that
the canse of true religion will be very much
better served by our all resting together upon
his new platform than by ‘making an attempt
to' enforce greater simplicity in ritual, whep
experience has proved that such an attempt is
sure to fail, and that less. not greater, simpli.
city will be largely })ractised in consequence,

It is troe that all such ressoning would be
filee if the points at issue were settled by
Divine law—if, §. ¢, Holy Suriptare had deoid-
ed them, But we submit that neither the use
of watered wine in the oup, nor the allowing
cindles to burn in the day-time durmg the
oelebration of the Lord’s Sapper, nor the go-
otlted Eastward Pusition, nor the singing of
words from the Gloria at any 'other part of the
service, nor the rinsing ontof the cap after the
conclusion of the servioe, is in -itaelfin contra.
vention of any word of Soripture. That these
thinge are oonneoted with false dootrine in the
minds of some who practice them is no suffi.
cient reason for our wishing to abjare them ;
else wo ought in like manner to recede from
uttering the Absolution, resding the Prayer of
QConsecration, aud, indeed, from the whole act
of administration. Thelpoinis of ritusl above
named oan Oply bave been rightly objeoted to
on the ground of their being forbidden by onr
own Church ; and if now we find that this is
not so, we are no longer required by onr
loyalty a8 Churchmen to aim at their suppres-
sion~—~the more go, as the grounds on which
the Archbishop's judgment is based are entirely
in accordunce with what wo regard as true
Charoh prinoiples, -

“Finally, we would suggest to you that the
aotion of all thoughtful men at such a orisis as
this must have regard to the future, and not
only to the present, And looking to -he fature
the Church’s foremost needs unqueationably
are oonsolidation and united counsels in the
face of many grievoas foes outside. We there-
fore now appesl to yon, as'true and loyal
Churchmen, to set an example of forhearanoce,
and 8o to realise the benefit which the Holy
Spirit has commended to usin the words of .
the Apostle James—‘the fruit of righteousness
is sown in peace of them that make peace,'"

If he
has a wife, or onildren, or parents
or friends, he brings shame and dis
grace to them all, Nor can they
protect thomselves. 'We cannot bar
ricade our eeasibilities against feel-
ing. We cannut exp.l suffering
from our hearts when once it has
thiust itself in. We are at the mercy
of the sooial and spiritual condition
of othi s, anda m ght as well hope tu
keop fever from our nostrils when
its taint is in the air, as sorrow from
our hearts when those we loye mis-
believe.

Oh. man, whenever you are about to

lift the glass, think of thrse ab
home! Lst the face of mother, of
father of wife, of child, of loved one.
come between your eyes snd thé
ri~ing cup. I spoak for those who
dare not speak for themselves. 1
throw into my vo'ce the pleading of
those whose aching hearts are silent,
through dread and grief and the fear
of an untried expostulation. I warn
you, I plead with you, I beg of you
to drink no movre, lest you form a
babit which has in it the awful vie-
tory of death and the sting of the
arave.

Do not arm your pride against the
propbecy of my speech. Do not
draw withio yourself and say: ‘O
there is no danger that I shall ever
become 2 dronkard I drink to be
sure, but 1 know when to stop’ My
friend pardon my plainness. but you
talk like a fool. Such talk does not
deceive us. Nor does it deveive yoa.
You know that there is danger. You
bave proof of the danger of your
course, and more than once have
been frigntened at the evidence you
nave within yourself that you arein
peril. Do not shut your eyes to
facts, fur the facts remsin If you
are drink ng at all, you are drinkiog
100 much, and you know it.

You koow the foree of an evil
habit, for you have already felt the
tightening of its folds about you
You sta~d where every poor drunk
ard has stood in his downward ca-
reer. Your feet are already planted
in the roud which leads t ruin, as
were his. He was warned, and
laughed at the warning, as you do.
He was entrea'ed and was vexed at
the entrea'y, as you are. He went
on. You—well what will you do;
go on as he did, or stop short in your
course? The significance of destiny
is in your answer to that iuterroga-
tion,

I have alluded to the drunkard,
The word is more than a word ; it s
a pioturo; a ghastly pictare at that;
s picture, alas, with woich our eyes
are too familiar. Tet us study the
pictare & moment. -It can teach us
