curity to the satisfaction of the Solicitor to the amount of £1000, himself in X600,
and two sureties in £250 each.

And vith regard to all meetings of the Society, and to the making, altering, or

repealing any By-laws, Rules or Regulations at such meetings, it is to be specially

noticed, that by the act of the Legislature incorporating the Society, (7 Vic, ch. 68,)

it is enacted that no act done in such assembly or meeting of the Corporation shall

be valid or effectual, unless six persons of tiie Corporation, at the least, shall be
present, and the ms^or part of them consenting thereto.

And further, that no Constitution, By-law, Rule or Regulation of the Society,

nor any abrogation, repeal, change or alteration of the same, shall be passed, except
notice of such intention shall have been given at the previous quarterly meeting, and
then it shall not be of any force or effect until it shall have been sanctioned and
confirmed by the Bishop of, or administering, the Diocese for the time being, by
writing under his hand.

XIV.

That there shall be a Standing Committee (five o^ whom shall be a qnonun)
to prepare the business for the Quarterly Meetings of the Society.

That the President, Archdeacons, Rural Deans, and Secretary be ex officio

members of the standing committee ; and that the committee shall further consist of
ten members, to be elected by the Society at its annual meeting from its incorpo-
rated members; and also of a clerical and lay member from each of the several dis-

trict associations in connection with the Parent Society, to be elected annually by
each of such district associations.

That the standing committee shall meet at 11 o'clock on the days immediately
preceding the quarterly or special meetings of the society, and at such other times
as the said committee may deem expedient.

XV.

That minutes of all the proceedings of the Society be taken, and that at each
meeting of the Society the minutes of the preceding meeting be read by the
Seoretuy, and signed by the Chairman.

XVI.

That the accounts of the Society be dosed on the thirtieth day of April in each
year; and that the same be audited within one month from that date.

That the Secretary conduct the correspondence of the Society, take minutes of
the proceedings of the General Meetings and Committees, and prepare the Annual
Report of the Society in connection with the Standing Committee.
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la coDucixon and correspondence with the Society, District Associations shall be
established, comprising one or more Districts, (as shall be approved by the Presi-

dent,) the same to be composed of the Clergy resident within the bounds of the dis-

trict, and all other Members who shall contribute in aid of the Society's Funds

;

the Archdeacon, or Senior Clergyman resident within its bounds, shall ex officio be
chairman of such District Branch Association, with whom shall be associated, as

composing a Committee of Management, all Clergymen in the District and two Lay-
men from each congregation which observes thd constitution, rules and regulations

of the Society, and from none others ; the lay members to bo elected at the annual
meeting of the Parochial Association.

A general meeting of the Branch District Associations shall be held in each year
at any time and place which may be agreed upon at a previous Quarterly Meeting
of the Committee of Management ; and Quarterly Meetings of the Committee of

Management—not less than five to form a quorum—shall be hold for the transaction

of the ordinary business of each Branch Association.

In order to more fully carry out the objects of the Society, a general

Public Meeting shall be held annually in each parish, at which the objects and claims

of the Society shall be set forth, and persons shall be invited to become members by
contributing to its funds, such contributors to form a Parochial Association of the

Church Society. The members of the Association shall elect annually four among
their own number as a Committee, which, through its Chairman, (the Clergyman,)
shall be in correspondence with the District Branch Associations, and may be
denominated the Parochial Committee of the Church Society. The Committee shall

meet so often, and at such periods as they shall themselves decide to be most con-

venient, inviting the co-operation of all the parishioners in their deliberations and
designs. They shall collect subscriptions and donations from the members of the

Church, in such manner as they shall deem most effective, and endeavour by every

means in their power to augment the resources of the Society. All moneys raised to

be transmitted to the Treasurer of the District Association, who shall, on or before

the 30th April in each year, transmit the same to the Treasurer of the Society at

Toronto, without any deduction.

The District Associations, through their respective Secretaries, shall communicate
to the Secretary of the Parent Society at Toronto a minute statement of all receipts

and expenditures within the sphere of their operations, embodied in the form of a
report, once in each year, so soon as convenient after the General Annual Meeting
of such District Branch Associations.

XIX.

That four sermons be preached annually, and collections made in every ohurcb,

chapel, or station in which an established Sunday service is performed, provided that

in case of stations where Sunday service cannot be performed more than once in a
month, it shall be discretionary with the clergyman serving such stations to omit
the said collection, if he shall think proper.

That the collections be made for the objects specified on the days following, or not
later than two Sundays subsequently

That no application for a grant, loan, or other assistance, be enterttdned from any
Kectory, Incumbency, or Mission in which there shall not have been established a
" Parochial Committee " of this Society under the provisions of the article of the

Constitution thereof, reporting to and in communication with the Parent Society,

and in which all the requirements of said Constitution shall not have been complied

wiUi, unless upon the omission of such requirement a special written dispensation

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shall have been obtained within three months of the date thereof; and further, that

accompanying such application there be a distinct accurate description of the object

towards which aid is sought, tosrether with a detailed account of the sum of money

collected in the locality or elsewhere towards the same object, and how applied

:

Provided nevertheless, that it shall be at all times competent for the President to

recommend to the Standing Committee any case which in his Lordship's opinion

may require special consideration: and should the Standing Committee report

favourably thereon, that the Society may in such case grant the assistance so sought,

or any portion thereof; and further, that no application be entertained ftom the

Widow or Orphan or the guardian of the Orphan of any deceased Clergyman of this

Diocese who shall not have conformed to the provisions and requirements of a certain

By-Law, entitled a " By-law for the due administration and improving the Widows

and Orphans' Fund of the Church Society of the Diocese of Toronto," and also of

any amendments to the said By-law, which may be enacted from time to time accord-

ing to the provisions of the Constitution of the said Society, unless upon the omission

of any of the said requirements a special written dispensation had been granted by
his Lordship the President, and forwarded to the Secretary for registration within

three months after the date thereof. Provided, nevertheless, that it shall be at all

times competent for the President to recommend to the Standing Committee any case

which in his Lordship's opinion may require special consideration, and should the

Standing Committee report favourably thereon, that then the Society may grant

such proportion of any annuity as to said Society may seem fit ; and that it be the

duty of the Secretary after each Annual Meeting of the Society, to notify to each

Clergyman whether he have or have not complied with the requirements which
would entitle his Widow and Orphans to a Pension.

XXI.

That every lay delegate of the Synod of the Diocese shall be an incorporated

member of the Church Society on the payment of the annual sum of five shillings,

so long as he shall continue to be such delegate, and make such payment, notwith-

standing any thing contained in clauses 2, 8, 4 and 5 of the constitution of said

Society.

That any By-law that shall be passed by the Society relating to the Commuta-
tion or Clergy Trust Fund, the Mission Fund, or the Widows and Orphans' Fund,
or in any way affecting the charges on or management of those funds, or either of

them, shall be laid before the Synod of the Diocese at the first meeting of the Synod
next after such By-law shall have been passed, and if at such meeting of the Synod
any resolution shall be agreed to disapproving of such By-law, either in the whole
or in part, and setting forth the reasons for such disapproval, the operation of such
By-law shall be suspended as soon as such resolution and reasons are received by the

Secretary of the Society, until the next quarterly meeting of the Society ; and unless

at such next quarterly meeting such By-law be sustained by the vote of two-thirds

of the members present at such meeting, such By-law, or the part thereof so dis-

approved of, shall cease and be of no effect. Provided always, that nothing herein

contained shall prevent the members at such last mentioned meeting altering or

amending the said By-law in accordance with the resolutions or reasons that shall

be transmitted by the Synod.

That the Secretary of the Society shall transmit copies of any such By-laws as in

the second section mentioned to the Secretaries of the Synod, as soon as the same
are passed, with the view to the same being laid before the Executive Committee of

the Synod, that a synopsis thereof may be stated with the other business prepared
for the Synod.

XXII.

That the Charter and these By-laws do together form the Constitution of the
Church Society of the Diocese of Toronto, and that nothing which is contained in the
Constitution of the Society established on the 28th day of April, 1842, or in any
By-law, Rnle or Regulation, amending or altering the same, shall apply to, or be in

foroe in respect to, the Incorporated Church Society of the Diooese of Toronto,
except snoh provisions thereof as are above continued in force, :

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In presenting their nineteenth Annual Report, your committee
would gratefully acknowledge the goodness of Almight> God in

continuing to our country the inestimable blessings of peace, at

a time when an unhappy civil war has so deeply affected the

prosperity of a neighbouring country, and the efficiency of a
sister church within its borders.

