THE INTELLECTUAL Phise-
. FIGHTER.

John D. Barry, writing in The San
Francjsco Bulletin, tells about a pro-
fessor he goes to hear who Is only
happy in combating ideas, exhibiting
the type of mind that finds its chief
pleasure in tearing down or resisting.
| For several months Mr. Beyle hap-
ipened to be in freguernt contact with
this professor. He had an amazingly
! brilllant mind and I used to enioy
i hearing his talk. His was the kind of
telk one couldn’t réply to unless one
happens to be brilllant oneself, Tae
best cne could do was to listen in si- |
iencé whiie one’s pet ideas were rolled
in the dust and then to go home and
Guietly think. !

The professor rather liked this atti-
jtude on the part of his listeners. It
Iat!mulated him to superb flights.
Whenever a bold spirit ventured to
argue with him or in any way to Te-
sist him, he was likely to become angry '
and to keep repeating himself. He was |
at his best when soaring into the blue, !
sweeping contemptuously and yet with
a humorous joyousness over a prepos-
terous world.

After a few weeks of listening, st
frequent intervals to this talk, Mr.
Boyle began to find a method in it
At first he was thrown. off the scent
by unconsciously assuming that the
professor thought he saw the truth and/!
was industriously pursuing :t. This!
was a nustake. He wasn’t pursuing .
the truth at all or even what. he be-
leved to be the truth. In the truth
he felt no real interest. He was simp-
ly indulging in the great passion of
his nature, the desire to pit himself
Yagainst the world, against every idea
in the world, to show himself super-

or,

His bdbrilllancy was simply a form of
cgutism, ag brilliancy often is.

That professor asserted his superior-
ity in a way not uhcommon, by deny-
ing virtually everything within his
irange of vision. Once an idea was es-
! tablished, he would deny that idea. Ha

had ‘the kind of mind that resented |
‘what was accepted, or respectable, or
| conventional, or popular, In the na-
tural blunders of the human racs, the
expression of human fallibility, he
found a wide play for his intellectual
abllity and for his humor. By toppling
lever accepled ideas, he was always
sure to muke a sensational appeal to
admiration,

And the longer one knew that pro-
fessor the plainer it Lecame that he
talked, not for the sake of the truth,
i but for the sake of finding the -flaw
whenever he cguld and of setting him-
self up in oppoesiticn. On more than
lone occasicn he Xuriously resented opin-
ions that on other occasions he had
advocated. And then no matter what
the warld might besome, no. matter if
_he were to see achieved the social revo-
lution that he declared he hoped for,
he would never be satisfied. He would
always be against the estanlished order.
He would always dislike and  resent
1the thing thot was. Incidentally, he
‘would always be happy, for in his op-
| position he seemed to thrive and to

achieve a fierce joy.

Epirits of this kind add 'to the ex-
icitement, sometimes to the interest of
life. But the moment we find them
out they are like pricked balloons. In-
cidentally, thev do some good. Far,
natarally, they find plenty of real er-
rors to.exploit. . But they do far more
harni.  Toey ecreate in jife a vast
amount of disturbance. They upset
and irritate. 'They have & very dam-
eging influence on harmoaony.

It is thru bharmeny that people are
goirng to think things cut. if they ever
taink: things out at all, thru the pow-
¢r of thought that comes, not from
disorganization, argument and resent-
ment, but from the corcentration
achieved thru sympathy and co-spera-
tion.

does iron work, i§ much more durable,
not requiring continual outlay for re-
pairs.

A competent architect could easily
design a viaduct that would be a thing
of beauty instead of the oppozite. The
rough. portions of the. structure could
be constructed by utilizing the gaol
labor near at hand, and in this way the
cost could be minimized.
