German Guns Silenced.
There are many stories, too, of how

not fired upon, all the gunners ap­
parently having been killed.

Such tactics as these aided materi­
ally in making the recent British vic­
tories possible.

One British scout sailed over an 
enemy sausage balloon, made a dive 
and finished off two German sentry 
planes, then fired on the sausage, 
which was being hauled down, and 
finally wound up the performance by 
dropping two bombs squarely on the 
winch used in raising and lowering 
the balloon.

There were many instances where 
the observer crawled out on the wings 
and stopped bullet holes In the gas 
tanks with either his fingers, a hand­
kerchief or gloves.

London, Sept. 10.—Field Marshal 
Haig's historic order.issued today, set 

.beside his famous “hack to the wall” 
order of eix months ago, po'ntediy 
marks the end of one of the most 
critical periods in British history. 
That the country has triumphantly 
issued from that dark period is un­
grudgingly and gratefully attributed 
to the timely assistance given by the 
American nation, not only in the field
of arms, but also In the economic 
field.

It is universally felt that Field 
Marshal Haig’s order marks the be­
ginning of a new period in the world 
struggle to which the nation is able 
to look forward with hope and con­
fidence. There is growing evidence 
that the enemy will withdraw to the 
Hindenburg line and try to make his 
stand there and begin a new phase 
of it* defensive warfare.

For the moment there is compara­
tive lull in the fighting operations, 
partly due to adverse weather condi­
tions.

The British public is now speculat­
ing with confidence on where end 
how Marshal Foch will strike his next 
blow, and It is firmly believed that it 
will not be long before the great Ame­
rican forces will be found taking a 
more prominent part In th« operations. 
In the meantime all despatches from 
Germany and Austria bring evidences

Steamship Dora Torpedoed by 
Submarine Off French Coast 

—Crew Escaped.

SUNK BY A TORPEDOatent in Knox Presbyterian

London, Sept. 10. — The American 
steamship Dora, formerly under the 
Austrian flag, was torpedoed and sunk 
on Sept. 4. approximately 400 miles off 
France, as the result of an attack on 
a cargo convoy. The crew was saved.

The steamship was struck at 6.20 
o’clock iii the morning. A calm sea 
enabled all the crew of 85 to escape. 
They were picked up by destroyers. 
The submarine daringly took' up a 
position about 150 yards from the star­
board side of the convoy column and 
about an equal distance from the near­
est destroyer, and fired at the Dora, 
which was heading a column of three 
vessels.

The lookout reported seeing a pe. is- 
cope just after the wake of the tor­
pedo was discovered, but nothing was 
seen of the submarine. The torpedo 
struck aft, throwing the . cargo of 
army supplies as high as the mast tops, 
but only one member of tbe crew was 
hurt.

The escorting ships immediately 
dropped numerous depth charges 
where it was believed the torpedo 
came from. Owing to, the speed with 
which the warship acted and the cose 
proximity of the U-boat, it is con­
sidered possible that the submarine 
was either destroyed or badly damag­
ed.

This attack is somewhat different 
from the recent methods of U-boats in 
firing on lone vessels and giving no 
attention to the protected convoys, 
and it shows more reckless daring in 
an effort to sink convoyed boats than 
has been usual during tiie past few 
months.

Hamilton, Sept. 10.—Creeping land- 
. lords who raise their rents excessively 

are to have the spotlight of publicity 
thrown upon them and an enquiry insti­
tuted, If Aid. Cooper has his way. At 
the fag end of the city council meet­
ing this evening he gave notice that at 
the. next meeting he would move that a 
committee be appointed to deal with 
these unscrupulous house owners.

As Aid. Cooper Is chairman of the pro­
perty and license committee, which 
raised the rent of the Hydro department 
from $2500 to, $7200 a year, hie notice 
of motion brought a general laugh, but 
there was an intimation that the move 
would be supported.

Members of the property and license 
committee got enough support In their 
rentals recommendations to overthrow 
the revised figures submitted by the 
board of control. By a vote of 13 to 3: 
it was decided to assess the Hydro de­
partment $7200 a year, the actual cost 
of the upkeep of the basement offices. 
The board of control had recommended 
that the rent be fixed at $3600.

Mayor Booker asked for an explana­
tion of the board of control’s action. He. 
said It was Just like taking the money 
from one pocket and putting it in an­
other.

"Yes, from the Hydro department and 
giving lt to the city, where lt belongs," 
retorted Aid. Hodgson.

