Gen. Maynard Taking Steps Paris, April 6.—The preliminary 
peace treaty will De read by Easter, 
and the Germans will be asked to 
come and sign it at the end of April

In answer to a remark by Lau­
sanne that what troubled public op­
inion was not so much the delay, ae 
the secrecy in which the peace ne­
gotiations were wrapped, and the fear 
that there was some divergence of 
opinion, the British premier said:

“I affirm absolutely that there is no 
divergence among the negotiators. 
They are often confronted with tech­
nical difficulties which can only be 
settled after close study. Take the 
question of reparations. In substance 
the allies 
which I
many mustlpay up to the last farthing 
of her pouter.’

“But is it sufficient to draw up a 
bill and hand it to the enemy? Musi 
we riot require guarantees, and must 
we not study? Study the terms and 
forms of delayed payments? Must 
we not be able to saV to our adver­
sary when he pleads inadequacy of 
resources, ‘yes, you may go ae far 
as that, and you must <lo this, and 
you must do- that.’ In a word, shall 
we simply present a bill, or collect the 
money;
Well, that Is where the work comes 
In; slow and difficult work, compli­
cated by the fact that technic*! ex­
perts of the highest capabilities and 
greatest experience are not In agree­
ment among themselves either as to 
the method of liquidation or as to the 
assets to tie realized.

Experts Views Differ.
“No, there is no divergence- among 

the negotiators, but, alas there are 
inevitable ones among the experts, 
often among those from the same 
country. Who is to decide between 
them if not the negotiators, and do 
you think it can always be done 
quickly?”

M. Lauzanne remarked that what 
public opinion could not understand 
was why, before everything, Germany 
aba not handed a full bill, no matter 
wb*t arswunt,. and forced to admit , 
frill liability.

“And who says we shall not do so 7" 
cried Premier Lloyd George. “Who 
says we have not decided that?”

“No one,” the interviewer interrupt­
ed, “has said that you have decided 
it.”

The British premier resumed; 
“Cannot the people wait until we 
have finished our work. Instead of al­
ways wanting to judge our inten­
tions. This conference had to meet 
and discuss things under conditions 
unprecedented in history. All eyes 
are turned toward it, and what is , 
more grave, all ears-are glued at Its 
keyhole. Enemy ears tremble with 
Joy when they detect some hesita­
tion. Friendly ears half hear con­
fused rumors which are peddled far 
and quickly.

“The day does not pass but what 
some false, news- here and there takes 
Its flight. Nevertheless, no day pass­
es but that we In silent deliberation 
feel approaching nearer the great aim, 
and experience for each other more i 
esteem, confidence and affection. Let 
public opinion wait a few days. It 
will then be able to 
facts, not rumors."

Has Dispelled Hopelessness.
The confident statement of Premier 

Lloyd George that the peace treaty 
will be concluded by Easter i* sup­
ported by predictions repeatedly made 
by less prominent members of the 
peace conference, and dispelled today 
much of the hopelessness in which 
many of the problems of the coiifer- 
ence seemed to have become en­
shrouded.

Even the announcement of serious 
Bolshevik troubles in Bavaria, and 
the danger of a break with Italy over 
the Adriatic "problem apparently did 
not affect the optimism today of the 
leaders of the British, French and 
American delegations.

All Paris seems Imbued today with 
the idea, that Easter will find the con­
ference ended, either successfully or 
unsuccessfully, and many newspapers 
and leaders who have been doiibtful 
about the successful outcome are ap­
parently gloomy about the prospect.

TWO YEARS’ DELAY Despite the rain which tell the hearts 

of those who met the seven hundred 
men at Exhibition Camp from the 
liner Scotian were lull of joy.

