y ALARMIST REPORTS.

Bellef That Britain and Franee Will Not
Fight, Butthe Situation is Delicate.

New York, Nov. 27.—The London cor-
respondent of The Times, referring to
the reported conflict in Africa between
the British and the French, says:

“We have been passing through an-
other cycle of alarmist reports about

the Anglo-F'rench relations on the Niger.
With the forty officers who sailed to-
day the reinforcements of the British
strength in the West Coast of Africa
have come to am end, so far as existing
orders go. There must now be close
upon 4000 armed men there, a force
sufficient to sweep all the French into
the sea. It is surmised in Paris that
the meetings of the Anglo-French Com-
mdssion,, which stopped abruptly soon
after they were begun three weeks ago,
were interrupted because the British re-
fused to cancel the orders under which
to-day's forty officers sailed. 1 do not
know that this is anything but a sur-
mise, but certainly the commission is
not sitting, and certainly the 'I'rench
military expedition has occupied Nikki,
which iS not only in the Iingiish sphere
as recognized by the Krench in 1890,
but on Nov. 10, 1894, was specifically
made English by Major Lugard’s writ-
ten treaty with the king and published
at the time, It is not easy to see how
the English can submit now to such a
premeditated infraction of -their adver
\tised rights, and it is not clear what
Leir troops are concentrated in the dis-
trict for, save to protect those righta.
The people of both countries continue to
believe in the impossibility of an armed
collision of these remote forces, and the
idea that France and England may come
to blows as a consequence of such a
collision is not seriously considered any-
where, Yet, none the less, it is a deli-
cate situation.”

TUOE ENGINEERING CONFERENCE.

shop, without reference to the wishes of
the trades unlons. The employers bave m
mind the system of plecework, in which the
unions have no’voice, prevailing in gertain
workshops, and it is the right to substitute |
individual agrecments for collective bar |
gains which the masters are asking the |
unions to s#ign away. 1f this is accom
plished, it involves such vital changes in
the methods upon which industry has hith-
erto been conducted as to menace every
trades union in the country. Indeed, tne
sitvation is regarded as being so eritlea:
that there is talk of summoning a na'tlonae
convention of representatives of all organ-
ized labor to discuss the matter.

Masters Have the Best o: 0t,

New York, Nov. 28 —The London corres-
pcendent of The Tribune says @ “The con-
ference of the engineering trade has settled
the most difficult question under discussion.
This relates to the management of shops,
piecework and machines. The masters
have carried their main point, and can welt
afford to be generous in dealing with the
question of hours.

London, Nov. 28.—A jury at Dijon on
Thursday found a verdict of murder in a
case which was equivalent to the Seotch
verdict of “Not guilty, but don't do it
again.’”” It was the caseof a farmer ac-
cused of havin murdered his son. 'T"he son
insulted his mother, who is a cripple, spit-
ting in her face. In the course of the quar-
rel the father, in his rage, took a fowling
picce and shot his son dead. "The case was
rather difficult, as the father bore an ex-
cellent character. The jury hardly: knew
whether to convict. To the question, “Is
he guilty?”’ they replied *‘No.”’” .'T'hen,- to
the amazement of the judge, they brought
in as a verdict the extenuating circum-
starces. The jury was sent back to recon-
gider. In a brief space of time they re-
turned with a verdict of not guilty. The
priconer was discharged.

AnnualSermon Preached by Rey W.6G. Wale
1ace In Bloor-st Presbyteriaw Church.

Rev. W. G. Willace preached the annual
sermon to St. Andrew’s Boclety in Bloor-
street Presbyterian Church last night, The
text was, ‘“I'he Lord Reigneth.” There was
ro land, he said, wherein the truth of (hose
words was more true than Scotland. it
had been the chief factor in Iits national
development, 1t had been clearly }l)rosem.
guiding, controlling and over-ruling all
things, When BScotland gained her .nde-
pendence under Wallace and  Bruce, and
when John Knox gave her religious’ liberty,
the two great nat.onal cvents, the truth of
the text was especially visible. The two
events were very closely connected: The
first was useless without the second, and
the second was a success only through the
first. Had it not been for Bannockburn,the
Reformation would have been identical witn
that of Kugland. But with Scotland ipde-
pendent there was a soll In which the Re-
tormers could sow seed that In time would
bring forth a unique national character.

