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THE WASHINGTON FIASCO.
According to despatches from Wash-
ington the United States commissioners
refuse to submit the Alaskan boundary
dispute to arbitration except oh terms
which cannot for a moment be enter
tained by this country. In the first place
the right of the Americans to all terri-
tory which they now occupy must be
conceded by Canada, and in the second
place the arbitration must be fleft to
three arbitrators from each side, with no
independent umpire to decide in ithe
event of a deadlock arising batween the
six arbitrators. It is almost impossible
to believe that such conditions are to
be imposed by the country which de-
manded that, in the boundary dispute be-
tween Great Biftain and Venezuela, the
arbitration should include the whole case
at issue between the parties. Great
Britain set up the claim that the terri-
tory which had been occupied for years
by # should not be made the subject of
arbitration, but the United States in-
sisted that the court should determine
the whole issue, including pretemsions of
avhatever kind that the Venezuelans
might set up. The-arbitration was under-
taken on that basis.  But when the
Americans themselves are concerned in
o boundary dispute ithey refuse to be
guided by the rules which they demand
other nations shall observe, It is diffi-
cult for Englishmen to restrain them-
telves when such insolent conditions are
submitted to them. We are not surpris-
ed that the Canadian commissioners have

THE HORSELESS CARRIAGE.
The automobile has already reached
as high a-degree of perfection as the
bicycle had ten years ago, when the
pneumatic tire was still unknownm. It
can safely be predicted that the mext|
decade will do as much ,for the' self-
propelled vehicle as the past decade has
done for the wheel,. As far as general
utility goes, we believe the automobile
will far surpass the bicycle, revolutionary
as the Ilatter been. Wihen the
horseless carriageé has been in use a few
years, the construction of our pavements
will assume a new aspect. It will then
become evident that the universal adop-
tion of the new miotor im cities will,
mean cleaner, healthier gtreets, *and -a
big diminution in the appropriation for
the street cleaning department. The
elimination of horses from the public
thoroughfares will greatly reduce the
cost of maintaining them, for it must be
remembered that it #s the horse more
than the vehicle that ruims the pave-
ment. Improvement in the automobile
Lllv:l improvement in our pavements will
progress hand in hand. The one is com-
Ilementary of the other. Good pave-
ments will permit of lighter, cheaper and
more useful vehicles, while improve-
ment in the latter will increase” the de-
mend for better roads. When the new
motor has made sufficient theadway to
convince the public that it is to be a
permanent fixture, a new pavement
policy will come to. the front with g
rapidity and force that will astonish
people.

With the elimination of the horse, the
smoke-emitting chimney and a few other
controllable nuisances, the city will- be-
come as thealthy as the country. As a
matter of fact the city will ere long
become preferable to the country from
a sanitary point of view, and nothing
will tend more to effect this change than
the elimination of the horse ‘and the
contequent cleanliness of the streets, The
day when the new order of things will
be in full swing cannot arrive too soon.

It is eatisfactory to ngtice that the
new vehicles have made their debut in
this city. A strong company has been
formed to manufacture them, and within
a few months the automobile will be
put to a practical commercial test, We
understand that a number of self-pro-
pelled cabs will be put in commission
in Torgpto on May 1, all of them be-
ing manufactured in this: provinee.

SOLD HER JEWELS TO FEED THEM.

Countess Schimmelmann Has Pro-
vided for 30,000 Poor People
on dl’r Yacht,

f Chicago, Feb. 20.—The hungry of Chicago
have eaten up the jewels of a noble Danish
family. The Countess Schimmelmann, ix
her efforts o feed the thousands who have
gone to her yacht, tled up in the river, has
disposed of her jewels, and the proeeeds
from the last ornament, a pearl necklace
(‘)‘t great value, are just disappearing in
u.h'o shape of soup and bread.

The Countess told the West End club
women that she has provided for 30,000
of the unfed and unsheltered men of Chi-
cago since the Duén was equipped as a
kitchen for the poor. The fortune which
she inherited has been spent in the work,
largely in other cities, and to maintain her
charities ‘here she was obliged to couvert
her jewels into cash,

*“The Inst,” she said, “was a pearl neck-
lace valned at many thousand marks, It
had to go -that the poor might be fed. It
was valuable,” she sald, with a little
laugh, “but mob so dear.as the thought of
caring for the unfortunate,

‘“Next winter when I have gone I hope
that the citizens of Chicago will continue
the work, Those unemployed men should
have shelter and food while they are In
search of work.”

The Countess Schimmelmann, it will be
remembered, spent a_ pleasant week in To-
rénto last summer. She is a very beautiful
