There was a 
time when It more closely fulfilled the functions and purpose of a Sec­
ond Chamber, and even yet tt holds peers who by reason of their ability, 
knowledge and ‘experience are admirably fitted to perform Its proper 
duties. Their - interposition gives to important House of Lords debates 
the quality and temper that makes them unexcelled ln any other delib­
erative body the civilized world. . s7_

* « BàrunfûrtunAtely tRe House, of Lords Is not composed mainly or 
even largely of men of their stamp. Ai now» constituted It is simply, to nU thi apt phrase of thi late Lord Coschefai "a committee of the Carl­
ton Cm? the headquarters of the British Tory party. Year by year 
the number hf Liberal peers has dlminlahed, until to-day they are but a 
handful of the 616 active members of the hereditary bouse.

Even at that, had the House of Lords maintained, even to a limited 
extent, tne principle that should guide a revising Chamber, the question 
of its reform would not Have become the live Issue It Is now. Ever 
since the. general election, of. .1868, when the disestablishment of the 
Church of England ln Ireland was the critical issue, the peers have set 
themselves to destroy and mutilate Liberal measures. Not one of the 
numerous reform proposals associated with Mr. Gladstone s various 
governments escaped drastic amendment all but invariably in the In­
terests of the landed and privileged classes.

is now 'being floated In Toronto, I wish 
to give the facts.

It is evident that the interest on the 
, capital Invested and the- depreciation 
of the plant ‘have not beeh included in 
the Washington estimate.

The July number of “loe and Re­
frigeration” gives a report of the chief 
engineer of the water department of 
the City of Camden, N.J., who, in 
making 'his official report to the city 
council on the cost of a fifty ton Ice 
Plant to ibe built and operated by the 
iMunidpailty, gave am itemized- state­
ment exclusive of site, -which amounted 
to $73.15 per day; on the beat» of pro­
ducing 60 tons of Ice per day this 
would mean am actual cost of $1.46 per 
ton of ice produced while running at 
full capacity.

The above flguree are authoritative 
and cost of production In a city say like 
Toronto, as contrasted with the cost of 
production In ' large centres to the 
United States, where the plant is used 
the year round, would be at a great 
disadvantage.

We atlll have to consider the cost 
of a site for the plant, which, in To­
ronto would ibe a very large sum, and 
to all the eibove we must add the 
charges resulting from a 35 per cent, 
duty, which has to be paid on all ice 
machinery entering Canada from the 
United States. The site would coat, 
say $30,000, and the duty on machinery 
would toe approximately $10,000, making 
a further expenditure of $40,000. which 
would have to toe allowed for and added 
to the former figures before the cost of 
one ton of ice on the teem platform 
"could toe fairly shown.

After the Ice Is on- the team platform 
ready for the wagons the wattage and 
cost of delivery must be added and 
would range from $1.00 to $2.00 per ton 
and the wastage from 10 per cent, to 
40 per cent.

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THE NEW RELIEF FOR CITIES.

For years London put up with 
underground rail way k that were run 
by steam, badly ventilated and other­
wise Inconvenient; but with electricity 
for motive power, and with the Im­
proved system of construction that 
has been followed In the new tubes in 
London and New York, great Improve­
ments have been effected, and the con­
sequence is that million* of people are 
now moved daily In these tubes ut 
double the speed of either the elevated 
or surface lines, without any inconve­
nience, in a clean, clear atmosphere, 
without any weather exposure, and to 
the great relief of an already congest­
ed street traffic. The tubes as planned ! 
fur Paris, now under construction, and 
soon to be completed, are ahead o' 
anything In the other cities. They are 
all, under one management; are owned 
by the municipality, and are so ax- 
tensive and expansive that the streets 
of Paris wM be comparatively unen­
cumbered by street cars or other ve­
hicles for passengers. The tubes pay 
well—except In New York, where hun­
dreds of millions of watered stock was 
•old to the public.

3o pronounced a success have these 
properties .been that the eecond-cleuss 
c ties, say cities In the neighborhood 
of half a million, are beginning to look 
to tubes. First of ail, because It has 
berin found out that they can be cheap­
ly enough built to make them a suc­
cess in cities of second-class size; next, 
because they give wonderfully Improv­
ed serrloe; lastly, and paramountly, for 
the reason that they promise to re­
lieve the cities of the United States 
and Canada from the horrible Inflic­
tion they have all brought upon thein- 

' selves In the way of surface car franj 
oh lee*. Many of these franchises lie 
the United States are perpétuai; other* 
are for fifty years, and as a conse­
quence companies that control those 
franchises lord It over the cities, in­
terfere with municipal politics and do 
as they please in regard to the public, 
giving what eervice they like, and, as 
a rule, ride rough-shod over the peo­
ple. Civic reformers how ‘see that >f 
the tube franchisee can be held by the 
cities themselves, and the tubes con­
strue: ed by the cities, all this ar­
rogant conduct cf the surface line 
companies may be put an end to.

