 MONTREAL RACE TRACK
" OWNERS LIKE FLAT T

" New System Will Drive Book-
makers Out 6f Quebec—
Sporting Gossip.- “

Discussing the gystem of taxation pro-
* vided for by the Quebec Government
on all race tracks in that province, the
management of the majority of the
t Montreal Jockey Clubs admit that it wall
i mean the passing of the bookmakers
and the syndicate ring. The majority
of the promotors of race tracks on the
Island of Montreal are better pleased
with the flat tax than with the per-
centage system, which in their opinion,
had many drawhacks. The clause in the
hill limiting the perceniage ic be taken
by the assoclation was dropped, leaving
it entirely to the racing asscciation as
to what they may take for handling the
money passing thrn the machines. Up
until last summer the largest rate taken
by any assoclation m Canada was eight
per cent. It is8 known that this amount
was taken by some of the tracks, while
the others confined themselves to -five
per cent. TUnder the new law it is ex-
pected that the smaller tracks will take
ten pwr cent., for in the opinion of some
of the owners they cannot operate on a
smaller percentage.
Secretary Northeye of the Montreal
Jockey Club stated that of course the
tax of cne thousard dollars a day would
make their meetings more expensive to
the associatior than heretofore. when ‘no
tax were  paid, When asked if the
tax |(would waean a reduction in purscs
s‘ecrietary Northeye answered in (he
negative.  ‘“The Montreal Jockey Club,”
he said, “will not make any effort to
curtail cxpenses and to pay the tuxes
by glving smaller purses. The club from
year tc year have added monecy to their
overnight events and stakes, and ' will
not reduce themn.”

Major John T. McBride, vice-president
of the Dorval Jockey Club, said he was
Pleased with the method of taxing under
the amendment. “When it was suggested
that four per cent. of the amount han-
dled in .the machine be taken for taxes,

L I/'thought it was too great. We will pay
the one thousand déllars tax and give
equally as good meetings as at any time

w since the club was inaugurated,” said

that the new tax will bring about the

FINE WEATHER ALLOWS
LIVELIER ENGAGEMENTS

Itatians Report Increased Activ-
ity by Artillery and Aircraft.

Rome, via London. Dec, 21,—"Yes-
terday the artilery and airerart were
more active along the whole front, the
weather being fine,” says today’'s an-
noncement from the war office. “On
the Trentino front there were artil-
lery bombardments of particular vio-
lence in the Adige valley and on the
Asiago plateau, Enemy aircraft at-
tempted raids over our lines, but in
all cases were driven off by the fire
of anti-aireraft batteries.

“On the Julian front the enemy’'s ar-
tillery was more active in the Plava,
sector on the middle Isonzo. east of
Vertoibizza and against Gorizia and
Monfalcone. Our batteries replied ef-
fectively and obtained direct hits on
the enemy’s hillets at Comeno.

“Our airplanes dropped bombs on
the railway station at Dorimberga, in
the Frigido Vippach valley, and in
the rear of the enemv lines on the
Carso, Notwithstanding the fire of
enemy batteries all our machines re-
turned safoly.” :

PHe Gives Several Reasons Why
Citizens Should Vote in Its
Favor.

In his latest appeal to the ratepay-
ers to vote yes on the hydro-electric
bylaw, Mayor Church says it should
be. supported beecause it will give the
municipality direct ownership, 2ond
give the‘ people benefit of the cheapest
power possible. It means that the mu-
nicipalities wish to own and control
the additional power development on
the Niagara River in & manner similar
L the ownership of transmission lines.
And because the Municipal Elecctrical
Association believes the plans outlin-
