ONE CANADIAN BRIGADE. BORE
'BRUNT OF ATTACK FOR WEEK

Nova Scotians’ Gallantry
Under Terrific Bombard-
ment and Night and Day
Attacks at St. Eloi Was
Conspicuous---Sergt, Nay-
lor of Toronto, One of
Many Heroes Mentioned.

OTTAWA, April 30.—The heroic de-
fence of the St. Elol positions by one
of the Canadian infantry brigades is
recorded in the weekly communique

of the Canadian general representa-
tive atsthe front. The splendid part
played by a Nova Scotia battalion, and
teany individual instances of gallant
and conspicuous service are given in
the despatch, which follows:
'Cn.nadlg.n general headquarters in
France, via London, April 80.—~During
the week the main effort of the enemy
on the Canadian front were once again
centred on our St. Eloi positions. For
scveral days one of our brigades held
this section. It was an eventful expe-
rience for the men concerned. On the
second, night four separate bombing
attacks were made by the Germans on
advanced posts of a Nova Scotia bat-
talion. In each instance the enemy
was repulsed by detachments under
Ltieuu, W. A, Cameron and L, S, John-
ston,
German Bombers Repulsed.

On the same night another of our
posts, under the command of Lieut. G,
C. Farrish, was heavily bombarded
with grenades. After daylight a Gey-
man bombing party -advanced agninst
this ‘position, under cover of intense
artillery fire, When well elear of the
trenches it was greeted with rapid ma-
chine gun and riie fire, and retired
hurriedly, leaving a number of dead
or wounded on the field.

On the next three nights further
bombing attacks were delivered by the
enemy and beaten off, party of
Germans succeeded in getting into one
of the disused trenches on the front
of a New Brunswick battalion. A
yatrol, consieting of Licut. Mowatt and
Ptes. Bamsey, Kennedy and Chatter -
ton, stumbled on the enemy., Pte.
Bamsey, whc was leading as guide,
was suddenly hit on the head and fell,
Almost a% the same time the explo-
sion of a homb wounded Lieut. Mowatt
in both feet, while another bomb hit
Pte. Kennedy in the chest, but for-
tunately falled to explode, Pte, Chat-
terton, who alone of 'the partol was
unwounded, returnazd to our lines for
help.

Rain of Shells.

Thruout its tour-of duty in the front
irenches this brigade was repeatedly
subjected to heavy bombtardments,
both hy day and night, In spite of
ilerce retaliation by our artillery ths
German guns flung thousands of shells
against the narrow frontage of St,
Eloi, still further churning the soaking
carth and adding 1o the difficulties of
movement. Our military observers es-
timated that at one time German shells

An attack
with gas on a front of 2000 yards north of the Messines-Wulverghem
road was broken by British artillery fire and a small party of the foe which
got into the British trenches was bombed out. An attempted bombing
attack by the enemy at another place was checked by British machine gun
fire and bombs. Active underground warfare is proceeding in the Loos
sallent.” Owing to the sea of mud which still prevails over a large section
of the British front, any extended military movement is precluded till dry
weather sets in,

The surrender of the Anglo-Indian garrison of 9000 nmen-—3000 Bri-
tish and 6000 -Indians, at Kut-el-Amara, 18 more exasperating than im-
portant. But it should not be minimized, for it wiil do something to re-
store the tottering prestige of Enver Pasha and his German mentors; it
will put more of the fighting spirit into Turkey. But since the Russians
are near Diarbekr and Nisbin and are expected shortly to cut the Bagdad
railway, it is difficult to see how the Turks will be able to remove their
prisoners out of Mesopotamia. They will probably have to keep them
at Kut. The difficulties of General Townshend were caused by his unsuc-
cessful advance on Bagdad. It was lately published in The London Times
that General Townshend had reported against this undertaking and was
driven into it by his superior officers. As this campaign was opened and
conducted until recently by the Indian Government, the enemies of Kitch-
ener cannot blame him for the mishap. After things got into a hopeless
muddle the conduct of the campaign was placed in the hands of the Bri-
tish general staff, under Sir Willlam Robertson, He was given charge of
the stable after the horse had been stolen and the thief got too great a
start for him to be landed. The best that can be done is to retrieve the
situation when the ground is dry enough for manoeuvring, Kut would
have been relieved but for the heavy inundations of a flat country furrow-
ed by the remains of anclent dykes and watercourges, with the barrages
allowed to go to ruin. So the water which still fans in some of the an-
clent channels spreads out over the country, When the hot weather of
summer comeg, the ground dries up like a parchment. It was .under these
conditions that General Townshend defeated the Turks near Kut-el-Amara
about where the British relief expedition i held up in-a battle fought last
September, 2 ,

The Russians last night reported that near Diarbekr, in the Caucasus
region, they repulsed an offensive by Turkish advanced guards, This
announcement signifies that the Russian advanced guards have pushed for-
ward very rapidly from the mountains south of Bitlis, and that they have
encountered the advance guards of another Turkish force, which is being
moved forward to oppose the advance on Diarbekr and Nisbin, and that
probably another battle will be fought-in this theatre. The Russians have
gained the full initiative in this campaign. That signifies that they have
forced the enemy to make his dispositions conform to theirs, and so they
have the Turko-German plans of campaign in their hip-pocket. So it may
be expected that they will be able to worst the Turks,

{Upwards of Hundred Thou-

sand at Service Held
Under Cloudless Sky.

