E. D. C. Owns Stock,
‘,‘3. The Electrical Development Com­

pany of Ontario Limited owns all the 
bonds and issued .capital stock of the 
Toronto and Niagara Power Company. 
This latter company owns the trans­
mission line and right-of-way from 
Niagara to Toronto and other places 
and all the power generated by the 
Electrical Development Company ex­
cept that for export passes over this 
transmission line. This company pos­
sesses extensive power under a spe­
cial act of the Dominion government, 
and has the right to use the streets 
of all municipalities without consent.

“4. The Toronto Power Company 
owns all the capital stock of the To­
ronto Electric Light Company Limit­
ed. The latter’s right to use the streets 
of the city of Toronto expired in 1919, 
and prior thereto the Toronto and Nia­
gara Power Company took over the 
property and business of the Toronto 
Electric Light Company, as, in virtue 
of the power above noted, it did not 
require any consent of the municipality 
to do so, and its franchise is per­
petual.

“5. The Toronto Power Company 
Limited have leased from the Electri­
cal Development all the plant and ap­
paratus of the latter at Niagara Falls 
and all its rights under the agreement 
with the park commissioners, dated the 
29th day of January, 1902, and this 
ease extends over the whole balance 
of the term of one hundred and ten 
years and qne month beyond that term.

“I have not attempted to deal with 
other concerns which the Toronto 
Power Company or the Toronto Rail­
way control, such as the York Radial, 
which covers the three radial lines 
from the east, west and north into the 
city of Toronto.

Companies’ Bond Issue.

bond mortgage, dated the 27th of July, 
1911, to secure the issue of $26,000,-

is outstanding and unpaid.

"2. The Electrical Development Com­
pany Limited have a bond issue of

000,000 of this issue are outstanding 
and unpaid.

“3. The Toronto Electric Light Com­
pany have a bond mortgage of $1,- 
000.000, renewed on the 1st of July, 
1918.

Puts It Up to Hydro.
■There would seem to -be nothing to 

prevent the Hydro-Electric Power Com­
mission itself, negotiating a reduction of 
the amount under export to the Niagara 
Lcckport end Ontario Power Company. 
This contract entered into by the On­
tario Power Company on July 25, 1904, 
was assumed by the Hydro Tower Com­
mission when it took over the Ontario 
Power Company’s development. It was 
made as between American citizens on 
both sides of the line. Originally it call­
ed for the delivery of 168,000 h.p. to 
the American side, but the contract was 
modified on December 30, 1913, reducing 
the amount to 60,000 h.p. 
was further modified on April 12, 1917, 
by reducing the obligation to export to 
50,000 h.p.

'The chairman of the Hydro Commis­
sion points out that the contract in ques­
tion was entered into prior to the mak­
ing of the international waterways treaty 
and before the passage of the electricity 
and fluid exportation act. Under the 
latter, permission to export is granted 
for twelve-month periods. The contract 
which the Hydro-Electric Commission 
has with the Niagara, Lockport and On­
tario Company, purports to run until 
April 1, 1959. So for as the records show 
the Dominion government had no knowl­
edge of the contracts, which sought to 
bind It* consent to the export of power
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*tor nearly 50 years. Sir Adam Beck 
states that 'to interfere with this con­
tract under the electricity and fluid® ex­
portation act would be a very harsh mea­
sure under the . circumstances,’ but so 
far as the federal government is con­
cerned, all export power is subject to 
the act in question and each exporter 
equally subject to oontroL ^

Many New Contracts.
“It is quite apparent that the short­

age of Niagara power in western On­
tario is not so much due to export as 
to the continued making of new con­
tracts to supply more and more power 
from the overloaded system of the Hydro 
Power Commission, but while the com­
mission itself continues to be the largest 
Individual exporter of power, I could not 
consistently, recommend that the Toronto 
Power Company, standing at the font of 
the list, be debarred any and all ex­
port. More especially am I not prepared 
to recommend this when we are at the 
same time asked to respect for thirty 
years to come a contract for a very 
ihuch larger quantity which the Hydro 
Commission is itself exporting, 
which appears to be still possible of re­
duction.” ''

A majority of the delegates to the 
Baltimore convention voted for Champ 
Clark, but Mr. Wilson accepted the 
nomination wrung from an unwilling 
convention by Bryan’s use of the two- 
thlrd rule. He was elected president 
in 1812 by the electoral college, but 
he was not the choice of the majority 
of the people. Pledged by his party 
platform to a single term, he used all 
the powers of his great office to ob­
tain a second term, and would prob­
ably have run for a third term had 
his physical condition permitted. Pro­
fessing himself to be an exponent of 
the British parliamentary system, he 
remained in office after the people had 
recorded a want-of-confidence vote 
against hie administration at the con­
gressional elections of 1918. In all 
these things Mr. Wilson kept within 
the letter of the law, but he acquired 
thereby no peculiar privilege to preach 
democracy.

