Her Majesty’s Arrival in the Clyde.

The Royal Squadron left Lochryan this morn-
ing, (Tuesday, August 17.) at G o'clock, for Dum-
barton, which it reached about 2 o'clock in the
afternoon.  During the voyage, her Mujesty was
greeted by the inhabitants of the Towns and
| Villages all along the coust with every demonstras
tion of loyalty.

Off Arran, the first glimpse of the Victoria and
Albert was caught, coasting the island shore.
The rest of the steamers of the squudron were
immediately scen rounding the point, consider-
ably in the rear. Smoke was seen issuing from
the top of the old tower on the lesser Cumbrae—
a preconcerted signal of the Queen’s approach,
and at a quarter past 11 the first Royal salute of
21 guns was fired from Largs, where great
crowde lined the shore, and innumerable small
boats dotted the waters. The ringing of the town
bells floated gently on the breeze. Numbers of
steamers began to pour in from the Dunoon coast.
Nearer there was a fine yacht, beautifully adorned
with flags. Some guns were fired from Skelmorlie
Castle.  On coming up with the Sheerwater, she
presented a most beautiful sight, having her yards
manned, The battery at Wemyss Bay gave a
Royal salute of quick and steady firing. Kelly
House displayed flags. The Magistrates of Glas-
gow were now amongst those following the Queen,
in the Thetis: the Magistrates of Greenock in the
Mars. Upwards of a dozen steamers were follow-
ing when the Royal‘Squadron passed the Cloch.
A Royal salute was fired from Dunoon. A small
vacht gave also a Royal salute, whilst General
Darroch’s battery, from the summit of the hill
ubove Gourock, poured in a thundering tribute,
responded to from the Roseneath ehore opposite.

A Toucuine Scrxe.—The foreign correspon-
dent of the New York Commercial mentions hav-
ing attended in St. Paul's Church, London, the
anmversary meeting of the charity children, re-
marking feelingly upon the humanizing beaaty of
such a spectacle. In that vast building, he says,
some ten thousand children, male and female, from
fifty parishes, were assembled, each parish divided
off by a rail, and all the scholars dressed in the
uniform of the school to whiclt they belonged.
The seats ranged to a great elevation, seventeen
feet from the floor. On the ground floor, from the
choir to the extreme end, the spectators wera
seated—the elevation of each seat being sufficient
to afford all an opportunity of seeing.

The preparations ade’ for this festival within
the Church required some weeks, during which
there was no public service. A few minutes be-
fore 12 o’clock the “vicer choral” took his seat
in a box clevated about forty feet from the floor.
Here he could be seen by “the organist .and the
choir, and by all the children. The Choir of St.
Paul’s was assisted by that of Westminist Abbey,
and when the chorusses were sang by ten thou-
sand voices, as of one, it was one of the most de=
lightful sounds that could fall upon the ear.

|and no person possessing a epark of philanthropy
could liave left the sanctuary without being grati-
