“The Austrian armies have just passed
through a period of three months de-
feat, in which they ‘lost 800,000 men.
Their strategic reserves are completely
exhausted, but despite the continual pres-

Lsure of the Italians and Russians, on

%r frontiers, the Austrians were able
to scrape together eight divisions, which
they sent to Transylvania, in readiness
for the rupture with Roumania. These
divisions are badly needed elsewhere,
and it seems: scarcely possible, despite
the difficulty of the country, that they
will be able to hold the long line of
the Roumanian frontien

“The question arises, where is the dual
monarchy to find more troops. It cannot
accuse Germany of having failed to suc-
cor ‘The brilliant second’. The Ger-
mans lost half a million men at Verdun
before the Somme offensive began, Since
July 1 they have been losing heavily,

both on the Somme and at Verdun
How heavy the German casualty list
has been, can be deduced from the fact
that since July 1, the allies have taken
48,000 prisoners at these two points, on
the front. .

“Notwithstanding these losses, and the
ever-increasing pressure of the French
and British on the Somme, the Germans
sent some divisions to help the Austrians.
Nine of these were withdrawn from the
western front. The most surprising
point is that four of them have been
withdrawn since July 1, when the Somme
offensive began.

“It is obvious that the German high
command would not withdraw if it could
possibly help it, a single man from the
front which is being subjected to an
offensive described in the German press
as ‘a gigantic operation’. The German
press declared the Germans were greatly
outnumbered on the Somme, and yet so
great is the crisis that the enemy had
actually to weaken his western front,
during the height of the offensive.”

Must Furnish Proof

An order-in-council ‘has ‘been' passed
tightening the restrictions against the
landing, at Canadian ports, of mariners
who might be of enemy nationality. It
is provided that any alien who is an of-
ficer or member of a crew of a vessel
arriving at any of Canada’s ocean ports,
must not be permitted to land until he
has satisfactorily established that he is
not of enemy nationality. Proof of his
neutrality must be furnished to govern-
ment officers by the production of a
passport or other documents establishing
his nationality and identity, and attach-
ed to the passport or document there
must be a photograph of the alien to
whom it relates.

The port officials are given authority
to permit the landing of any alien for
temporary purposes. United States offi-
cers or members of a crew of a United
States fishing vessel are exempted from

these special regulations.

éxamine the case which is purely Italian.

The reasons for Italy’s previous fdilure
to declare war upon Germany have re-
mained obscure. They have -provoked
much bitter comment in Paris, London
and Petrograd and they have never
satisfactorily explained in Rome.. The
usual explanation has been that German
control of Italian finance had' been so
complete .and Italian funds so generally
diverted to Berlin that nothing short of
a financial collapse would follow hostili-
ties between Rome and Berlin. But this
has hardly seemed convincing.

There have also been numerous fantas-
tic stories; one of the most familiar was
the assertion that a secret article in the
Triple Alliance bound Austria and’ Ger-
many to support the House of Savoy
against an internal revolution. Arguing
that the publicition of such a document
would have obwious perils for the Italian
crown, it has been asserted that the
Italian sovereign has exercised a deciding
influence in preventing Italy from doing
that which she has now done,

These speculations may now be dis-
missed, because Italy has taken the final
step. What is significant is that this step
marks the final collapse of the whole
edifice which Bismarck erected in the
years when he guided German foreign
policy, the edifice which he handed over
to the present emperor when William II
began his momentous career. Thirty-
five years have passed since Bismarck
pushed France into Tunis and thus pro-
voked a bitter quarrel between the two
great Latin nations. It is a full genera-
tion since first Crispi and then his sover-
eign went to Berlin and the celebrated
bargain was made by which Italy turned
her back upon her ally of Magenta and
Solferino and became after a fashion one
of the guarantors of German possession
in France’s Irredenta, Alsace-Lorraine,
the bargain which for a full thirty years
prevented the completion of the work of
achieving Italian unity; and Bismarck
had long been in his grave before France
and Italy at last rsreeived the folly of
playing the German game,

It was not until the Kaiser made his
first memorable venture in world affairs,
that of Tangier, that the change began.
Nor was the change speedily completed.
As recently as the Tripolitan War, Ital-
ian warships seized the French steam-
ships Manouba and Carthage and a sharp
message from Poincaire, then president
of the council and now president of the
republic, unchained new bitterness in
Rome.

