Paris, April 8—What the Kaiser thinks 
about Italy is- reflected In the following 
statement he recently made to officers 
attached to the Austrian Emperor’s 
suite:

“Even if we are crushed, we shall 
never tire of telling our children in Aus­
tria, as well as in Germany, that our 
downfall was due to Italy. If it takes 
us ten or even twenty years, we will 
win back whatever we give Italy now, 
and also seize Veniçe as interest.”

This disclosure was made to a neu­
tral newspaper man by an Austrian of­
ficer who heard the Kaiser's vow.

London, April 8—“Prussians, Bavar­
ians and Saxons took part in the fight­
ing at Neuve Chapelle, but their mutual 
co-operation does not Seem at all points 
to have been very hearty,” says the eye­
witness attached to British Headquart- 
ers in France, in a communication dated 
April 2.

“Our prisoners of the two last men­
tioned nationalities expressed great in­
dignation,” the writer goes on to say, 
“at the manner in which they were flung 
into action during the counter-attacks 
from Bpis Dubliz. Orders were given 
them, so they have said, to reinforce the 
firing line, but on advancing from the 
wood they found no firing line, but dis­
covered instead that they were alone 
and unsupported. Many surrendered in 
consequence. On the whole, they are 
under the impression that they were 
grossly mishandled by the Prussian of­
ficers.

“The treatment of their own wound­
ed by the Germans was callous to a de­
gree. Although numbers were lying in 
front of the trenches in many places, no 
effort was made to pick them up. At 
last our men were compelled by pity, 
and considerable risk to themselves, to 
endeavor to 
Germans codtinued to shoot, and they 
hit some of bur men while engaged on 
this errand of mercy, although their in­
tentions were obvious. There is reason 
to believe that many of the wounded 
were Bavarians and Saxons, While the 
men in the trenches were Prussians."

Since the battle on March 18 there 
has been no activity, with the excep­
tion of that reported last Sunday week, 
and the work of mine-sweeping. A close 
watch, however, is being kept on the 
further coast of the Gallipoli Peninsula 
and on the Hellespont up to the Nar­
rows and that the Sundaÿ bombardment 
was probably to prevent the enemy j re­
pairing any of the damage already done 
by the allied fleets.

There, can be no question of the re­
sults already received being rendered 
nugatory by delay. It is said on good 
authority that the destruction wrought 
was so very severe that it is practically 
impossible for the Turks to repair ef­
fectively any of the forts and works al­
ready

The
duced them into a condition of chaos. 
Wjien the attack is resumed it is be­
lieved that the Turks will feel the sev­
erity of the loss they have sustained in 
guns.

Meanwhile, during the cessation, ac­
tive preparations for a final attack are 
being pushed forward. For obvious rea­
sons it is impossible to say what these 
consist of, but it is dear that nothing is 
being left to chance, and that the dim- 

’ensions, both naval and military, of the 
"problem involved are thoroughly recog­
nized.

It is reported that the Turks are now 
in strong force in the Gallipoli Penin­
sula. The best Anatolian troops and 
part of the Smyrna division are now con­
centrated and it may be taken as cer­
tain that, fighting with their backs to 
the wall, they will put up a fairly for­
midable opposition. The interval is 
likely to last some weeks.

In the Smyrna region also, all is quiet. 
The dissensions which have already at­
tained serious proportions, are growing, 
not only between the Germans and the 
Turks generally, but also between Vali 
Rahny Bey and Pertev Pasha, the mili­
tary commander. The Germans, owing 
to the pro-British attitude of these two 
prominent Turks, are tightening their 
grip upon the positions there, and this 
may-brlng the trouble to a head.

Polishing Up

Commanders arrange that while avail­
able for trench service the pen shall 
have as light a time as possible, but 
when the battalion moves back into re­
serve their time is fully occupied in 
solving the great problem which ties be­
fore our army today in Flanders, that 
of keeping the trenches manned and at 
the same time keeping the army fit for 
the great day when an advance becomes 
possible. There «ire regimental officers 
whose voices become heavy with regret 
when they talk of the condition in 
which their men came out* to France. 
“Indian Battalion, Sir, the finest in the 
service,” which have had their marching 
power reduced, their shooting deteriorat­
ed by the heavy requirements of the 
trench. When they get back into reserve 
the work of polishing up, of removing 
all these trench stains upon the glitter­
ing regimental machinery goes on apace. 
They are put through their shooting on 
improvised ranges, they are given a little 
marching; and every now and again they 
may have some divisional exercise.

