EW YCRK, Dec. 27.—Pois-
onous liquor and excessive
drinking today had garnered a
toll here of 11 deaths, three less
than last year, and 73 persons
were sent to hospitals for alco-
holism, more than for the same
period of 1924 and 1925 com-
bined. Eight of the deaths were
in Manhattan and threein Brook-
lyn. Improperly re-distilled al-
cohol was largely responsible, in
the opinion of Dr. Chas. Norris,

chief medical examiner.

Dr. Norris said that the govermnent,
because it sanctions the putting of
poison in liquor must be held morally
responsible for the deaths and injuries
caused by bad booze.

“The government knows that it is
not stopping drinking by putting ppl-
son in itg alcohol,” said Dr. Norris.
«It knows what the bootleggers are
doing with it, and yet it continues its

'* poisoning ‘process, heedless of the fact
that - people: determinedzbe. drink, are.
. daily absorbing that poison.

The bootlegge
in re-distilling liquor kmown to con-
tain poisonous substances they would
aot take time to purify it properly,”
Dr. Norris said.

Dr. Thomas A. Gonzales, assistant
medical examiner, said, however, that
autopsies on seven of the dead Indicat-
ed that excessive drinking rather than
poisonous elements was responsible.

Of 65 cases of alcoholism reported |

by Bellevue Hospital, only 15 were
considered serious and attendants said
all probably would recover.

Twenty of the 65 were released after
treatment. Included in those admitted
were eight women.

NEW SOUTH WALES
POLITS N STATE
OF GREAT TURNOL

Labor Government of Pre-
mier Lang Meeting With
Much Opposition

SYDNEY, Australia, Dec. 26—In this
traditional perfod of Christmas peace,
politics in New South Wales has de-
veloped a turmoil almost unprece-
dented. :

The trouble has been simmering for
some time. Last month three support-
ers of the Labor party from the coun-
try districts went into rebellion plac-
ing the Labor government in & minor-
ity. Instead of resigning, Premier
Lang on the promise of an election
within four months, secured the sur-
render of two of the rebels.

Ever since, on the excuse of endeav-
oring to rush business through before
Christmas, the government has ruth-
lessly stifled debate by closuring all im-
portant measures, including even the
budget which provides for an expendi-
ture of more than $200,000,000.

CHECKS HASTE

The legislative council in which the
Labor party does not hold a majority
checked the government’s haste and has
refused to consider the budget until it
reassembles in January. The upper
house has also sent a formal protest to
the Lieutenant-Governor that Premier
Lang is breaking his pledges with re-
gard to certain important legislation.

One of the budget proposals that has
aroused a tremendous storm has /been
a tax of one cent per copy on all print-
ed publications, including dally news-

papers.
HEAVY STATE DEBT

The state debt for last year was more
than $6,000,000, caused mainly by
losses in the government railways and
the government proposed to raise $3,-
000,000 by this levy" upon the news-
papers. The opposition has been de-
nouncing the proposal as a tax upon
knowledge.

Another difficulty confronting the
government is the violent discontent of
the trade union regarding the decision
of a recent wage enquiry which left
the basic wage at its present level of
about $21 weekly while the unionists
had expected at least an increase of
$1.50 per week.

In an effort to appease this dissat-
isfaction the government recently de-
cided to rush through legislation pffo-
viding for an additional payment of
$1.50 weekly for each child under 14
years of age. This will increase the
burden upon New South Wales em-
ployers the amount of $27,500,000 per
year, which naturally increases the hos-
tility against the government in all
classes except the one immediately
benefiting by the legislation.

The main proposals of the note are:
“No foreign control on an unwilling
country; readiness to negotiate revision
of the treaties; immediate levy of the
Washington surtaxes for ‘the benefit of
China, and amendment of the extra-
territorial system.”

Alluding to the growth of the nation-
alist movement, seeking an equal place
for China among the nations, the Brit-
I ish note affirms that “any failure to
meet this movement with sympathy
and understanding would not corre-
spond to the real intentions of the
powers towards China.”

Rev. A. L. Fleming of Stone
Church Announces De-
cision to Accept

il

REV. A. L. FLEMING, rector

of St. John's (Stone) church,
announced at the morning service
in the church yesterday that he
had accepted a call to become the
Archdeacon of the Arctic and
executive secretary of the Acrctic
Mission Funds. The announcement
has been recetved with profound
regret.

Special meetings of the vestry of the
church were held and he was urged
to reconsider his resignatian, but be-
ligving that it was the call of God,
Mr. Fleming adhered to his decision
to accept the appointment and, although
it will mean considerable financial loss
to himself and severe hardships and
will also mean the severance of close
ties of friendship, he will leave prob-
akly his Saint John charge to enter
upon his new duties with headquarters
in Toronto, immediately after Easter.

