This would be
coupled, so far as the south is concerned,
with an offer to release the political
prisoners and grant ammesty to Irish re-
publicans generally, including members
of the Irish republican army, and even
men “on the run.”

Negotiations to this end are now pro-
ceeding, it is said, between Lloyd
George and Sir Edward Carson, Ulster
leader in the British parliament, on the
outcome of which depends whether the
plan will be formelly announced.

Other concessions are said to'\be con-
|templated, particularly with regard to
the amount of taxes payable to Great
Britain under the new act.

It is generally understood that the
attempts made by Sir Hamar Green-
wood, chief secretary for Ireland, to se-
cure the nomination of candidates for
the proposed southern parliament have
thus far signally failed. As supporting

forts, it i3 being pointed out that Sir
Hemar, who usually‘is easily approach-
able by the press, has during the last
three weeks, resolutely refused to give
interviews. :
Whether the Sinn Fein would accept
the partition act even with a grant of
the control of the finances, amnesty and
other concessions, is'a question on which
the opinion of students of the situation
is widely divergent. Representatives of
the Sinn Fein have refused to treat the
reported scheme seriously, saying that
until “some concrete, bona fide propos-
als” had actually been made, they would
not waste their time “in speculation.”

The possibil-
ity or restoring, in any degree whatever,
the blasting rule of the Turk by revisiom
of the treaty is incredible.”

Upholding the cause of the people who
recently ousted him, M. Venizelos de-
clared that, although he was no longer
premier or a member of the Greek gov-
ernment, he intended to continue to work
for Greece, “Constantine is a negligible
man of fifty-four, prey to chronic ill-
health,” he said, “and will not sit on the
throne for anything like the span of life
remaining in him.” He concluded by
asserting that the return of Constantine
was sad, but of only internal importance,
and should not influence the Allied policy
-with regard to Turkey.

Asquith Thinks Premier’s
Salary Should be Advanced
—Comparison With Other
Salaries.

(Associated Press Correspondence.)
London, Jan, 22. — The premier of
Great Britain has a hard time of it try-
ing to pay his bills on a salary of £5,000
a year and his pay ought to be raised,
says the former prime minister, Herbert
H. Asquith, who ought to know, for he
occupied that position for eleven years.
As far as known, Pavid Lloyd George
has not asked for'a raise in pay, but his
remuneration has been the subject of an
inquiry conducted by a committee of
parliament; which also is examining into
the salaries of all the British cabinet
ministers.

Mr. Asquith told the committee that
the office of the premier of Great Britain
is & very expensive one and his duties
cannot be properly discharged by an’ex-
penditure limited to that amount. The
former prime minister added that he
himself was' a much poorer man when
he left office than when he entered it.
Mr. Asquith explained that the
premier had to do a great deal of enter-’
taining and afford hospitality to all sorts
of conditions of people both at home and
abroad, but, under the existing arrange-
ment, he had to defray this expense en-
tirely at his own cost. :

Even if a government hospitality fund
should be provided for entertaining dis-
inguished foreigners, Mr. Asquith was of
the opinifon that the premier’s salary
ought to be advanced.

London, Feb. 7—A decrease in the
cost of living in Great Britain is fore-
seen in the recent drop in grain quota-
tions. Following the decline in Argen-
tine wheat, home grown grains declined
sharply, and the provincial markets
weakened.

In Northampton and Canterbury
wheat fell fifteen shillings, and barley
ten shillings, and in Nottingham wheat
and barley dropped ten shillings.

DECLINES CALL

Former St. John Clergyman
to Remain With South
Bend Church.

. A South Bend, Indiana, paper prints
the following article with a photograph
in khaki of Rev. Geo. W. Titus, former-
ly of St. John, where he visited his old
home at Christmas:—

“G. W. Titus, pastor of the First
Christian church, has informed the of-
ficial board of that body that he has de-
clined the call extended to him' by the
First Christian church of Kendallville,
this state, which has been wanting him
for the last three months. A unanimous
call was sent him a few weks ago carry-
ing with it a substantial increase In sal-
ary and thep romise of one of the big-
gest fields in the northern part of the
state from a church standpoint.

“In making his statement to the board
on Sunday, Mr. Titus thanked the mem-
bers for their loyalty and co-operation,
and suggested that with the execution
of plans now in mind, prospects for a
larger work in the Michawaka church
were in evidence. He is now serving his
fifth year as pastor of the local church
having taken up the work in the early
part of January, 1917, coming here from
Indianapolis. Under his pastorate the
church hasg grown steadily until it has
now the second largest congregation in
the city, and is one of the strongest
Christian churches in this section. Its
membership is almost 600 while the
Sunday congregations are ,invariably
large, the evening services unusually so.
Wonderful growth has also been notic-
ed in missionary work undertaken by
the church, the congregation now sup-
{porting a missionary in the Congo dis-
trict South Africa.

“The church building, recently damag-
ed by fire, will be finished in three
weeks and it is said the auditorium will
be one of the most, attractive in the city.
Plans are now under way to make the
opening an impressive one and of spiri-
tual uplift to the congregation.”
