The evidence of Engineer Alex. Mc-

He said that the train was running about 
eight or ten miles an jhour. The snow 
was flying and it was difficult to see.
As thêy ran on to the bridge he realiz­
ed something was wrong with the plow, 
and he whistled for brakes, but the loco­
motive behind was pushing hard against 
his locomotive, the driver behind evi­
dently not hearing the signal. He called 
out to his fireman, Sylvain Bourque:
“We’re all going te be killed.” He re­
called nothing more until he was taken 
from the wreckage.

The inquest was adjourned until this 
evening.

London, Feb. 28—-The killing of Wil 
liam S. Benton, a Scottish ranchman, by 
the rebel leader Villa at Juarez, occupied 
the most prominent place in the news­
papers of the British Isles today.

The Manchester Guardian, regarded 
as one of the principal Liberal ypers, 
says:—“It is impossible not to suspect 
that the execution of Benton was no 
better than murder. There are too many 
Huertas. Felix Diaz, Huerta himself, 
Cârranza, Villa, there is little reason tc 
suppose that any of them would be less 
despotic than the others or would con­
sent to let Mexico say by -whom she 
would be governed.”

1 From Calciftta there comes news of a 
case of “sati” at Mymenaingh early in 
the month. The night after the death of 

: a Babu named Manoranjan his widow,
| a girl of 14, prepared a funeral pyre in 
a corner of her house, unknown to any­
one and rising early next morning she 
saturated her clothing with kerosene oil, 
ignited it and lay down on the pyre.

In a short time the whole mass was 
blazing, but a female relative succeeded 
in extinguishing the flames despite the 
protests of the girl, she was so terribly 
burned that she died a short while af­
terward.

Suttee, or sati, has prevailed in India 
for more than 2,000 years. Its origin has 
been the .subject of much learned 
troversy, 'some authorities connecting it 
with the idea common to all primitive 
tribes that in the next world the dead 
chief or king needed the service or com­
panionship of his wives and slaves, and 
his horses and dogs for the chase

Many attempts were made both by 
native princes and British rulers to ab­
olish the custom. Akbar decreed that 
self-immolation was permissible, but not 
compulsory, as in many cases it had too 
often been, the relatives by this means 
reducing the number of claims upon the 
dead man’s estate. Jang Bahadur dis­
couraged the rite in Nipal and directed 
that widows with young children should 
not be burned. .... .

Under British rule the rite was de- 
i dared illegal by Lord WilHamBentinck 
! in 1829, but the ease reported now 
shows how difficult it is to eradicate a 
custom established for so many centur­
ies, arid it is believed that were Brittoh 
rule tp disappear from India the rite 
would Tdc generally revived.

The Unemployed.
Statistics presented in the Labor 

Gazette for February regarding the num­
ber of unemployed in Canada do not 
bear out the optimistic assurances of 
Hon. Mr. Crothers, minister of labor and 
other government members when the 
matter was being dealt with some days 
ago in the house. When Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier estimated that there were fully 
100,000 men out of work in Canada. Mr. 
Crothers treated the matter lightly and 
said the reports were greatly exagger­
ated. Reports from several of the largest 
cities, carefully compiled, show dur­
ing February a large percentage out 
of work. In Toronto there ware 7,650, 
at Hamilton 2,000, at Calgary 8,825, 
Vancouver 1,879, and elsewhere through­
out Canada a much greater number of 
men lacked employment than in former 
years.

BUILDING IN THE WEST .

Edmonton, Alta., Feb. 28—Nine mil­
lion dollars is the estimated expenditure 
for civic improvements in Edmonton 
during 1914. This includes $2,164,196 for 
sewer construction and $1,126,880 for 
water works and a filtering plant. Ar­
chitects and contractors estimate that 
buildings costing fully $10,000,000 will 
be erected this year. One of the import­
ant structures is the McLeod building, 
costing $900,000. The city of Edmonton 
has made to the owner a loan of $850,000 
out of its sinking fund at 7 per cent 
Other projected buildings are a ten- 
story hotel, costing $500,000 and a church 
building to coat $100,000, for St Joach­
im’s congregation.

Her head had been crashed with a stake 
used in lowering coffins and the weap­
on lay near her body. Pietros was ar­
rested.

Every effort to break down the forti­
tude of Pietros and force him to confess 
to the murder of Miss Hollander proved 
fruitless. The prisoner persisted in de­
claring himself innocent, despite a net-' 
work of circumstantial evidencé which 
the police have woven about him.

“I did not kill Miss Hollander,” said 
Pietros. “I was never very much in love 
with her anyway, and, besides, I am 
happily married. I was home drinking 
tea and eating a light lunch with my 
wife at the time Miss Hollander is sup­
posed to have been murdered.
