Awful Picture of Devastation

and Death There

PRISONERS: SEARCH FOR BOLIES

Many Yet Lyng in Open Fields
and in Ditches or Under Hedges
Where Théy Dragged Their
Broken Bodies For Last Sleep

London, Sept. 19—Telegraphing from
Sezanne the Times correspondent says:
“The territory over which the second
day’s battle of the Marne was fought is
now a picture of devastation and death
almost too awful to describe.

“Even now many sons of the Father-
tand are probably sléeping their last
sleep in the open ficld and in ditches or
under hedges, where they fell or crawl-
ed after being caught by a rifle bullet,
or pieces of shell, or where they sought
shelter from the mad ‘rushes of the
French Tirailleurs who have never lost
their natura] dexterity with the knife
and who at close guarters frequently
throw away their rifles and fight hand
to hand. i

“The German prisoners are now being
used on the battlefield in searching for
and burying their dead comrades.. Over
the greater part of the great battlefield,
there have now:been buried at least
those who died in open trenches on the
plateaus or on the high roads. The ex-
tensive forest area, hpwever, has hardly
been searched for' bodies. Hundreds of
both French and Germans must have
sought refuge anpd died there. The dif-
ficulty of finding bodies is considerable
on account of the undergrowth.

“Long lines of mewly broken brown
earth mark the graves of the victims.
Some of these ‘burial trenches are 150
yards long. The dead are placed shoul-
der to shoulder and often in layers. This
gives some idea of the slaughter that
took place in this battle.

“The peasants, who are ra.pidl_y com-
ing back to the scene, are marking the
grave trenches with crosses and plant-
ing flowers above or placing on them
simple bouquets. dahlias, sunflowers
and roses.” AN

Prominent Citizen Stricken This

The community was shocked this
morning to learn of the sudden death
of Joseph BuMock, which occurred about
ten o’clock in the office of° Roy L.
Church, a son-in-law of T. H. Bullock.
Mr. Bullock had been known to have a
weak heart for the last few years but
had continued to attend to business and
went to his office at his usual hour this
morning, apparently in better health
than usual. Soon after arriving at the
office he left to go to Mr. Church’s and
while talking to him in the office he
became faint. Dr. Stewart Skinner was
hurriedly summoned but before he ar-
rived Mr. Bullock had passed away.

Mr. Bullock was a native of Spring-
field, Ohio, but with his parents moved
to Ontario where his father carried on
extensive lumber operations. When quite
a young man Mr. Bullock came to St.
John and started business for himself as
an oil merchant. He had since been very
successful. During more recent years he
had been connected with the Imperial
0Oil Company. Of late, however, the
business has been managed by his son,
Thomas H. Bullock, former mayor, al-
though the elder Mr. Bullock still re-
tained an interest in the business.

Mr. Bullock had always taken an ac-
tive interest in the affairs of the city
and will be greatly missed in the com-
munity.

Enquiries made resulted in the
information being received by the Que-
bec province office here, that the number
was about 1,500, also that fifteen French-
Canadian regiments had volunteers in
part or whole for the front. The feel-
ing is that such a statement should not
be sent the London press when gathered
from an obscure journal.

Galt, Ontario, has appointed a relief|
committee to look after the needy and
unemployed in Galt this winter. The
committee is composed of representa-,
tives of city organizations, fraternal so-
cieties, women’s organizations and
churches. This big committee will be
divided into three sub-committees, ex-
ecutive, supply and distribution. A fund
will be raised by private and popular
subscription and by grants from the
municipal treasury. Work will be pro-
vided for the unemployed in construction
of roads, sewers and other civic works

and charity also will be dispensed.

WE MUST BE UP AND DOING;
-~ THE OPPORTUNITY IS HERE

To the Editor of the Times:

Sir:—There is little doubt that United
States manufacturers are striving with
might and main to divert the trade for-
merly carried on by Germany, Austria,
France and Russia toward their coun-
try. Circular enquiries from various
sources to the board of trade indicate
that the campaign is on in the United
States, and that it is being pursued with
the greatest vigor. Every agency that
can be called into requisition is being
employed. Advertisements are being in-
serted in the American press calling up-
on their manufacturers to get busy. Here
is a sample one culled from the Boston
Transcript of Sept. 15:

“WAR IS—

A wall of bayonets shuts off the im-
ports of Europe. Armies march through
fields and vineyards. Millions of indus-
trious producers have suddenly turned
destroyers.

