High Prices in All

Seasons

NEW SOURCE OF REVENUE

Side Line Generally Left Unde-

veloped Has Been Made Meney
Maker—An -Article of Timely

Interest .

Whitby, Dec. 30—No better example of
co-operation in its organization and re-
sults can be cited than the “Egg Circles”

4 of Ontario county. There are av present

seven such “‘circles” with a'combined mem
bership of well over 500 enthusiastic farm-

Vlers whose aggregate sales of eggs and

poultry during the gix spring and summer
fnonths to talled $20,686. And the mem-
bers have every reason to be enthusiastic,
for through these organizations they have
obtained from one to three cents per doz-
en more for theit eggs in summer than
have non-members, and from four to
twelve ,and in one case fifteen cents in
winter.

So great has been the success of the ex-
periment that it is attracting no’ little at-
tention, not only from other sections of
the province but from different parts of
the United States.

It is an undisputed fact that the care
of poultry and egg production has long
been the most neglected part of the farm-
er’s business, a sideline generally left to
the women folk. Of hardly less general
acceptance is the fact that under proper
management the return from poultry will
equal, if not exceed, that from any other
branch of rural .industry.

Complete Co-operation the Aim

The lack of attention to poultry, im-
‘proper care of fowl and haphazard hand-
ling of eggs impressed J. H. Hare, district
representative of the Ontario department
of agriculture, with headquarters at Port
Hope, and he determined to see if some
improvement could not be effected, Mr.
Hare i a convinced advocate of co-opera-
tion among the farmers, but he recognized
that epecialization. was necessary at the
outset. His idea was to organize small
groups of farmers to sell eggs co-operative-
ly and gradually extend their operations to
dressed poultry and butter. Ultimately,
perhaps, co-operation might be eecured in
all farm products as in Denmark and
Great Britain.

The firet Egg Circle was formed at
Gamebridge, in April, 1910, with a mem-
bership of 20. It has since increased to
nearly 60. Similar organizations followed
at Cannington, Whitby, Kinsale, Brook-
lin, Myrtle, and Greenbank, the last nam-
ed being formed in July of the present
year. After a little more than two years
| of operation, one-gixth of all the farmers
' of Ontario county, are members of one of
|or the other of these seven Kgg Circles.
{ Wo more convincing proof of the success
with which the movement has been at-
tended can be offered or desired than that
the membership has more than doubled
since early last spring. Nothing succeeds
| like ' success and farmers in sections of
| the county in which there is no Circle at
present, have appealed to Me. Hare for
assigtance in establishing such an organi-
zation among them and their neighbors.

|
‘Orgunizing a “Circle”

Upon receipt of such an application the
| district representative visits the section in
{ question and talks of the proposal with
| the farmers. The most progressive men n
the community, be finds, have already
some knowledge of the movement, glean-
ed from conversation with farmers in
other parts of the county or from his
agricultural newspapers or magazines. He
rtells them that the object of the proposed
organization is to increase the profits to
poultry raisers through co-operation. Per-
haps they look askance at the by-law
which provides that eggs must be gather-
od twice a day and kept in a coll room,
free from draught, dampness or foul odors,

and in a temperature not to exceed sixty
degrees. In the majority of cases they have

been careless in these matters for have
they not received: a flat rate per dozen?
Size and appearance did not seem to make
very much difference.:

However, the proposal appeals to them
and ‘an organization is formed with a con:
stitution, by-laws, -president, board of
seven directors, vice‘ptesident, eecretary
and a manager who is' generally also the
egg-gatherer. The constitution and by-
laws are uniform for all circlese and re-
quire in addition to’ the provision alréady
noted, that “members’ must ‘deliver all
eggs, not to be used for their own house-
keeping or breeding “purposes at a time
and place determined by the board of di-
rectors. All eggs must be unbroken; clean,
fresh, of good size and npt more than
one week old.” Only false eggs of gypsum,
china, etc., may be ‘used as nest eggs. As
soon as the orgapization ig effected, the
membens are placeéd on *the mailing list of
the degartment of sagriculture, for letters
and bulletins dealing *with improved meth-
ods of feeding,‘care dand breeding of poul-
try. 5

on the Circles’ account, thus eliminating
the services of the produce company. {
Practice vs. Preaching

The company Temits to the manager of
each Circle the value of the eggs, togeth-
er with the candler'’s report, giving the
quantity and grade of each member’s ‘eggs.
Qn the basis of this' report the manager
distributes the net -receipts.

The.spread of the co-operative movement
would seem to fully justify Mr. Hare's
statement that more has been accomplish-
ed through the organization of egg Circles
than: could have been done by, a decade of
preaching better poultry methods than
were then in vogue. The practical lesson,
and one that cannot be ignored, is -effec-
tively taught by the higher prices obtained
for better quality eggs, produced and mar-
keted under donditions prescribed by the
Department of Agriculture.

{Until very recently, T. A. Benson was
associated with Mr. Hare at vhe Whitby
Station, but he is now epgaged in similar
work under the Dominion Government in
Prihce Bdward Island. E. G. Hogarth,
BS.A., an 0.AC. graduate, is his suc-
cessor here.

Demonstration Work

Closely related to the organization of
“Hgg Circles” as an effective means of

Vincreasing the profits of poultry raisers

and improving egg production is the de-
monstration work conducted = under the
auspices of the Ontario government. The
county grant of $500 for educational pur
poses ig being applied to the establishment

farmer’s individual number in the circle.
All eggs must be stamped.. The manager|
or egg-gatherer, ‘whose remuneration is |
fixed by the circle, depending upon the!
amount of work done by him, collects the|
eggs twice a week during the summer
months and once a week in the winter.
During a period of three weeks last sum-
mer, one manager collected no less than;
4000 dozen.

Marketed in Tcronto

Although the circles are not under con-
tract with any wholesale house, they Lave
up to the present time shipped all their|
eggs 1o a large produce company in Tox'-i
onto, The eggs are packed in cartons of;
one dozen each, accompanied with a slip
“of interegt to the consumer,” advising
him that “this package contains eggs from
one of the Ontario.County Egg Circles.”

“Ontario County farmers,” it continues,
“have organized themselves .into co-oper-
ative ‘egg . circles’ with the following ob-
jects in view:

“Tst—The production of a superior qual-
ity of eggs, by scientific breeding and feed-
‘ing, and by the piactice of the most up-to-
date methods in the care and management
of their poultry.

“ond—To handle and care for the eggs
upon the farm in such a way as to ensure
the preservation of their freshmess and
good quality.

“3rd—To hasten the eggs to the consum-
er; realizing that delay means depreciation
in value.

“4th—To gain the confidepce of the con-
sumer by delivering to fhim a high
class article, the quality of which can
at all times be absolutely relied upon.

“5th—To increase the consumption of
‘Ontario Cowity Egg ‘Circle Eggs, it be-
ing realized that this' can be done only
by supplying the consumer with eggs
which are always good.”

Beneath is the admonition. “Tell your
