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The Lord Bishop then delivered the following address:
My Rev. BRETHREN AND BRETHREN OF THE LAITY :=

We are permitted, in the providence of God, to meet together once
more in this, the sixth Synod of this Diocese. Since we were here
assembled at the Syrod of last year, several changes have taken place,
and I hope some progress bas been made with the work of the Church
amongst us. At the time of the last Synod, there were sixty-five clergy
officiating in this Diocese; of these, two have retired on account of age
and infirmity, and one has left for the incese of Ontario. During the
same period, ten frech ones have been added to our numher,—two from
other Dioceses, and eight ordained by me, making an increase of saven
within the year. There were tcrty-seven clergy officiating Lore at the
formation of this Diocese in 1850, of whom twenty-eight are still in
charge of cures, four have retired, twelve have left for other Dioceses,
artd three have died. Amongst these latter was the Rev. R. Whitwell,
whose death occurred only a few weeks sinc.. Mr. Whitwell had been
obliged, through infirm health, to retire some years ago from all active
labours as a minister of the Church, but his mind continued clear to
the last, acd he never ceased to evince his deep interest in the mainte-
nance and progress of those truths, on which his own faith was built.
He will long ".e remembered as one of these earlier pioneers of the Church
iv Canada, who did good service, wher the tack was far more difficult
then it is now ; and also as the f-iend and successor of the excellent
Bishop Ste wart, in the Rectory of St. Armand East,to which benefice he
was appointed in 1826, ard in which he continued to reside till his death.
In addition to the ordained clergy, there are five licensed Catechists
now employed in the Diocese; and I have orlained eight Deac~ns and
three Priests during the past year. From what [ have known of those
80 admit‘ed to Holy orders, from my own personal intercourse, from the
testimonials I have recrived respecting them, and from the satisfuctory
manner in which, both iu my judgment and i» that of my examining
chaplajn, they acquitted themselves iu their respective examinations, I
have a confident hope that ‘hey will prove a welcome addition to our
number. Two of them, and thuse by no means the least approved, were
French Canadians by birth, and received their training originally at the
College at Sabrevois.

At our last Synod we received a Report respecting “the Disa-
bilities of American clsrgymen ;" and it was referred back that
communications might be held with the other Dioceses, in order that
some general action might be taken, if ~ossible, for their removal. Since
this occurred, circumstances have arisen, which have led to the intro-
duction of a bill on this subject, during the present session of the Pro-
vincial Parliament, In consequence of sume difficulties, in the Island.
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Bishop of Montreal, adding that it will be for his Lordship, in concert
with the other authorities of the Canadian Church, to determine for
themselves whether they would prefer to apply for fresh and amended
Letters Patent, or to allow the existing instrument to remain in force,
with the knowledge that so far as it assumes to invest the Metropolitan
with coercive jurisdiction it is of no effect.

I forwarded copies of this despatch to all the other Bishops, in order
that they might bring the matter under the consideration of their respec-
tive Synods; and stated in reply to thc Duke of Newecastle : *‘ That I

.8hould not be able to let His Grace know whether it would be the wish

of the Canadian Church ‘to apply for fresh and amended Letters
Patent,’ until there had been an opportunity to bring the matter before
a meeting of the Provincial Synod, which would not ordinarily take
place until September, 1865. Butin the meantime, I believed it was well
understood that, by an amendment introduced into the Letters Patent
as issued on the 12th February, 1862, the Authority and Jurisdiction of
the Metropolitan were expressly made *subject to the Rules and Regu-
lations, and Canons Ythat the General Assembly from time to time made
in respect thereof.”

The state of my health for some months during last year prevented
my undertaking much active labour in discharge of the duties of my
office, Almost immediately after our last Synod, I attended at Quebec
at the Consecration of Bishop Williams, who seems likely to prove no
unworthy successor of the late beloved and respected Bishop Mountain ;
and I had the great satisfaction of meeting on that occasion our old
friend and neighbour, Bishop Hopkins of Vermont, who has so often
been with us in Montreal, and whose worth we all so highly appreciate
~and who, I see, refers in his late address in his own Convention with
much warmth of love and affection to his visit and participation in our
services. And in the winter at the meetings of our Church Societies we
were assisted by Bishop Odenheimer of New Jersey, who also took part in
the services in the Cathedral; and who, by his talents as well as his
warm and kindly manners, won the hearts of all who came in contact
with him.

[ have recently commenced my fifth Triennial Course of Confirma~
tions; beginning with those from all the City Churches at the Oathe-
dral ; when 365 candidates were presented--a considerable increase
over those at the previous occasion. And I may mention that the com-
municants in the City on last Easter Day were 1254, exclusive of* the
Garrison Congregation ; being an increase of 123 over those in the pre-
vious returns. I have also very recently visited and confirmed in some
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¢
attacks which have been made; and I am confident that here, no less
than in England, the Clergy will be found ready to maintain in all their
integrity those great principles, to which as Members of the Church of
England they are pledged, and which are founded upon the word and
promises of God.

APPOINTED BY THE DiOCESAN SYNOD OF
MONTREAL FOR THE YEAR 1863.

My Logbp,

The report of this Committee submitted to the Synod at its
last session, stated ¢ seeing it is highly desirable that all the pro-
perty of the Church should be protected by Insurauce with as
little delay as possible, the Committee recommend that the Lord
Bishop of Montreal be empowered by the Synod to carry into
effect such plan as the committee may suggest.”’

