THE BISHOP’S ADDRESS.
His Lordship then delivered the following addt esâ to the Synod : 
My Rev. Brethren and Brethren In the good provi­

dence of God we are again permitted to assemble in Synod to con­
sult for the welfare of His Church, by reviewing the past, and 
providing for the future. It may have been expected that I should, 
at our last meeting, have laid before you a statement of the con­
dition of the Diocese, its prospects and wants ; but at that time 
(owing to my absence in England) I had not made myself suffi­
ciently acquainted with the whole Diocese to warrant my address­
ing the Synod regarding our spiritual or temporal position. In­
deed, under our system of working through Committees, who are 
expected to lay before vs full and explicit reports, there is less 
need of my touching on the topics to which they relate m Synodi­
cal addresses, because we expect that the discussion which will 
arise on these reports will bring out our actual position in a tho­
rough and intelligible manner. I wish, however, now that I âm 
enabled, from personal observation, to speak with confidence, to lay 
before you, briefly, a summary of such facts relating to the Dio­
cese, as two years of anxious oversight warrant me in bringing for­
ward. Since the formation of the Diocese of Ontario, 18 clergy­
men have oeen added to our number, making the whole body of 
Clergy 73 at present, an increase for Which our gratitude is due to 
the great head of the Church. It would have been possible for
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to have added largely to this number if I had seen my way 
clearly to the decent maintenance of additional laborers : but it 
seemed to me better policy to increase our Missionaries only in 
the ratio of our ability to support them, rather than run the risk 
of encountering afterwards all the disheartening effects of a reaction 
and a diminution in the number of the Clergy, who would inevita­
bly have been forced to leave the Diocese. The Mission Board, 
with whom greatly rests the responsibility of providing the 
of augmenting our staff of Clergy, has. in my opinion, proved in its 
organization decidedly successful. While, of course, the labor of 
stimulating the Laity of the Church to increased liberality mainly 
devolves on the Clergy, and specially on those of them who are 

ployed in the responsible duty of pleading for Missions 
bers of Deputations, still a great deal depends on a wise and firm 
management and disbursement of the funds committed to the 
of the Mission Board, and it is encouraging to be able to say that, 
throughout my intercourse with the members of the Church, I have 
found a unanimous approval of the machinery we have set at work, 
both on account of its simplicity and the impartiality with which 
the whole Diocese is represented, and the several Mission fields 
aided by the Board. I do not purpose anticipating the report 
which the venerable Chairman will present to the Synod, but I 
would merely say that, as a Diocese, we should “ thank God and 
take courage” from considering that, although we labored under 
the disadvantage of employing an untried and therefore a suspec­
ted organization during two years of extreme depression from bad 
harvests and foreign war, yet nearly $11,000 have been entrusted 
to the management of our Board of Missions. Here I must observe 
that the Board has lately, at my suggestion, established a Perma­
nent Investment Fund, to provide for the partial maintenance of 
those Missionaries, eleven in number, who are now aided by the 
Society for the Propagation of the Gospel, when that aid is with­
drawn. I am not without hopes that the venerable Society may 
he induced to continue their grant for a longer period than that 
tipulated, which expires in another year, and my active exeit'ons 

shall not be wanting in laying before them our pressing claims, but, 
nevertheless, it is incumbent on us to provide for the certain ulti­
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mate withdrawal of the grant. No part of the Mission Fund 
hitherto collected, except the last Whitsunday collection has been 
as yet appropriated to the Investment Fund, yet, I anticipate that 
by the end of the year there will be at least $3,000 secured for in» 
vestment. This will form the nucleus of a Sustentation Fund, the 
foundation of which can no longer be delayed, and which, when 
amounting to £5000, will I believe be supplemented by the Society 
for the Propagation of the Gospel, to the extent of £1000. It 
will be necessary to bring the wants of the Diocese as regards a 
Sustentation Fund systematically before the, members of the 
Church, and this may be conveniently done by the various depu­
tations next winter who can in their respective districts bring the 
subject before our people and solicit special donations to the Fund ; 
it will be my duty to address the Diocese on this subject at the 
proper time, and to attend myself as many of the missionary meet­
ings as I conveniently can, to plead for this good cause ; and it 
may stir up some, of both clergy and laity, to take special interest 
in this fund if I inform them that there are at this moment but 
four parishes in the Diocese where the Clergyman does not derive 
a part of his income from the Mission Board, the Society for the Pro­
pagation of the Gospel, or the Commutation Fund ; these Parishes be­
ing St. George’s (Kingston), Brockville, Napanee, and Pakenham,

The Church building of the Diocese keeps pace with the in­
crease of the Clergy. There are ninety-seven Church edifices in 
the Diocese, of which four have been lately enlarged in consequence 
of the congregations requiring increased accommodation, while 
there are eighteen new Churches in various stages of progress ; 
these when finished will make the total number of our Church edi­
fices one hundred and fifteen.

Having finished my Confirmation tour through the whole Dio­
cese, I am able to express the great satisfaction I felt at the result. 
While we must guard against forming too sanguine hopes of the 
spiritual condition of our brethren, based on the observance of any 
ordinance, yet we must remember that we have little else to help us 
to form an estimate ; and whenever Church ordinances have been 
in any age neglected, vital religion has disappeared, while reverent 
compliance with the positive precepts of the Church is a homage
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to religion which the true servant of God rejoices to see paid and 
fears to see neglected. The season of Confirmation is the most 
solemn in the spiritual life of the young Churchman, and it is one 
of the most blessed opportunities for the performance of the du­
ties of the Ministerial office. It was, therefore, with pleasurable 
feelings that I observed the very large congregations that witness­
ed the administration of this rite, and the devout demeanor and 
evident sincerity of purpose of the candidates. During my tour I 
confirmed 3,125 persons, a majority of whom were adults, and 
many of them converts to the Church. It is my custom to cele 
-brute the Holy Communion on every occasion of confirmation, 
leaving it, of course, to the consciences of the candidates whether 
they will then partake of their first communion. The result, se 
fair as man can judge, was most satisfactory, inasmuch as 2,410 
persons of those confirmed, besides a very large number of person? 
confirmed in former years, then, for the first time, received the 
Lord’s Supper. When we find at lçast 3,000 new communicants 
thus added to the Church, we should give thanks to Almighty 
God for those benefits, and make our humble prayers to Him that 
through the zealous labors of the Clergy a still larger number mpy 
in future years, be gathered into the fold.

