One of the most remarkable features of
the past year was the startling changes
in the rates of ocean freights which it
exhibited, these changes being in many
cases so great as to change the value of
shipping most materially. The owner-
ship of vessels which in the early part of
1888 was a most precarious and unprofit-
able business became before the end of
the year, highly remunerative, both in
wooden and iron shipping. One English
authoritysays that in the case of steamers
the rate of profit was as high as 50 per
cent per annum and, although wooden
ships may have not reached this figure,
it can be safely said that their returns
were greator than they had been for
many years prevously.

Paris, Jan. 22.—Boulangists are
showing great energy all along ihe line.
Boulanger will not have himself to blame
if he does not head the poll nextSunday.
During this week he will keep his house
open to all comers, the reception lasting
from 7a. m. to 7p. m. Royalists are
still divided on the question of abstain-
ing from voting. Gen. Montanadan,
royalist, who was lately returned from
Somme on the Boulangist ticket, was
welcomed in the Chamber of Deputies to-
day by Admiral d'Horney in address in
which Boulanger was not alluded to. On
the other hand, Imperialists excel in act-
ivity for the general Barail denounces
absentation as effacement of the party
and invokes the aid of every Conserva-
tive Imperialist. The language of the
press waxes warm. ‘The National asserts
that the dead father of Boulanger was a
usurer; that the executed murderer,
Campi, was the general’s brother, and
that the man murdered, who was named
Ducrot, was a business partner of Boulan-
ger here. The squabbles of the general's
domestic life, his debts and intrigues, are
also t_lemiled.

| Herald readers will remember the fashion
i able marriage of Miss Knox, of Pittsburg,
with the soi-distant Count di Montercote
early in October last. It was the social
sensation of Western Pennsylvania,
especially after the Herald
announced & few weeks later that the
count had beaten his bride during the
honeymoon in the Hotel Bellevue, Paris.
I received yesterday from one of the
most prominent Americans now sojourn=
ing in Italy an account of the utter
misery and degradation to which his
young bride was subjected by the un-
natural beast she married while blinded
by the vlamour of his supposed nobility.

The story seems hardly credible, but
my informant’s integrity is unimpeach-
able. It will be remembered that after
the Parisian” episode the couple started
for the shores of the Adriatic, where the
Italian claimed that his mother owned
a castle.

Their real destination was the little
town of Fossaceca, where the fellow has
an ordinary dwelling house. En route
they stopped at the Hotel Vittoria, An-
cona, where the husband so abused his
young wife that she was compelled to
seek the protection and guardianship of
the . American consul resident there.
Despite his renewed cruelty the girl
accompanied her husband to Fossaceca
where he proceeded to render her illu-
sion regarding his genuine character still
more complete. At the time an Italian
officer , Signor Ferrari, and his American
wife were stopping in the town, and they
interested themselves in the unfortunate
girl, whose miserable plight had quickly
become the common talk of the neighbor-
hood. They called upon her and learned
a history of depravity which it would be
useless fo attempt to narrate.

Mme. Ferrari was compelled to leave
Fossaceca for a while, and upon her. re-
turn found the alleged count had had his
suspicions aroused and had forbidden his
wife being seen by her—in fact rudely
ordered her to leave his place. |

She at once applied to the American
consul at Ancona, and in company Wwith
him and a cousin of Miss Knox’s, sent
from Berlin by her aunt, proceeded to
Lanciano, the nearest town within legal
jurisdiction to Fossaceca. There, with
the help of the authorities, after many
vicissitudes, they succeeded in rescuing
the unfortunate girl from the man whose
bride she had become but three months
before. * .

The meeting between the girl and her
benefactors was affecting in the extreme
Her gratitude taught her to love and ap-
preciate their disinterested kindness, her
own sweet face and gentle manners hav-
ing taught them tolove and care for her.
The law now protects the girl com pletely
and she will soon, apply fora legal separ-
ation in Italy as a precursor, I am inform-
ed, to her securing an absolute divorce in
Pennsylvania.

Redmond awoke a few hours before
daylight and found himself before a farm-
house.

The Americans are taking a great deal
of comfort out of the belief, that the
British are likely to side with them, in
their ‘quarrel with the Germans at
Samoa. - The fact that a British cruiser,
one of the Australian squadron, will
arrive* at Samoa by the end ot this
week ,is look: d upon by them as con-
clusive evidence that the British are
about-to-oppose the pretensions of the
Germans in the Pacific. Unless the
British do this, the Americans will find
themselves in a most humiliating posit-
ion, for they havs no force near Samoa
at present fit to cope with the German
war vessels, and they do not posses a |
single cruising ironclad, on either ocean. |

|

The British, on the other hand, have |
four iron clads in the Pacific, and thirty- |
two other ships of war, or thirty six in |
all. Of these eighteen belong to the

China squadron, ten to the Australian

squadron and eight to the Pacific squad-

ron proper. The only British vessel at

present in Samoan waters is the Lizard,

a comprsite gun boat of 670 tons and

1000 horse power, and carrying six guns,

the largest & 6 inch rifled breech loading

gun. The Nipsic is the only American

vessel now at Samoa, and no reinforce-

ment can reach her for about six weeks.

The Nipsic is & wooden ship of 1,375 tons

displacement, carrying seven guns, one

of them an 8 inch rifle.

The Americans have two ships on their
way to Samoa, the Trenton and the Van-
dalia. The Trenton is an old wooden
vessel of 3,900 tons displacement, - carry-
ing thirteen guns, most of them anti-
quated. The Vandalia 1s also an old
wooden vessel of 2,180 tons displacement
and carries ten guns, but none of them
modern or powerful. The German ves-
sels, being better supplied with modern
guns, and being superior in
would be an overmatch for the American
ships, even if they were all at Samoa,
but the Trenton and Vandalia cannot
possibly reach the S8amoan Islands until
the beginning of March.

Samoa is nearer Australia than itis to
the head quarters of the_ British China
fleet or of the Pacific fleet. The affairs of
these islands therefore, naturally come
under the control of the Australian squa-
dron. It consists, as already stated of
ten vessels, one large ironclad, the Nel-
son, the cruisers, Calliope 16 guns,
Diamond, Opal and Rapid, 12 guns each,
and five gunboats. The Nelsonis a sister
ship to the Northampton, which was the
flag ship on this station a few years ago,
and which visited St. John at the time of
the centennial celebration in 1883. The
Nelson is 7,630 tons displacement, 6,040
horse power, carries 9 inch armor and
is armied with four 18 ton guns, and
812 ton guns. An 18 tor gun in the
British service is of 10 inches calibre,
and a 12 ton gun is 9inches. The Nelson
could destroy a whole fleet of unarmored
vessels, like those which Germany has at
Samoa, or such craft as the United States
are sending there.

Germany is reported to be sending
reinforcements to the Pacific, so it would
seem as if the big Empire purposed to
maintain her position in Samoa. The
British Australian squadren is quite
powerful enough to take care of the
fleets both of Germany and the,
United States in that part of the world
and if gny more help is needed the 1ron-
glad Orion can be brought down from
the China seas. This war ship carries
12 inch armor and her battery consists
of four 25 ton guns, so that she may be
counted on to take care of British inter-
ests in that distant sea. It is well to |
know _that, whatever may happen in
Samoa, Great Britain is strong enough
in that part of the world to do as she
pleases, and to see that treaties made by
Germany or any other power in reference
to Samoa are carried out.
