Account of the Affair by an American
Resident in Seoul.

Milwaukee, Wis., Nov. 19.—Rudolph
Nunnemacher, visiting in ‘Corea, writes
to the Milwaukee Sentinel from Seoul
giving an account of the murder of the
Queen early in October. - That the Jap-
anese were the instigators of the killing,
he says, seems to be clearly evident in
Seoul. A body of the Soshi committed
the murder, backed by Japanest troops.
When they ‘gained entrance to the
Queen’s apartments they found four wo-
men Being unable to recognize the
Queen,  who disguised herself, they
killed all four." The bodies. after being
slashed and stabbed, were tied in blank-
ots, earried to the ‘court yard, saturated
with oil, and burned.

than-24 hours :after her arrival.

Under section 1, subsection 2, of The
Behring Sea A\vard Act, 1894, “If there
is. ‘any .contravention. of the act (and
the scheduled provisions are made part
of the aet) the.ship employed in such
contravention,. and- her ‘equipment and
evenything, on board thereof shall be li-
able to be forfeited to Her Majesty as if
an offence had ‘been. .committed wunder
seetion 103 of the Merchant Shipping
Aect,: 18947
-+ Assuming then a contravention of the
act owing. to the neglect of the master
to keep up hxs can the p. be said
sueh Vention

contravention tuat she is subject to foc-

feiture.
‘If the eontravention had been the tak-

ing ‘of sédls at a proliibited time or place

{ or in a proscribed way, the vessel might

fittingly be said to be ‘“‘employed”’ in the
contravention; but the keeplng of the log
is another matter; that is the master’s
duty. I cannot see how the yessel can
be said to be employed in keeping the
official log, or in omitting to keep it.

But, beyond this, following the general
provisions of subsection 2, which, among
other things unpose the forfeiture of a
vessel employed in contravention of the
act, is subsection 3, which says that the
provisions of the  Merchant Shipping
Act, 1854, with respect to official logs
(including the penal prowsxons) shall ap-
ply to every vessel engaged in fur seal
‘The penal -provisions of - the
Merchant Shipping Act, section: 284, sub-
ject only the master to a particular pen-
alty for pot keeping the official log book,
such. penalty being a fine of £5 or. £30,
according to the offence. = No penalty or
forfeiture whatever attaches to the ship.
‘The particular provision: of . the = Mer-
chant Shipping Act, inflicting a fine only
upon the master, seems to be incompat-
ible awith the general provmmns of sub-
section 2 of the act of 1894, imposing a
forfaiture, and such being the case, and
following . the well recognized rule of
construotion I#id down in Churchill vs.
Crease, B Bng, 180; Pilkington vs.
Cooke, 16 M. & W., 615, and Taylor vs.
Oldham L. R. 4 Ch D., 395, subsection
2, imposing forfeiture of the vessel, must

‘be read as expressly excepting a contra-

vention by ~omission to  keep a log.
Hence, the vessel is net liable to be pre
cdeeded against, although  the 'master
might be' punished by a fine.

But I am by no means persuaded that
the captain was pumshable for or guilty
of any culpable omission in respect of
the official \log, ~ AS before pointed’ out,
by section 281 of the Merchant Shlppmg
Act, every entry in an official log is to
be made as soon as possible after the
oceurrence to which it relates.

“Ag soon as posgible” means ‘‘within
a ttehibéna‘bie time,” Atwood vs. Emery,
1 €. B., N. 8. 110; Cannell vs. Beaven
Ins. Co.; 39 €., Q. B., 8; Holt vs.
Western Assurance Co., 19 U. C. Q
B, 326: and what is a reasonable time
ml!st depend upon’ the facts govermng
the ‘¢dse in which the questlon arises.

I therefore dismiss the action for con-
demnation with costs; and I direct a
reference as to the damages to which
the ship is entitled for her illegal arrest
and detention.

Fish on the Fraser.

[ncreased the

Sturgeéon fishing is now" *taking
place of salmon fishing, and there is ev-
ery prospect ‘of a large number of Imen
engaging in the work.
fishermen have not beén inclined to pay
much attention to sturgeon fishing,” ow-
ing to the irregularity of the demand,

but now -there is a steady demand and :
good “price for these' fish, and fair to

middling wages can be made in the fish-
ing.  Two methods of fishing are -per-
mitted by the fisheries departimment, by
nets and baited hooks.  Fishing with
bare hooks, which proved very destruec-
tive, has been abolished.
hooks: do not give general satisfaction,
as they ecatch but few fish, and: the fish:
ermen are turning their attention to net-
fishing, which, on the whole, is more
successful, though such a thing as’ a
large catch is rarely made with them.
Seores:of fishermen are now ‘hard at
work: making nets, ‘and it is estimated
that by spring fully two hundred will be
in ‘use. ' The net runs from 600.{o 900
feet in length; and the meshes vary in
size from 12 to 19:inches. The question
has not been decided yet whether a large
or small mesh :net catches the most fish.
Some  fishermen hold ' that the  small
mesh is-the best, while a great many be-

lieve more successful work can be domne

with the large mesh.

Three firms are prepared to hbandle
sturgeon on an extensive scale—the Cold
Storage Company, Capt. M. D. MecLen-
pan and Wallace Bros. & McKenzie at
Bon Aceord—but; owing to the contin-
ued smallness of the catch, they have
not been able, so far, to do more than a
very moderate business.

There is a very good market in the
east for sturgeon. The fish is shipped
frozen from. here, but it is smoked: be:
fore being placed on the market in the
east.—Columbian.

for the ports in which they are located.
There is no sub-colléetor of customs. on
the ‘West Coast, there are no means of
regularly shipping Ihdian erews, and
they may leave theil‘_"'vessels at any time
they see fit or are“__;o;ffer_ed -inducements
by captains of other vessels and the law
cannot reach them.’
sealing vessels were put to a good deal

of trouble in this respect on the Westiy

Coast last year by ~American vessels
coming there and endeavoring to induce
Indian crews to leave their vessels. If
a sub-collector were appointed at some
point on the West Coast where Indian
erews could be shipped in ‘the regular
way they woiild be amenable to the law
governing such ‘matters, and could be
punished for deserting . their vessels azt
any. time.
