. properly punished.
saturday's Times contained the infor-
mation of the raid made by fifty spe-
cial constables to the Kispiox village,
when the prisoners were taken, De-
tails of the raid are contained in a
special -dispatch to the Times, received
shortly after this paper went to press.
The dispatch is from Hazelton, and is
as follows:

The provincial police made a .determ-
fned and successful effort to bring the
Indian troubles to a climax at daylight
this morning when Government Agent
Allison and Chief Constable Maitland-
Dougall quietly swore in 50 special con-
stables, proceeded to the Kispiox In-
dian village eight miles north of Hazel- |
ton under cover of darkness, quietly
crossed the Skeena river at 5 this morn-
ing, and caught the sleeping natives un-
awares.

The ringleaders were well- known to
the police and.the tirst move was to
secure a guide. This done a thorough
search was made of each individual
house with the result- that six of the
ringleaders, comprising the principal
agitators, were arrested and brought to
Hazelton by canoes,

Lively times were experienced for an
hour or more untiil ali’ that were want-
ed were arrested and put in irons. Sev-
eral natives showed fight. One jumped
on a constable endeaveoring to wrench
the riflie from his hands, but was
promptly knocked down with the butt
end of a shetgun in the hands of a

big Scotchman in the party. The In-
dian getting on his feet made an at-
tempt to escape. He was called to
“halt.” Not paying attention to the
command, a shot was fired over him,
which quickly changed his former in-
tention-and he gave himself up.

About 200 able-bodied men were in
the village of Kispiox and another hun-
dred scattered in the outlying district.
Fifty odd in Hazelton and 500 in Kit-
seuklas, Kitwangaka, Kitwancool,
Imalu and other small villages on the
Skeena,

Trouble is constantly arising between
the Indians of the above named vil-
ages and the settlers on crown lands,
the natives threatening the lives of the
whites. "The prisoners. are now in jail
here awaiting trial. "It is expected they
will be sent down the coast for im-
prisonment when. convicted.

It is greatly hoped by all interested
that this will bring all uneasiness
among the settlers to an end. A strong
guard is being kept at the jail to pre-
vent any attempt at release of the pris-
i oners.
| When Mr. Maitland Dougall ' 3 sent
| to Hazelton to take chargé of tl.. police
' there, it was understood that he was to
take such steps as would effectively
quiet all uneasiness felt in the north
with respect to the :Indians.

The escape of Gun-a-Noot, the notor-
ious outlaw, who is wanted for the
murgder of two half-breeds on the Kis-
piox trail four years ago, has had a
very bad effect upon the -northern
tribes. ' They have conceived the idea
that they can with impunity take the
law into their own hands. With the ad-
vent of settlers the Indians showed ob-
jection to the taking up of public lands

ting up a sort of clalm to all the

'in@uces the*provineial government to
ask the Dominion guthorities-to allow
a few mounted police to be stationed
around Hazelton so as to overawe the
Indians and ensure ‘quiet. It is well
known ‘that the ‘power of the mounted
police over the Indians has been
wonderful. 237

The provincial government, however,
decided to handle the affairs by the
provincial force. Mr. Maitland-Dougall
was sent in ‘and the present move is
‘the first result of the police instituted
by him. It is generally conceded that
the show of force made on this occa-
sion will have a good effect in bring-
ing the Indians to a proper realization
of the power of the law, and it may do
much to counteract the evil effect of
Gun-a-Noot’s escape, from the hands
of law.

EVIDENCE FAVORS

WOMAN CONFIDENT
SHE WILL BE ACQUITTED

Testimony of Prosecution Wit-
nesses Strengthen Case for
Defence.

Nov, -8—The. state’s case
pgainst Mme, Steinheil, the “red
widow,” ‘whe is on trial here on the
charge of murdering her artist hus-
band -and stepmother, Mme.

To-day's testimony was entirely fa-
worable to the widow and she appar-
ently is confident of acquittal.

Broderel, -on. whose testimony. the
yprosecutior “hoped to strength its case
materially, testified ihat neither he nor
Mme. Steinheil ever dreamed of mar-
riage as ‘a result of ‘their relations.
This was consideréd .a great -point in
the woman’s favor, for if he had testi-
fied that he and the woman had” seri-
ously considered marriage the prosecu-
tion would have used it as a motive for
the murders.

Dr. Acheray, the - Steinheil’s 'family
physician, testified that the accused
woman had cared tenderly for -her
husband and mother. This was another
point in Mme. Steinheil’'s favor, as the
prosecution attempted to prove that
during the two months’ illness of her
busband that she never went near him.

Mme. Steinheil declares that the in-
Quisitoral methods of the prosecution
is helping her case.

REPORT TO AMERICAN
FEDERATION OF LABOR

Statistics Submitted at the In-
ternational Convention at
Toronto.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Toronto, Nov. 8.—Samuel Goqmpers,
president of the American Federation
of Labor, reviewed the famous case in
which he, John Mitchell and Secretary
Morrison were sentenced to jail in the
District of Columbia for violation of
an injunction, in his report to the
twenty-ninth  international convention
of the organizaton in session here to-
day. He declared that he :believed
eventual good will come from the
case, saying:

“I know that the people of our

country and the labor movement will
be found united in patriotic protest
against the curtailment of the liberties
for which our forefathers struggled in
order that we might be free.”
- Regarding the Buck Stove and Range
case and the decision of the Washing-
ton, D C., courts, the report says in
part:

This ' passing comment appears
apropos. It is that an unprejudiced,
impartial judge miglit well have de-
ferred -a decision in a contempt case
for alleged violation of an injunction
while an appeal on the validity of the
injunction itself was pending and was
being considered for decision by a
higher court, and further, that the un-
precedented senténces imposed were en-
tirely in conflict with the spirit' and
plain provision of the constitution as
being cruel and unusual.

Six “Victims Trapped Behind
Iron. Barred Windows and
Roasted to Death.

(Times Leased Wire.)

New-York, Nov. 8.—Six of nine men
burned to death in‘ a fire which de-
stroyed the celluloid fagtory or Robert
Morrison & Son-to-day were trapped
behind iron barred windows on the
lower floor.

The six victims, being shut in by the
flames, struggled insanely at the bars.
As the flames approached they were
actually roasted to death in -the sight
of the street. Their horrible cries of
agony were heard- for blocks away,
The work-of the fire was so swift, how-
ever, that aid was impossible.

With the the full realization of their
predicament, the hopelessness .of es-

cape and face to face with death in its |

most terrible form, gave vent-to cries
such as human ears have seldom
heard: Stout hearted firemen, hardened
by years of service in which théy have
been in contact with anguish and dis-
tress, were sickened by this unequalled
exhibition of human suffering. .
The fire caused a panic among
the employees,  which - resulted

in ten workmen being seriously injured’

and a score. sustaining painful 6 . cuts
and bruises from jumping from the
third : story. of the burning struecture.

The  origin of the fire is unknown.

 Seven bodies have been taken, from

the ruins, and a search is being. made

! for the other two.

The fite started on the ground ﬂoor
Beforq the . alarm could be sounded
the flames had, spread to the stairways
leading to.the third floor. With no way
to escape except. by jumping, the em-
ployees above hecame panic stricken
and fought frantically to reach the
windows.

Those who reached them first hurled
themselves through the . glass without

stopping to raise the sash, and many |

were painfully cut. Ten were seriously
injured by the thirty-foot fall to the

. ground.

BIG DREADNOUGHTS TO BE
T0 ESQUIMALT

Thousand Tons

Great Britain’s Nav?.l Programme For Next Year
Will Include Four Battleships of Thirty

Displacement.

(Special to the i1mes.) .
Washington, D. C., Nov. 8.—In a let-
ter to a naval attache here informa-
tion is given that England’s naval pol-
igy for the year 1910 includes the lay-
ing of .the keels for four battleships
of the impréved Dréadnought type
with a displacement of 30,000 tons,
which: means making them the largest
war ‘vessels aflodt.

Two of these ships will be attached
to the new squadron to be known as
the Pacific fleet at large and will be
stationed at Esquimalt. Australia is to
share in the éxpense of building one of
these battleships in view of their com-
mission on Pacific waters. These ships
will cost - each .- $12,000,000. Dynamite
guns will probably be a feature in one
of the batteries.

JAn improvement in payments has
been the experience of the past few
yvears, but the average has not gone
beyond 95 and 96 ‘per cent., and for.

This is considéred a
particularly excellent _show{ng in view
of the fact that it is invariaby the ex-
perience of western towns that a drop
in tax collegtions usually follows any
decided movement in‘real estate. Any-
thing savoring of -a real estate boom
usually results' in-a large number of
people, who 'acquired property when
they could hardly afford to do 'so, de-
faulting in their payment of ~ taxes.
However,. in ‘the case of Victoria, while
there has heen much speculation in
real estate, -all who bought property
have been able to pay their taxes, thus
exhibiting good financial capacity and
great faith in the future of the city.

The assestment roll for 1909 shows
the taxes on land to be $17,961, 060, 'and
for 1mprovements ‘$10,365,060. In 1908
the figures wére: Land, $15,305 025; im-~
.provements, :$9,250, 740—the total for
1909 being mnearly four million dollars
in excess of last year.

Taken on the whole the situation
could hardly be more gratifying, - -and it
is significant of ‘the general prosperity
‘0f the people that this year there have
been but few complaints about the
burden of - taxation, everybody being
cheerful when ‘they went: to the city
hall to make their payments,

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ASPHALT FOR
CITY STREETS

COUNCIL MAY ADOPT
IT AS PAVEMENT

Cost Only Two Dollars Per Year
With Ten Years’
GQuarantee.

Victoria may adopt asphalt in do-
ing permanent work on all the thor-
oughfares in the residential sections of
the city instead of tar macadam. At
Friday night’s meeting of the streets
committee, C. H. Topp, city engineer,
said he was very favorably impressed
with the representations which had
been made to~him by the agent of &
firm now. doing business in the prov-
ince as to the merits of asphalt. The
firm in question is handling the-pro-
duct of large oil wells in California,
and are rapidly extending their opera-
tions to the cities of the Northwest,
A representative of the company would
be in the eity in a few days and he
would go into the whole question with
him and report to the council. He had
been assured that this company could
lay pavement for $2 per yard.

Ald. Henderson remarked that this
was certainly worth looking into. In
his opinion asphalt was the coming
pavement all over the worid. Other
members of the beard concurred in
this opinion.

It was further explained by the gity
engineer that the company would give
ten years’ guarantee that the pave-
ment would stand all tests. He re-
ferred in this connection’ to the pro-
posed -improvement of the southern
section of Government street. Perhaps
it might be just as well not to go
ahead with this work now, but walit
instead to see if the council decides to
adopt asphalt for that thoroughfare.

Ald. Henderson urged that this work
be proceeded with at as early a date
as possible, and it was decided to leave
the matter in the hands of the city en-
gineer to use his judgment.

The city engineer called attention to
the request of the telephone conpany
for instructions as to the rémoving of
certain poles. He pointed out in this
connection that if the: council defined
where they would have to go the city
would have to pay the cost of moving
the poles.

