DISLODGED AFTER
DESPERATE FIGHTING. Eight thousand Russians

Mukden, March 10.—^Thursday, 9th, 
10 a.m.)—The Japanese last night push­
ed up from the south across the aban­
doned plain between Shakhe and Hun 
rivers, and are, as this dispatch is filed, 
about five miles south of the latter 
stream.

Diushantan was the scene of the blood­
iest and most desperate fighting of all 
this terrible battle.

Eye-witnesses say that the dead scat­
tered in the streets, courtyards, and 
houses have been unburied four days.

Hand grenades were 
thrown by the Japanese and the garrison 
was subjected to the concentrated fire of 
as many as a hundred guns.

Colonel Gaedke, the most prominent 
military expert in Berlin, expressed to­
day, Col. Gaedke went through last 
year’s Manchurian campaigns with the 
Russians.

I am amazed at Kouropatkin, who 
evidently taken by surprise. Kouropat­
kin is an admirable administrator, but 
he lacks decision, and loses his head in 
an emergency. As long as he is in chief 
command the Russian case is hopeless.”

New York, March 13.—The Herald 
says; “Sixty Russians, who told a thrill­
ing story of how they had escaped from 
the Czar’s army and found their way to 
this country, are being cared for at the 
Hebrew shelter house, in East Broad­
way, until thby can find homes else­
where. They arrived here on Friday on 
the steamer Georty, of the Austrian- 
American line, sailing from Trieste two 
weeks ago. All were residents of Zim- 
tomera, in Kief, and they left large fami­
lies behind when they were impressed 
into the Russian army.

“Unexpectedly one morning, more than 
two months ago, a body of Cossacks 
swooped down upon their town, and at 
the eabre point forced 1,200 men to leave 
their homes and start for the front. Two 
of the men, Elias and Moses Wiientsky, 
brothers, were among the wealthiest men 
of the town, and said that all their prop­
erty was confiscated and their families 
left in destitution. They were formerly 
paint manufacturers, and as the brothers 
were taken from their desks more than 
150 of their employees were driven along 
with them. Six of them escaped, and 
are among the party which arrived here. 
One of the brothers said 13,000 roubles 
was taken from his safe by the Cos­
sacks.

“ "Time was not given us to say good­
bye to our families,’ said Moses Wiient­
sky. ‘In other years all men who had 
served for three years in the army or 
had large families were exempt from 
military service.’

“The brothers said that after they had 
been taken out of the town by the Cos­
sacks, they were put in a train and 
started for St. Petersburg.

“Although closely guarded, many 
jumped through the car windows, sev­
eral of whom were killed. Several got 
away at railroad stations, and others 
were shot as they fled.

“Out of the 1.200, about 200 escaped, 
and of this number bu reached Trieste 
and obtained passage for America.”

Japanese harass Washington, March .12.—The Japanese 
legation has received the following cable­
gram from the foreign office at Tokio, 
dated to-day:

“The armies on the Shakhe quarter 
reported up to Sunday morning the fol­
lowing approximate figures, which are 
still increasing:

“Prisoners: Over 40,000, including 
Major-General Naehmoss.

“Russian corpses on the field—26,500. 
“Other Russian casualties—90,000. 
“Trophies—Two ensigns, 60 guns, 60,- 

000 rifles, 150 ammunition wagons, 1,000 
army wagons, 200,000 shells, 25,000,000 
shots for rifles, 74,000 bushels of grain, 
materials for light railroad for 46 miles, 
300 wagons for light7 roads, 2,000 horses, 
23 Chinese carts full of maps,-1,000 Chi­
nese carts full of clothing, 1,000,000 por­
tions of bread, 150,000,000 pounds of 
fuel, 223,000 bushels of horse allowances, 
and 125,000 pounds of hay.”

This morning prior to the receipt of 
the foregoing cablegram, the Japanese 
legation recived the following cablegram 
from Tokio:

“Reports recived in the afternoon of 
March 10th show our various detach­
ments hotly pursuing the enemy from 
all directions and inflicting considerable 
damage upon him everywhere. Occupied 
on the afternoon of March 10th the line 
extending thirteen miles to the north of 
Hunho and are still continuing pursuit 
on March 11th.

“Our detachments, which proceeded 
northward on the morning of March 11th 
from the neighborhood of Puho, met a 
large column of the enemy retreating 
northward, and after a hand-to-hand 
fight we enveloped the column, which 
finally surrendered.

