Bank Clearings, Crop Ripar 
Industrial Activity and Railway 
Earnings All Look Good.

\
(Montreal Witness.)

The financial prosperity of the Dominion 
is reflected in the various markets, and 
and especially is true in bank clearings, 
and indications point to a profitable sea­
son in all lines of commercial and indus­
trial activity. Local evidence of this pros­
perity is to be found in the bank clearings 
for July, issued early this week, which 
show the enormous amount of $168,927,- 
014, a decided increase over the corres­
ponding months in 1908 and 1907. The 
increase ovér last year is given at $45,- 
000,000, and a preponderance of over $26,- 
000,000 for July, 1907. Bankers say that 
they will be able easily to finance crop 
and other fall requirements without mak­
ing any serious demands upon their re- 

This is no doubt true, but it is 
only reasonable to expect that the west­
ward movement of funds will cause some 
diminnition of reserves and slight harden­
ing of rates during that period. From the 
western provinces crop reports continue 
to give the highest hopes for another prof­
itable season to our farming com­
munity. Conservative estimates point to 
a wheat yield of over 125,000,000 bushels, 
with correspondingly large average of 
oats, barley, peas and other cereals. Our 
leading lumber industries are having a 
good season, as all the mills throughout 
the country are running, many of them 
day and night. The flour industries show 
improvement over last year, while puty 
and paper establishments will have in­
creased earnings to report for the current 
fiscal year. Manufacturers are naturally 
much encouraged as a result of improved 
trade conditions, and this is all the more 
satisfactory, as payments for goods are be­
ing made promptly. Thus with few fail­
ures, and these with only trifling liabil­
ities, it is not surprising that the trade 
should anticipate during the next few 
months a still greater expansion. Build­
ing operations are heavy in this city and 
other centres, and their effect has been 
felt in stimulating the hardware trade. In 
textile line business is quietly improving, 
while the boot and shoe industry is keep­
ing up a high average. All this activity 
reflects more or less on the great railway 
companies, and the earnings of the latter 
show it. Merchants are hoping that the 
farming community will make liberal pur- 

! chases, and thus help in circulating money. 
! The tendency of the farmers has been to 
buy more land, always land, and the ef­
fect has been to take savings out of 
certain trade channels. The month of 
July in financial, industrial and stock 
kets was a most satisfactory one, expan­
sions appearing on all sides, and it is only 
reasonable to • assume that August will 
show even further and more profitable 
development.

NEW YORK FINANCIAL BUREAU.

New York, Aug. 11—There may be some 
reactionary operations attempted in the 
general stock market, but we do not be­
lieve material results will be accomplished 
at present and would seek buying oppor­
tunities on heaviness, especially in the 
medium and low priced issues. Certain 
high priced stocks show manipulation for 
distribution on a scale up according to 
our investigations, but there is no jreat 
pressure of stock and support is forthcom­
ing throughout the active list during re­
ductions.

There is no organized bear party ncr 
bear leadership, while there is a strong 
bull party with not only superb leader­
ship but with resources unsurpassed. The 
bull is supported by conditions v. hile there 
is practically no bearish ammunition tnw. 
The conservative bull position with the 
vulnerable technique arguing for safe­
guards against a sudden withdrawal of 
support to shake out weak accounts stems 
to be strongly suggested by the conditions 
and latest developments.

It is reported that a large part of the 
surplus stock of the copper 'producers as­
sociation has been really sold, though not 
delivered, and therefore the surplus is not 
as large as shown by the figures left after 
the latest curtailment. There is a grow­
ing feeling that the corn, wheat and cot­
ton yields have been under-estimated by 
the government, and that the harvests will 
be enormous in volume and aggregate 
tfaoney value, a fundamental situation that 
will inspire much investment and long pull 
buying. According to our inquiries most 
of the marginal holdings in the stock

MADE A POLITICAL ISSUE

Good Templars at Fredericton Censure Hazen 
Government, and Plan Strong Stand in Poli­
tical Contests of Future.

Fredreicton, N. B., Aug. 11—(Special)— 
The New Brunswick Grand Lodge, I. O. 
G. T., met in annual session here last 
eening. Grand Chief Templar J. Jackson 
of Moncton presided. Grand secretary L. 
R. Hetherington reported ninety-one 
lodges, ten organized during the year, 
eight reorganized, and twelve charters re­
voked. (Die membership was given at 
2,962. A decrease of 111.

Michael Kelly, G. E. S., reported that 
he had addressed 240, and collected $606.

R. F. Davis, grand auditor, reported 
receipts $1,015.98, a balance of $22.25.

In his annual address, Supt. Jackson 
recommended that the propagation com­
mittee be strengthened and an organizer 
employed. Referring to prohibition, he 
said “a large delegation from. -New Bruns­
wick Temperance Federation headed by 
J. Willard Smith, waited on Premier 
Hazen and his go%jmment and demanded 
that a prohibitory law for New Brunswick 
be placed on statute books of province 
without further delay.” The government 
refused to meet our demands, but made 
several changes in existing license law, 
and two more wards of St. John have de­
cided not to issue license after May 1st 
next. We earnestly recommemf our 
friends in all parts of province not to 
relax their efforts for total prohibition, 
but in the meantime, wherever the license 
law is in operation, that they use every 
effort to bring prohibitory clauses into 
operation, and thus show that prohibition 
is what this province of New Brunswick 
wants.

The Finance committee recomemnded 
that the salary of the grand secretary re­
main at $150 a year, and that $10 be con­
tributed to the Temperance FfederSlion.

Your committee on political action beg. 
leave to submit the following report.

