Orrawa, Feb. 19.—An order in council
will appear in tomorrow’s official Gazette,
prohibiting tishing for cysters through the
ice

Io view of the gradual depletion of onr
beds it is claimed that such a measure has
become absolutely necessary. .

It was also adm:tted on all sides that one
of the most destructive methods now pursued
in the takng of oysters is the practice of fish-
ing them during the winter.

Holes are cut in the ice, the beds are
raked or tongued, the contents are deposited
on the ice regardless of 8122, the marketable
oysters are picked-out, and thousands of
young immature oysters are left there to
freeze and perish,

When the ice me!ts‘in the spring the dead
or decomposed oysters, togzether with the
shells and mud which has been scraped up,
sink to the bottom, pollute the beds of live
oysters, and cause enormous damage. The
large number of small vysters which are thus
wasted would, if returned to the water, be.
come merchantable, instead of being allowed
to perish without profit to any one, and to
This matter
forcibly brought to attention of the
senate by senator Porier a couple of years
ago. He showed how the formerly valuable
bels of Shediac, Buctouche and Caraquet
were being completcly ruined by the senseless
practice of fishing through the ice.

The worthy senator happens to know what
he is talki- g about as he is the owner of the
famous Porier beds, Shediac harbor, which
uscd o supply the most delicions oyster in
the world,but which are now almost entirely
destroyed through the injurious practice of
fisihng during the winter.

than open water fishing. The quantity of

unmerchantable oysters raked or raised
with tongs, in proportion to the merchant-

able, is greatly exaggerated in the
Gazette's despatch. Then, these small
oysters are,with us, in most cases, return-
ed to the water.  The debris nf\;\«t}cad
shells and mud that accumulates fromthe
oyster-raising}is generally hauled away for
fertilising purposes. Instead of what re-
mains on the ice, melting through and
being deposited on the bed from which
it came, it generally acts as a protection
to the ice from the sun, and when the
surrounding clean ice 1nelts, floats away
altogether an 1 1s, therefore, not deposited
on the bed at all.

The order, coming as it does upon the
back of the refusal of the Department to
allow smelt-fishing _in the latter part of
December off Chatham, when the catch of
the season has heretofore been made and
stored as guarantee of a steady supply
through the winter, is designed to injure
the Miramichi as acentre of Supply in
markets abroad. Our shippers have a
market for their usual prospective catch,
and the new order simply
We saw one of these men on Mon-
day who refused to believe that the gov-
ernment would make such an order under
the circumstances. e said he generally
shipped from two to three thousand bar-
rels each winter. Why, said he “I have
“the barrels ready for them now and
“‘have a large sum of money out in sup-
“plies to families whose only means of
“Jivelihood is the raking -<of oysters. If
*‘the order is carried out I shall lose the
‘“‘advances I have made and shall have to
“‘stop supplying these people, and the
“Lord cnly knows how they will live
“‘through the spring, or how I shall pay
“‘the merchants who have supplied me.”
This man further said that the ice
fishing was not so destructive as that in
open water, forthe reason that every-
thing that was brought up by the open
water operation was dumped into the
canoes and taken ashore for sorting, the
small oysters being left on the ghore,
while, in ice fishing, the small gysters
were largely returned to the beds. He
also said that the ice on which oyster
fishing was carried on scldom melted
where it lay all . winter, as it was liber-
atéd by the surrounding clean- ice melting
and letting it drift away to the adjacent
shores, where it harmed nothing.

which are manifested by the passing of the
new order. Even if the interests of the
fishery called for such a prohibition, therg
would be neither reason nor justification
for springing it without tho least warning
upon those interested. The Minister of
Fisheries appears to peraut himself to be
“run away with” by advisers who are
ignorant respecting our fishing interests
or malicious towards our people. His
course towards the Miramichi fishermen
will have the effect of alienating from the
government even those most disposed to
support it. Prohibitions that have been
ordered during the last two or three
years have been, in most cases most un-
reasonable, unjust and vexatious. They
have driven hundreds of our best people
fromn the country and there seems to be a
determination that the same policy shall
be adhered to, regardless of the protests
of friends and opponents alike.

