The twelve Krupp blast furnaces on 
the Rhine consumed daily 2,400 tons 
of pig iron. In the statistical year 
1895-96 over 1,000,000 tons of coal and 
coke were consumed, or 3,650 tons a 
day were the product of Krupp’s own 
coal mines. The consumption of wa­
ter in the establishment at Essen is 
equal to that of Dresden with its 336,- 
COO inhabitants. It consumes as much 
illuminating gas as the city of Breslau, 
which is a little larger than Dresden. 
Fifty miles of railroad track on tho 
premises and connecting with the rail­
roads outside, 36 locomotives and 1,300 
freight cars,, are a part of the plant.

and interesting bits of history con­
nected with the rise of the Krupps 
that have never appeared in the num­
erous accounts of the great establish­
ment. A more remarkable story of in­
dustrial development was never writ- 
etn. It is the history of an enterprise 
that had the humblest possible begin­
ning and struggled for many years to 
overcome a crowd of difficulties that 
often threatened to stifle it; and it 
tells of the sudden success that came 
like a flood and soon made the name of 
Krupp known everywhere. Here are 
some of the most interesting facts and 
incidents, taken from Dr. Kley’s book, 
that marked the growth, first slow 
and then impetuous, that has marked 
the development of the grupp works.

The grandfather of the present 
Krupp was an iron worker of. Essen 
who saved his money until he had ac­
cumulated a few thousand marks, 
with which he went into business on 
his own account by starting a little 
foundry in 1810. It was not his for­
tune to make much headway, in the 
sixteen laborious years he spent with 
two or three employees in his humble 
building. He made a bare living, but 
managed to keep his small property 
and it was the nucleus from which the 
Krupp works sprang. In 1826 his son 
Alfred became the owner of the es­
tablishment and he tasted all the tri­
bulations his father had known and 
many more, for years and years, be­
fore the tide turned and carried him 
to great prosperity. It was only by 
enormous labor, endurance and pluck, 
thar Alfred Krupp was able at last 
to master the situation. In 1832, six 
years after he had entered upon the 
management of the enterprise, he had 
only nine men in hia employ and this 
was twenty-two years after the works 
had started. He struggled along for 
a quarter of a century

Moreover, following such expansion 
in Europe, expansion oversea could be 
secured by directing the condition first 
against England and then against the 
United States, thus assuring to it at 
the very least possession of Burmah, 
the Congo and Brazil. As will appear, 
the programme is an attractive one, 
though that it could be realized it is 
difficult to believe, in the probability 
that Greet Britain alone could de­
feat the combination at sea and could 
offer Russia all that the latter could 
offer, and in the certainty that under 
the new conditions Germany could not 
retain her pre ent allies.

Wheat-Growing an! Fleer Mills.

It is, no ilonbt, gratifying, even to 
the extreme men and newspapers whose 
parly ardour often carries them far out 
of reasonable bounds, to realise that the 
encouragement by the local government 
of wheat-growing and the establishment 
of first class flour mills in New Bruns­
wick are realizing most satisfactory re­
sults. Under the agricultural policy 
adopted by the government, and which 
was so persistently belittled and con­
demned by the St. John Sun and other 
party papeis, a new departure in 
wlie it-growing was made by the farmers 
of tliv* province last year. Unfortunate­
ly, the «e ither conditions were adverse, 
for owing 11 the large percentage of 
dark days in August and the prevalence 
of rain, the growing wheat smutted and 
the yield was much under the average 
crop. The areas sown, however, were 
considerably greater than in any pre­
vious season, being about 29,000 acres 
for 1898 against 19,000 for 1897, and 
the crop, 410,000 bushels, was a very 
satisfactory result as compared with 
303,000 for the preceding year. From 
the moet reliable data available at the 
present time, there is good reason to 
believe that New Brunswick will, this 
year, produce about 600,000 bushels of 
wheat.

FARM JOURNALTHE POSITION AT LADYSMITH. 

London, Oct. 30.—The position at 
Lidysmith, without btiug alarming, is 
sufficiently dangerous to excite anxiety. 
Evidently the Boers are trying to repeat 
their Dundee tactics. Roughly estimated, 
they have 17,000 men, as against 12,000 
British.

