A small patoh of quack grass or Can-
ada thistles can be more easily killed by
mulching than in any other way. Bury
the young pilants heavily with straw,
bending them down so as to make s
long, spindliog growth near the ground.
It any come through the straw covering
do not out them oft or pull up the stalks
but bend down and cover deeper. If
this is done faithfully for one summer
the roots €ill be completely smothered
by fall, t is muoh easier and cheaper
to destroy s small patoh in this way than
by cultivatiog them, which only breaks
up the roots snd causes each piece to-
grow with & pew vigor. In fact, even
where oultivation has boen tried as &
ramsdy. we havealways found the best
sucoess by covering each green shoot
with molst soil ax soon as it appears
above the surface.
