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Canadians Behaved Like Reg-
ulars in Charge on Germany
—Twenty-three of Thirty-
one Officers of a Battalion
Killed,

London, April 29—Lieut. Col. Buell
of Brockville, Ont.,, is in the hospital
at South Kensington suffering from
shrapnel which almost shattered his
shoulder blade, where a bullet is still
embedded. He is making fair prog-
ress towards recovery.

Col. Buell was wounded on Friday,
while leading a reserve battalion of
Canadians into action to cover the ex-
posed flank of two Canadian battalions
who were in the trenches. Col. Buell
today in describing the scene, sald
the noise was earsplitting. With the
German artillery showing remarkable
precision pounding not only the Ca-
nadian front but also enfilading. In
order to minimize the losses Col. Bu-
ell advanced his battalion by short
rushes. His men he said behaved like
regular troops whose steadiness could
not be excelled by veberans. There
was no faltering among them  when
they were ordered to advance, though
all knew this meant almost immedi-
ate casualties. =

Col. Buell was wounded while he
lay on the ground using his glasses
between two of the short rushes. He
felt & heavy blow on his shoulder, evi-
dently the spemt fragment of a shell.
Soon afterwards in attempting to
cross a ditch, he fell fainting from
the loss of blood. Col. Birchell who
took command when Col. Buell was
wounded and commanded the charge
was killed.

Lofidon, April 20.—With the battle
in Flanders seemingly at an end, ex-
vept for the attacks which the Allies
are making to recover the rest of the
ground which they lost last week, the
interest of the public has turned to
the Dardanelles, where French and
British forces have been landed and,
with the co-operation of the fleet are
making attempts to force the Straits
and open the way to Constantinople.

How far these operations have pro-
gressed only those on the spot and the
highest authorities at home know. The
British have landed at three polats on
the Gallipoll Peninsula. Other British
troops are threatening the Bulair line
of forts and the French are looking
after the Turks on the Asiatic side of
the Straits,

The Turks report that all the land-
ing parties have been repulsed, but the
British reports, whieh ‘are very brief,
content themselves with the state-
ment that progress is being made and
ignore entirely the Turkish claims to
victories,

Allong the western front in France
there is muoch activity but no big bat-
tle is in progress, although there are
reports that the British have begun an
offensive in the neighborhood of Ar-
menters.

The Germans apparently do not coa-
template a movement in force on the

Heavy fighting continues in the Cam
pathians for Uzsok Pass and in the
direction of Stry, where the Austrians
are threatening the Russians’ com-
municaticns.

London, April 29.—(Gasette Cable)
—The story of how the tenth and six-
teenth, western battalions in a mid-
night charge, re-took four Canadian
guns which had fallen into the hands
of the Germans and captured prisoners
was told in London today by some of
the wounded men.

Captain G. E. McCuaig, of Montreal,
adjutant of the Thirteenth Battalion,
Fifth Royal Highlanders, who was
wounded on Thursday, and is now in
a West End nursing home, said:

“The first thing we saw, about hailf-
past four on Thursday afternoon were
clouds of poisonous gas havering over
the trenches held by French troops on
our left. At the same time there was
a heavy roar of artillery at the French
front. Half an hour later the French
were retiring through the village of
St. Julien. These troops were mostly
Algerians. The Germans advanced
about half a mile and started to en-
trench themselves about 9 o'aclock.

“At midnight the two western bat-
talions, the tenth and the sixteenth,
formed up a rear, received orders to
charge. For more than two hundred
yards they were exposed to a heavy
riffe fire and several machine guns, but
they kept right on until they reached
the German trenches, Here the- wes-
terners re-took the guns and also cap-
tured some prisoners, who surrendered
when about to be bayoneted.

Captain McCualg while at headquar-
ters was wounded by shrapnel but his
injuries are not serious.