We are bound also to recognise the divine mercy in the reviv-

ing prosperity of the country. Since our last meeting an abun-
dant harvest has been gathered in, and a good promise is afforded

of plenty for the coming sfiason. The healthfulness of our popu-
lation should also be confessed with the warmest gratitude, and
its exemption from those grievous visitations which in some
former years have so afflicted the hearts, and paralysed the

energies of the community.
Looking to the Society itself your committee have to observe

that very much has been done to popularise the constitution and
working of the Society, by a new organization of the Standing

Committee, a re-arrangement of its meetings, and specially by
the establishment of a Mission Board, and by a provision that

every Lay member of the Synod shall, so long as he continues

such, be entitled to the privilege of an Incorporated member of

f tv/v; t\
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this Society on payment of one dollar per annum, direct to the

funds of the Society.

These changes have been made with a view of providing more

effectually for the prosecution of important duties devolving on

the Society, and dear to the hearts of all faithful men, and also

with the design of enabling the members of the Society generally

throughout the diocese to superintend more fully than they have

hitherto done the details of its administration.

It must however be confessed that the increase in the funds

placed at the disposal r»f the Society during the past year is by

no means proportionate t") the efforts which have been made to

enlist the sympathies of ihe members of our church in its favour.

In our last report we recognised an increase of $800, as compared

with the previous year, and we have now to announce that the

advance which we have made, during the year which has just

closed, is, counting upon some collections which are yet to be

received, about $800 more than the preceding year.

Your Committee cannot but think that something might still

be done to awaken a more general interest in the objects of this

Society, and they would recommend the Clergy to avail them-

selves of the opportunity which the census lately taken affords

them, both of ascertaining the numerical strength of our com-

munion within their several missions, and of inculcating on their

congregations plain and homely lessons as to their duty to pro-

vide the means for the spread of the truth as taught by our church,

over the length and breadth of the country, on some systematic

plan based on the information which these statistics furnish.

For instance, the inspection of the census rolls of the city, which
was readily granted by G. A. Barber, Esq., the census commis-
sioner, has led us to conclude that there are about fourteen thou-

sand souls belonging to our communion within its limits. An
efficient canvass might surely give us for Missionary purposes

alonCt 10 cents a head for this population, and we should then

obtain in the city a revenue of $1400, whereas during the present

year we have only received $778.60. The, Churches of St. John
the Evangelist and St. Paul's, Yorkville, being the only parishes

which, as Parochial Branches, have yet reported, the amount
paid by them amounting to $193.30, and the balance collected

by a gentleman, employed by the Secretary of the Society, to

collect from Incorporated members and others with the permission

of the Rector of St. James', which resulted in the receipt of $264,
including two annual subscriptions of $50 each from the Lord
Bishop of the Diocese and Sir J. B. Robinson.

In speaking of the special occurrences of the past year, j'our

committee must again refer to the institution of the Mission
Board, consisting as it does of members of the Synod who are

also Incorporated members of the Church Society.
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Its objects are three: 1st to support travelling missionaries

altogether, giving them a stipend of $600 per annum, and $100
for outfit. 2nd, to aid in making up the income of resident

clergymen to $600 per annum, contingent on the provision of

$400 per annum and a residence being properly guaranteed by
the parish. 3rd, to receive and pay to the Clergymen of settled

parishes the annual sum which has been promised for the support

of those Clergymen. The last of these objects is by no means
unimportant, with a view to the comfort and independence of the

Clergy, but it will readily be seen, that it is very subordinate to

the first and second objects, which entitle the Mission Board to

the designation which it bears, and which prescribes to it the

duty of sending the word of life to those who are unprepared to

make any effort for the support of a Minister, as well as the duty
of preserving the ministrations of religion among those whose
poverty incapacitates them to make unaided the effort which is

requisite for that purpose. The Board cannot accomplish these

objects except it has funds to administer, and your committee
would earnestly suggest that some systematic plan should be
adopted of plainly informing the Clergy, through the medium of

the Ecclesiastical Gazette^ or periodical papers, both as to what
the Board has from time to time accomplished, and also of the

cases of religious destitution still before it, and that the Clergy

should be directed by competent authority, to place this informa-

tion before their several congregations, and call upon them to aid

in relieving the spiritual wants of their poorer brethren. Vague
statements of religious destitution make but little lasting impres-

sion, while the mention of places and details and a clear know-
ledge of the trifling amount which would suffice to relieve that

destitution in some special instance, might lead to substantial

results of christian charity.

Another important alteration has been made during the past

year relating to the fund for Theological Students. It has

hitherto been the custom to pay over to the Church Society the

amount raised by the annual sermon for this fund, and this

amount has been appropriated to eight scholarships, tenable for

two years, four being vacant every year, one of $120, two of

$100, and one of $80, the maintenance of these scholarships

requires an income of $800, and the collections under the sermon
have not for some years reached that average. It has been
thought by many that the interest felt in this department of the

Society's labours would be greatly increased if the nomination
of the holders of these scholarships were transferred from the

College authorities to the District Committees of the Church
Society. The Corporation of Trinity College has most readily

acquiesced in the change, and it is proposed to provide in the

different districts exhibitions of $120 per annum, tenable for

three years, the exhibitioner being appointed in such way as the

District Branch of the Society may deem best. It is not to be ex-

pected that these exhibitions should be endowed^ but it is obvious

that the benefit resulting from them will be greatly impaired

if they cannot be regarded as permanent. In the instance of any

individual exhibitioner, the payment for the three years should

undoubtedly be guaranteed to him upon his nomination. Your
Committee would also suggest whether a partial endowment of

such exhibitions would not be a most useful exercise of christian

charity, a sum of money devoted to this special object, and
bringing in even $40 per annum, would almost ensure the raising

of the other $80, and in many instances the nucleus thus formed

would swell, by repeated accumulations, into a sum representing

the principal of the whole exhibition.

The Committee appointed last year to report on this subject

expressed their opinion that the requirements of this diocese

demand no less than 18 of these exhibitions, so that six may be

open annually to students designed for the sacred ministry, and
it should here be mentioned that the change which is proposed

necessarily afliects students now in the College who entered on the

faith of the facilities offered by the former Church Society

Scholarships.

There are nine Students, now in the arts course, who have
expressed their intention of entering the Divinity Class in 1862,

qr 186^, and we cannot doubt that on the production of satisfac-

tory testimonials, these gentlemen will be considered to have a
special claim to consideration, as the College has relinquished

on 'grounds of general utility the power of making that provision

for them which it possessed under the former system.

Your Committee see much cause for gratulation in the reports

which have been received from the sister societies in the Diocese
of Nova Scotia, Newfoundland, Quebec, Montreal, and Huron,
we are engaged in the same work, and in accordance with the

apostolic injunction, " whether one member suffer all the mem-
bers suffer with it ; or one member be honoured all the members
rejoice with it."

Your Committee have gratefully to acknowledge many proofs

of the love and interest manifested by the venerable the Society

for the Promotion of Christian Knowledge towards our Diocese,

in the several grants towards the erection of Churches, and of

books to many of our missions, and lately of service books and
other publications to our Diocesan for distribution.

The Venerable the Society for the Propagation of the Gospel
in Foreign Parts has during the past year added this to the many
obligations for which the church is indebted to it, i. e., the

instruction to its agent the Hon. J. H. Cameron, to deed over to
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the several societies the lands purchased within their several

dioceses, by this society, in the year 18 , for the benefit of the

church in this province.

Your Committee have to deplore during the past year the loss

of one of its most zealous and consistent members, the Hon. P.

B. De Blacquiere ; they cannot better record the estimation in

which he was held by the Society, than by quoting in this their

annual report the words of the resolution unanimously agreed to

at the next meeting of the society after his demise.

"That this society respectfully offers to Mrs. De Blacquiere

the expression of its deep and sincere sympathy in the loss which
not only she and her family, but the church in this diocese have
sustained in the lamented death of the late Hon. Peter Boyle De
Blacquiere, and of the great respect which the society entertained

for his high character ; and that the society gratefully acknow-
ledges the warm interest which, for many years, Mr. De Blac-

quiere took in the welfare of the Canadian Church."

These several investments represent an aggregate income for

the year of £14,418 19s. lid., being X180 Os. 6d. less than the

income of the funds, as it. stood at the last Annual Meeting, aris-

ing from the repayment of the temporary loans which had borne
interest at ten per cent.