Wster for Barton.
There was considerable discussion and 

much wasted time regarding the board of 
control’s recommendation that Clause 2 
of the works committee’s report be struck 
out, this being that If water was avail- 
able It would be supplied to Barton 
Township. City Solicitor Waddell had 
reported that such an agreement would 
be Illegal. Inasmuch as the statutes did 
not provide for It and that this year’s 
council could not tie the hands of next 
year's council. It was flnaUy decided 
to refer the matter back to the board 
of control, on the understanding that an 
agreement which would protect the city 
he drawn up.
,.Bafk tor further consideration went 
the town planning board’s recommenda­
tion that the city guarantee a loan when 
a ratepayer borrows $0 per cent, of the 
cost of building a home from the gov­
ernment It wae stipulated in the re­
commendation that each applicant must 
own a lot free from encumbrance and 
be able to put up the other 20 per cent. 
Also that the cost of building be not less 
than $1800 nor more than $2500.

Controller Wright, with the backing 
oP Alderman Peebles, was successful In 
having referred back the recommenda­
tion of the board of control that a 1069 
gallon gasoline tank be purchased. He 
tried to have lt struck out altogether, 
holding that no money was available.

In 
the previous night they captured Gi­
be rcourt. This fighting is east of the 
Crozat Canal. It Is part of a turning 
movement upon St. Quentin, Is chiefly 
local In Its character, and may mean 
much or little, according as lt fits In 
with the general allied staff plans. In 
the Laffaux region, further south and 
near Laon, an action of considerable 
intensity is proceeding. The French 
pressed closer to the heart of the Ger­
man defences there than the enemy in­
tended and he Is endeavoring to drive 
them back in counter-attacks. These 
have so far failed.

The Germans delivered a number 
of counter-strokes, but all except one 
broke down. In one attack the Ger­
mans penetrated the forward British 
positions, but the line was imme­
diately restored without much dif­
ficulty.

The British line.northeast of Nieppe, 
in the Lys salient, was advanced 
during the night and the British 
positions in the Ploegsteert region 
were Improved.

North of La Bassee the Germans 
evidently are trying out the British 
strength.

They have made three attacks on 
the British posts, but each time they 
were repulsed with heavy losses.

MEN OF KITCHENER
AMONG CASUALTIES

Contrary to expectation there wye 
no expressmen on strike In Toronto 
yesterday. According to a, prominent 
official of the company, the whole

Editor World: Apropos of the clash 
between the Earlscourt G. W. V. A. 
and the British Imperial Association, 
concerning the building of a memorial 
hall to the fallen heroes of that dis­
trict, it would only be fair to the 
veterans to give full publicity to their 
views In the matter.

In the first place, the Earlscourt 
G. W. V. A. are convinced that the 
real and last aims of the B. I. A. are 
political, and not patriotic, tend that 
the B. I. A. simply conspire to use 
the G. W. V. A. to help exploit the 
people of Toronto for that despicable 
purpose. The veterans wish to stand 
alone In this matter; at least as far 
as political or semi-political organiza­
tions are concerned.

If the B. I. A. succeed In their in­
tentions, the memorial hall and Hbrary 
would become practically their pro­
perty to do just as they please (with­
in bounds). The control of such a 
hall would be a political factor of no 
small Importance.

Paris, Sept. 10. — There are three 
German lines of defence behind the 
Hlndenburg line, the first closely par­
alleling- it and the others providing for 
retreats along the front, according to 
an outline of the German defence sys­
tem printed by The Matin today.

The first line in the rear of the Hln­
denburg position, according to the 
newspaper, starts from the south of 
Lille and parallels the Hlndenburg line 
at an average of from three to six 
miles.

WEDDY’young gentlemen, she really cared 
ing for boys, and was Just as happy go­
ing anywhere with her grandmother as 
she was when she had a perfectly stun­
ning beau.

Washington, Sept, lo.—News that 
the Germans are forcing members of 
the white and red guards In Finland 
to join in tbelr operations on the Mur- 
man coast emphasizes the difficulties 
the Germans face in the attempt to 
block the allied forces there.

For some time the Germane have 
sought to compel the Finns and the 
Bclehevlkl to arrange a treaty to give 
the Bolshevik! the Kola peninsula.' 
Falling In this, a German army has 
been sent Into Finland, which Is 
claimed to number 60,000, but which le 
believed here to be nearer 86,000 to 
40,000 men, to attack the allies.

Owing to the character of the land, 
which is- covered with marsh en and 
woods, tpe Germans cannot hope to 
conduct a formidable expedition there 
until winter sets In and the ground 
freezes. Accordingly they are trying 
to build a narrow-gauge railroad to 
cut the Murman line south of Kola, 
and It Is assumed that it is for this 
work that they are impressing labor.

Recently a British patrol operating 
west from Kem encountered a force 
of Germans about seventy miles from 
that city. It Is now believed that this 
force was a portion of the organization 
endeavoring to reach the Murman line 
before reinforcements for the allies 
arrived at Kola.