Returned men all alng the line are 
in agreement with Ida Webster of The 
World that, while the bylaw respecting 
civic insurance may be clearly defined, 
the means necessary m many cases 
to receive that tame Insurance are 
such as to make most women with 
pride shrink from making the neces­
sary advances to obtain ,their_due. In 
short It Is the opinion of returned sol­
diers that the adminis'ration of the 
insurance bylaw might well be modi­
fied to permit of greater speed and 
less humiliation in the process of re­
ceiving the insurance.

Men of the first and second contin­
gents have remarked In many in­
stances that they were unaware of any 
inducements offered by the city coun­
cil, and have pointed out that the by­
law must have been passed in 1915, 
after the organization. of tooth these 
contingents. Among them the opinion 
is strong that the Insurance was voted 
by the city fathers more as a token of 
appreciation than as an inducement to 
enlist. This is not borne out, however, 
by men who enlivted late in 1915 and 
1916, who note than such an induce­
ment was made by Toronto, and that 
the city fathers today have no right 
either to rescind the bylaw of 1915 or 
to create difficulties for those entitled 
to the * insu rance.

* Inordinate Delay.
Oeqrge H. G us tar, secretary of West 

•Toronto G. W. V. A. touching upon 
this question, pointed out that inor­
dinate delay, red'tape and carelessness 
have characterized the administration 
Of this bylaw. He recorded one case 
In which a woman has waited more 
than eight months for what was her 
due, and that as far as could be as­
certained she might wait another eight 
months before action was taken. “This 
is the way it works," «aid the secre­
tary. “The claimant makes a claim. 
This is passed on to the claims de­
partment .then on to special commit­
tee and on again to the city solicitor, 
and voyages still further on to the 
treasurer. When this lengthy proce­
dure has taken place the city gets 
ready to deliver the cheque, after 
which It apparently takes two years 
lor the widow or bereaved mother to 
receive the same. I have two cases on 
file that speak badly for the people 
who are deputed to attend to the needs 
of the saddest people In the city, those 
bereaved of the eons and husbands.”

W. E. Turley, provincial secretary 
of the G. W. V. A. for Ontario, had 
po cases In mind relative to the ad­
ministration of the bylaw, tout firmly 
expressed the opinion that if it was 
the intention of the present city coun­
cil to rescind the bylaw of 1915, a 
great wrong would toe done 
the men who fought for Canadian 
nationalism.

Another View.
H. W. Parsons, president of the G. 

/A- C., recounted the case of a boy 
(of 20 at the time he was killed in 
inlanders. This boy had enlisted dur­
ing the operation of the M- 8. A., and 

tfor this reason the city council had 
refused to grant any pension to the 
parents. Comrade Parsons expressed 
the opinion that a volunteer was as 
much a volunteer in 1918 as in 1916, 
and that the city had no right to 
make any invidious distinctions be­
tween men who enlisted and died for 
the cause. On the other hand, he knew 
of one case in which sisters of a man 
who paid the supreme sacrifice tried 
to get the insurance instead of the 
man's widow, showing that there were 
two sides to even this problem.

H. H. Ball, one of the prominent 
members of the Toronto city council, 

l stated on Saturday afternoon that 
the bylaw was clear with respect to 
civic Insurance.

"The Bolshevikl are not going to take 
the life of one useful citizen in the world, 
or of one capitalist, unless he blocks the 
road to progress," said C. Mantz, man­
ager of The Industrial Banner, in his 
address to a meeting at the People’s 
Forum, in St, George's Hdll last night.

"If he will block the way," continued 
Mr. Mantz, "then he Is going to get hurt. 
We do not hate any capitalist personally! 
just his devilish methods, which throw 
us and our children into the river of 
misery." _

Every seat in the hall was filled, and 
among those present could be seen a 
number of men well known in labor 
circles. That a large percentage of To­
ronto’s foreign element was present was 
another noticeable feature of the even­
ing’s proceedings. The speaker had a 
broad American accent* distinctly south­
ern In Its nature. His -<y>enlng address 
dealt with the progress of labor. He 
pointed out how hard lt was some years 
ago for labor to gain recognition In vari­
ous publications. "Today you can’t take 
up a newspaper or magazine without 
seeing something, directly or indirectly,^, 
about the labor movement, either de- 
nounclng It or propagating it.” he said. 
"But we Socialists do not mind that, he 
continued, “as long as lt is mentioned at 
all; it will attract attention, and people 
will investigate and become interested.