In those struggles there were, no doubt,
many mistakes made, but God moulded the
work of the rough and uncouth hands into
models of symmetry and beauty. In time
when a strong national life had been built
up, there was no need for a second king-
dom and Ingland and Scotland joined to
make the Dritish nation.

The truth of the Divine Sovereignty had
taken firm hold of Scottish minds and dom-
inated his life either in the homéland or
the land of adoption. He Is resolute, inde-
pendént and wil not be dictated to, no
matter what the cost. He is earnest and
cautious. He will stop to think, but when
ouce his mind is made up there is no turn-
ing back. He is reticent of sacred things,
loves truth and his fellow-men. Whence
came these characteristics? The peculiar
climatic nature of Scotland had something
to do with them, but the chief factor was
religion. ‘Sowetimes it appeared stern and
arbitrary, but through ail there shone a
splendld desire to honor God.

No one could sink lower than a Scotch-
man who had forsaken God and truth and
honor. But such were not true Scotchmen,
They 11:3(] sold their birthright., The true
son of Seotia had in his veins a noble heri-
tage, and those In this western land should
bLe careful how they used it. They sbould
use it to bulld up a government and laws
that would be worthy of Canada's future.
There were difficulties to overcome, but
we should take no account of difficultles in

No
special efforts had been made to drum
up a big attendange. The immense
gathering was the outcome of a spon-
taneous outburst of enthusiasm among
the Conservatives of this city, and it
augurs badly for the chances of Mr.
Bertram to-morrow. The Grit phalanx,
strong as it is supposed to be, will be
'quite unable to resist such enthusiasm
if the wave is only kept rolling on for
two days longer. If the great meeting
of Snt?:rday night meant anything it
meant -that Mr. O. A. Howland will
| head the polls to-morrrow..

Hon. George E. Foster’s arraignment
of the Government was most convine-
ing. Bveryone who followed the charges
and, weighed the evidence that was
cited to support them was Jeft in mno
doubt as to the verdict that will finally
be returned’ against the Liberal party.
The Laurier Government stands con-
vieted in the eyes of the people of
Toronto of corruption, extravzigance,
duplicity, incompetence. Hon. Mr. Fos-
ter's dramatic cross-examination of Sir
Wilfrid Laurier would ‘have made a
very unpleaant half hour for that gen-
/ti;'mtm if he had beéu present. One of
the planks of the Liberal platform pre-
vious to the- recent general election was
that of economy  in, the administration
of the _country's affairs.  Sir Wiltrid
and Sir Ridhand™ Cartwright gave the
people to understand that the Consér-
vativé Government was spending at
least $3,000,000 too much every year,
and that a reduction of that amount
would be made if the Liberals were
returned to power.

And so
the Drummond Railway deal .went
through, as far, at least, as thé Gov-
ernment could sanction it, and Tarte is
safe as far as the support of President
Jaffray’s paper is concerned.

The proposition of the Conservative
Government in regard to the Crow’s
Nest Railway was this: The Govern-
ment was to give a bonus of $5000 a
mile and grant the C. P. R. a loan of
$20,000 a mile at three and a half per
cent, As security for this loan the
Government would have the entire as-
tets of the C. P. R., and as it could
borrow the capital required at three
jer cent. the Government would have
made $500,000 on the deal. Deduct this
sum from the bonus of $1,500,000 and
we have $1,000,000 as the sum the
Crow’s Nest would have cost the coun-
try under the Conservative Government.
As it is, the country is paying over
three million dollars and parting with
the most valuable coal fields on the
continent.

Electors of Centre Toronto: the elce-
tion of Mr. Howland will be a matter
of great significance to the Taurier
Government. It will be a peremptory
notice to them to rid the party of the
boodlers and corruptionists that now
have the upper hand.