This Is why the cities of Cleveland, 
Toronto and others are now 1 
tubes, and The World predicts that 
within the next six months every city 
of the half million close, or neighbor­
hood, will be tooting lato the tube 
question as a source of relief, .and as 
a source of much Improved local tran­

In the same way a yellow 
Jflurn&l, by an advertisement of'crime, 
vice and vulgarity, in a way that 
amounts to approval and even applauw, 
becomes one of the forces making for 
Immorality. It Is not possible to fix 
responsibility here any more than It is 
possible to trace definitely the increas­
ed sale of a cigar to the bill-boards 
advertising it. • - r.T.

that country. It must be admitted that 
in many Instances the press stirred up 
this sentiment and flattered the maasts 
for private g- in. Sometimes where tho 
press Apparently fanned these flames, 
out of purely patriotic motives it was 
in reality the tool of a certain group or . 
party which sought war.

Many a government, too, sought td 
influence the press, and where it want- . 
ed just such a sentiment aroused iJt 
supported the press in word and. deed.
The press has frequently been used by 
certain governments to turn the atten-y 
lion" of the people to foreign matters 
and distract their interest from mat­
ters at home. Russia serves as an ex­
cellent example in this use or abuse of 
the press. For generation after gener­
ation the various governments of that 
country have used the press, to create 
certain hostile sentiments against one 
country, or another, Just -as the situa­
tion seamed to require. In a slightly 
weaker form we still And the practice' 
in various other counties where des­
potism still is prevailing. ,

In recent years, however, in the more . 
enlightened countries the press has fre­
quently and gloriously championed tho 
cause of peace. The press of to-day In 
these countries Is more than, ever con- 

! ,-cious of its great" influence and of tho 
enormous responsibilities which rest up­
on it and uses this Influence in the in­
terest of universal peace.*

Effecting a Saving of Time.

But when all this is attained you 
have done only v* Part for newspaper 
efflclenoy; It is in the laying out of the 
building and in the machinery and 
appointments where the greatest news­
paper efficiency can be attained ; and 
with this object in view the first thing 
to avoid was all unnecessary hoist­
ing of paper, of metal, of forms and 
of the persons who have to do with 
the various work in connection with 
the newspaper. To start right, then, 
one must have the'feress on the ground 
floor, which means that the papers, 
when printed, and the bags contain­
ing them when they are sent out, are 
on the street level without any lifting 
and' carrying and consequent loss of 
time. And it is also found that a lot 
of time Is wasted In newspaper offices 
where the type (orms have either to be 
elevated or lowered in order to make 
the stereotype plates. The World de­
cided to do 
which go on the press (and it takes 
72 of these plates, each weighing 

*60 pounds, to pla-te The World’s 
presses), on the same -floor as the 
press; but to do this*efficiently it was 
necessary to make the papier maohe 
moulds fro 
cast on
where the type forms are made up; 
SO that The World has its composing 
on the second flat above the ground 
floor, where ail the type is set and the 
forms are made up, and where the 
forms are beaten in order to get a 
mould from which to cast the stereo­
type plates. Each of these page moulds 

5 weighs only a few ounces, and la drop­
ped down thru a metal tube to the 
press-room flat, where the stereotyp­
ing plant is located, and where the 
stereotype plates are cast and finish­
ed.-

The 
report of a big fire or a sensational 
crime or accident coming In over one 
little telephone wire will clear the of­
fice and send the gleaners sou frying 
to the scene. It may drive them to 
the phones to wake up possible sources 
of information from their slumbers, 
and suave voices will be heard using 
up precious minuses in smoothing 
Out the ruffled tempers of the rudely 
awakened who cannot quickly rub the 
sleep from their eyes or the sense of 
personal injury from their minds 
when suddenly called from bed to an­
swer what may seem to them a trivial 
question. But if the report la not se­
cured, It will be missed from the story 
of the day by thousands of eager read­
ers, and the reporters must glean the 
facts from whatever source they may.