ROYAL PARTY PRESENT

Eighteen Thousand ‘Troopa
Marched Past Duke of
Connaught.

Park saw the higgest military and
milltnery parade in the history of To-
rontv on Sunday morning. Every unit
in the ci'y was there and apparently
cvery one of the younger generation
of Poronto’s civil population It was a
aueer contrasty if one thinks of it;
sheerly decorative flowers end  finery
for the women, and for the men, grim-
ly businesslike khaki,

Major ‘Williams, senior chaplain at
the Exhibition camp, put the ex-
planation of thc contrast in religious
terms when, in his sermon, he said
that love was the greatest of passions,
great enough to fight and die for,  “I
cume not to bring peace but a sword,”
were the words of his text. Twenty
thousand men in that ancient shurch,
the columns of whieh are tree trunks
and the dome the sky,
themselves to the laying down of their
lives for their friends.

The ¥aster sun, shining brilliantly
on deep ranks of men trained and clad
to kill, struck onc at first as incon-~
graous., Yet it was fitting.

A Call of Empire.

Theirs was a holy call, o call of em-
pire, a sacred crusade, saii Major Wil-
liams. Love was the greatost of all
pagsions, It was mighty to make
gtrong men strike for the defence of
the weak, and helpless, the downtrod-
den and the oppressed,

The sermon was very short. The
preacher said that he realized that it
was impossible for him to make his

For three nights in succession Corp.

Retook Advanced Position.

Subsequently to the relief of the
brigade, the enemy attacked our line
in several places. Simultaneously as-
saults were also delivered on British
positions with varying results,. On
our front the attacks were preceded
by intense bombardments., Opposite
one brigade the enemy attacked an ad-
vanced position manned with a small
garrison of one to four Montreal bat-
talions, Thru shell fire or bombs the
majority of the garrison soon became
casualties and the Germans were able
to enter and seize the post., The
alarm was given and aided by infor-
mation brought in by two wounded
men of the garrison, a counter-attack
was quickly organized. The advanced
post was reoccupied by our men. The
body of a’German officer remained in
our hands,

At another pofnt one of our posts
was driven in by a bombing attack, A
counter-attack dislodged the enemy
and forced him back.

Vancouver Men Hard Pressed

Exceptionally heavy artillery fire
was directed on two old craters oc-
cupied by detachments of one of our
Vancouver battalions. So intense and
prolonged was the bombardment that
many of the garrisun were killed and
few escaped .injury. Parapets were
smashed and trenches destroyed, Men,
guns and rifles were buried, dug . out
and buried again in the clammy muaq.
Soon there was no cover even for the
wounded. When
ceased, strong parties of Germans ad-
vanced. Walist deep in mud, the few
survivors of our garrison could offer
little resistance,
rifles could be got to fire, their machine
guns, with one exception, were buried
and even that gun was useless, The
nearest crater to the enemy was on
the right with its garrison commanded
by Lieut. Biggs, When resistance was
seen to be hopeless, the few unwound-
ed were ordered to make for the era-
ter on the left, The Germans turned
a machine gun on those who made the
attempt and only filve got thru. Lieut.
Biggs and one or two other# un-
able to escape in‘time from the crater,
were quickly - overpowered by the
enemy,

Lieut. Myers’ Heroism.

In the left-hand. crater the com-
mander of the garrison, Lieut, C, i,
Myers, had been wounded during Ithe
afternoon, but was still at his post
The bombardment - had left him with
few men still capable of offering 3;
sistance to the advancing cnemy,
none the less he resolved to fight, In-
spired by the words and example of
thefr wounded officer, all who could
stand manned the parapet. The leu-
tenant emptied his revolver at the Cier-
mans and seized a rifle, only to find
that it jammed ut the first shot, The
rifles of his men, again and again, re-
reclaimed from the mud, only fired a
shot or two hefore they also jammed,
But even those few shots earned two
more large high explosive shells which
wounded or killed half of the slender
garrison, Only flve were now left able
to walk, and two of these were wound-

| eraters with a patrol and

ed, Beeing that further resistance was
impossible, Lisut, Myers decided to re-
treat. Following his men, he crawled
away from the crater, pursued by the
shrapnel and machine gun fire: of the
enemy. Two more of the men wera
soon hit, but the party, finding cover
in the remains of a disused trench,
stayed there until darkness cnabled
them to regain our trenches. Only one
mah was then unwounded.

Germans Left Craters.
During the bombardment, thru the
attack and subsequent retreat, Sergt,
H. Bostel had rendered gallant serv-
fce to his officer. A counter-attack
was soon prepared, but owing to the
darkness of the night and the diffi-
culty of movement it was not launch-
ed.