Mr. Wilson was & democrat in an 
academic way, but he was not a demo­
crat of the type of Sir John Macdonald 
and Abraham Lincoln. We can never 
imagine Mr. Wilson saying with Sir 
John Macdonald, ‘‘This country belongs 
td the people to govern as they please, 
and they 'have a perfect right to gov­
ern it wrong- if they want to.” Mr. 
Wilson could never get over the idea 
that elections are won by making 
speeches, and never grasped the idea 
which Macdonald and Lincoln never 
lost eight of, that a successful states­
man must be a practical" politician.
Sir John was busy creating a nation, 
but he never got so absorbed in his 
task as to overlook the necessity of 
carrying a by-election. Mr. Lincoln 
was bent on winning the" war, but he 
knew that losing a battle was often 
less important than losing a state 
election. Sir John knew the mental­
ity of the farmer on the side lines 
and the back concessions, and tried 
to keep in touch with him. Lincoln 
as a country boy and village lawyer 
had loafed around the general store 
enough tp know what influence might 
be wielded by the solon sitting on the 
cracker barrel chewing tobacco. He 
was always keen to find out what 
that man was talking about, hence 
Macdonald and Lincoln alike appar­
ently wasted time swapping stories 
and holding a familiar conversation 
with men unknown outside of their 
own districts. Both knew that you 
do not carry a country by talking at 
large, but by carefully organizing so 
many districts.

Mr. Wilson happened to be born on 
American soil, and he would be better 
off today if he had never left Ameri­
can soiL But his parents were not 
native born and had not the Ameri­
can tradition. They no doubt became 
and no doubt taught their son to be 
loyal to American institutions, but he 
never g6t that ingrained national pre­
judice which after all is the sentiment 
that rules the nation. He could see 
no reason intellectually why he should 
not go to Europe if he wanted to 
while he was president. Mr. Harding 
would have known in the back of his 
head that it would not do even tho he 
could not tell the reason why. Mr. 
Wilson’s intellect could discover no 
reason why the Monroe doctrine should 
not be discussed, and even to some 
extent defined by a League of Nations: 
Mr. Harding could probably see no 
reason intellectually, but he would 
know instinctively that it could not 
be done. We could imagine Mr. Wil­
son in all sincerity praying that his 
gauntry might always do right; we 
Cïe quite sure that Mr. Harding would 
know without any praying at all that 
she could never do wrong.

ditions improved somewhat. When he 
joined the provincial force he en­
deavored to co-operate with Inspec­
tor Mousseau. He had previously 
charged the Sandwich police authori­
ties with gross neglect Of duty. These 
charges were afterwards referred to 
the police committee, which was it­
self under fire, tor investigation, and 
he had refused to attend. Later the 
charges were declared by the police 
committee to be groundless. 'Special 
officers (had been sent Into the dis­
trict and Mr. Spracklin had on fre­
quent occasions found them to be un­
der the influence of liquor.

As far as shooting affairs were 
concerned be had only had one such 
experience and on that occasion he 
had been fired on and with hie men’ 
had returned the fire in self-pro­
tection. The stories of reckless 
shooting were part of a well laid plot 
to "frame” or discredit him.

As for the charge that he used 
blank search warrants in direct de­
fiance of the law, Mr. Spracklin ad­
mitted he had used them and Mr. 
Mousseau kept them in his office. 
Practically every officer in the de­
partment used them, ‘and he object­
ed to being singled out. However, he 
insisted that rum-running could not 
be successfully combated unless 
blank search warrants were per­
mitted.

?VI.—What Controls It? 5

XX^E have already dealt with the prin- 
* * cipal Trade factors governing the 

Exchange Rate, and we now come to the 
influence of the Inflation of the Currency.

Before the great war, it was universally 
accepted that a paper currency should have 
behind it a very substantial gold (or silver) 
reserve. The purpose of this reserve 
to admit of the redemption of paper 
rency on demand.

One method of war financing adopted 
by the belligerents was to increase their 
note issues without a corresponding in­
crease in the reserves of gold. Redemption 
in full of the paper currency, therefore, 
became impossible. To retain the gold 
reserves then existing, these Governments-^ 
refused, until the return of settled 
dirions, to redeem in gold any notes which 
they issued.

Canada made less use of this method 
than most of the belligerent countries, but 
the percentage of notes issued against the 
amount of the gold reserve held has risen 
considerably.

In the United States, the proportion of 
notes issued to reserve held did not rise to 
the sjime extent, and the comparison is 
one of the factors in the world valuation 
of our respective currencies.

Next week in article No. VII. we will 
deal with a second war measure which has 
had an important effect on the Exchange 
Rate, namely, the Restriction on the Ex­
port of Gold.

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FURTHERRoute Nearing Completion.
Mr. Weinthral, who was a personal 

friend of the late Cecil Rhodes, the 
famous South African railroad build­
er, is himself an authority on rail­
roads and developments on “the dark 
continent.” He told The World that 
the great project conceived and start­
ed by Cecil Rhodes, namely, the Cape 
to Cairo railway, is now practically 
an accomplished fact. This greatest 
engineering feat of modem times is 
now rapidly approaching completion, 
despite the almost Insurmountable 
obstacles which barred its way. This 
railway runs from Cairo, thru Uganda 
across the Anglo-Egyptian Sudan, 
along the Lower Nile Valley and 
thence to the Cape. This project was 
started thirty years ago and there is 
now 5,000 miles of railroad completed. 
He also said that up-to-date steam­
ers with every conceivable modem 
convenience and luxury plied their 
way up and town the Nile, attracting 
tourists from all over the world.

"Africa holds undreamed, of 
sources and potentialities,” he said. 
“It is also progressing in leaps and 
hounds along commercial and agricul­
tural lines. Çondltions today are a 
tremendous contrast to what they 
were ten years ago. In 1910 Africa 
exported about ten million dollars 
worth of manufactured articles. Last 
year more _than seventy-five millions 
of goods were exported, and with the 
completion of this trans-continental 
railway we expect almost as great a 
contrast ten years hence.”