Yet if one were to fix a date, it would
be fair to say that the German gesture
at Tangier, the eruption of the Kaiser
into the Mediterranean and the subse-
quent conference at Algeciras marked
the coming of Italy’s deliverance from
Germany. In that conference Italy sided
not with Germany, but With France and
Britain. From that conference Germany
emerged actually defeated, having suf-
fered a loss of prestige, Wimch was the
first evidence to the world that German
statesmanship had fallen into weaker
hands than those of the Iron Chancellor.
Three years later the Bosnian epi-
sode opened a real breach between Italy
and her allies, because it revealed the
full extent of Austrian Purpose in the
Balkans. When Italy attacked Turkey
in. the Tripolitan war, Austria massed

No defjnite’ policy has been
decided on by the authorities as to dis-
position of troops for the coming winter,
but it is rumored that the military au-
thorities intend to send troops over to
England as fast as possible, when units
are organized instead of billeting them
around the country, as owing to their
being broken up iuto detachments they
cannot be handled efficiently for train-
ing purposes.

wscale, no conclusions can be drawn
drom the first steps as to what the real
campaign is to be. The initial step may
‘be in one direction, the great blow that
is to follow delivered in another. At
this time more than at any other, it is
. best to make haste slowly. Roumania’s
first blow, for example, has been deliv-
i ered against the passes of the Transyl-
! vanian Alps, presumably with the idea
. of flanking the Austrian army and co-
; operating with Russia. Such a move
. may ‘or may not have anything to do
with the major operations of the Rou-

The difficulties which confront Rou-
* mania on this front, I pointed out in a
i general way yesterday. ~The principal
of these is the fact tiat, while the
mountains are crossed by numerous
passes, for military purposes these are,
by reason of lack of good highways and
railroads, limited to three. This makes
the Austrian probletn a simple one. If,
therefore, it were the Roumanian inten-
tion to place her major stroke on this
‘front, her problem would be extremely
» difficult and would take a long time for
tworking out.

It has been the policy of the various
'‘nations, however, at least at the outset
:of their participation, to go first for the
‘territory which they hope to get as a
‘result of their entrance into the war.
{This may be dictating the policy of Rou-
‘mania. At the same time it must be
‘realized that no nation is going to get
anything more than it now posseses until
;the war is over and there are definite
'spoils to be divided. Therefore, the best
‘policy that can be pursued is to place
‘themselves entirely under the allied
.general staff, which has for its func-
stion first and last to win the war. After
it is won will be time enough to discuss
what this or that power shall receive.
‘It may be assumed, therefore, with
:small probability of error that this will
‘be Roumania’s attitude.

The most vulnerable section before the
Roumanian army is unquestionably the
Bulgarian frontier. But if the maximum
results are to be obtained through an at-

tack on this front, the moves must be
made quickly. Tie attack here will be
* lirected against the ’l'eutuniq&jl‘rmy »

the Saloniki front. This army depends
for its supplies almost entirely on the
railroad down the Vardar Valley and
the branch of that road which runs from
Uskub to Kraljevo, in Serbia. These are
the only two railroads which run direck-
ly to the Saloniki front. If these are cuf,
or, indeed, if only one of them is cut by
the taking of Nish, the Teutons i
south are in a very.serious predicament.
In order, however, to achieve the maxi-
mum result from a success against this
line, it is necessary to move quickly and
without warning.

" Before going any deeper into the Rou-
manian campaign and- its possibilities, it
may be well to see what springs of men
are tapped as a result of the Allies dip-
lomatic victory. Roumania has a popu-
lation of about 8,000,000. Of this popu-
lation a very sma]l proportion, so small
indeed as to be nearly negligible, are
Turks who inhabited the territory which
Roumania acquired through the treaty
of Bucharest, and who are exempt from
military service. Roumania can then
put into the field a minimum of 800,000
men, and a probable maximum of at
least a million.