The cavalry are in some respects the 
most to be pitied; tehir officers sigh over 
the fact that at present at least all the 
years of training the men have received, 
all the horse care which they have been 
taught and which has made of them 
the finest cavalry in the world, is now 
absolutely worthless; but the training of 
the cavalryman, the individual intelli­
gence required of him, has made of him 
an adaptable and splendid material for 
trench fighting. When they get back 
from the trenches they find their horses 
sometimes with floppy bellies, which are 
not beloved of the English cavalry com­
mander, who likes to see the play of 
muscles over the belly of the horse in 
movement, in any case not in the pink 
of condition which is their normal state. 
The cavalryman's time does not hang 
heavy on his hands, 
keep the horses in good condition in a 
country so closely cut up as is French 
Flanders, where roads are many and 
meadows few. Happy is the colonel who 
finds his regiment billeted in one of 
those long, straggly villages which make 
of this country a huge suburb of Lille, 
a stretch of level grass where he can 
keep his old men polished and their 
horses fit, and where he can put the 
emery paper of his experience over the 
sterling if unpolished metal of the re­
cruits.
Picture of the Bombardiers,

Never before in history has there been 
accomplished such a vast educational 
work as is being carried out now in 
Flanders, frequently under the fire of 
the enemy’s shells, 
great school of war is devoted to the 
training of the bombardiers; they are 
strange looking men, recalling old tra­
ditions and realizing at the same time 
many of the prophetic pictures of the 
future fighter to be found in a novel by 
Wells. Around their middle they carry 
some twenty or thirty bombs, little 
cylinders fastened on a long stick round 
which fall streamers of ribbon. This 
clothing of ribbons suggests the 
of a mixed breed of Scotsmen and Red 
Indians who have taken to wearing the 
Red Indian head-dress as a kilt. In ac­
tion they are stranger still.

Crouching down among the barbed 
wire the bombers, with their supporting 
infantrymen with fixed bayonets, raise 
themselves a little from the earth, and, 
seizing one of these rocket-like bombs 
from their belts, grasp them by the stick 
and hurl them high above the parapet. 
They twist and travel uncertainly 
through the air, and then finally the force 
of equilibrium supplied by the streamers 
of ribbon asserts itself and they plunge 
straight as a thumb line down into the

ophy that has carried them through 
what they are undergoing at present, and 
wiH support them and give them stout 
hearts worn the word comes down that 
they are to go for a decision.

Our line by now has 
grown from the thin'line of mud thrown 
up feverishly with trenching tools by 
men in the heat of a general ei.gagement 
to a vast system of permanent fortifica­
tions. That line, if necessary, and the 
men who fill it, will last through the 
seven lean years of war until the time 
comes when infimtry will be marching 
and shooting at ranges over eighty yards, 
when cavalry will have come back to its 
own and will be jingling along the high 
road, having at last a “dart at the en­
emy,” when artillery teams will stream 
along the causeway galloping to new 
positions, when the maps of the British 
Army will move forward from Section 
Y to Section Z, when generals will again 
become strategists and war once more 
war.
Everyday Activity

This picture of permanence must not 
be taken to mean that our troops stand 
quietly behind their defence works keep­
ing their house as clean and as strong 
as they can, watching the German flares 
over the landscape at night and listen­
ing to the chorus of artillery, machine- 
guns, musketry and bomb from straw- 
lined stalls in dug-outs, waiting to be 
attacked. They have a cold and almost 
callous activity. Night firing is encour­
aged; It serves the double purpose of 
keeping our sentries awake and of dis­
turbing the slumbers otf the enemy. The 
patrols go out every night in the “No 
Man’s Land” between the two trench 
-lines, and they never know when they 
may not come across one of the trench 
listening patrols of the enemy, and have 
a smart piece of bayonet work to do. 
Every now and again, in order to worry 
the Germans, and in order to keep the 
men from becoming too trench-tired, 
they have more definite “shows,” as the 
army calls those local attacks which 
keep the casualty list going from day 
to day.

A great many of these unimportant 
fights exceed, in the amount of effort 
they require and the amount of injury 
they inflict, engagements which, during 
the South African War, were trumpeted 
across the world as great and sanguin­
ary battles. I was up at Ypres last week 
and the ruins of the town were shaking 
with the vibration of the constant artil­
lery fire to the southeast. The short, 
quick incisive bark of the French “75” 
mingled with the duller booming of our 
own artillery. We were attacking with 
all the old and all the new methods of 
warfare, which are constantly practiced 
in this war; occasionally the wind 
brought a noisy gust of rapid machine- 
gun firing, belt after belt rattling away 
in the distance. Up there to the south­
east men were putting into practice the 
education in the old and almost forgot­
ten traditions of the army which have 
been revived and relearned during the 
last few months. The grenadiers and 
the bombardiers have again acquired an 
actual instead of a purely historical 
signification, for while the army is con­
stantly active along the trench line, it 
is by no means idle when it gets to bil­
let. They are, of course, given a thor­
oughly adequate rest when they have 
been through a strenuous time. The

bed of the river des Leys, which over­
flowed its banks to a distance of eighty 
or ninety yards, were absolutely unin­
habitable, and during the night they had 
to be evacuated, and the men lay down 
upon the mud of the road In tile rear 
until any eictivity of the enemy forced 
them back to the water-logged trenches.

I saw some of this old trench line 
where the men were at work repairing 
with pick and shovel the ravage of the 
rain. The splinter-protecting narrow­
ness of the cut, in some places almost 
too narrow for passage, had given -way 
to a dangerous open width; instead of 
the clean cut clay wall faced with 
hurdles or wire netting there was just 
a confused mound of tumbled mud. The 
trench looked almost as though it had 
been blown to pieces by a land mine. 
Night after night the men are at work 
building up what the elements have un­
built during the day, consolidating, Im­
proving and extending the hold they 
have upon France.