The appointment is a new one and
means the re-organization and the co-
ordination of the Arctic mission work
of the Anglican Church in Canada. It
i« one that demands great executive
ability and Mr. Fleming’s call to that
cervice is a recognition of his very
great ability and a tribute to his
former splendid service as a missionary
to the Eskimo.

OUTSTANDING FIGURE.

Mr. Fleming has been a brilliant
and outstanding figure in the Anglican
Church in this diocese, where he has
,been the leader and champion of the
evangelical branch. His pulpit utter-

?ances are marked by eloquence and

' deep religious fervour and he has at-
tained considerable prominence as a
writer. Under his rectorship St. John’s
church has prespered greatly, the
church fabric has been much enriched,
the congregation has grown in num-
bers, giving has been larger and the
number of communicants has shown a
very considerable increase.

Mr. and Mrs. Fleming have made
very many warm friends in Saint
John outside their own congregation
and Lave been interested and active
workers in many local organizations.
There coming departure from the city
will be keenly felt by the community
at large.

NATIVE OF SCOTLAND.

Yev. Archibald Lang Fleming, L.Th,,
is a native of Scotland and as an
orphan lad became greatly interested |
in the Eskimo. He had resolved to|
be a missionary to the Eskimo when
he grew up. However, he first entered
upon’a career as a naval architect and
won the drawing prize for naval archi-
tecture at the University of Glasgow.
He worked for a time in the experi-
mental department of a large ship- |
building ward on the Clyde and was
ippointed to the designing 'staff in’ the
scientific department under the famous
paval architect W. J. Luke, B. Sc.,
0. B. E.

Mr. Fleming was at the same time
heeding the claims of Christ and when
he learned that the Bishop of Moosonee
Diecese had appealed in vain in Eng-
land for a young man to volunteer to
work amongst the Eskimo he entered
into correspondence with the Bishop,
feeling once more his call to work
among those pople. 3

When in London to investigate plans
and specifications for a British Ad-
miralty contract he met the Bishop
and the veteran missionary to the|
Eskimo, Mr. Peck. As a result of that |
interview Mr. Fleming agreed to leave
for Canada to study theology at
Wyecliffe College in preparation for his
work in the Far North.

|  ORDAINED IN 1952.

He was ordained deacon in Wycliffe
College by - Bishop Anderson of
Moosonee in 1912 and took full orders
the following year. He later passed
the examinations which gave him the
degree of Licentiate of Theology. In
1909, Mr. Fleming went on pioneer mis-
sionary work to Baffin Land. He
mastered the language in 18 months
and was able to preach to the Fskimo
in their own tongue. He was the first
missionary to cross the Grinnell Glacier !
and the first white man to cross the
hinterland of Baffin Land.

During his first furlough in 1913,
Mr. Fleming married Miss Helen Grace
Gillespie, of Toronto, and six weeks
later left the brave wife at home as
he returned to his isolated post where
his missionary work prospered greatly.
On his second furlough in 1916 he wa¢
called to Stone church as locum tenens,
while the rettor, Rev. G. A. Kuhring,
was in the war zone. During that
winter his health was pronounced so
unsatisfactory that he was unfit for
further work in the Arctic. After a
year’s rest Mr. Fleming was appointed
a chaplain under the D. S. C. R. in
Toronto, and at the close of the war

he became chaplain and financial secre-

tary of Wyecliff Colkege, which position
_’he resigned to accept the rectorship
of Stone church on the resignation of

Canon Kuhring in 1921.

PRESENT RECTORSHIP.

His present rectorship has extended
over a little more than five years dur-
ing which period the church has held

wrote the history of the church which
has been published in book form under
the title of “A Book of Remembrance.”
It is a splendidly complete record which
involved much careful research and is
also a fine literary work. Mr. Fleming
is also the author of “For Us” a book
of Lenten messages on the Seven
Words from the Cross concerning
which the Primate of all Canada has
said: “I have no hesitation in com-
mending them very warmly as most
helpful appeals, simple, straight and

strong.” :
In his sermon yesterday morning Mr.

Fleming preached from the text, “Now
the Lord had said unto Abram, ‘Get
thee out.”” He said Abram had obeyed
the call of God and was blessed. He
himself had not ceased to preach the
call of Christ to the people of Stone

church congregation and in the work in
that congregation God had given
abundant blessing. As far as could
be judged it was many years since
things had becen so prosperous in the
parish.

He said that the call to this new
work had come to him only two hours
after he had preached his Christmas
message on the preceeding day, when
he pointed out what it had cost God’s
Son to “get out” and humble Himself
and become a servant. When the call
came Mr. Fleming said that he dared
not refuse.

URGED TO ACCEPT.