It is American opportunity. We must
feed and clothe the world. We must be
at work at once. If materials are miss-
ing because we leaned on Europe, we
must supply them by our own br:
and skill. It'is to be bold, constructive,
daring and progressive.

WAR IS AMERICA’S OPPORTUN-
ITY—GET BUSY

No one can complain because United
States business men and manufacturers,
seeing their opportunity, propose to
grasp it. But, surely, the opportunity
and the responsibility are even greater
for Canada. The war that is on in Eu-
rope is as much Canada’s war as it is
Great Britain’s war. While British naval
vessels are keeping our ocean commerce
free from interruption and disaster, and
British soldiers are spilling their blood
like water to stem the tide of German
aggression, it is Canada’s. manifest d_uty
to see that in every direction possible
the old flag is kept flying. |

The duty is Canada’s, even more than
that of the United States or any other
nation, to feed and clothe the world, and
particularly that part of the world that
is giving its men and treasure to the
support of British interests and British
arms. We in Canada must do our share

toward feeding and clothing the soldiers
and the people of Britain, France, Aus-
tria, Russia and Belgium. We must also
do our share towards retaining for the
British Empire the world commerce
that has been carried on by Great
Britain, and that is now to some extent
interrupted and endangered by the war.
The European field is open to us, and
the fields in South America and the
Indies are white with the harvest that
should be Canada’s.

The call to Canada is a call to New
Brunswick. It is a call to New Bruns-
wick farmers to increase their acreage,
to double their crops, to augment their
farm stock to the fullest extent. It is
a call to New Brunswick manufacturers
to endeavor to provide in every way pos-
sible for the new industrial conditions
which have suddenly arisen. It is a call
to the government of New Brunswick to
supplement the efforts of the agricultur-
ists, the manufacturers and the business
men of the province. It is a call to the
boards of trade of every city and town
to shake off their lethargy and get down
to business. It is a call to every citizen
to manifest an optimistic spirit, to
thrust petty political partizanship aside,
and to throw his effort and his sympathy
—however small that effort and sym-
pathy may be—in the direction that will
best serve the empire. i

Here in St. John- we have been so en-
grossed in our own businesses and pleas-
ures that we have given little thought
to the serious problems about us. The
good things that the gods have sent us
we have accepted without question or
consideration. The great debt that we
owe to Britain in protecting our port
from invasion and our commerce from
destruction, has not recelved the recogni-
tion that it should . But this is all past.
Serious problems confront us, the em-
pire’s hosts are engaged in a mighty
struggle to retain British freedom and
to prevent British enslavement, and we
can no longer turn aside from what is
our manifest duty. We must be up and
doing. Our opportunity is here. Let us
get busy.

THE CROPS

Ottawa, Sept. 15—A bulletin issued by
the Census and Statistics Office today
gives the usual preliminary estimate of
the yield of the principal cereal crop$
in Canada according to reports of corre-
spondents made at the end of August.
Continued drought, especially in the
Northwest provinces, has seriously af-
fected the yield per acre which is lower
than that of any year since the season
of 1910 and lower than the average of
the six years ended 1913. From the
areas sown to wheat, oats, barley ahd
flax in the Northwest provinces it has
been necessary, in estimating the yields,
to deduct a considerable acreage which,
owing to drought, is reported as failing
to produce any grain. For the three
provinces of Manitoba, Saskatchewan

and Alberta, the areas thus deducted|.

amount to 728,100 acres of wheat, 758,-
000 acres of oats, 102,000 acres of barley
and 79,000 acres of flax, these areas re-
presenting percentages of the areas sown
of from 8 to 7% in Manitoba, 7 to 13
in Saskatchewan and 7 to 15% in Al-
berta.