This report having been adopted by the Synod, it becomes the
duty of the Committee to lay before your Lordship the result of
its deliberations.

The Committee met again on the 15th of August, when the letter
of H. L. Routh, Esq., Agent of the Royal,” directed to the
Lord Bishop of Montreal, originating and proposing a plan for
msuring against loss by fire at low rates, under an indisputable
policy the whole of the churches and church properties in this
Diocese, was read, as well as the report submitted to Synod and
resolution appointing the Committec.

Whereupon it was resolved, that it be recomiended to the
Lord Bishop that the propo-al of the Royal Insurance Company
to insure the whole Church property of the Diocese be accepted,
provided that the Company will be satisfied to include so
much of the city property only as may be brought within the
arrangement, together with the property in the country, and if
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We desire that the Church in this Diocese shall continue
as it has been, an integral portion of the United Church of
England and Ireland ; and we declare our firm and unanimous
resolution, in dependence on Divine aid, to preserve those
doctrines, and that form of Church government which are at
present recognized by the Church of England and Ireland.

It is our earnest wish and determination to confine our
deliberations and actions to matters of discipline, to the
temporalities of the Church, and to such regulations of order
as may tend to her efficiency and extension ; and we desire
no control or authority over any but those who are or shall
be members of our own Church.

> CONSTITUTION,

1. The Synod shall consist of the Bishop of the Diocese,
of the Clergy of the same licensed to the cure of souls there-
in, or holding office in any college or school under the juris-
diction of the Bishop (such Clergy not being under ecclesias-
tical censure), and of Lay representatives, to be elected ag
hereinafter provided.

2. The Lay representatives shall be male communicants
of at least one year's standing, of the full age of twenty-one
years, and shall be elected annually at the Easter meetings,
or at any Vestry meeting (specially called for such purpose
by Incumbents, after due notice on two Sundays), held by
each Minister having a separate cure of souls; and all Lay-
men within the cure of twenty-one years or upwards, enti-
tled within such cure to vote at Vestry meetings, or who
hold pews or sittings in the Church, though not entitled so
to vote, who shall have declared themselves in writing to be
“ Members of the United Church of England and Ireland,
and to belong to no other religious denomination,” shall
have the right of voting at the election.

3. The Minister himself, if present, shall preside at the
election ; and in his absence, the Curate or Assistant Min-
ster, or the Senior Churchwarden, or a Chairman elected
by the majority of those present, taking precedence in the
order in which they are here named.

4. Every separate cure served by a licensed Minister
shall be entitled to elect two Lay representatives ; but when
there shall be two or more congregations, having a corre-
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preside in his place ; and when the See is vacant, the senior
Dignitary of the Church, next in rank to the Bishop, in the
Diocese, shall, within a fortnight of the occurrence of such
vacancy, swamon a Synod, to be held in not less than thirty
days, to elect a successor to the See, at which he shall preside,
and at such meeting no business except such election shall
be proceeded with.

10. A quorum of the Synod shall consist of no less than
one-fourth of the whole number of both Clergy and Lay
representatives respectively.

11. There shall be two Secretaries, one from the Clergy,
the other from the Laity, who shall keep regular minutes of
all proceedings of the Synod, shall record them in a book
provided for that purpose, shall preserve all papers, memor-als,
and other documents, shall certify the public acts of the
Synod, and shall deliver all records and documents to their
Successors ; and give notice to each Minister and Vestry of
the time and place appointed for any stated or special
meetings of the Synod, this notice to be given at least six
weeks before such meeting.

12. There shall be a Treasurer of the Synod, who shall
receive and disburse all moneys collected and paid under its
authority, and keep account thereof; and two Auditors who
shall annually inspect and report on the condition of the
accounts.

13. The vote of each order shall be taken separately,
when so required by any three members, each vote bein
decermined by the majority of the members present in each
order.

14. No rule shall be binding on the members of the Church
in this Diocese at large, which has not received the concur-
rent assent of the Bishop, the Clergy, and the Laity, and
which has not been passed in the Synod.

15. Any proposition for an alteration of the Constitution,
Regulations, Rules of Order, or Canons, shall be introduced
in writing, and considered at the meeting at which it ig
introduced ; and if approved by a majority of each order,
shall lie over till the next meeting of the Synod, but shall
not be finally adopted unless approved by majorities consis-
ing of two-thirds of both Clergy and Laity then present.
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FOR THE PRESERVATION OF ORDER;

1. The Synod shall meet the first day at two o’clock in
the afternoon, and afterwards at ten o'cf(,)ck each forenoon
during its session, unless otherwise ordered by the Synod.
And when it adjourns, the members shall keep their seats
until the Chairman leaves the chair.

2. On the appearance of a quorum, fixed by the Consti-
tution of the Synod at one-fourth of the whole number of the
Clergy and Lay Representatives respectively, the Chairman
shall call the Synod to order ; and should’ there not be a
quorum at the appointed hour, the Chairman is authorized to
adjourn the meeting during pleasure.

8. Immediately after the Chairman shall have taken the
chair, the meeting shall be opened by prayer, according to a
form authorized by the Bishop ; am{ the minutes of the
preceding meeting shall then be read to the end that any
mistake therein may be corrected by the Synod.

4. The Chairman shall preserve order and decorum, and
shall decide questions of order, subject to the Synod, to be
decided without debate. When ecalled upon to explain a
point of order, he shall state the rule applicable to the case,

without argument or comment.
5. Members of the Synod shall sit uncovered, the clerical

members to be habited in hands and gowns, and every member
before speaking shall rise from his seat and address himself
to the chair. When two or more members rise at the same
time the Chairman shall name the member who is first to
speak.