There are two questions, seriously affecting the permanent in­
terests of the Church, which I wish to submit to the consideration 
of the Synod. The case of Long vs. the Bishop of Capetown, in­
duced the Secretary of State for the Colonies to submit for the 
opinion of the Law officers of the Crown the question, whether 
any, and if so, what Metropolitan pre-eminence or jurisdiction was 
conveyed by the Letters Patent, dated February 12th, 1862, which 
constitute the Bishop of Montreal Metropolitan in the Provisos 
of Canada. The following reply was received by his Grace the 
Duke of Newcastle “ We think that it was competent to the 
Crown to constitute his Lordship a Metropolitan, and thereby to 
give him pre-eminence and precedence over his suffragans, hot thftt 

tp the coercive jurisdiction which the ftletropolitan may exer­
cise, and the manner in which it is .to be exercised—these are mat­
ters which must be settled by the Bishops, «Clergy, and .Laity, p * 
general assembly of the Broyince, according to .the provision qf the
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local Legislature, 19th and 20th Victoria, cap. 121.” His Grace 
accordingly communicated this reply, through the Governor Gene­
ral, to the Bishop of Montreal, adding “ that it will be for his 
Lordship, in concert with the other authorities of the Canadian 
Church, to determine for themselves whether they would prefer to 
apply for fresh and amended letters patent, or to allow the existing 
instrument to remain in force, with the knowledge that so far 
it assumes to invest the Metropolitan with coercive jurisdiction, it 
is of no effect. It is therefore for the Synod to consider whether 
they will instruct their representatives on this subject. Although 
it is known to you that by an amendment introduced into the Let­
ters Patent as issued Fed. 12th, 1862, “ the authority and jurisdic­
tion of the Metropolitan were expressly made subject to the Rules, 
Regulations, and Canons that the General Assembly may, from 
time to time, make in respect thereof,” yet it may be expedient to 
apply for shorter and simpler Letters Patent. The other question 
relates to the proposed sale of the rectories. A Bill enabling tho 
Church Societies and incorporated Synod to sell the rectorial lands 

received aud read a first time last September. This Bill, 
amended in a Select Committee, is now before the Legislature, 
and I have been frequently asked whether it meets my approval. 
I have refrained from replying till I had submitted a copy of the 
Bill to this Synod, and ascertained the deliberate opinion of the 
Church.

I cannot, my brethren, refrain from noticing an event which 
has lately occurred in England, and which has profoundly agita­
ted all thoughtful Churchmen, I mean the recent decision of 
the Judicial Committee of the Privy Council on the Inspiration of 
the Scriptures and the eternity of future punishment. In my 
opinion, no more calamitous event could have occurred ; but it 
should alleviate the disaster to feel that English Churchmen have 
been roused in defence of the Faith, and are prepared to meet the 
crisis. When divested of unnecessary details, the facts are briefly 
these. Two bcneficed clergymen having been presented for teach­
ing doctrines inconsistent with the Prayer-book were condemned 
by the Court of Arches. They then appealed to the highest Court 
in the realm, and the verdict of the Court below was set aside, the
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Court declaring, not that the charges were not proved, but that 
they could not condemn as penal ‘'the expression of hope by u 
clergyman that even the ultimate pardon of the wic/ctd, who arc 
condemned in the day of judgment may be consistent with the 
will of God,” and, moreover, affirming that “ the assertion that 
every part of the Scripture was written under the inspiration of 
the Holy Spirit is not to be found in the Articles or Formularies 
of the Church." Now, as English Churchmen, acknowledging the 
Royal Supremacy, that ^is, admitting that there lies no appeal 
from Her Majesty’s highest Courts in all cases Civil and Eccles­
iastical, we must at once see that the late decision is final and de­
cisive. But let us see to what that decision amounts. Let 
neither the taunts of Cardinal Wiseman, nor the momentary tri­
umph of Universalists, prevent our admitting the false position in 
which the Church is placed, nor our using every effort to remedy 
the present wrong. In order that we may fully comprehend the 
danger impending from the recent judgment, it should be borne in 
mind that a vast majority of the benefices in England are in the 
gift of Lay Patrons; and Lord Westbury himself, who delivered 
the judgment, as Chancellor, presents to nearly one thousand 
livings. Accordingly, a clergyman who shall be presented to a 
living may demand and obtain induction by law, although he may 
candidly inform the Bishop of the Diocese that he does not be­
lieve the Bible to be the Word of God, and that he does believe 
in the ultimate pardon of the wicked in a future state. According 
to the judgment, the assertion of the hope that the wicked will 
eventually b« saved is allowable in the mouth of a clergyman of 
the Church of England, and if so, he may surely be allowed to give 
his reasons for the hope, or in other words, he may teach his people 
that sin may he obliterated in a future state, and thus lead the 
educated members of his flock into infidelity and the uneduca­
ted into Popery. Again, he may lawfully deny that the Bible is 
the Word of God, and content himself by saying that it contains 
the Word of God. Accordingly, he may give his reasons for this 
distinction, and teach that the book we call the Holy Scriptures con­
tains the Word of God as the quartz contains the gold, which 
is a favorite illustration of such men. Can anything be more cal-
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culated to destroy the hopes wo have for eternity than that the 
law of the Empire shall force the Church to tolerate the admission 
of men into her pulpits to teach her children thus—there is the 
Bible—a book composed of sixty-six separate documents written in 
different ages of the world, partly in Hebrew and partly in Greek ; 
the Church has ever been in the habit of styling that aggregate of 
volumes the Word of God, but it has been a mistake ; it contains 
the Word of God, indeed, but it ù not the Word of God ; there- 
fore, let every man search for the Word of God in it, and let him 
decide for himself which text is gold and which is quartz. It re­
quires but little foresight to see that this legalized distinction be­
tween being and containing the Word of God cuts away all common 
ground of appeal to Scripture, and breaks into fragments the 
Christian faith—fragments that can never be united till the natural 
reaction sets in, and the Popish necessity for an infallible inter­
preter is admitted in its worst aspect. These things, we may feel 
assured, have stirred the minds of churchmen to their very depths, 
and one of the most painful reflections arising from them is a 
feeling that never, since the Reformation, has the practical working 
of the Royal supremacy been presented in so offensive a shape. 
And is there no remedy ? None as yet seems to have suggested 
itself except protestation. It is true that the lower house of Con­
vocation have decided that there are grounds for proceeding to 
Synodical condemnation of the work containing the 
teaching ; it is also true that the two Archbishops who sat in the 
Judicial Committee as spiritual assessors have dissented from the 
judgment, and in weighty Pastoral letters have explained the 
grounds of their dissent ; it is also a just cause for congratula­
tion that 12,000 clergymen have presented a declaration to the 
Archbishop of Canterbury embodying a protest against the tenets 
in question. All this is encouraging as proving the body of the 
Church sound at heart ; but what avails it, so long as an irrevo­
cable judgment facilitates henceforward the leavening of the cleri­
cal body with denyers of inspiration and of eternal punishment? 
Before I suggest what seems to me the only remedy, I wish to make 