VAN TREATMENT
OF CONVICTS IN TEXAS

More Than Fifty Have Died in
_Three Years, According
to Prisoners.

Galveston, Teéxas, Nov. 6.—More than
fifty convicts in the Texas state penal
institutions and farms have been killed
by inhuman treatment” and beatings
during the .last three years, is the
startling revelation brought about by
the recently appointed legislative in-
vestigating committee,

According to the board’'s report it
was more than difficult to wring evi-
dence from criminals who were ex-
amined. Many of the prisoners were
afraid to testify for fear of incurring
the enmity of the guards.

After begging piteously to escape ap-
pearing before the board, a long-term
prisoner declared that he had wit-
nessed three whippings in the prison
that had resulted within a few days in
the deaths of the vietims.

T0 WASH PAVED
STREETS AT NIGHT

COUNCIL TO PURCHASE
FLUSHING MACHINE

Modern Methods io Be Adopted
by the Street Cleanina
Department.

(From Saturday's Daily.)

Now that almost all the business
area of the city has been paved, or will
be at a very early date, City Engineer
Topp proposes to introduce, just as
soon as he can obtain the mnecessary
authority from the council, the most
morden method of street cleansing.
The old men who have been familiar
figures on the leading streets with their
two-wheeled vehicels with large iron

barrels to hold refuse which they
Sweep up, will find their occupation
gone, for it is intended to purchase an
up-to-date street flushing machine,

‘When this piece of machinery shall
have been received all the paved
streets of the city wil] be cleansed by
the copious use of water, eliminating
the necessity of doing any sweeping at
all. All the work will be done after
nightfall, and each morning the streets
will present a fresh and clean appear-
ance.

The necessity of securing some such
apparatus was brought ‘to the atten-
tion of the, city council Friday night,
when a letter from Messrs. Baxter &
Johnston was read. They asked that
steps be taken to wash Government
street at least three times a week
owing to the dust nuisance.

Mr. Topp stated that with the
amount of pavement now laid in the
business section a street flushing ma-
chine, the safme as is used in all the
large cities of the continent, would
prove much more satisfactory than
using a hose. Owing to the fact, how-
ever, that at present there are no funds
available, the matter of ‘purchasing
one of these machines willl have to
stand over for the consideration of the
incoming council.

Ald. Fullerton raised the question as
to whether it would not be possible to
follow a better system in regard to re-
moving the heaps of dirt which are left
on the sides of the roadway when the
men who are scraping the streets have
gone along. It was absurd, he said, to
think >that these unsightly heaps of
mud should be left standing for days.

City Engineer Topp, in reply to this,
pointed out that the failure to remove
the dirt promptly was due to the faot
that they could -not get carts enough.
The city could not hire enough carts.
A special: kind of vehicle was required
and there was only two or ‘three in
the city. ;

This. led to a general discussion on
the point raised by Ald. Fullerton, and
the consensus of opinion was that the
day was rapidly approaching when it
would be found necessary to purchase
a ‘half dozen teams of horses for the
sole purposes of the city. In the sum-
mer the horses would be utilized for
hauling the watering carts and in the
winter time they would be employed
constantly in the work of street clean-
ing. This is one of the matters which
will be recommended to the considera-
tion of the incoming council.

Paris, Nov. 6.—Madame Marguerite
Steinheil, the “red widow,"” on trial for |
the murder of her artist husband and
step-mother, Mme. Japy, is passing
through the crisis to-day. Eighty-seven
witnesses, summoned by the prosecu-
tion, are endeavoring to prove to the
jury that this woman single-handed, is
responsible for the murders, and every
accusation being made against her is
gseized by the court as a further op-
portunity for bull-dozing.

Through it all Mme. Steinheil is
bearing up wonderfully well. She is be-
ing called upon by the prosecutors to
explain every trivial incident that is
brought out in the testimony ‘of the
witnesses.

She is doing it, too, in a manner that
iz winning -the sympathy of the entire
court assemblage. The spectators are
indignant at the bullying tactics as-
sumed by the prosecutors, and fre-
quently a buzz of disapproval sweeps
over thepaudience.

Mme. Steinheil is able to sway the
spectators at will. When madame
weeps, and that is frequently, the spec-
tators weep with her. When she smiles,
they smile, too.

Even the prosecutors are aghast at
times at the manner in which she
withstands their sneers and jeers.
They are helpless in their attempt to
break down her testimony.

She won another victory to-day when
Remy Couillard, her husband’'s valet,
testified regarding the finding of the
woman bound, indicating that She
could not have done it herself.
Madame’'s attorney promptly pro-
duced Couillard’s written statement,
made immediately after the tragedy,
showing that he swore that the “red
widow” was bound and in a position
that she could not possibly have got-
ten into herself.

Before Couillard left the stand Ma-
dame Steinheil took a hand in the
cross-examination, and before she had
finished with the witness he was stam-
mering his replies and badly con-
fused.

After Couillard left the stand the de-
position of M. Lecoq, who now is in
America, was read to the jury. It cor-
roborated Couillard’s original state-
ment that madame was tightly bound
when he went into the room. Lecoq
was the first man to answer Couil-
lard’s cries for help following the dis-
covery of the dual murder.

Madame Steinheil was greatly
pleased at the text of Lecoq's deposi-
tion, and the spectators, apparently,
rejoiced with her.

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MINISTERS ARE
NOT FRIENDLY

FEUD BETWEEN BURNS
AND LLOYD GEORGE

President “of Local Govern-
~ment Board Resents Any
Interference.

London, Nov. 6.—That a bitter feud
had "developed between Chancellor of
the Exchequer

government board, two of the strongest
men in the English cabinet, is begin-
ning to leak out in London. The hatred
that exists between the pair is so flerce
that they have not spoken to one an-
other for nearly six months.

George and Burns appear to have
been naturally antagonistic, Both
started in life at the bottom of the
ladder—Lloyd George as a mine boy,
Burns as an engineer. They worked
themselves to the top of the ladder by
tireless determination, and the very
qualities which enabled them to do so
seem to have been the ones which ren-
dered it impossible for them to agree
in positions where their duties some-
what pverlapped.

Even before the pending much-de-
bated budget measure was introduced
in parliament there was never more
than a formal politeness between them.
It was the budget which caused the
open breach. Lloyd George, as its’
author, had provided for various pure-
ly local taxes and for numerous
changes in methods of ‘“rating,” as the
special assessment system is called.
The result involved some interference
with Burns’s department, and he was
prompt to resent it.

The situation is particularly embar-
rassing to the cabinet, inasmuch as
everyone had supposed Burns would be
one of the warmest supporters of Lloyd
George’s taxation measure, In many
of its provisions the bill is admittedly
socialistic, and so is John Burns. The
land tax clause, in particular, he has
always favored., To everyone's am-
azement he has maintained absolute
silence. This silence under the circum-
stances was so surprising as to amount
practically to a scandal, but until just
now it has not been generally under-
stood.

Premier Asquith ‘is not particularly
friendly with either minister, both be-
ing too advanced in their views to suit
his ideas. Lloyd George is virtually
as prominent a figure in the cabinet as
the Premier: himself, it is said, and
cannot be pushed out without wrecking
the Liberal party. Burns, on the other
kand, has been such an ideal depart-
ment head that he cannot be shelved
without a terrific commotion,

Present indications are that the puz-
zle will be solved by a resort to diplo-
matic methods. Burng’s salary as
president of the local government
board is $10,000 yearly. The plan is to
make him chairman of the Port of
London corporation at a stipend of
$30,000. A less unyielding man will
then be chosen for.the presidency of
the local government board, and Prem-
fer Asquith will again have a united
omcial family.

The gift is the largest
single contribution of its kind ‘ever
made, and the beneficiaries include
educational and church institutions,
north, south, east and west in ‘this
country and one abroad, sixty in all.

~ THE CAUSEWAY

C.P.R. TO MAINTAIN
SPLENDID SYSTEM

Proposed That Government
Should Join Hands and
Light Buildings.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

‘When plans at present in hand have
been executed, the handsome ‘“Gate-
way to Victoria,” by which term is
meant the causeway and the adjacent
area, will each night present quite as
attractive an appearance as during the
daytime, for it is proposed to inaugur-
ate at a very early date a scheme of
electric lighting® commensurate with
what has properly been termed one of
the most inviting and picturesque spots
in the world.

The wmanagement of the Empress
hotel have very generously come for-
ward and proposed, inasmuch as the
C. P. R is vitally intereited in seeing
that the beautification of the area sur-
rounding the hotel should be given con-
sideration on every occasion, to defray
the cost of lighting the causeway, and
t<the city has met their wishes., This
will mean an expenditure on behalf of
the hotel of approximately $50
month,

R. Hutcheson, superintendent of the
city electric lighting system, has been
glven charge of the work of 1nst{lling
the new lights at the causeway, and to
the Times this morning he explained
what the scheme consists of. The in-
candescent lights' now in position,are

the cement sidewalks, will be erected
a row of ornamental steel pillars carry-
ing arc lights.” These poles will also
carry the trolley wires for the street
cars, arms extending to the centre of
the street. The row of iron pillars at
present in the centre of the causeway
are fo be removed. The wiring will all
be underground.

The arc lights which are to be in-
stalled] are of an entirely new kind to
anything yet in use in Victoria. They
are what are termed ‘“magnetite arc
lights,” They burn for a period of 150
‘hours with one trimming, and the light
they shed. is of great. brilliancy. Were
the arcs bare, the light would be so
dazzling that discomfort might be ex-
perienced by pedestrians, and a frost-
ed globe will be utilized to subdue the
glare and secure proper diffusion.

Mr. Hutcheson mentioned that it

was hoped to be able to arrange to ex-
tend these lights right along Belleville
street as far as the C. P. R. offices.
Should this be done the first glimpse
of the city which visitors would get
when steamers round Sehl Point would
beé one' of striking beauty.
“Pn“this conmection it may be men-
tioned that proposals are being con-
sidered which, if acted upon by the
provincial government, will result in a
further great improveme/nt to the light-
ing scheme in that section of the city.
It is pointed out that at present, with
the parliament buildings in complete
darkness, the impression which the
visitor to the city, who arrives after
night fall, gets is not of the best possi-
ble character, and the suggestion is
therefore made that the buildings be
illuminated every evening of the year.
It is believed that the resultant effect
of beauty and attractiveness would be
so striking that the expense of main-
taining the lighting service would ‘be
more -than compensated for by the ad-
vertisement which the city would re-
ceive because of the innovation,

Mr. Hutcheson said that the city is
now calling for tenders for the steel
pillars which are to be placed on the
causeway, and that the work of in-
stalling the light will be undertaken at
the earliest possible date.

BIG MAJORITY
FOR THE BUDGET

PASSES COMMONS BY"
VOTE OF 379 TO 149

Only Two Liberals Join the Na-
tionalists in Abstaining
From Voting.

L

London, Noy. 5—With the galleries
crowded to their capaeity and with a
large attendance on the floor, the
House of Commons last night passed
the third reading of the finance bill by
a vote of 379 to 149.