“Near Mukden we are now engaged in 
clearing the remnants of the routed 
enemy, some of whom still continue re­
sistance, while the others come to sur­
render.

“Heaps of Russian corpses are found 
dead everywhere. According to the re­
port recived the night of March 11th the 
number of Russian prisoners was estim­
ated up to March 10th at 20,000. and 
since then it is continuously increasing.

“Our casualties since February 26th to 
the morning of March 12th were 41,222.”

St Petersburg, March 1L—3.10 p.m.— 
The Associated Press learns that the 
dispatch received by Emperor Nicholas 
from.

“Our retreat is being conducted with 
the enemy harassing both our flanks.

which transaction, it is said, is practi­
cally settled: The railway extends from 
Victoria northerly to Nanaimo and Well­
ington—distance of 78 miles, traversing 
for most of the distance a fairly well set­
tled farming district, and at the northern 
end tapping the coal districts at Lady­
smith and Nanaimo. The Mount Sicker 
copper region is also reached by this 
railway, and several other prospective 
mining districts There is a magnificent 
supply of timber along the route, large 
sawmills being in operation at Che- 
mainus, Ladysmith and Shawnigan 
Lake. A smelter for copper ore exists 
at Ladysmith for treating ore from Mt. 
Sicker, and , another at Crofton. The 
E. & N. railway operates a car ferry 
from Ladysmith to connect with the 
Canadian Éacifiç railway at Vancouver, 
by means (çï jjvhiçh freight is carried to 
Victoria witfrotit' transhipment.

With the possible exception of doal 
mining, the resources of Vancouver Isl­
and are yet comparitively undeveloped. 
The value of the mineral production for 
1903 was, however: Gold. $285,647 ; 
silver, $111,883; copper, $908,076; coal 
and coke, $2,933,966; total, $4,239,578.

The greater portion of the interior of 
the Island is entirely undeveloped, and 
at present alWiér -mfhccessible. There 
are knbwd-'Woe many districts of good 
agricultural land. The whole country is 
covered with a dense forest of fine Doug­
las fir and cedar, and what is known of 
the mineral resources is very promising 
for the development of copper, gold and 
iron mines. In order to open up the in­
terior and northern parts of the Island, 
the Canadian Pacific railway have under 
consideration dn extension from Na­
naimo to Alberni, and from Wellington 
to Comox. The first named extension 
would reach at Alberni, the Alberni 
canal, a deep inlet from the Pacific side, 
navigable by ships of the largest size.

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mWilliam A. Bauer, a provincial land 
surveyor, who spent a considerable time 
in northern British Columbia last fall, 
gives a very interesting story of the vast 
resources of the territory to be tapped 
by the Grand Trunk Pacfic. Mr. Baner 
admits that to adequately describe it and 
its capabilities would require page, to 
he written. He says:

1 may state, as a provincial surveyor,
I have made considerable surveys and 
investigations in the sections along the 
Skeena river, and ae far up the same to 
Kispion and Bulkeley valleys, and also np 
these latter two valleys. From careful 
investigations I cannot see any more 
favorable terminus on salt water than 
Kitimaat. This place has been well and 
favorably looked into, is the shortest 
route by 100 miles, and is the easiest of 
construction possibly from Hazelton, 
where the Grand Trunk Pacific will first 
touch the Skeena.

“The harbor is criticised at times, but 
only by those not having personally in­
vestigated it as the inner harbor—2% 
miles long by three-quarters mile wide, 
and. with good anchorage up to 20 
fathoms—is the mast natural and perfect 
dock you could find anywhere, and with 
a little dredging can be made equal to 
the best on the Pacific Coast.- I say It 
cannot be overlooked.

“The next point of interest is Hasel- 
ton, where the railroad will first touch 
the Skeena, whatever route may - be 
taken through the Rockies.

“From here north runs the fertile val­
ley of the ICispion, very wide in places, 
of the finest agricultural lands, rich na.- 
tural grazing "n large areas, and towards 
the upper part large timber areas.