Regarding the iniquitous liquor traffic as 
the greatest sin of the age we declare our­
selves as being diametrically opposed to 
any compromise looking to its continuance 
and we further declare that only entire and 
absolute prohibition of said liquor traffic 
can be accepted by to as a satisfactory 
solution of the question.

“The provincial government having refus­
ed to grant prohibition though asked for 
by a numerously signed petition backed by 
a strong delegation of temperance workers 
and the opposition showing no practical 
sympathy with prohibition we, therefore 
believe that the time has an-ived when we 
should make prohibition a direct issue at 
the polls.

“We therefore recommend that steps be 
taken with a view to placing in the field 
at the next provincial general elections 
candidates favorable to our cause.

“For furtherance of this and other po­
litical objects we recommend appointing a 
committee consisting of the grand chief 
templar, grand secretary, grand electoral 
superintendent and three others to.be 
chosen by the grand lodge. We also strong­
ly affirm our belief in enfranchisement of 
women not only as a matter of justice but 
as one of the surest and speediest means of 
obtaining prohibition. We further recom­
mend the adoption of suggestions made on 
temperance legislation by the " grand chief 
templar in his reports.

“The increase of the male population
between 1882 and 1895 was thus 14.71 per \ ; 
cent, and between 1895 and 1907 19.88 per 
cent.; the corresponding figures for the < > 
increase of the female population are 14.26 
(1882-95) and 18.58 (1895-1907).

“We have then the noteworthy fact 
that the increase of the female population 
mainly during the last period (1895-1907) 
has bieen, comparatively speaking, less pro­
nounced than that of the males. This ^
means, of course, that the excess of fe­
males over males has diminished in pro­
portion-” ..

Discussing the different classes of the 
population, those in professions, business 
or trades, domestic servants dependents 
(families) and persons of no occupation, 
the report says that the first and 4last 
show the greatest increase, and adds:— 

“Special importance must be attached 
to the increase in the number of persons 
without occupation consisting almost ex­
clusively of persons living on their own 
means or on annuities or pensions. In 
other words, the figures present a strik­
ing picture of the increased prosperity of 
the population of Germany, as well as of 
the beneficial operation of the German 
infirmity and old age pension laws.”

Another very significant statement 
shows how rapidly in Germany as else­
where the women are turning away from 
domestic service for %other( occupations. 
We quote again:—

“On the other hand, the number of do­
mestic servants has actually decreased, 
bearing most emphatic testimony to the 
strong disinclination of the female popula­
tion—who furnish the chief contingent in 
this group—to enter domestic service. 
Women are turning more and more to oc­
cupations which allow them a greater de­
gree of personal liberty. The following fig­
ures show quite clearly the great increase 
in the number of women earning their 
own livelihood. The earning population 
engaged in trades, business or professions 
(other than domestic servants) were made 
up as follows:

GIRL CASHIER TRIES 
TO SAVE MONEY, IS 

BURNED TO DEATH

MARKSMEN DO GOOD
WORK IN THE BIG STORM

Toronto, Aug. 10.—Banian's Point, To­
ronto, a pleasure resort across the bay, 
was practically wiped out by fire this 
afternoon. The Joss will be from $125,000 
to $150,000. One girl, Clara Andrews, lost 
her life in the flames.

The fire started in the Gem theatre 
from a chemical Mixture used to furnish
colored lights for the ballet dance. It the house these duti 
caught on the dry frame work of the 
building and spread rapidly to the ad­
joining structure. The wind from the 
northwest, veering afterwards to the 
northeast, drove the flames both ways 
into the closely grouped wooden struc­
tures which filled the park and the toy 
fighting apparatus and low water pres­
sure on the island were useless against 
the onrush.

A fire tug and a couple of engines were 
hurried over from the city, but by the 
time they arrived the flames had gained 
speh complete control that only the ferry 
dock, merry-go-round and one or two re­
freshment’s pavilions could be saved.
Even these were scorched.

Miss Andrews, the girl who lost her 
life, was cashier at the “Figure Eight.”
She was confined in a cage with a wire 
front and top and when the flames cut 
off escape behind, a policeman tore the 
front off the cage to give her a chance to 
get out. The girl, instead of coming out 
at once, made an effort to save her cash, 
the flames closed round her, and the heat 
drove would-be rescuers back and nothing 
more was seen of the young woman until 
thè charred remains were recovered when 
the fire was at last extinguished.

Two other girls had their hair singed 
but escaped with their lives.

Banian’s Point, besides being the scene 
of numerous amusement devices which 
cluster round the summer park, was the 
home of the Toronto base ball club and 
Tecumsch lacrosse team. The great grand 
stand and bleachers which surrounded the 
grounds of these two organizations went 
down in flames as did also the hotel Ban­
ian, which stood to the west side of the 1 
park. The owners of the buildings were 
the Toronto Ferry Co. and Ingersoll Con­
struction Co. The loss is largely, though 
not entirely, covered by insurance.

HOTELS Montreal. Aug. 10-Some striking rea­
sons for the immense cost of street im­
provements in Montreal were shown to­
day when the civic royal commission re­
sumed its sessions and Judge Cannon ap­
plied the probe to the dealings of the 
roads committee.

The main work of the day was in con­
nection with the Modern Paving Com­
pany which had secured a number of con­
tracts from the city at high prices, but 
which it was shown did no actual work 
itself, but merely sublet its contracts at 
very much lower prices.

The company apparently acted as mid­
dleman for the securing and distribution 
of contracts. For one brand of stone it 
was shown that the company got from 
the city $1.92 a yard and paid their 
tractors $1.29; for Danforth stone they 
charged the city as high as $2.54, while 
their sub-contractors were paid from $1.43 
to $1.80; for artificial stone the city was 
charged up to $2.11 a yard, while the peo­
ple who did the work were paid $1.20.