It is fair to ask what Messrs. Burns of
Gloucester and Adams of Northumber-
land propose to do in reference to this
unreasonable order? Are they going to
submit tamely toit? Have they been
consulted in reference toit ? Have they
nothing to say to the minister or the gov-
ernment for sweeping out of existence,
withouta moment’s warning, a legitimate
industry by which hundreds of worthy
people are makingan honest living ? For
what have we &senmtives who are
friendly with the government, if our
people are to be met at every turn with
unreasonable deprivations of their ac-
customed means of livelihood ?  Our
fisheries, instead of being intelligently
regulated are, one by one, being subject-
ed to Minister Tupper’s prohibitive pro-
cesses, while our representatives scem to
stand helplessly by without protest. The
policy pursued is calculated to make out-
laws of good citizens. They would,
doubtless, become such, were it not for
the facilities of travel opened to them by
which they can leave the country and go
to the United States where they are better
treated.

Reducing the Forces.

If we are to measure the feelings of
Moncton Dy the dipslay head lines and
exclamation points in the Transeript, it is
that the town is much
excited over the fact that notice has been
given to over one hundred men in the
Intercolonial Railway machine and ear
shops there, that after the third of March
dheir services will not be required. It is
natural that the men whose accustomed
employment is to be thus taken from
them should feel uneasy and disappointed
over the fact, and that their friends should
sympathise with them, but it is fair also
to enquire into the circumstances which
have led to the proposed reduction of he
working forces, not only in Moncton, but
at other centres of considerable employ-
ment along the line, for two men are to
be laid off-at Newcastle, twenty-two at
Campbellton, sixat St. John and about
fifty in other places, while re to
follow in a short time. The reason as-
signed by the management is that tratfic
has fallen off and there is not "sufficient
work to keep the full force of workmen
employed. That seems tobe a good
reason, and in view of the fact that the
excess of expenses over earnings is run-
ning up to neafly a million dollars a year,
the public, who pay the bills and do not
happen to live in Moncton, while regret-
ting the cause, cannot do otherwise than
approve of the step taken.

The Lobster Fishery.

The government at  Ottawa now proposes
to require lobster fishermen to take out
licenses, althou zh ther:ssems to be no more
reason for that than for requiri g cod or
mackerel fishermen to do so. The givern-
ment also proposes to limit the number of
boats, trapgetc., to be used by each licensee,
and impose penalty by forfeitures and
for fishing without license, or in excsss of
what the license allows; alao to re juire traps
boats, trawl bunys, etc , used ia the tishery
to be branded wi'th the owners' names,
initials or established mark, as recordel in
the license; also that each trap shall paya
tax of ona cent at the tin3 of app'icatiou fo-
license; also that slats of traps shall bs at
least one and a quarter inches apart: that a
printed label to be furuished by the Depar:-
ment of Fisheries shall bs conspicuously
affixed to each and every case of canned
lobsters, which shall be signed by a Fishury
officer, stating that soch lobsters have been
legally caught and packed, and all cases not
80 labeled shall be liable to se’'zare and for-
feiture and the owner, packer and exporter
shall be liable’to the penalties and costs of
the Fisheries Act. There are, also, some
other propositione, making provisions similar
to those now in force,

had the proposed regnlations under consider-
ation, and have disapproved of the license
proposition. They say also that they con-
sider that the Department, or any fishery
officer, should not have the pywer to saywho
shall or who shall not have aliccnse. Even
if the license wera granted it would opsrate
most unjustly if adopted for the coming
seison, 8o faras the idlaud is concerned, b -
cause all intending packers have contract-d
for most of their outfit, such as tin, lead,
cans, boxes, traps, rope, etc., and very many
have engaged their fishermen and factory
hands, who are now being supplied with
the necessaries of life for themselves and
their families on the good faith of Sheir en-
gigement. This a'so is true in reference ¢
North Shore packers.

They also declare the provision for brand-
ing.trape equal to a considerable tax with-
out serving any useful purpose, as traps,
etc., are continually being lost, and destroy-
ed by ice and storms, averaging about 20 per
cz:nt, per season.

The tax on trags is also ohjected to,as the
lobster fishermen are now limited toabout
“two mooths fishing whilst all other fisher-
men can fish allthe year and receive a
bhounty. = They say that the close season
should begin July 15th aad end April 30th
following. The close s2ason should be rigi-
ly enforced and that no exsension of time
should be granted under any circumstances.