Gen. White has the better artillery, 
but his is of lesser range. The delay in 
the Boer attack is reported to be due to 
the non-arrival of Commandant General 
Joubert’s column. This has given the 
British a much-needed respite after their 
recent exertions.

Everything, it is now considered, hinges 
upon Gen. White’s reaorces and judge 
men*. Nothing is known regarding the 
progrès* of defensive works fur the 
protection of Ladysmith.

The censorship is more active than 
ever. According to the Daily Chronicle’s 
correspondence, “New regulations limit 
the number of words allowed for press 
messages to one-fouith the number 
allowable befere.”

Fanners in the neighborhood of Lady­
smith have left their farms and stock at 
the mercy of the Boers, and are congre­
gated in the town. The two gnna the 
Boers have mounted are powerful weap­
ons. They are the ones used in shelling 
Dundee, and it is a matter of consider­
able surprise how they managed to trans­
port such heavy pieces.

Again it is reported that President 
Kruger, accompanied Gen. Joubert to 
the front in a splendidly fltted travelling 
wagon.

The Standard’s corieipondtnt at Lady­
smith", telegraphing Saturday, sends a 
statement that the Boers have captured 
1,500 mules, a loss that must seriously 1 
inconvenience the British transport.

The attempt of the Boers to cut the 
railway at Pierters was frustrated by 
British cavaliy.

The London S'andaid voices the gener­
al anxiety regarding Sir George Stewait 
White's position by remarking the adapt­
ability and able strategy of the Boers for 
which they had hitherto not been given 
credit. It goes to say :

“Their strategy is so well planned that 
it is impossible to doubt that it is the 
product of some officer trained in the 
best European school of war.”

Then speculating upon the probable 
intension of the Boers and the possibility 
that they have been able to bring up 
reserve batteries from the Transvaal 
without the knowledge of the British 
spies, the Standard says : “It is not 
impopsible that we may hear of Sir 
George White retiring southward, where 
he could flght at greater advantage,”

A BATTLE AT MAFEKING.
Cape? Town, Oct. 29.—The following 

despatch, dated Oct. 23, hae been received 
from Mafeking ;

“The enemy began a bombardment of 
Mafeking at 7.40 a. m. to-day, at a 
range of two miles and a half, their 
battery of thiee Krupp guns throwing 
seven pound, nine pound and twelve 
pound explosive shells.

“At the outset the Bring was erratic, 
but ultimately the Boers got the range 
and sent a number of shells into the town. 
Comparatively little damage was done, 
a convent which had been converted into 
a hospital, being the phief $u$erer. This 
building was struck three times.

“Apparently the Beer amunition was 
inferior. No casualties were sustained 
by the Brit:eh and only one sliot wa$ 
returned. ¥hig, however, was so well 
directed a* to disable one of the enemy’s 
gans.

“After three hours the Boers sent an 
envoy to aek the town to prepare for 
surrender. Col-Baden Powell, the Brit- 
ish commander, replied in the negative.

A representative o? the Advance 
had occasion to discuss the subject of 
wheat-growing in the province a day or 
two ago with Mr. T. A. Peters, deputy 
commissioner for agriculture, and from 
statements made by that gentleman it 
was not difficult to understand why 
the industry is making such progress 
among out farmers. A few years ago 
we had no modern mills, and it was 
then thought that the wheat we raised 
was of an inferior kind compared with 
that of Ontario. The government’s 
plan of giving bonuses to encourage the 
establishing of modern flour mills, 
which was adopted in connection with 
its policy for the encouragement of 
wheat-growing, has resulted in the 
erection of seven such mills, which are 
already running iu the province ; while 
it is expected that there will be three 
more by December next. Two of these 
mills are in the County of Northum­
berland, one just completed at French 
Fort Cove, between Chatham and New. 
castle, by Mr. C. E Fish, which has a 
capacity of fifty bartels of flour a day, 
and the other at Boiestown, by the 
We. Richatds Company, having a 
capacity of thirty-five barrels a day. 

Experts fiom Toronto, who have ex­
it» aminetl large sample lots of New 

Brunswick wheat and seen it put 
through the modem mills we now 
have, pronounce it equal for flour- 
making purposes to the beat Ontario 
Spring wheat, of which the highest 
grades of the family flours imported 
into New Brunswick from the West 
are made. Aa a matter of fact, the 
flour now being ground on the banks 
of the Miramichi, both at the Fish and 
the Richards mills, from Northumber­
land wheat, makes as white and as fine 
a bread as the best Ontario flour. Not 
only so, but it has the quality of not 
getting dry so quickly as bread made 
from Western flour.