Lieut. G. N. Ainslee, of the 16th
Battalion, who was wounded in the
charge described by Captain MoCuaig,
said he was in Ypres when the shell-
ing started on the afternoon of the
22nd, and on returning found his bat-
talion ready to go forward. As they
marched through St. Julien, the vil-
lagers cheered the Canadians and
wished them luck. The roads were
strewn with dead thorses, and heavy
firing could be heard. The order to
the 16th was to clear the Germans
from a wood near St. Julien before
daylight. No Germans were visible,
but as the Canadians emerged from a
dip a terrible hail of bullets greeted
them. Men dropped all round, and
the front line seemed to melt away.
Lieut. Ainslee was in the second line,
which dashed on under a bright moon-
light that made the bayonets glitter.
When the westerners reached the edge
of the wood the Germans who ware
there threw down their arms and sur
rendered.

one. Trenches! It is there they are,
then, and we will not obtain the farm
without a struggle. But at least we
will be fighting in the open'and the
certainty gives us joy. Two Taubes
pass over our heads and down flutters

centimetre guns hurls six great shells

GERMANY'S ABSURD NOTIONS

If Dr. Dernburg speaks for the Ger-
man government when he outlines the
plans of peace which would be accept-
able to the Kaiser and his advisers,
he shows Berlin to be more asinine
than had been suspected. The Dern-
burg terms give to Germany all she
could have hoped to gain by commen-
cing the war and, if accepted, she
would have no excuse for continuing
the conflict.

According to Dernburg, Germany
makes four demands, namely: terri-
torial expamsion, free seas, neutral-
ized chaunels, and free cable commu-
nication, and he states if the Allies
are prepared to agree to these Ger
many will withdraw her armies from
Belgium and France, and, possibly,
consent to pay an indemnity to Bel-
gium for the damage done. In mak-
ing this interesting announcement Dr:
Dernburg is quoted as saying “It rests
with England to say whether we shall
evacuate Belgium.”

The German demands are too ab-
surd to be taken seriously, for, even
if they should be officially presented,
there is no chance they would be con-
sidered. The first demand, for terri-
torial expansion, really represents the
realization of the German dream of
the past quarter century,—‘colonies.”
It is not at all clear where she ex-
pects to get them for Dernburg him-
gelf admits that expansion in Europe
is out of the question. The new world
offers no solution of the problem, for
the United States, by the Monroe doc-
trine, could not permit any European
nation to acquire territory on the
American continent. Possibly, Ger-
many imagines she would be permit-
ted to colonize by force, Persia, or
parts of Arabia or even Africa, and
her representative impertinently sug-
gests that Britain should stand quiet-
ly aside while the Germans carve out
an empire. Such an idea is too foolish
for thought.

“Free seas,” as the second demand
is termed, Is even mor~ absurd than
the first. If it means anything it as-
suredly ig that Great Britain shall
agree to reduce her navy to the point
where Germany will have its equal.
In other words, Britannia’s rule of the
waves is to be ended for ever, and
while this going on Germany will con-
tinue to build up another colossal
army so that imn time, with no British
navy to worry about, she can chal-
lenge the Empire with a chance of
The reduction of the British
navy is also aimed at in the next de-
mand, “neutralized channels.”” Brit-
sea power controls the trade
the world, as Germany
has learned to her cost and the same
is true of the world’s cables, which,
while not the property of the British
government, are owned largely by
British subjects and, consequently, at
Britain’s disposal in war time.

Dernburg, speaking presumably for
his government, asks that Britain
shall surrender every power which
will tend to German defeat and give
Germany a chance to have another
war under more advantageous condi-
tions. If the Kaiser's forces were suc-
cessful, or had any prospect of suc
cess, if Britain and the powers allied
with her had already been beaten to
their knees and unable to continue,
such demands might be considered as
the price of peace. But the Allies are
not beaten nor will they be. Germany
{s losing ground daily. Just now the
attention of the greater part of the
world is riveted on the best means of
successfully waging war. When it
comes time to talk peace the terms
will be dictated by the victors and
Berlin's t will be subordi d

German and Austrian newspapers,
during the past two months, bave
through their columns, waged a bitter
campaign against Italy and the Ital
ians. They hiave published letters
from Germans residing in Rome and
other Italian cities to ithe effect that
every known Gemman or Ausirian was
a subject of suspicion and surveil-
lance. A more definite indication of
the conditions there may be gathered
from the columms of the Munchener
Neueste Nachrichten which, dealing
with the Itallan attitude, says:

“The fact is an incomprehensible
one that, however things may g0,
whether we win or lose a battle,
the antipathy to everything Ger-
man steadily grows on every hand.

“In Milan a Spanish tenor was
knocked down because he express-
ed his sympathy for Germany. In
many of the best cafes, when you
are about to sit down to enjoy
your hock, the walter presents
you with a little note in which
you are politely requested to leave,
as you are a Genman, or a spy, or
a barbarian, which to Italians now
appear synonymous terms.