The amount invested is also in diminution of the sum invested

at the last Annual Report by £1,366 14s., arising also from the

re-payment of the temporary loans which having been made from
the sums at the credit of the income fund not required for the

time, have since been decreased by that amount paid for salaries.

The amount still invested, which belongs to the income fund,

is £3,234 15s., which added to the amount invested of the prin-

cipal fund, brings up the investments of the trust to the close of

the fiscal year to the above sum of £221,791 5s. 8d.

The committee regret to say that the municipality of St.

Thomas has been unable to provide in full for the interest on its

debentures for the past year, and the committee, in consequence,
arranged with the municipality for the payment of half the inter-

est for the year, allowing the other half to remain as a debt bear-

ing interest for the period of one year. With this exception, the

interest on the investments has been fully paid.

In accordance with a plan adopted by the Managing Com-
mittee in October, 1860, public meetings in furtherance of the

objects of the Society were held during the following winter, in

the several parishes and missions in the district; in some, three

meetings were held, in others two, and in others one, according

to their extent and requirements ; the total number of meetings

held being thirty-four. The attendance in almost every instance

was good, and afforded evidence of an increasing interest in the

prosperity of the Society.

In consequence of the recent change in the by-law, by which
the whole of the amounts collected is now applied to the general

and missionary objects of the Society, no portion being returned

as formerly to the parochial branches, some diminution, as

might have been expected, has taken place in the sums collected.

The total of this year's collections is $1613.18, whereas in the

previous year they amounted to $2103.58, which shows a de-

crease of $491.40. No part of this year's collection being return-

able to the parishes, the three-fourths available for the Mission

Board, (after deducting the payment of incorporated members,
and the Parent Society's fourth,) will be $1130.38, a sum con-

siderably in excess of this District Fund of the previous year,

which was then only $603.15. The comparison of these two last

named amounts shew that even with a diminished total, the sum
actually applicable for Missionary purposes is much greater un-

der the new regulation than under the old. The recent change
in the by-law having relieved the District Branch of the responsi-

bility of directing the application of the District Funds, which are

now under the control of the Mission Board, the Committee would
express their entire concurrence in the new arrangement, and at

all the Parochial Meetings a similar approval was unanimously
testified.

The Rev. G. P. Yiner, M. A., has been acting as Missionary

in the eastern part of the Home District, under engagement with
the District Branch for three years, which terminated on the 1st
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October, 1860, and during which period the committee have

every reason to feel assured that he fulfilled the duties of his

office with credit to himself, and to the spiritual benefit of the

members of the Church within his cure. The amount con-

tributed by the District towards his stipend was £100 per aniium.

The field of his labours has now been divided by the Lord Bishop

into two separate cures, namely, that of Greenwood, under the

charge of the Rev. O. P. Viner, and that of Uxbridge, under the

charire of the Rev. W. Grant. The Rev. R. Harris has also been
appomted to the Mission of Brock, vacant since the resignation

of the Rev R. Garrett. The Rev. T. Taylor, formerly of Colum-
bus, in this District, and who was in receipt of £25 per annum
from this branch, has removed to Renfrew, in the Diocese of

Ontario.

At the detailed account of the collections of each^ parish are

given in the Secretary's general summary in another part of the

leport, it is only necessary to add here the following brief state-

ment :

22 REPORT.

SIMCOE BRANCH OF CHURCH SOCIETY.

The County of Simcoe has cause to rejoice with thankfulness

at the appointment of two missionaries within the past year, under

the auspices of the Board of Missions : one labouring in the North

Riding, and one in the South. The immediate marked effect of

these appointments has been to make more evident the great des-

titution which still exists. An earnest desire has been created for

the ministry of the gospel, and a corresponding willingness to

contiibute cheerfully to obtain it.

The Parochial Meetings took place in the month of January,

and it is satisfactory to report a large increase, both in the num-
ber of meetings, and amount collected, which, as shewn in the

Treasurer's account, is $1043, making nearly double that of last

year.

Twenty-two meetings were held, viz.:—at Bradford, Coulsons,

Cookstown, West Essa, St. Luke's, Mulmer, St. John's, Mono,
Trinity Church, Bond Head, St. Mark's, Oro, St. James', Orillia,

St. George's, Medonte, St. Luke's North Orillia, St. John's Cray-

hurst, Penetanguishene, Victoria Hill, Barrie, Thornton, Church
Hill, St. Paul's Innisfil, Harper's School House, Mulmer, Cree-

more, Nottowasaga Station and Gollingwood, being nine more
than the previous year. Several of the county clergy and laity

attended, aided by Rev. Dr. Fuller, who kindly came from the

Niagara District to afford his valuable assistance. Returns have
been received from all but two of the places named above. The
deputation was every where met with expressions of deep
interest in the success of the Society, and urgent appeals for the

appointment of more missionaries, especially in the places now
travelled over by the Rev. A. J. Fidler, who is well received,

and doing all that one man can do in so vast a field ; but it is

utterly impossible that he can give any thing like suitable atten-

tion to so many and distant congregations. The people through-

out his Mission came forward with cheerfulness and liberality,

and offered to guarantee much larger sums, whenever the Mission
can be so divided as to make both Cookstown and Creemore the

headquarters of a Clergyman.
Your Secretary has since received letters ofthanks from several

places in the North Riding, for the efforts which have been made
to secure the present missionary, accompanied with earnest re-

quests that the Lord Bishop should at once be applied to to

appoint another.

The following extracts are from the report from Cookstown,
and a letter from a gentleman at the other end of the Mission :

—

"Rev. Sir,—In making their returns, the collectors in and
around Cookstown inform us, that the people have freely contri-
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buted over the amount you demanded of them, and that they are

earnestly alive to the necessity of haviug at least one missionary's

whole time in this locality, and they, with one accord, declare

that they are prepared to make greater exertions, and to increase

their subscriptions whenever that boon can be obtained : this

statement we fully endorse, and most earnestly beg to draw your
attention to the fact, that there are many parts to the south of Pine-
forest wholly destitue of the ministrations of the Church, near
many of which your missionary passes each week, on his way
to and from Creemore, and which, from absolute want of time,

cannot receive attention under the present arrangement—pardon
us, Rev. Sir, if we take the liberty of begging of you to bring this

matter under the notice of the Board of Missions, in order to di-

vide the mission into at least two at as early a date as possible.''

" Dear Sir,—In addition, I would beg to state the great and
earnest desire, expressed by all the people with whom we have
conversed on our collecting tour, to have a resident minister of

the gospel of Christ permanently stationed among us. Although
Mr. Fidler makes all the exertions that is in the power of any
good and faithful servant of Christ to make ; still, what can one
man do in the extensive field of labour which he has to travel

over. My opinion is, that it is only arousing a religious feeling,

which cannot be satisfied with the small cultivation that can be
spared upon it.

" I hope you will from your own knowledge, and what you ob-

tained in your kind visit among us, in January, and the few im-
perfect observations I have made—and which is the mind of all

around—^press the subject on the attention of his Lordship the

Bishop, and the Church Society. I am afraid I have trespassed

too long upon your valuable time ; but it is hard to be without

a professed servant of God among us, and to see so many young
people growing up without a shepherd to watch over them."

In the North Riding, the want is equally great, but without
the same prospect of increased subscriptions, as the call for mis-

sionary help comes chiefly from the new townships, now rapidly

settling, and as these settlers are all poor and struggling;

nothing for some time c >. be expected from them, and unless a

missionary can be sent, supported by some public fund, they

must remain destitute of Sunday ministrations, as the Rev. W.
M. Ross, the Society's missionary, finds abundant employment
in those places which contribute to the Society's funds.

The review of the past is surely sufficient to encourage every

soul who desires the extention of our ministrations, to put his

hand with new vigour to the plough, and not turn back, until all

the desolate places of our land are rendered vocal with the sweet

strains of heavenly worship, through the instrumentality of our

spiritual liturgy.
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If any notice was required lo impel the Church to put forth her

strength to plant the truths of the ever blessed gospel of Christ on

a firm foundation in this vast colony, it would be found in the

alarming spread of infidelity, in subtile form, and appearing even

in high places in our father land.—May God avert the evil, and

increase devotion to his own most holy na^ne in the h^aifts of all

men

NIAGARA DISTRICT.

While a great missionary work has been going on abroad, this

the XIX. Annual Report of the Niagara District Branch Associa-

tion will, the committee venture to assert, show that we have not

been wanting in some effort, but that in our small way some-

thing has been effected, and the cause of Christ and his church

has not slumbered in our midst.

When this association last met, we were left in some uncer-

tainty as to the result of the deliberations of a committee of the

parent society which was then consideriujg what alterations

might be made in the constitution and working of the society.