Old School Socialism.
"We of the old school of Socialists 

have had the opportunity of studying 
socialism from its source. There are 
many who do not go back that far, but 
look at lt as it is today—a force which 
the capitalists call Bolshevism. It was 
the German and British capitalists that 
brought on the war, and they told you 
that you were fighting for democracy 
and the rights of little nations,”

The speaker then touched on the con­
dition in Russia and its relation to So­
cialism. He said in part: "There are 
some folks getting hurt in Russia but 
there have been only about 40,000 pe<yle 
killed since the new rpgtme there, Knd 
they were killed in fair fight. Let Rus­
sia take care of herself. If Britain and 
other capitalists will raise their blockade 

i they will save thousands of lives,. I know 
the damnable things Germany did in 
this war but I have a dipping at home 
which I Intend to have till after the 

It states that Britain, thru her 
blockades, killed 67,000 babies In Berlin."

The speaker mentioned the housing 
question and stated that Socialism had 
the kë> to the situation. He also de­
clared foreigners as his friends, remark­
ing that Canada had room for five mil­
lion of them, altho admitting that under 
the present system he was not in favor 
of their competition.

Budapest, April 6.-—The workmen’s 

freedom continues, wfth automobile 
■rides, cheap baths and cheap meals, 
so long as the meagre supply of re­
serve food lasts, Meatless days were 
instituted a fortnight ggo, , but the 
ordet ih^is ceased to be enforced. 
Large Amounts of money are tied up 
In the banks, and the existing supply 
of currency will be exhausted shortly 
by the payment of the wages of the 
workmen, who no longer work.

The communists may print more 
paper money from the Vienna presses, 
but there are no presses in Budapest 
for this purpose.

The Hungarian population will be 
divided into three classes. Intellectual 
workers will be assured a minimum 
income of »7,200 at the peace time 
rate of exchange. Merchants and 
trade and industrial workers will re­
ceive $6,000 and workmen and day 
laborers $3,300.

April 5.—Dignitaries of the 
bar, from every Atlantic coast state, were 
present at a dinner given by the Bar As­
sociation of New York here tonight- to 
the Earl of Reading. British ambassador 
to the United States, who will soon sail 
for home.

There were only three 
speakers—EXihu Root, who spoke on be­
half of the American bar; Chief Justice 
Arthur Prentice Rugg. of the supreme 
court of Massachusetts, who spoke on 
behalf of the Judiciary, and Lord Read-

Chief Justice Rugg, fti bidding Lord 
Reading godspeed on behalf of the Am­
erican Judiciary, asserted that in return­
ing to England to don the ermine, he 
was returning to a work as important as 
the exacting diplomatic mission "whose 
unparalleled exigency for the first time 
in history caused a lord chief Justice tem­
porarily to lay aside the ermine."

Lawyers' Responsibilities.
"The close of the great war." he said, 

"leaves courts and lawyers charged with 
an awful rei-ponslbUity amid the shifting 
conditions. It is nothing less than the 
duty of administering Justice so that it 
may command the respect of the average 
citizen. The administration of Justice 
must be so pure and perfect that all 
right-minded citizens shaK yield assent to 
its righteousness.

•These endowments and more we have 
every reason to believe that you, lord 
chief justice, possess in ample measure."

Mr. Root discussed the league of na­
tions proposal, assuring the Ear! of Read­
ing that “it is the earnest hope of the 
American people that in due form and 
by wise and suitable provisions, the coun­
try which you represent and our own 
may unite for effectual and perpetual or­
ganization to preserve the peace of the 
world for all the centuries to come.’