A Stampede Started,

‘“When ‘the people realized that the boats
would be unmble to get up the river, they
knew that starvation threatened them, and

‘The first to leave went to Fort Yukon. I
guéss there were about 10 in the party that
left the first day. One boat that came up
from Fort Yukon had several newspaper
wen  aboard, them  Corres-
pondent Sam and a Mr.
MeGildvray. They brought the news that
the Hamilton had unloaded all of her cargo
and’ tried to get over the bar light, and
falled in her efforts, thoygh she drew only
two feet of water. This news increased the
excitement and made the rush toward food
centres all the greater.

Polling Up the River,

“On Sept. 14 Bert Nelson of Seattle and
myself left Circle City and started to pole
up the river to Dawson City, a distance of
300 miles. At the same tfme we started
from Circle City the mivers had about
taken their departuré. It took us 11 days
and 3 hours to make the journey, arriving
at Dawson Sept. 26. Capt. Hanson, with
wo Indians, who had left for the Yukon

at us Into Dawson by about one hour an

half. Hanson gathered the Dawson City
miners together and made a short speech,
In which he advised all who did not haye
provisions to last the winter to go to civi-
lization or try and reach ints in the
Yukon River country where Pto was known
food could be secured. That night was the
greatest one In the history of Dawson City.
The miners, #s soon as they heard the
news, made hasty preparations to get out,
and nightfall saw the go'dseekers and men
who can to-day sell out for many thousands
of dollars leaving by thousunds for down
the river or up the river points. The lit-
tle steamer Kiukuk, which was to make
the trips from Dawson to Pelly, where the
Jdack Dalton trall starts, was brought into
pliy. She was besieged by would-be pas-
sengers, who offered as bigh as $250 that
they might be aboard while she made her
journey of 175 miles to Pelly. The Kiu-
kuk left Dawson oun the afternoon of Sept.
27. with 12 or 15 passengers.

Ne Flour or Baren.

4‘The next day we made up a party, in-
cluding Herbert Raymond of Neattle, Bert
Nelson of Seattle, Ha obertson of Nan
Francisco and myself. We-started up the
river in a smal| river boat, the same one
we had used in going from Cirele City to
Dawson. We left Dawson about 2 and
were on our way up the river.

“While Jack Dailton ieft Dawson a couple
of days later, the situation there then was
the same as it was when we left and’1 can
tell you in a few words. The only thing
you could ssibly buy was sugar, baking
pewder, spices and some dried fruit. No
ficur, bacon or anything of that kind could
be purchased from any of the stores, simply
because they did not have them. Bo long
as the stores had any provisions prices re-
mained the same. he stores treated the
men all right under all cireumstances, never
advancing the price, knowing a shortage
was coming, and that they had but to ask
for high prices and receive them. 1 can
relate, however, an instance where a pri
vate party sold to a miner a sack of qpm}
for §75 and bacon at §1 a pound.” :

Ferguson is Net %o Blae.

H. A. Ferguson sald: ‘'The situation at
Dawson was. relieved by the exodus to Fort
Yukon. I doubt if there will be any actual
starvation there, but there will be a short-
age. The old-timers have provisions enough
to carry them through. I'he stores are
practically cleaned out. All they would
sell was five pounds of sugar to one man.
Flour could not be bought at all. One or
two sacks were quickly plcked up at $200°

sack.

**Wages are still $15 a day, but they are
sure to go down to $8 by next summer,
and $8 a day there is no more than $1.00 a
day outside.”