And this Is one of the great points 
in the game—time. The story which 
may be worth a column at 8 o’clock or 
even at midnight may have to be dis­
posed of with a bare ten lines at two 
in the morning.

Minutes, Minutes, Haunt You.
For this reason the reporter is the 

sieve of the clock. Ever and anon he 
casts his eyes at the ancient enemy 
that governs his labors and his des­
tiny, the clock that hangs aloft and 
impersonally ticks off the seconds and 
the minutes which are the life of the 
potential stories which may break out 
at.any moment, and will require time 
in the making. That clock will mark 
off those minutes just as relentlessly 
when the hastily gathered. facts of a 
murder are being rushed together, at 
the last moment, as when the gleaner 
of news sits lei sur Aÿ at the 'phone 
and hears of the exciting account of a 
Sunday school re-un-ion. It will tick 
with the same tides and the identical 
tocks when a man argues quietly and 
with apparent nonchalance, but with 
inward desperation, to draw a reluc­
tant statement from an evasive offi­
cial, as it does when he takes down tho 
willing statement of a limelight poli­
tician.

A l ways there is the timepiece and al- 
Thç.se are constant and ways the newspaper man is the slave 

form vvhnt rvhght be called the phonetic °' the clock. It governs his goings and
his comings, is his nemesis and goad. 
The clock has worn out the nerves of 
more newspapermen than ever have 
been broken by late hours, hard work, 
association with sorrow or any other 
sinister force by the side of which he 
is called upon to labor. It is freedom 
frdm this that he Is always craving, 
but which seems always the unattain­
able boon.

It is a curious crowd that daily and 
nightly drift into a newspaper of­
fice, and they .come upon curious er­
rands. The task of sorting the wheat 
from the chaff requires a deal of labor, 
a deal of Insight and an almost inex­
haustible fund of patience and good 
humor.

There will always be the clever indi­
vidual who is going to load up the 
newspaper man with a bit of special 
pleading more or less cleverly disguis­
ed as a "story” of actual new's value. 
Of this class the professional "press 
agent" is the most astute, tout it easily 
detected, as he must of necessity dis­
close his identity and the scribe is on

Looking Out for Big 'Uns.

Here Is a world In 
Itself and the reporter who has faith­
fully covered this assignment will be 
sure to have squeezed out something 
that the public want to know. When 
the session of the legislature Is on 
there la work for two men In the press 
gallery, but In the off-season one suf­
fices.

A live reporter will sometimes sit 
for hours in front of .the office of a 
minister waiting for such intelligence 
as the foregoing. However, the rou­
tine work of the legislative buildings 
has its compensation when the report­
ed pulls off an announcement that the 
whole province has been waiting for 
months to hear.

Lays His Lines With Purpose.
He knows its coming some time and 

he lays his pipe lines early. The pos­
sibility of Ms being one of the first 
to inform the people of the event will 
depend on the degree of familiarity 
that he hr-s cultivated with the of­
ficial or minister who Is going to pass 
on it. The minister may be friendly* 
In which case the young man is hot 
likely to be overlooked. If the report­
er Is persona non grata possibly there 
will be ndbod.y In the department to 

that he gets it. A newspaper man 
cart put himself on good terms with a 
minister by haunting the minister al­
most to death. He can overhaul him 
whenever ho sees Mm walking In the 
street; call him up when ho Is at his 
dinner and when he Is retiring; be at 
hts office with a note -book when .he 
goes in In the morning and when he 
emerges again at night; ask him a 
score of questions about matters that 
are generally known to be under con- 
eideratlon by the department; 
and do this for months before there 
can ipossïbly be -any vtnnouncenrent 

The minister may get tired of this 
sort of thing while admiring the per­
tinacity of the reporter. He'll get out 
of it In this way:

Grows Weary and Talks.
Instead of avoiding the reporter, the 

minister will make a rush for him —
If the scribe were attempting to 
cape. Before the reporter K 
time to open his mouth, he will reel off 
all the matters on the reporter's little 
pad, indicating the state of progress 
of eac-h thru the department and how 
long It will be till It will be ready for 
an announcement. “Anyway," he will 
whisper confidentially, "I will let yoe 
knbw the moment I am In a p—ltioe. 
You r.eedn't worry about that.”