This force, however, is not all that
the Teuton allies will have to reckon
with As pointed out yesterday, Russia
is on the north in the Bukowina, ond the
east in Bessarabia and the Black Sea.
The wells of Russian men have not
been touched even with Russia’s enor-
mous losses. These men will be avail-
able in great number to assist in any di-
rection the Allied general staff may dic-

I know be-
cause I have stopped at them. The last
time I was in Owen Sound, I stopped
at a hotel that might satisfy the most
fastidious and I am told that the Owen
Sound hotels are paying)good dividends.
But before local option came to Owen
Sound, a woman had demonstrated that
a barless hotel could be made to pay and
pay well in competition with the hotel
that sells poisonous liquors. In two-
thirds of the municipalities of Ontario
the hotels do not sell liquor and they
seem to be doing very well. On the
other side of the line there are eighteen
states and hundreds of other munici-
palities that have barless hotels and they
seem to be doing well. Maine has had
barless hotels for over sixty years and
Kansas for over thirty years. Then why
ask, can hotels be made to pay without
a bar?

Doubtless charges have been increased
in a good many small towns, but what
kind of a man is he who wants the
drinking man to pay part of his hotel
bill? Who wants his hotel bill lessened
at the expense of suffering, poverty and
crime?

Even admit-
ting the impossibility, for the present, of
actual conscription, we have consistent-
ly argued for a form of registration
which would make the work of recruit-
ing officers easier and tend to direct the
latent forces of the country into the most
productive channels, and particularly
into the manufacture of munitions and
the work of agriculture.

“The results of the complete disregard
of this advice—which was *endered not
only by The Financial Timgs but by sev-
eral other newspapers and by many of
the leaders of economic tlought and
business enterprise—are already begin-
ning to become painfully apparent. En-
listment, as we have all been long aware,
has lagged distressingly behind the rate
of progress which it should have at-
tained if the prime minister’s pledge of
five hundred thousand men was to be
implemented in time to be of real serv-
jce. That, however, was a voluntary
undertaking, and was limited to no set
time. Now we find, however, that the
execution of munition contracts for
which the manufacturers and people of
this country clamored (and rightly so,
since it is in the Empire’s interests that
such contracts should be plated so far
as possible within the Empire) is being
delayed by the shortage of munition
labor, that deliverles are not being made
to the extent and within the time for
which the Canadian plants contracted
—and this while the country is full of
able-bodied young and middle-aged men,
and women also, who are doing nothing
in particular or working at vocations
which confer no special benefit upon a
community at war. The situation is
naturally at its worst when complicated,
as it is this month, with the keen de-
mand for harvest workers for the gather-
ing and moving of a gigantic crop of
cereals; but intelligent preparation for
this crisis, with a system of registra-
tion which would have made all the man-
power of the dominion available for
some thoroughly useful form of labor,
would have done much to mitigate the
present difficulties.

At Verdun, in over five months, the
Geérmans have occupied 120 square miles
of territory, pierced a twelve-mile front
to a depth of five miles, and have cap-
tured two of the nineteen permanent
positions of the: enemy. To do this they
have lost 500,000 men. They have at-
tained none of their objectives.

In seven weeks on the Somme. the Al-
lies have occupied seventy square miles
of territory, pierced a twenty-six mile
front to a depth of eight miles, and
threaten the most vital bases on the west-
ern front. They have done this with a
smaller loss of men, for there is no com-
parison between the Preparatory ar-
tillery assault on Verdun and that on
the Somme—no comparison between the
killing capacity of their respective de-
fenses.

The offensive at Verdun has long since
reached its maximum, and the side door
to Metz across the Woevre still remains
open. The silent guns at Pont-a-Mous-
son still cover the forts of the great Lor-
raine stronghold. The offensive on the
Somme goes on.

FOREIGN WOOLS SCARCE.

_The American Wool and Cotton Re~
porter of Boston saysi—

“There has been little change in the
wool market in the last week. The bulk
of the business is in fine staple territory
woels, for which an increasing demand
is reported. Ohio declaines and other
fleeces do not figure largely in the sales,
although samples are being sent out to
inquirers. Good staple foreign wools are
scarce. .

“Prices remain just as stiff as though
no quiet spell existed. Dealers are very
sanguine about the future. The sales for
the week in Boston have been about 8,-
500,000 pounds.

“Woolen goods have not -been espec~
jally active during the week, but the
market shows a very healthy condition:
Manufacturers are generally well u-
pied on old orders. There seems to¥be
no indication that prices will be lower.
Buyers wil! »robably not show any in-
terest in new purchases until they have
to. The situation is such that continu-
ous and reasonably large ordering can be
expected. Prices are likely to advance
as the various lines are placed in a good
position.