He had been urged to accept the ap-
pointment of Archdeacon of the Arctic
and Executive Secretary of the Arctic
Mission Funds under a committee of
which the Primate of Canada would be
the chairman. The purpose of the new
scheme was to consolidate the work
among the Eskimo that was now being
done in the three dioceses in the east—
Keewatin, Moosonee and Newfound-
land, and it was hoped to include the
western dioceses of Yukon and Mac-
kenzie River. Whether the western
provinces would be included would
not be decided until the ecclesiastical
province of Rupert’s Land met next
month.

through the stamping machine in the
local post office last week and the
rush of Christmas mail was phenom-
enal, exceeding by far the big rush of
last year, it was said last night by
Postmaster Alexander Thompson. It
had proved impossible to get all the
mail out on Christmas Day, although
some members of the staff had been
working for 17 hours at a stretch and
many of the letter carriers were work-
ing throughout Christmas Day and did
not get the half-holiday granted for
the department.

OR the first time in 200 years the British Navy

Butler, Chairman of the House Naval Committee
in United States Congress is recorded as stating
that, while the United States is scrapping ships
under the Arms Conference Treaty, other sig-
natories are violating the spirit of that agreement
by building more ships than they have discarded.

The World’s Religions

ZOROASTRIANISM

EDITOR’'S NOTE:—This is the third
of a series of six articles on The World's
Religions. The next article will be:
Buddhism.

By J. W. T. MASON :

VERY great religious reformer, seeking to

create a new movement in the evolution of
spiritual progress, has tried to replace the idea
of many gods with unified worship.

Polytheism is detrimental to human betterment
because man’s helplessness is emphasized when he
believes deities are everywhere watching him and
must be placated before success can be achieved.

Polytheistic civilizations do not develop self-
reliance and creative energy in such measure as
evolves under monotheism. When only one deity
is believed to exist, mankind moves forward, not
hampered by a creed teaching that myriad gods
are lurking to exact tribute or sacrifices from him.

Zoroaster, or Zarathustra, was oge of the noblest
of the religious geniuses in human history who
have followed this rule. He lived about 1000 B.C,,
perhaps not far from the present Armenia.

Before him, Iranian polytheism dominated Asia
Minor, checking the people’s creative energy.

One of the Magt.

Zoroaster was doubtless a member of a priestly
group. called Magi, who were early scientists. The
word Magic comes from them, in the sense of
wonder working. The three wise men of the east
who followed the Star of Betitlehem to the birth
stable of Christ were probably Magi.

In the Magian circle of wisdom Zoroaster was
stimulated to develop his doctrine of monotheism.
He taught the world of righteousness was created
by Ahura Mazda, who was in cosntant conflict
with the demon of wickedness, Angra Mainyu or
Ahriman. In the end Ahura Mazda will emerge
victorious. The idea of Angra Mainyu, spirit of
evil, influenced the Hebrew religious conception of
Satan which was accepted by Christianity.

Zoroaster demanded that the ancient gods be
abandoned. He urged his followers to engage in
self-development and active work, finding their
salvation in creative action and not in polytheistic
pleas for omnipotent assistance. The Zend Avesta,
the holy baok of the Zoroastrians, says:

“He who sows the ground with care and dili-
gence acquires a greater stock of religious merit
than he could gain by the repetition of a thousand
prayers.”

Zoroaster made fire a sacred element as a sym-
bol of purity. He also saw spiritual holiness in
the earth out of which living seeds emerge to
fructify. He made it unlawful to bury any dead
body because a lifeless corpse, symbolically, would
pollute the holy life giving earth. The dead were
left in outlying places to be devoured by wild
beasts. Their spirits had departed and only the
dross remained.

Drives Out Polytheists.

Zoroaster’s creed spread into Persia, then the
At
first it was successful in driving out the poly-
theistic priests. But, love of luxury and a dis-
inclination to work were not obliterated among
the Persians.

Eventually, a modified form of Zoroastrianism
developed in an effort to mingle worship of the
old deities with Zoroaster’s pure spiritual concep-
tiors. The result was failure. Persian civilization
declined and in the end the Mohammedans over-
ran Persia and crushed the national faith. Zoro-
aster’s followers were killed or converted to the
Koran, except for a few of the sturdy ones of the
old faith who fled to India and there purified their
doctrines.

The descendants of these refugees still exist in
India, known as Parsees. There are about 100,000
of them. They are the most progressive and
successful of all India’s multitudinous peoples.

They are chiefly merchants. 'There are no
paupers among them and it would be a disgrace
te any Parsee to refuse aid to a fellow Zoroastrian.

They educate their children according to west- |

crn ways. Their women are more liberally treated
than anywhere else where oriental standards of
womanhood prevail. Their word is their bond
and they are looked up to as men of high honor
by everyone.

“There is a saying in India that wherever a
Parsee settles, prosperity flourishes. They do not
invite others to accept their.creed. They practice,
in this respect, what may be called spiritual
eugencies. Thus, the Parsees show what the Near
East might have become had Zotroaster’s great re-
form movement been successful in its own land.