For all Canada the yield per acre for
spring wheat is just under 15 bushels, as
compared with 20.81 bushels last year,
and with 19.2 bushels, the average of
the four years 1910-18, for oats the yield
is 82.5 bushels against 88.7 last year,
and 86.8 the four year average, for bar-
ley 24:7 in 1914, compared with 29.9
and 28.5; for rye, 18 against 19.3 and
17.8 and for, flax 8.8 against 11.3 and
11.5. :

Upon the harvested area of wheat in
Canada of 10,298,900 acres, including fall
wheat, the aggregate yield is estimated
at 159,660,000 bushels, as compared with
last year’s excellent out-turn of 231,717,-
000 bushels and with 204,712,000 bush-
els, the annual average for the four years
1910-18. Of oats the estimate is for
827,782,000 bushels against 404,669,000
bushels last year and 851,246,000 bushels
the four years average. Barley is estim-
ated to yield 87,014,000 bushels compared
with 48,819,000 bushels in 1913, and 42,-
745,000 bushels, the annual average; rye,
2,019,000 bushels against 2,800,000 bush-
els and 2,189,000 bushels, and flaxseed,
9,042,000 bushels compared with 17,539,-
000 bushels last year and 14,497,000
bushels, the annual average for the years
1910-18.

For the three Northwest provinces
alone the total estimated yields are as
follows: Wheat, including fall wheat,
189,672,000 bushels; rye, 515,000 bush-
els; oats, 160,796,000 bushels; barley,
20,820,000 bushels and flaxseed 8,962,000
bushels. !

Describing generally the conditions of
the month of August correspondents
state that owing to the dryness of the
season the grain ripened much earlier
than usual with the straw short and the|
yield much shrunken. In Northern Sas-'
katchewan the grain was practically all
cut and threshing well under way. In
Northern Alberta the yield promised to
equal the average, but in Southern Al-
berta the excessive heat and drought had
a bad effect upon what in the early part
of the season was a promising crop.
Whilst in Quebec and Ontario the grain
crops have suffered from a dry season
the conditions have not been so unfav-
orable as in the west. In Ontario the
grain yield is not greatly below that of
1918 and in Quebec the yield of oats is
even superior. In the maritime prov-
inces the season is favorable and the
preliminary estimates give yields super-
for to those of last year.

The average condition of the prin-
cinal field crops, as expressed in per-
centage of the standard representing a
full crop, was returned on August 381
as follows: Spring wheat 75, oats 76,
barley 74, rye 79, peas 74, beans 82,
Buckwheat 80, mixed grains 87, flax 68,
corn for husking 77, potatoes 76, other
roots 78, alfalfa 72, corn for fodder 85,
sugar beets 79, pasture 67, and hay and
clover 71. In the case of cereals the fig-
ures of condition are about 10 or 12
points below those of last year at the
same date, and in the northwest prov-

{inces the condition of wheat, oats and

barley ranges from about 20
points below last year.

'L'’hen there are
the bill-board men, the press agent, who
fixes up newspaper advertising contracts,
the advance agents who arrange for the
show to appear in certain towns along
the ordained route, the route riders who
inspect the bill posters’ work, the supply
agents foraging for the commissary de-
partment, the layers-out who fix . lot,
route of procession, train tracks, the
water supply and the feed for the ani-
mals. These compose the advance de-
partment of which the outsider who goes
to see the fun never hears.

There are then concessions to the
newspapers, dead heads, the gamble on
the weather, the temper of the players
and the animals and the probable gains
or-loses to take into account.

American Money.

(New York Journal of Commerce)

Canada’s attitude toward American
paper money shows what foreign na-
tions think of the present currency situ-
ation in the United States. Apparently
the doubt entertained respecting the
emergency currency does not exist with
respect to gold certificates which are said
to carry a premium of two per cent, The
attitude of the Canadians is explainable
only upon the supposition that Canadi-
ans regard the present difficulties thrown
in the way of gold redemption by the
banks as equivalent to such a discount
on their notes under existing conditions.
The situatfon is a curious reversal of the
ordinary attitude of the public in Can-
ada, inasmuch as for years past there
has been a disposition in that country
to regard American money as fully equal
to par, while we on our side have been
inclined to accept Canadian currency at
a discount on general principles. The
practical suspension of gold redemption
here inevitably brings its own penalties.

GERMAN AND RUSSIAN
AMBASSADORS T0 ALY
ENGAGE N WORD WAR

Rome, Sept. 19—A duel of words is
being carried on between the German
and Rusisan ambassadors to Italy. H.
Deflotow, German ambassador, in a
statement issued on Thursday, denying
the intention of Germany to make peace,
referred to the “war ignobly imposed
upon” the German people. Today the
Russian ambassador, A. XKroupenski,
made this reply: ;

“This passage contains as many lies:
as words. All the powers recognized-
that Germany was the aggressor, and the
word ‘ignoble’ is the only one applicable
to the German procedure before and
during the war.”