6. When the Chairman is putting a question, no member
shall walk out of or across the house ; nor when a member
is speaking shall any member hold discourse to interrupt him
except to order, nor pass between him and the chair, and
every member present when a question is put shall be
required to vote on the same. In voting, those who vote in
the affirmative shall first rise, and then those who vote in the
negative.

7. No member, save the mover of a motion, who is entitled
to reply, shall speak more than once on the same question
without leave of the Synod, except in explanation of a
material part of his speech which may have béen misunder-
stood, and then he is not to introduce new matter.

R A it st
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is required for the future that the clerks of the several
vestries in this Diocese, or where there is no Vestry Clerk,
the Chairman of the meeting, shall send to the Clerical
Secretary of the Synod, within six days after their election,
the names of the Lay delegates elected at any meeting held for
that purpose : and ‘the Secretary of this Synod shall attend
at the place where the Synod is to meet at 9 o’clock of the
first day of meeting, to record the names of said Lay dele-
gates.

REGARDING COMM ITTEES.

20. All special committees shall be named by the chair,
unless otherwise ordered, and in such cases the election
shall be by ballot. They shall appoint their own chairman,
and a majority of the number named or elected shall be a
quorum competent to preceed to business.

21. The reports of Committees shall be in writing signed
by the chairman, who, or some member deputed by him, shall
explain to the Synod the bearing of any portion of the report
if requested by any member of the Synod.

22. Reports of Committees shall be received in co
unless ordered to be re-committed, bnt further
shall be by motion as in other business.

23. Allnotices of motion intended to be broy

1ght before the
next Synod shall be sent into the Clerical Secretary at least
six weeks before the day of meeting ; and it shall bo the duty
of the Clerical Secretary to keep a record of such notices,
and to issue a circular statement of the business for the
Synod, with reports of Committees, and the orde
the same shall be brought up.
to each Clergyman and parish
of the Synod.
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parish or mission on the Sunday preceding the meeting of
Synod.
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4. The Rural Deans shall collect such statistics as the
Bishop may direct: and all matters relating to the boundaries
of parishes, or the erection of new ones, shall be referred to a
Ruri-decanal meeting.

5. The Rural Deans shall have no power of interference
on their own mere motion, in matters of discipline, in any
parish or mission. All such matters shall be referred to the
Bishop, to be dealt with as he shall think proper.

STATUS OF I’AIHHIIE.\', &C,

I. A Mission is an ecclesiastical division supplied by a
Clergyman, who receives the whole or the greatest part of
his stipend from foreign aid. -

2. A Parish is an ecclesiastical division including within
it8 limits a Church and Parsonage, and providing within itself
at least one-half of the stipend of the Clergyman who is its
incumbent.

3. A Rectory is a Parish, raising within its limits the
whole of the stipend of the Incumbent. Provided always
that it be understood that nothing herein shall be regarded as
affecting parishes erected by Letters Patent from the Crown.

4. The minimum salary of the Clergy shall be eight hundred
dollars per annum.

BOUNDARIES OF PARISHES,

1. The boundaries of all Missions. Parishes, and Rectories
shall be defined by a Ruri-decanal meeting,

2. That in cases where the boundaries cannot be arranged
by such mutual agreement, then the Bishop be requested to
1ssue a commission of two Clergymen and two Laymen, none of
whom shall be locally connected with such Parishes or Cures,
directing and authorizing them to investigate the merits of the
case and decide thereon, and to report their decision to the
Lord Bishop for his consideration : and should his Lordship
approve of the same, then the boundaries so arranged, approved
and declared, shall be the boundaries of the Parishes and
Cures aforesaid. The expenses of such commission to be borne
by the Parishes to be arranged.

3. That all repairs and dilapidations of Church property
shall be defrayed by each Parish individually.
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tion, and with a view to leaving the Incumbent more complete
leisure for the discharge of his sacred office, it is expedient
that certain duties should be under the more immediate super-
intendence of the Churchwardens.

Wherefore it shall be the special duties of the Churchwar-
dens of every church or chapel, within fourteen days after
appointment or re-election in each year, to make a faithful
mventory, in duplicate, of all the movable property of the
Corporation, and to insure the same, and all the buildings
thereof at their full estimated value with some English or
Provincial Fire Insurance Company duly incorporated. And
at each appointment or re-election of Churchwardens, the
outgoing Churchwarden or Churchwardens shall present a true
and faithful balance sheet of the accounts of the Corporation,
to be filed with the above-mentioned inventories in the ves-
try of the Corporation, and also shall hand over to his or their
successors any balance of moneys remaining on hand.

15 provide for the due care and preservation of the said
movable property, together with the administration of the real
estate thereof, during their tenure of office.

Carefully to superintend and to enforce the execution of all
contracts for the furnishing, repair, and preservation of the
church, parsonage, burial ground and glebe, and to take the
necessary steps to exact penalties in case of their non-fulfil-
ment.

To secure the warmth, cleanliness, and ventilation of the
church, and the supply of vestments, linen, books, and bread
and wine for the celebration of the Holy Communion.

To provide such books and documents as the Synod may
from time to time require to be kept.

To afford the Incumbent every assistance in their power in
the supervision of the sexton, the organist, the clerk and the
choir, and the inferior officers of the Corporation.