few remarks on the Oxford Declaration to which I have referred. 
Great effort has been used to make light of that document, but I

erroneous
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think it cannot Vc too highly estimated in its immense significance. 
Among no class of men is there more of personal independence of 
thought and action than among the clergy of the United Church of 
England and Ireland. Therefore, when 12,000 clergymen volun­
teer to sign a declaration which calmly but strongly protests against 
opinions which are undoubtedly held and patronized in quarters 
from which rank and emolument are dispensed, we cannot overrate 
the importance of the act. It is a ground for thankfulness that 
not more than eight or ten. clergymen in four dioceses of this Pro­
vince have failed to endorse the same declaration, which by no 
means fastens on them who signed it the belief in what is termed 
plenary, verbal or mechanical Inspiration—or that every jot and 
tittle of the authorized version were written by the finger of God. 
We are well aware that the text of the Bible is to be freely criti­
cised ; that there are such things as various readings, mistrans­
lations and perhaps even interpolations, but after allowance has 
been made for all these we believe that the genuine and authentic 
residue was written by Holy men of God, who spake as they yrere 
moved by the Holy Ghost,” and that “all Scripture is given by in­
spiration of God." But although every text of the Bible is given 
by inspiration of God, it does not necessarily convey a Revelation. 
Nay, it may often be difficult to point out wherein consists the in­
spiration of a genealogy or a chronology, but this our ignorance 
must not be a stumbling block. The Book of Revelation, like the 
book of nature, is being still explored; the exploration of both has 
been going on for many centuries, and new discoveries are being 
made, and new beauties are being elicited from both. New light 
is being yearly thrown on Holy Scripture, and divines write on the 
glorious topic as though it were still new and fresh and inexhaus­
tible. The little word or paragraph which former generations have 
read in faith without being able to see why the sacred penman 
Wrote it, has often been found to furnish ground for detecting an 
“undesigned coincidence,” and has thus strengthened the belief of 
after ages in the truth of the narrative and the inspiration of the 
writer. The members of the Jewish Church received the old Tes­
tament in perfect faith that it was the inspired Word of God, and 
yet it was impossible for them to prove its inspiration to the satis­
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faction of a Gentile ; till the advent of Christ it was not in their 
power to prove the inspiration of what seemed but allego: ies and 
symbols and types, and it may be that till the second advent the 
members of the Christian Church may not be able to prove the in­
spiration of every genuine autograph of the writers of the New Tes­
tament ; still the Divine influence pervades so plainly the incom­
parably greater portion of the Bible that we can afford to wait in 
fai.h, believing that the only human element in the Scriptures is 
the paper, the ink, the mistakes of transcribers, and the imperfec­
tions of translators, and that while the Holy Scriptures were not 
intended to reveal physical science or teach us natural philosophy, 
yet that time will prove (as it is 
is a direct evidence of their inspiration in the fact that though in­
cidentally touching on such points, yet they have been providen­
tially withheld from a contradiction of modern discoveries—in short 
it is our belief that Genesis is more likely to correct geology than 
to be corrected by it. Indeed, « it is not at all incredible (says 
the profound Bishop Butler) that a book which has been so long 
in the possession of mankind should contain many truths as yet 
undiscovered,” and may it not be added, that of the things yet to 
be discovered by the philosophic and prayerful student, the inspi­
ration of those passages which seem most remote from the dictation 
of the Holy Spirit’s influence may be
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one. Such works as Paley’s 
Horæ Paulin», Graves on the Pentateuch, and Blunt’s Undesigned 
Coincidences, contain discoveries unknown to older divines, and 
throw a flood of light on the sacred books ; and yet of what do these 
authors treat ? It is the casual remark, the undesigned hint, the sim­
ple (though apparently unimportant or unmeaning) allusion which 
have served to prove the honesty of the sacred writers ; and thus 
has the present age been supplied with some proofs of the authen­
ticity of the Bible unknown to the ancients, as if God had in his 
own book a reserved fund of light that every age might have an 
equal ground of faith, and the inspiration of unheeded texts might at 
length be found to consist in their being evidences of Christianity.

In every age since the ascension there has been a tendency 
among Christians to lose sight of some one or more of the great 
articles of the faith. What has been the remedy ? Let us turn
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to the Acts of the Apostles, and enquire what was the remedy, 
while the first Apostles guided the affairs of the Church. Even 
then, “certain men” taught false doctrine, and strove to narrow 
the limits of salvation, just as “certain men” now are teaching that 
salvation may be awarded without limit to all. To meet the crisis 
“the Apostles and ciders came together for to consider of this mat­
ter." Here the Church has an inspired precedent how to meet 
heresy in the Church. But is it not begging the question to affirm 
that the precedent is inspired? We indeed, who believe that the 
historic narrative was written for our learning, have no hesitation 
in asserting that the account of the Council of Jerusalem was 
given by inspiration, even though we had nothing to convince us 
but the fact that it forms part of the Canon of Scripture, but it 
happens that St. Paul incidentally tells us in his Epistle to the 
Galatians that the events which led to the Council, though seem- 
ingly produced by a sense of human expediency, were brought 
about by Him, who is with His Church to the end of the world, 
for says He, referring to this very Council, “I went up by Revela­
tion." Here then we have an Apostle acting in an emergency like 
our own by Revelation, which being obediently followed, restored 
peace to the Church. Therefore we cannot doubt that the history 
of a Council thus summoned by Revelation was penned by inspi­
ration, while it is worth remarking that the Divine origin of the 
Council would have been unknown to us, but for an incidental re­
mark in an Apostolic Epistle. In post-apostolic times the Church 
has ever regarded the precedent set by this Council an inspired 
command as to how she should act when false doctrine was to be 
encountered. On each appearance of the heresy, national or gene­
ral Councils have met. The old truth has been re affirmed, and 
men have been drawn back from the precipice to the obedience of 
the truth. This is the history of all creeds and articles and confes­
sions of faith. The 39 articles of the Church were drawn up to meet 
the emergency of the Reformation, and were never supposed by their 
authors to be final or incapable of addition. On the contrary, the de­
claration prefixed to the articles anticipates future action as occasion 
may require, and says “ that the Churchmen may do the work 
which is proper unto them, the Bishops and Clergy from time to
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time m convocation, upon their humble desire, shall have license 
under our broad seal to deliberate of and do all such things, as 
shall concern the settled continuance of the doctrines of the Church 
oj EnglandThe irrevocable judgment of the Court of Appeal 
can only be neutralized by the addition of a new article or articles 
wh.ch shall forever render it practically impossible for anyone to 
obtain Ordination in the Church, who shall deny that the Bible is 
the word ot God, or assert his belief in the ultimate pardon ot the 
wicked who shall be condemned in the day of judgment. There 
are great difficulties, it is true, in the way of such a remedy and 
not the least is the growing unwillingness that the convocation of 
a single Province should legislate for the whole Angli 
nion throughout the world, but there