Tense excitement prevailed during
the speeches of Chancellor Lloyd
George, Premier Asquith and Mr. Bal-
four, leader of the opposition.

Mr. Asquith, in a hrief speech clos-
ing the debate, said it was incumbent
upon those who objected to the gov-
ernment’s taxes to provide some alter-
native scheme to meet the nation’s ne-
cessities.” Where was this scheme? he
asked. Sooner or later Mr. Balfour
must show his hand and it would have
to be a hand that would suit the game
of the tariff reformers. s

The government, continued the
Premier, might be well content to rest
There are only two is-
sues before the House—taxes proposed
by the budget or tariff reform.

The division was taken and the an-
nouncemeht of the vote, showing the
government’s majority to be larger
than had been expected, was greeted
with prolonged ministerial cheers.

The Conservatives had counted on a
score of Liberal absentees, but appar-
ently only two Liberals joined the Na-
tionalists in abstaining from voting.

The bill will be formally passed on
its first reading in the House of Lords
to-day, the debate on the second read-
ing, which will determine its fate be-
ginning November 22nd.

The Liberal papers are pleased that
the budget has left the House backed
by a solid majority, representing the
whole strength of the party, including
the labor members. The only matter
of discontent is the refusal of the Na-
tionalists to support the budget.

In connection with the idea that the
Lords had decided to reject the budget
a mysterious paragraph appears in the
Daily Telegraph, a strong Unionist or-
gan, declaring that nothing has yet oc-
curred that can be taken as defining
the Lords’ attitude. On the contrary,
says the statement, the peers will ap-
proach the consideration of the bill un-
pledged and untrammeled. This para-
graph possibly foreshadows the inten-
tion of the House of Lords to attempt
to amend, instead of totally rejecting
the budget.

PITILESS EXAMINATION

Man Who Confessed Murdérs
: Now Declares His Statement
: False.

Paris, Nov. 5.—Under a terrific fire of
heartless, pitiless examination, suffer-
ing nothing to be withheld, showing no
sign of mercy or consideration for her
sex, Mme. Marguerite Steinheil, the
“red widow,” was literally submitted
to the “third degree” in public to-day.
Defiant, dramatic, beautiful, display-
ing bravery and spirit such as few
women possess, now pleading for mercy
ang now striking back fiercely, - this
wonderful woman to-day-won the pity
of the French nation and sentiment
heretofore against her has turned in
her favor.

Paris is aghast at the cruel exhibi-
tion in the courtroom and on every
hand can be heard condemnation of the
so-called public “vivi-section of a
woman.” It seems that Judge Devalles,
president of the court, was infuriated
at tHMe appearance of Jean Lefebvre,
the actor, who confessed in court yes-
terday, astounding the assemblage with
the assertion that he committed the
two muarders for which she is on trial

When put through a secret examina-
tion in prison it is announced that
Lefebvre broke down and- said that his
confession was a lie and. that he had
'made it through sympathy for the de-
fendant. A picture of Mme, Steinheil
wag found in ‘his pocket.

Lefebvre is being heie and a thorough
investigation of his statement will be
made despite the fact of his denial, It
is generally - believed that this denial
was almost forced and was too readily
accepted by the authorities, who seem
bent upon convicting Mme. Steinheil.

President ,Judge Devalles became
more brutal than ever to-day and the
prosecutor jeined -with him in the re-
lentless questioning. ., The examination
has become an inquisition. The woman
is being tried under the Napoleonic
code which presumes that a prisoner
is guilty until innocence is proved and
the actions of the court are pressing
this presumption' to the bitterest ex-
treme. ’

Devalles frequently causes the woman
to. jump hysterically from her seat by
shouting- expected questions into her
ear, while Mme,. Steinheil weepingly
protests.

The prosecutor-general is aiding De-
valles ‘in -this manner of prosecution.
Even the spectators have been startled
time and again by seeing them rise
menacingly and hiss’. question after
question inte the woman’s ear, Then
they. drown out her protests when she
objects. to this sort of an examination.
On such ‘occasions they rebuke her for
what they call outbursts of temper.

Mme. Steinheil continues to be bril-
liantly dramatic. ‘She beats the rail
continually with her fists and . weeps
frequently. The public generally ex-
pects an acquittal, not because they
think the woman innocent—very few
think that—but because of the pitiful
fight she is making against overwhelm-
ing odds inspires. :

Many persons believe that Devalles
secretly sympathizes with the woman
and is being unnecessarily cruel, pur-
posely so as to inspire the jury’s sym-
pathy and assure an acquittal for Mme.
Steinheil.

- Exhausted but triumphant, Mme.
Steinheil stumbled from the witness
stand this afternoon after having with-
stood the most merciless browbeating
ever administered to a woman by a
court in'recent times. The ordea] was
terrific, and while the wonderful wo-
man’s spirit was broken, she was
ready to collapse physically.

weeks ago Webber returned to this city
and since' then he has been brooding
because of his failure to get his job at
Pekin back. Webber was considered a
valuable anan by the legation as he
was able to speak several languages,
including both Japanese and Chinese.

Although suicide is given out by the
police as causing his' death the United
States consul here is making inquiries
as to whethér Webber had any enemies
among local Chinese.

PLANS TO- IMPROVE
HARBOR OF MONTREAL

Commission Proposes to Ex-'
pend $15,000,000 Yearly
for Twelve Years.

Ottawa, Nov. 8.—The Montreal har-
bor commission laid before the minis-
ter of marine this morning extensive
plans for the further development of
the harbor to make it the first port in
the world in respect to commercial and
shipping facilities. It is proposed to
enlarge the capacity of the port during
the next twelve years, expending $1,-
500,000 per year. The financial co-oper-
ation of the federal government ‘is re-
quested and will prgbably be extended
along the lines already adopted in the
way of a gudrantee of the ‘bonds. The
port 'is Self-sustaining and inteérest on
bonds has so far been met by the com-
mission.

HONDURAS HAS
'LOST HER NAVY

Scuttled by Smugglers and
Sinks While Being Towed
to Shore.

New Orlean§, Nov., 8.—The gunboat
La Tumbla, comprising the entire
Honduran navy, was sunk near Port
Cortez after being boarded by smug-
glers, according to passengers arriving
on the steamer Paramina from British
Honduras.

The story of the destruction of the
Honduran navy, as told here, is as fol-
lows:

Captain Ziella, commanding the La
Tumblg encountered a stranger coast-
ing steamship, and upon being con-
vinced that it was operated by smug-
glers, demanded its surrender. He
captured it and made the crew pris-
oners. The capture was' accomplished
so easily that a celebration was held
on the boat. There were good things
to eat and no lack of wine,

After dinner the wine smugglers cap-
tured their captors one -and all, the
captain' included, and after binding
them set them adrift in small boats.

Then tune smugglers boarded the
man-of-war and scuttled her. The La
Tumbla later was met by the fruit
steamer Harold which towed her to-
ward shore, but she sank' before shal-
low water ‘could be reached.

The crew of the gunboat nearly all
succeeded in reaching shore, it is said,
in the small hoats.

GERMAN’S CHARGE
' AGAINST BRITAIN

Alleged to Have Planned to
Prevent Germany Aiding
Russia.

Berlin, Nov. 8.—The serious charge
that Great Britain was involved in
machinations against Germany at the
time of the Dogger Bank affair on Oc-
tober .22, 1904, is brought by former
Chancellor of Legation Von Rath, who
served at Berne and Constantinople, in
the Tageblatt. i

The Dogger Bank incident referred
to was the firing on the Mamerock
trawling fleet off Hull by the Russian
Baltié squadron under the delusion, as
alleged, that the fishing smacks were
Japanese torpedo boats.

Herr Von Rath accuses Great Brit-
ain of having stationed warships off
Vigo ‘and ‘six submarines in the vicin-
ity of Heligoland preparatory to sink-
ing the Germangwarships in the event
of Germany’s taking- sides with Rus-
sia in the war then progressing. The
commanders of the British vessels, ac-
cording to the writer, had.direct or-
ders ‘from Downing street to wait for
the Germans and blow them into the
air  in the event' of suspicious ‘move-
ments.

Other papers comment on the article
from various standpoints. The Vos-
siche - Zeitung ridicules the charges
against Great Britain, but the National
Zeitung, although placing the respon-
sibility for the charges on Herr Von
Rath, says: ‘“We do not doubt for a
moment that England took these meas-
ures.”

NICARAGUAN TROOPS
REPORTED ROUTED

One Hundred _Killed and
Wounded in Fight With
Revolutionists.

Blue Fields, Nicaragua, Nov, 8—
News has been received here by Gen-
eral Estrada that in an engagement
near Gutuaso, Chontales province, on
Thursday and Friday, Geheral Fornos
Diaz, of the revolutionary forces, won
a decisive victory against six hundred
government troops. The reports state
that a hundred of .the government
troops were killed or wounded,”c and
that the loss of the insurgents was
slight. General Diaz had sharpshoot-
ers in the trees, who picked off a large
number of the government troops as
they advanced. The  insurgents still
hold the San Juan river district.

Reports from Managua Friday stated
that the government troops had de-
feated the revolutionists in the engage-
ments in Chontales province on. Thurs-
day and Friday, with heavy losses to
the Estrada followers. The same dis-
patch stated that General Diaz, who
was defending Paso La$ Lajas, with|
four hundred men, was routed.

The day after'the schooner’s guns
were sealed was the finest otter hunting
day that the captain had ever seen: There
was 24 hours of perfect calm and plenty
of otter around. ' The captain said he was
sure they would have taken from forty
to sixty otter skins-if they had been al-
lowed to continue the hunt.

The captain of the Bear told Capt.
Blackstad that he had received orders to
seal up the guns of all sealers. When
asked why he did not seal the guns of
Captain Apellgate’s American schooner,
the American officer said that he had no
authority to do so, as that vessel was not
sealing.

When the Bayard was at Dutch Harbor
she was short of water and a gale was
brewing. The captain applied to the
authorities at the wharf, but they would
neither give them water nor sell it. He
then went to -a. creek and helped himself,
the American. officers taking no notice of
them. They put to sea in.a gale, glad,to
get away from so inhospitable a place.

MUST STAND TRIAL
FOR MURDER OF ‘WIFE

Plea That Law Was Repealed
Dismissed. by Judge at
Seattle.

1

Seattle, ‘Wash,, Nov. 8.—Judge
Mitchell Gilliam on Saturday overruled
ihe demurrer of Thomias R. Horner,
made-in behalf of Arthur W. George,
charged - with the murder ‘of his di-
vorced wife, who asked that the-in-
formation. be dismissed on the ground
{hat when the legislature repealed the
old eriminal law in March last the new
law prescribing the penalty for murder
did not take effect for ninety days.
Mrs. George was shot and killed by her
husband in May, 1909,-at.a time when
the old law had been repealed and the
new law had not gone into effect. It
is the contention of Mr. Horner that
there was an open season for murder
between March and June, 1909.