‘There are extensive out-croppings of 
coal of excellent quality, but at" present 
not yet developed. These will, in the 
near future, be eagerly sought after. 
Again immediately due east of Hazelton 
is the valley extending to the Omineca 
placer fields, extensive in area and fair­
ly rich and uniform in values. All the 
miners come into Hazelton to winter, as 
there is no transport into there at pree- 
ent but pack trains, and to make ground 
worth while to work it must pan out not 
less than $10 per day per man. With 
the advent of cheap transportation thee® 
fields will produce their militons in yel­
low dust, so vast is the area of aurifer­
ous creeks, of what is called at present 
low grade, that cannot afford to he work­
ed at the high rate of cost of the "tiare 
necessities. Sugar and flour is often up 
to 50 and 75 cents per pound, and bacon 
over $1, and so forth.

“Again immediately to the south, is the 
marvellous valley of the Bulkeley, start­
ing from Hazelton and running souther­
ly for over 180 miles, the finest of agri­
cultural lauds. The valley is I suppoee 
over ten miles wide mostly, and has rich 
grazing lands and coal, in quantities too 
vast to calculât^, and of excellent 
quality.

“There are numbers going in there this 
coming season after mineral. The land 
is being very eagerly sougut after by in­
tending purchasers all along the Bulkeley 
and Telqua. The climate is very mild 
and open. Dp to December there was 
only a few inches of snow and very little 
frost at all, so the settler» say. I left 
there in December, and had not seen 
any, not even a flake of snow. I was 
simply charmed with the vastness and 
the possibilities of this section. One

The wharf 
is constructed of Douglas fir piling, pro­
tected from the attacks of the teredo and 
limnoria by the use of carbolife earbol- 
ineum—before applying, the piles were 
punctured to a depth of abont one and 
one-half inches with fine slits in order to 
allow the composition to penetrate. The 
piles are generally eight feet, centre to 
centre. The superstructure of the wharf 
is built of Douglas fir. The main portion 
of the wharf is 430 feet long by 90 feet 
wide, connected' with the shore by a 
waggon road approach, and an elevated 
pathway for passengers. The wharf mid 
of the elevated footwalk is supported- on 
a pontoon free to rise and fall with the 
tides, and thus being kept at the proper 
elevation for passengers landing from, 
steamer. The warehouse on the wharf 
is 255 by 60 feet, built with fir timber 
sheatued with corrugated iron. At the 
entrance to the wharf from Belleville 
street, a two-story building has been 
erected, with waiting rooms and ticket 
offices on the ground floor and general 
offices for the C. P. navigation service 
above. These offices are directly In 
front of the British Columbia legislative 
buildings, and on a residence street. 
They have been built of the Queen Anne 
style, and present a pleasing appearance.

M. C. Brown, a Pioneer Prospector, 
Gives Authentic Account of the;; 
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GRATIFYING RESULT.

Entertainment in Aid of Soldiers and 
Sailors’ Home Was Financial 

Success.
It Is not often that one hears an authen­

tic account of the discovery of the Cariboo 
gold fields, the richness of Which created 
such a sensation through the world ta the 
early sixties. A recent arrival In Victoria, 
M. C- Brown, having been one of the party 
which made the first stake on WJHiatus 
creek, Is in a position to recount the cir­
cumstances leading up to the strike and to 
give the deta'le of the rush from California 
into the Interior. Mr. Brown explains that 
the reason for making Ms connection with 
the find publje ds that all residents of Brit­
ish Columbia may become acquainted- jpfth 
thé étory of -one of the greatest event» In 
the history of the province.

It was In the year 1860 that Mr. Brown 
and a party, comprising Jas. Costello, ' j. 
Mathes and M. Collins, set out on a pros­
pecting tofir Into the Slmllkameen country. 
They made a treaty with the old Indian 
chief of the district to be permitted, to 
pursue their investigations without Inter­
ference. But after searching for alxibt a 
fortnight the miners became dissatisfied 
with the prospects and set out for Thomp- 

$506 70 eon riven. From there they "proceeded to 
Fort Alexander, which was located Jnst 
above Soda creek, on. the Fraser river. 
They then went to Beaver lake, trim 
which they Journeyed: to the Forks of Qtios- 
nelle. A mile from there fine prospects 

'l-were strutk,' just below the- falls. There 
the party worked on one tOf the river Irirs 
all the summer and fall of I860, finding 
gold ’ iln godfi, paying quantities. In thé 
neighborhood there was another party ef 
miners—John Rose, Geo. Weaver end B*b- 
MCDonald—working some first-class claims.