In. reference to a proposition respacting
soft shell lobsters they say no packer would
be so foolish as to pack themn. And very few
are found previous to 15th July, as deducting
from the 75 days in ti<hing ssason 11
Suandays, three holy days aud six stormy
days, etc, there are no more than 33 or 4)
fishing days. All restrictions as to size and
gex should be removed, during such a short
season, as all are d:sirous that incubators
should be provided at every factory. The
removal of such restrictions would save the
expense of warden aud cullers.

They have no objections to labzls being
placed on cases if government deem it ad-
vigable, but they do not see that it zan be
carried out.

Referring to width between laths, 1}

inches, they/ say would effzctually close
every factory on the ¢orast, as it mains the
throwing gway of the traps now iu uss,
averaging from 1.500 to 2,500 traps to eich
factory-~worth from 50 to 60 cents each, and
material for new trape cannot now be pro-
cured in time for next season. Besides, no
fishermen could be induced to fish, as [ob-
sters over nine inches long would force
tbemselvgg through.

THE DIMINUTION OF DRUNKENNESS IN

NORWAY.

Tt is difficult to say somathing fresh on
the drink gquestion or the throv any light
upon the subjsct; and yet as long as this
acknewledge curse lies heavy on our land,
dragging down large portions of the work-
ing clusses to the lowest depths of sin,
misery, aud despair, it cannot and ough?
not to be said that 1he last word has been
spoken.,

Ounly a few years ago, drinking habis
prevailed to a considerable extent amongst
the.popnia‘ions inhabiting the Scaundina-
vian kingdoms of Norway and Sweden ;
now, both these conntries, especially the
former, have in a large measurc freed
themseives, ‘with the happiest results,
from the clutches of the Drink Fiend.

It his been found praticable in Norway
and Sweden to effect this reform; why
shounld it be impossible in Great Britain ?
The methods adopted to bring about thia
happy change in the habits of Swedi:h agd
Norweg'an people should a: ail events be
carefully studied by thoughful Eglish-
men.

When lately in Norway,I was struck hy
two things—the rocky, barren, unpro-
ductive nature of the soil, and the com-
fortable appearance of the peasantry. The
industry and thrift practised by hoth suxes
were apparent to the eye; one saw no
idlers ; all were at work, the men in the
fiel 1s, the wowen at the doors c¢f their
honses, kuoitting, sewing, anl mending
garments. 0.ue wmet no men or women in
rags,no  drunkards. no brawlers, no beg-
gars, and I sav no taverns. Oa making
mquiries I was informed thit a grest
chunge had lately come over the eondition
of Norway. Since the legislation of 1885
and 1871 public-houses have been p-ac
tica'ly abolished in the rural districts, and
greatly diminished and regulatad in the
towns. For instance, in Bargen, with a
popuiarion of 69,00), there are ouly fonr-
teen licensed houses, all under the strict-
est regulation.  S)on after my acrival I
took a drive round the ueighbouring
heizhts, and was informed that the wond-
erfully engineered roads,the institutions [
saw, and the heautiful pablic gardeps
through which 1 pussed were all eithér
maintained or aided by the society which
eujoyed the monopsly of selling ardent
spuits in these fourteen public-houses,
My curiosity was aroused £0 knovy more
about this wond siful sociery, and on mak-
ing inqniries [ was recommecded to read a
«mill pamphlec written by Mr. Thomas
M. Wison, C. E., in which hegivesa
most interesting account of the history
and progress of local option in Norway,
together with a suatement regarding: the
estiblishment and working of the society
for ratailing ardent spirits 1z Bargen.

As the pamphlet does not appear to be
on sale in Great Beitain, and contains
matter which shonld be of general intsr:
est, I propose to give a few short extrac's
from the work, referring tor faller infoe-
mation to the pamphlet itself, which can
be purchased fur 1s. at the tourst oftizes
Bergen, Christinn‘'a S:avanger, and
Tarondhjem,