What we say of Northumberland flour 
applies also to that ground in the roller 
mills in other parts of the province, 
and it is, therefore, in the line of duty 
for every New Brunswicker to do ill 
he can to encourage the wheat indus­
try amongst onr farmers. The raising

ourselves grown the raw material for 
nearly half a million of 4°}1&гз’ worth 
of flour, and that we shall be able to 
keep that much money from going out 
ot the province to western millers. It 
is true that we have pot enough mod­
ern mills yet to grind all this grain, 
but our many old-fashioned grist mills 
are able to handle what the modern 
mills cannot, so the flour will be made 
and the money it would cost if impoited 
be retained in the province and find 
distribution through channels nearer 
home. Meantime, more of the modern 
mills will be built under the fostering 
policy of the government, and thus the 
facilities for flour-making will keep 
pace with wheat-production. We can­
not have too much of such enterprise, 
for we are sending millions of dollars 
out of New Brunswick every year for 
flour, which we can, no doubt, produce 
at home if our people only apply them­
selves intelligently to the problem.

Insurance took 
effect at the starting of the contingent 
from Quebec and will be paid on all 
parties who die from any cause. There 
is no pyrotechnics about this kind of in­
surance.

A meeting of the New Brunswick Petrol­
eum Co. Limited, was held at the Bruns­
wick Hotel, Moncton, on Wednesday 
of last week, at which about fifteen of the 
stockholders were present. The meeting 
was held for organization purposes and 
officers were elected as follows:—

The funeral of Hon. Peter Mitshell, who 
died at the Windsor Hotel, Montreal, on 
Tuesday night, 24th inst., as stated 
in lest week’s Advance, look plaça last 
Sunday afternoon from the residence of his 
brother, ex-sheriff James Mitchell, New­
castle. Although rain had fallen quite 
steadily all day, a large crowd of people 
gathered at and in the vicinity of the house 
as the hour of the funeral—three o’clock— 
approached, many of them from the sur­
rounding districts and including some of the 
oldest residents, to whom Mr. Mitchell was 
best known. A large number took a last 
look at the familiar featuees of the deceased, 
which appeared very natural and well-pre­
served. A funeral service was conducted at 
the house by Rev. Wm. Aitken of St.James’ 
Presbyterian church, assisted by Rev. Wm. 
Murray, after which the remains,which were 
enclosed iu a beautiful rosewood casket,were 
borne to the heane. The pall bearers were 
Messrs. J. C. Miller, F. E. Winslow, Judge 
Wilkinson, D. Ferguson, R. R. Call and 
S. Thomson.

Some time was lost awaiting the arrival of 
the Town Council of Chatham and the Chat­
ham Citizens’ Band, which for some unex­
plained reason delayed leaving Chatham by 
the steamer Nelson for nearly twenty-five 
minutes after the appointed time—two 
o’clock.

The funeral procession was under the di­
rection of Major R. B. Maltby and was led 
by the Orange and C. M. B. A. bands of 
Newcastle, the members of Newcastle and 
Chatham Town Councils and the Citizens’ 
Band of Chatham, which took its place soon 
after the cortege moved off for the place of 
interment, a great number of citizens of all 
classes following. The Orange Baud led off 
with the funeral march "Flee as a Bird” 
composed of that air, “Nearer My God to 
Thee” and Pleyel’s Hymn. Then the 
C. M. B. A. band played a few bars of the 
Dead March in Saul which was continued 
by the Chatham Town band until the grave 
was reached. As the funeral procession 
proceeded the bells of St. James' Presbyter­
ian and St. Mary’s Roman Catholic churches 
were tolled. A longer or more compact 
funeral procession is seldom seen on the 
Miramichi. The line of march was down 
the long stretch of hill from Mr. James 
Mitchell’s, around the public square and up 
to the churchyard. All who were present 
did not, however, get into it, but those who 
did not went by the shorter route to the 
place of interment Here, after the casket 
was placed in the grave, which was beside 
that of the parents of deceased, the Orange 
band played "Nearer My God to Thee,” 
prayer was said by Rev. Wm. Aitken and 
the interment was concluded.