“On deorposts and walls you find
pasted printed notices containing
the words: ‘eep an eye on the
Germans! Seventy thousand of
them, a regular army, reside in
Italy, forty thousand of whom are
distributed all over Lombardy.
Italians, take care, look sharp after
the Germans!’"

The attitude of Italy today empha-
sizes another German error.
the outbreak of

Prior to
war it was believed
that Italy would take up arms with
her associates of the Triple Alliance.
Her support was counted on by both
Germany and Austria, and their cha-
grin at her failure to respond was
very great. Germany has neither for
gotten nor forgiven and any overtures
for the purpose of keeping Italy neu-
itral would be but temporarily binding.
If Germany and Austria should win
this war there is no doubt they would
settle with Italy later. Consequently,
if the "“boot-leg” nation hopes to bene-
fit from the confliot, the only avenue
open to her is a direct alliance with
the powers arrayed against the Kaiser,
Russia has already served unmistak-
able notification that only those who
participate will partake of the fruits
of the wvictory, so if Italy desires to
round out her Adriatic possessions by
the acquisition of Austrian territory,
she must earn everything she gets. Be-
yond question it is all to Italy's inter-
est to enter the war as the ally of
Britain, France and Russia. The fact
that she has not already done so has
furnished one of the sunprises of the
situation.

INLAND  FISHERIES
OF NEW BRUNSWICK
AN IMPORTANT ASSET

New Brunswick has in 1ts inland
fisheries quite an important assat,
Last year the provincial government
received from “angling licences and
fishing leases the sum of $21,000,
though the mumber of non-resident
fishermen coming to the province
was considerably below the average.
The splendid salmon and trout fishing
which may be had in almost all parts
of the province attracks a large num-
ber of sportsmem every normal sea-
son, who leave a lot of money among
the people. Them the native popula-
tion catch large guantities of fish on
the inland waters for home consump-
tion or for sale.

The fish caught in the inland waters
are salmon, trout, whitefish, bass,
pickerel, sturgeon eels perch maskin-
nonge shad, catfish, greyling, bull

The value of the
fish caught in the counties of Kings,
Queens, Sunbury, York, Carleton, Vic-
toria and Madawaska is estimated at
between $40,000 and $50,000 a year.
This does not include the fish caught
on the Lower Miramichi, the Resti-
gouche, Richibucto and other import-
ant rivers of the North Shore. Smelts
taken mostly in the rivers of the North
Shore, sometimes reach a value of
nearly  $800,000, while the salmon
catch on the North Shore, mostly walk-
en in the rivers, runs to $180,000 or
more a season. In the purely inland
fisheries of the counties mentioned
above about 1,000 fishermen are em-
ployed, and the value of their boats,
fishing gear, fish houses and lodges
is over $100,000.—Canadian Fisher-

) with it, for they geemed to think there
was something in'it for which no one
would want to be responsible, some-
thing for which no reason could be
glven. The St. John Globe was re-
cently betrayed into sayiry that he
knew nothing about the Foreshores
Bill. That statement was not correct,
for he did know semething about it.
The matter had recelved so much no-
toriety through the activities of some
St. John papers that he thought it
wag about time the bubble was prick-
ed. He might say the bill was intro-
duced by the gentleman, who until a
few months ago was premier of this
province, and he introduced it for per-
fectly pure, honest and laudable pur-
pose, and there was neither graft nor
robbery or dishonesty of any sort con-
nected with it. His honorable friend
from St. John (Mr. Tilley) was one
of the party who went with Mr. Flem-
ming and others to view the property
that was sought to be affected. The
origim of the bill was an application
by & company which desired to take
gravel by means of & heisting appar-
atus from a spot near the Negro Point
breskwater, a spot which is absolute-
ly and entirely crown land. This com-
pany wanted about an acre of fore-
shore simply for protection of their
hoisting apparatus from being under-
mined by persons who were taking
away foreshores by means of scows,
That was absolutely all that was in-
tended. At the time of the Dugal
enquiry he had be asked by
counsel for prosecution if he did
not dictate this bill to Miss Kirke,
and he said, “No.” Then in that
malicious, insinuating manner,
which was one of Mr. Carvell's
leading characteristics, he was
asked If he did not dictate some
part of it. The question was not
asked with any desire to obtain
information, but wag merely -an
attempt to Injuré him in public
life. Mr. Carvell knew perfectly
well that he dare net make any
charge in definite language, so he
fell back upon the dafger of in-
sinuation. When he was asked if
he had not dictated part of it, he
refused to answer the question be-
cause he did not propose to be di-
verted from making it manifest
that Mr. Carvell's political friends
had offered to withdraw all of the
Dugal charges if the Conservative
party would have paid them the
$10,000 they were so anxious to
get hold of.