Your committee have every reason to hope that the alterations

proposed and since actually carried out will result in much be-

nefit, not merely to the society itself, but also to the diocese gene-

rally. To some of these your committee would briefly allude.

One alteration was the repealing that portion of Art. XVllI. of the

Constitution which permitted three-fourths of the annual subscrip-

tions and donations to be retained by the parish or district in

which it was raised, and substituting in its place—'*that the en-

tire amount contributed should be forwarded intact to the parent

society, subject to whatever engagements the district branch had
previously entered into, and subject also to the will of the donor."
Another alteration is that quarterly meetings are henceforth sub-

stituted for the monthly meetings, to which the district branches
are invited to send a clerical and lay delegate, and thus enlist

the hearty co-operation of the whole diocese in the missionary
and general objects of the society. Your committee would fur-

ther hail as a harbinger of good the formation of the Mission
Board, under whose management the whole missionary force of

the diocese, whether settled or travelling, it is proposed should be
placed. Your committee have reason to believe that this concen-
tration of the mission fund will be of great and lasting benefit to

the church, and enable the society to conduct wi^h more energy
and prospect of usefulness the missionary operations of the

church. That these alterations have been well received, the

following reports will show. The quarterly return made by our
travelling missionary to the chairman is very encouraging.
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THE TRAYELLINO MISSION.

Weliand, December 19, 1S60.
Rev. and Dear Sir,

I see, by the rules of the Society, under the i:«iw arrangement,
that I am required to give a quarterly report to the chairman of

the district in which my mission is situated, and this day being
the end of the quarter, according to ray present engagement, I

suppose I am right in addressing you at this time. Since I

wrote my last report to the secretary, on February 27th, the Rev.
Mr. Holland, of Fort Erie, has taken charge of Port Colborne, so

that my Sunday services are now given to Welland, Marshville,

and the gaol ; and on week days I visit the scattered families of

the church in four towhships, catechising, &c. The congrega-
tions, as far as numbers and attention go, continue to give me
much encouragement. The buildings we have to hold service

in are, on fine days, crowded, and from all I can hear and see,

much prejudice against the church has been removed. This is

not done by my hiding any part of the counsel of God, but rather

while using no railing towards any one, I think it my duty to set

forth the church in all her integrity, as the only scripturally

authorised body which contains all the saving doctrines of

salvation through the only Saviour, and the only atonement for

sin offered on the cross. During the last quarter forty-nine

persons were prepared by me for confirmation, and forty-five

were actually confirmed—twenty-nine in Welland, and sixteen

in Marshville. We have also had a meeting of the people of

Marshville to see what could be done to erect a church. A
subscription paper was sent round, and about $300 subscribed.

Mr. Beatty, of Port Robinson, gives us an acre of land, and
hoping to raise the remainder of the sum wanted ($1,000) in the

neighbourhood, 1 hope to commence a chnrch early next sum-
mer. There is not, perhaps, a poorer place in Canada West
than Marshville. We have lost one of our communicants by
death, but judging from the faith and hope which she manifested

during her long illness, we have no reason to mourn as those

that are without hope. I regret to say that the dreadful fever and
ague, so prevalent in this place, has so affected my family and
myself during three summers that I was obliged to obtain leave

of the Bishop to reside at St. Catharines, promising to come here

by railway to do my work. This will be very inconvenient for

myself, but it will be better than to see one or two of us suff-

ering all summer long, and it will oblige me to spend more time

(two or three days every week) among the people, so that in that

sense my usefulness may be increased. I shall, however, be

prepared to resign the mission as soon as the society think they

4
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can provide for it in a better way. Indeed, I should have done

so at once, were it not that I could not dispose of the property

which the want of the house which had been promised me led

me to purchase ; and also being very anxious to see the church

at Marshville built, and the mission thus made more encouraging

for another missionary to take charge of the same when I leave

it. I am doing all I can to shew the people that they are greatly

indebted to the society for having undertaken to support me, and

I believe something more than last year will be obtained, but I

understand they have not yet paid the last year's salary, long

overdue, or if they have, it has been done by one man alone,

upon whom the whole burden has fallen, so that you will easily

see that in pecuniary circumstances we are far from flourishing.

—The voluntary system will not work well in poor and scattered

congregations.

giving account of his exertions on behalf of the society

:

, Wellandy January 14f^, 1861.

Rev. and Dear Sir,

Although I wrote my last report to the chairman a few weeks
ago, it did not contain an account of my people's contributions

during the last year, which I believe you require. I was waiting

to have as much as I could possibly collect. Seeing the ditfi-

culty of finding efficient collectors in such a mission as this, and
wishing to have a chance of explaining the many reasons why
churchmen should heartily contribute to the Church Society,

especially when that society supports the missionary, I under-

took to go myself to every family belonging to the Welland
congregation, and I have gathered $38.47^^- as annual subscrip-

tions. Considering all our circumstances, this was, perhaps, as

much as could be expected The offertories in Welland for

all purposes to 6th January, 1861, came to $50.52|. Thus the

Welland congregation have paid, during the last year, for church
purposes, the sum of $288.53. I trust that the next year's

annual contributions will greatly increase, i felt that calling

upon a people that had never been used to pay for religion,

immediately after they had been called upon for the clergyman's
salary, appeared like too heavy a pressure. I hope next year to

call upon the people in Marshville for the Church Society.

The parish of Dunnville.—The committee of the Dunnville

Parochial Branch report as follows : We are to happy to state

that in no instance has the contribution been any less on account
of the alteration in the constitution, which prevents the half of

the money from being returned to the parish; and we believe

that in some cases more has been given than would have been
obtained if this practice had continued. The amount which our

collectors have received is in all $76. Of this $24 are for assist-

ing in his studies the gentleman whom the Committee of the

Parochial Branch have engaged, thus to aid in preparing for the

blessed work of the ministry. The remaining $52 are to be sent

to the parent society in Toronto, and include the $5 required from
the clergyman, and $3 given by two contributors expressly for the

Widows' and Orphans' Fund. The sum raised by this parish is

only small, but it is to be remembered that the people, though
neither numerous nor wealthy, pay their minister $640 a year

;

and this sum is not merely promised, it is paid. The clergyman
has much pleasure in saying that during five years he has
received the whole amount.

The Parish of Thorold.—The Parochial Committee report that

the change made in the constitution, which debars one-half of

the amounts raised from the annual collections being returned

to the several parishes, has had no material effect upon the con-
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trihutions; but they have been far more effected by the cessation

of all public works in the parish. The amount of collections

this year are $120, which includes $24 towards the support of a

divinity student.

The Parish of Niagara.—The committee regret very much
that they are obliged to report a considerable falling off in their

collections during the past year, as many of the regular contribu-

tors decline to give until the indebtedness of the parish is liquid-

ated. They have been able to procure only $62.35, nor can they

look for much incr<^ase in the annual contributions, until the

debts of the parish at v. paid.

The Parish of St. Catharines.—Owing to various parochial

necessities, the committee can report only $305.75 as annual

subscriptions
;
yet they are thankful that this is more than they

at first anticipated it would be.

The Parish of Louth.—Reports $25. The members of St.

James' Church have since Christmas subscribed $90 for a melo-

deon, and for the improvement of the choir in church music,

which, together with other necessary collections, must account

for the smallness of the amount.
At a meeting of the district committee on Sept. 24th last, at

Thorold, an application was read by the Rev. the Rural Dean,
from a Mr. McLeary, now divinity student at Trinity College,

asking for aid to the amount of £30 per annum, for two years, to

enable him to complete his theological course. The sum was
readily guaranteed by the various parishes represented.

- Prom these reports it will appear that the cause of the society

is not languishing, though not prosperous as it ought to be. Much
has yet to be done, and while we rejoice over the successful

labours of our indefatigable missionary, we cannot but regret

that so large a field yet remains untilled. Apn'm and again let

all pray that "the Lord of the harvest would send forth labourers

into his harvest." Many are yet without the precious " bread of

life." Many within our own bounds are suffering Jiom a
"famine of the Word." Many who know little or nothing of

their Redeemer are calling upon us for aid, and whose souls, if

we supply them not with "food convenient for them," will

accuse us before our God in the dread day of account.

GORE AND WELLINGTON BRANCH ASSOCIATION OF
THE CHURCH SOCIETY.

ANNUAL REPORT FOR 1860.
i.MijI.