Thomas Magee, sr.,, wellknown in San
Francisco, in an interview with the corres-
pendent of the Associated Press, said: "“I'ne
excitement over the failure of the steamers
to bring food up to Dawson continued when
the Dalton party left. The police took
ckarge for two days of the stores and ware-
houses of the Northwestern and Alaska
Commercial Company as a precaution. Only
flour was selling at $2 a und, and uo
sales of less than 50 pounds were made.
No plans have yet been formulated to pre-
vent the starvation of those who are short
in provigions. Those wel] supplied have
not m sympathy with those who are
short, because of the fact that the major-
ity of these latter went in with little food,
although abundantly warned at Lake Ben-
nett in advance,”

Experience and example seem both alike
Jost on these gentlemen. They would stil
attempt the impossible and tax wealtn
wherever found. After the repeated fail-
ureg of hundreds of years, why are they
now found advocating the measure? Surely
self-interest - has nothing to do with the
matter, The .above-mentloned gentlemen,
whose aggregate wealth is estimated at
over $1,500,000, are clamoring for a tax on
their wealth, and yet all who have studicd
taxation know that taxés on business, on
goods and on momey are shifted from those
who nomdnally pay them to the last pur
chaser or user of the taxed article. 1t 1s
not the rich man, as such, but tae con-
sumer that pays the tax, except, and there
is an exception, when the tax falls on oniy
a portiopn of the class attempted to be tax
ed; for then those that escape the tax can
efther undersell their rivals. or: pocket the
amount of the tax, thus making a profit out
of the tax itself. .

In the case of a tax on personal property
or on business, the less personal xr.pefty
a man has, or the smaller the business, tne
nearer does the assessment come to the
true value of his possessiony, thus discrim
inating against the poor iw favor of the
rich ; at the same time it deludes the mnt-
tér into thinking it is a tax paid principar
1y by the wealthy.

The only right system of taxation 1s one
which, while discriminating against neither
rich nor poor, is equitably levied on both
alike, in exact proportion, not to thelr
wealth, but to the benefits which are (e-

taxes are levied, and thé only just measure
of this bemefit is the value of the land
which each owns, for good government,
pubiic conveniences and all those things
which go to make life and property safe
increase the value of all land under their
influence, while the same things, by max-
ing the produetion and exchange ot wealth
easler, reduce the cost, and consequentiy

The problem then stands thus: Land
‘Yalues are created by the presence of peo
ple, not by labor, the presence of peopre
make government. and, therefore, taxes,
necessary. Good government increases the
value of land and decreases the selling price
of ‘all labor products, therefore land values
should bear the whole cost of govern.uent
and labor products should not be taxed.

AUSTRIAN CABINET RESIGNED.

Count Baden! Mas at Last Thrown Up the
Sponge and the Disorders Mave
Come to an End.

Vienna, Nov. 28.—The members of the
Austrian Ministry -to-day tendered thelr
resignations to Emperor Francis Joseph,
who accepted them and entrusted Baron
Gautsch, who holds the portfolio of Public

Instruction in the retiring Ministry, with
the task of forming a new Cabinet. This'
morning Emperor Francis Jogeph addressed
an autograph letter to Count Badeni, de-
creeing the adjourning of the Relchsrath
uifill further orders.

Before the assembling dense masses of
peopnle, for the most part workmen, throng-
ed the Ring-strasse, from the University to
the outer gate of the Hofburg. A charge
by the mounted police with drawn swords
failing to disperse them, a body of Hussars
cleared the streets at sabre point, many
persons being wounded. The ambulance
society immediately sent two vans to at
tend the injured.

At least 10,000 people gathered about the
same time in front of the town haill and
the Provincial Criminal Court, to demon-
strate in favor of Herr Wolff, who was to
be arraigned there on a charge of public
violence. committed yesterday when being
removed from the  Unterhaus by the
police, acting under the orders of President
Von Abrahamovics. The police with drawn
swords dispersed them, one man’s skull be-
ing fractured and two others being severely
fnjured. A third ambulance was sent 10
that point.

Simultaneously meetings of workmen
were held in .various quarters of the city,
but the police dissolved these, making 12
arrests.

The streets becaime more quiet during the
afternoon; but at sunset thousands re-as-
gembled in the Frangen Ring and the
Rathhaus Park, where they indulged in
stormy protests against the Government,
the passengers in the street cars and omni-
busses who went by joining in cries of
“Down with Badenl.”