Even the prime minister is got a 
sacred personage, immune from the 
attacks of newspaper men. He mak 
It a rule to see the reporters at noon 
and at 4 o'clock. On days when coun­
cil sits It may be six or after before

I That Is another question not so easy of 

reply. In a general way everything 
that happens Is news at the moment 
but then so much Is always happening 
that no newspaper, however large, 
could contain It all. Hence tile , func­
tion and duty of the city editor is to 
anticipate as far as possible, to weigh, 
to gauge, to select with discrimination, 
so that his paper may be, bright, attrac­
tive and interesting.

Of course, there are occasionally 
•vents of such outstanding importance" 
as to rivet the attention of a whole 
nation. If all were of this class, a city 
editor's responsibilities would be very 
consld-enably lightened. But the word 
"news" when applied to events of les» 
general appeal has different meanings 
for different classes of readers. What 
attracts one man, repels other», and a 
newspaper that is really alive and uip-

In hts own sphere the city editor hae 
to decide the question, remembering 
that what may please one man may

ought to know. The aim of a big news­
paper is to print something that will 
Interest everybody In .some way. The 
New York Times prints at the head of 
its editorial column this motto: "All 
the news that’s fit to print,” while the 
late Charles A. Dana of The New York 
Sun Is credited with having once said 
that he would print “anything that Go-1 
Almighty chooses to let happen.” But 
It had to happen for Dana to take 
bice of' It. consequently It was the 
beast of Dana and his Sun that ~^lf 
'you see It In The Sun it’s so.”

No One Section Supreme. ’
To ClflPh that one particular section 

of the * paper is the most wide­
ly read would be violently opposed by 
the men who have to do with the pre­
paration of other sections, 
talnly the financial page ts all-impor­
tant to the Man In the Street who must 
know everythyig about the fluctuations 
of the stock market. He has his own 
source of Information—the tape—yet he 
has.not the same facilities for assembl­
ing the Information It conveys as the 
newspapers have, and he wants his 
morning pa.per to elaborate the story 
that the tape hurriedly told on the 
previous day. Then, many will open 
the paper at the sporting page. The 
World, because of this demand, gives 
a great deni of space to this feature 
of the day’s news. Who does not 
glory In the achievements of the men 

• of brawn and muscle dn the field of 
sport? Wo are ail Interested first oi 
all In the home teams, but It would 
surprise you to knew what a lot of 
people are watching a far-away 
struggle. The sporting page tells 
also tiie doings of the giant pugs, and 
don’t forget that half the people of 
Toronto wqnt to know which of -the 
two aliens, Johnson or Jeffries, is the 
better man Not that they have- ever 
seen cither of them or care one iota 
■which proves his superiority in the 
squared circle, but the sporting page 
has been talking of these men, giving 
the opinions of the adherents of both 
drtrtps, a#d working up an Intelligent 
interest In what Is going on in the fistic 
wt-rld. This is/not altogether confined 
to the strata of society which follow 
ring combats for the purpose of lay­
ing wagers. Even preachers read 
the prize ring column. No? Well, 
take a night off when there Is a big 
fight on and the newspaper offices are 
being besieged with enquiries from the 
moment the men enter the ring till 
the last blow Is struck, and see If 
more than one good parson does not 
ask; "Who won the fight?” It is 
raturai; It Is human; consequently 
T-he World find* that It Is doing a 
service to the public by printing all 
the news front the ringside.

Endeavors to Satisfy All Tastes 
And.therefore In view of all this, it *s 

one of the functions of a newspaper 
to satisfy the -hunger of the sporting 
mam. the dabbler In stocks, the buyer 
and seller of Mve stock, the man in­
terested In sociological questions and 
the seeker after Information th it : ay 
follow the current of events In their 
particular sphere. But outside of these 
factors It surely cannot) be disputed 
thrtt every citizen of Toronto maintains 
constant Interest in the dally toil of 
strange occurrence», and ordinary hap­
penings that go to fill the local columns 
of the paper.

The first essential to a city editor, 
responsible for recording the little and 
big Items of Interest, Is a staff of alert 
news getters. Things are going on all 
around us that most of us know not 
of. The reporter was created to find 
these things out. He must have the 
faculty to -perceive what, In the 
grind of city H(e, is happening 
will Interest people generally.

Cover Whole of Clty’e Life.
The department o’ the city editor on 

a big dally covers practically the whole 
of the city’» life outside of the realm 
of nport, the cattle market and the 
stock market. These are departments 
in themselves and In charge of compe- 

• tent men who make news of that char­
acter a specialty. But the city editor’s 
staff t*. required to get everything that 
tails outside' of these divisions. For 
instance, a man is assigned to the po­
lice beat. He is a man who week by 
week and month by month must tramp 
the same old paths to keep In touch 
with what is going on in the under 
world. Another man covers the trans­
portation interests ; another the busi­
ness run, intiudlLg the Board of «rade, 
the Canadian Manufacturers’ Associa­
tion, the Retail Merchants’ AroocMlon 
end similar organizations.