Trade Commissioners at Bristo

Speak For Our Own

THE CUNARD LIES

Transportation and Other Matters
Discussed at Conference; Guests
of Lord Mayor at Dinmer in
Mansion House

The following is from the Bristol,
Eng., Daily Press of Aug. 16, and is of
interest to St. John:

The Canadian Trade Commissioners
had a full day’s programme in Bristol
yesterday. At ten o’clock they were at
the Council House, where they were
introduced to the Lord Mayor, and' re-
ceived a hearty welcome from him.

The visitors are . W. Wood (Toronto,)
chairman’; C. 0. H. Wardleworth (Mon-
treal); F. W, Hatheway (St. John, N.
B.); Edmond Dupre (Quebec); G. H.
Allan (Winnipeg), and Norman D. John-
son, the Canadian Trade Commissioner
resident in Bristol; Alderman H. W.
Twiggs, chairman of the Bristol Docks
Committee; and Alderman E. M. Dyer
and C. E. Budgett, members of the com-
mittee; Ross Johnson, docks manager;
E. Manning Lewis, freight superinten-
dent; A. Harvey, dock secretary; J. H.
Budgett, president of the Bristol Cham-
ber of Commerce, were also present,
and H. L. Riseley.

A Great and Up-to-date City

The Lord Mayor said this was a very
auspicious occasion, because it gave him
the opportunity on behalf of that ancient
city, and the very great pleasure, of
welcoming and extending the warmest
and most fraternal greeting to the Trade
Commissioners who had come from the
Dominion of Canada. He had believed
the visit was really the fruition of a
plan thought of twq years ago. It had
been thought and hoped for, and today
these hopes were realized, and they act-
ually had in their nridst these important
gentlemen, deputed by Sir George Fos-
ter to be Trade Commissioners to this
and “t6f other gountries.  Bristol felt
gratified to know that it was the first
city out of London which they had vis-
ited. They had come from London to
Bristol, and were going on to other pro-
vincial eities.: Bristol felt honored at
being -the-first city selected for a visit.
They had come to a great and ancient
city upon a very important errand. They
would meet, he hoped, with business
men, and would hear that this city,
which centuries back laid the founda-
tions of their Colonial Empire, now so
magnificent, was by no means resting on
its ancient glories, though they were
great. They would find the present of
the city was a very bright one indeed.
It was a go-ahead, up-to-date city, and
they looked forward to the future with
a very great deal of confidence. He was
glad to know their first visit would be
to the docks, because the citizens recog-
nized that the prosperity of Bristol and
its greatness largely depended on the
great dock enterprise. The commis-
sioners would, he hoped, convince them-
selves the docks were thoroughly well
equipped, capable of doing Canadiap
business with despatch, and giving facil-
ities second to none in this kingdom.
The advantageous geographical position
of Bristol to Canada could not be ignor-
ed in these days, when time was of such
importance. He hoped that the result
of their visit to the docks and of their
conference with the merchants they
would meet®* would show the commis-
sioners that Bristol was desirous of do-
ing ‘a great deal of business with Can-
ada, and net only desirous, but capable
of doing it with the utmost despatch
and economy both of ti and .money,
that they would realize that Canadian
trade with Bristol could be done to their
mutual advantage. He gave them a
hearty welcome.

Transpotrtation, a Vital Factor

Mr. Wood (chairman of the visitors),
on behalf of the Canadian Government
Trade Commission, said he wanted to
thank the Lord Mayor most sincefely
for the warm way in which he had wel-
comed them, and the honor he had done
them in receiving them in that official
way. They were a number of business
men appointed by Sir George Foster as
trade commissioners to visit Britain,
France and Italy with a view of seeing
what could be done in the way of in-

creasing trade between these countried
and Canada after the war. They were
not only seeking to increase Canada’s
exports, but also hoped to see that ev-
erything they rormerly got from Ger-
many would in future be obtained from
Britain and her Allies. It had been
borne in on them at nearly every place
they had gone that the vital factor in
the increase of Canada’s trade hereafter
was transportation. That had come to
them over and over again. They were
forced to realize that the return cargo
was a most important factor in the
business. From France they got no re-
turn cargo. Sending vessels one way
full for them to return in ballast was
not an economical method of business.
Their visit to Bristol was not only to
see the port and meet citizens who had
done so much for trans-Atlantic trans-
portation, but they wanted to meet those
who had been importing from Canada,
because Bristol had in the past taken