“HORNY” DRINKS NOTHING, NOT EVEN WATER

By ARTHUR N. PACK

HE horned lizard, horned toad, and

“horny” are three names given a
little creature not more than five and a
half inches long from his nose to the
tip of his tail. At least one conclus-
ion can be drawn, he must have horns!

He has! In fact he is literally cov-
ered with them and is readily recog-
nized wherever he is found, that is in
the southwestern part of the United
States. %

In spite of his antagonistic appear-
ance, “horny” is really friendly. One
may come quite close to him before he
runs away in his sidelong gait; but
then it takes some quick grab to catch
him, and some care, since the only
portion of his body that invites a hand
hold is an inch of his tail, where it is
scaly with little horns but no stiff
ones.

Horned Toad

The two large horns on the extreme
back part of his head are his proud-
est possessions; they are from one-half
to three-quarters of an inch long, and
he often threatens to hook with them,
or just wants to show them off.

His main diet consists of beetles,
ants, foliage worms, small bugs, spiders
and such, and the number of insects
traveling down his throat each day is
enormous.

The color of harned lizards varies
with the soil on which they live; the
true color is gray with white, black
or yellow rings around the horns on
the back; these rings make a most
successful camouflage.

He is not known to take any drink,
not even water. Probably the insects
he eats give him the required amount
of moisture, for he is typically a dry
land creature.

YARMOUTH, Dec. 26—The Mil-
fer Gordon Manufacturing Co.,
incorporated at Carleton, 18 miles
from this town, are just complet-
ing the largest month’s work since
the establishment of the concern a
few years ago. The company's
chief output is clothespins and
dowels and for this month the con-
cern has shipped ten carloads of the
former with approximately two
millions of dowels.

sent to London, Manchester and
Liverpool.

S AMIRAL
TAKES ACTION
N NICARAGUH

MANAGUA, Nicaragua, Dec.
26—Rear Admiral Latimer,
in command of the United States
special .squadron, has ruled that
Dr. Juan Baptista Sacasa, the
members of his Liberal cabinet
and all his troops must disarm or
leave Puerto Cabezas which has
been declared a neutral zone.
United States bluejackets are re-
lieving all Liberals in the zone of
their arms. !

On account of the admiral’s declara-
tion the Liberal government; which
was set up at Puerta Cabezas in oppo-
sition to the Diaz Conservative gov-
ernment, find their temporary capital
gone, and the Liberal foreign minister
has entered an earnest protest on the
ground that it will have a very un-
favorable effect on the new Liberzl
government.

Admiral Latimer has instructed the
mahogany companies to pay taxes
only to the Conservative government
which has been recognized by the
United States.

Although it had been stated that
President Diaz escaped injury when
two men armed with machetes attacked
the presidential carriage Thursday
night, the President on his return home
found that the sole of his shoe had
been badly cut and torn, and on fur-
ther investigation discovered a flesh
wound. Due to excitement at the time
of the accident, the president had
failed to notice his injury. Today hc
appears entirely unconcerned over his
attempted assassination.

BRITISH VIEWPOINT.

ANSWER:

I am an enthusiastic advocate of
second marriage, provided a man or
woman marries in his or her own age
class, and uses a reasonable amount of
discretion in his or her selection of a
mate, :

A second marriage is bound to prove dis-
astrous when an old widower selects for a wife,
as he so often does, a girl young enough to be
his daughter, and puts her to be stepmother
over his half-grown children.

And it is a still worse tragedy when a
middle-aged widow lets some adventurer marry
her for her husband’s insurance money just be-
cause she is lonesome, and- it sounds so goqd to
her famished ears to listen to some man making
love to her again.

= But this extreme of matrimonial

suitable companion is something else

again. And I think the men and women are wise who try to

rebuild their houses of happiness that have been shattered by death.

For there is one curious thing about marriage: Even when

it isn’t wholly successful it seems to unfit men and women for
the single life.

A man’s wife may bore him and get on his nerves. She may nag
him. She may have a hundred faults that jar him; but when she is gone
snd her voice is silenced; when he is free to go and come, and live at the
Yubs for which he yearned while she was alive, he finds that he has lost
¥s taste for them.

He finds that club bores are even more boring than domes-
tic ones. He misses home cooking and home orts. He gets
sick and tired of baving to order every meal, and remember to
send things to the presser and the laundry.

The woman is in even a worse fix. She may have had a husband who
was grouchy and unpleasant enough to live with. She may have had to
haggle with him over every penny, but when he is gone and she has her
own money and nobody to tell her of her faults, she finds that her freedom
is dust and ashes on her lips. ;

No woman who has run her own home is ever happy or satis-
fied in anybody else’s home. No woman can put any pep into
keeping house just for herself. No woman’s life has any, mean-
ing to it if it has no service in it, and if she feels that nobody
needs her.

Furthermore, the older we get, the more need we have of companion-
ship in our own homes, for in age we must find our entertainment at our
own firesides.