WANT 10 SEE A LOCAL
FUND FOR  BRAVE: BELGIANS

Several prominent citizens called on
the mayor this morning and suggested’
an organization for the relief of the
stricken Belgians, along the same lines
as carried out in Nova Scotia. One was
of the opinion that the greatest necessity
was clothing but he gave the mayor a
substntial check to go towards a cash
fund, should the plan be carried out.

Lieut. Governor Wood was in com-
sultation with the mayor this morning
regarding plans for the formation of a
Provincial Patriotic Fund. It was decid-
ed to call a meeting to consider the or-
ganization of the fund after the mayor
has returned from Ottawa with the de-
tails of the Canadian Patriotic Fund.

WAR NOTES

There are from 50,000 to 80,000 Ger
mans and Austrians in England. This
includes women and children. Some
are at liberty, reporting regularly to the
police, but tﬁe majority, being unem4
ployed and penniless are held in detem
tion camps at Aldershot, Liverpool and
Manchester. All are well treated.

The Germans thus far admit totad
casualties of only 7,483 dead, 28,584
wounded and 9,900 missing.

Crown Prince George and Princo
Christian Frederic of Saxony have been
decorated with the Iron Cross,

The German war office gives out no
definite information about the battle in
progress in France. It claims a German
army is advancing in Russian Poland.

It is said that Switzerland intends to
ask for an indemnity at the end of the
war, owing to the stoppage of manufac-
tures and industries.

It is said that the origin of the report
of Russian troops passing through Brit-
ain to the front was in the fact that
several Russian officers for staff and ob-
servation duty with the French and Eng-
lish armies in the field passed through
England accompanied by their own or-
derlies and servants, all in uniform.

What ie apparently the most desper-
ate battle of the war in France is still

‘in progress. The German armies, hav-

ing fallen back to a position which af-
forded good opportunities for defence,
and where they could also receive rein-
forcements and supplies, are making a
determined stand; and for several days
they have resisted the efforts of the al-
lied armiss to dislodge or envelop them.
Such advantage as there has been in the
terrific fighting that has taken place
along the whole battle front is reported
to have been with the French and Brit-
ish, and although they have suffered sev-
erely, the German losses have been
greater. Tt is reslly an important gain
for the allies thet they have been able
to withstand the flerce counter attacks
of the Germans, since every day that
passes without a German victory in the
western field increases the danger from
the east, where the Russians are stead-
ly removing the obstacles and paving
the way for a rapid march to Berlin.
The meagre reports sent out from
London and Paris last night were of
the usual cautious nature, and we are
left to guess the intentions of the French
commander-in-chief in his plan of bat-
tle. Tt is suggested that each army has
been seeking for the weak point of the
other, and the heaviest fighting is yet to
come. That the struggle has- already
been of the most desperate character is
proved by the admission that famous
Scotch and Irish regiments have suffer-
ed very severely and were only able to
drive the Germans from some of their
advanced positions at a terrible cost. In
the end the allied armies must win, and
if the cost to them is great it will be
still greater to the Germans, whose re-
sources in men and supplies will have
been greatly diminished before they are
driven across the German border. We are
told that on the night of September
15-16 the Germans hurled themselves no
less than ten times against the allied
lines, but were each time repulsed with
enormous loss. The victory still hangs
in the balance, but what the German
forces have failed to accomplish during
the last three days they will not accom-
plish at all. The best they can hope to
do is to put up a strong defence and de-
lay the advance of the allies. The ef-
forts of the latter must have a double
object, the first to hold the Germans in
check along the front of the extended

* battle line, and the second to cut their

lines of communication. On so vast a
field, with such enormous masses of men
in contact, the struggle; cannot be de-
cided in a day, or in several days.

We are told that the Russians have
captured in all a thousand guns from
the 'Austria.ns, and that a new Russian
army of 900,000 men is marching into
Central Poland, followed by another 2,-
000,000, while still another 2,000,000 will
reach the front before the end of Oc-
tober. Since the Austrians are in retreat
before a smaller Russian army, after
having suffered tremendous losses, there
can be no doubt of what will ‘happen
when these other millions take the voads
to Berlin and Vienna.