To provide strangers with seats during the celebration of
Divine Worship, in so far as the capacity of the building will
allow.

To maintain good order and quiet in and about the church
or chapel, and in the adjoining roads and public places during
Divine worship, and prosecute all offences against that good
order and quiet. Vide Incorp. Statutes, ¢. XXII.

To collect, in accordance with the statute, pew-rents, sub-
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Society, shall be held in every parish or mission throughout the
Diocese, and the amount of collections made at the same
shall be paid to the Treasurer of the Church Society.

¢.—Arrangements shall be made for bringing this plan,
and the necessity for vigorously working the same, before
the people in every parish or mission in the Diocese,—and
with this object, a scheme for holding the requisite meet-
ings, or preaching the requisite sermons, shall be drawn up,
and the Bishop shall be requested to name a deputation or
deputations for attending the same,— and, in addition, each
parish and mission is earnestly recommended to create a local
endowment fund.

SUPERANNUATED FUND.

A sermon shall be preached anrually in every congre-
gatior. throughout the Diocese, and collections made for a
Superannuation Fund.

2. The clerical subscription shall be five dollars.

3. The management of the fund shall be placed in the
hands of the Church Society.

4. Each case for participation in the benefits of the said
Fund shall be determined upon its particular merits by
the central Board.

REPRESENTATION TO PROVINCIAL SYNOD.

The number of Clerical and Lay Delegates to repre-
sent each Diocese in the Provincial Synod having been
fixed by the Provincial Synod at twelve of each order, the
Clerical and Lay Secretary at the preceding Diocesan Synod
shall always be ex-officio amongst the number of delegates to
represent this Diocese at any meeting of the Provincial
Synod, with eleven others of each order to be elected by
ballot at each annual meeting of the Synod.

SCHOOLS.

1. There shall be attached to every Mission and Parish,
when practicable, a Day School and Sunday School ; and
also in every Rural Deanery there shall be established a
Superior Church Day School.

2. The Master of such Day Schools shall be a member of
the Church, and receive a license from the Bishop.
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And also for heresy, or teaching, or maintaining heretical doc-
trines; or for teaching or inculcating doctrines, contrary to those
of the Church; such teaching or maintaining, being by way of
writing, or printing, or preaching, or public teaching, or circulating
books containing unsound doctrines.

§ 2.

If there is reason for supposing, from public rumour or other-
wise, that a clergyman has been guilty of any of the foregoing
ecclesiastical offences, the Bishop of the Diocese, within which the
offence is alleged or reported to have been committed, on the appli-
cation of any party complaining thereof, or of his own mere
motion, may summon the party to appear before him, in private,
and, upon confession of the offence alleged, may pronounce such
sentence as may be proper.

If the Bishop should consider the matter to be of such a char-
acter or magnitude as to require it to be placed on record,
in such case the accusation shall be reduced to a definite form :
there shall be added the confession signed by the party, and the
same, with the sentence pronounced, shall be recorded in like
manner as other sentences are hereinafter directed to be recorded.

If the accused party shall not admit or confess the offence
alleged, and the Bishop be of opinion that there are grounds for
further inquiry, the Bishop may issue a commission under his
hand and seal to five presbyters, of whom the archdeacon,

shall form three, who shall make inquiry
into the truth of the accusations, and report the facts, as well as
the evidence taken, and whether, in their opinion, there be suffi-
cient primd facie evidence instituting for further proceedings.

In such case, the accusation shall be reduced to form in writing,
and notice of the time when, and place where, every such meeting
of the cowumission shall be holden, shall be given in writing, to the
party accused, at least twenty days before the first meeting; and
it shall be lawful for the party accused, or his agent, to attend the
proceedings of the commission, and to examine or cross-examine
any witnesses; and such preliminary proceedings shall be in
private, unless tl.e party accused shall desire otherwise.

Should the party accused neglect or refuse to appear before the
said commission, his default, after good and sufficient service,
shall be placed on record, and the commissioners shall proceed

_with their inquiry ex parte.

Upon the receipt of the report of the commissioners, the Bishop
shall take such further proceedings therein, as the case may, in his
judgmei.., require.
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ARTICLE III.
Board, or Court of Triers.

There shall be an Ececlesiastical Court, or Board of Triers, for
the Diocese of Montreal to try such charges as may be preferred
against any priest or deacon of the said diocese.

It shall be composed of fifteen priests, who shall be annually
elected by a majority of the clerical order of the Diocesan Synod at
its annual meeting, and who shall continue in office until others
shall have been chosen in their places.

The Bishop shall have power to fill all vacancies which may occur
by removal from the diocese, by death, by election to the epis-
copate, until the next meeting of Synod.

The Court of Triers shall name from among their body a secre-
tary, whose duty it shall be to keep a record of all the proceedings
had before the Court.

The Church Advocate (as hereinafter appointed), shall give
notice in writing at least days before the day fixed
for the trial, to the party accused, to attend before the Clerical
Secretary of the Synod, time and place being mentioned in the
notice, when and where the party accused, shall strike from the list
of triers, elected as aforesaid, one of the names, and the Church
Advocate shall strike off another, and so alternately until the
number shall be reduced to five, which five shall form the Court
for the trial.

If the accused shall neglect to attend in person, or by an
agent, the clerical secretary of the Synod shall strike the list with
the Church Advocate, in place of the accused so absent.