REPORT OF THE MISSION BOARD FOR 1864.

In presenting to the Synod this their second Annual Report, the Board 
bf Missions feel that their first and most grateful duty is to render devout 
and hearty thanks to Almighty God, for the measure of success which 
He has been graciously pleased to vouchsafe to the Missionary operations 
of the Church in this Diocese.

In reviewing those operations for the past year, the Members of the 
Board rejoice in the conviction that there is much to encourage them in 
their holy work and labour of love, and consequently much for which 
their grateful thanks are due to Him without whose blessing their labours 
would have been in vain. “ Paul may plant and A polios water, but it is 
God only who giveth the gracious increase,” and the Scripture further 
teacheth that “ Except the Lord build the House, their labour is but lost 
that build it.”

In seeking therefore to promote the extension of Christ’s Church and 
the Salvation of immortal soujs, we must take good heed that we do not 
presumptously arrogate to ourselves the glory or the merit of whatever 
degree of success may follow our feeble efforts in His cause, but most 
heartily should we ascribe all the praise and all the glory to God. For 
us it is sufficient honour that we are privileged to be co-workers together 
with God, in this work of Faith and labour of love, in winning souls to 
Christ, in proclaiming the blessed truths of the “glorious Gospel," and 
thus seeking to hasten the arrival of that happy period when the whole 
“Earth shall be full of the Knowledge of the Lord as the waters cover the 
sea.” Most gratefully should we appreciate the honour thus conferred, 
and most faithfully and zealously should we endeavour “to quit ourselves 
like men” in the prosecution of the great and glorious work entrusted 
to our feeble agency. Let us therefore gird ourselves anew for the 
work, let us strive and pray that the cause of Christ and His Church 
may prosper in our land, let us not become weary in well doing, but let 
us persevere until by God’s blessinsr upon the pious alms, the zealous la­
bours and the fervent prayers of His people, the waste places of our 
Zion shall be comforted, our wilderness shall become like Eden, and our 
deserts like the Garden of the Lord j when joy and gladness shall be found 
therein, thanksgiving and the voice of melody.” (Isaiah v.13.)

We revert again to the operations of the past year. The several depu­
tations appointed by His Lordship the Bishop of the Diocese last winter 
to advocate the cause of Missions met with much kindly co-operation on 
the part of the Clergy- and Laity, and the result of their labours -was 
upon the whole most gratifying. The experience of two successive 
years proves the wisdom of the plan, but it is suggested that the Députa-
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tions should, for the future, be more in number and the sphere of each 
consequently much diminished ; it having been found by experience that 
the past arrangements proved too great a tax upon the time and labours 
of the Clerical Members of the Deputations, and oftentimes subjected 
their Parishes to inconvenience by their prolonged absence of several 
weeks.

The Western Deputation.
The Western Deputation commenced their labours at the City of King­

ston and extended them to the most Western boundary of the Diocese, 
visiting in succession 35 Stations. Various causes prevented a full at­
tendance of the members of the Deputation, which naturally caused some 
disappointment where the expectation had been held out that three or four 
members of the Deputation would address the respective meetings ; butas 
sickness was the chief cause of absence no blame could attach to those 
who were thus, by God’s Providence, prevented from fulfilling their en­
gagements.

The Reverend C. Forest, in the earlier part of the work, and the vener­
able The Archdeacon in the latter portion of it, were thus compelled to 
forego the gratification of addressing the members of the Church on this 
important subject. On several occasions, and especially at Kingston, 
Belleville, Tyendinaga, &c., the Deputation was greatly assisted by elo­
quent and effective speeches from zealous Lay members of the Church; an 
example which, we trust, may be more generally followed hereafter.

South Eastern Deputation.
The following Parishes and Stations were visited by this Deputation : 

Hawkesbury, Cornwall, Moulinette,Osnabrück, Gallinger’s,Williamsburgh, 
Morrisburgh,Prescott,Kemptville,Burritt’s Rapids, Merridkville.Frankville, 
Lamb’s Pond, North Augusta, Maitland, Brockville, Lansdowne 
Rear, New Boyne, Newboro’, Leeds, Gananoque, Lansdowne Front, 
Matilda, Finch, Russell and Ottawa City. The meetings, with one or two 
exceptions, were very well attended, and the people appeared to take a 
lively interest in them. The Deputation visited Mountain, but no notice 
had been given of the meeting. Bearbrook was also visited at the time 
appointed, but owing to the intense frost and the impassible condition of 
the roads on the 17th of February, the people were not able to attend the 
meeting. The Deputation was constrained to pass Osgoode without a 
visit, the meeting by a mistake of the Incumbent having been changed 
to the same evening and hour appointed for the meeting in Ottawa 
City ; a very successful meeting was however held in Osgoode on a subse­
quent occasion. The members of the Deputat.on have much pleasure in 
expressing their gratification-in having had the co-operation of those Lay­
men who, in several Parishes, with hearty zeal and convincing eloquence, 
advocated the cause of our Diocesan Missions, and it is their earnest 
hope that their example will be followed in this respect by the leading 
Laymen of every division at future Parochial Meetings.

In concluding their Report, the members of the Deputation desire par­
ticularly to state their high appreciation of the cordiality and Christian 
kindness with which they were received at every place visited by them, 
the bountiful hospitality with which they were everywhere entertained, 
and the careful regard to their comfort with which they were sent on 
their way, when circumstances permitted this to be done by the people;
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»ud they accept these as favourable indication* of the interest which the 
Laity are beginning to take in Home Missions.