In delivering his opinion and over-
runing the demurrer, Judge: Gilllam
said:

“It was evidently the intention of the

legislature to continue the old law in

effect until the new law went into ef-
fect, .even: if not expressly so stated, I
think there is unquestionably saving
clause enough' to hold " the. old law in
effect. Even under . the common law
the defendant, might be held. It was
surely not the intent of the legislature
to let the crime of murder go unpun-

ished. This court cannot release a man
charged with murder on the plea that
there was no law for such an offehce.”

The court also denied the motion for
a change of venue. Judge Gilliam
stated that because an attorney had a
quarrel with his client he, did not be-
lieve that sufficient grounds for a
change of venue.

“I think we can find twelve unpreju-
diced and fair-minded jurors in this
county,” said the court.

Arthur -‘'W. George will be placed on
trial on December 6th for the murder
of his wife. He has refused to accept
a sentence for second degree murder,
and announced that he would sooner
hang than spend his life in the peni-
tentiary.

IS IMPORTANT

FARMERS OF ALBERTA
INVESTIGATING TRADE

James Bower Seeking Infor-
mation Regarding
Provincial Conditions.

(From . Monday’s Daily.)

On a mission of extreme interest and
importance to the people of British Co-
lumbia, James Bower, of Red Deer,
Alta., president of the United Farmers
of Alberta, is in the city a guest at the
King Edward hotel. Mr. Bower will
remain in the city for perhaps the
balance of the week, and has been
asked to address the Board of Trade
at a meeting to be held on Thursday
rext.

Mr. Bower is commissioned to inves-
tigate conditions in this province with
the idea of ascertaining what steps
‘can' be taken to better facilitate ex-
change of products with Alberta. As
the situation is at present, according
tc "Mr. Bower, who accorded -an inter-
view to a :Times representative this
morning, each province is debarred
from using to the extent the people

‘would desire those products ‘which

could . be : advantageously exchanged,
and for which there are practically in-
exhaustible markets.

Thus, while the people of  Alberta
have produce—grain, hay and stock,
for which -there is a market in, this
province, the people of British Colum-
bia dare buying the bulk of these pro-
ducts, in .the neighboring States. On
the other hand, while people of British
Columbia have lumber and fruit and
fish to export, they find their market
in Alberta narrowed beyond natural
limits, owing to the fact that the ex-
tessive freight rates make conditions
beyond the purchasing capacity of the
people.

It is to adjust such anomolous con-
ditions that the United Farmers of Al-
berta have sent. Mr. Bower to- the
province at the present time. He has
spent a week in Vancouver and while
here he will interview the Fruit Grow-
ers’ Association, the lumber men and
the leading people generally. After his
inquiry has been conducted the next
step will be to summon a conference
of the producers in each province and
then a strong memorial will be sent
to the government, asking some relief
from . the present condition of affairs,
in so far as the government can bring
about lower freight rates.

Mr. Bower points out, however, that.

it is equally important with govern-
mental action that there should be
healthy public sentiment cultivated in
favor of improved trade relations be-

tween the two western provinces  of
Canada.. He believes that the people
of British Columbia would prefer to
buy products, which they need, in Al-
berta, rather than in the neighboring
republic, all things being equal; and he
is sure that the people of Alberta are
anxioug to get products from British
Columbia of which they stand in need.
As an instance as to how conditions
as they are at present are working to
the disadvantage of this province, Mr.
Bower mentions the dairy industry,
which- is now assuming quite large pro-
portions in Alberta, Owing to the fact
that freight rates are so high the
farmers found themselves, out of sheer
necessity, compelled to- attempt to
make 'their own butter, instead of get-
ting it from this province, which is
more suitable for dairying. Having
gone' into’' the industry. they have met
with such success that they are to-day
evporting butter to this province, in
competition with the -farmers here.
Were trade to follow its natural chan-
nels this situation would not exist.

I think you will agree with me that
when it is proposed to make some 300,-
000 people responsible for a debt
of that magnitude the peopl_e who as-
sume that responsibility should have
hag ample time in which to consider
the proposal in every point of view, so
that they might come to a reasonable
and intelligent judgment upon the gon-
tract which it is alleged is being Sub-
mitted to them,

No Time for Secrecy.

1 first point out to you that immedi-
ately upon the announcement of the dis-:
solution I waited on the premier and
had an interview with him and re-
quested to be allowed to see that con-
tract upcr which he had secured dis-
solution. The premier offered to let me
see it buc upon a pledge of secrecy that
the conlents should not be.made public
till he saw fit.to de so himself and ex-
plain it at the same time. I pointed out
to him that this was a public question
on which.there was no secrecy what-
ever, that if it was to be submitted to
the peorle itbey would be more favor-
able to the government which had made
it; I pointed out to him on the other
hang that if the.centract was not in
the inlerests of. the people it would
naturally be the tactics of the men who
made it to withhold information from
the public just as long as they could.

There was only something like five
or six weeks beiween the date of dis-
solution and the day fixed for election,
and for ien days of that time the gov-
ernment positively refused to make the
text of that agreement public. In the
statement given by the premier to the
Cclonist, he said that he had entered
into a contract with the C.N.R: to butld
the line to the coast. The other day
in Vancouver, the attorney-general,
speaking on this Subject, tolg the peo-
ple that they had not entered into a
contrzet, that what they had was a
niemo of agreement.

To-day they are very busy giving
reasons, more or less plausible, as to
the reason why they preferred to make
a simple memo of agreement instead
of a contract, I would point out to the
electors that all these arguments are
nullified by their own acts because they
made a complele contrdct with the Ket-
tle River corarany at the same time
that they ertereq into what they call a
memo of agreement with Mackenzie
and Mann. If the one contract was be-
ing held back so as to make a more
exhaustive study in order to protect|
the public, then why were not both
held vack for ike same reason?

The Rallway Situation.

Before we can understand the full ef-
fects of the proposed policy of the gov-
ernment it is necessary for us to un-
derstang the railway sftuation of the
province, The McBride government has
been in office for something like six
yvears and a half and there is not a man
who can point out to me where the
policy of that government during that
time has led to the construction of one
mile of railway in B, C.

I would point out to the people that
during that same time the government
at Ottawa has, either by contract or
by voting subsidies in aid of railway
construction, provided for aiding
over 1,700 -~ miles of railway - in
this province. I want to draw atten-
tion to this matter and I think hefore
I get through you will agree with me
that the arguments that I put forward
are worthy of some more answer than
simply the cheap cant and ridicule in-
dulged in by. government speakers and
Newspapers,

By reference to a railway map of the
province you will see that the G.T.P.
runs across the province from Yellow
Head pass to Prince Rupert, That road
has been furnished us without cost to
the province. The government is now
telling the people about the millions of
dollars worth of property they have in
that new city, but they do not tell you
that they went on every platform and
denounced the contract which made
Prince Rupert the terminus of another
ranscontinental railway and made so

aluable this land héretofore worthless.

Large Subsidies Available.

On a map which I had prepared and

hich I used before the announcement

this election or the government rall-
ay policy, you will see lines for which
ubsidies have been voted by the Fed-
al parliament in the period since the

[cBride government took office. These
roads represent over a thousand miles,
#nd there is to-day on the statute books

f the Dominion authority to pay out

they have earnegq it, the enormous sum
of $6,600,000.

It is not a promise; the money is vot-
ed and is obtainable just as quickly as
the railways are constructed, The map
also shows the lines which are built,
the C.P.R., the E. & N.., the Victoria
& Sidney, the V., V. & E, built from
Vancouver to Abbotsford, the Great
Northern, the Crow’s Nest Pass line,
part of the V., V. & HE. in southern
B, C. from Princeton to the boundary,
and the lines from Spences Bridge to
Nicola from Sicamous ‘to Vernon, from
Revelstoke to. Arrowhead, and from
Nakusp to Slocan and down to Slecan
junction.

A Well-Ordered Scheme.

The Dominjon. government in aiding
railways in B, C. have adopted a sys-
tem, as the map shows. You will see the
line of the Kootenay Central, connect-
ing Golden on the main line of the C.
P. R. with ‘Elko on the Crow’s Nest
Pass line. This is a line of railway very
much needed. I have been through that
valley and I say it is a shame ang a
disgrace to the province and to the gov-
ernment of B, (. that no effort has
ever been made to secure:that. A small
cash subsidy by the province, condi-
tional'on immediate construction, would
have secured a line which would open
up a splendid portion of the province.

The Kettle Valley from Grand Forks
northward has a Dominion subsidy.
The Midway and Vernon road shquid
have 'been built ten years ago. What is
the history of that road? It has been
prevented from becoming an accomp-
lished fact by the action of the McBride
government,

Killed a Project,

After the eapital was 'secured the
minister of finance went to Montreal
and in conversation said that the gov-
ermment did not recognize the right of
that road to receive the subsidy. The
result “was that the’ capitalists with-
drew from it. The men in British Col-
umbia who in good faith had put their
maoney. in were financially ruined and
the road was never built. The working
men working' on the line and the 'mer-
chants . who supplied tools ‘and supplies
are unpaid - to this .day, and the whole
proposition was held up by the action
of the McBride government. Take the
road from the Midway & Vernon road
to Nicola; a Dominion subsidy has been
available for years and never has the
Provincial government made an effort
to secure construction, The line from
Midway to Vernon Mr. McBride in his
plan has struck out. and applied it to
this roag from Midway to Nicola via
Penticton. !

As far as that part of the policy of
the McBride government is concerned,

with two or three small amendments,
I am heartily in accord with. I am al-
ways glagd when I can accord praise to
the government, but the opportunities
for me are very few. With these excep-
tions Mr, McBride in that has done one
of the wisest -things he has ever done.
One clause says that no Japanese or
Chinese shall be employed in that road
but it does not include Hindus. That is
one amendment that is needed.
Useless Fair Wage Clause.

Another is in reference to this shout
for a white B. C, They have put in a
fair wage clause, which is to this ef-
fect, that the working men employed
shall be paid the current rate of wages
for such work in the district. That does
not bar Japanese or Chinese nor does
it secure a fair rate of wages. We took
that question up in the House and
moved to have a clause put in to the
effect that the working men, servants
and laborers employed in the construc-
tion or operation of the line should be
paid the current rate of wages payable
to white workmen. The ’'government
voted that down and the word “white”
is not in the contract drawn up with
the Kettle Valley line.

Another needed amendment is in con-
nection with the Okanagan company
which owes workmen for labor and
merchants for supplies on account of
being ruined by the action of the gov-
ernment and so that contract shout
say that before this railway gets a
subsidy they should pay the legitimate
dues for the work already done in con-
nection with that road. Mr., McB
connects Midway to Nicola but there
is no way to connect that up to th
coast. This line of ours does, as it con-
nects the V. V. & E. on through Ab-
botsford to the coast, This shortens the
distance to Vancouver by hundreds of
miles and a day’'s travel and should
have been carried out years ago.

The Dominion government has grant-
ed a subsidy for one hundred miles of
railway from Vancouver via Pemberton
Meadows with the intention of follow-
ing it with the subsidizing of the road
by the Fraser river to a junction with
the G. T. P. at Fort George. You know
in this mountainous country, railways
must follow the water courses as far
as practicable. That line Ileaves the
Fraser near Lillooet and gets into new
country. This will make a connection
between the main line of the G. T. P.
and the coast at Vancouver.