These prospectors, Ms.1- Brown jsays, first 
started his party iq thje direction of Cari­
boo. Rose andlhls two companions went 
across Hell mountain and found splendid, 
diggings on Antler creek. On their retorii, 
however, the discovery was kept a secret, 
and Mr. Brown and his partners first heard 
of It In the middle of winter. Brown and 
Costello Immediately purchased two pairs 
of snqwtiioes from the Indians at $14 each 
ond'-'sfitrted tor Antler creek. Arriving 
there safely after 10 days’ travel they 
found fhe previous parties’ stakes. Mr. 
Brown set aside several claims, one of" 
which was afterwards known as Murray*» 
flat. However, after operating there for h 
short time, Brown and Costello were not 
satisfied with the returns and decided to 
try their luck elsewhere. They started off 
In the direction of Williams creek. That 
night they met two men going the opposite 
way -MIke Burns and Dutch Bill.., The two 
parties'-camped together. The letter fiph 
Mr.' Brown that they had visited a creek 
across thb mountain, but had not foiiiid 
anytMng worth mentioning. Despite this 
dlsCouragihg news Brown and Costello held 
to (belt resolution to proceed there and 
persuaded Dutch BUI to accompany them. 

On arrival at the creek the miners divid­
ed^ Some prospecting-In one direction ahd 
some In another. In the evening they met 
at "camp and compared notes. Mr. Brown 
and his partner found 75 cents to the pan, 
while Dutch Bill got about $1 to the pan 
further np creek. They agreed that thé 
prospecta were all that could be desired 
and determined to stay. Then the-qnestirbh 
of naming the creek was discussed. Dutch 
Bill thought It should be called Billy creek, 
because he had secured the highest returns 
during the first day. Brown and Costello 
agreed to this, providing Dutch Bill protii- 
lsed to pnt np the first basket of chitn- 
pagne that arrived on the creek. “I'll do 
it," replied the latter. “And that is how 
Cariboo was discovered and Williams 
creek was christened," concluded Mr. 
Brown.

The splendid concert given on the 28th 
of February at the Victoria theatre in 
aid of the Soldiers and Sailors’ Home 
was an unqualified success. The com­
mittee responsible for its organization 
has submitted a balance sheet showing 
the receipts and expenditures in connec­
tion with the entertainment. The total 
profits are $478.20, a very gratifying re­
sult. The debt on the building, previous­
ly $1,082, has been reduced to abont 
$600. The committee wishes to thank 
all who assisted in arranging the con­
cert.

Northward is Assured as Soon as 

Aid is Furnished.
by a suction dredge. This wall presents 
a very handsome appearance, and was 
designed and built under directions of 
Mr. C. H. Topp, city engineer. An 
agreement was made between the city 
and the Canadian Pacific Railway Com­
pany, by which the company were grant­
ed a portion of the filled in area, on con­
dition that they erect a large hotel upon 
it. The company afterwards acquired 
by purchase some of the adjoining pro­
perty in order that unsightly building» 
could be removed, and also the balance 
of fhe city property on the flat, and have 
now a block containing about 8% acres 
fronting on Government, Belleville, 
Douglas and Humboldt streets. Owing 
to the filled in material dredged from the 
bay and- the former bottom being a soft 
clay, it was necessary 'to carry fhe 
foundation of the hotel to a depth of 
fifty to sixty feet, the plan adopted be­
ing fir piling driven to bed-rock and cut 
off below water level. Pi lee are driven 
three feef, centre to centre, a total. of 
over three thousand piles being used-. 
The piles are capped with concrete walls 
and piers carried up a height of 14% feet 
above top of piles, which brings the top 
of the concrete foundation to two feet be­
low the level of 'Government street. In 
order to drive the piles and build con­
crete, it was necessary to cofferdam the 
site, the dredged material being very 
fluid. The contract for the foundation 
was let to the B. C. General Contract 
Company, Mr. C. E. Fowler, C. E., of 
Seattle, being in charge of the work for 
Ibe contractors. All the work is under 
the supervision of the engineering de­
partment of the Canadian Pacific rail­
way, with division headquarters at Van­
couver, B. G. The construction of thé 
building above the foundation has not 
yet been commenced. The architect is 
F. M. Rattenbnry, Victoria.

Information has been received in this 
city from Ottawa that John Hendry, 
who is now at the Dominion capital, has 
made satisfactory financial arrangements 
for the building of the Vancouver, New 
Westminster & Ynkon railway north­
ward from Vancouver-into Cariboo. The 
railway is now assured _ as soon as aid 
is obtained from Ottawa and the pro­
vincial House.