Mr. Wilsom, in the preface to his work,
says that he was opposed to the Norwe-
gran system when first introdncad, hat
acknowledges that neurly tweuty yeurs
experience of its working has enab'ed hin
to realise how mistaken were his original
views, they having been based upon a fear
of evils suppoied to bz attached to the
system, which snbsequent experience has
proved to have been eutirely imaginary.
He adds that he now realises fully his
earlier mistake, and is perfectly satisfiad
thut the societies for retmling ardent
spirits in Norway have effected a maximum
of good to the.community at large, with 4
minimum of inconvenience to the legiti-
mate consumer of alcoholic drinks. e
stater, what is well known, tha! to the
town of Gotheaburg, in Swedea, isdus
the honor of having first attempted t» ro-
strain the sale of intoxicating hq 1ors, and
that since that time the plan adopted by
the municipal council of that ciry, and
subsequently imitated by other urban
authorities, has generally been krown by
the name of the Gothen’»urg system. [n
that city the municipal zouncil isthe
licensing authority, and fixes the number
of liceaces which it de2ms necessary for
the public convenience. Instead of issu-
ing thew to individuals, the council gra: ts
a monopoly to a society of sharehoiders
forned for the purpose af acquiring
licences, and which undertakes to con-
duct the trade in the public intarest.
The shareholders are percluded by their
contract from enjoying a lirger ‘benefit
than b per cent on the cipital invested. All
farther profit made in the business must
he handed over to the municipal counci!,
to be expendel by it in the redustion of
public burdens. The monopoly is granted
for a limited number of years, and the
council retains control over the operations
of the society, fixes the number of bars
and shops._in which intoxicating liquors
may be aold as well as the sites of the es-
tablishments, and the appointments of the
society’s servants are also subjest to its
‘approval. The advantage of this system
is that neither the society nor the managers
of the drinking saloon are interested in
the immoderite coasampticn of ardent
spirits—the former being paid a fixed
salary, aud the Ilatter baing perclu.ted
fiom earning a larger dividend than 5 per
cent, The disadvantage, on the other
hand, according to Mr. Wilson, is, -that
the urban anthorities, and the ratapayers
generally, are distinetly interested in the
multiplication of drinking bars, and in the
consumption of aleoholic liguors, inas-
much as all profitsa over 5 percent. are
paid into the mun-cipal trefsury and
diminish the weight of public burdens
borne by the individual ratepayer. Mr.
Wilson tells ns that the Norwegians were
quick to perceive this blot, and in dealing
with the drink question in their own
country " have adopted the strong and r--
jocted the weak points of the system.

In the cities of Norway as well as in
Gothenburg, the municipal conncils fix
the number of licences required to meat
the Feasonable convenience of the public,
and respect vely grant a monoply in each
town to a society formed for the purpo e
of undertaking the trade, usually for a
term of five years. The counncil retains
full control over the operations of the
society, and its books are open to the
inapection of the council. Its statisrics
by-laws, and regultions, and the np:
pointmenta in the society’s service, are all
su ject to the approval of the council
and, with the exception 'of that of the
servants, must also obtain the royal
sanction and seal. Tha committas of
management is formed of a b dy of
representatives, of whom a certain pro-

ducrion of the publié buardens, is applied
each year in m kiug pecuniary grants to
the funds of deserving charities, benevo-
lent socteties, phi‘anthropic institutions,
or other ohjects of general utiliry which
are entirely dependent for thsir existence
on the voluntary support of the public.
Auy charity or institution which derives
aid, however small, from the local treasury
or rates is disqualitied from . pnbio;)
in the grants of societies e! hed un-
der the Norwegian systemn of P9al option.
The purity of motive of wunicipal coun-
cilsin dealing with the drink question
(which in consequence,of the great finan-
cial sncess of the Gothenburg system is
considered te have degenerated in Sweden)
is thus in Norway retained, and the
licensing authorities are secured against
all tempration to stray from the principle
which should underlie local option as a
social reform,

At the time Mr. Wilion’s pamphlet was
written (1890) there were fifgg-one Nor-
wegan rocieries which condui:& the re-
tailing of ardent spirits. and ftifty-nine
towns with a licensing aathority, In five
small towns with a collective population
of 8,990 souls, licenses had been refused
to all applicants, and in thése p'aces no
retailing of intoxicating liquors was per-
mitted. In three other towns with a col-
lective population of 2 280, societies had
not heen formed to moaovolise licenses,
and the retailing of ardent spirits in them
was still conducted by private licenses.
The anthority in every town may or may
not grant licenses iu its divection; the
same may be said of rural districts; in
them lpcal option exists and  is practised
n its most complete form; in some places
a few licenpses are granted, in others none
at all, depending on the diseretion of the
communal body of representatives which
is the licensing authority.