The floral tributes were profuse. Mr.T.D. 
Adams seat a very handsome one to deck the 
casket at Montreal, as did also Mrs. Geo. E. 
Livingston of that city. A broken column 
was sent by the Mayor and aldermen of 
Newcastle. Dr. Baxter, in behalf of the 
Miramichi Natural History Society, and a 
number of Liberal friends and admirers also 
sent wreathe.

Amongst the mourners at the funeral was 
Mr. John Hardie,of the Marine Department, 
Ottawa, brother-in-law of deceased, who 
hastened to Montreal immediately on hear­
ing the news of Mr. Mitchell’s death. He 
was subsequently instructed to accompany 
the remains to Miramichi as the depart­
ment’s representative.

Mr. Geo. Watt, nephew of deceased, who 
went from Chatham to Montreal to bring 
the body here, says that after Mr. Mitchell’s 
death he received a letter which the latter 
wrote to him on the afternoon of the day he 
died, and in which ha referred as uenal to 
being in good health. He was in the hotel 
corridor and office shout 5 p.m. that after­
noon and again in the evening, retiring about 
10 p.m. On Wednesday forenoon the 
chambermaid found that his boots were out­
side of his room door, not having been 
taken in, as usual, and notified the office. 
When the room was entered the body was 
found on the floor between the bed and 
dressing table, partially disrobed. He had 
broken a cuspidor in his fall, death being, 
no doubt, due to appoplexy.

SEASONABLE SUGGESTIONS.

During the next few weeks there is 
a good deal of work of a miscellan­
eous character to be done on the farm. 
They were wise, our forefathers, who 
originated the homely sv.ying that “a 
stitch in time saves nine,” and this of 
all seasons, is the time when many of 
those stitches should be taken by the 
farmer. It is stated by good author­
ity that fifty per cent, of the agricul­
tural implements used in Canada- 
wagons, sleds, mowing machines, 
ploughs, etc.—are destroyed by expos­
ure to the elements—that the farmers 
lose millions of dollars annually by 
their neglect to house those imple­
ments when not in use. A little 
thoughtfulness, a few hours’ work now 
and then, and especially in the fall, 
would reduce this loss t>y at least nine­
ty per cent. Let every farmer gather 
together all the tools for which he 
will have no further use Until next 
spring and store them away under 
cover, just wnere he can place his hand 
upon them when wanted. If there 
is a leak in the roof of the barn, a 
board in the covering hanging by 
a nail, a window broken, a door or 
gate with a dislocated hinge, a de­
fective plank in the floor of the 
stable, any uncertainty about the 
water supply, see that the needed 
repairs are made at once ; nothing 
can be gained by delay, and it may 
be the occasion of much loss. The 
piggery should oe seen to and the 
poultry house, and it sheep are kepi, 
comfortable quarters should be provid­
ed for them in the basement' ol the 
barn, if the barn has a basement; if 
not, a warm shed should be provided, 
not an open shed, but one with a .win­
dow and a door that, can be closed 
every nigbt. All kinds of rubbish 
should be gathered up, not only about 
the house and barns, but in the fence 
corners and open fields, and burned, 
and an estimate of the number of 
fence rails that will be required in the 
spring should be made, so that they 
may be cut and hauled during lhe 
winter. Of course the winter’s fuel 
is prepared and housed, but the sup­
ply for another year is to be chop­
ped down so that when wanted it will 
be properly seasoned. There are 
some ditches to be dug, some drain 
pipes to be laid, some ploughing to be 
done dur.ng the next thirty days; 
there are boulders to dig out of the 
meadow and some brush to uproot ; 
may be there are some fences and cul­
verts to build ; let all these things be 
attended to before the frost gets into 
the ground and the snow begins to 
fly. See to it that in the spring all 
the farm buildings, the fences, the 
fields, look better and are better 
than ever before. The farm should 
increase in productiveness and at­
tractiveness every year. When one 
drives by he should be impelled to say, 
“A gentleman, and no hayseed, lives 
there.” XVe see such farms in every 
parish in the province, and the time 
is coming when we shall see no others. 
It is not by working day and night, 
by making a slave of himself that the 
farmer becomes “comfortable,” but by 
doing his work just when it should be 
done and just as it ought to be done. 
The farmer who do^s t h:s banishes dis­
content from his household and pov­
erty from his door. His wife is proud 
to be a farmer’s wife and his sons'and 
daughters regard with pity the city 
laborer, and with scorn, the measur­
ers of tape and molasses. We reiter­
ate, there is considerable work to be 
done on the farm during the next 
few weeks. Let it be done and, done 
thoroughly and no ghosts will haunt 
the winter fife side, and in the spring 
there will be no plough to dig out of 
a snow drift, no shovel or crowbar to 
hunt for in a ditch, nothing to divert 
the farmer from the proper employ­
ments of the season.