It had been stated in the House
that he alone appointed supervisors
{rom his own friends. He did nothing
of the kind. Supervisors were appoint-
ed on the nomination of the members
of the oounties in which they were
employed. With regard to what had
been said about the secretary of«the
board, he wished to say that the sec-
retary varried on the work of the de-
partment in a perfectly proper manner
and if the secretary could not patch
up quarrels of the members of York it
was no fault of his (Morrissy and they
must patch them up themselves. He
did not want any charges made against
officials of his department in places
where these officials could not answer
for themselves, A commissioner had
been inted to dnvestigate any
charges or complaints that any mem-
ber of the House or other person had
to make either against himself or any
of his officlals, and if anyone had any-
thing to say let them come forward in
an open and honest manner and say it,
and not go sneaking in every hole and
corner in fhe county whispering little
bits of gossip that they were sclfed
might be overheard. No man could
find a single cent of the funds of the
Public Work’s Department misapplied.
He was there to defend himself and
his department, and if any member
had anything to say with regard either
to' him or his department or any of
his officials that he did not like to
come and say before the commissioner,
let him say it before some independent
person, and then he will get all that’s
coming to him that tne law will allow.
These men who were going about the
country slandering him and his offic-
jals were a mean and contemptible
crowd who had not the courage to
come out in the open and say what
they had to say like honest men would,
If they had any complaints to make let
them come and lay their charges. An
honorable member opposite the other
day had got up in his place in the
House and insinuated that he (Mor-
rissy) got a rake off on the purchase
of furniture, and what not. He did not
say so in so many worids, but he want-
ed to infer that. He wanted the House
to know that he had never had to steal
one five cents in his life. He had been
alile to get along hitherto by making
his money honestly. He did not take
money from the province which he was
not entitled to, and he did mot intend
to allow anyone else to do so, if he
could prevent it. Stories were going
around that he had been getting a
rake off on bridge repairing and re-
painting. JI.et the man who said he
was doing this come forward and tell
ithe commissioner so, and then he
would know how to meet them, but
they were too cowardly to come to the
door which was now open to them,

Mr. Carter said he would have to
urge that the amendment be not ap-
plicable to Victoria county. He did
not want to have this taken as an ex-
pression of any want of confidence in
the minister, but he felt that there was
ample protection for property owners
and that supervisors would be capable
of handling any situation which would
arise,

Hon. Mr. Baxter said that he

thought in view of what had been
said the government would be justi-
fied in withdrawing the amendment,
and he proposed to do so. The stale-
ments which had been made by hoa-
orable gentlemen who had spoken
showed that there was not any de-
mand for such an amendment, and it
also showed that gentlemen who had
been protesting against the provision
of the bill stood alone, as only people
who did not think ample protection
was provided for property owners.
What had been said would also show
the public that the government was
not so petty, and the board of works
was not so mismanaged as to want to
steal any gravel which the public serv-
jces of county were not entitled to
and did not require.
Mr. Tilley asked if the Attorney-
General would state why the amend-
ment was being withdrawn. He would
move that the amendment stand, but
that it only appeal to St. John.

Some honorable member—*“The
Highway Act does not apply to the
City of St. John, and therefore this
amendment could not.”

Mr. Tilley said that he meant the
County of St. John. It had been
stated by the honorable Attorney-Gen-
eral that this section of the bill was
drawn to meet conditions and require-
ments in the Parish of Lancaster.
He would be willing to have author-
ity in the matter to rest with the
Minister of Public Works.

Hon. Mr. Baxter said that it was

Give Married Women Vote
In Civic Elections.

The House went into. committee
with Mr. Humphrey in the chair and
agreed to the bill respecting civic
elections in the City of 8t. Johm,
which, it was explained, was to give
married women owning property :he
same right to vote in civic elections
which unmarried women now enjoyed.

The House went into committee
with Mr. Young in the chair, and
agreed to bills to make provision for
defraying the cost of civil government
improvements in roads and bridges
and other public services. These, it
was explained were the usual formal
suppiy bills.