The Managing Committee of the Gore and Wellington Branch
of the Church Society present their Nineteenth Annual Report
to the members of that association, and congratulate them as they

do the diocese at large, upon the increased interest that appears
to have been awakened in the cause of the Church Society during
the twelve months which have recently expired. This interest

has been manifested by the large attendance at parochial meet-
ings, the formation of new parochial associations, the increase in

the number of subscribers, and in the growing confidence which
has been expressed by speakers both lay and clerical, at the

public meetings of the Society.

The funds formerly expended for missions in these districts

are still appropriated to the same—no deviation has been made
from the practice of former years, except that the stipends are

paid by tne Board of Missions, instead of by the several local

managing committees, and the very first rule for the government
of the Mission Fund provides that no application for a stipend

for a missionary shall be taken into consideration by the board,

unless the same shall be recommended by the committee of the

District Branch Association within the limits of which the mis-

sion, in whose behalf the application is made, is situated. The
transmission of the whole of the collections to the treasurer of the

parent society, instead of one-fourth, as heretofore, does not in the

slightest degree aller the appropriation of those funds as formerly

made in this district—one-fourth is as before applied to general

purposes, and the remaining three-fourths to the destitute

missions. In those districts where the three-fourths were retained

\

for local expenditure, and not for missionary purposes, the change

which claims additional support for missions cannot but com-

mend itself to the approval of every reflecting christian mind.

Your Committee, in accordance with the resolutions of the

Mission Board, transmitted a report of their funds and liabilities,

a statement of the missionaries employed in the united districts,

and of those places to which promises of a missionary had been

made. The funds delivered over to them were in cash $83, in

Western Permanent Building Society Stock, 1 10 shares, valued

at 1^660. The missionaries formerly employed are still continued.

They have been paid promptly by the Mission Board. One
vacancy has been filled by them, Maryborough, Peel ; and two
others, (Beverley, Strabane,) and (Garafraxa, Erin,) it is hoped

will very shortly be supplied.

Of the thirty-one parochial associations connected with this

District Branch reports have only been received from seventeen,

the aggregate of their subscriptions being $1208.99, showing a

diminution of $90 as compared with the collections from the

same parishes last year—fourteen have not been heard from.

Should these have been as successful as last year, and there is

reason to believe that in some cases there will be an increase,

the total amount may not fall far short of the receipts of the previ-

ous year.

CHRIST CHURCH, HAMILTON.

The parochial collections for this association have not yet

been completed. A good deal of difficulty has been experienced

in making the collections, many subscribers having removed
from the place, and others conceiving themselves obliged from
various pressing claims to withdraw or to diminish their annual
subscriptions. The financial difficulties in which their own
church and congregation are involved have no doubt had their

weight in lessening the amount formerly contributed to the

Church Society. No dissatisfactirm has been expressed towards
the society; the same confidence is felt in its working under
recent changes as formerly—indeed in many quarters those

changes have tended to increase the confidence. The parochial

difficulties it is hoped are temporary, and when surmounted, the

Church Society will again obtain that consideration and support
which it has from the first formation of the society enjoyed from
Christ Church Parochial Association. It has been a source of

regret, as well as of great pecuniary loss, that the ladies of the

congregation were unable to undertake the collections this year
as they did last, owing to demands recently made upon their

time for raising funds to pay off the debt upon the cemetery. Had
the collections of this association been equal to those of last year,

there would have been an increase in the total amount from this
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district, a fact which renders the deficiency in Christ Church
subscriptions the more to be lamented. The amount collected is

NEWCASTLE DISTRICT BRANCH.
Under this new and auspicious state of things, your committee

have not been unmindful of the wants of our own district. There
are many townships around us spiritually destitute as regards

the ministration of the church. To be aware of this destitution

without making an effort for its removal or alleviation, is crim-

inal. It may be this sin now lies at our door. No special mis-

sionary effort has been put forth by our district branch for the

last ten or twelve years. Previous to that period, by the aid it

was enabled to afford, the partial services of a missionary were
secured for the townships of Cartwright, Manvers, Alnwick,
Asphodel, Seymour, and Percy ; and to the effect produced by
these visits, few and hurried as they were, may be attributed the

appointment of the settled missionaries now labouring in two of

these townships.
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Similar, and it may be greater results would now follow the

establishment of one or more travelling missions within this and

the adjoining counties; nor could there be a more favourable

time than the present to enter upon this enterprise. The secre-

tary of this association, at the suggestion of its chairman, intro-

duced and carried a resolution at ihe last meeting of the Board

of Missions, providing for the payment of the stipend of a travel-

ling missionary for this district, as soon as the requirements of

the board are complied with.

From the returns made by the Parochial CommitteRS, anj

which are now about to be submitted, your committee are glad

to learn that the promised stipend can at once be claimed, as the

sum to be transmitted to Toronto will exceed the required

amount. ...
PAROCHIAL REPORTS.

Cobourg, Port Hope, Darlington, Clarke, Cavan, Grafton,

Colborne, Peterboro', Cartwright, Perrytown.

These statements are encouraging and full of hope. Enough
has been done to shew that the duty of fostering the missionary

cause is acknowledged amongst us, but not enough to prove the

duty fully discharged. With the increase of a missionary spirit

in this and kindred associations, we may hope to see the speedy
occupation of every spiritually barren spot within the bounds of

the diocese. And to effect this, it only needs that the energy of

churchmen be put forth ; that these offerings bear as true a pro-

portion to their numbers and wealth as they must do to their

piety, and the resources of the church will be increased so as to

meet the spiritual needs of the people.

REPORT.

In presenting a report of the operations and progress of this

District Branch of the Church Society, your Secretary cannot but

regret the scantiness of the materials placed at his command ; of

these, however, there are enough to yield evidence of a steady,

if not a rapid growth of interest in, and liberality toward the

Church, in this section of the Diocese.

As compared with the returns of former years, those which
marked the close of 1860 are of a most satisfactory character

;

inasmuch as in almost every department of our work, whether as

it regards Parochial Church Society subscriptions, the proceeds

of sermons, or amounts locally expended in furtherance of Church
interests, there has been a manifest increase in the sums which
christian charity has devoted to these important objects.

In parochial Church Society subscriptions the average increase

has been 115 percent.; proceedsof sermons on behalf of missions

11^ per cent. ; do. Widows and Orphans' 45 per cent. ; do. Stu-

dents 165 per cent. ; do. General Purposes 150 per cent. ; in

local expenditure for strictly Church use upwards of 175 per cent.

It is true, the last named instance of improvement can hardly

be taken as a fixed or reliable gauge of church liberality, since
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—with the passing away of the occasion or local necessity, e. g.

the erection or repairing of churches, and the building of parson-

ages and schools, which called for so large an expenditure, will

also cease the ample donations and sacrifices which characterised

the year. Still, the fact may be quoted, if only to prove that

throughout the district churchmen are more alive thah formerly

to the duties of their position.

From the report of the Parent Society, published since our last

annual meeting, and from other sources, is gleaned the following

information relative to our district work. In the ten parishes or

missions, which constitute this District Branch, it is found that

the offerings of the Church have been thus distributed

Shewing in all these places where such outlay was required a
degree of zeal, earnestness, and self-sacrifice which cannot but

be held prophetic of strength, stability, and progress to our be-

loved church.

Before closing this report it may be allowable to congratulate

this district branch on the addition which has been made to the

staff of clergy labouring within its limits. By this addition seve-

ral new stations have been opened to the influences '>f sound
church teaching, and several others which, heretoforr (owing
to the multiplicity of labours devolving upoa the already over-

worked missionary) could be only partially served, are now
brought under the regular ministrations and care of a duly ap-

pointed pastor. ^ -..

Still the clergy are most lamentably inadequate to the amount
of work which ought to be performed. Their utmost diligence,

their most self-denying exertions fail to meet the wants of those

large fields which, in the earlier days of the church, would have

ranked as dioceses ; while beyond them lie thickly populated

tracts of country,—populated too, by sons and daughters of the

church, members with us of the same body, partakers of the same
body, partakers of the same hope^-doomed, unless oared for and
relieved by the action of christian charity—doomed to all the

dreariness of blighted hopes ; and, it may be, to the still more
fearful consequences, present impenitency and future perdition.

Who shall stretch out to them the helping hand ? Who, from the

promptings of christian sympathy, will aid this society to send
forth more labourers into the vineyard of the Lord ? All which
is respectfully submitted.

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MISSIONARY REPORTS.

To the Chairman of the County Simcoe District Branch ofthe
Church Society.