Suddenly a change came over the scene.
The report spread \ike wildfire that Count
Badeni had resigned. The demonstration
censed almost. instantly when the news wa
confirmed by the police authorities and
their subordinates, who announced to the
people at various voints that they were in-
structed to fuform them of the Cabinet’s
resignation. :

Dr. Lueger, the burgomaster of Vienna,
driving through ‘the crowds, announced the
resignation from \his carriage, repeating 10
a little later from the windows of the town
hall. with the addition that Herr Gautsch
had been appointed to form a Cabinet. He
appealed to the people to return quietly .to
their homes. His ulmd\mcement was greet-
ed with thunders of applausee, and an ex-
tra edition of The Wiénex Zeltung, with an
official statement of the resignation, still
further reassured the populace.

Says She Murdered Guldensuppe and

He Was the Helper.

A Statement by the Barber in Which I

Says the Woman Did the Shooting and
Carving at the Woodside Csitage--Hler

Story Was Correct, @nly That She Sub

stituted His Name for Her Owa in Her

Recital.

New York, Nov. 27.—A sighed state-
ment by Martin 'Phorn, of his share in
the crime by which Guldensuppe lost
his life, is published here to-day. It
reads, in part, as follows: : /

“Augusta Nack planned and accom-
plished the murder of William Gulden-
suppe. When I got $o the ‘Woodside
Cottage that Saturday morning she met
me at the door and said: ‘I have got
Guldensuppe upstairs. He is dead.’ She
had shot him in the face and stabbed
him in the breast; she said I was not
even in the house at the time, but in the
doorway, and shé was out of sight of
the people on the street at the time half-
way up the stairway. I knew nothing of
her purpose that day. She had asked
me to come to Woodside. ‘You have got
to help me get rid of it,” she said,\‘or
both of us will get into trouble.) At
last I helped her to carry the body to
the bath tub. It was very heavy. Gul-
densuppe was dead. He was not breath-
ing when we put him in the bath tub.
Mrs. Nack did the cutting while 1 held
the body. First she cut the head off.

Four Hundred Eurepeans and Six Thou-
sand Notives of the South Sea Islands
Dead From a Typhoon.

San Francisco, Nov. 28.—The typhoon
which swept over the Philippine Islands on
Oct. '6, was the cause of one of the worst
disasters that have been reported from the
Southern Ocean in many f’m\rs. Thousands
of lives were lost, including those of many
Europeans, and the damuage to property was
something :nmallm{.:. Telegraphic advices
conceining the calamity bave been very
meagre. ;

The natives were panic-stricken and tried
to make their way to clear ground. Four
hundred of them were burl beneath the
debris of wrecked buildings and 126 corpses

of Europeans were recovered from the ruins
when the native authorities insttuted a
search for the dead. Reports from the
southern coast were received, which claim- |
ed that a score of sma]l trading vessels |
and two Sydney traders were blown ashore !
and the crews drowned. The sea at Samoa
swept inland nearly a mile, destroying pro-
perty valued at several million dollars and
causing a great number of deaths amoig
the natives. :

He was to-day In favor ot
unrestricted reciprocity ns he had been
five years ago and as the party leaders
still were.

Why had Mr. Bertram changed his policy
now? HBecause he thought it was the right
card to play. Such opportunism, if encour-
aged, would be the curse of the country.

hat had the Liberals done with the
tarif anyway? Under the old tariff, in the
three months ending September, 1806, the
imports had totalled $1,600,000, and the
duty 85,510,000, or 20.50 per cent. The “‘free
traders”’ came in and made their new tar-
iff, and for the three months ending Nep-
tember, 1897, the imports totalled $17,664,-
(00, and the duty $5,127,000, or 28.86 per
cent.

More Changes Must Come.

And, by the way, Mr. Bertram could not
keep his promises that the tariff should
not be changed for 10 years, for the reason
that the Government had promised the peo
ple of the Northwest that the recent re-
vigion was only a small instalment of what
was to be done.