On Lookout For Accidents.

Besides visiting the stations and not­
ing the occurrences on the blotter, the 
reporter Is expected to scour the busy 
streets for accidents. If the victim i* 
taken one of the hospitals it is easy 
enough ascertaining the particulars; 
but very often the accident will be * 
comparatively minor affair, yet on ac­
count of the prominence of the prio­
ri paie it will be of sufficient Interest 
to record; then baa the reporter 
get -busy with the wires to find out 
where they were taken and if possible 
to get an Interview with someone who 
was on the spot. Automobile acci­
dents are sometimes hard to run down, 
since invariably the joy riders, or 
whoever they may be, conspire to keep 
the affair out of the papers.

On a morning paper the police re­
porter, ie the last man on the Job. 
While his colleagues are sleeping the 
sleep of the just, he Is down town on 
the watch for something to happen.

The Instant there Is an alarm the po­
lice reporter puts himself In commun­
ication with the department, gets the 
location, ’phones the ' nearest poUee 
station or fire hall, or -hotel, learns 
the name of the owner, with the prob­
able extent of the blaze and the mone­
tary loss, writes an item contain­
ing the outlines of the story and rush­
es to the scene. There will perhaps 
be time to get this Information In the 
regular edition, and If the fire devel­
ops into a more serious affair *ha re­
porter ’phones the office and proceeds 
to collect material for a stop press 
story. Then when the presses have 
completed their run the police report­
er goes home. He knows that what 
happens later is lawful food' for the 
evening papers.

Pulling In Nets With Fish.
Sometimes the reporter gets credit 

for a ubiquity that la not earned. He 
Is supposed to be everywhere, when, 
as a matter of fact, he has to work 
around a central, point. If an accident 
occurs in a quarter far removed from 
the newspaper office and the full de­
tails get Into the paper In the morning, 
many people may marvel that the 
porters are "always around.” Of 
course they cannot be everywhere, and 
whet’s the use of making beMeve that 
they are?

Suburban News System.
Under the direction of an exception­

ally competent executive, The Sunday 
World has developed a system of 
news-gathering ln the suburbs that 
ranks second only to that of the city 
department ln the effectiveness of Its 
organization.

buyer and the shipper. Accuracy is 
the keynote of his reports.

Photographer’s Racef With Time.
And. while copy is pouring in from 

every point of the compass the en­
gravers' department IS working at 
white heait. At three o’clock The 
Sunday World staff phctortTnher 
may snap some startling Incident 
fit one of . the big sporting event’.

■malms a run from the grounds to the 
automobile and drives at the ,»ne>-a 
limit for the office.

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FOLLY OF ASSASSINATION.

It Never Helps the Cause In Which 
It Is Committed.

(From Collier’s Weekly.)
The late John Hay was not addicted 

to many sweeping statements, but one 
belief which he expressed time and 
again was that assassination 
helped forward the cause In which it 
was committed. The murder of Lin­
coln did more to check the develop­
ment of the south, and to increase her 
difficulties, than any other event. The 
Anarchist who killed McKinley merely 
strengthened the conservative feelings 
of the world, and to that extent post­
poned the change which he isought. 
Prince Ito was killed in Manchuria 
because he had been at the head of 
the Korean government, and because 
Japan’s methods ln Korea had been 
drastic. Instead of being an apostle 
of severity, hotfever, Prince Ito him. 
self constantly stood for modem, 
gentle and conciliatory methods, at 
least as compared with his country­
men in general. When he was picked 
out, therefore, the folly- of assassina­
tion received a flagrant illustration.’ 
The murderous Korean was undoubted­
ly filled with motives entirely patriotic. 
Ito likewise had bean a patriot all his 
life—enlightened also. He was the 
victim of large, unreasonable forces, 
which often seemed to lie beyond the 
control of man. Just as the assassi­
nation of Ito Is likely to increase 
Japanese severity ln Korea, and there­
by undo its purpose, so did the exe 
cutlon of Ferrer stimulate liberal 
feeling over Europe, and thereby ac­
complish the opposite of what the 
Spanish government intended.