“| practically all their butter, half of their

cheese, and at times more corn than any.
other port but Liverpool. Bristol’s geo-
graphical position in relation to Halifax,
St. John, in the winter, and Quebec and
Montreal in the summer should have an
effect in increasing trade to their port.
In their report the commissioners, he
was sure, would deal somewhat exten-
sively with the question of transporta-
tion. They hoped to learn something
of Bristol’s facilities first hand, so that
they could speak from actual knowl-
edge. 2

Canadian Problems and Hopes

Canada (Mr. Wood' continued) had
problems to face such as probably no
other country hade It had an area equal
to that of the United States, with a
population of between seven and eight
millions only. The United States had a
population of 100 millions. In the past
the young life of Canada had drifted to
the United States to an extent that had
been a real handicap to Canada. That,
sooner or later, must stop, and prior to
the war it had stopped, and they were
getting from the United States Ameri-
can emigrants at the rate of 100,000 per
annum. They felt that that stream
would increase, and that there would be
a steady flow of emigration from the
United States. It was on that that Can-
ada’s future growth was going to de-
pend. It was a long country without
much depth, and it was costly to oper-
ate under those conditions. When Henry
Riseley was in Canada in 1909—the elec-
tions were then on—the question of reci-
procity was before the people, and he
confessed he at the outset felt that reci-
procity would be a good thing. = After
he saw President Taft’s letter to Mr.
Roogevelt, in which he said that reci-
Procity would make Canada an adjunct
of the United States, he gave the matter
more consideration. He became a strong
opponent, believing that reciprocity
would draw Canada gradually into the
arms of the United States, and he felt it
was a good thing that the measure was
defeated. Canada had been growing and
growing rapidly. Its natural resources
were wonderful. They had three trans-
continental railways.  Their canal sys-
tem was nearly compléted, They had
improved the Welland:-Canal at great
cost. It was into Lake Erie and should
be able to get into Lake Ontario, and
that every boat that came into Lake
Ontario should be able to come to To-
ronto. harbor. They hoped that ulti-
mately they would be able to reach the
seaboard. If they could carry from the
great l'akes to the ocean unbroken cargoes
(t);ge grain it would be of immense advan-

No doubt if the traffic was there the
Cunard Company could put as many
steamers as were needed, and, the Cun-
ard being a company of the strength they
were, it was a good thing they had sp~-
ceeded the C. N. R. There was a talk
of Baltimore being used as the winter
port. They in Canada would rejoice in
seeing Halifax ot St. John used, and
if they could bring that about they
would certainly do it. He thanked the
Lord Mayor sincerely for the prepara-
tions made for their visit, and for the
kindly way in which he had expressed
his feelings towards the commissioners
and towards Canada.

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Helpful Address By Thomas

Adams

Suggests That Nova
Placing Municip
on Sou

Scotia Take Lead In
al Administration
nd Basis

: (Halifax Echo.)

The address by Thomas Adams, the
weil known town planning expert, be-
fore the Union of Nova Scotia Munici-
palities yesterday afternoon on “More
Uniform and Expert Administration of
Municipal Affairs” was a most interest-
ing one and was listened to with rapt
attention by the delegates, who heartily
applauded it.

Canada needs reorganization and re-
construction of her social and municipal
structure, said Mr. Adams. Next to the

osecation of the war it is. the thing
most urgent in our national life. Muni-
cipal authorities administer larger mone-
tary expenditure than all other governing
authorities combined. Hence municipal
waste and mal-administration can lead
to greatest burdens on the tax payers.
There 'was need of an object lesson in
the building up of a good system of local
government in one of the provinces—
why not in Nova Scotia, with its good

record in many other fields and its pros-
perous condition today. What is the use
of organizing after the war with obso-
lete 'and unworkable - machinery. Ihe
most and only really effective
ments in carrying out an after-the-war
policy are the municipal authorities. How
are they prepared for it and how linked
up with the provincial government to
secure results?