And so I think that the middle-aged men and women who
have lost their old partners are well advised to secure to them-
selv“efs new ones with whom to make the last lap of the journey
of life.

’Recompense For Sharp Tongue

VIENNA, Dec. 24—If a man mar-
ries a woman for her money he has
no legitimate kick coming if she hurls
a few “cuss words” in his direction
after being married to him for a few
years, according to the Austrian law
as interpreted by a civil court here.

The judge refused to grant the di-
vorce even after Baruch withdrew his
plea for alimony. “You married the
money,” said the Judge, “and you
wish to have me confirm your title to
this money without compelling you to
keep the woman which you agreed
to take with it. This I cannot do.”
“And furthermore,” the judge con-
tinued as Mrs. Baruch smiled her
sweetest in his direction, “you had
the kisses of this woman as recom-
pense; what more do you want? You’re
adl’}xcky man.

Weather Man Kindly—Many
Features Mark Cele-
bration Here

Christmas was well observed in Saint
John, with the usual features of the
gladsome season predominating.

The weather helped out manfully
and sent a mild sunny day that pleased
everyone but those who planned winter |
sports found the day a bit too warm.

POOR LOOKED AFTER.

Provision for the poor had been made
on a lavish scale and it is believed that
the giving eclipsed that of other years.
At the Seamen’s Institute Christmas
dinners were served for 54 men. In
the various institutions the day was
observed in gala fashion and there also,
previous Christmases were eclipsed. i

The city merchants were well pleased
with the Christmas trade and reported |
that an appreciable increase over the}
returns of the previous Christmas busi- |
ness had been noted. They believed
that a revival of prosperity in these
provinces was alrcady begun and they |
looked for a still bigger trade next
Christmas.

UNUSUAL EXPERIENCE.

One unusual experience of Christmas
shoppers was the discovery that some
of the city stores had their supply of
Christmas cards. sold out and there
were only New Year's cards to be had
on Christmas Eve. The supply of
Christmas turkeys in the market
proved fully adequate and prices
ranged between 60 and 70 cents, al-
though some farmers anxious to get
home sold at a lower figure still. The
Christmas trade in the market was
spread over a longer period this year,
commencing early in the week and
continuing fairly brisk until it took the
big spurt on Thursday and Friday.

While the feasting and merrymaking
of the day were so well observed the
Christmas services were by no means
neglected, unusually large congrega-
tions attending all of the special ser-
vices on Christmas Day and exception-
ally fine music being rendered by the
various choirs.

GREETINGS CONVEYED.

While there were very many family
reunions and Christmas parites in the
city there were also many citizens who
were separated from relatives and
friends by long distances and who
made use of both the telephone and
telegraph ' to convey greetings. The
New Brunswick Telephone Company
last night reported that on Christmas
Day long distance calls were appreci-
ably heavier than on previous Christ-
mases and that wires were kept busy
for a considerable period.

The Western Union Telegraph Com-
pany reported there had been a large
volume more business than last year
and messages had been dispatched or
received from such distant points as
Egypt and France, while messages
from or for Great Britain, Ireland and
Scotland had been very numerous as
well as messages to the West Indies.

The C. P. R. Telegraph said that the
volume of Christmas greeting business
over their wires have shown a big in-
crease and individuals made a larger
use of the service. The special rates
offered by the cable companies had
been taken advantage of.

The farthest points communicated
with were Australia, South America,
the British Isles and many places on
the European continent.

SPECIAL RATES.

The special cable rate that was given
for Australia was $2.44 for 15 words,
while to the British Isles 10 words
could be sent for 60 cents. When one
of the company’s code cable messages
was sent it could be cabled to England
at $1. The sending of cablegrams to
England was cheaper than wiring to
Winnipeg for which the cost was 90 to
95 cents for 10 words.

Among those ~organizations which
remembered their old members at
Christmas time was the Saint John
'Typographical Union No. 85, which
presented to each of their old ' age
pensioners a pretty greeting card, con-
veying the Christmas message, and
$5 in gold. The union also remem-
hered J. M. Powers for his many kind-
nesses by presenting to him a pair of
gloves on Christmas Eve.

WITH THE HOTELS.

“T'he best for some years,” was the
comment of many of the hotels about
the city on their Christmas business.
Due, no doubt, to the much better
business conditions that prevailed this
vear, it was said, the people were
imbued with the spirit of Christmas
and eagerly sought for the various
centres of merry-making. Special
dinners were served at the hotels and
exceptionally large numbers catered
to. In fact many who neglected to
make their reservations early had to
be turned away.

SALVATION ARMY
CONTRIBUTIONS LESS

The Salvation Army’s appeal for
support of its Christmas giving and
its winter relief work this year has
fallen short of its last year’s total by
nearly $300, it was reported last night.
The collecting pots were taken off the
streets on Christmas eve and the tally
of their total returns this year showed
$794 had been contributed, or $140.36
less than last year.