From Belgium comes word that the
Germans are strongly entrenching them-
selves on the line of Namur and Liege,
and that they are preparing to treat the
beautiful city of Brussels as they did
Louvain, if they should be forced to
abandon it.

Paris hears that Italy is on the verge
of declaring war against Austria and
Germany. It is pointed out that the
Italian people are clamoring for such
action; that if Italy does not join iIn
crushing Germany she might later be-
come the victim of German vengeance;
and that if she desires to secure from
Austria any portion of territory after
the war she shvuld now take up arms
against that country. All Italian reserv-
ists have been recalled for September 28,
and mobilization of the Italian army is
@aid to be quietly in progress. With Italy
in the field, Austria would no longer be
able to present a serious opposition to
the advance of Russia, and the period of
the war would be materially shortened.

From Washington comes an alleged

' statement of the views of the Kaiser

with regard to peace. It is said that he
is willing to call the war a draw. Germ-
any in Europe must not be dismembered,
and she must be let alone by other pow-
ers around her in the future. We are
told that ‘“live and let live” is the Ger-
man policy. The Kaiser and his advis-
ors may or may not have given expres-
sion to these sentiments. Whether they
did or did not can have no effect on the
war. German militarism must and shall
be crushed, in order that the real policy
of “live and let live’ may be carried into
effect.

THE AWFUL COST.

Today’s despatches tell of the terrible
slaughter in the battle of Aisne, which
is still in progress. We get from the
story some conception of the horrors of
this war. The mere burial of the dead
has become a great task. The probability
is, moreover, that still greater loss of life
must be recorded before the battle ends,
since both sides are fighting with all
their energy, the Germans with the fury
of desperation, and the allies with a de-
termination to repeat the brilliant suc-
cess of the battle of the Marne. A ter-
rible }'esponsibﬂity rests upon the Ger-

policy which is thus drenching the peace-
ful hills and valleys of France with the
blood of so many brave men, and filling

so many thousands of homes with un-|

utterable grief over the loss of fathers,

husbands, sons and brothers, whose|

bodies lie in nameless graves.

THE PATRIOTIC FUND.

The proposal to merge the St. John
Patriotic Fund into the general Cana-
dian fund is & wise one. St. John’s
share, however, will not appear very
large in comparison with that of other
cities and towns. In the city of Montreal
almost $1,500,000 was raised in a five
day campaign. The collections yester-
day in that city amounted to about
$600,000. No less than $6,000 was sub-
scribed by three Germans, who said
they were German by name but British
at heart. In Ottawa, including $76,000
transferred from the South African
fund, the total contributions up to Tues-
day last amounted to $234,000. The
city of Vancouver is collecting $100,000.
All over Canada large sums are being
contributed. = St. John, which has been
one of the most prosperous of Canadian
cities for some years past, should be one
of the most generous in proportion to
population of all the contributors to this
fund. A feature of the contributions
in other cities is the generous manner
in which people of wealth have cbme
forward with sums ranging from $1,000
to $10,000 each. Wealth surely has its
obligations in a time like this.

A TIME FOR CONFIDENCE

After nearly seven weeks of war it
is found that industrial and commercial
conditions in the maritime provinces are
not seriously effected. The sharp ad-
vance in prices which it was feared
would occur has not taken place. For
example, the market quotations on flour,
provisions, fish and other staples has
shown very little change for several
weeks. There has been some slackening
of industries; but there is probably very
little more of unemployment than is us-
ual at this time of year. The farmers
are in an exceptionally favorable posi-
tion, perhaps more so than those of any
other province in the Dominion. So far
as” the.lumber trade is concerned, the
shipments. from New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia. to the Mother Country
during September and October will be
the largest during these months for some
years. Crews ‘are being sent into the
woods as usual, although the operators
are still in doubt as to the extent of the
winter's cut of logs. The experience of
these past weeks has revived confidence
generally, and it is now realized that any
changes which come about will come so
gradually that the process of adjust-
ment to the changed conditions will not

At first there was much objection as it
was feared he would cause delay and
would become a dead weight to~ the
class, but I suggested he be given a
chance and the trustees agreed. He made
good. He was graduated summa cum
laude, a distinction unique with him in
his class, of which he was the leader.”