The accused and Church Advocate may, by a written consent,
filed with the Clerical Secretary of the Synod, agree upon any five
or three of the Board of Triers, to form the Court.

The Bishop shall issue a prees=t, addressed to the members of
the Court of Triers, so struck or sreed upon. requiring them, or
any three or more of them, to proveed to the trial of the accused
at the appointed time and place; which precept, together with a
certified copy of the charges, shall be transmitted by the Bishop
to the president of the Court (to be named by him), whose duty
it shall be, on receipt thereof, to cause all the members of the
Court, or Board of Triers, t¢ be summoned to meet at the pre-
scribed time and place, any " ee or more of whom, who shall
attend in pursuance of s .. summons, shall constitute the
Court.

The Bishop shall, at the annual meeting of Synod, nominate a
Church Advocate to conduct all prosecutions; he shall be
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to administer oaths in this Province of Lower Canada, shall be
requested to- administer the required oath to the witnesses called
on to testify to the truth in the matters at issue before the Court.

If the accused be resident within the Diocese, at the time of
presentment made against him, all notices, service and citations,
shall be made on him personally, or at his usual domicile or resi-
dence, within the delays before mentioned.

If on, or during any trial, the accused shall confess the truth of
the charges contained in the presentment, the Board of Triers may
dispense with hearing further evidence, and will proceed at once
to report the same to the Bishop, whose duty it shall then be to
proceed and pass sentence.

The proceedings upon a trial shall be private, unless the accused
party shall request the same to be public, or unless publie decency
would be likely to be outraged by such publicity, in which latter
case the Court may direct it to be private.

No charge shall be considered as substantiated or proven by the
testimony of less than two witnesses.

If any member of the Church shall be summoned to attend as
a witness before any Board of Triers, Board of Inquiry, Court,
Commissioners, constituted under any provision of this Canon, or
being present before either of the same, shall refuse to testify, or to
be sworn or affirm, such persons may be declared guilty of con-
tumacy, and punished accordingly.

A certificate or record of such contumacy shall be signed by
the president of the Board, Court, or Commissioners, as the case
may be, and transmitted to the Bishop or his Commissary.

Whereupon the Bishop, or Commissary, shall cause reasonable
notice to be given to the party of the proceedings intended against
him, and after due citation, and the hearing of the party in defence
or extenuation, or in default of his appearing to answer, the Bishop
or Commissary, may proceed, if the party be a layman, to admon-
ish or suspend him from communion with the Church, and if a
priest or deacon, to admonish or suspend him from his office,
until such contumacy be purged.

The Court, having deliberately considered the evidence, shall
declare in writing, signed by the members thereof, or a majority
of them, their decision on the charges contained in the p:esent-
ment, whether in their opinion the accused is guilty or not guilty
on each particular charge.

If the accused, after trial, shall be found guilty, the finding of
the Court together with all their proccedings, including the evi-
dence taken in the case, shall be transmitted to the Bishop, or in
his absence or incapacity to act, to his Commissary, before its
transmittal to the accused, or in any way made public, and should
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Upon such sentence being pronounced, the connection between
the minister and his plrhh or congregation, shall be ipso facto
severed ; and all other offices, rents, issues, profits, and emoluments,
which hc may have held by vn‘tm of such office, or ministry, from
which he has been removed, shall wholly cease and determine.

ARTICLE
Discipline applicable to the Laity.

The Rubric, prefixed to the order of the Holy Communion, in
the Book of Common Prayer preseribes the manner of proceeding
by the minister of any parish toward any layman guilty of any of
the offences therein mentioned, and provides for the reporting the
same to the Bishop.

If the party thus repelled shall think proper to make a com-
plaint (in writing) to the Bishop, against the conduct of his min-
ister, in such case it shall be the duty of the Bishop, (unless he
think proper to restore him, from the insufficiency of the cause
assigned by the minister) to institute an inquiry into the merits
of the case.

If the Bishop should not think proper of his own authority to
restore the layman complaining, as above, he or his Commissary
shall appoint two disinterested ('lorg)nun, and two disinterested
laymen, who are communicants, to inquire into and try the case.

If they report to the Bishop that the repelled person ought to
be restored, the Bishop shall so direct, and no minister of the
diocese shall deny him the Holy Communion.

If they report otherwise, or make no report within three months
from their appointment, the repulsion shall continue in force. If
this Board of Inquiry be equally divided, they may elect an umpire,
clerical or lay, and a majority may report whether the party has
been rightfully repelled or not, according to the Rubriec.

If the judgment direct a continuance of the repulsion, it shall
atill be subject to the conditions and provisions of the Rubric.

The judgment of the Board of Inquiry shall be final, unless the
Bishop shall grant a re-hearing.

BEDFORD.

In presenting the Annual Report for the past Ecclesiastical
year, the Rural Dean is gratified to be able to note some encourag-
Ing cireu_~stances which shew that the work of the Church ig
steadily progressing in the Deanery.