The Northern Deputation.
This Deputation, consisting of the Rev. E. J. Boswell, D.C.L., J. B. Wor- 

rel, M.A., and 1. 11. Jones,’ M.A., met at Smith’s Falls on Monday Jan­
uary 11th, and held their first meeting on that evening at Perth. Most 
hospitably received there, as in all other places visited, they have 
every reason to believe that the cause has derived much benefit from the 
meetings held on behalf of the Mission work. The collections that have 
been sent in, especially from the localities in which the amount collected 
at the meetings Was comparatively small, are such as to justify this ex­
pression of satisfaction with the results of their labours. It is only just to 
state that in the very Missions where the meetings seemed all but failures, 
as far as the attendance and the money taken up at the time afforded any 
indication, from these excellent contributions have been forwarded, evinc­
ing both zeal on the part of the card collectors and liberality on the part 
of our Church Members, as well as a strong sense of their dutv towards 
their brethren in the Faith.

During their first week’s vork, the Deputation visited Perth, Innisville, 
Lanark, Clayton, Almonte, Carleton Place, Franktown and Smith’s Falls. 
At this last named town, notwithstanding some discouraging circumstan­
ces, was held the bett meeting in every respect of the whole tour, and on 
the following day the Deputation returned to their respective Parishes 
grate fiai for the success that had attended their labours.

After a week’s interval the meetings were resumed at Ashton, the Depu­
tation from thence proceeding to Richmond, North Gower, March, Bell’s 
Corners, Hazeldean, the Carp, Fitzroy 9th Line, Fitzroy Harbour, Paken- 
ham and Arnprior. The two lost places were visited on Sunday the 31st 
of January, and both the meetings were eminently successful. It must 
be borne in mind that all this was in the back country, where at present 
the Church people find it extremely hard to maintain their own pastor» 
and contribute to the various church-calls for extra Parochial objects ; 
in fact, it is for these very Missions, for the most part, that the money is 
collected throughout the Diocese. It cannot therefore be expected that 
the sums contributed will be large or proportionate to those received 
from the towns along the front. Yet we feel "persuaded that it does 
much service to the Church to have the working and operations of the 
Mission Board laid before the people throughout the whole Diocese, at 
least once in the year, by clergymen of different localities from that 
in which the meetings arc held, and who, without any personal interest 
there, can enforce the duty of maintaining the Churcj, as well as explain 
the machinery by which the funds are dispensed. ‘

It was with much regret that the Deputation were obliged to leave some 
appointments to the North-West unfulfilled. This was caused by a heavy 
snow storm on the 30th of January", which blocked up the roads and 
would have necessitated a re-arrangement for the meetings, for which 
there was not then time to spare. The Deputation still hope that before 
the close of the Autumn they will be enabled to visit these remote places 
along the Ottawa.

To sum up, they report that 19 meetings were held, over 1600 people 
addressed, 400 miles travelled, and $ 112.47 collected and brought in to 
the Treasurer.

The expenses of the Deputation after two weeks absence from home,
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including railway and hotel charges for that time, will seem almost 
incredibly small, amounting to only $11.20. This is owing to the kind- 
ness and hospitality of Churchmen, who deserve the warmest thanks 
of the Board for the manner in which the Deputation were everywhere 
received and taken on from one Mission to another.

The foregoing statement is very gratifying, as it exhibits an excess of 
receipts over the expenditure of $1303 77. The only collections which 
have failed to justify the expectations of the Board are those for Whitsun­
day and Advent, 1863, which shew a great falling off from those of the 
preceding year. On the other hand, the total amount of the collections 
at the Mssionary meetings and the annual parochial collections, which 
form the main reliance of the Board, exceed those of the preceding year 
by $308.74. Nor would the deficiency in the Whitsunday and Advent 
collections of 1863 have been so great if all the parishes and missions in 
the Diocese had made the collections, as directed by the Synod and its 
chief executive officer—the Bishop. The Board notices with regret that 
the following missions have failed to make returns of collections directed 
to be made on Whitsunday, 1863, viz Ashton, Barriefield, Cumberland, 
Gananoque, Sydenham, Madoc, March, Marysburg, Mountain, Newboro’, 
Osgoode and Russell, Merrickville and Burritt’s Rapids, Pembroke, Staf­
ford and Wolfe Island. The following have also neglected to make 
turns of the Advent collection, viz :—Arnprior, Franktown, Gananoque, 
St. James’, Kingston, Lanark, Sydenham, Mountain, and Wolfe Island.

But for these, as the Board conceives, derelictions of duty the deficiency, 
as above, would not have been so great.

The total balance in the Bank to tbe credit of the Mission Fund proper, 
on the 31st ult., amounted to $4418.70, which sum, together with the 
anticipated collection on Advent Sundayt will, in the opinion of your 
Board, be amply sufficient to meet the charges on the Fund until the 
period tor the annual collections next winter. The charges will be 
greater than those of the preceding year, inasmuch as there has been 
voted (subject So a previous compliance with the requirements of the
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fcoard) $300 to the travelling Mission of Mountain and parts adjacent, 
and $200 in each case to Franktown, North Gower, and Arnprior, and 
other applications may still be made, so that although much has been 
done yet vigorous efforts require to be continued, for “much land re- 
mains yet to be possessed.

id Expen- An important movement of the Board remains yet to be noticed. In 
order to meet possible deficiencies in the receipts of any year, and to 
provide for other not merely possible, butas we fear probable, contingen­
cies, it was suggested by His Lordship and unanimously resolved by the 
Board to form a Reserved or Investment Fund, the principal of which 
should net er be used except in some grave emergency, the urgency of 
which should be judged of by His Lordship the Bishop of the Diocese. 
The immediate emergency dreaded by the Board, as being at least pro­
bable is connected with the grant by the S. P. G. of £500 stg. per an­
num for three years. The half of that period is already expired, and un- 
less the grant be renewed wholly or in part, as we hope it may be, the 
10 or 11 clergymen who are in part supported from this grant, will be 
at once thrown upon our Missionary Fund, causing a burden which it is 
evident, without previous preparation, it would be impossible for it to 
sustain, and hence the propriety of forming a Reserved or Invested 
h und. The nucleus of such a fund was indeed already formed. The 
Bishop had appropriated to this object $500 of Commercial Bank stock, a 
balance of monies collected while in England. To this Fund have also 
been added the $1200 bequeathed to the Missionary operations of the 
Diocese by that ever faithful and liberal son of the Church, the late Jua-

REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON DIVINITY STUDENTS’ FUND
The Divinity Students’ Fund Committee beg respectfully to Report 

That at their first meeting to assume the management of this Fund they 
found that it was in a worse condition than an}- other Fund of the 
Church in this Diocese. The whole amount then at the credit of the 
Fund was only $107.08, being the proceeds of a collection taken up in 
the Diocese during the previous year. The collections made for the Fund 
before the Division of the Dioceses having been barely sufficient to keep 
up the Annual Exhibitions dependent on it, there was nothing to be 
looked fo- from the Diocese of Toronto upon a Division of the Funds. 
There was, however, the interest from the investment of the legacy of the 
late J. S. Merwin, Esq., of Prescott, which they were informed would 
amount to about $100 per annum. The collections taken up in the ensu­
ing month amounted to $306.08, being in excess of the former year's col­
lection by about $198. The number of the Parishes which have sent con­
tributions this year is forty-three, being twenty-nine more than made 
collections for the Fund last year, leaving nineteen Parishes which made 
no return. From this your Committee felt encouraged to accede to the 
application of a graduate of Trinity College who, wishing to serve in this 
Diocese, had entered the D./inity Class the previous October and requir­
ed assistance to enable him to carry on his studies for Holy Orders, by 
promising him a grant of $100 per annum during the two years of his 
course.

If, in making this grant, the Committee exceeded their powers, they 
did so under the supposition that they were not overstepping their autho­
rity. Before doing, so they felt it their duty to lay down certain conditions 
on which alone they would be prepared to give assistance to Divinity 
Students from this Fund, and after careful consideration they resolved 
upon the following Rules as requisite to secure the proper and economical 
application of the contributions of Church people entrusted to their 
care.

" That no grant from the D. S. Fund shall be made by this Committee, 
except upon the following conditions :
(1st.) That the applicant shall declare in writing that he is actually in 

need of assistance.
(2nd.) That he shall guarantee in writing that he will serve five years 

in the Diocese of Ontario.
(3rd.) That he shall engage, in case of failure to offer himself for Ordina­

tion, or to procure the necessary Testimonials, to refund the full 
amount which he has received from this Fund.

(4tb.) That he shall engage, in case of removal from this Diocese before 
the expiration of his first five years of service, to refund an amount 
proportionable to the term of service left unfulfilled.

The amount of money at the credit of the Fund being yet so small 
made it difficult for your Committee to draw up any definite plan as to 
how many Exhibitions and to what amount could be provided for an­
nually. If it could be taken for granted that at least $300 would be col­
lected every year from the Parishes of the Diocese, and that the interest 
of the legacy before mentioned would be as much as they were informed, 
then the Committee would be in a position to offer for competition every 
year four Exhibitioni, one of $120, two of $100 and one of $80, tenable In
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«ach case for one year, two of which might be held by Students about to 
enter the Divinity Class, and the other two by those who were entering 
the second year of the course. This would only provide for a contem­
plated addition of two Candidates a year for orders in this Diocese-a number 
wnich they believe to be inadequate to our probable needs-while it would 
leave nothing to fall back upon in case of a deficiency. But as only one ap­
plication for assistance, besides that already mentioned, was made to 
your Committee, they thought it desirable not to conclude upon any 
definite plan for the application of the Fund, until the Bishop should 
have bad the opportunity of addressing the Diocese collectively with 
reference to it,and an effort had beer, made to place the Fund in a position 
to afford assistance to a much larger number of young men as Candi­
dates for the Ministry. ........... .

For some reason the Divinity Students’ Fund is one which has for 
years received the smallest amount of support from the Church One 
cause for this undoubtedly was to be found in the manner in which the 
Fund was originally applied, in providing Scholarships for young men 
who were only just entering College to study in a course of Arts as well 
as Theology. A doubt existed as to the assistance having been always 
reserved for those who needed it, while there was an uncertainty whether 
the services of all who had obtained the Scholarships were ultimately 
secured to the Church. In order to restore the confidence of the Church 
in the prudent management of the Fund, the Church Society in 1860 al 
tered the original plan and with the ready sanction of the authorities 
of Trinity College converted the Scholarships paid from this Fund into 
Church Society Theological Exhibitions : providing that the Districts 
which would engage to maintain Exhibitions, should have the privilege 
of nominating the persons to hold them. This plan which was as your 
Committee believe, approved, if not proposed by the Bishop of this Dio­
cese, has been already acted upon with increasing success within the 
limits of the Diocese of Toronto; and although the experiment has not 
yet been tried in this Diocese, they concluded that we could adont no 
better course than to follow up the plan, which the wisdom of those who 
were then our ablest Presbyters devised, by collecting Funds to endow 
Ontario Exhibitions for jhe benefit of this Diocese, and as soon as pos­
sible dividing the Diocese into Districts, each of which should support 
a separate Exhibition and nominate the holder. The Committee believe 
that such a plan, when once in operation, must increase greatly the inter, 
est of Church people in the Fund, while they think that the Rules they 
have laid down as to the conditions required from the Students will 
guard as far as possible against any misapplication of their contributions

a . , . . supporting this Fund seemed
to be that there was an impression prevailing that the education given 
to Divinity Students m Trinity College, was unnecessarily expensive and 
that the cost of residing there during the usual course of study hinder­
ed many from offering themselves as Candidates for the Ministry

The Committee had various suggestions offered to them as to chean 
modes of obtaining young men for Holy Orders, to all of which they gave 
very careful consideration. But they thought it advisable in the first 
place to enquire what ground there was for bringing the charge of extra­
vagance against the College. After careful and personal enquiry they 
ascertained that the amount of Fees charged at Trinity College is $200
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859 ▲ mttDix.
per annum for resident Students, exclusive of a charge for extras which 
need not exceed 20 or $25 : but which of course could be raised to a 
much larger amount by extravagance on the part of a Student. Your 
Committee believe that this charge is not actually higher than the ex­
pense incurred at any similar Institution in Canada, except at University 
College, where a large Endowment enables the authorities to educate 
their Students at an almost nominal rate. Should the mission of the 
Rev. Dr. MacMurrny to England on behalf of Trinity College ...eet with 
its anticipated success, they are informed that it is the intention of the 
Council to reduce the fees to $1(50 per annum. The Scholarships offered 
for competition by the University of Trinity College enable a Student 
who obtains a medium one to pass through the two years of the Arts 
course, usually required of Divinity Students, for $170, and one who ob­
tained the highest would only have to pay $130. On entering the third 
year, or the first year of the Divinity course, there are four University 
Scholarships of from $200 to $130, open for Competition, obtaining one of 
which would reduce the fees for that year very low, while the addition 
of Diocesan Exhibitions or grants from the Students’ Fund would either 
increase the number of opportunities, or free a Student from expense al­
together.