' Island Lines.

Another piece of line is that from
Cowichan Bay to Cowichan Lake, sub-
sidized by the Dominion, No Provincial
subsidy is needed for that nor is it
justified. The line from Wellington to
Alberni has a Dominion subsidy and
no Provincial aid is necessary. But from
French Creek to Campbell river, for
which a Dominion subsidy is given,
Provincial aid is necessary. if .they are
to be induced to build at once, Then the
Dominion has also voted a subsidy for
one hundred miles from Campbel] river
either by Seymour Narrows and Bute
Inlet or Johnston Straits and Knight In-
let, to Tatla, as part of a road from
Vancouver Island by way of Bute or
Knight Inlet to a connection with the
G. T, P. at or near Fort George again.

That is the system of railway which
the people of Vancouver Island have
been urging for generations. These I
would point out are all parts of a well-
thought-out scheme of railway develop-
ment for British Columbia. The Paci-
fic Northern and Omineca, which has a

Provincial charter, is not to-day a mat-
ter of extreme importance because they
are building the G.T.P., but I want to
take up this alleged contract between
the McBride government and the Can-
adian Northern.

Paralleling Existing Roads.

You will first of all observe that from
Edmonton to Yellow Head Pass the G.
T.P. and C.N.R. practically - parallel
each other so far as development of the
country is concerned, but we are not
concerned till they get tg the eastern
boundary 6f the province, The proposed
Canadian Northern parallels the G. T.
P. for fifty miles. It then diverges at
Tete Jaune Cache or Cranberry Lake.
Then it come down two hundred miles
along the North Thompson to Kamloops
and opens up new country. From Kam-
loops to Vancouver it paralels the C.
P. R., sometimes on the same side,

sometimes on the opposite side of the

the bubble is pricked and they will have
to make some other plan,
Barkley Sound, Line.

The people in this constituency of Es-
quimalt are interested in the construc-
tion of the Victoria and Barkley Sound
line, and I would point out to them
that the defeat of the government in
this Canadian Northern proposition
does not jeopardize the building of that
line. The C. N. R. does not hold the
charter, local men hold it and their of-
ficials say they have not sold to the C.
N.R. and do not intend to sell, so if the
C. N. R. is to build they must go to
the legislature and get a new charter.
The defeat of the government does not
jeopardize that, Why? Because the de-
feat of the government will place the
Liberals in power and they are pledged
to give a provincial subsidy to that line,
and they have already interested them-
selves with the Dominion government
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river, for 250 miles. Out of 500 miles of
main line 300 is paralleling roads ex-
isting or which will be in operation be-
fore the C.N.R. can possibly be built.
So we are granting aid for 500 miles
and getting 200 miles through new ter-
ritory out of the 500,

Then part of the proposition is that a
ferry shall be run from what is called
English Bluff to Victoria. The Colonist
map shows it is to run to Sidney, but
the officials of the V, & S. say the Can-
adian Northern has no right to run over
their road and that they have no in-
tention of selling it. So in'that regard

Guarantees That Styck.

To come back to the general terms of
this contract, I would point out that
we- guarantee the bonds of this comr-
pany to the extent of $21,000,000 ang 4
per cent interest, amounting to $840,-
000 annually. It is allegéd by the gov-
ernment that the people will never be
called upon to pay one dollar
on the. bonds or for interest there-
on. I would point out _to you that the

Weakness of Government’s Alleged Contract Ex-

posed—Question of Dealing With Timber and
Other Resources of Province Discussed.

pany from Sicamous to Vernon, a dis-
tance of 50 miles. That road connects
at one end with the main lihe of the C.
P.R. and at the other end with Okan-
agan Lake, 100 miles in length, and
the whole territory tributary to it is
a feeder for that line.

It runs through one of the most fer-
tile belts of land in B, C. a country
well-settled, where land to-day is hel‘d
at $100, $300 and $500 an acre, and 'if
there is a piece of road in B, C. whi.ch
ought, at least, to pay interest on its
bonds it is that road. In seventeen
years on our guarantee of the 4 per cent
interest we have paid $387,000, or nearly
$8,000 a mile for every mile under that
guarantee. And that goes on for eight
years more.

Take the case of the Nakusp and
Slocan where we guaranteed principal
and interest and we have paid on that
28 miles $181,000 in sixteen years, or
nearly $5,000 a mile under that guaran-
tee-of bonds.

Then on the V. & S. with the city of
Victoria at one end and traversing a
good agricultural country, connecting
with a steam boat line at the other end
and having connection by car ferry
with the G. N. R. on the mainland, we
guaranteed 2'per cent on the bonds and
in 15 years we have paid under that
$94,000 on 18 miles of road. The city of
Victoria is guaranteeing 3 per cent and
I do not know what amount they have
paid. ¢

Experience Should Teach,

Are you prepared, in view of this ex-
perience and in further view of the fact
that these roads have no.competition,
while the C. N. R. for 250 miles with
the C. P. R. and 50 milés with the G. T.
P. will be subject to severe competition
are you prepared in face of these facts
to believe that guarantee of their bonds
will not entail one dollar of cost to
the province? Well, that is the position
as far as that is concerned,

The governmient themselves do not be-
lieve in that principal. Why do I say
so? If that is a proper principal to be
pursued in giving railway aid why do
they not apply it to the ¢ontract with
the Kettle Valley? There they give a
cash subsidy of $5,000 & mile, If the
building of this line of the Canadian
Northern in &ompetition with these
other roads will not cost the province
a dollar why should that -connecting
link, where they have practically no
competition at all, receive a cash sub-
sidy of three-quarters of a million dol-
lars? Is it sensible, is it logical, can
you believe what they say?

Principal Cannot Continue.

Let us look at it from another stand-
point. I will point out that commencing
at ‘the easterh boundary of the prov-
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ince, south of the main line of the G.T.
P,, we have an immense territory. If
you are, going to develop that territory
by means of railway construction it
will take not ten times the mileage but
fifty times the mileage of the C.N.R.
to develop it. If we are going to pledge
the credit of the province to $21,000,007
to how many hundreds of millions wi
we have to pledge our credit for t
roads which will be needed in the 1.
ture to develop all this immense ter-
ritory? §

I would point out that that principal
cannot be generally applied, and if it
cannot be generally applied then it is
not a proper policy to be pursued, be-
cause it is supplying one portion of the
province that is already supplied with
railways to the exclusion of the balance
of the province.

I say I conceive it to be the duty of
the government to deal justly with all
portions of the province, not to deal
with particular localities on a basis
of favoring them at the expense of the
rest of the country but to consider the
needs of .the whole country, and when
they are adopting a scheme of railway
canstruction for development purposes
to consider how it can be worked out
to the benefit of the province.

No First Mortgage.

I could stand here for hours and.give
You reasons why the policy should be
condemned. I would point out that this
alleged agreement entered into by the
government does not contain what the
premier in his Statemient to the Colonist
led the people of this province to expect
it would contain, The premier said the
province should have a first mortgage
on the road as security for the guaran-
tee, and in addition to that would have
a covenant or agreement which would
give the government security over the
rest of the C. N. R, system.

I would point out that when it was
first proposed to build the G. T. P. some
objection was made that the building
of that road woulq parallel part of the
C.”N. R.. through Manitoba and Sa-
skatchewan, and it was suggested that
objection might be overcome by making
the C.N.R. system a part of the new
transcontinental line of ‘railway. I am
informed on the highest authority that
engineers of the G.T.P. were sent out
to examine the road and report upon
it. They reported that the location of
the road and the character of the road-
bed were such as to rendér it absolute-
ly unfit for the operation of the new
transcontinental line, and the G, T. P.
would not touch it and did not touch
it because, as they said, it would have
to be practically rebuilt to make it of
the standard of the line they wished
to construct, 4

If you turn up the statutes of Alberta
and Saskatchewan you will find that
the lines there, bonds for which have
been guaranteed by their government—
and that to the extent of $13,000 a mile
mind you, not the $35,000 that our gov-
ernment proposes—are mortgaged to the
government not only as to the road
bed and rolling stodk but the tolls and
earnings tco. In the event of this road
in B.:C. not paying how in the world
are we going to have any recourse
against the portions of the road in the
Prairie provinces, where even the earn-
ings are mortgaged?

' Where is the Other Half.?

In the alleged memo of agreement
published by the government that memo
was only signed by one of the parties
to it.

Resignations of Ministers,

Negither you nor I know what Hhas
been going on behind the scenes. This
memo may mean nothing. It is simply
the merest kind of skeleton. It does not
contain any proviso that the province
shall have a mortgage; it is the merest
king of skeleton and it is the clothing
of that skeleton that is of interest to
the province. But there are men who
have been behind the scenes and two of
these men have resigned their positions
in the government sooner than be a
party to this agreement. I need not
point out to you what it means for
these two ministers to resign their po-
sitions. They have been working in the
closest political fellowship with the pre-
mier for a good many years. There a
bond of personal friendship bet n
them. They have the title of Honorable;

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I could not say a word one-half as
effective in condemnation of ﬂthat_ con-
tract as has been offered by Premier
McBride’s own colleagues, When you
consider that two of his closest person-
al and political friends will give up all
the emoluments of office, the honor
they have held for years, make a
wrench in their lives, I think you will
agree with me“that we who do  not
know whate has been going on behind
the scenes cannot afford to give our en-
Gorsation to this contract when men
who have been behind go to this length
sooner than be a party to it.

Hibbert Tupper's Stand.

Is that all? No. Just the day before
vyesterday one of the most experienced
politicians in the Dominion 9f Cana:da.,
a man who made his mark in political
1ife at a very early age, & man whose
name has before the people 9f Canada
for the last thirty years. Sir Charles
3Tibbert Tupper, broke away from his
party on this question. Speaking to 'a
“Vancouver Province reporter he said
it was a wild and unconsidered agree-
ment. Just imagine, if you can, what
the opinion of that gentleman must'be
when with all his Conservative associa-
tions and affilications of a ﬂfe-txmg,
and they are exceptionally strong in his
case, he comes out and says that sooner
than support a government which will
bring forward such a wild and uncon-
isidered agreement he will vote the full

. Idiberal ticket.