Propositions in the way of assistance 
from both governments have been made, 
it is understood. The line will run by 
way of the Pemberton Meadows, through 
a territory which has so far not been in­
vaded by any railway company.

Victoria, situated on the southeastern 
extremity of Vancouver Island, is the 
capital and oldest city of British Colum­
bia. At the time of the Fraser river 
gold discoveries in 1858, it suddenly 
grew from a Hudson’s Bay Company’s 
post to a cify of 20,000 to 30,000 in­
habitants, subsequently dwindling 
much smaller dimensions. After the 
open ,.:g up of British Columbia by the 
completion of the Canadian Pacific rail­
way in 1885, its growth became more 
rapid, and its population in 1901 was 
21.000. The city is most picturesquely 
and beautifully situated, overlooking the 
waters of Juan de Fuca Strait, with the 
grand Olympian mountains in the back­
ground, while to the eastward the snow- 
covered peak of Monnt Baker—75 miles 
distantes plainly visible above the dark 
green forests of the Sound islands. As 
a resort for tourists, few places are so 
well situated. The climate is remark­
ably equable, with no extremes of either 
heat or.cold, the thermometer seldom ris­
ing above 80 degrees in summer, and 
rarely below freezing point in winter. 
Flowers can be seen growing itt tie 
gardens nt Christmas.

Even the government organ is aston­
ished at the attitude of the ministry it 
supports on the subject of the protection 
of game.

The attitude 
of the petitioners implied that they were 
willing to pay the cost of the enforce­
ment of the desired regulations. The 
Minister who introduced and explained 
the amendments pointed out that in all 
other organized communities the men 
who profited by the game laws submitted 
Willingly to the taxation which support­
ed game wardens. He argued that it 
Was eminently proper and just to the 
general taxpayer that the sportsmen, of 
British Columbia should be compelled to 
do the same. He did not explain why 
it is that the general taxpayer, of this 
province is to be compelled to shoulder 
burdens that are already, sufficiently 
heavy in order that the apecial few may- 
go forth in the glorious autumn morn­
ings in the certainty of more enjoyable 
sport. Mr. Fulton knew what ought to 
be done; he understood what justice to 
all demanded, but he did not condescend 
to explain why the government’ shirked 
its duty. In this, as in every act to 
which the McBride administration has 
set its hand, the demands of the minor­
ity who keep it in power dominated its 
policy. A few months ago the member 
for Nanaimo told a deputation that he 
would see that the necessary amend­
ments to the Game Act were introduced 
and that he would also take care that 
no license would be imposed upon those 
who desired to carry firearms.

The habits and courses of the sockeyes 
after they arrive in the waters of the 
Sound are well enough known to permit 
of an arrangement that should be satis­
factory to all who really have the in­
terests of the important industry at 
heart. The great obstacle that stands 
in the way is greed—greed of the most 
repulsive character. The Washington 
men fear the British Columbia men may 
obtain an advantage over them. They 
are loath to abate, even in the face of 
ruin to their interests, one jot or tittle of 
the privileges they have enjoyed in the 
past—the abuse of which privileges has 
created the situation that demands the 
enactment of protective laws on pain of 
abandonment of trap fishing on the 
waters of the Sound.

Game Laws.
Hon. F. J. Fulton introduced the 

ond reading of the amendment to the 
Game Act. He said that the protection 
of game was one of great importance to 
the province. In Maine it Was said that 
$6,000,000 was spent by. those in search 
of game in the state. In California $20,- 
000,000 was spent by visitors. In On­
tario, on a small stream, the Nepigon, 
$40,000 was spent by those who came to 
fish there.

ed by Mr. Macdonald. The farmers 
were paying at the present time too much 
and the mine owners escaped.

J. Murphy called attention to the fact 
that men had put $12,000,000 into the 
mines of Cariboo and got no returns. 
They had confidence in the country, and 
the workingmen got .the money. These 
men opposed him most emphatically, but 
they must have their rights and the 
mines must be protected,

The amendment of Mr. Macdonald 
was defeated on a straight party vote.

Mr. Macdonald moved an amendment 
in order to strike ont the section mak­
ing the act retroactive. The object of 
the bill was to strike at a particular 
company. If a statement were inad­
vertently made several years ago, why 
should the present shareholders be made 
to pay the same? It would result in 
investors becoming very unready to put 
money in British Columbia mining 
stock.