Youths yonnger than sixteen or seven-
teen years of apparent age are not per-
mitted to be servedyat bars, and females
may not be empF;ed as attendants at
them. The bar attendants are clad ina
uniform, each man with a numher on his
collar, like a policeman, to enable him to
be identified should a cusfomer have any
compliint to make against him, aud heis
not permitted to hand drink tv anyone in
an inebriated state, or to serve a customer
with such a quantity as may be antici-
pated to canse intcxication. The bars are
quite plainly fitted up, without the slight-
est glitter of the gin-palace; they are kept
clean and respectable; no seats of any
kind are provided; no private compart-
ments, nor any conveniences for loitering
on the premiscs.

Mr. Wilson informs us that all places
licensed for t=e sale of spirits niust close
at five o’clock in the afternoon of the
day preceding Sundays and holy fes:ivals,
and remain closed uatil eight o’clock im
the mugning following these sacred days.
Licensed premises may not be opened be-
fore eight o’clock 1n the wmoining, vor
kept open after ten o’clock in tte evening.
He stares that the experia ce gained since
the Act wf the 3-d of May, 1871, w
pasced (which enabSled sacieties to compete
as appheants for licences, and to hold any
number ia the option of the licensing
authority) shows conclusively that the
vice of dinnkenness has received in Nor-
way a staggering blow, and that the con-
samption of ardent spirits is immensely
redaged, whils great financial results have
been attained, t) the benefit of many
deserving insritnricns, charities and ob-
jeets of public utility, which but for the
life thus given tham could not have other-
wize existed,

Oa the pasting of the above Act the
cry of compensation to the publican was
raised. After much discussion, public
opinion decided against the justice of t he
cliim made by the pablicans, and no com-
ponsation  was awarded, but they had
five and a half years’ graca given them to
prepare for the event, s> that the actual
transfer of the licences to the societies did
not take place nntil the first of January,
1877.

The societies lighter the Jorce of the
blow to the publicans by purchasing their
uus>ld stocks of spirits, and by engaging
as bar stewards the more respectable of
the ousted pablicans, many of whom
found themselves in their new posjtions
qnire as well, if not better off than when
they sold spirits on their o#u acconnt.

The salo of wine and beer i3 independent
of the spint licence, but also requires
special permit, obtainable, however, on
mnch easier terms then the former. Mr.
Wilson informs us that the diminntion 1o
the consumption of ardent * spirits has
been acenpanied by an increase in wines
and sles, especially of the la ter, but that
the dimination in the cunsumption of
ardent  spirits wh.ch has followed the
establishment of the controlling socisties
hs not been accompauied by anything
like a corresponding increase in the
amount of wines and ales consumed,
whilst drankenesss has markedly de-
creased.  He says,however,that the wine
and beer shups have proved a great ub-
stacls to the completeness of the societies’
work, and that most of these have oponed
a speciatbfund to  which a portion of the
annual prolits is applied, for the purpose
of buying up the privileges to se'l wines
and ales that are held under Crown grants,
There is little doubt, he adds, that as
soon as the last.existing privileges to sell
wines and ales independently of a licence
from the ‘municipal council ceases to exist
in a Norwegiuu towu the private licencees
of that town are doomed to see all the
municipal council’s licences monopolised
over their heads by the societies. The
public will nevor again permit licences to
be granted to private individuals, inas-
much as they are unable to com-
pete with a society in offering advantages
to the public i return for the privilege of
a licence.