DESCRITPION OF THE MONSTER.
This baby sea serpent, although only 

eight feet long and ten inches through 
the thickest part of its snake body, 
possessed enormous strength, and in 
fighting used its two sets of teeth, its 
flippers as claws, and its muscular 
body snake fashion.

The snake had a gray mottled body, 
almost round, and had a mane com­
posed of a hairy substance, which will 
stretch out over eight inches. The 
body is some inches over seven feet 
long. It has two flippers near the 
head, which look like reversed claws 
more than a fish’s fins.

The head of the creature is the most 
remarkable part, it has an enormous 
jaw, and a long tongue, which when 
the animal was alive, was constantly 
darting in and out like the forks of 
a venomous snake. It is asserted that 
this tongue contains poison, 
tongue is pointed, but not forked.

The creature had a large, clear eye, 
much like the eyes of a fur seal, but 
black and vicious looking. The jaw is 
heavy and of great strength, and en­
closes two sets of teeth. The front set 
are pointed much like cats’ teeth and 
are strong set in the mouth- 
top set, five in number, protrude, and 
when the jaw is closed lap into the 
lower set, which retreat from the 
mouth.

The British Systen for Celling Them 
Quickly—©mnlbe* Horses \« II .0.

The item of intelligence published in 
the daily press a lew days since, which 
had its derivation obviously from a 
United States source, to the effect that 
a thousand London omnibus horses had 
been drafted by the British Govern­
ment and were already doing duty at 
Aldershot, should be taken with some­
thing more than the proverbial grain 
of salt—say, a ton of that condiment. 
To anyone who knows London and has 
seen the omnibus horses of the metro­
polis, and who has also seen British 
cavalry and artillery, the notion of 
omnibus horses being employed for 
militarv purposes is decidedly funny. 
In truth the matter is more the other 
way about, a large number of omni­
bus horses consisting of “casters,” 
namely, animals who have done duty 
in the cavalry, artillery and army ser­
vice corpw have been condemned by the 
veterinary authorities as being un­
fit for further military service. The 
government standard of qualification 
for an army horse, whether for sad­
dle or draught purposes, is a high one, 
and it is hardly likely that horses 
weakened by t he body-dest roying 
check and pull of omnibus hauling 
would be chosen for military work.

Did the government find it impera­
tive to obtain a number of horses fit 
for service more quickly than the Re­
mount Establishment could furn­
ish them through the ordinary 
channels it has no fewer than some 
80,000 fine animals in the United King­
dom alone, to pick from. These horses 
are the property of private owners, 
who, in return for a small sum per an­
num, paid as long as the horse is fit 
for service, have agreed to sell the 
horses immediately when required by 
the government, at the time the horse 
is placed upon the list.

If importance is to be attached to a 
recent letter from Paris, the French 
Government is considering the advis­
ability of discontinuing the use of the 
guillotine for the execution of crim­
inals and the adoption in its stead of 
a method in which needles charged 
with high-tension currents are shot in­
to the brain, causing instant death. 
According to the accounts given, the 
head of the criminal, as he sits firm­
ly strapped in the execution chair, is 
to be enclosed in a helmet similar to 
that of a diver. Opposite to the 
temples of the wearer are two holes, 
through which the needles, duly con­
nected with the source of electric cur­
rent employed, pass. As the execu­
tioner touches a button, and so turns 
on the current, the two needles leap 
from their sockets and are forced 
through the temples into the brain of 
the criminal. XX’ith them they carry 
powerful alternating currents, which 
rupture and destroy the brain cells 
with such rapidity that one convul­
sive. movement of the victim is the 
only sign that life is extinct. XX'heth- 
er such a mode of execution, if seri­
ously proposed, is more merciful than 
the electrical methods adopted in this 
country will be doubted by. many.