The Game-Act.

Hon. Mr. Clarke when bill to amend
the Gamae Act was taken up, said that
it was not the intention to make any
radical changes in the policy of the
game act. Amendments were moved hy
him to make it illegal to kill any deer
on the Island of Campobello before
September 15th, 1919, and also extend-
ing the period for prohibition of kil
ling of beaver until the year 1917 and
offering for sale of partridges until
1917,

Mr. Slipp asked if honorable premier
as Minister of Lands and Mines had
given any consideration to claims for
reimbursement of farmers whose crops
had suffered by ravages of deer and
other big game.

Hon, Mr. Clarke said that personal-
ly he had given little if any considera-
tion to any such claims, Since he
had been in charge of the departmert
several complaints in that regard had
been received, and claims for damages
had been made and these had been
placed before the government. The
executive council, however, had found
that they could take no responsibility
for any alleged damage which was
done by game in this connection, and
he had been informed that if there
was a little extra precaution taken
on the part of farmers they would be
able themselves to remove a good deal
of trouble. However, if honorable
member for Queens wished to have
the matter further taken up he would
be very glad to give it his most careful
consideration during recess.

Dr. Moorehouse said he would like
to ask, however, if it would not be a
good move to have printed for public
information short synopsis of the game
law so that it would be easily under-
standable, as to read over the entire
act only mystified the average men.

Hon. Mr. Clarke said he would take
up the suggestion of honorable mem-
ber for York with the deputy minister

International Railway.

Hon. Mr. Clarke when the bill re-
lating to the International Railway
was taken up, said that his bill gave
the company authority to dispose of
this railway to His Majesty the Kiaz.
Honorable gentlemen were all aware,
no doubt, that an arrangement had
been made for the Dominion govern-
ment to take over the railway, in fact
the road was now leased to and operat-
ed by the government as part of the
Intercolonial Railway, the lease pro-
viding that the government could pur-
chase the road within five years.

Mr. Tilley asked if the International
Raillway had not been granted provin-
cial subsidies, and if so, if there was
not a provision for government to
have a lien on the railway to the
amount of such subsidies. If th:re
was any opportunity for the provin:e
to get out any monies which it had
put into the road, this should be don2
at this time.

Mr. Young, chairman of the com-
mittee, then read the provision of the
bill, which stated that sales shoull
be subjectet to any existing mortz-
ages.

Mr. Stewart, Northumberland, said
that he believed the House would be
unanimous in supporting the selliag
of the railway, and any other railway
in which the province had an interest,
and might get back some of the money
which it had put into them. He would
be glad if the St. John Valley could
be added.

Hon. Mr. Clarke said that he woald
be glad to place any offer which hon-
orable member would make for the
railway before the government.

The bill was agreed to.

Mr. Dugal asked when papers in
connection with the report of the Roy-
al Commission in the charges which
he had made regarding timber lands
and St. John Valley Railway construc-
tion would be brought in.

Hon. Mr. Clarke said that papers
unfortunately had been somewhat de-
layed, but he would keep his prom-
ise that he had made to the honorable
member and would bring them down
before prorogation.

The House went into committae
with Mr. Young in the chair, and took
up consideration of the bill to make
further provision for the permanent
bridges and works of a permancont
character.

er permanent works without first ob-
taining authority of the legislatura
was not in keeping with the spirit of
the government by and through iLe
legislative body.

There should either be an arrange
ment by which the government could
be told to go ahead and take all mon-
ey they required for various depart-
ments or else have a detailed state-
ment of total expenditures placed be-
fore the house before being expended.

Doing What Grits Should Have Done.

Hon. Mr. Clarke said there was
something in what the honorable gen-
tleman had said, but regarding per-
manent bridges such a plan was im-
possible and not practicable. The per-
manent bridges policy had been intro-
duced by a former government and he
would not criticize them for its fin-
auguration, because he believed that
it was absolutely necessary inosmuch
as occasions arose when it became im-
perative to build large and important
bridges on very short motice. - How-
ever, if in the twenty-five years before
1908 this province had had a govern-
ment which had been as provident as
this one conditions as they exist today
would not have to be confronted and
many of these large expenditures would
not be required. But as a result of
absolute neglect on their part many
of the bridges had been allowed by the
old government to drift into such a
condition that they were entirely un-
safe and they were allowed to prac-
tically tumble down. It was impos-
sible to provide out of ordinary rev-
enue for construction of various per-
manent bridges which were thus ne-
cessary, and it was therefore required
that they be provided for by the issu-
ing of bonds. .