Rev. and Dear Sir,—In accordance with the resolution of the

Synod, I beg to lay before you a statement of the labours of the

missionary appointed to Cookstovvn and parts adjacent. He has

performed Divine service as follows :

Sunday Services, St. John's Church, Cookstown ; St. Luke's

Church, Creemore ; twice in each month.

The Church, Thornton, Braden's School House, Essa ; More's

School House, Essa ; School House, Fly Field, Tecumseth

;

School House, Notawasaga Station ; Harper's School House,

Mulmer; McLochlin's School House, Mulmer; once in each

month.. Hendel's School House, Innisfil; and arrangements

made for Wilkinson's School House, Essa, once in three months.

In addition to the above, week-day services are performed two
evenings of each week in various parts of the mission.

Baptisms performed from November 4th, 1860> to January 1st,

1861, 20; marriages 1.

The services of the Church are in general largely attended,

and in all parts of the mission much desire is expressed for the

more frequent privilege of joining in the prayers of her incom-

parable liturgy. Your missionary ventures to express a belief

that the members of the Church throughout the mission, will

make vigorous efforts towards procuring fands for the support of

another missionary, as it is utterly impossible for one person to

attend to even the more pressing wants of the scattered members
of Christ's flock in this extensive district, much less can he under-

take a course of systematic visiting.

Before any good results can be attained, there must be at least

a missionary in the north, (a most promising field for missionary

labour,) in addition to one at Cookstown. The present field of

duty for your missionary comprises an area of nearly one thousand
square miles; here you see the absolute necessity for increasing

the number of labourers in this portion of the vineyard, before the

scattered sheep and lambs in the wilderness can be gathered into

the fold, fed, nourished, and protected from impending dangers.

Your missionary therefore earnestly begs that you will lose no
opportunity of drawing the attention of his Lordship the Bishop
and of the Board of Missions to this, our defenceless position, in

•order that our wants may to some extent, at least, receive atten-

tion. '*The harvest truly is plenteous but the labourers are few,

To the Chairman of the County Simcoe District Branch of the

Church Society.

Rev. Sir,—Agreeable to the requirement of the Board of

Missions I beg to transmit to you, for their information, a brief

sketch of my labours up to the 31st December last.

Firstly,—Then I have to report that immediately upon my ap-

pointment to the field of labour, I proceeded to the establishment

of a regular week day service in the new settlement of Muscoka
on the Severn River; I also undertook a weekly appointment at

the village of Coldwater, made by your Secretary a few weeks
prior to my arrival. These together with a monthly service

at Victoria Hill and Craighurst, and tri-monthly services at

Medonte, Coldwater Road, and Oro Churches, constituted my
regular stated appointments.
No change took place in any arrangements until the autumn,

when the weekly service at Coldwater was given up in conse-
quence of the small degree ofencouragement manifested, and one
every third week substituted.

I subsequently made a similar arrangement for the Muscoka
territory—going there every third week instead of monthly at first

—I am thankful in being enabled to say that the number of my
hearers at the above named place is on the increase, and that

the seed is being sown which will, with God's blessing, be pro-

ductive of abundant good results. I look upon this portion of

my mission as one of great importance—owing chiefly to the

class of settlers flocking into it, and to the very steady and rapid
growth of its population.

My congregations there, during the summer months, were
small in consequence of the major pdrt of the male population
being employed on government work at a distance from their

homes—with their return, however, a marked increase is observ-

able, and I have been encouraged to open a second place for

worship, in order to meet the requirements of the people. vn^
In conclusion, I am thankful to report that notwithstanding the

unprecedented adverse state of the weather and the roads I have
been enabled to keep all my engagements except three—one of
which 1 was unable to fulfil inconsequence of ill health, atstnofi*

All of which is respectfully admitted. '

Manitowaning, Januaryf 16/A, 1861.

Rev. and Dear Sir,—I have great pleasure in sending you my
report.—You will be glad to learn that good is being done among

N
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the Indians in this part of the Diocese. I am thankful to God

for '['n measure of success which has attended my labours.

* The following are some extracts from my journal :

—

JidySUt^ 1860. I went out this evening to visit some Indian

families. I had a long conversation with a man who had been

very ill in the spring. At one time, scarcely any hopes of bis ulti-

mate recovery were entertained. I thought myself that he would

not get over his illness. I used to visit his tent, which was about

eight miles from this place; at such times I took him some food.

I read and explained passages of Scripture to him ; before leaving

him, I always offered up a prayer to God on his behalf. He was
a very attentive listener. At one time he told me, that if ever he

recovered, he would endeavour to serve God better than he had

done before ; be also said that the next time the sacrament of the

Lord's Supper was administered in the church, he would, if he

could walk, go up with his brethren to th« Lord's Table, and par-

take of the holy feast. This evening he talked in nearly the

same strain. He is now well enough to work.
August 29/A.—I have now finished my work of Lidian transla-

tion, which the Rev. Dr. O'Meara and I undertook about three

years ago. What we had undertaken to do was to to translate

the Panlateuch, the Book of Proverbs, and the Prophecy of Isaiah,

into the Ojibwa language. What I have to translate are the

Books of Exodus, Numbers, and Deuteronomy. Messrs. Lovell

and Gibson, of Toronto, are printing the translations : and the

Christian Knowledge Society bear the expenses of the printing.

I am 'glad that I have been able to give assistance in the work of

translation. 1 consider myself highly honoured in having been
entrusted with such a work. May much good result from what
has been done.

$Qth. It is now little more than a year since we had a death

in this place : the Indians on the whole have enjoyed very good
health. We have cause to thank God for taking care of us, and
sparing our lives. The first year that I was here eight Indians

died.

(Mdher Wi. This morning I walked over to South Bay to visit

the Indians who live there. I first went :nto the house of the

Gbief, who was untU lately a Roman Catholic, but who is now a

member of the Church of England. Although he lives at a dis-

tance of seven miles from Manitowaning, he comes {regularly to

churjOfa ; it is only when the weather is very unfavourable that he
does not come. It would be a good thing if his Indians, who
live near him, went to church as often as he does ; unfortunately,

they are careless as regardis altending the means of grace : and
yet tfaiey ase told sometimea their duty with respect to church-

goingf lilost of them ace heathens. The heathens have a great
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antipathy to the christian religion. This evening when I desired

them all to meet together in the Chief's house, where I wished to

have a talk with them on serious subjects, and also, to hold a
service, not a third oi them obeyed the call.

Nov. \5th. Some of the Indians have been away from the

village for about a fortnight ; they are engaged in fishing, and they

have their families with them to assist them in curing the fish.

As the weather has been good they have been quite successful.

They will thus have fish to last them a considerable length of

time. The fish they catch are white fish.

How many are the mercies the Indians have received this year?
Providence h is certainly blessed them in a great degree. In the

spring they had a good sugar-season ; no frost had cut down their

corn after it had sprung up from the ground ; this fall they were
enabled to gather in unusually good crops ; they have also had a

good fishing season ; again, very little sickness has been among
them. God's holy name be praised for the many and great bless-

ings he has sent down upon us.

20th. I have been employed lately in copying out for the

press ninety-six Indian hymns, thirty-eight of which are new,
the rest are old hymns, which I have revised and corrected.

1 was led to do the work I have just now completed, from
seeing the great necessity there was for correcting the old

hymns; and also, from seeing the scantiness of subjects for

hymns in the old collection. I trust that the new collection

will be found to be of great use by Indian Missionaries.

December 27tA. The Indians belonging to this place had their

annual feast this evening in my house. About fifty-three were
present. The Superintendent also attended. The Doxology was
first sung. Then all sat down to eat. I furnished a large por-

tion of what was on the the table ; the principal Indians supplied

the rest. All enjoyed the dinner very much. When all had
eaten, I rose up and made a speech. I was followed by four

speakers. I shall here give an analysis of two of the speeches
that were made. The readers of this report will thereby see how
Christianity has influenced some of the Indians who live in these

parts : they will hear from their own mouths what their feelings

are on some matters of vital importance. Chief Meshefquaunga
thus spoke,—" My brother chiefs, my brethren, children, I have
a little to say to you. To-day I call to mind what we were when
we were heathens, when we lived in the wild bush, and roamed
about in quest of food. In those days we heard our fathers

speak of what took place in times long gone by. They also gave
us advice—they told us how we were to live. But they did not

know much. A time came when the Missionary reached us,

and talked to us ; he sgoke of the Great Being above ; he spread

HI
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out before us the diviiin will ; lie told us what iiuither we nor our

fathers had cvor heard. We then embraced Christianity ; from

that lime to this wc have heard the glad news. We now hear

the Gospel. Let us be thankful for this. Let us live like good
christians." John Mitchell, a half-breed thus spoke,—" Chiefs,

brothers, and sisters, I too would say a few words loyou. [ have

been very much pleased with what the other speakers said. They
gav< very good advice. My brethren, some of them referred to

the s'ns that are prevalent among us. They told the truth about

us ; we are not as we ought to be. One great vice to which we are

addicted is drunkenness. This is what some do, when they have
got a quarter of a dollar by working, they keep it in their pockets

until a schooner arrives, when they give it for the bad drink.