The Crow’s Nest Deal.

As regards the Crow’s Nest Pass Rall-
way, Mr. Foster observed, that the iate
Government had intended to bonus the road
to the extent of $5000 per mile, $1,650,000
in all, and to lend the hne $20,000 per mile
at the rate of 3% per eent., to he securea
whole C.P.R. system. The Goverament
could have borrowed the money at 3 per
cent., and thus, by making 14, per cent. on
the loan, elared $§500,000 in the way of in-
tercst, - Thus would the entire road mnave
been built at a cost to the country of $1,-
000,000,

The new ‘“economical” Government, how-
ever, had come out, and, under the infiu-
ence of middlewen, given a bonus of $11,-
000 per mile, and great tracts of coal lanas,
to the road. He was not pitehing into tne
C.P.R., but into the “wedge,” which wouid
get so much out of the deal. Minlster
Biair pretended that he had so bound tue
C.P.R. that it would have to hand 50,000
acres of coal lands over to the Government
it the holders of the other coal lands put
up the price on the people; but he ha% only
pretended The middlemen, and not the
(.P.R., controlled the lands in question,
and the Government had retained no pow-
er over them.

The Branmmend County Deal.

But the Crow’'s Nest bargain was not In
#t with the Drummond County Railway
deal, wiich was not equalled in the n’s-
tory of Parllament. Sir Louls Davies, by
the way, had, the night before, dared him
to deny that the Conservative Government
before it fell had a plan to help the very
same scheme through. Mr. Foster gave
the allegation a straight and unequlvocal
denial. The Government had never con-
sidered any proposition as regards the rall-
way, No proposition regarding it bad ever
been discussed in the late Government’s
councils. G

ized expenditure of $7,000,000, for that was
what a bonus of $210.000 per year for 09
years meant at the ordinfiry rate of 3 per
cent.

fhe Postmaster-General.

Hon. William Mulock said the party had
a good leader, a good cause and a good
condidate. He had heard much of the is-
sues before the election, but he had failed
to discover-them because the Tories had
no policy. He Jjustified the Crow’'s Nest
Pass deal by saying that both Hon. G. K.
Foster and Sir Mackenzie Bowell had
sgok(-n in favor of It. He refuted the
charge that the Liberal Government had
refused preferential trade with Great Brit-
ain by quoting the argumnents used by SIr
Louis Davies at Massey Hall. Giving pref-
crential treatment to Great Britain bad
given Canada preferential treatment in
British hearts and drawn the. two coun-
tries much nearer together.

Mr. Mulock then took up postal matters.
By. his economi¢s and reforms he had saved
thie country more than $300,000 a year, &
sum ter than the interest of the cap-
italized subsidy granted to the Crow’s Nest
Pass Raliway. In addition to this, the
Government had, by abolishing the sweat-
ing system in the postal. and military de-
{mrtments. set an example to employers of
abor the world over.

Coming to the trade question, Mr. Mu-
lock declared that the erd tariff had bloclk-
ed the country’s progress; the new one had
already encouraged and extended trade.
And yet the Conservatives were seeking
to upset tho bright prospects of the coun-
try by trying to return - a ¢onservative
frem Centre Toronto, 1f the city did so,
it would lead people in Great Dritain to
think that the country was not one with
the Government, and this would' check the
flow of capital and disturb the trade rela-
tions already existing.

After Mr. Harvey had sung sThere’li Be
a Hot Time in the Centre that Night,”" Ar-
chibald Campbell, M. for West Kent, took
the platform. He Aivelt upon the import-
ance of the election, culogized Mr. Bert-
ram, said the country had too many law-
yers in Parliament, and that it would be
an advantage to send a Liberal to P'arlia-
ment.

The Solicitor-General.

“Rterna] vigilance  is the price ‘which
must be paid for cleanm polities,’* was Hou.

Mr. Fitzpatrick took up the tariff, of
which he praised the pro-British features.

The Interceionial Extension.