“I considered who would profit most 
by that saving and fixed on The Times,
Mowbray Morris was (he 
manager then and I wrote to him sug­
gesting that I send them their eastern 
papers, tout he took no notice. How­
ever, I subscribed to papers In China,
Australia and India, and had them sent 
to Alexandria and from there forward­
ed them to The Times. The. papers 
were delivered in London on Friday in­
stead of Saturday, when the regular 
Oriental mall was distributed, thus get­
ting extracts Into Saturday’s Instead of 
Monday’s papers. The Times sent me a 
cheque for $500 and offered me $250 a 
year to keep up my correspondence.
After that I took to politics seriously.
I found them too Interesting to give up, 
besides I had kiways hated business.
Just at that time Rivers Wilson, whs 
was financial minister, drafted the 
liquidation laws for Egypt. When 
they were passed he suggest ell I tele­
graph the details to The» Times. It 
cost me $900 to do It, but I made the 
speculation on my own account and it 
turned out, well.’*j

He Is a big heavily framed man, 
not stout, but very powerfully built. 
His health apparently Is of the best 
and yet one of the first things he told 
me" was that In 1866 when he was 18 
years old the doctors gave Mm el* 
months to live. “The day Lord Nortli- 
cllfte was born,” he > said, "I went oft 
to Egypt, Cholera was raging there."

“Then why choose Egypt 7" I asked.
“Well, I thought I might as well die 

of cholera as consumption, and so went 
Into business there.” In that sentence 
he revealed a good deal of his charac­
ter. He knew he had to die, but the 
manner of his death did hot disturb in 
the least. Fear is unknown to him and 
he takes tMngs as they come with phil­
osophic contentment. If he had died 
it is quite possible the history of Egypt 
might have been different, as witness 
the words of Ismail Pasha to him when 
he was ilnally forced to abdicate In 
1879. “You have done more to get me 
deposed than any official.” There Is a 
whole volume of history in those words, 
but It Is probably history that only Mr. 
Bell can write.

A Man Who Made and 
is Making History.

Some twenty years ago the City of

When I first saw hint he was sitting 
hunched in a chair, with his profile 
clean cut by the light from a wlfidow.

There are many ways of 
reading a magasine, but never before 
bad I seen any man actually dining off 
Its contents in the way that Mr. Mob­
erly Bell, manager of The London 
Times, was doing. What It contained 
I had no Idea, but he appeared to give 
It thy same concentrated attention that 
a student would apply to a complex 
political ' problem. I eat back and 
watched him furtively. He moved 
•nee, sat up, put the magazine on his 
knees, picked up a paper from a table 
in front of him and In a moment was 
deep down In hts. chair again, appar­
ently oblivious to all the world. In 
that light and Judging by his profile 
only I remembered Harry Fumlws’ 
sketches of Gladstone; when thru the 
courtesy of Lord Northcliffe I was in­
troduced to him, I saw what -William 
Jennings Bryan, sometime Democratic 
candidate for the presidency of the 
United States, may see in his looking 
-glass If bis strength matures, and he 
can slightly elongate his face, and 
swell hto forehead so as to give more 
depth to hie eyes.

Kindness With Strength.

sation Mr. Moberly Bell's face loses

Houses Paid For,
In addition to all of this the city has 

tost nothing in the transaction in the 
way of finances. The houses have ali 
been paid for, so the city is not out a 
pumty. In fact, it mode a aman profit 
on the places. It receives more taxes 
than if the improvements had not been 
made, and the cost of policing that 
section of Ulm and the expenses at­
tendant upon the fire department and 
police department generally are not so 
great for that section of the city.

He told me many things of those 

days: of his famous “Well done Con­
dor” telegram to The Times and the

The consequence 
wai that when Woiselpy arrived about 
the only British officer on the spot was 
Kitchener; that was the beginning of 
his Egyptian career.’’

Truly fate stalks in the person of Mr. 
Moberly Bell. He has great daring 
and there are evidently other ways of 
disregarding orders than putting a tele­
scope to a blind eye.