A Dangerous Cry

The right foundation would seem to
be to organize from the provincial gov-
ernment down to the local government,
rather than the reverse. ‘“Home rule for
municipalities” is a dangerous cry and
usually follows cases of isolated griev-
ances. Laws and administrations built
up on isolated grievances are good for
lawyers but not for citizens. Get down
to principals and, looking to successful
and well-tried examples elsewhere, see
how in practice we can evolve the best

In some provinces there are
too many departments dealing with
municipal affairs, overlappin, un-co-or-
dinated, unexpert and therefore ineffi-
cient and wasteful.

In 1913 the N. S. union discussed muni-
cipal home rule, when an excellent paper
on that subject was read by Mr. Arthur
Roberts. References were then made to
such matters as:

(a) Municipalities being permitted to
make their own by-laws without confir-
mation by parliament; (b) Expending
municipal funds in protecting Crown
lands; (c) Permitting rural municipali-
ties to control their own roads; (d) De-
nial by the provincial government of the
rights of the citizens to control their
own affairs is a denial of the funda-
mental rights of citizenship and the di
rect representatives of a city are best
capable of determining local needs and
to decide how their money shall be
spent. (e) Having to go cap-in-hand to
the legislature to be allowed to do things
which can be done by private corpora-
tions without asking “by your leave” to
anybody.

Department Suggested

As a means of securing a larger mea-
sure of municipal home rule and not of
restricting it, Mr. Roberts then support-
ed the idea of creating a department of
municipal affairs in Nova Scotia and he
asked what were the underlying prin-
ciples in British institutions? In deal-
ing with this matter there should be re-
gard to these principles if for no other
reason than that British local govern-
ment‘is one of the finest imperial insti-
tutions and offers the 'best example
among nations for efficiency and econ-
omy of administration.
Mr. Adams’ own view in regard to the
aboye matters (a) to (e), was that what
is wanted is not so much to cut the
provincial government in regard to these
matters as to determine the principles
on which the province and the muni-
cipality can combine to obtain the best
results in the interests of the commun-
ity. They must also have.regard to the
following needs, how to secure:
(I) Greater economies in carrying on
municipal business and greater efficiency
in public undertakings, including whal
we call public. utilities.
(2) Lower rates 'on borrowings and
proper and uniform systems. of keeping
accounts, budgeting and auditing. °
(8) Lessening' the burden caused by
4re, and securing better building con-
struction.

(4) Proper control of sanitation, hous-

and town planning.

(5) Control of labor difficulties
times of depression.

(6) Avoidance of recurring . mistakes
in administration, due to isolated local

(8) Unification of
for assessment.

(9) Uniform system of by-laws in re-
gard to sanitation and building = con-
struction, due regard being paid to the
character of the municipality.

In order to secure these there wmust
to some extent be connection between
the province and the municipality, and,
therefore, what is wanted is not to
blindly argue for more home rule or less
home rule, but for a proper adjustment
of the powers or functions of the two
governing authorities.

The statuatory duty of controlling the
affairs of local government in Canada is
and must remain the joint work of the
provincial governments and of the local
authorities in cities, towns, and rural
municipalities,. There was variation in
each province as regards laws in force
and forms of administration, but in gen-
eral principle, there appeared to be lit-
tle difference in eight out of the nine
provinces in regard to local government.
The exception is P. E. Island, which has
practically no municipal system outside
of Charlottetown, and one or two small
towns. None of theé provinces have tried
out, or even inaugurated a system which
can be regarded as. completely satisfact-
ory, although some, including Alberta
and Saskatchewan, are in advance of the
others in regard to provincial municipal
machinery. In B. C. there is a muni-
cipal inspector in the attorney-general's
department, who exercises some super-
vision over municipal expenditure and
borrowings. In Alberta there is a de-
partment devoted to municipal a®airs,
presided over by a minister, and with
an able deputy in charge. It has very
little power, however, outside of the
rural municipality, except in regard to
town planning.

In Saskatchewan they have a depart-
ment of 'municipal affairs, which has
done excellent service and in addition a
local government board. The latter was
created in addition to the department
of municipal affairs, to exercise contro.
over municipal expenditures and bor-

valuation of land/

.| rowings, because it was thought undesir-

In Great Britain the machinery of local
government has been satisfactory sinceé
1882, but it has not been attempted in
Canada to adopt the improvements then
lmade to the British system.