The Christmas appeal to individuals
had so far brought $727, or 8155 less
than last year, giving $295.36 less on
the whole retarns than was received
last year.

MEETS ON JAN. 21

Would-be Assassins of Premier
Mussolini to Go on

Trial

ROME, Dec. 24—On the second an-
niversary, Jan. 3, of Premier Musso-
lini’s historic speech proclaiming that
force must be used in overcoming the
opposition to fascism, the special mili-
tary tribunal will be formed to try
political offences in accordance with
the terms of the recently drawn up
defence decrees. The tribunal will be
composed of five ‘“consuls” equivalent
to colonels of the Fascist militia, under
the presidency of General Sanni.

The former socialist deputy. Zani
Boni, will be placed on trial beginning
Jan. 21, for plotting against the life of
Mussolini in November, 1925. The
next case on .the calendar is that of thé
stone cutter, Gino Lucetti, who hurled
a bomb at the premier last September.
This will begin on Feb. 22.

No decision has yet been taken with
regard to Violet Albina Gibson, the
English woman who made an attempt
to assassinate Mussolini in Rome in
April of this year. Pleas of insanity
have been entered in her behalf.

Commissioner Wigmore Has
One Presented in
Year 1856

COMMISSIONER WIGMORE has
in his possession an interesting
document, in the form of a tax bill of
the year 1856. It is particularly in-
teresting at this time when the city
fathers will soon be discussing the ap-
propriations for the various depart-
ments, as it shows the division of the
levy for that year.

It will be noticed that the largest
item, comprising more than one-third
of the bill, is for watch light and
scavenger, which in terms of today
would be police, street lighting and
street cleaning. One or two of the
items wil be found in the modern tax
bill under other names, some have dis-
appeared and others appear today as
they did 70 years ago.

In this bill the county levies are
goal bonds, contingencies and registry
loan, while today the list is much long-

er.
Following is a copy of the tax bill:

Tributes Paid by Head of
Department and
Magistrate

HAD BEEN ON FORCE
THIRTY-SIX YEARS

| Passes Away Just Few Hours

After Anniversary of
Birth

OMORROW morning, after a

requiem mass in the Cathedral
at 8.45 Inspector Thomas Caples
of the Saint John police force,
whose body is repesing in P. J.
Fitzpatrick's undertaking rooms,
Waterloo street, will be buried
with his kinfolk. The policemen
of the city will do him final
honor by attending almost two-
thirds full strength, most of the
night men remaining about for
the obsequies.

Chief John Smith, himself a veteran
police officer and somewhat senior to
the late inspector in years of service,
paid the departed official a glowing
tribute this morning, claiming for him
unwavering devotion to the preserva-
tion of law and order, a sense of jus'—
tice not unmixed with mercy and kind-
liness and a quiet unassuming manner
that made him-an amiable work fel-
low.

HIGHLY THOUGHT OF.

Inspector Caples donned the uniform
in the early carcer of Chief W. W.
Clarke. By natural adaptability
to the demands madd& upon policemen
for intelligent discharge of their num-

his

erous duties, Mr. Caples rose in the
ranks to the position of sergeant and
later to second-in-command, the posi-
tion of inspector. It was in this larger
field of supervision his fine sense of
fair play an discrimination was dis-
played. The men liked him because
he was just, though strict, and citizens
at large seemed to feel, it was said this
morning, that Mr. Caples knew the
needs of the city from the police view-
point thoroughly well.

MAGISTRATE’S TRIBUTE.

Before beginning the proceedings at
the Police Court this morning Magis-
trate Henderson referred feelingly to
the death of Inspector Caples. “Be-
fore taking my seat, he said, “I would
like to say that in the passing of In-
spector Caples, whom 1 have known

| for 36 years, the force has lost a quiet,

faithful and intelligent officer, one who

was respected by the entire department.

He was kind and sympathetic towards
those with whom he had to deal and
honorable in all respects in discharging
the responsible duties of his office. We

iall greatly regret his death and sym-

pathize  with his family in their
bereavement.”

Thomas Caples, who had been a resi-
dent of this city and close vicinity dur-
ing his entire life, was born near Loch
Lomond on Dec. 25, 1859. He was ap-
pointed a police constable on the Saint
John force in October, 1890, and five
vears later, on July 4, 1895, was ap-~
pointed a sergeant.

After performing excellent duty for
21 years in that official capacity he was
promoted on Nov. 1, 1916, to the posi-
tion of police inspector, which he held

until his death.
STICKS TO DUTY

Although not feeling, in the best of
health for several months past, Mr.
Caples stuck to his duty, and it was
only on Oct. 11 last that he was obliged
to enter the Saint John Infirmary for
treatment.