Plunkett is tall, robust and strong,
and uses a cane in walking. usuallv be-

ing accompanied by a friend. He is very
fond of outdoor life. He is a favorite
with his schoolmates. A bright college
career is predicted for him.

Observance on Tomorrow And
Monday — Some of the Cere-
monies and Features

RABBI HELLER

Ags stated in yesterday’s Times, Rabbi
Nachman Heller will conduct the serv-
jces in connection with the Jewish New
Year and other feasts at the Hazen’
Avenue synagogue in this city.

The Jewish New Year’s Day.

The feast of Rosh Hashanah or New
Year’s Day, which inaugurates the most
solemn season of the Jewish religious
year, will begin this year on tomorrow
(Sunday) evening, andslast till sundown
on Monday, the twenty-first. Among
orthodox Jews who celebrate two days,
the following day, Tuesday, is also ob-
served. This day opens the Jewish cal-
endar year 8675.

T'he observance of this day as a holy
season is commanded in two passages
of the Five Books of Moses, namely Lev-
iticus XXIII, 24 and 25, and Numbers
XXIX, 1. In neither passage is there
any specific command as to how the
day is to' be observed beyond the in-
junctions to blow the trumpet, to hold
a holy convocation and to engage in no
servile occupation.

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first day of the seventh month, or the
day of the new moon of that month.
The new moon was observed as a holy
season by the Jews of old; the seventh
month was a particularly holy month,
as the seventh day was the holy day of
the week; hence the new moon of the
seventh month was invested with a sig-
nificance of far holier import than the
other new moon days of the year. As
in all holy seasons no servile work, no
gainful ocgupation was to be followed.
The injunction to blow the trumpet
on this day was to call the people to re-
membrance before the Lord. In the
course of time, this ceremony of blow-
inf the shofar became the central fea-
ture of the elaborate religious service
conducted on the day, Just as the sho-
far called the people to remembrance
before the Lord, so also were its sounds
to arouse the people to their shortcom-
ings and to their duties in which they
may have failed. The day is called on
this account Yom hazikkaron—“The day
of Memorial.”

Another ides which in time came to
be associated with the day was that on
this day God weighed men’s actions in
the scale of justice. For this reason an-
other designation of the day is Yom
haddin, “The Day of Judgment.” The
days intervening between New Year’s
Day and the Day of Atonement are call-
ed “The Ten Days of Penitence,” dur-
ing which the opportunity is had to re-
flect finally on and repair the wrongs
done during the year; if the repentance
is sincere forgiveness is gained on the
culminating day of the holy season “The
Day of Atonement.”

The New Year's Day in the passing
of the centuries has thus come to em-
body the great religious ideas of divine
justice and human responsibility. As the
beginning of the Jewish religious year it
emphasizes the religious uniqueness of
the Jewish people, the servant of the
One God, the priest people of humanity.

SCHOLAR LEAVES FOR OXFORD

Moncton Farewell to Wm. H. Irving—
English Letter Tells of Russian Troops

Moneton, N. B, Sept. 10—William H.
Irving, B.A,, a Rhodes scholar, left on’
Friday afternoon for Oxford University:
After graduating from the Aberdeen
High School here he attended Mount
Allison, where he made an excellent
showing and graduated two years ago.
Mr. Irving was chosen by the Mount
Allison faculty as Rhodes scholar. Since
then he has been engaged as a teacher
on the Aberdeen High School staff. On
Thursday night the Canadian Club, of
which he has been secretary, tendered
him a complimentary luncheon, and E.
A. Reilly, K.C, read an address to Mr.
Irving. Among thé speakers was Rev.
Dr. Campbell, president of the Ladies’
College, Mount Allison. .

Dr. Campbell, who responded to the
toast, “The British Empire,” said that
in his opinion the great battle of the
present European war had not yet been
fought. He had no fear of the future.

Further evidence of the passage of
thousands of Russian troops through
Scotland and England is contained in a
letter received by Mrs. S. L. T. Harri-
son, of this city. It was written at
Grassmere, England, by Mrs. Harrison's

She is a daughter of
Rev. Dr. Ambrose, of Digby, N. S.