This is evidenced, amongst other things, by the fact that two
new missions, in Ely and West Brome and Brome Woods, have
been opened during the past year.  Thatin Ely was reccimmended
by the Deanery meeting of last year, and the following aceount
received by ‘he Rural Dean from the Revy, A. L. Fortin, who hag
been labov;ing there as g catechist, and has been recently admitted
to Holy Orders, shows the nature and extent of the work in which
e is engaged. My, Ifortin says « Although I have angw ered the
questions, I would like to say a few words more ybout the
nission in Ely and North Stukely. This mission was first
established by the instrument:llity of the Rev. David Lindsay,
incumbent of Waterloo, who, having had different opportunities
of going in that vicinity for the purpose of holding Divine
Service and administering the Sacraments, thought it was most
urgent and necessary to do something for the spiritual welfare
of the increasing population.  Without any more delay he
applied to the Sabrevois Mission College to know whether they
could not send one of theiy yourg wmen to take the field of
“lubour. The Rey. B. P, Lewis of Sabrevois wag then deputed

“«
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“ to examine the mission. After giving in his report, the Com-
“ mittee decided to send one on the mission, if money could be
“ collected to make up the salary. Mr. Lindsay, with an untiring
““ zeal, undertook this work, which he accomplished. He got $50
“from Mr. Coffin; $50 from Boston's heirs ; from the people $40 ;
“ Church Society $50, and $20 from private individuals, making
“ $210 in all; the rest is made up by the Sabrevois Mission. I
“ have four regular stations in my care; Boscobel as being the
“ centre and my place of residence for the present. Congregation
“from 20 to 25. Macfarlane’s settlement, N. Stukely—congre-
“ gation 30 to 35. Clarke’s settlement, 10 to 15. Davidson’s
“ settlement in Ely 25 to 30. I have also a small Sunday school in
“ Boscobel, number of scholars 10 to 15.” Notwithstanding
however the opening of these two new missions, the total number of
parishes and missions in the Deanery is only seventeen against siz-
teen, as mentioned in last year's report. Thisis caused by the con-
solidation of Milton and South Roxton into the neighbouring mis-
sions of Abbotsford and Grranby, so that more ground iscovered with-
out increasing the number of the clergy. In the present state of the
finances of the church this would seem to be desirable, as it is
impossible that small and weak missions, unless under some very
peculiar circumstances, should continue to rcceive the services of
a clergyman when so much ground remains to be occupied.
l*n»nlthesus«Nrufwrnrnissh»ns,sﬁrhvvzropnrtsl1uve been received.

Some particulars in the statistics of these reports deserve
more special notice.

For instance it appears somewhat singular in looking over the
tabular statement which accompanies this report, that the number
of families returned as “identifying themselves with the Church "'
should be less thiz year than last, although it iy evident that the
Church has made considerable progress in that iime. The num-
ber last year was 923—this year 861—being a difference of 62
families. This however is accounted for by the fact that no
returns have been made from St. Hyacinthe, Upton, and Sutton
under this head. These three localities would have returned at
least 130 families, which would have made the number greater
this year than last. This is undoubtedly an important item in
our Church statistics, and the returns under this head should be
made with the greatest possible care.

It is gratifying to observe an increase of 80 communicants over
the returns of last year, and this notwithstanding the absence of
any return under this head from three missions in the Deanery.

The number of baptisms, especially of adults, was greater in the
returns of last year than this, the number being 257 infants and
64 adults in 1863, against 231 infants and 37 adults in 1864.
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The insurance of church property is a subject which should
receive the attention of the parochial officers of our missions, A
large proportion of churches and parsonage houses are still
returned as “not insured.” When we consider how great a
charge the rebuilding of a church or parsonage would be to the
strongest of our missions, and the very small sum required to pay
the premium of insurance, it seems strange that so cbvious and
necessary a duty continues to be so frequently ncglected.

Nothing having been done as yet to regulate the boundaries of
missions and parishes where they ave not sufficiently defined, and
it being desirable in accordance with the rule of the Synod, that
this matter should be attended to at the present meeting, arrange-
ments were entered into to define the boundaries between Bedford
and Stanbridge Kast, and West Shefford and Brome Woods,
which object will be doubtless accomplished before this Report is
presented to Synod.

The subject of local endowments appears in many places to have
taken hold upon the minds of our people, and very vigorous and
praiseworthy efforts to that effect have been made even by small
missions, by no means abounding in pecuniary resources, as is
the case with some of our older and wealthier parishes. Tt is to
be hoped that this example will stimulate others to like diligence
to perpetuate the blessings of their regular church institutions,
and hand them down to their children unimpaired. And it is
pleasing to observe instances in which this duty is duly remem-
bered by members of the Church, when, on the bed of death,
they make disposition of their worldly effects. The late Mrs,
Reynolds, of Frelighsburg, furnishes an example of this care on
the part of a dying Christian to aid in perpetuating, for the
benefit of succeeding generations, those spiritual privileges and
means of grace which she had found precious to her ¢wn soul.

Nor while we are thus chronicling the memory of the departed,
who huve died in the Lord, should we omit to mention that
venerable servant of Christ, one of the oldest of our missionaries,
the Rev. R. Whitwell, M.A., who has been recently removed by
the hand of death, and called to his reward. Identified, for the
larger portion of his ministerial life, with the affairs of this
Deanery, his memory will long be cherished by his brother clergy-
men aud the lay members of the church.

In conclusion, the Rural Dean begs to congratulate the members
of the Ruri-decanal Chapter upon the generally vigorous and
healthy character of the Church’s work in this Deanery.

All which is nevertheless respectfully submitted.

ST. ANDREWS,

St. ANDREWS, May 30, 1864.

My Lorp,—Since the last meeting of Synod two Ruri-decanal
meetings have been held—the one for the Lower Ottawa District
at St. Andrews, that for the Upper. Ottawa country at Aylmer :
the attendance at hoth places was good, and the answers to my
questions, in general very satisfactory,

There are now ministering in this Deane
of whom are in priest's orders and thre
one catechist.