But although your Committee thus ascertained that the ordinary ex­
pense of the Collegiate Education was by no means extravagant, especi­
ally when considered in connection with the great advantages to a Can­
didate for orders of the studies and discipline of the College, while the 
means provided by the University for deserving Students were so liberal, 
it yet appeared to them that the pressing needs of this infant Diocese 
warranted them in making application to the College for such a tempor­
ary relaxation of the rules, as would allow of young men studying Theo­
logy in the College to do so without incurring the expense of a two years 
previous residence for the purpose of studying Arts. And they are hap­
py to say that their application was met in the most courteous and liberal 
manner by the Provost of Trinity College. He expressed indeed a fear, 
and it appears to your Committee to be a very just one, lest Students 
entering the Divinity Class without having gone through the elementary 
Theological training given in the Arts Course,, would not be in a posi­
tion to receive as much benefit from the Divinity Lectures as others would 
be in : but he was so anxious to meet our views that he agreed to recom­
mend to the Council a plan, based upon the proposition of the Committee, 
by which an examination on such subjects only as are indispensable for 
the Theological course, omitting Mathematics and Classics of a general 
character, would be accepted in place of the two year’s study in the Arts 
course hitherto required. And such an arrangement he is prepared to 
recommend as a temporary one whenever the Bishop of this Diocese re­
quests him to do so.

Your Committee are of opinion that the proposition thus made by the 
Provost is as liberal as could be reasonably expected—that such 
amination as he proposed would be within the reach of any Student who’ 
could be expected to be prepared for Ordination within two years after 
entering the College ; and that it would be absolutely necessary to pre­
vent injury to the Church, by the admission to Holy Orders of young men 
hat Indifferently qualified for the work.

It appeared to them that in these days, when error and infidelity so 
fterflutty abound, our effort should be to rain rather than lower the Siang­
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ard of Education required for the Ministry. And while they see that 
parents of the denominations around us are willing to make saeritices to 
secure to their sous an education in their denominational Colleges to 
quality them for preaching the Gospel, they cannot but think that the 
same spirit will be found to be as common amongst the members of the 
Church : and that when they see how anxious the authorities of 
Church University are to reduce the expense of education as much as pos­
sible, they will themselves be as ready as other Christians to make the 
sacrifices necessary on their part. What we require most is not to find 
out cheap modes of obtaining candidates for orders, but the spread of a 
spirit of zeal and self-devotion in the hearts of our people ; to stir up 
young men to offer themselves willingly to do God’s work in the Ministry, 
and to excite parents to desire above ail other professions for their sons the 
honorable work of a Missionary of the Truth. Such a spirit could not 
but act upon others also, and create a deep and increasing interest 
in the maintenance and employment of this Fund, which needs to be in­
creased more than three-fold before it will be capable of producing any 
very great benefit to the Church.

It has been urged upon your Committee that even such a moderate 
knowledge of Greek as would be required at Trinity College for the 
Theological course only is out of the reach of many who would yet be 
very good and useful Ministers in a Missionary Diocese like this : and 
that as the thirty-fourth Canon only requires Latin to be understood by 
a Minister we ought not to make our Standard too high for those who 
know Latin only. Your Committee forbear to express any opinion as to 
whether if the Church of England drew up new Canons now, a know­
ledge of Greek would not be probably considered indispensable rather 
than of Latin. But as the Bishop has it in his power at any time to or­
dain Candidates who can “give an account of their faith "in Latin and 
confirm the same by sufficient testimonies out of Holy Scripture," they 
did not think it necessary to urgg upon the Provost the admission to 
Trinity College of a class of men who would be necessarily in an inferior 
positi n to other Divinity Students, and whose presence there would be 
as embarrassing to the authorities of he College as it would be to them­
selves. Such an acquaintance with'i ueology as could be made without 
a knowledge of Greek would be hardly worth the expense of a Collegiate 
Residence, while it could very well be obtained after an ordinary Gram­
mar School course by studying for one or two years with an experienced 
Clergyman. It may be necessary for the present .rants of the Diocese, 
that a number of men of this description should be called in to the Minis­
terial work and, should the Funds at their disposal permit, your Commit­
tee would have great pleasure in recommending a grant to such 
Candidates while prosecuting their studies. But the principal work 
of the Committee lies in providing for the future rather than for the pre­
sent; and therefore they beg to submit a statement of what they think 
is required of the Church with reference to this Fund. They believe 
that were the present wants of the Diocese satisfied, a work which be­
longs rather to the Mission Board than to your Committee, the growing 
needs of the Church and the filling up of vacancies would require an ad­
dition of at least six Candidates for the Ministry every year : to say noth­
ing of those who without a Collegiate education could be drawn to 
study for Orders within the Diocese. To provide four exhibitions annual­
ly in each of the two years of the Theological course, supposing (hat the
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other two in each year would not require so much help, would require at 
least an income of $800, and it would be most desirable that at least 
$200 in addition should be placed at the disposal of the Committee, 
either for partial assistance to those who did not require Exhibitions, or 
to help Literates to carry on their studies within the Diocese. Can this 
amount be obtained from the Church ? Your Committee firmly believe 
that it can. They believe that there is no want of liberality in the mem­
bers of the Church, which should prevent them from contributing such 
an amount if once they are convinced that it is needed, and that when 
contributed it will be well spent. Doubtless the Mission Fund will al­
ways be the most popular one in the Diocese, for it meets the wants of 
the present, while the Divinity Students’ Fund is employed in continually 
providing for the future. But it should be remembered that the objects 
of the Divinity Students’ Fund in a few years will be the same as those 
for whom the Mission Fund is collected, and that the more liberal the aid 
given in assisMng our own youth to qualify themselves for the Ministry, 
the more will the expense of obtaining Missionaries from outside the 
Diocese be lessened. It may always he possible to obtain the services of 
Clergymen from the old Country, but the expense of doing so must ne­
cessarily be great ; while the Church in this Diocese can never be said to 
be in a healthy state until its own wants are met to a considerable extent 
by its own supplies. Your Cor nittee believe that in a few years this 
can be accomplished Let Churchmen give a liberal support to the 
Students’ Fund, and numbers of young men will hasten to avail them­
selves of their liberality.