1 would point out that there is nodif-

ference of opinion between liberals

and conservatives in this province as
to the advisability of securing railway
construction, the difference is as to lines
which will receive that aid, and the
method in which the aid should be
given. I want to point out to you that
1 am not advocating the claims of any
company. It is immaterial what com-
panies build, the rates are controlled
by the railway commission and the
companies will give just ‘what they
are forced to give and no more.
Bowser’'s Poor Argument

The attorney-general, who stands at
the head of the legal fraternity in the
province, states as a justification for
pledging the credit of this province to
such an enormous amount that this
road will be a competitor of the C.P.
R. The C.P.R. rates cannot be touched
to secure a reduction .until they’ are
earning 10 per cent on the amount in-
vested, and they have so fiXed it that
that  will never be. But the rates on
this new line would be fixed by the
railway commission and by that means
the C.P.R. would have to reduce their
rates to the same extent or they would
not get traffic, says the attorney-gen-
eral, and that is absolutely correct, but
I would ask the people to consider an-
other  factor about that that the at-
torney-general does not tell the people
of B, C. :

That company is going into competi-
tion with the C.P.R. If the rates are
to be reduced by the railway commis-
gion and if as a result of this the C.N.
R. is unable to pay its interest does
it not follow that every dollar has to
be made up out of the provineial trea-
sury on its guarantee of bonds? That
road does not need to parallel the C.P.
R. to get a reduction of rates, If it cut
down: across to Nicola, through the
Hope mountains and over the proposed
line of the V. V., & E. it would opeén
up a new country and make a piece of
yoad which is absolutely necessary even
if the C. N. R. does come down to the
canon. of the Fraser. It would be just
as much a competitor of the C. P. R.
going through that new territory as if
it was paralleling the old line for 250
miles, and would be just as effective
in securing a reduction of the C.P.R.
rates, :

An Important Link.

The construction of that piece of road
through the. Hope mountains *is the
most important piece, without exception
which can be undertaken in B. C. The
V. V. & E. is built from Vancouver to
Abbotsford ang if that piece of road
was built between Nicola and Abbots-
ford it would let the Kettle River Val-
ley line out to the coast, it would let
the V .V. & E. out to the coast and
when the road was built down the north
Thompson, either by the G. T. P. or the

.C.N.R., and down through Kamloops

to Nicola it would let it.also out to the
coast without going through the canon
of the Fraser at all. There is no road
will give the same benefit with less
expenditure than that piece of rail-
way through the Hope mountains.

I would remind you what the Do-
minion government has done in the way
of arranging for the construction, by
contract or subsidy, of some 1700 miles
of railway. To secure the ‘construction

‘' of .these Kettle Valley lines, of the E.

& N. to the northern end of the Isl-
and, of the Barkley Sound line, and to
secure a connection with the G.T.P. by
way of Johnston straits or Bute Inlet
what is required to secure all these
within reasonable time is-a reasonable
co-operation by the province with the
Dominion government by .the giving
of reasonable aid for immediate con-
struction.
Proposed Railway Aid.

These roads receive from the  Do-
minion $6,400 per mile. If we give half
as much that will be subsidies of $9600
a mile, If we cannot get a raiiway
company to build a railway for $9,600
subsidy per mile we can atmrc'! to wait
till they are ready to build ome. If we
give this we will succeed in getting not
only the expenditure immediately and
eventually on these thousand miles of
railway outside of the G, T. P. main-
Tine and 600 or 700 miles more in the
near future, but the granting of that
aid would mean investment of not less
than $150,000,000 of capital in the prov-
ince. The investment of that can be se-
cured by an annual charge less than
one-third what is proposed by the Me-
Bride government. Say we give $4,000,-
000 in subsidies the interest and sink-
ing fund which would repay it in forty
years would only amount to $200,000 an-
nually. If we secure the investment of
e\'gl one hundred milllons in the prov-
inde what does it figure at $200,000 to
$100,000,000 in forty years, just one-
fifth of one per cent on the capital
which would be invested as a result of
that policy,

You have development leagues in
Vancouver Island. If a reputable firm
came ‘to Victoria and said they would
invest $1,000,000 at 'an outlay ' which
would cost you ome-fifth of one per
cent ‘would it not be a business like pro-
position? Compare the two policies from
2 Pusiness point of view and which

will you support? It is not a matter of
Jardine or Oliver or Liberal or Con-
servative, it is a matter of the future
wellfare of B. C., a matter infinitely
more important than the fortunes of
any individual or political party. It is
the fortunes of B. C. that are at stake.

An Old Tory Trick.

It has been the favorite method with
governments in B. C. when they have
no other means of securing the endor-
sation of the people to fall back pn
a railway policy. We will go back to
1898, when the Turner government was
going ‘to have an election. They had
done nothing to recommeftd them to the
people of B, C. but they had to have
an election cry ang they decided it
should be a railway policy. You have to
have two parties; they looked about
and selected Mackenzie and Mann and
on June 15th, 1898, made a contract
to build from English Bluff—have you
seen anything about English Bluff in
this present contract?—over the V, V.
& E. route under that charter from
the coast to Midway, and they were to
give $4,000 a mile, That contract was
signed, sealed and delivered, absolute-
ly binding, based on a statute and so
not having to go to the legislature or
the people, legal and techincally binding
on the ¢ontractors and the government.
It was to be through in four years, Old
residents’'at Penticton will tell you that
with a micrescope-they can see the old
dump that was made by two teams
and a scraper, but that is all that is
to be found now of that railway.

The Second Bogus Contract.

In 1902, when Premier McBride with-
drew his support from the Dunsmuir
government and organized an opposi-
tion which was more in numbers than
the supporters of the government, it was
seen that an election was a probability.
Again an election cry was needed and
post haste they sent one. of the min-
isters to Montreal to hunt for a rail-
way policy. They located the policy in
the office of Mackenzie and Mann and
they entered into a contract with those
gentlemen to build the Canadian North-
ern railway which they brought to Vic-
toria, Things did not work out just as
was expected and in a by-election they
had to trot out the railway policy which
had been intended for a general elec-
tion in order to win it. There were
meetings and Colone] Prior was there
and Mr. Eberts, and Mr. ®Wferts had
a map three times the size of this one
of mine. .

The people wanted to see the con-
tract but were told it had to go to Mon-
treal to have some <2rrors corrected,
but would be back before election day.
I was at a meeting and remember Mr,
Eberts and‘Colonel Prior say what was
not true. Colonel Prior said he would
resign if it was not as he said. It
was not, but Colonel Prior didn’t re-
sign till the governor kicked him out.
That contract was not for a line over
the same route as at present proposed,
but was to build from Victoria up this
proposed route by Bute Inlet or Knight
Inlet to Yellow Head Pass, but it is
not built yet. It did duty in the elec-
tion, just the same.

What Is Their Reward?

You may ask me fhat Mackenzie and
Man get for being a party to these
bogus contracts. I could ‘tell you
something they got. Up at“Kitamat
there was a big reserve of land, and se-

deeded to Mackenzie gnd Mann and
their associates nearly all the water-
front of Kitamaat harbor. That is what
they got. You paid for this bogus con-
tract.

I would just point out to you that on
two previous occasions Mackenzie and
Mann have lent themselves to ‘two
bogus contracts for political purposes.
I am very much surprised if, supposing
the government is sustained it may
not be the third time cf asking, and
with $21,000,000 tied aroumd their necks
the people of British Columbia may
find out it may be a very serious mat-
ter indeed for them. But on two pre-
vious occasions Mackenzie and Mann
have been the providers of bogus con-
tracts and this wants looking after.

The Timber Policy.

- In regard to timber I may say that
in a short time some 12,000,000 acres of
timber land have been alienated under
license or lease. Probably 75 per cent.
to 80 per cent, is in the hands of for-
eign speculators. The profit on. that
will be taken out of the province. Un-
der the terms there is- now under l-
cense to be cut within twenty years
timber which at the present rate of
cutting should last 200 years. It ne-
cessarily follows that unless extefision
of time is given license holders will
simply have to slaughter their timber
in an endeavor to get their money out
of it.  That is against the interests of
"the provincé, but what about the sys-
tem that allows such state of affairs
to some into existence? *

But this is the state of affairs and it
is a question what is the wisest policy
to pursue now: These people have
complied with requirements. Some
people say to take the timber away
from them, that they have got what
they bargalned for I cannot agree
with that. 1 say that none of these
people thought that any government
would follow such an insane policy as
licensing for 21 years timber enough
for 200. ‘During the sitting of the Tim-
ber and Forestry commission the lowest
estimate given by any:lumberman was
that there was timber enough for 140
years, and all under license to be-gut
within 21 years.

We of the opposition studiéd out this
two years ago any proposed to let them
renew their licenses from year to yéar,
but conditionally upon the right of the
province to regulate cutting se as to
prevent waste or destructoion by fire,
and so a8 to enable the province to say
to license holders who might attempt
to hold timber for an excessive value,
that they must cut it and put it on the
market and thus prevent.them holding
up the millmen who have to buy it.
That would -protect the manufacturer
and the'consumer.’' It would prevent
the manufacturer being held up-by the
license holdeér, and .it would ‘prevent
the public being heM’ up by the-man-
ufacturer, because if they had to cut
they woul@ have to sell;, and ‘sell at
prices people would-pay.  The province
would always have the right ' to in-
crease réntals and royalties. from. time
to time and with such’ .¢onditions ‘we
could-safely extend the tenure.indefin-
itely. g

That policy we proposed to the gov-
ernment that they. should follew, but
it was voted down by the Censerva-
tives ungnimously. - To-day the posi-
tion iz that after spending thousands

.of doilars for the forestry commission

{

cretly and illegally the government-

going through the province to take evi-
dence, .the government is brought to
the condition where they have to adopt
practically identically ‘the policy ‘they
voted dewn' in the
years ago. ¢

Land - for ‘the Settler.

I have a word to say in regard to the
land. To-day #there is not available
for public-information any reliable in-
formation in regard to the public lands
of this province which are available
for gsettlement. Year after year we
make the necessary surveys to’ publish
maps and we sHould have this informa-
tion and these maps published and
place them in offices where they would
be available to all who sought infor-
mation. There was more information
available 33 years ago, when I first
came to the province, assto what lands
were available for settlement than
there is to-day. Durimg the past week
and for several times before that I
have made .inquiries in the public
works department as to available land
without avail, and I have to tell the
people of British. Columbia that even
the surveyors’ reports of surveys made
in 1907 and 1908 have not been print-
ed and there is no information avail-
able for the intending settler to-day.

At the same time these surveys are
going on, syndicates of American spec-
ulators, and some of our own, have
had men out staking clalms and are
selling them at high prices and turn-
ing them over at'a good profit. All the
settler ecan dec is to go out ‘and look
at the lJand and choose a piece he

| thinks wil suit him, and then on go-

ing,back to the land office perhaps some
hundreds of miles, finds that someone
else has it. . Hundreds.of wmen have
gone away disgusted on that account.
Here we are with vast agricultural
possibilities having to import agricul-
tural products to the extent of $7.000,-
000 a year, and 90 per cent. of our peo-
ple live in cities.

This is not a healthy condition, and
it ‘should be one of the first duties of
any governmant to make conditions as
favorable as possible suv as 10 get the
land under - settlement. I would not
let settlers in on timber land; you
could not do him a greater unkindness,
but we have millions of acres covered
with brush and light timber which
might well be thrown open to them.

We proppse that the land shall be
given to the.settler absolutely free,
given to the men who shall use it and
bring it under cultivation. We pro-
pose and have proposed for years back
in the legisiature that the settler’s im-
provements up to a reasonable amount
shall be exempt from taxation for a
reasonable term of years, but that has
been vote¢ down by the government
time after time. The man who takes
up land certainly earns all he can get.
That is our policy.