The Attorney-General said that the 
argument of Mr. Macdonald was the 
most extraordinary logic he had ever 
heard.

“Its probably extraordinary to the 
Attorney-General,” returned Mr. Mac­
donald.

The Attorney-General said that this 
was simply to force corporations to be 
honest.

Mr. Macdonald said the position taken 
by the Attorney-General was the most 
illogical he had ever heard in 
his life. He said that in the case of the

Le Roi Company, $16,000 of hack taxes 
were claimed as due them years before.

against this bill as discriminating to the 
disadvantage of the mining industry. 
Others had to furnish returns as well as 
mining companies. When the time was 
past for an appeal the assessor could not 
go back and alter the assessment in other 
industries. Why should the mining in­
dustry be specially singled out by the 
Attorney-General and attacked? Did 
the Attorney-General wish' to kill the 
industry ? ,

He moved an amendment in favor of 
giving assessors an extra three months 
in which to complete the rolls. Surely 
that was enough. If the assessor did not 
do his duty the government which kept 
him in office should bear the blame.

The returns under the different heads 
of mining had, according to the public 
accounts, fallen off within the past few 
years, because of tne interference with 
the laws. The Attorney-General, with a 
disposition to amend the statutes, could 
not keep his hands off the mining laws. 
Surely the industry had beqn given set 
hacks enough without sanction being 
given to an inquisitorial search into the 
affairs of a company, such as was now 
proposed. There was to be no finality 
given to the assessments of the mining 
industry.

The Finance Minister seemed to back 
up the Attorney-General.

"Hear, hear,” said Hon. R. G. Tat­
low. ’

Mr. Macdonald said that the Ministei 
of Finance said “hear, hear," yet that 
same minister had last year promised to 
amend the two per cent, mineral tax.
The minister had not done so. He had 
gone back on his promise. The Premier 
had promised to repeal the two per cent.
tax, yet he never had done so.

The Attorney-General remarked that it 
was not said that the mine owners at­
tempted to deceive. It was intended that 
the assessors should be given an oppor­
tunity to correct mistakes made by in­
advertency. If this was going to kill 
thé mining industry it must indeed be 
very week.

Mr. Macdonald said that the Attorney- 
General bore out the statement that this 
bill was not introduced for preventing 
ffaud, but to overcome errors, which as­
sessors failed to correct at the right 
time. The hooks of tuese companies 
were open to the assessors. If the as­
sessors were not going to do their duty 
the returns might just as well he sent 
to Victoria.

The Premier, rising very excited, con­
tended that he had understood from the 
member for Reveistoke that the leader 
of the opposition had said, behind his 
back, that the word of himself (the Pre­
mier) was not to be relied upon. He 
understood that Mr. Macdonald had 
stated that he (the Premier) had prom­
ised to bring in legislation to repeal the 
two per cent mineral tux, which he had 
failed to do.

Mr. Macdonald said he had gone even 
farther than that. He had made a 
definite charge that the Premier had 
promised last session, on the floor of the 
House, to bring down a bill repealing the 
two per cent mineral tax, arid that this 
bill had not yet been introduced. If the 
Premier denied that he could do so now. 
(Opposition applause.)

The Premier, rising in a somewhat 
calmer disposition, said that he had 
promised to do this, but had not been 
able to get the legislation in shape.

Mr. Macdonald said that the Premier 
had not denied the charge made against 
him, but had offered an excuse. The 
Premier was a master at making ex­
cuses.

The government had the ordinary 
course to pursue, if a wrong return was 
made. This bill was introduced in order 
to meet a case whififi was now in court 
respecting the Le Roi.

Mr. Macdonald said that the cry of 
blue ruin should not be charged 
to suffer because of a particular case. 
He would not object so milch to this 
hill if it applied to the returns of all 
companies.

Hon. R. F. Green said "that no honest 
company need fear this amendment. He 
went eu to state that it was well known 
that the mining companies bad not paid " 
their share to the revenues.

Another matter that has not been de­
finitely decided is the Rock Bay bridge.
It is quite certain that the structure will 
cither be repaired or rebuilt. Some take 
the stand that the present bridge is too 
far gone for repair and that it will be 
more economical in the long run to build 
a new one, the cost being in the neigh­
borhood of $7,400. The agitation that 
arose in this connection some time ago 
indicated the importance of the Rock 
Bay bridge for foot and vehicular traffic.
Another essential improvement is the en­
largement of the electric lighting plant, 
which will be provided for out of a spe­
cial loan.