It will be ohserved, eays Mr. Wilson,
referring to the tables i qthe re-
port of the society in Bergen tor<ag,.iling
ardent spirits that the shareholders’
benefit was restr.cted to 3,140L in 13 6-52
years; that the item of 30L is for six
weeks' interest at 5 per cent. per annum
on the capital from the date of the call,
prior to commencing to exercise the
licences on the 18 h of January, 1877;
that the municipal treasury received in
the thirtzen years 25 185l. of excise dury
and 5,120 of ordinary commanal taxes;
and that the public gained 78,965.., that
sum having been earved for the benefit of
53 local institutions, charities and other
ohjects of general  public utility 4§ In
other words the society has earne\i‘sﬂ'evy
year on behalf of the public an average
profit of 127 per cent. on its capital since
it commenced its operiiona. The in-
direct gain to the public from the society's
beneficial work 1sstated to be perfectly
incalculable. The visitor to Bergen who
walks along the mountain road above the
city—the Fjeldvei, asit is called—con-
strucced with funds provided by the
society for] retailing ardent spirits, and
punningly called in consequence the
‘Diam R al,’ cr who takes a walk in the
handsome, well lail-ont Nygaard ' Park,
also chiefly provided out of the profits of
the society, can readily uuderstand what'
an importaut influence such benetits ex-
orcise in ¢levating the taste and improving
the con 'ition of the masses, and w lead-
ing them away from temptations that
existed in the davs of uncontrolled
licensed publicans. When we think, con-
tinnes Mr. Wilson, of the society’s
artisans’ dwellings, of the labourer’s wait-
ing-rooms, of the cotfee houses, sprung
from the society’s works, of its contribu-
tions to museumns of the workmen’s
letures, realing-rooms, thea‘re, etc., be-
sides the host of other bereficent objects,
it is not difficult to understand why it is
that English visitors to Bergen are i
pressed by the well-to do luok of ¢
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Children Cry for
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gary and squahid misery, and th» we'l-
¢ ad and wel! nourished apperance « f tve
meanest member of the comwnn ty.
There is not in Betgen, or in other Nu.-
wegian towns, a tithe of he wretche tness,
squalid misery, poverty .nd drunke ine-s,
which is, alas! to be found in B-itish
towns of similar size. There can be no
qnestion that the difference is duws in no
smull degree to the fact that in Bergen
the eala of ardent spirits isstrictly con-
trolled, whilat in British towns such 13 not
the case. This marked contrast betwean
two nationalities living under very simlar
climatic conditions, and clcsely ailied ny
11y0d, cannot fail to impress the ninds
of all who are intimatety acquainted with
the people and circumstances of both
countries.

M-. Wilson has supplied us in hia in-
teret ng pamphlet with mach food
for thought. [t is for usto consider
whethar we cannot extract from the ficts
he his yiven us something which my be
of benefit to ourselves. Doubyless the

Coughlan,
stevedore, who 'died syddenly on Friday,
19th, while taking dinner, was a very large
one. Deceased was an apparently robust
man and seemed to be in excellent health
when he sat dorwn to dinner, but before the
tims for finishing the meal, he fell from his
chair,dead. The body, for several days, did
not assume all the appearances of death, and
80 strong was the impression with many that
Mr. Coughlan was only ‘‘in a trance,” thit
burial was deferred uatil there was no doubt
about the matter. ;

Another well known stevedore, Mr. Jnh!
O’Keeffe, Senr., died on Sunday, and wa
buried on Tuesday afteraoon at two o'clock,
the remains being followed to the grave by a
large number of citiz:ns of all classes, for
Mr. O'Keeff« was oue of the best known
stevedores of the port, and was highly es-
teemed.

A Terribls Blunder Causis a Man's
Dearh.

On Friday morning last,about three o’clock,
the night crew were at their usual work in
the pulp mill. No. 1 digester was being made
ready for a cook and No 2 was cooking at a
pressure of 70 lbs of steam and under 250
degrees of heat. The cook in No. 2 digester
would not be ready to blow off iato its tank
for about three hours, and amongst the men
who kad been informed of this was Stephen
McDonald, who has worked in the establish-
ment for about two years. He was assisting
the foreman of digesters,” Mr. Francis Denet
at No. 1, and his duaties were altogether con
nected with that dizester. It is necessary,
"of course, to have receptacles in which to
blow off pulp from the digesters as soon as it
is properly cooked,and these are called tanks
After®the contents of digesters: are blown
into them and cooled, men are seut into'them
to remove their contents to what 18 called
the reservoir tank, so as to make room for
the next blow-off. Oa Friday night Gustave
Anderson was engaged in emptying the blow
off tank of No. 2 digester, so as to make
room for the cook which was to be blowan
igto it at about sixlo'dtock in the morning.
He was thus engaged at a quarter to three
o’clock, whils fordman Denet and Stephen
McDonald were making No. 1 dizester rzady
for a cook. There are two va'ves in th:
steam pipe leadiog into the digesters and as
steam condenses between these, it is cus-
tomary, befgre taraing steam ou for a cook,
to open the lower cne first —a duty which
McPonald had, very often attended to be
fore, while he had never been directed or
allowed to toach the blow-off “valve of any
of the digesters, TForeman Denet who was
at the valve of No. 1 on the upper floor,
gave McDonald the usual signal to open the
lower valve. By some unaccountable fital-
ism McDonali went some eighteen fest out
of his way,; and instead of opening a valve of
No.1 which would merely let steam into that
digester, he opened the blow off valve of
No. 2 which sent the supeiheated, acid-
laden dontents of that digester prematurely
int> its tavk where poor Auderson was at
his usnal work, 1nstantly suffocating and
~calding him to death. :