In respect to what had been said
regarding naming of bridges in the
bill, the honorable member must un-
derstand that it would be impossible
to say before the year commenced just
what bridges would be built that year.
The government might intend to build
certain bridges and then find that
others were more urgently required,
and if bridges had all been named the
government's hands would be tied and
they would be unable to go ahead with
work which it was shown was most
needed.

This year honorable gentleman
knew that there was notice of new
bridge across the Petitcodiac river at
Moncton. This bridge would cost
probably between $250,000 and $300,-
000 and it was impossible, as all hon-
orable members must know, to pro-
vide for that out of ordinary revenue.
The government had been advised that
the present bridge was unsafe for
traffic. = This bill provided for pay-
ment of cost of construction of the
new bridge. Demands were coming
in from time to time from all parts of
province for new permanent bridges,
and as new structures became neces-
sary they had to be built. The gov-
ernment desired, however, to spend
as little money as possible this year
and still be content with proper main-
tenance of public services; therefore,
applications which were made would
have to be considered very carefully,
and there must be some confidence
shown in the government to handle
the public business. He could not say
that confidence in this respect had
ever been abused by any government
and he was sure that it had not been
by this administration. He realized
that it was the privilege and right of
any honorable member of the house
to criticize any act of the government,
any legislation that was Introduced,
but there were cases where there was
no necessity of criticism and where it
was not deserving, but where it was
offered purely for the purpose of fault
finding, and in this connection hen.
memberss must know that the meney
has been carefully and economically
expended.

Mr. Stewart (Northumberland) said
that in as much as hon. premier had
mentioned proposed new bridge at
Moncton he would like to ask him
why it was that the contract for the
construction of that bridge, which
newspapers said had been awarded,
had been cancelled.

Hon. Mr. Clarke said that if hon.
member would give notice of inquiry
in usual way it would be answered.

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T0 RETIRE UNDEFEATED
IN FIVE YEARS IS PLAN

Jess Willard, the new plutocrat of
the heavyweights, expects to be the
world’s champion for five years—and
then retire undefeated. The Kansas
superman believes he knows best his
own limitations, and he confides that
he will not dabble with the ring game
if he survives as champion for five
years Then he will be ready . for
pugilistic oblivion, after having reaped
the full reward of retrieving the heavy-
weight championship for the white
race.

Though undisputed champion, Wil
lard laeks the fighting instinct. He is
not like the proverbial pugilist, who
would “rather fight than eat.” Jess
admits this. But as title-holder he
desires to elevate himself as the most
popular fighter to hold a champion-
ship; and for that reason alone Wil-
lard wants to fight often, so as to en-
dear himself to the boxing fraternity.

It has been said by Willard’s many
sponsors that the newly-crowned king
of the heavyweight element will not
participate in a ring battle for at least
& vear. But already the captious fight
public is hankering to see Willard in
action as a champion, and he must
accede to public demand or suffer his
popularity to wane. Once unpopular
Willard realizes it will be a herculean
task to reeestablish himself in the
good graces of “vox populi.,”

The boxing contingent is perfectly
willing that Willard should earn a lit-
tle easy money—for about five or six
menths. But after that Jess must
fight the most logical contender.

And it would be well for Jess to
hearken to the call of the ring after a
few months of passiveness, At present
there is no white heavyweight that
can cope with Willard. The dusky
heavies are not given consideration,
as the new champion is unswayed in
his resolve not ‘to give a negro a
chance at the title. Willard, within a
half year, should take on as many as-
piring pale-face heavyweights as are
willing to sacrifice themselves at the
altar of public demand, for he would
have no difficulty in exterminating the
crop of misguided youths as fast as
they come at him.

May Regret Lay-Off.

But if Willard acquiesced in the re-
quest of his managers, and does not
fight until a year or more hence, he
may regret it; for then the budding
heavyweights will have had added
experience of a year, and might be
able to put up a front that the rusty
Willard would have trouble in beating
down.

So it behooves Willard to curtail his
theatrical bookings, about midsum-
mer, and start training for a siege of
defence of his coveted title.

Willard’s unsolicited declaration
that he will hold the heavyweight divi-
sion for five years is probably actuat-
ed by events at Havana three weeks
480, when he relieved Johnson of his
title. And we here divulge an interest-
ing fact.