When they have drank all they have got, they endeavour to get

another quarter, in order to get more of the fire-water. This is

the way with us, my brethren. This should not be so. Let v.a

all give up drinking the fire-water. Our Missionary wishes us to

do so. All good men wish us to be sober, quiet, and godly.

Intoxicating drink is a destructive thing. 1 for one will give it

up. I say this in the presence of our Superintendent, Missionary,

and Chiefs. Will you also do the same ? It will be for your
good if you do so. When you were asked to come here lo the

feast, you were all very ready and glad to come. Let there be

ever the same readiness to go where God's people assemble for

divine worship ; let all be glad to go to God's house, whenever
we are called to enter it. We must not think of our bodies alone;

we have souls that we are required to attend to. We must see

that our souls are fed as well as our bodies They will be fed if

we are diligent in prayer, and attending church, and if wc listen

attentively to what the minister tells us. Let us not forget lo ask

God for grace to enable us to live righteously. To him we are

to look for help. My brethren, let there be brotherly love among
us. This is all I have to say. I wish you all much happiness."

When the last speaker had sat down, a hymn was sung ; I then

offered up a prayer to Almighty God.
Hoping that this report will not prove uninteresting,

Rev. and Dear Sir,—I have great pleasure in sending you
a few more extracts from my j^arnal, which I hope you will find

interesting.
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JanvMry Srd.—Our missionary meeting was held this evening.

Three spoke besides myself, the speeches were heard with great

attention, and they appeared to produce a good effect on the

hearers. Twenty dollars and fifty cents were promised for the

Church Society of the Diocese. As the Indians have no money,
no collection was taken up. The Indians who have promised to

give something are to bring me maple sugar in the spring.

Little Current^ lOth.—A missionary meeting was held in the

uhapel school this evening. Only two spoke ; all the people

present appeared very willing to do something for the missionary

cause. Twelve dollars and a quarter were promised for the

Colonial Church and School Society.

Manitowaningi 22nd.—J. M. came to my house this evening,

he had his Indian Prayer Book in his hand, J. wished me to hear

him read some passages out of it. He is anxious that he should

read well ; after we had spent some lirae together in reading, we
talked on serious subjects. How my heart was glad when I

heard the words which fell from the lips of J. He mentioned
that he had given up his body, soul, and spirit to God, that he
had dedicated himself to His service, and that his aim was to

reach heaven ; he said that he was concerned not only about his

own salvation, but also about that of his brethren in the village.

He would pray for them, and he would speak to them from time
to time in their own houses concerning things relating to time
and eternity ; he would endeavour to help me in my work, and
he would all the time look to God for grace to enable him to do
his duty. He asked me if it would be proper for him to offer up
prayer in the Indians' houses in his visits to them. I at once
replied in the affirmative. May a large portion of God's blessing

rest on the inhabitants of this village, may many among them be
as anxious to be saved as the one that spoke to me this evening.

28tk.—^The snow is so deep now, and there is so much water
on the ice that it is impossible to go a great distance with a horse

and a sleigh ; the snow is about 18 inches deep on the ice, and
in the bush it is about 4 feet deep. Travelling is very difficult

this winter, I was lately detained three days by stormy weather
at a place thirty miles from this ; I had gone to visit a sick

woma.
March 4th.—On the 22nd of last month, I went to the Little

Current to visit the Indians who live there, and to hold some
services among them. My horse had to walk all the way as the

snow was very deep, I was obliged sometimes to get out of the

sleigh and walk on snow-shoes. I found that the chapel school,

at the Little Current, had been repaired a short time before. The
Indians gave their labour gratuitously; I spent two Sundays

i!
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with them; the attendance at church was good, the Hinging was
both loud and sweet. Daring the time that I was at the Current,

I taught the children every day for two hours.

Wh.— I closed my school to day, after having taught all the

winter; to-morrow some of the Indians leave for their sugar

camps, and others the day after. As they will be several miles

away from the village, and as their children assist them in

making sugar, the school could not be kept up. Of the children

that I taught this winter, two can read the Indian Testament.

April 3rd.—On the 30th ult., I went to the Little Current, I

had mentioned to the people there a fortnight ago that I would
spend Easter Sunday with them, and that I would administer the

sacrament of the Lord's Supper to such as would desire to par-

take of it. I had also mentioned that if any wanted spiritual

advice, or wished to be instructed, before coming to the sacra-

ment, I would be only too glad to meet them at the house I

stayed the evening before Easter and to talk to them. In the

evening a man and a woman came to me, they asked me to give

them advice, and to speak to them about the Lord's Supper. I

gladly did as they requested, they listened very attentively ; after

I had spoken some time to them, we knelt down, and I offered

up a prayer. The following day, six (including the two who
came to me) partook of the sacrament. I was^ ^:!oa.jed to find

that our chapel school had now a reading desk ; the desk was
made by one of the Indians : most of the men subscribed for it.

May 10/A.— What has been collected here for the Church
Society this spring, amounts to $2.3.16. In this is included my
annual subscription <$5.00. The sum of $4.00 was spent in the

mission for church purposes ; the balance I now send to Toronto.

A larger amount would have been raised for the Society, had the

season just gone by been a favourable one lor sugar making.
Only half of the quantity of sugar that was made last year has
been made this year ;

yet the amount of money raised this spring

is nearly equal to that raised last year, there being a decrease of

$1.54.

Your letter of February 29lh, enclosing a cheqoo for 330
granted by the Board, for expenses Incurred in visiting the Indi>

una in different parts of my mission, was duly received. I de-

Hire to return my sincere thanks to the Board for their liberal

grant, and to assure them that I feel greatly encournged by their

past liberality and trust to them for themture. I am anxious to visit,

sometime this year if possible, all the Indians on the north shore

of Lake Superior, as far as Fort William, and from the Fort lo

the nearest Missionary Station in the Diocese of Rupert's Land.
This would take a long time, be attended with much fatigue,

danger, and expense, but we are willing to endure the fatigue,

and risk the danger, providing the board will defray the expenses.

In making this journey we should have an opportunity of

preaching the Gospel of Christ to hundreds who have never heard

the glad sound, and to many others who have only heard " another

Gospel," we should be able to ascertain the spiritual wants of

the Indians in these parts, and which are the most suitable loca-

lities for mission stations. We may not be prepared at present,

to form and to occupy any new station, but if we reflect on the

little we are doing to promote the temporal and eternal welfare

of the Indians, if we think of the claims -which they have upon
us as occupiers of their lands, and upon our church in particular

as being the nearest to that described by St. Paul, a " glorious

church, not having spot or wrinkle or any such thick," we can
arrive at no other conclusion than this, that if we are not prepar-

ed to do more for the Indians, than we are now doing, we ought
to be prepared, and we should lose no opportunity to become
fully acquainted with our duties and responsibilities, and to urge
the members of our church to discharge them.
The Indians here say that many of those who are living on the

north shore of Lake Superior, are in a most wretched and de-

graded state, and often ask me to go and visit them, when I tell

them I have no money to defray expenses, they reply that I have
only to make the state of the Indians known to the rich men in

Toronto, and they will readily supply me with all that is neces-

sary. I think the same, and trust that we shall not be disap-

pointed. During the winter I have been about 50 miles in that

direction, on foot. I left here with Chief Puhqwudgnene on
February 18th, we slept at the Sault on the first night, as we had
here to finish our arrangements for the journey. In the morning
we found that one of our dogs had made his escape and returned

home we supposed ; it was too far to go after him, and as we
7 ^ ,.
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could neither borrow nor hire another we had to set out with one

dog, which had a heavier load than I thought he would be able

/' to draw all day ; but I secretly resolved to relieve him of my
valise at noon if necessary; when that time arrived, however, and
twelve miles of our journey through the bush had been accom-
plished, I did not feel at all disposed to carry out my resolution,

and fortunately the dog seemed quite equal to his arduous task.