Then the Solicitor-General turned his at-
tention to the Drummond Counties Railway
deal, It was decided to bring the Inter-
colonial Railway to Montreal and wipe out
the deficits which ran from $50,000 to $700,-
(00 per annuni. Collingwood Schreiber and
Mr. Pottinger, both Tory appointees, de-
clared that if this were done the road
would give a surplus of $500,000 per an-
num. They were getting the road for $210,-
000 per annum, Which deducted from the
surplug left them $200,000, . Instead of buy-
ing this road for $15,000 per mile the Gov-
ernment coultl have built a road, or bought
the Grand-Trunk. What had it cost lne
Tory Government to build and buy Tthe
various parts of the Intercolonial Railway?
Trey bought the piece from Riviere du
Loup to St. Charles—122 miles—for $22,000
a mile. They had bui.. the spur from St.
Charles to Point Levis, a distance of 14
miles, and it cost them £100,000 a mile.
The C.P.R. from Quebec to Montreal cost
$40,000 a mile. Instead of any such fig-
ures, the Government had bought the Drum-
n cnd Counties Railway from Levis to Mont-
real for $15,000 per mile.

As to the eharges of corruption, the in-
vestigation will show what became of the
public moneys put Into the St. Charies
branch and also into the Temiscouata Rail-
way.

V111 Not Accept the Proposal to :

Bulk All Differences.

Washington, Nov. 27.—The State De-
partment declined to say anything re-
specting the answer of the Canadian
Government on the seal question, fur-
ther than to state that no communica-
tion on the subject had been received
from either the British Xmbassy or from
Ottawa. The published report of the
conference which took place between
Mr. Foster and the British and Cani-
dian representatives on the 16th instant
shows that the proposition now reported
from Ottawa as having been formulated
by the Canadiah Government was pio-
posed at that time and definitely de-
clined by Mr. Foster. It was then dis-
tinetly stated that the Government of
the United States eould not consent to
make the seal question dependent upon
the complex question of reciprocity, re-
vision of tariff or other matters, unless
there should be a suspension of the
slaughter of the seals while the nego-
tintions and resulting legislation were
pending. It is not likely that the Pre-
sident will reverse the decision of the
(}ow;mmcnt upon a renewal of the pro-
posal.

Bradstreet's Summary.

British Columbia.—The trade situation is
much the same as previous week. Ship-
ments of lumber have been light, but vol-
ume of business in general merchandise re-
ported up to the usual standard. Some
cemplaints are heard regarding  country
collections, but general state of affairs
viewed as more satisfactory.

. Manitoba.—The only new feature in the
condition of trade this week is the large
importation of general goods, wholesale or-
ders heing heavier this season than for
some -time previous.

In other lines there
s not so much activity, the fish market be-
fng particularly dull. The Cape Breton
fisheries have been a failure this year, and
it is feared that there will be much distress
amongst the fishermen.
hardly up to expectations..In Prince Ed-
ward Island, as a result of Government as-
sistance, the cheese industry has been quite
successful, and the output during the year
more than was anticipated. St. John, N.B.,
reports general trade about up to the
average. There is no improvement in the
lumber market, %and, whilst coastwise
freights are firm, there is no activity. The
market for fish is somewhat firmer all
round.

Ontario.—~The wet weather of the past
few days has been unfavorable to the sale
»f goods usually in demand at this season.
The fur trade is especially injured by the
open fall. Country roads are broken up,
and., despite the high prices for grain,
which is a strong incentive to farmers to
sell, deliveries are but limited. Export de-
mand keeps up and warehouses outside are
being vmp_tim]. The provision trade is quiet
owing to low prices abroad. Wool is quiet,
stocks being unusually light, owing to the
heavy demand for the United States during
the early summer months. A “good many
enquiries for dressed poultry are being re-
ceived from England. Prospects point to
an enlarged trade in that line. Money rates
continue steady at 4 per cent. for call
loans and at 5 to 7 per cent. for discounts.

Quebec.—The trade sitnation  has not
been altered much from that of the pre-
ceding week.