I asked him how he first became con­
nected with The Times and here again

the Egyptian campaigns of Gordon, 
Stanley, Stewart and other men whose 
names are'writ large across the pages 
of Egyptian history. Incidentally he 
also gave me an insight into his vein 
of almost sardonic humor. Referring 
to tbs Soudan campaign he said:

"I would have gone with him, but 
broke my leg. I was In hospital from 
September, '84, to January, ’85, with a 
compound fracture and had to have 21 
operations. Eventually the ankle bone 
was taken out, rendering me lame for

made into a head for my walking stick, 
so that you see it still supports me. 
Some of my friends suggested that I 
better have it made into a cigaret- 
holder, but I feared people might say 
that whenever I opened my mouth I 
put my foot In it” «

Returns to London.
In 1890 Mr. Walter, proprietor of The 

Times, telegraphed to him to come and 
help at headquarters for three months. 
It was Just after the Parnell commis­
sion. Mr. 'Bell’s action was character­
istic. He packed up all Ms household 
goods and took hto family to England, 
shaking the dust of Egypt off hie feet. 
“I meant to stay in England anyhow, 
my children were growing ut>, and 
there was their education to be consid­
ered,’’ he said. He did stay, for at the 
end of the three months Mr. Walter 
asked him to take full charge.

He replied that he would try it for a 
year, as he had had no experience. A 
less honest and less conscientious man 
would have accepted it without parley. 
However, on March i next he will have 
been manager for 20 years.“Lord Nrirth- 
ollffe told me,” I said, ‘that as long 
as I talked to you of The Times I n»e<l 
not fear you, as you love it so.” ”It 
Is blood of my blood and bone of my 
bote,” he quoted, and forthwith told 
me many tMngs of The Thunderer, in 
which he takes a positively fatherly 
Pride.

Down on the whafif Just before tb* 
Victoria boat left, I happened to catch 
another glimpse of the man as he Is. 
A sturdy but rather short laboring man 
was standing Just in front of Mr. Bel!, 
and over his left shoulder sprawled a 
child about a year old. In the press of 
people the child's head was very close 
to the editor’s chest, and his eyes were 
gazing into his face curiously. Sud­
denly It began to talk its own language 
and apparently Mr. Bell understood ex­
actly what was said/" He stooped and 
for a few moments held an animated 
conversation with that cMlfi. 
sure no one else could have understood 
a word of what they had to say to 
each other, but It was evident that it 
was an affair of deop Import from the 
earnest way Mr. Bell discussed it. I re­
membered the picture I had drawn In 
my mind,the evening before,of the man 
in the chair and contrasted it with the 
man standing among the crowd of peo­
ple, waiting for a boat, talking ani­
matedly with a baby. The latter show­
ed where, his weakness lay as well ns 
hie strength.

I have tried to portray the man as he 
to by snapping bits'of Ms conversation 
which to my mind tend to show his 
character. Of all the Intensely interet. 
ing things he told me, of the history 
he has made and will make, for as he 
says “The Times makes history.” of his 
Pride in the paper, and its Influence, of 
the present government and Its policy,
I have said no word. The whole Is a 
mere glimpse of one great Englishman 
who In his own quiet, persistent way 
helps work out his country’s destiny.

The Instructive model of the solar sys­
tem designed by Ague* Fay, a British 
teacher, is on a scale of 1,000,600 miles to 
the foot, and she suggests that the upper 
classes In any school may make It to ad­
vantage. While she used a hollow wooden 
ball for the sun, a calico ball atutfed with 
hay would serve as well. On this scale 
the sun. 800,000 miles In diameter, la re­
duced to 10 2-6 Inches; Mercury. 3000 miles,
I- 28 inch ; Venus and the earth, each 8003 
miles, to^two pinheads of 1-10 Inch; Mare, 
8000 mile», to 1-33 Inch; Jupiter, 88,000miles,
II- 26 Inches; Saturn, 74,000 miles, 8-10 Inch; 
Uranps, 38,000 miles, 2-5 inch; Neptune, 37,- 
000 miles, 2-6 Inch.

The planets are mounted on pins at the 
top of four-foot posta. Mercury being 36 
feet from the sun, Venus 67, the earth 93, 
Mars 142, Jupiter 464, Saturn 887, while 
Uranus Is 1783 feet away, and Neptune 
2800. The moon,,2000 miles in diameter, is 
a sphere of 1-40 inch mounted on the post 
with the earth, at a distance of 3 Inches, 
and the two satellites of Mars, eight of 
Jupiter, nine of Saturn, four of Uranus 
and one of Neptune, are mostly mere 
specks quite near their respective planets; 
Jupiter having its eighth moon at the 
extreme distance of 15 feet.