Their duty is to
supervise or assist local authorities or
they have expert staffs for that purpose.
The English "House of Commons or
House of Lords takes no action in muni-
cipal "affairs without the -advice of the
board. It controls borrowings, drafts,
model by-laws, insists on a ccrtain stand-
ard of audit, supervises. town planning,
and housing, deals with highways, public
health, unemployment, pensions, etc., in

fact all municipal work is considered in
this one départment. There is no undue
interference with local autonomy or the!

Hydraulic Springs Make Its
quk Possible

Germans Cannot Meet |

Carefully. Guarded Secret Once
Nearly ‘Bétrayed ‘to the Huns
Dreytus Case Recalled

It-has been said that the .75 gun saved
France, and there have been public cele-
brations in horc: of this, the most fa-
mous field gre that ever was invented,
and the best. With all their wonderful
efficiency and preparedness the Germans
have been unable to build a gun to
match the .75, although it is inconceiv-
able that since the war began the Ger-

mans have not captured some specimens.

There is a legend to the effect .thut one
of the secrets of the .75 is a little pin,

which the French gunners are sworn
to remove when they see the capture of

the weapon is likely. Then the whole
mechanism falls to pieces, and when thé
Germans reach it it is merely a heap
of wheels, bolts and cylinders which it is
$mpossible to reconstruct. The soul of
the French .75 is the hydraulic brake,

and this apparently tue Germans have

been unabie to fathom. This device
makes it possible for the gun to be fir-
ed again and again without a new aim
being taken after every discharge. Or-
dinarily, as even the uninitiated know,
when a gun is fired there is a recoil or
“kigk” which changes the position of
th eapon. In the .75, however, the re-
cofl is reccived upon a set, of springs,
and the aim remains the same. 'Phere-
fore, it is possible to fire the .75 once
every two seconds. Therefore it has been
possible for the French to defend Ver-
dun and to accomplish other miracles.

Dtcyf-:g: and the .75,

More than twenty years ago the Ger-
mans were almost able to penetrate the
secret of the +ydraulic control, as is re-
called in & long article in Le Siecle by
Gaston Rive, which shows how this sec-
rct, kept inviolate until this day, was
involved in the Dreyfus case.

“Happity our immediate danger has
gone by, and although as long as the
army is under mobilization, the services
of the Red Cross will be constantly ie-
quired, there is now-no special demand
for surgical dressings, nor is any gen-
eral need for them anticipated. The im-
portant thing to-be done is to be pre-
pared to respond to such a demand
should it come, and to that end we are
sending our nurses wherever in New
England instructions in-madking United
States army surgical dressings are de-
sired: We are also contributing to
the supplies which the Red Cross
must collect as an insurance that
there will be no lack of stores
should an ¢immergency arise, and we are
filling orders for several hospital units.

“With these preparations fully initiat-
ed, the appaling need ahroad constrains
us to send to the wounded there all the
help we possibly can. As Mrs, Austin
says, now is the time when our assisi-
ance is most necessary. We can give all
the help which our own army requires,
and yet not fail the soldiers who are
fighting, as many of us feel, our battles
in Europe, at the moment of their direst
need.”

The dressings have been sent to many
centres in France and Belgium; to
Queen Mary’s Needlework Guild, Lon-
don; to the King’s Seaforth Barracks,
Liverpool; to patriotic and military cen-
tres in London and other parts of Eng-
land, and to Dumblane, Scotland; to
Rome and other points in Italy; Athens,
Salonika, Cairo, and to the American
embassy in Petrograd.

The committee comprises three hun-
dred branches, with about five thousand
workers in All work from the
branches is sent to the headquarters,
where from twenty to fifty volunteer
workers sort and examine it before send-
ing out for sterilizing, which is déne
free of charge at the sterilizing plants in
twelve of the hospitals of Boston and
suburbs.

have done Some good in the world. Don’t
you know that is the secret of life? I
don’t care what the ¢occupation of a man
may be, how menial it may be, if it has
been decreéd by fate that he shall sell soap
and candles ‘at the country cross-roads
store, if he feels that he is the agent of
some product that has honestly come to
him and he distributes it out to those
who need it, he becomes a factor in the
great economy of life and he feels he is
an essential faetor that can not be ig-
nored or done without, and his own
buisiness rises ih the scale of his esteem.
When a man has respect for his business
and respect for himself, he has respect
for his fellowman and for his God. Your
business ought to be one in which you
believe. There is nothing in the world
that you can do so well as something
that you believe in; through which your
conscientious convictions run and with
which you'are in close and honest com-
panionship.