For the past two weeks the case of
Mr. Caples was looked on as carious
and early last week it was announced
that a transfusion of blood into his
body would greatly assist in giving him
strength and pull him through a very
serious condition. As soon:as this was
announced strong healthy brother offi-
cers called on the chief of police amd
offered to give their blood if it would
help their inspector to gain strength.
Those who offer~d were Constables
Percy Ross, Harry Earle, William J.
Quinn, Sergt. Ralph P. Dy keman, Sergt.
Horace E. McLeese. . Sergt. Mcl.eese
was chosen and a transfusion of blood
was made on Friday last and the .in-
spector appeared to be somewha' im-
proved afterwards.

Inspector Caples grew worse on Sat-
urday and was on the danger list and
at 2 o'clock yesterday morning he died,
just two hours after his 67th birthday.

The deceased leaves to mourn three
daughters, Mrs. Fdgar D. O'Hara, 8
Carleton street, with whom he resided;
Geraldine and Adrian, and two sons,
Francis and Thomas, at the same ad-
dress; also one brother, William Caples,
of Dorchester, Mass. He was a staunch
member of the Knights of Columbus,
Council No. 937

Message . of New Jap
Ruler Read at Diet

Opening -

OKIO, Dec. 27—While Tokio

waits in silence for the arrival

of the dead Emperor today, the

Imperial Diet which convehed

yesterday, prepares to pass a

funeral budget amounting to
$1,453,000.

Sunday in Tokio, usually one
of the busiest days at this period
saw few people on the streets
and the shooping districts were
deserted. Between the Imperial
hotel and the houses of the Im-
perial diet and along other road-
wavs leading to the government
buildings, government officials,
all wearing their bands of crepe
in honor of the late Emperor
Yoshihito passed quietly.

Except for the speech from the
throne, usually read by the prince re-
gent heretofore, the business at the
opening of the Diet was unimportant.
Premier Wakatsuki, in reading the mes-
sage of the new Emperor, who has been
known since his boyhood by many of
the men who heard the speech, stressed
the last paragraph which provided for a
period of mourning.

ELABORATE FUNERAL

The budget for the funeral, which
will be one of the most elaborate af-
fairs in Japan since the burial of Em-
peror Mutsuiho, will be considered by
the Diet Tuesday and probably will
be passed quickly without comment.

A great pavilion will be erected atl
Yoyogi parade ground, scene of Toki§'s
annual military manoeuvres, for the fu-
neral ceremonies which will be held
about Feb. 10. It is customary for for-
eign governments to send special repre-
sentatives to this service.

LAST

TOKYO, Dec. 26—The land of the
Rising Sun put aside the spirit of
Christmas to mourn the passing of its
123rd Emperor, Yoshihito Haru-No-
Miya, and to hail the advent of his
successor, Hirohito, with whose reign
will begin with the cra of Showa—
(Peace and enlightenment.)

Yoshihito died early Christmas Day
at the Imperial villa at Hayama, rear
here, after a prolonged illness climaxed
by an attack of bronchial pneumonia.
And while the nation was hushed in
sorrow Hirohito, his son, ascended to
the throne, in conformity to the cus-
tom which requires that it never shall

‘be vacant.

The ceremony of ascension 1o the
throne took place at the villa before
the royal personage was removed from
the death chamber bed, and the new
Emperor remained there with the body
of his father. Hirohito will return to
Tokyo Monday, when the body of his
father will be removed to the Imperial
Palace.

MOURNING PERIOD

The era of Showa was proclaimed by
the cabinet immediately on ascension
of the new ruler. It will prevail dur-
ing the lifetime of Hirohito. Prince
Kanin today was named head of the
funeral commission but details for the
ceremony will be in the hands of the
household minister. The period of
mourning will last a year.

“It will require 50 ships of war to
bring us up to opr place; it will take
$400,000,000, or maybe more.

STEEL PRODUCTION

World’s Output in 1926 Largest
on Record

MONTREAL, Dec. 24—Figures to
hand indicate world steel production in
1926 will be larvest on record, exceed-
ing 1925 by approximately 500,000 tons.
Gain is attributable to Increase in the
U. 8. Output of this country will ap-
proximate 48,250,000 tons, against 45,-
393,000 in 1925. This gain has been
largely offset by sharp drop in the
United Kingdom, which in 10 months
made 3,143,000 tons and will probably
show not more than 8,400,000 for the
year, against 7,979,000 in 1925, due to
the coal strike. United Kingdom'’s pro-
duction for four months previous to the
strike was at rate of 8,868,000 tons a
vear. Output fell from 661,000 tons in
April to 456,700 in May, and highest pro-
ducttion since was 95,700 tons in Octo-
ber.

In nine months of this year Germany
produced 8,474,100 tons of steel. At
this rate her 1926 output will be about
11,300,000 tons, -against 12,000,000 last
year. France will probably make over
8,100,000 tons in 1926, against 7,300,000
in 1925,

World mnutput of steel last year was
estimated at 88,950,000 tons. On basis
of figures available, this year will be
well over 89,000,000 tons.