“A large number of Russian troops
passed through England yesterday,” she
says, “on their way southwards. They
landed at Aberdeen from the North
Sea, and were bound for Ostend, I be-
lieve. It was very quietly done, and I
hope they will give the Germans the sur-
prise of their lives.

“Everyone is very quiet over the war,
but everyone feels it terribly, as almost
all the young men have gone, or are go-
ing. One hears of nothing else, and
every woman you meet, poof or- rich, is
knitting socks.”

Each encounter, - however, influences the execution of the general idea of the
-commander-in-chief ‘of the allted” army. Attacks and counter-attacks follow one
another in rapid succession every hour out of the twenty-four.

During the course of the night of September 15-16 the Germans attempted
a formidable movement in the western sphere but were met by the French and
British with courage that was simply marvellous against overwhelming odds.
The Germans returned fo the attack fio fewer than ten times with marvellous
tenacity and intrepidity, but were unable to break through the firm line pre-
sented by the allies’ infantry. The fight just before daybreak was the most
violent of all.

The Germans appeared to throw into the charge all that remained of their
energy, but were rolled back with enormous losses. Before retiring behind their
big guns they sacrificed many of their number, displaying resolution which ap-
proached desperation. A vigorous counter-attack from the allies ensued, dur-
Ing which' a small extent of ground was gained,

Last night was relatively calm alorig the front, but today the fighting be-
came more furious than ever. During the darkness operations are rendered dif-
Hcult, owing to the reluctance of the opposing commanders to use ses~~“lights,

which might expose their position. ;

After this stage of the fight was concluded the Germans appeared to retire
bout seven miles. During the combat the adversaries in many instances came
lo hand-to-hand clashes and the bayonet was extensively used. The carnage
was terrifying, but the troops of both armies appeared to have been hardened
to such scenes and fought with indomitable coolness, despite the heaviness of
the losses. '

GUN TACKS SIGNS
ON WALLS OF BUILDINGS

A gun which shoots signs into place
has been invented. In appearance it is
not unlike a shotgun. The sign which
it discharges is rolled tightly about a
heavy stick and a cord is attached to a
tack which is temporarily fastened,
point out, at the end of this. The other
end of the string is fastened to the top
of the sign. When the instrument is
loaded with one of these and the trigger
is pulled, heavy springs furnish the pro-
pelling force which sends the roll end-
wise through the air like an arrow, at
whatever object it is aimed.

THINKS 1T ONLY WATER
BROKER DRIV POISON

Wife Had Dissolved Tablets in
Glass and He Did Not Know
of It

New York, Sept. 19—David R. Beach,
aged thirty-one, a real estate broker of
76 William street, Manhattan, whose
home is in the Vendome apartment
house at 368 Grand avenue, Brooklyn, is
in the Pilcher Sanitarium, opposite his
home, facing death by poisoning.

Especially pitiable circumstances at-
tend his case, The broker is married
and has three very young children, and
his wife is tortured by the thought that
it was she who unwittingly left the
poison where he came upon it. From a
glass he found on a window ledge in the
bathroom and which he supposed con-

tained pure water, he drank a solution |

containing twenty-two grains of the
poison, a quantity sufficient to kill four
men.

“] had gone into the bathroom a min-
ute or two before Mr. Beach last Mon-
day night,” said his distracted wife,
“and there I dissolved three tablets in
a glass, breaking them up so that they
would dissolve quickly. He heard me
letting the water run. He was in the
adjoining room, reading, and came into
the bathroom.

“He found the glass on a window ledge
and, having heard me draw the water,
thought I had left the glass there for
him. He drank it dry. Then he came
back to the bedroom and twisted his
lips, complaining of the taste of the
water. 1 knew right away what had
happened, but for an instant I simply
could not tell him. Finally I did.

“Iis face went white and we stared
at each silently for nearly a minute.
We were stunned. Then I remembered
the sanitarium across, the street. To-
gether we ran to it.” ¢

They found Dr. Paul Pilcher, who im-
mediately applied a stomach pump. This
operation was repeated twice within the
next half hour. .

But while this treatment, so promptly
administered, has been known to have
saved life where the poison has been
swallowed in tablet form, Beach’s case
makes its efficacy doubtful. As the tab-
lets had been dissolved in the water
there could be little delay in their ac-
tion on his system.