The mission of Morin and Mille Isle
The new church at the latter place is now insufficient to accom-
modate the congregation, so that it is in contemplation to build a
larger one, and convert the present building into a school room.
The people have come forward with the determination to secure a
parsonage and glebe for their minister. At first it was intended
that the parsonage should be erected at Morin, but as the con-
gregation at Mille Tsle is much the larger, and the people have
expressed such a willingness to do their part, it seems to be only
right that they be permitted to carry out their intentions,

At our meeting at Aylmer I spoke to the churchwardens of
the desirableness of having that village with a certain portion of
the adjoining township of Kardley formed into a separate mission.
My proposal was most readily acceded to, and the congregation
now awaits the appointment of a clergyman,

With regard to Hull itself which by this arrangement forms b
a very small cure, we must hope that the mission will extend in
another direction towards the rear of the Township and Chelsea.
In the schedule of statistics for last year we have the mission of
Hull and Aylmer set down at ten square miles, while, for this year
the return gives the extent at one hundred and forty-four : this
latter return must, [ conceive, be taken as the area of the
when first established.

The church at Hull notwithstanding the great expense incurred
in its erection, is very cold and uncomfortable. Mr. Johnston thinks
it advisable to dispose of it and build a new church at the front

of the village. He objects to the present site because the
approach is through a narrow street occupied by French Cana-
dians, and the difficulty of making a road in another direction.
The matter requires much consideration. The church itself can
be made comfortable by a small outlay in the manner suggested :

guous missions; independent of any other cause the division of

the old mission of Hull and Aylmer will render it necessary.

The church at Portage du Fort, owing to the suspension of the
works at the mills, has not filled up so rapidly as was expected.
Mr. Gribble holds morning service at the Portage church, and then
walks to Havelock, a distance of ten miles, and after service there
returns to the Portage in time f.. evening worship. The church
at Havelock is by this time fini. ned, and will be opened on the day
appointed for the confirmation. Some idea may be formed of the
extent of Mr. Gribble’s labours, when it is known that after the
duties of Sunday, he returns to Havelock every alternate Monday,
leaving home at four a.m., during winter and summer, crosses
over to Calumet Island, holds service there—thence to the Colonge
for similar duties, and then proceeds as far as the settlement on
the Black River; so that by the time he reackes home he has
walked ninety-five miles. It is owing to such zeal and earnestness
that the Church’s mission in this Diocese now extends to nearly
one hundred miles above the city of Ottawa. It is very desirable
that a catechist be located either at the Colonge or Black River,
who would partially relieve Mr. Gribble of much anxiety and labour.

On my way home it was my intention to have visited the German
settlement in Derry, but as the country was so flooded, and any-
thing in the shape of a road lies over a rocky surface and through
tangled forests, I had to give up the attempt. I hope, however,
during the summer to succeed. There are two locations, one in
Derry, the other in Bowman, sixteen miles apart, with no road
between, so that the traveller has to be guided by the marks cut
on the trees. Our catechist resides in Derry, and visits the other set-
tlement as often as possible ;—in each place there are about twenty
families. From all that could be ascertained I beg to say that this
mission should be kept up, as it would be a sad thing to leave
such a number of people in that wilderness destitute of any reli-
gious instruction.

With respect to Arundel, to which reference was made in my last
report, it was the opinion of the Ruri-decanal Chapter that some
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provision should be made for supplying the spiritual wants of the
people scattered through that and the neighbouring townships,
and that a missionary residing at La Chute, where there are
several Church families, could extend his visits to all the neigh-
bouring settlements. In this undertaking I could not promise
that much may be expected from the people at first. There are
many English families scattered up and down, and as a proof of
the anxiety that still exists amongst them for the Chureh’s minis.
trations, I may state that having had occasion to visit a sick person
living far back in the country, an old Englishman came six miles
for the sole purpose of conversing with me. A large portion of
the country now referred to, formerly had the advantage of the
labours of a travelling missionary, ~ Instead of retrograding we
must go forward in the way of duty. ‘

Mr. Bellingham has given a lot of land in Arundel for Church
purp().\‘('s.

Missionary meetings after evening prayer, have been held in
several of the missions; the largest attendance was at North Gore;
from three to four hundred people attended and appeared very atten-
tive. The only place where a collection was taken up was at
Aylmer, where five dollars were handed in for missionary purposes.
All this was attempted on my own responsibility, still it may afford
grounds for hoping that something may be effected in this way,
should it meet with your Lordship’s approbation, for raising funds,
as well as giving our people an opportunity of knowing something
of the Church’s work throughout the empire of Britain. It isa
well known fact that in very many places the people labour under
the mistaken idea that the Church does nothing whatever in the
work of missions or evangelization of the heathen.,

All our meetings and deliberations have been characterised by
having brotherly kindness and charity.

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APPENDIX H.

IBERVILLE.

Tae ParsoNAGE, HEMMINGFORD, June 15, 1864.

My Lorp,—I have the honour to report that our third Ruri-
decanal meeting was held in the Parsonage at Lacolle on the third
Wednesday of March, and was attended by seven clergymen and
two churchwardens. After reading such statistical information as
had been received from the different parishes and missions, and
considering some of the most urgent wants of the same, I directed
the attention of the meeting to the New Mission Board, and the
importance of giving it our hearty co-operation; and, I may here
say, that two very successful meetings have already been held for
the promotion of its objects.