The Committee would therefore respectfully urge upon this Synod, that 
the importance of giving an ample support to this Fund is a vital one, and 
that any neglect on the part of either Clergy or Laity to increase its 
means of usefulness must of necessity be almost paralyzing to the growth 
of the Church in this Diocese.

REPORT OF THE CLERGY TRUST FUND COMMITTEE.

The Committee appointed to administer the Clergy Trust or Commu­
tation Fund beg leave to report as follows :

In the Report presented to the Synod last June a full and detailed 
account was given of the division of funds, as agreed upon between the 
Hon. J. Hillyard Cameron and the Rev. Dr. Fuller, acting on behalf of the 
Church Society of the Diocese of Toronto, and the Archdeacon and the 
Chancellor, acting on behalf of the Synod of this Diocese. The proposed 
division having received the sanction respectively of the said Church 
Society and of the said Synod, it was expected that the transfer of funds 
lands, and securities would be immediately proceeded with and complet­
ed. But ere this was effected an unexpected difficulty arose. The Church 
Society of the Diocese of Toronto declined to make the transfer of the 
securities Ac., pertaining to the Commutation Fund, until all the Clergy 
of the Diocese of Ontario who held covenants from the said Church 
Society should surrender the same.

His Lordship the Bishop of the Diocese having been informed of this 
decision forwarded a Circular to the several clergy interested, urging 
the propriety of surrendering their respective covenants and receiving 
new ones from the Synod in lieu thereof. Of the twenty-two Clergymen 
who hold such covenants, eighteen have surrendered the same, and of 
the remaining four, two only have absolutely declined to do so, the third 
having held out expectation of doing so by and by, and the fourth was 
quite willing to surrender : but the Committee could not covenant for a 
like annual Stipend, as the Committee can only recognize a covenant or 
legal claim to the amount commuted for, and the clergyman in question 
held from the Church Society of the Diooese of Toronto a covenant for a 
larger amount than he actually commuted for. It was at the time a 
«ubject of regret that any of the Clergy should decline to surrender, in­
asmuch as it was then feared that the principal sum contributed by such 
Clergymen would be ultimately lost to this Diocese ; subsequent arrange­
ments have, however, happily secured the Diocese against any such loss 
To these arrangements the Committee next directs attention. After 
some correspondence between the Archdeacon and the Hon. J. H. Camer­
on, in November last, the substance of which was communicated to the 
Church Society of the Diocese of Toronto, Mr. Cameron was enabled to 
report that the Society had passed a resolution to the effect “that the 
Executive Committee of the Clergy Trust Committee be, and they are here-

by authorized to complete the transfer of the various securities agreed to 
be assigned by this Society to the Incorporated Synod of the Diocese of 
Ontario, upon receiving the surrender of such of the covenants of the 
Society as have been given up to the Incorporated Synod, to the extent 
of the commutation money represented by such covenants, and that the 
Bond of this Society be given to the Synod for the transfer of the rest 
from time to time, as the covenants are surrendered or the Covenantees 
die.” This resolution secured the Diocese of Ontario against any ulti­
mate loss of the commutation money represented by the covenants of those 
clergymen who declined to surrender their Indentures: but it did not yet 
meet the just expectations of your Committee, who considered that the 
transaction should be closed at once, and that upon the security afford­
ed bj the Bond of this Synod, to indemnify the Church Society against 
any loss, the whole of the securities should be transferred to the Synod. 
Negotiations were therefore again resumed, in conducting which and in 
order to revise the list of Lands and effect the transfer of the various 
funds it became necessary to make two journeys to Toronto last winter, 
the former by the Chancellor and Archdeacon conjointly ; the latter by 
the Chancellor alone, the stoppage of the cars by snow preventing the 
Archdeacon from accompanying him. On this occasion the Chancellor 
attended the meetings of the Committee of the Clergy Trust Fund, and 
the Committee of the Church Society, and having explained the views 
and expectations of your Committee, the Church Society finally passed 
the following Resolution, dated Feby. 18th, 1864 : ,

Resolved,—“ That this Society hereby assents to the proposition of the 
Synod of the Diocese of Ontario to give their Bond to this Society, bind­
ing the said Synod to pay the stipends ot such of the Clergy of the said 
Diocese as have refused to surrender their Indentures from this Society ; 
and that the said Synod will protect this Society from all claims which 
may be made under said Indentures, and that on this Bond being deliver­
ed the remainder of the securities allotted to the Diocese of Ontario be 
handed over to the Synod, and that so much of the Resolution adopted by 
this Society, at its last meeting, as conflicts with this Resolution be 
rescinded.”

The Bond referred to was accordingly prepared by the Chancellor, and 
having been executed by His Lordship was transmitted to Toronto, where­
upon the managing Committee, by letter dated April 15th, authorized 
A. H. Campbell, Esq., acting as their Trustee, to deliver over to the Sy­
nod of the Diocese of Ontario the whole of the Securities pertaining to the 
Commutation Fund of said Diocese. Mr. Campbell’s absence has hitherto 
prevented the actual and formal transfer, but your Committee derive 
satisfaction from being able to announce the final settlement of this 
question;

Your Committee regret that, from the continued absence of your Treas­
urer in England, they will not be able to afford as full and exact an account 
of the present state of the Clergy Trust Fund as the Treasurer, if present, 
would be able to give. They will, however, gladly afford all the infor­
mation in their power. In his Report to your Committee, furnished Dec. 
2nd, 1863, the Treasurer stated the nominal amount of the Fund to be 
$299,598.81.

Your Committee issued a circular addressed to the Churchmen of 
Kingston and vicinity. That after the distribution of the circular it 
came under the notice of your Committee that one of the sources of dif­
ficulty in raising the amount in this city would shortly be removed, and 
it was deemed advisable to delay further action until that event happen­
ed, as many persons had promised to contribute liberally, but condi- 
tionally, and it was considered expedient to wait, as more success would 
be then obtained in collecting the required amount.

Your Committee were only in a position to seek the promised contri­
butions within a few days past, and as now there is every prospect of 
the city of Kingston furnishing its quota it is requested that your Com­
mittee may be re-appointed. All which is respectfully submitted.