In regard to land which requires a
large expenditure for irrigation or dyk-
ing or any land to “{hich large "sums
of money. have to. be“applied to 'make
them valuable. we would dispos: of .on
such terms as would make for their
use. The statement is short but the
policy is all there,

Municipal Revenues.

Briefly I may say that our munici-
palities, urban and rural, find them-
selves without enough revenue, and we
propose to transfer to them the power
to assess and collect the personal pro-
perty tax and also the revenue tax,
and apply it for municipal uses. This
may seem wradical, but let me point out
that in all these young communities
roads and bridges have to be made,
and made with a view of being per-
manent, and it is far better to let the
municipalities collect these revenues
than have them with an insufficient
revenue and have the government send
in ‘a collector over them and then dol-
ing it out, as is done here and in other
districts, not-because they think the
municipality or’ district is entitled to
it, but doling it out to sécure support
for government candidates in this elec-
tion. I have heard the remark that
if a general .election only came every
yvear the people would soon have good
roads judging*from the progress made
this last summer. A government that
collects the: money of the people and
then hands it back in doles to secure
the return of their candidates is plac-
ing a low estimate on the intelligence
of the people, and no greater insult
can be offered. than to suppose the
electors will be influenced by  such
things as these.

Better Terms,

A great deal has been said by Con-
servative ministers and newspapers as
to better terms. It was alleged on
every hand that the Dominion had ex-
tracted from the province many mil-
lions of ‘dollars more than the prov-
ince got back, running all the way from
seven to thirty-eight million. I stand
here and state that the financial state-
ment submitted by the premier was

an absolutely untrue statement. 2 8

stand here and say that the statement
put forward by the government in re-
gard to its financial relations to the
Dominion was incorrect to the extent
of twenty-five and-one-half million
dollars.

I am prepared to meet the prémier or
any of ‘his ministers either in Victoria
or Vancouver, and take the newspaper
reports containing their statements at
the last election and-take the Domin-
ion _auditor-general’s report and sup-
port my contention that the statement
put before the Dominion government
by the province was untrue to that ex-
tent,

When the Prior govel:nment went to
Ottawa for better terms they did mnot
ask for cash, hut that the Dominion
would subsidize railways so ‘that the
province could be developed. Since
that time, as I have shown, the Domin-
ion government has provided for 1,700
miles of road in response to that:Tre-
quest for. better terms.

The Asiatic Question.

In the last Dominion and provincial
elections from one end of the province
to the other our Conservative friends
were shouting 'themselves black in the
face for a white British Columbia. Mr,
Bowser said in the Victoria theatre the
night before the last election that the
Dominion government was allowing the
G, T. P. to bring in 50,000 Japanese,
The man who made that statement s
now attorney-general. It was an un-
true statement; he knew it was untrue
when he made it, but it @id duty in
deluding the people. He deprived the
Liberal party of its reputation, and he
and his friends were returned to power,

The man who made that statement
was attorney for the Japanese labor
contra€tor who was seeking to bring
in these men, and the contract was net
with ‘the 'G. T. P, but with the C: P.

These men have been going through
the province and shouting themselves
hoarse for a° white British Columbia
and ‘the ' people. have . taken them at
their face value. I doubt if the intel-
ligént electors will take them so much
longer.

In the - session of 1908, when there
wasza bill to,grant *he Esquimalt &
Nanaimo :exemption Mr. Henderson
moved ‘that this be .granted on condi-
tion that no Asiatic labor be employed
during construetion or the time of ex-
emption. - Every Conservative voted it
down, including the members for Vic-
toria: When the bill giving exemption
to the G.'T. P. and confirming the grant
of the.Prince Rupert townsite—which,
by the way, the premier claims great
credit for and saﬁ's it is going to bring
in milHons—we made a similar prop-
osition. The premier said the Dominion
government. would disallow it. He put
in a clause that the wages paid should
be the current rate of wages in the
district. We whnted the word “white”
put in, so that the wages would be the
current wages paid to white workmen.
Again they shouted white and voted
yellow, voted it down and would not
let it go in,

THe other might in Vancouver two
of the men who. shouted white and
voted yélow had the audacity to say
thew had put in a clause in the agree-
ment which prevented yellow labor be-
ing employed.  There:is no such clause
and they are the people who prevented
it going in. You have seen great prom-
inence given to.a rumor lately that the
G. T. P. were asking permission to use
Japs. Theére has been no such request
magde and the Ottawa government has
no intention of relaxing the regula-
tions. Tle labor unia-< e¢ive proof that
the very regulations they and Conser-
vative speakers claim to be useless are
thoroughly effective in that they be-
seeched- Ottawa not to relax them.

An Effective Remedy.

I do not believe in persecuting any
man because of his color, but I stand
here and say that in the thirty years I
have been in' British Columbia, as any
intelligent man can demonstrate, at no
time Jhas any action of a British Col-
wmbia government been effective in re-
stricting the immigration or employ-
ment of Asiaties. All this time there
has been a law on the statute-books,
which has been a dead-létter but which
could have been used, and used very
effectively.

We have a Public Health Act. Un-

- der that we ‘éan require that the dwel-

lings of every person shall be safe and
clean and healthy, built in the way in
which white, ymen’s homes are built,
with ample-egress in case of fire, built
in a sanitary manner.

The- Liberal party stands pledged to
a rigid inspection, to"see that places
are fit for human abode and are not
fire-traps, We propose to make a live
law ‘and to see that these people shall
not ' live under insanitary conditions.
We shall say to them: ‘You come to
live in a white. man’s country, you
come into competition with the white
men, you have all the privileges and
protection of ‘white men and we believe
that you should live up to a white
man’s standard.”

Decreases Competition.

I am just going to point out to you
what  this .simple faet of - enforcing
legislation now ° on the statute-
books is going to mean. You know
that out of every four dollars these
men make they send three dollars out
of the' country, and that is a great
drain. If these men have to live in
sanitary conditions, and in conditions
which 'every " thrifty, industrious man
is entitled to live in—and we will com-
pel them to live up to the standard of
the average white workingman — we
will be compelling thém to spend three
dollars out of every four in this coun-
try instead of one in four. We de-
crease their power of competition to
that extent, 4

We have a great many men here
actuated by the spirit of moral reform.
Can they conceive of any way of cop-
ing with these dens of filth and iniquity
than by enforcing th> health laws,
which . will . give the police access to
every room in the house for sanitary
inspection. You recall the frequent oc-
casions on which white girls are found
in"Chinese resorts in a state of stupe-
facjion, simply-a prey to these beasts
from the Orient. Can you conceive of
these things existing in British. Colum-
bia if you had a government which was
doing :its duty? I do not believe it
would exist if the l#w officer of the
crown or his assistants were alive to
their duty.

Administration of Justice.

We have to-day on the platform
going throughout this province an at-
torney-general;, who can coin and. utter
more words per minute thgn any man
on the continent of America, a gentle-
man who has had the benefit of a legal
training ‘and;’a¢ university education,
and, along certain lines, a man of great
ability. What about the administration
of justice in British Columbia? While
he has been following a policy of fight-
ing Ottawa.on every conceivable pre-
text—and, by the way, he has never
yet won a point in any of his cases—
what has beén going on in the pro-
vince? 3

Is it a fact ‘that the Indian who
murdered twe men. at Hazelton is still
at large? Is'it a fact that the bandits
who: held up & C. P. R, train and mur-
dered Constable- Decker are  still  at
large? "Is it a fact that the man who
fired a hoteél at Vernon whereby. eleven
mein lost their lives is still at large?
Is it true that the men who committed
the Midway murder and the murder at
Silver Creek 4 short time ago have not
yet been apprehended? Are these facts,
and if facts are they not the strongest
indictment which could be put for-
ward against the . administration of
justice. in British ' Columbia? :

Tie Party of the  People.

I'do not know whether ypu&gree with
me;. but I have laid before you the
facts as 1 see them, and stated to you
the policy én ‘which the Liberal party
ask te be placed in power, Every pos-
sible inducement will be held out to you

by the McBride government and k]
hirelings. They have money, automo-
biles, railways and steamboats. 7They
deal with the bhig corpofgtlons.

‘We stand here as the party of the
masses. ° We want to-give them: an op-
portunity to share in the wealth of the
province, we do not propose to hand
over. its potential wealth to aliens, we
do not propose to bring about condi-
tions which in the old countries are
leading to social discontent and revolu-
tion; we are trying to build up & la._nd in
which every man can have a share in
the bounteous wealth with which God
has blesscd the country.

Brayshaw will also be ready to put into
service by the 15th, so that when all
of our apparatus is placed in commis-
sion at our headquarters we will have
one of the best equipped stations on the
coast for the size of our city. ' The hose
tower in course of construction in the
rear of headquarters will soon be com-
pleted and will be a great help in get-
ting the hose dried and at the same
time a big saving to the hose.

TUpon my inspection of the various
points throughout the city I find that
there are very many places which re-
quire re-roofing with some incombus-
tible material, more especially in ‘the
fire district, which in my opinion should
be attended to, and it is my inténtion
to have same looked after. The stor-
ing of gasoline I am pleased to report
has been greatly improved throughout
the whole city.

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MRS. LOSCHIAVO GETS
CUSTODY OF: CHILDREN

Woman’s Wit Succ,eeds_Whér.e
" International Courts
Failed.

Fast Game on_ Saturday.

Mrs. Antonio Loschiavo, whose hus-
band will be remembered as figuring
prominently in the local courts the
summer before last, has succeeded
where the legal talent failed, and now
has “the custody of her two children
over which international courts wran-
gled for more than a year. Mrs. Los-
chiavo  was deported with the two
children last night on-the Marama; for
Australia with her two girls and her
son, having come from San Francisco
yesterday and arriving here with $1
and her steamer ticket. The discon-
sclate. husband is still in San Fran-
cisco. x

Mrs. Loschiavo, who was separated
from her husband in Sydney, Australia,
applied to the Australian high . court
for the custody of her two girls. The
court decided for her ang the .children
were placed in a convent. Loschiavo
went-to the convent and took the chil-
dren away on the pretext that their
brother was dying and wanted to see
his sisters before passing away. Los-
chiavo, having the girls in his . posses-
sion, immediately boarded-the steamer
and sailed with them for Victoria. -Ar-
riving here he was arrested on advices
from Australia, and subsequently
charged with contempt of court. The
proceedings dragged out and Special
Detective Ashton came from Sydney to
conduct the case on behalf of the Aus-
tralian authorities. The Supreme
Court of British Columbia decided in
his favor and he was discharged.

Loschiavo then took the girls to
Italy and later to San Francisco, to
which place the wife recently went -and
joined him, bringing the boy with her.
Her husband, so she told the chief of
police last night, persuaded her to
send her return ticket to Australia to
bring - her  mother to California. As
soon as the ticket was sent Loschiavo
began to treat her -cruelly and “she
wired her mother to returp the ticket.
The ticket was returned by the mails,
arriving. on the Marama’s last voyage,
and Mrs. ' Loschiavo = immediately
packed her traps and came to Victoria
to meet it, having seen her husband
off: for the day first.