ADDRESSED BOARD OF
TRADE ON THORSDAY

The Immigration Inspector Orders Their 
Prompt Return to Places 

Whence They Came.

Explalced Difficulties In Way of Early 
Commencement in This Province- 

Report on Pilotage.

LADYSMITH, VANCOUVER ISLAND, B. »(Applause.)
In the construction of the railway the 

utmost care would be exercised in the 
grading. By arranging easy grades and 
gradual curves, the heaviest freight could 
be handled with expediency, thus making 
a considerable improvement over the 
present service.

In this particular, Mr. Morse said, the 
Grand Trunk Pacific would have an ad­
vantage over most other transcontinental 
railways. He instanced the case of the 
Union Pacific, millions of dollars having 
recently been expended by that company 
in regrading and carrying out other im­
provements to the line.

“In acquiring the E. & N. railroad.” 
Mr. Morse continued, “the Canadian Pa­
cific Company has made it impossible for 
us to reach Victoria in that way.” He 
did not know what possibilities there 
were of that line being extended to the 
north end of the Island. If this railway 
was built with the assistance of a gov­
ernment subsidy, however, he suggested 
that a clause be included in the agree­
ment giving all railways equal privileges 
on the line from the point where it join­
ed the present E. & N. to its terminus 
at the north of the Island. (Applause.)

He had been asked a great many 
questions regarding the construction of 
the road, and when it was intended to 
make a start on the Pacific coasf. Be­
fore proceeding he wished to contradict 
the apparently prevailing understanding 
that the company was receiving assis­
tance from the Dominion government in 1 
the construction work through British 
Columbia; Neither a cash or land bonus 
was being received, the government 
simply guaranteeing bonds up to 76 per 
cent, of cost, and in return holding the 
road as security., Not having substan­
tial financial Apport from Federal 
sources the company had to consider the 
cheapest as well as the most efficient 
means of building the line through this 
province. Arrangements had to be made 
to have no portion “suspended" while 
other parts were being completed. By 
this he meant that immediately the 
respective sections of the line are ready 
for operation they must begin to bring 
in returns. It had been decided that the 
more economical method would be the 
building of the line from east' to west. 
This, of course, meant that all supplies 
and equipment were to be secured in 
Eastern Canada, principally Montreal 
and Kingston, and transported to the 
scene of operations as required over the 
new line. But, while the company had 
agreed upon this course of action, it was 
felt that the respective provinces through 
which the road was constructed should 
benefit in proportion to the mileage of 
line within its borders. However, 
should a start be made in British Colum­
bia the cost would be greater. It was 
realized that this province would benefit 
materially if construction operations 
were commenced on the Pacific coast 
and all the necessary supplies purchased 
here. Therefore, if called upon t'o 
change their policy to such an extent, 
the company would require sufficient 
government assistance, either by land or 
cash bonus, to recompense them for the 
additional burden undertaken in starting 
from the West. He did not know 
whether the provincial government would 
favor such a proposal or whether the ex­
penditure of between $10,000,000 and 
$15,000,000 in this province was attrac­
tive to Victoria merchants. Should they 
regard the idea favorably he had no 
doubt they would have something to say 
to the government, or at least their 
representatives, along the line of his sug­
gestion. (Applause).

This argument cannot hold water, as in 
reality it is the non-imposition of a li­
cense which constitutes class legislation, 
in that the funds for the enforcing of 
laws, which only affect a certain class 
of the community, viz, sportsmen, hunt­
ers, etc., will be then taken from the gen­
eral revenue, whereas if a license is im­
posed sportsmen and others who hunt 
and fish will pay for the enforcement of 
the laws for the preservation of the 
game for which they hunt or fish. This 
is as it should be, and the sportsmen 
a whole in this province are practically 
unanimous in their desire to pay for their 
sport. Nearly every state in the union 
has a resident game license.

nature, is not because the city has been 
over-worked in this line of business—not 
at all. It is because the immigration 
laws applying to all classes of paupers 
are being strictly enforced. All steamers 
bringing passengers from foreign ports 
are met and for those of the class men­
tioned return transportation is promptly 
arranged.