News of the shocking accid=nt soon spread
prejud-ced
statements of the circnmstances under which
it happened were circulat:d. Corover J. S.
Benson “was sent for, bat on questioning
those who were at work at the dig sters at
the time, did not deem an inqnest necessary.
The representatives of the company,however,
as soon as they realised that incorrect
sions of the rai affair were being circalated,
requasted that an inquest be hald, which
was done by Coroner Benson on Friday even-
ing.

The foreman of the digesters 1s the ouly per
son anthor:z:d by me to blow off the digesters
and the assistants know this rale. Ia fact.
they do not understand when the digesters are
ready to blow off. T, as manager,take every
precaution azaiest accilent, and  thisis the
first time one has occurred since the factory
was opened.two and a balf years ago, daring
wliich time it has been running night and doy
with the exception of a short time for repairs.
I have always found the foreman who wason
duty that night to be a very careful and
reliable man. I have had experience in
other pu'p factories and this fac ory is man-
ged on the same principles us any otier [
have seen.
STEPHEN MCDONALD

sworn: My daty is to fill and emoty the
digesters, and I was at that work this morn-
ing. About two o'clock this morning I saw
Anderson. I was on duty all night.
I who opened the valve «f No.2 digester this
morning. Itis not my duty to open the
valve of that or any other dizester. It isthe
duty of the night foreman of digesterstoattend
to that. I did not look at the tank of No, 2.
diges’er before opening the valve. The open
ing of the valve was a mistake of mine. I
have been in the employ of the factory for
two years and this was the first time I ever
touched the valve of that digester, I receiv-
ed no instractions from the foreman of the
digesters to open the valve. Part &f my
duty was to turn the steam valves of the
digester, but in this case I turaed the blow-
off valve by mistake, Befure ccoking, the
stearfbuglve-isTurned on to clean out the
pipes, and I have been attending to this as
part of my particular duties siace last summer.
The steam valve and blowing-off valve are
not mnear - each other. Befure the blow-off
valves of a digéster are opened the man-holes
of the tank are closed. I was not aware that
the man-holes of the tank were open at the
time. Beforethe valve 1s turned it is neces-
sary to see that the man-holes of the tank are
secared. This I did not do. It was No. 1
digester that I intended to turn the valve of,
and received no instructions to teuch No. 2.
As soon as I turned the valve of No. 2 di-
gester I saw something was wrong,as the pulp
gcattered out of the man-holes, 1 ran back
and shot ths digester off, and was told by
Alex. McFa:lane that Gus was in the tank.
Wa tiied to get into it but conll not till we
had cooled it. After it was cool d one of our
men went in but was forced to come out
agsin. After this I weat in my«elf and found
Anderson lying there. He was quite dead,
I can’t say how long it was from the time I
turned the valve till we got the body out.
I mistook a sign given me by the night fore-
man and turned the blow-off valve of No. 2
digester instead of the steam valve «f No. ],
which the foreman intended I should do.
The blow off valve of No. 2 and the steam
valve of No. 1 were ahout eighteen feet apa-t.
It was usual for the foreman to give me signs
when he winted a steam valve opened, bat 1
never had any instruc ions to teuch the
blow-off valve, verb:lly or by s'gns,

“testified:
the pulp factory, ant was on dary fwst mght,
I remember wher MeDondt turnel the
blow-off valve of No. 2 digestt ; it was done
by his own mistake. Before enpking I gave
McDonald the same sign this moraing to
taro on the steam valve of No. 1 digester
as I always did before at this time

2 digester was not ready to be blown off,
and I told Mc¢Donald before that it would
not be ready till 5 or 6 o’clock.