Johnson Forty-one Years Old

Johnson wag at least forty-one years
of age when he fell before Willard's
onslaught. The former champion
made this admission himself, and said
it in such a manner as to indicate
that he was probably two or three
years older. Johnson's white wife said
she knew her husband to be at least
thirty-nine. And Johnson's character-
istic makes it possible that he would
withhold anything of am important na-
ture from even his wife.

The record books show Johnson to
be thirty-seven years and five days old
when he lost his championship. Bob
Fitzsimmons also had passed his
thirty-seventh birthday by five days
‘when he relinquished his laurels to
Jeftries. So, if Johnson really is be-
yond the forty<year mark, he beats
Fitz's longevity recond for holding the
championship by several years.

Whilard Is Thirty-three

Another interesting gidelight is that
Willard is actually thirty-three years

him. Willard has been strangely mute
on the question of his age. Now, if
if Willard is really thirty-three years
old, we can readily understand why
he doesn't expect to remain in the
game more tham five years. Even the
great Fitz wilted at thirty-seven, and
Willard has at least four years of hard
fighting ahead of him to equal the
freckled beauty's record.

Thé Willard syndicate has made it
known that before Jess next partakes
of a ring battle with his champion-
ship at stake, his palm will have to
be crossed with $75,000, as the guar
anteed sum for his services. If they
intend to adhere to this plan, it will
probably be two years before Willard
will be called upon to defend his title.
But we believe.that when the stage
demand for Willard’s thespian servi-
ces peters out those in control of big
Jess will compromise for a much de-
creased amount.

Meanwhile, Willard is gathering in
his just rewards, more power to him;
but he ‘should not overlook the sup-
porting public when it gets ready to
ask him to become active and show
his real worth as a (*hampion

Their new feature, ag far as Boston Is
concerned, is the Simplex spotter.

This device
means that the pins invariably ar set
up exactly on the spots and no bowler
can say that there is the least trickery
on the part of the pin boy,

There are thirty-two scoreboard
boys,, to look after the scoreboard in
back of the sixteen alleys, and at the
bowlers’ end of the alleys ‘are an
equal number of official scorers. The
scoreboard boys and official scorers
have telephone connections at all
times, so that there can be no mis-
takes in the postings. The' official

To go into details of the construc-
tion of the alleys might be purely tech-
nical, ‘but it may be interesting to
know that there are about 250 strips
of maple as the surface layer of wood
in the alleys, with an average length
of twelve and one-half feet and hardly
an inch in width.

THE ENGLISH WooL
MARKET IS QUIET

Little new buying in evid-
ence — Some business in
Mohair—Yarns for Milit-
ary Cloths:

Bradford, Eng., April 18 (by mail)—
The wool market continues quiet.
Spinners are taking goods due on con-
tract promptly, but little new buying
is in evidence. Merinos are being ne-
glected in anticipation of a softening
in prices as August deliveries are now
available at concessions of rne penny.
Aside from a moderate demand for
46s and 50s ther is not much inquiry
for crossbreds. The small stocks of
English wool remaining are moving
only slowly, but such sales as are
made are at full rates. There is a
little busi doing in hair, but
mohair spinnerg are still too busy with
worsted yarns for army cloths to pay
full attention to the development of
their own trade.

In yarns for military cloths interest
is confined to the Fremch blue grays.
Spinners have recently been asked to
quote for substantial weights of these,
and while some onders have been
fixed up others are still open. As re-
gards botany yarns spinners who are
doing- thick counts have already so
much work om hand that they are re.
luctant to undertaké more, though the
opportunity is open. On the other

hand, the demand for fine counts has
fallen off somewhat.

THE BULL MARKET
HAS COME 10 STAY?).:

Financial (;l'itic says it
has— Only one real Bull
Market in last quarter of
century.

e
John Moody, in Moody's financial
review, writes of the bull market as
follows: “Has it ecome to stay? Is it
not too good to be true? These are
questions which aré on the lips and
which are running through the minds
of every stock broker in Wall Street
today. In my opinion the answer to
the first question ig ‘yes’ and to the
second: ‘It is not too good to be
true.’ . Those who are new in
Wall Street or who have been in its
atmosphere for only & decade or less
have no conception of what is almost
sure to happen wien a change takes
place in the public attitude, such as is
now occurring.