We rested at noon and refreshed ourselves with some bread and
pork, and tea, after which we continued our journey to Gonlais

Bay. We reached the village before dark, and the Indians gave

us a very cordial reception : the chief and all the principal men
in the village came to visit us during the evening, and as I pur-

posed to proceed on the morrow to Bahsjewenenng, I had a short

service for which some of them expressed their thankfulness.

My host was baptized by the Rev. Dr. McMurray, his name is

Shewetahganns, Little Salt, he is now a very old man with
*' hoary head ;" I would that I could say that I found him in the

way of righteousness, but he had too little salt or grace to pre-

serve him amidst papists and heathens from following their evil

practices. The chief was first baptised by the methodists, but

he is now nominally a papist, and most of the people there are

papists and heathens. The weather on the following day, Wed-
nesday, not being favourable for travelling, I did not leave the vil-

lage, but spent the day there in visiting the Indians and in receiv-

ing visits from them : in the evening I had service at the chief's

home, which was very numerously attended.

On Thursday we continued our journey to Bahsjewenenng, and
after a hard day's walking partly on snow shoes, through the bush
and partly on the ice, against a strong north west wind, we
reached the village, (if a few scattered hovels can be called a
village,) in the evening. A young man in the service of the

Hudson's Bay Comrpany received me kindly into his log cabin,

he informed me that the few Indians belonging to the place had
left for their hunting grounds. I left there the next morning and
returned to Gonlais Bay. Saturday was a very stormy day ; I

have not witnessed such a continuous snow storm since I have
been in the country. I went out at noon and visited the heathens

from house to house, who listened to me with great attention,

whilst I preached Christ unto them, and urged upon them the

necessity of being born again of water and of the Holy Ghost.

The Sabbath was heralded in with unclouded glory. When
the sun arose not a cloud was visible, and all nature was calm
and still, and bright as one could wish every earthly Sabbath to

be, emblem of that eternal Sabbath which remains for the people

of God. The magnificent scene which it was my privilege to

witness that morning at Gonlais Bay, and the reflections to which
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it gave rise, tended much to produce within inc that state of mind
necessary for the faithful discharge of my sacred duties. I had
spent the previous night in a small house with three Indian men
and two women, on a most barbarous bed, and very uncivilized

bed clothing. I felt very heathenish until I had washed myself,

breathed the pure cold bracing air, and watched the glorious sun
rise. We had morning service at the Chief's house, which was
crowded to excess. In the afternoon I had Sunday School, which
was attended by many young men and women, as well as

children: I was delighted to see several of the heathen children

there. At the evening service the house was crowded again

most uncomfortably, many of the heathen were present, as in the

morning, and I have seldom seen a more attentive congregation.

I returned to the house where I lodged, about 30 yards distant,

with my surplice on, feeling much fatigued, but at the same time

rejoicing in hope that my labours were not in vain. As soon as

I opened the door and entered the house, a dog followed me, and
as there was one dog already in possession taking care of her

young, a fearful contest ensued ; there was I wiih my surplice

onjas strangely and unpleasantly situated as one could well con-

ce ve in the midst of a savage dog fight, and shouting in vain to

the ferocious combatants to desist ; the Indians coming to my
assistance, I was soon relieved from my unenviable position.

The journey homewards as far as the Sault would have been
a very difficult and tedious journey to me, on account of the great

quantity of snow which had fallen and filled up the track, had
not some of the Indians kindly consented to go before us and
open the road ; we reached the Sault in the evening very much
fatigued ; we rested there all night and arrived home the next

day.

A few days ago, I went to visit some of my people who were
wintering on the north-west shore of Lake Huron. One is a very

old man whom I baptized here last summer, he was the only one
belonging to this band unbaptized ; I endeavoured to persuade
him to settle here, but his wandering propensities prevailed, and
he left us for other parts. Having been informed that he was
sick at the point of death, I thought it was my duty to visit him.
I was told that the distance was not very great, and that we
could accomplish the journey before sun set, so that I did not

consider it necessary to make any great preparation, we took

some bread, sugar, tea, snow shoes, blankets, an axe and
matches ; after we had proceeded some distance my young com-
panion (a nephew of the old man who was sick) said he had for-

gotten to take a kettle, I did not consider this of much impor-
tance at the time, as we could do without tea until we reached
the camp. About noon we came to a large crack in the ice, and
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the pure clear water looked irresistibly tempting, we sat down
ate some bread and drank a good draught of water; we were

fully aware that drinking water would not help us much on our

way, but as I said before it was irresistible in our state of thirst.

Early in the afternoon I began to be very thirsty again, and

drank some more water, after this I felt less qualified for walking
than 1 did before, my snow shoes seemed to increase in weight,

my strength was manifestly on the decrease, and our progress

was preceptibly slower, until finally I had to lie down on the

snow and rest. I said to my guide how much further have we to

go? And he replied, to that point of land which appears in the

distance, "about 5 miles.'' I had not left my resting place far

behind when I fell through the ice ; I was in no danger of being

drowned, as the water was very shallow, but my lower parts were
thoroughly wet; this accident somewhat accelerated my steps, as

I had to walk faster to keep my feet at a temperature above freez-

ing point; we reached the head land just as darkness began to

cover the lace of the earth ; but to our great dismay there was no
sign whatever of a camp ; my companion said that the Indians

had probably removed to the other side of the bay, about two
miles further, I said I was incapable of walking that distance, he
urged me to try, adding that we should have a stormy night, so

we began to cross the point of land for the bay, but before we
had proceeded far, my strength was exhausted, and I had to cling

to a tree to keep myself from falling. I ordered my guide to make
a fire and to place some pine branches on the snow for me to lie

upon, in the meantime I took off my snow shoes, put them under
me, rested my head on our bundle of blankets and provisions, and
went to sleep, but only for a short lime, for the cold interrupted

me ; when I awoke up, I found it was time to exert myself in

assisting the Indian to prepare for a stormy night, which already

set in ; the owls were screeching, the snow was falling fast and
thick, the wind was blowing most violently, and causing a fear-

ful movement and noise amongst the huge trees of the forest.

We both set to work in good earnest, one cut wood and the

other carried it, by turns, when we had cut and carried as much
as we thought would last through the night, we began to cut arid

carry young pine trees, and placed them in the snow in a slanting

position to shelter us from the storm, a very insufficient shelter it

proved however, for the snow came down on us most unmerci-
fully. We made a very large fire, then we look off our mocas-
sins and stockings, wrung the wet out of them and put them on
again, then we partook of some dry bread, we had no kettle to

make tea, as a substitute for that refreshing beverage we made
snow balls and ate them, we then spread our blankets, committed
ourselves to the care of God, and laid down to sleep, we slept

I
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about an hour, then we had to make a different arrangement, viz.,

one to sleep and one to watch and tend to the fire alternately,

and in this way we spent the night. At break of day, although
the snow storm continued without abatement, we set out in

search of the Indians ; after three hours' walking we found one
camp, where we breakfasted and dried our cloths ; the inmates of
this camp are in very good circumstances, they gave us a very

substantial breakfast, after a very civilized fashion. I had a long
talk with them on the subject of religion. They thanked me for

my visit, directed us to the next camp, where I found my old
friend and his family, with whom I spent the rest of the day and
the following night. The old man was much better than he had
been, but he was still very sick and miserably poor, they had
sc rcely any thing to eat, their camp was in a wretched condi-
tio av d so full of smoke, that as soon as I entered I had to lie

dvvv 1.1 order to breathe. One of them put on the tent some
more bark to cause a stronger draft and facilitate the escape of

the smoke. I had a short service at night, and again in the

morning, previous to my departure. We had a strong north

wind to contend against, part of our journey homeward, which
cut my lips a great deal, they are very sore yet, the uistance

walked over that day on snow shoes was over thirty miles. 1

have suffered much from snow blindness, and am only just re-

covering my sight again. This lengthy communication perhaps

under my present circumstances should not have been attempted,

but I hope it will prove useful to the Board in giving them some
adequate idea of the way in which the expenses which they are

asked to defray are incurred.

In conclusion, I am happy to inform you that our Day School

here and Sunday Services have been very well attended during

the winter. I have had a weekly service on the American side

for the beneft of those Indians belonging to the church, who were
unjustly driven away from here by the Indian Department, which
has also been well attended. In reference to the Sault St. Marie,

our Church Service is read there every Sunday. I continue my
occasional visits, and when I am not there, the service is read

either by Colonel Savage, or by Mr. Sheriff Carney.

You will be glad to hear that on Monday last, a note was
handed to me by the Hon. Colonel Prince, containing the sum of

^n to defray expenses incurred in my occasional visits to them.