On this scale a light year, or the dis­
tance traveled by light in one year, is 
1100 miles. Alpha Centaur! would be as 
far- away as London from New York, and 
61 cygni, the nearest star visible in the 
northern hemisphere, as far away as Pe­
king. via New York. The Milky Way, if 
correctly assumed to be 4000 light years 
from us, would be—on the scale of the 
model—about twenty times as distant as 
the real moon from the real earth.

The British 
foreigner,' if It de any consolation to 
Prof. Mtirtsterberg, would feel no dif­
ference. This scholar Is, if I do not err, 
an experimental psychologist, a schol­
ar in that branch of learning. Now, 
do many of us know even toy name 
the experimental peydhotoglst» of Bri­
tain? Prof. iMtmotertoeng remarks that 
the death of Simon Newcomb “did not 
bring the slightest ripple of excite- 
ntent;” more interest was taken In the 
desease of a 'professional manager of 
a baseball team. Mr. Newcomb was 
"dhe greatest American astronomer." 
1 never heard of him before, and wtoo 
Is our greatest Hying astronomer In 
England?

The Germans are different; they 
"grieved the^tose of' men like (Helm­
holtz and Mommsen and Virchow.” 
To toe Just, the deaths of Darwin, of 
Macaulay, of Proud», and others were 
not ignored. But they, with the great 
Germans named, were scholars tn 
fields of human interest. The Ro­
man history of Mommsen was “as 
I interest fhg as a newel," whereas as­
tronomy, except In the hands of Mar­
tian Mr. Dowell, le a odd and remote 
affair. 60 is experimental psychology, 
except when it comes to crystal gaz­
ing, and, with William James, to med­
iums and Mre. Piper. At least, that 
is the general opinion. I myseflf, ttke 
Meulvollo, “thdnlk highly of the soul," 
and of experiments In the science of 
souls. America does not. When Mr. 
James left Harvard, there were festi­
vities, which seems odd; fleeting .was 
more to the purpose. ,

Decorative Professors.
"In the United States and Germany 

the scholars are almost exclusively 
university professors, In striking con­
trast to France and England, where 
many of the greatest scholar* have 

, always been outside of the universi­
ties.” Prof. Munstertoemg may not be 
aware that at our universities there 
are few professors, and that they are 
rather decorative than utilitarian. 
Again, one can think of but few Eng­
lish schofars outside of the universi­
ties: G rote Is the most prominent ex­
ception^ unless we call (Darwin a 
'.'scholar;" the term Is not commonly 
applied to him. But it is true that 
the scholar tfhd the; man of «denes 
ore, except historian®, beet known “toy 
their toy-products,” lectures (with 
magic lanterns), magazine articles, and 
so on. How can it be otherwise? (How 
can you expect the public to pore over 
mathematics and the Obscure meta­
physics of Homeric grammar, and the 
t'ypro-Arcadian dialect? The Greeks 

/ were am intellectual people, tout they 
did not ripple with excitement at the 
name® of Zenodotus and AristArohus; 
they put an end to Socrates, and Theo­
critus himself tells us that his own 
poetry was a drug on the market.

The Amerléaans cannot give "bar­
onetcies for the loading scholars." 
as we do, according to Prof. Mumpter- 
berg. 1 am not atolv to remember any 
scholar who was given a baronetcy 
for his learning. Scholars, like the 
little modest girl at the school feast, 
may cry, “1 asked for nothing and I 
got nothing." Baronetcies come by 
•thing, r.ot by scholanpMp.

Interested In "Corners."
The scholar, like the poet, “is bom 

to be so;’’ he is naturally interested 
in the disinterested exercise# of (he 
mind. It was so in Greece. Nobody 
in Ionia thought much of Prof: Thales; 
he was only a “crank,’’ w#tlh peculiar 
opinions about water; was a scholar 
In the sense of Prof. Miunstertoerg. 
But when he made a corner ’ in oil 
mills, when he struck He, and prevent­
ed other people from striking it. Ionia 
knew 'no bounds in her admiration. 
Dot Prof, Munstertoerg make a comer 
in something, say In radium, " ahd 
America will Tipple with excitement, 
while he will be mobbed by inter­
viewera and photographers. Baputa 

* was the right country for the profes­
sor; there only were scholars objects 
of popular enithiusiaan. (Meantime the 
scholar is not complaining; he 1s sin­
cerely indifferent to baronetcies ; ‘ he 
doe» not want paragraphs in the press 
lie is not anxious to see blotched and 
black photographs at' himself in the 
newspapers.

Napoleon’s Poetic Appreci^ion.
Ambition, love of money, Jove of 

"one crowded hour of glorious life,