That: is gaing to be the new_ business.
That will make ever; man feel that he
is doing his duty behind the counter or
out in the field the same as if he was in

the pew of his church. That brings re-
turns from a life well spent and at the

close of life we can say we have tried
to do good to our fellowmen. That is
coming into the business world as the
result of the standards you have been
establishing. ;
Permit me to say it.is the business
werld that, as much-as anything else,
establishes the moral standard for so-
ciety at large; for as the business world
adjusts itself, so will society at large ad-
just itself, in accordance with the stan-
dards established in the business world.
We are coming to the point when we are
beginning to realize that honesty and in-
tegrity and all that is‘best in human con-
ditions is reflecting itself in the humani-
tarian way and humanitarian ideas are
finding their way into the business world.

New York, Aug. 81—Big league base-
ball officials here are beginning to wor-
ry over probable delays in the season’s
schedule as a result of the threatened
railroad strike. ; They foresee the pos-
sibility that the closing of the scason
may be set ‘back perhaps a month by
the slower means of transportation on
which they would bé compelled to rely
if railroad service were interrupted.

So far as the intersectional games are
concerned, the baseball men are.not dis-
turbed, as the jumps between the cities
in the east can be made by automobile,
trolley or boat.

In the middle oi September, however,
when the eastern clubs should go west
in the American League and the western
clubs of the National League should
come east, the managers fear they may
be confronted by a serious problem.
They say it probably will be impossible
in the event of a strike to finish the
schedule before the end of October, in-
stead of early in.the month.

FRUT FEPORT FROM
THE DEPARTMENT OF
AGRICULTURE, OTTAWA

Ottawa, Aug. 29—(All market prices
quoted are wholesale, unless otherwise
stated.) :

Eastern Ontario:r—Along the north
shore of Lake Ontario and in Prince
Edward county there are some fair or-
chards, particularly in Bowmanville and
Newcastle districts and near Trenton,
Crop generally can be called light with
the exception of a few- well cared for
orchards. Fruit generally badly affected
with scab. Buyers looking over ground,
but careful growers are holding out for
high prices for any good fruit they have.
Annapolis Valley, N. S.—Apple con-
dition unchanged. Astrachans wholesal-
ing at $§2 for No. 1; Crimson Beauty,
$3.25 for No’s 1 and 2. Demand good.
New York State—A few well kept or-
chards have about 50 per cent of clean
fruit, but crop generally is scabby. There
are some fair to good crops of Baldwin.
Total crop is from 85 to 40 per cent
greateh than 1915. Trees and fruit
are showing effects of very dry weather.
Georgian Bay district:—Weather is
now more favorable for fruit, as a re-
sult of rains on August 24th and 26th.
A few of the best orchards have- been
bought at $1.50 to $2.00 per barrel, pick-
ed, for Nos. 1 and 2 (winter varieties.)
Duchess and early fall. varieties are
bringing $2.00 to $2.25 f. o. b. shipping
point for Nos. 1 and 2; tomatoes 85¢. to
40c. per eleven quart basket, and plums
80c. to 40c. per eleven quart basket.
Burlington, Ont.:—Between Toronto
and Hamilton apples are a very poor
crop and will not pack more than 10 per
cent Nos. 1 and 2. There is a fair
crop of pears with quality fair to good.
Plums are a decidedly short crop. To-
mato crop short and quality fair; can-
ners will receive practically no quantity.
Niagara Peninsula:—Rain now falling
is relieving situation to some extent. It
is however, too late for Bartlett pears
and early peaches, but there are hopes
that it will help size up later varieties.
The grape situation will be saved, es-
pecially in cultivated vineyards. Apples
are showing scab very badly in all parts
of the district.

Leamington, Ont.:—Apples are small
and there are few on the market.
Peaches are moving freely. Yellow St.
Johns selling at 90c. to $1.00 per eleven
quart basket, and 60 cents per six quart
basket. Tomatoes are about over.

Hamilton, Ont.:—Yellow St. Johns
81 per eleven quart basket, other varie-
ties 65c. Duchess apples 40c. per basket

15¢c. each, 2 for' 30c.