Cobb Helped Friend in Evad-
ing Draft During War—
Said Afraid to Go

BOSTON, Dec. 27—Hubert (Dutch)
Leonard did not leave a favorable im-
pression upon the people with whom he

came in contact in 1918 when he was
last in Boston. An incident occurring
in the World war year in which Ty
Cobb “went through” for Leonard and
showed his friendship for him was re-
called by acquaintances who were as-
tonished at the manner in which
Leonard turned on Cobb.

In 1918 Leonard left the
league to play on the Fore River team.
It was with some difficulty that he got
Joseph Scollard, manager of the team,
to take him because the practice of pro-
fessional ball players suddenly develop-
ing a flare for shipbuilding and the
manufacture of munitions was attract-
ing no small amount of attention, and
the resultant newspaper notoriety was
not doing the Steel league any good.

Scollard said that Leonard hounded
him for several weeks before he finally
agreed to get him a job at the Fore
River plant “to get rid of him.” After
he arrived and began pitching on the
Fore River team, Scollard said that he
learned why Leonard suddenly decided
to be a machinist’s helper at $25 a
week.

Early in that year, as he now recalls
it, Leonard was in Class 4 of the draft
classification. This department included
a deferred service group whose chances
of getting to France were decidedly re-
mote. Cobb’s team was playing in
Washington, and while at the capital
Ty looked into Leonard’s fighting
status. He learned that Dutch was
about to be shifted from the fourth
class to the first, the news having be-
come noised about that Mrs, Leonard
was making $175 a week on the vaude-
ville circuit and not exactly dependent
on Dutch’s salary for her support.

Cobb used the long distance . tele-
phone to get in touch with his friend
Dutch, and warned him about the im-
pending ‘“disaster.” = Dutch started
things moving and began negotiating
for a job:. at the. Fore River plant,
finally landing it.

Even under the protection of this
war work, Mr. Scollard said that Leon-
ard was the most uneasy “helper” in
the employ of the big plant. He was
continually asking guestions about the
possibility of his being put into active
service, and frequently called the man-
ager up at his home to make sure that
nothing was going to be done to take
him out of the shipyard.

He stayed with the Fore River team
until the end of the 1918 season, and
the next season was given a job by
Cobb.

Shipwreck ed Newfoundland
Seamen Brought Here
on Way Home

“CHRISTM)AS at Sea” was the

experience 'of the passengers
that arrived here on the Canadian
Pacific steamer Montclare, which
docked at Sand Point about 2.30
o’clock on Christmas afternoon, the
Christmas celebration being held on
the ship the day preceding. The
vessel had a very smooth trip from
Liverpool via Greenock and brought
out 43 cabin and 227 third-class
passengers, as well as 2,400 tons of
general cargo, six cars of mail and
two cars of express matter and a
carload of scenery for an opera
company. The passenger special
train left about 5 o’clock and the
mail special soon afterwards.,

A group that attracted interest on!
the vessel were five shipwrecked sea- |
men from Newfoundland, wrecked off
Spain and returning to their homes.

PROMINENT PASSENGERS

Among the prominent persons on
board were Glyn Osler, K. C., of To-
ronto, and Mrs. Osler, and Hugh Mac-
Kay, of Saint John, who returned from
a short business trip to Great Britain.

WRECKED SEAMEN

The five distressed British seamen,
who came out on the Montclare, were
Isaac Anderson, boatswain; Henry
Standing, mate; William Ingraham,
cook, and George Hann and Edward
Janes, sailors of the Newfoundland
three-masted 168 ton schooner Cather-
ine M. Moulton, of Burgeo, Nfid.

They related a most harrowing tale
of hardship. The vessel sailed from
Newfoundland for Oporto, Spain,
carrying a cargo of dried fish, but ran
into a hurricane off the coast of Spain,
the men finally being rescued and taken
to Vigo, thence to ILiverpool. They
will remain in Saint John until today
and will be sent on their way home
by the shipping office here.

STRIKES HURRICANE

The vessel sailed in command of
Captain George Douglas and the five
men mentioned on Oct. 30. On Nov. 5
they struck a hurricane, the sea com-
ing aboard and carrying away one of
the boats, also the cabin skylight and
the bulwarks on the port side, at the
same time placing the steering gear in
bad condition. The vessel started leak-
1ng very badly and they kept driving
in and out of the hurricane for ten
dnys and nights, with all hands man-
ning the pumps during that period, but
no headway could be made on the
water in the hold and the men finally
had to refuse duty at the pumps from
exhaustion.

The wind turned into the northwest
and the main and fore rigging parted,
also the head gear. At one time dur-
ing the gale they reeved off six lan-
yards in three hours on the main rig-
ging but they parted as fast as reeved.
They flew signals of distress and saw
a steamer in the distance which either
didn’t see them or could not help them
owing to the condition of the weather.
When they were finally rescued the
vessel was waterlogged and practically
sinking under their feet.