Physicians have frankly told .1rs.
Beach that she probably will have to
face the worst.

Beach himself has not yet been told
how grave his condition is. Tt will not
help him, the doctors say, that he is in
the prime of life and of sturdy physi-
que. The chief hope is that the prompt
use of the pump removed the poison be-
fore it could pass to. the intestines.

Failing that, the only recourse possible
is the “stripping” of the kidneys.

IMPORTANT PART
OF WORK IS THAT

Structure

All the ornamental copper and bronze
work for St. Dunstan’s Cathedral, being
re-built in Charlottetown, P. E. I, is
being made~in St. John and is being sup-
plied by James McDade, Mill street. The
Gothic ornamentations, such as are be-
ing used in connection with this cathe-
dral, are of the highest class. There are
very few examples of this class of work
in the maritime provinces, and a few
cathedrals which have been built in this
style have secured the copper and bronze
decorations from upper Canada or the
United States, and the work accomplish-
ed by experts.

The present work is a good example
of what can be accomplished in St. John.
About fourteen tons of copper are re-
quired for the towers, one on each end
of the edifice, and for the Gothic tracery
of the upper windows, moulds and pedi-
ments. The spire roofs proper are of
plain copper with ornamental turrets,
and on each tower there are four large,
sixteen medium and twenty small turrets
and each turret is finished with crockets
and wrought copper terminal, while the
towers are surmounted by solid bronze
crosses, manufactured by the Phoenix
Foundry. Each cross is nine feet in
height. The main roof is to be covered
with slate, and the ridge finished with
bronze cresting.

In the centre of the building is a
ventilating tower, somewhat smaller
than the front towers, and this is also
being finished with copper. The gable
ends of the building will be finished with
a moulded copper work for the depth of
seven feet.

The construction work on the new
cathedral is being done by J. S. Met-
calfe Company, contractors. J. M.
Hunter is the architect.

When completed, St. Dunstan’s Cathe-
dral will be one of the finest cathedrals
in the maritime provinces. It will be
larger than the cathedral in St. John,
and is designed somewhat after the style
of Notre Dame Cathedral in Montreal
The edifice is being built at a cost of
from $250,000 to $300,000, and will seat
4,500 people. It is hoped to have the
building completed this winter, and an
effort will be made to have the base-
ment opened for service at Christmas.

The difficulties of obtaining pictures of |

actual scenes in the Belgian zone of hos-
tilities, on account of suspicion of the
military authorities, who are in constant

fear of spies, have been set forth in a
recent article in the “Bioscope.”

A correspondent of that publication
writes that at the outbreak of the war
it was worth a man’s life to carry a
camera. In relating his own experiences
in Belgium he said that if his credentials
were passed on favorably by the Brus-
sel’s authorities, there was still danger
from mobs.

In the fist few days following the
declaration of war, to take a picture
meant risking death. A camera was look-
ed upon as the outward and visible signs
of a spy, and anyone so unfortunate as
to be caught far from the protection of
the guards was apt to be torn limb from
limb. And this “protection consisted of
arrest, which might lead later to a quick
court martial~and execution.”

PLUM PUDDING.
FOR CHRISTMY
10 BE DEARER

Comparison of Local Prices Today
With Those of a Year Ago

The preparation of the Christmas 'in-
ner with the apparently mecessary plum
pudding is going to mean a greater out-
lay ' this year, unless there comes a con-
siderable drop in prices between now and
the festive season. The main staples of
course are flour and sugar, while raisins,
currants, peel, lard, spices and a few
other commoditics enter into the mak-
ing of the Yuletide delight. Almokt all
of these ingredients are higher this year.

There is a difference of $1.10 between
the quotings of Manitoba flour last year
and at present, and of $1.65 in Ontario
patents, and' the price this year, as
householders well know, is the one which
is higher. An advance of $2.40 in sugar
maintains over last year’s listings.
Spices, the largest part of which are
brought frem across the ocean, are in-
creased, and the same is true of peels,
citron, lemon and orange for the same
reason. Lard is easier, and raisins also.
The latter are reported plentiful and
good supplies are expected from Cali-
fornia, though Valencia layers will like-
ly be increased in price. Molasses is a
little higher, and in fact all the present
quotings may be subject to further in-
crease between mow and Christmas.