John H. Winn, Esq., who had been nominated by me as a
member of the Board, was re-appointed by the meeting.

As the better arrangement of existing missions, as well as the
opening of new ones, are some of the subjects which came under
our deliberations, it is now submitted that the vacant missions of
Sherrington and Napierville, together with that portion of the
missions of Lacolle and Hemmingford, known as Henrysburgh, be
formed into a new mission, and that Douglas’ Corners, which,
since the opening of the new road, is equi-distant from Sherring-
ton and Henrysburgh, be made the head-quarters of the mis-
sionary. There are still tolerably good congregations at both these
places, and I am confidont there would be no difficulty in their
contributing $100 per annum towards the support of a missionary.
At Napierville there is a valuable glebe, which, at the lowest
estimate, is worth $4000, and which at present rents for the
small sum of $120 per annum. Could this be sold, and invested
at the ordinary rate of interest, the stipend of the Incumbent of
Lacolle need suffer no diminution, and there would be $120 per
annum for the new mission. With respect to the matter of local
endowments only two parishes, Chambly and Lacolle, have as
yet made any active move in this direction. The meeting, after
giving the subject a careful and prolonged consideration, finally
agreed that a deputation, consisting of the Rural Dean and three
other clergymen, should visit the different parishes and missions
for the purpose of promoting this important work.

It will be seen from the tabular statement accompanying this
report, that out of the twenty churches and nine parsonages in
this Deanery, only four churches and the same number of parson-
ages are insured. Many of the country churches are so com-

The Rev. G. Henton has
resigned the mission of Mascouche and T rrehonne, and officiates
at Cote des Neiges; and'Mr. Read, a licensed catechist, has charge
of the Mission of Mascouche with Terrebonne for the present.
Mr. J. Rollit, a licensed ecatechist and missionary schoolmaster,
has taken the post of theRev. J. Merrick, at Berthier; and the Rev.
R. R. Burrage has resigned the charge of Hochelaga—the Sunday
services there are now performed by Rev. H. Burgess. 3. A head
French lay reader (Mr. O. Fortin) has been licensed. His post
is near Sorel, with charge of the Indians at St. Francis.

VacaNcies.—It is my painful duty to report two missions
vacant : Laprairie with Longueuil, and St. Thérése with St.
Martin—the former with thirty-two families, two churches and a
parsonage house; the latter with ten families and two churches
Longueuil, during the summer months, when many families from
Montreal reside in the neighbourhood, has the services of the Rev.
E. Wood and his assistant. The cause of these vacancies is the
difficulty of supporting clergymen, in missions, where the Church
of England members are so few in number, scattered widely
amongst the French and Roman Catholic population; this, how-
ever, seews to be 2 strong reason for endeavouring to supply them
with the ministrations of our Church.

BounNpARiES OF PARISHES AND MissioNs.— There was an
error in the last report. It was there stated, that the districts
within the Parish of Montreal extended to the city limits —their
limite are those of the Parish of Montreal. At a meeting ¢f the
Incumbents of the city, at which were present the Most Rev. the
Metropolitan, the Dean of Montreal Rector of the Parish, and the
Incumbents residing in the city, a new district, was formed for the
new Church of St. James, bounded on the no:th-east by Mountain
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street, from St. Bonaventure street north-west and the line thereof
to the city boundury on the south-east, by the north-west boundury
of 8t, George’s district from the line of Mountain street, at its in-
tersection with St, Bonaventure street south-west ; on the north-
west by the city boundary from its intersection with the line of
Ountain street south-west to the intersection of said boundary of
Sherbrooke street, and thence by the continuation of said street
to the Parish boundary. The district of St. George was re-formed
as follows: On the north-east by McGill street and Radegonde
8treet to Dorchester street; on the south-east by William street to
the Lachine canal, and thence by the Canal to the Parish boun-
dary; on the north-west by Dorchester street to Mountain street,
thence south-east by Mountain street to St. Bonaventure street ;
and thence on the north-west by St. Bonaventure street and the
line thereof to the Upper Lachine road, and thence by said road to
the parish boundary. The other districts were more closely
defined, and are as follows, viz. : as marked On amap of the city in
the possession of the Rural Dean. There has been no changes
during the past year in the boundaries of the Country Missions or
parishes, but it is desirable that the uncertainty which now exists
should not be permitted to continue.
New Missions.—The appointment of Mr,
in the neighbourhood of Sorel, under the direc
Anderson, Rector, promises to open an inte
the Indians; but there has been no step t
the work of the Church in the rear
Kildare—a wide and populous field —f
the missionaries attempting the work.
SuPPORT OF THE CLERGY.—There seems to be a sad want of
system in obtaining contributions towards the support of the
clergy. In some of the missions promises are made, but seldom
fulfilled in their integrity ; and it does not seem well that the
clergyman of the missi n should ineur the odium of asserting his
right with his people ; it is, therefore respecifully submitted tha
where desirable an und rstanding should be had between the
Church of the Diocese, through a representative and the mission,
agreeing upon the amount of contributions to be paid by the
people, and the date or dates of payment, and that such represen-
tative should present a certificate at the close of the year, setting
forth the performance or non-performance of the agreement. A
step in this direction has been taken by the formation of a Board
of Missions, and it is hoped that the Suggestions contained in the
report of last year may be soon carried into effect.
ENDOWMENTS.—The time for closing the claims upon the offer
of assistance by the S. P, . having expired, the result may now
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