Dr. Robertson.spoke in. terms of the
warmest appreciation of the services of
Mrs. King. Replying to questions he
said he believed that the matron was
fully justified in asking for an _in-
crease of salary. He did not, however,
see how the expense of running the
hospita] could very well be reduced.
Greater economy might be achieved if
an addition were built to the hospital.

In regard to the matter of engaging
the nurses, Dr. Robertson pointed out
that this was left in the hands of the
health officer, and he did not see there-
fore. how Mrs. King’s request could be
me#¥ in that respect.

After a long debate Ald. Henderson
asked if it was true that there was
favoritism shown in the matter of
the selection of the nurses. He had
heard it mentioned that occasionally it
happened that one nurse 'would under-
take to discharge another,

To this the health officer explained
that it frequently - happened that a
second nurse would have to be en-
gaged to assist one already on a case,
and  then when the services of the
second nurse were no longer required
she would of course be dispenséd with
There has been no favoritism.

STUDENTS 'DECLARE

THEY WERE SWINDLED

Woman Obtains Money by
Means of Story of Deaths
-and Financial Losses.

Los Angeles, Cal.,, Nov. 8.—Because
Mrs. Leslie B. Peters told them she was
a niece of Queen Victoria and was com-
pelled, because of financial reverses,
to work for her living, twenty high
school students of -this. city paid her
$15 to enroll in a ‘“Chopin Club,” which
she organized and then left, according
to the story they told to deputies in
the district attorney’s office to-day.

H. T. Henderson, a student at the

Polytechnic high school, told of a
neatly laid plan by means of which he
asserted he and his companions had
been swindled.
- “The woman told us,” he . declared,
“that she was a niece of the late Queen
Victoria and a director of a Chopin
Club of England. She recounted a piti-
ful tale of the death of her six chil-
dren from .black diphtheria and of the
suicide of her husband.. The money h¢
left, she said, had been invested in
stocks upon the advice of the Prince
of Wales, who got his  information
from J. P. Morgan or someone els.
She was penniless, she said, and was
organizing: Her Chopin Club tto keep the
wolf from the door.

“She got about twenty féllows to pay
an enrollment fee of $10 and to pay Her
$5 in advance for a month’s instruc-
tions. 'We soon learned that slie knew
little about her work and - demanded
our money ' back. She ‘said- she' would
have to consult the directors of the
club in England.”

The stdte. funeral was conducted
with \magnificent  solemnity. It began
(With gimph’e ceremonies at the Ito city
home ‘at T .o'clock yesterday mormng,
when only members of the immediate
family and the closest personal friends
At 9 o’clock a proces-
sion was formed, and headed by the
Imperial band playing Chopin’s funeral

and a half distant, where public ser-
vices were held. The park was crowd-
ed with' men in evening dress, and
womeéen gowned in blaek. Many of
these were foreigners. A special shrine
had been erected, and on this the cat-
afalque rested during the ceremonies,
which occupied three hours. Floral of-
ferings were made in the name of their
governments by British Ambassador
MecDonald, Count Monteglas, German
charge ' d’ai'fa.ires and representatives
of the governments of France, Russia,
Austria and Ttaly.

Lord Northcliffe Urges Action
to Preserve Re-
serves.

RELATIONS BETWEEN
BRITAIN AND GERMANY

Berlin Officers Reported to Be
Considering Question of
Agreement.

Berlin, Nov. 6.—The possibility of an
Anglo-German understanding appears
to be under consideration in high Ger-
man government circles. The failure
to reach such an understanding here-
tofore ‘- is attributed to the methods
agopted by Great Britain.

After Sir Charles Hardinge, per-
manent under secretary of the British
foreign office, failed to obtain a satis-
factory reply to his suggestion, made
at ‘the meeting between King Edward
and Emperor William at Koenigsberg,
King Edward is understood to have
tried to persuade the Emperor of Aus-
tria, whom he met at Ischl, to make
friendly representations to Germany.

The author of an anonymous com-
munication which appeared in the
Kreuse Zeitung discusses this sub-
ject, and asks what can be done to
restore among the British a feeling of
security against German invasion, and
0 - silence the mischievous agitation
concerning the naval preparations be-
ing made in the two countries. Chan-
cellor Von - Bethmann- Hollweg’s “ra-!
ther obscure hints to Vienna,” says the
correspondent, “would seem to indicate
that he was dwelling upon this ques-
tion, and that it is now -Germany’s
turn to make a counter proposal, hav-
ing considered the British proposition
unacceptable.”

The writer adds that mutual assur-
ances might be made ' in writing.

BUILDING ACTIVE
~ AT PRINCE RUPERT

Since June Structures Valued
at Over $250,000 Have
Been Erected.

The Prince Rupert Empire says: On
Saturday, September 11th, the Empire
published ' a building list to the effect
that up to date 144 new buildings had
been ‘erected at an approximate value
of $200,000, The construction of these
buildings covered a period of fourteen
weeks' time only.

Since September 11th between forty
and fifty more new structures are under
way, and the estimated cost of some
of them have not been announced, The
tota] figure does not fall far short of
$80,000.

Since June the amount of building
that has taken place in Prince Rupert
is beyond the quarter of a million dol-
lar mark, and is steadily moving to-
ward the half-million class,

OPENING UP MINES
AT AINSWORTH

Compress Plant Being Installed
and Forces Will Be In-
creased in Spring.

Nelson, Nov. 6.—The Highland-United
mining properties at Ainsworth have
just been the subject of a very favor-
able report and as a result it is known
that the present plans of development
will be carried to completion with the
prospect of operations being placed on
a much larger scale next spring.

G. P. Wells and T. G. Procter, the
local directors of the Highland-United
Mines eompany, have just made a thor-
ough inspection of both the properties
as at present developed, for the benefit
of the easterm directors and their re-
port has just been mailed to New York.
The report presents both mines in a
very favorable light ang it is expected
that it will prove satisfactory to the
eastern interests, If the recommenda-
tions of the local directors are acted
upon, as it is expected they will be,
the development of the company’s en-
terprise will undoubtedly mean a great
dea] to the district, making of Ains-
worth once again what it was in the
early days.

Speaking of the position of affairs
with the Highland-United, Mr. Wells
said: “Between 656 and 75 men are em-
ployed and work is proceeding energet-
ically on both properties. A compressor
plant is being installed on the High-
land and will be working in two weeks.
For the United the company purchased
the well known Taylor compressor
plant at Coffey Creek, and for the last
few weeks the air from this’ plant has
been used for power purposes in the
mine.

“The main shaft in the United has
already been sunk about 40 feet below
the old workings, and with everything
going at the present rate of progress,
the 200 feet depth below the old work-
ings which is aimed at should be ac-
complished by the first of the year.
Every indication points toward the ore
body continuing to this depth. As soon
as this is proved a tramway will be built
connecting with the Highland mil] at
Ainsworth. :

“This mill is a 200 ton plant,  up to
date in every respect. It is running
.eC ntinuously on ore supplied by the
Highland mine. The gangs will be main-
tained at least at their present size un-
til they are increased in the spring.”

LOSES LIFE IN
CANYON ON THE NAAS

Four Prospectors Are Swept
From Launch and Are
Drowned.:

Trince Rupert, Nov. 5.—A desperate
fight for life in a canyon amid swirl=-
ing waters, and the loss of one life, is
the sto'y told by George Wilson, of
Vanepuver, whe has returned from the
Nass-river,

Mr. Wilson, accompanied by three
comrades, set off from a point on the
Naas river 50 miles above its mouth
on a raft, to rrospect the coast in that
vizinity. For some time they had been
making their way along on the raft
with difficulty, stopping here and there
to prospect, when finally they decided
to .cross the river near what is known
to tiwe Indians as the Big Canyon. This
canyen slopes steeply from the river it-
self, anq lies between two walls of
sharp-slanjing rock; between which a
navrow strean: of water rushes madly
for about 20 miles. This move nearly
proved fatal ,as the current drew the
raft into the canyon.

For nearly ten miles the four made
their way safely on the raft in the
turbulent waters, but they underesti-
mated the strength of the current, and
suddenly the raft was seized in -its
fierce grip, all four men being thrown
overboard, -Then ensued;the scramble
for life back -to the raft. After what
seemed hours of struggle three reached
the raft again, but Cornelius Murphy,
57 years old, was never seen again.

The men abandoned their prospect-
ing trip at once, and started a search
aided by Indians, for the body, but af-
ter several days of fruitless ef-
fort, gave it up and left the scene, hav-
ing netified the provincial police 'of the
drowning, and having left Indians to
keep up -the search for the corpse of
Murphy.

Mr, Murphy was a well known min-
ing man in Northern British Columbia,
and - also of Sloecan, B. C. He leaves a
wife and family on Prince Edwarg Is-
land, and,is said to have a brother re-
siding in the ‘province.

TWELVE MILES OF
PLANKING LAID

Progress of ‘Work on Streets
- 'of Prince Ru
pert.-

Prince Rupert, Nov. 5.—Up to date
nine-tenths of a mile of twenty-four-
foot plank roadway has been construc-
ted. In the sixteen-foot plank road-
way, 34,680 lineal feet, or six and one
half miles have been built, and regard-
ing the four-foot plank walks, ‘the dis-
tance has been 23,950 lineal feet,
about rfour and oné-half miles,

James Bryson, assistant . city engi-

city council to spend the'sum ‘of $2,500
in investigating the question of.  the
best method of bringing water to.the
city from Sooke lake. A recommenda-
tion to this effect will go to the council
on Monday evening as a result of the
meeting of the special water commitize
last evening.

Mayor Hall presided, and there were
present also Ald. Stewart , and Ald.
Turner, members of the committee, and
Ald. Henderson, the latter by special
request, as it was felt that as he'is
going to' be a.candidate for'the mayor-
alty he ought to be’ placed in possession
of all information on the wa.ter prob-
lem,

T. J. Lawrence, a member of the staff
of the city engineer, and- Percy Collins
submitted their scheme for bringing
water into the city at a comparatively
small expenditure. This project is one
conceived for the purpose - of - tiding
over the crisis which has arisen in the
matter of a water supply, and, even
if adopted, would only be considered
as a temporary arrangement.

The scheme provides for the carry-
ing of the Sooke lake water by ditch
or flume a distance of from seven to
nine miles towards the city. It is de-
clared by all who have investigated
conditions  that ‘it is. quite feasible to
do this. A reservoir would be con-
structed to take this flow, and by the
installation of ‘a:pump the water can
be lifted over the intervening ridge “of
land whence -it will flow by its own
gravity into. the.reservoir. on Smlths
Hill

The members-of the committee who
discussed - the matter at some length
were of the opinion that the scheme
possessed . many . attractive features,
and- it was hoped -that it would be
found feasible, A full investigation will
be made into its merits. Mr. Collins,
who is associated with Mr. Lawrence
in the project, ‘has had considerable

Russian and Egyptxan governments,
and is at present a resident of the city.

Mr, Bryson will be asked.to make a
report on ‘the scheme  in -connection
with his ‘investigation at Sooke -lake,
whick - will be undertaken at a very
early date.