Dr. Milne has been very much on the 
alert since his appointment to the posi­
tion of Dominion immigration inspector. 
He has not only refused to allow many 
of these undesirable people to land but 
also others who were likely to become 
a charge on the community, 
time ago a cripple attempted to land 
here from one of the Sound steamers. 
On arrival he was confronted by the im­
migration inspector, with the result that 
he was ordered to be returned to. the 
Sound. Instead the man secured passage 
to Vancouver, but was refused a landing 
there on a message being sent from Vic­
toria. His next voyage was to the point 
from which he came. Doctor Milne says 
that last month he had to send more im­
migrants back to the United States than 
to Japan.

The case of an old lady, 75 years of 
age, who arrived here from San Fran­
cisco, is one of the most recent coming 
under attention. This woman came here 
on the steamship ) Senator, seeking a 
cousin, who is no longer a resident of 
this city. She was destitute and drop­
sical. The woman gave her nativity as 
English, but this fact did not save her 
from being returned to the Golden Gate. 
It- was stated that she would be sent 
back on the ship to this city, and Dr. 
Milne was therefore on the lookout when 
the Senator reached port early yester­
day morning. The officer, however, had 
some doubts about the accuracy of this 
report.

“United States immigration authori­
ties must know,” he said, “that where 
such cases are deported they must be 
taken back whence they came. Having 
given her nativity as English does not 
preclude her from the Canadian immi; 
gration laws. For example, many who 
arrive at Quebec, Montreal and Halifax 
from Great Britain are returned if not 
suitable or persons fit to be admitted. 
How could it be possible for the United 
States authorities to conceive that any 
coming under this category could be ad­
mitted from a foreign country? If the 
woman had been returned it would ne­
cessitate a heavy fine on the ship, as the 
Canadian immigration laws are strict on 
this point and a fine of $1,000 for such 
an offence could be imposed. The re­
sults will be no doubt that the steamship 
company will be more careful in future 
who are booked to this port.”

REGIMENTAL ORDERS.

Parade of the Fifth on Monday, March 
20th—Number of Recruits.Mr. Morse referred to the fact that 

the financial arrangements being now 
complefe for the building of the line 
from Lake Superior to the Rocky Moun­
tains, it was regarded as important by 
bis company to consummate these 
arrangements for the rest of the line. 
The readiness with which the money 
was oversubscribed indicated thaf the 
financial market was now favorable for 
this purpose. There was no telling what 
might arise in a few years to interfere 
with this. A war might be precipitated 
in the East or some international diffi­
culty intervene to render it more difficult 
to negotiate the financial arrangements.

Concluding, Mr. Morse reiterated his 
desire that local business men give the 
Grand Trunk Pacific railway a good 
share of their business when it com­
menced operation.

Mr. Lugrin thought that a resolution 
of so much importance to the develop­
ment of Vancouver Island should not be 
allowed to pass without discussion. He 
had heard it stated that there was noth­
ing here worth developing. He then 
went on to compare the size of the 
island with Nova Scotia. It was like 
that province in its proximity to the sea 
and its climate. But Vancouver Island 
was superior in regard to its coal, iron, 
copper and timber resources, while the 
possibilities of its fishing industry were 
illimitable. When all this was consider­
ed nobody could say that there was 
nothing worth while on the Island. He 
was of the opinion that all should unite 
in the interests of Vancouver Island and 
the entire province. He believed that it 
would be good policy to allow railways, 
intending to construct lines in British 
Columbia opening up and settling the 
country, reasonable land bonuses. He 
also thought that if government as­
sistance was extended the proposed 
tension of the E. & N. railway to the 
north end of the Island he hoped that 
there would he a provision giving all 
railways righf-of-way over the new line. 
In this way Victoria would be made the 
termini of two and perhaps three trans­
continental railways.

Mr. Carter made a brief address. He 
hoped that Mr. Morse’s suggestion would 
be followed out. and this city made the 
terminus of at least two railways. He

Notorious Crook, Known in Victoria, 
Receives His Reward.

A dispatch from Tacoma says: Horace 
D. Gates,. who lured Norma Hoyt, a 
High school girl, away from her home 
and fled to British Columbia. cities, has 
been sentenced to ten years in the peni­
tentiary.

The disappearance of Norma Hoyt was 
a ten days’ sensation in Tacoma last 
fall, and the efforts of the police of all 
Northwestern cities were enlisted to find 
her.