This is the first time that I
ever knew of any one touching the blow-off
valves since I have had charge.
PHILIP GRASSETT
testified: I am night foreman in the pulp
factory. My duty is generally to supervise
the factory and to see that all the men are at
their work. \When the accident occurred 1
was in the digester room. About a quarter
to three this morning I observed steam rising
out «f No. 2 tavk and cried out to the fore-
man of digesters, pointing towards tank No.
2. Heasked : “Where is it coming from?
and did not appear to know the cause of it,
thowiig by that he did not know the digest-
er was blowing off, I immediately went
down stairs and motioned to Stephen Me-
Donald, who was at the blow-off valve of No.
2 digester. While making the motion to
McDonald Alex. McFarlane came to me and
asked me if I had seen Anderson. I said wo.
Then he informed me he was in the tank.
1 tried to get close enough to the tank to
look in. but could not. We used all means to
get the body out. It wag not more than two
mioutes from the time I saw the steam till I
spoke to McDonald. The foreman did not
know the digester was blowing off, and
when 1 told him be asked, ‘Who blew it off?’
or something to that effect. I have been
foreman in the factory for four months, and
have an experience of 25 years in the same
business. I consider the foreman of digesters
of this factory a very caureful man, aud the
precaution taken against accidents here are as
good as any I have ever seen. The foreman of
the dig-rters is the only mau who ie entru-ted
with the cooking and blowing-off. I had
seen the foreman and McDooald several
times that night before the accident.
ALEX, YCFARLANE
Sworn: I am beatér man in the pu'p factory
in night crew, add was on duty last night.
About ten minutes to thres this morning I
wept down from the digester room into the
fater room to see if ‘Aunderson had the tank
ukar fu'l; it wanted four feet of the top. I
walked past No. 2 blow-off tank and went
oversto the machine room tank, a distance of
about 30 feet. I looked into the tavk and
when [ was leaving it I noticed steam coming
out of blow-off tank No. 2. I started to re.
ture the same way as I came, past No. 2
tank, but c)uld not for steam and gas. I
went round by No. 4 over to No. 2 digester
and saw McDonald coming around by the
opposite side of the digester. The blow-off
valve of No. 2 was open at the time. 1 told
McDonald that Anderson was in the
tank. He looked at me as thongh
he dil not understand, and then
went over towards the blow-oft. I
kunew Anderson must be in the tank because
I had sent him there a few minutes before.
I knew he had plenty of time to clean it out,
because the foreman told me it would not be
blown off until the morning. By the time
McDonald got to the blow—ff Mr. Grassett
aad Denet came down stairs. I asked Mr,
Grassett if he had seen Anderson. Ho said
no. [said, ‘He is in the tank! and heard
Denet ask, ‘Who blew-off the digester? [t
was not my duaty t» look after the man in
the tank. Wheo [ saw steam coming
from the tank I did not know the cause;
thought a pipe had burst. McUDonald did
not answer me when I told him Anderson
was in the tank, he seemed daz:d.

The corouer, at the close of the testimony,
did not addre:s the jury, probably thinking
the evidence 80 plain that there could be no
misunderstanding as to the cause of death
or the fict that it was due solely to McDon-
ald’s uunfortunate and unaccountable mis-
take, which no possible care on the
part of any mauagers conld guard. In this,
however, he was mistaken, as the verdict
handed in, in writing—after the jury had
deliberated for about quarter of an hour in
an adjoining room was as follows : —

““That the said Gustave Andersen cime
to his death through the careless manage-
ment of the working of the digesters of the
pulp mill.”

Whether the poor fellow’s death was by
sealding, suffocation, coacussion, drowning
strangulation, the jury «did not seem to
think it their duty te determine, por did
they seem to understand that their verdict
should be in accordance wich the testimouny.
Those 1n charge of the managemens felt
budly eagugh,no doubt,over poor Anderson’s
death and noae koew better than they that
it wan, just as the man solely responsible for
it admitted, viz.—due to that one man’s un-
accountable mistake. McDonald said, “It
was No, 1 digester that 7 inteniled to turn the

valve of and receivel no instructions to
touch No, 2.” Perhaps some of the jurymen
will be prapared to justify the extraordinary
verdict, und exp'ain why they censared men
who wer: shuw1 by the evidence to have
been carsfa’, iastead of careless in their man-
agement.