“I have been a quarter of a century
in Wall Street and in that time have
seen several panic periods and mar
kets. But in the last twenty-two vears
there has been but one real bull mar-
ket in the broad sense, and two per-
fods of panic and general depression.
I suppose seven is a lucky number
in all walks of life, but it may be
mere coincldence that within the past
thirty or forty years in Wall Street
history broad movements can be
roughly classified in periods of seven
years,

“It is now just a little over seven
years since the crash of 1907; the per-
iod of seven years before that repre-
sented broadly the bull market, which
got well under way in the year 1900.
The seven years prior to that repre-
sented the period of panic and deeves-
sion which existed the period of pan-
fc and depression which existed be-
tween 1893 and 1000. Prior to 1893
we had a general expansion and re-
covery in financial affairs which set
in about 1886. Before 1886 there was
a real bull market, such as Wall Street
had never seen before that time and
which had got auzressively under
way in the year 1§87
“The perfod of s
that was very lar;
agement and depression and Dbegan
with the panic of 1873. As every one
knows the period prior to 1873 was,
so far as the United States was con-
cerned a time of speculation for the
rise and general inflation which set in
shortly after the civil war.”

Nowhere do the conditions of war
demand of the allies so much patient
endurance and indifference to great
sufferings as on the eastern froat,
where the Russian army is laboring
under most cruel disadvantages ow-
ing to scarcity of railways and almost
total absence of good roads, while the
Germans have in their rear the most
perfect system of strategic railways
in the world, built entirely for tae
purposes of an aggressive war against
Russia.

Thanks to these wonderful railways,
the Germans can concentrate large
masses of troops at any given poiat
on the frontier and make dashing
raids into Poland many days before
the Russians can bring up reinforce-
ments from other parts of their long
drawn out front. !

That is why, whenever the Germanus|
assume the offensive and make one of |
their characteristic ‘“dashes” info
Poland, the Russisans find themselves |
temporarily in inferior strength, All
they have to do under such circum-
stances is to stand up and unflinch-
ingly receive punishment from rthe
enemy until their reinforcements
come up and with heavy interest re-
pay the worn out enemy for the pun-
ishment he administered to their com-
rads. Thus, at the end of each im-
petuous German offensive in Poland,
Marshal von Hindenburg finds his
army much weaker, as compared with
the Russian army, than before it

He first silently brushed
aside the proffered hand of the priest,
and when the latter pressed upon him
a mug of tea mumbled dully:

‘Can’'t. The tooth aches.
can 1 see the doctor?”

The priest could not refrain from
reproaching the big fellow for troub
ling the doctor with a toothache.

‘Why,” he said, “fancy a strong,
,]maithy fellow like you coming here
twith a toothache, just after the battle,

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HatcheriesOperated Under
Direction of Hon, J. D.
Hazen Giving Good Re-
sults—New Departure at

Waters in Th‘is Distriet.

L%
& J. Walker, of the Dominion Fish-
eries Department, whose special busi-
ness is to look after hatcheries sup-
plying inland waters, is at the Royal.
Talking to a reporter he sald the
floating shad hatchery would open at
‘Washdemoak Lalke on the 28th of May
Usually the spawning shad do not be-
gin to run till about the 3rd of June,
but owing to the open conditions of
the lake it is expected the spawning
season for shad this year will be a
few days earlier than usual.

Asked as to the results of the ¢x-
periments in shad culture being car-
ried on under the direction of *he
Minister of Marine and Fisheries Mr.
Walker said: “Last season it was
reported from many points on the St.
John River that there were more small
shad than in previous years. This
was ‘said by many to be due to the
worki of the hatchery. No doubt this
view is correct, but officials of the
department are not making any spec-
ial claims at present, because we rea-
lize that it will be two years more be-
fore the full results of thé work of
the hatchery is felt. However, we are
confident that the results-will more
than justify’the work of the depart-
ment,

“A great many people are interested
in the work of the hatcheries in this
province,” added Mr. Walker, “espec-
ially in the work of the salmon and
trout hatcheries. Those who wish to
avail themselves of the services of
these hatcheries should apply to J. A.
Rodd, superintendent of fish culture,
application forms, upon which they
may make their desires known. The
hatcheries will provide salmon or
trout fry to stock lakes or streams,
where the public' are permitted to
fish, free of charge, in so far as their
resources permit. Clubs or persons
holding a fishing lease of a lake or
stream will also be supplied with fry,
