Pork Packing.

The pork packing industry, he be-
lieved, was & most important one to us.
He had that day received a lefter from
Mr Hay, of 8t John, which stated that
Mr Pakenham, of Dublin, was ready to
come back to 8t John and assist in start-
ing & packing house if the citizens and
the farmera would aseist him.

His department was also inclined to
take strong grounds in regard to agri-
cultaral education to smpplement these
meetings. He hoped before long to see
sgricultural teaching in the public
schools. Next month a dairy school
would be opened at Suesex, where oar
young men and women could go and
learn not only cheese and butter making
but many other points connected with
apimal husbandry.

W 8 Blair said he was not here to dic-
tate to the farmers what they should do
in the matter of fruit growipg, but just
to lay before them & few from his
own experience. He wished to speak
particularly to the young men, for it was
to them that we moat upeclnily look in
the future. Boys on the farm have lots
of hard work, baut if they only under-
stood the theories underlying it they
would have more interest to better eflect
and without finding it dradgery.

Farmers in New Brunswick did not
live up to their principles in regard to
frait growing. There was no reason
that he could see why. any farmer in the
province should mot grow enough fruit
to supply his own table. He would not
attempt to detail all the advantages of a
plentifal eupply of fruit the year round,
for thﬂ.were gelf-evident.

In experience in New Brunswick
protection in the shape of wind-breaks
was necessary for apple growing.

The selection of a well drained eite is
most important. If itis not naturally
drained, underdrain with tiles or stone.
Then prepare the land by cultivation
and fertilizing. Order the trees direct
from the nursery man and not from an
irresponsible agent. Order thrifty, well
grown stock and if you do not get them
send them back,

Tree Planting.

He explained by charts the correct
principles of tree planting. Always be
careful to put the earth in firmly round
the roots of the tree; do this with your
hands—fill in very carefally, after the
roots are covered, firm the earth
thoroughly by tramping, than throw in
a few inches of loose earth which will
act as & mulch, Bank the trees in the
fall with earth, take them away in the
spring. In planting a tree always
prane back the top “nd so throw the
growth into the stem. Prune carefully.

have seen orchards in New Brunswick
pruned so severely as to be destroyed.

Alter planting an orchard yom mutt
cultivate the land every year. He
showed il.ustrations of trees grown for 10
years in clean cuitivation, in oats, in
corn, in clover and grass after 10 years.

Why was the tree with clean culture
the best? Because the water sapply had
been conserved in the soil for the tree’s
use, instead of being exhausted by
weeds, gragses or grain crops. A hoed
crop ia next best to clean cultivation for
fruit trees.

When trees are deprived of moistare
in the early part of the seasom, they
stop growing, and then a wet fall
starts them again, and the wood will be
very young and immature when the
fruit comes. This causes winter killing.
He showed how pruning should be done,
by illastzation. Always cut oft a branch
jaet abov: the bud. You can make the
branch grow in the direction you wish
by seeing the direction of the terminal
bud above which youfcut.

Small Fruits.
Grow small froits in the fleld where
you can cultivate them with a horse

Every year of the association’s eziaf-
ence has been marked with progrees-
and prosperity. The good work thaf
they have done will always receive the
appreciation of the people of this city.
To carry on the work of besufilying the
public squaves and the gardem at the
park s large sum of money is required.
'The association is by no means wealthy,
but its members give willingly and often
in order that others may be made har-
pier and dingy places made brighter by
the presence of flowers. Those who can
not very well pay the membership of $3
& year, or are otherwise unable to con-
tribute & smaller amount can do the
next best thing—give their consent and
urge the common council to increass the
grant to the association. About $1,000
is spent sannually in Dbesutifying
the squares alone. Last year the com-
mon council granted $200 of this amount,

Larger Greenhouse.

In order that the association may con-
tinue to progress in well doing it is
necesgary that a larger greenhouse be
built or an addition made to the present
house. The association are willing that
this should be done and xre ready to
proceed with the work of building a
more convenient and gerviceable green-
house if the citizene are willing to help
them. By the assistance of the associa-
tion St.John has won :the nameof a
elean and pretty city. Isthere a citizen
who sees no beauty in flowers, and be-
cause of an additionai fraction of a cent
on taxes would not agree to a grant?
Or who would be plessed to see those
beawtiful flower beds in sommer time
turned to degolate mounds of earth, or
allow them to grow over with grase?
Tae TELEGRAPH ventures to state that
there is not & person who would be
pleased to see the besutilyingof the
squares discontinued, or the gates of
Rockwood park closed.

Contribute Liberally.

A beantiful city attracts the attention
of the tourist, a claes of people who are
of the greatest benefit to the city, and in
order . to cater for such people there
muet be pleasant sights to occupy their
attention. Among other things we are
favored with neatly kept squares and a
park unsurpessed for natural beauty,
and as a result tourists linger longer in
this city by the ses to enjoy its exhilir-
ating air and to feast the eye upon its
plezsant scepery. Bat without tce
Horticultural Association’s aid 8t John
would not be so charming & plaee in
summer, and in order that the good
name of the city shall not in any way
become smesaréd by neglect, the eom-
mon council and the citizsus should con-
tribute liberally toward the support of
such a deserving association, as have a
number of our leadlng pubho ‘spirited
citizens.

FRENCE DEPOTIES

Discuss Newfoundland and Claim
Their Rights are Incontestible.

Paris, Jan 24—The chamber of depu-
ties today resumed debate on foreign
affairs, referring to Newfoundland, The
minister of foreign affairs, M Delcasse
said the French rights were incontest-
ible, that no one questioned ihem and
that there was no reason to suppoge
that they would not be respected.
The debate was then closed. The
chamber rejected 8 motion made by M
Vaillant, Socialist, representing the sec-
ond divieion of the Seine, instructing
the government to propoge the forma-
tion of an international arbitration court
to take steps to transform the army from
an offensive to & defensive force, to re-
duce military expenditure and to open
negotiations looking to international
1abor legislation.

READY T0 PIGHT.

Filipinos Place Their Men in Readi-
ness for Attack.

Max1La, Jan 20, via Hong Kong, Jan
24—The Filipinos of Caloocan and Gega-
galing, mistaking salutes exchanged be-
tween British and German warships, on
Jan. 18, moved three thousan: men to
the front in order of battle, covering the
adjacent country; but they did not attack
the American lines.

Reports from the interior indicate that
Aguinaldo’s auwthority is now generally
recognisad. Every available male is
being recruited, and arms depots are
being established at San Bernardindo,
Uanion, Trinidad aod other large towns.
The surrounding country is being levied
on for sapplies and the Filipinos troops
are living on the fat of the land, whﬁo
the native villagers are compelled to
subsiat on rice.

There is some friction between the
Filipino -ivil and miliary authorities,but
they are united on the question of inde-
pendence. :

It is estimated that there are fally 30,
000 Filipinos under arms, and it is said
that there arenearly 50 Maxim guns at
Malolos, some of them having been re-
cently acquaired. ;

The Filipino military authorities are
convinced, they say, that the Ameri-
cans will be able to work effectively out-
side of Manila in the event of hostili-
ties, hence they feel confidence in the
future.

AN INEXPENSIVE ICEHOUSE.

. eutlay for materials is a matter of in-
terest whioch has recently been consid-

. ered in the Ohio Farmer as follows:
The size is determined by the length
.of the planks to be used. Nine posts,
rough hewn, of su‘table height, are pro-
vided, and two put up at each corner,
as in the second cut, resting upon a
block of wood or stone or set in the
.ground. Theninth post is placed at one
aide of the door. The bottom planks all
around are thoroughly spiked to the
osts and may be more firmly gecured
n place by spiking those at each cor-
per. A plate of light scantling secures
the top in place. Now it is ready for

the ice. :
Sprinkle on the ground a layer of
sawdust abount ten inches thick, then
;ut in the first layer of ice, about a
oot away from tho plank walle. Fill
this space solidly with sawdust (B).
" Place the second tier of ice, next put in
position more planks, and so on until
the house is filled, storing the ice and
.carrying up the walls together and fill-
ing in between with sawdust. A door
(D) is made by simply using two lengths
of plank on the front gide, as indicated
by the posts. When the house is full, a
thick layer of sawdust is put on top of
the ice. Drainage is secured by placing
the structure on sloping ground. A roof
of boards with the cracks battened is
sufficient. With a little taste this may
be made quite pleasing in appearance.
Icehouses can have their appearance
improved by the free use of climbing
vines. These not only answer as an em-
bellishment, but serve a useful end in
breaking the sun’s rays and keeping the
building much cooler than it would be
under full exposure. It costs but littls

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Keeping Open Paths.

One of the most important winter

Most generally
a drifting snow remains several days, so
that the path will drift full every
‘might, even though no fresh snow has
fallen. In opening roads a team of
steady, stout oxen hitched toa sleigh
or sometimes to a stone sled will make
a broad path better than horses could
.doit. We have often seen when a boy
most of the cattle in the neighborhood
brought out to follow after an ox team
and sled.

FORAGE CROPS.

fnteresting KExperiments Reported
by the New Jersey Station.

Oats and peas are one of the most use-
ful forage corps for early summer feed-
ing. They do not grow well after the
hot, dry weather of summer; hente they
should be seeded as early as possible in
spring in order that the orop, whioch re-
quires about two months for growth
may be harvested before the hot season.
The crop is better adapted for mellow,
loamy soils than for light, sandy goils,
though good crops may be produced on
the latter if seeded early. On good soils
¢wo bushels each of peas and oats per
acre are better than a smaller quantity.
The peas may be sown immediately
after plowing, while the land is still
rough, and then harrowed or plowed
shallow to insure a good depth of seed.
The land should then be thoroughly
prepared for the oats, which may be
;c:,wn and covered by the ordinary meth-

8.

The crop will be ready to feed about
two montha after seeding, provided the
geason is favorable; hence its feeding
may follow immediately after orimson
clover, or early in June. Like the clo-
vers, it may be used to advantage with-
out the addition of feeds. The yields
from this crop average from seven to
eight tons per acre, though varying ac-
cording to the character of the season.
Dry weather in May, a8 during the past
geason, seriously interferes with ita
growth. A study of the chief varieties
of field peas in 1897 indicated that the
Prussian Blue, the Mummy, the Green
Field and the Green Scotch were all de-
sirable varieties for conditions in cen-
tral New Jersey, though the yields ob-
tained were not large, as they were not
heavily seeded, in order to give a better
opportunity to study their manner of
growth. These. various varieties are,
however, sold under the general name
of *‘Oanada field pea’* and can be ob-
tained from most dealers. Other varie-
ties, as the Black Eyed Marrow{at, Can-
ada Beauty, Golden Vine and White
Eyed Marrowfat were also grown.
These did not show so large a yield,
though they matured earlier than the
others. The composition of the different
varieties does not vary widely. Some
general suggestions made by the station
are:

First.—The forage crops that have
been found well adapted for completing
soiling systems are rye, crimeson clover,
red clover, oats and peas, corn, COW-
peas, soy beans, Japanese millets and
barley and peas.

Second.—Of these crops rye, oorm,
etimson clover, oats and peas and the
millets furnish food more economically
than the others.

Third.—In the forage rotation system
now in use one acre produced in one
year sufficient roughage to provide the
necessary amount for an equivalent of
814 cows for six months.

Fourth.—An intensive system of soil-
ing crops is exhanstive of the fertility
elements. The practice should be ao-
companied by a liberal annual applica-
tion of manures and fertilizers.

Fifth.—Complete soiling is entirely
practioable—that is, green forage crops
may serve as the sole food of a dairy
berd without injury to the animals
and at a considerable saving in the oost
of she milk.

8ixth.— Where complete soiling is
not practicable it will pay to grow for-
age crops to supplement pasturage dur-
ing drought or shortage due to other
causes, and thus provide a sufficient and
continuous supply of food from the farm.

Hilling Corm.

After careful experiment, we believe
that hilling is injurious to corn. We
have proved to our entire satisfaction
$hat which is hilled will blow down
more readily than that which has level
culture. This can be acoounted for by
the fact that corn roots run very near
the surface and when hills are made
they are largely confined to the small
space covered by the hill; while in

. Jevel culture the roots run from one

row to the other, thus enabling the corn
to stand strong, as nature intended, and
in no way liable to be blown down ex-
cept by winds of unusual violence.—
Ohio Farmer.

Agricultural Brevities.

The secretary of agriculture in his
last report emlarges upon the need of
nature teaching in the common schoola.
He says that more knowledge by the
farmer of what he deals with every day
would enable him to control conditions,
produce more from an acre, and con-
tribute more to the general welfare.

Many states are interested in the
heredity, flavoring and fermentation of
$obacco, and the department of agricul-
ture has these features under researob.
The division of soils is getting facts in
regard to irrigation for the benefit of
farmers in the mountain states who are
making their lands sterile by using too
much water.

In growing lettuce under glass the
rot caused by a fungus that attacks the
plant near the roots often results in loss
from a crop which would otherwise
prove profitable. At the Massachusetts
station the only remedy found effective
-ig to spread earth that has been steril-
ized by heat around the plants and over
the surface of the beds.

In emergency sugar may be used as a
substitate, but bees wintered entirely
on sugar will not accomplish as much
the next season as those wintered on
good honey, Eays a German apiarian.
Honey, and good honey aé that, is and
always will be the most natural and
the best food for bees.

Although the potato is olassed as &
“‘potash plant’’ because of ita large per-
centage of potash, very liberal applica-
tions of that element have repeatedly
been shown to be injurious rather than
beneficial, according to Rhode Island
station authorities, while many in-
stances could be cited of the marked

CURE FOR HOG CHOLERA.

fmportance of the Discovery of the
Department of Agriculture.

The department of agriculture has
conferred on western farmers a boon,
the monetary value of which exceeds
the sum total of all the appropriations
.that have ever been made for the sup-
port of that department. It bas discov-
ered a remedy for the hog cholera which
will cure at least 80 per cent of the ani-
mals treated. Low prices have been one
of the plagues of the western farmer.

Hog cholera has been another and by '

no means the least. It cost the farmers
of the single state of Iowa $15,000,000
two years ago. Innumerable remedies
were tried during the last 80 years,
but they all proved valueless. When
cholera broke out in a drove of hogs,
the owner felt the case was hopeless.
The chief of the bureau of animal in-
dustry of the department.of agriculture
took up this subject two years ago, and
experiments have been conducted under
bis direction ever since. As a resulta
gerum treatment has been devised which
has been so thoroughly tested that its
efficasy has been proved. This year the
tests made in an Iowa county showed
that out of 922 animals treated 170
died, or less than 20 per cent, while ou$
of 1,107 hogs in other droves which
were not treated 879 or nearly 80 per
cent died. Thus scienge has put it in
the power of the hog raisers of states
like Iowa, Nebraska, Illinois, Kansas,
etc., to protect their droves to a great

extent against the ravagesof a previous- -

ly fatal and costly disease.

If the western farmers choose to avail
themselves of the labors of the bureau
of animal industry, they will save mil-
lions of dollars annually. If their corn
and wheat bring prices which they are
not satisfied with they can convert those
grains into pork and can be sure that
the hog cholera will not strip them of
their hoped for profits.—Chicago Trib-
une. .

The owner holds the
halter and keeps at a very respectful
distanoce from the mouth of his trouble-
somesteed. Needless to remark, shoeing
borses of this kind is a very expensive
matter.

Unsound Horses.

There is a saying that out of 100
horses examined for soundness only 95
per cent will prove perfectly free from
gome defect and the remaining five will
be found the worst animals in the whole
lot. The view may appear pessimistio.
At the same time a perfeotly sound
horse a$ all points is singularly rare,
especially if we include vice and per-
picious habits as rendering a horse un-
gound. The ordinary definition of un-
soundness is ‘‘the existence of disease
or alteration of structure which does or
will impair the horse’s natural useful-
pess.” There are many slight defects
and alterations of structure which do
not interfere with a horse’s usefulness
for the practical work he is required to
perform. If the horse is workably
sound, there is no reason why he should
be condemned by the intending pur-
chaser, for few horses are more than
this, according to general experience.
If now we add to perfeot soundness
an almost faultless conformation, free-
dom and fashionable action, the diffi-
culty of securing &n ideal horse is in-
creased tenfold. No wonder that good
horses, . notwithstanding slight imper-
fections, realize high prices.—London
Live Stock Journal.

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A WAR SCARE ENDED,

The despatches which we have al-
ready published in regard to the declar.
ations of leading members of the French
government in the chamber of deputies
show that there is no longer any reason
to fear a war between France and Great
Britain, Thre: months ego it looked ag
it such a contest could not be averted.
Now, there seeme to be no resson to

donbt that when the qaestions
now pending with France
have been adjusted, there will

be a long period cof pezce between the
two nations, as long, or longer perhaps,
than that which has elapsed since the
battle of Waterloo. Itis now more than
eighty-three years aince the soldiers of
Great Britain'and France opposed each
other in battle. Bsveral times there
have been threatenings of war, but the
danger fpasted away, and when it
was over men had to admit that
& war was not necessary.
In the Crimean campaign the soldiers
of Great Britain and France stood slde
by side, and there was a great show of
international friendship, but two or
three years later the O.sini aflair again
made the two nations bad friends, and
sheir relations have never been very
cordial since. They were content to be
at peace, but they did mnot love each
other very much. Perbaps for the fatare
they will be better friends.
The French people cught now to re-
alize the fact that they are no longer the
great power they once were, A century
ago France was the leading military na-
tion of the world; now both Russia and
Germany surpass her, while Austria and
Italy push ber closely. Without allies
France conld do nothing on land, and
even with allies she counld do nothirg at
#es. These are good reasons why the
French nation should avoid war.

W. F. Ganong has &n article on Gover-
nor Thomas Carleton, who wes the first
to hold that cffice alter New Brunswick
‘became a separate province. Dv. Ganong
bas been very industriously searching
for information in regard to this gover-
nor, but, it would seem, without much
success, for his relatives in England do
not even know where he was buried. Dr.
Ganong’s industry and perseverance are
to be commended, but it is not likely
that the discovery of Governor Carle-
ton’s grave would throw much light on
his character and abilities. He i gur.
_prised to find that his name does not

appeasr ir, the Dictionary of Netional Bi-
ozraphy, in which the ca-
reer of his brother, Bir
Guy Carlelon, Lord Dorchester, is
very fully related, but the reason for
thta would seem to be that Bir Guy
Qarleton was an able and distinguished
man, while Thomas Carleton was
meither. He obtained the governorship
of New Bruswick through his brother’s
influence, and tkere was nothing re-
markable in his career. He was ap-
pointed August 1784, but on the 6th
April, 1786, this commission was revok-
ed, his brother, 8ir Guy Carleton, being
nppo)intod captain general and governor
in chief of New Bruunswick, Nova Scotia
and ;the Canadas, Thomas Carleton
then became lieutenant governor of
New Brunawiek, although at one time he
was as good as appointed to the lienten-
ant governorship of Quebec. The Brit-
ish government, however, thought it
best that he should remain in New
Brunswick, and he held the office of
lieuntenant governor of this province un-
til his death in Feb. 1817. He left New
Brunswick in 1803 on a two years’ leave
of absence, but did not return, so
that for the last fourteen years of his

overnorship the duties of his office
were performed by administrators, he
drawing the salary or most of it, in addi-
tion to hie military pay as a brigadier
general on the staff,

The two principal achievements for
which Governor Carleton will be best
remembered in New Brunswick are his
gelection of Fredericton for the capital
of the province and his-plan of laying
out the boundaries of the connties by
means of a ruler instead of by rivers and
other natural features. It is unnecessary
to say much about the latter, for the in-
convenience of the arrangement by
which Victoria, Carleton, York, Sanbury,
Queen’s and King’s are divided into two
by the great river B8t. John
must be obvious to every person, The
numerous rivers and streams of New
Brunswick afforded unusual [facilities
for laying out the counties ry natural
boundaries, but thege were wholly dis-
regarded when the eight original coun-
ties of the province were established.

The selection of 8t. Ann’s Point as the
seat of government was detended on the
ground that it would promote the settle-
ment of the up-river country, but that
was a mere pretext, for when the prov-
ince was founded there was a lack of
ungranted land for the settlers who came
here, 80 that many tracts of land which
had been granted in previous years were
escheated to provide for the wants of
the new comers. The removal of the
seat of government to Fredericton wag
very displeseing to the people of St,
John and muie tha govarnor unpopular
in this city. Two regimonts of goldiers
were then kept in the province, mest of
them at Fredericton. Governor Carleton
rapresented to the British government
that the presence of the regiments was
necessary to suffer the “insolence of the
savages,” and keep up the communics-
tion with Quebec, but when the regi-
ments were both removed from the pro-
vince on the outbreak of the war with
France the savages gave no trouble.

THE DOUKHOBORS AND THE SUN.

1t was the honest tribute of homanity to
humenity. The editor of the Sun,
malignant as he is quailed before
the demonstrations of friendship offersd
to the Doukhobora by the citizens
of 8t. John. And bis own staff, in the
accounts they gave of these people,
Isughed him to ecorn and flstly con-
fradicted what he had said of them in
his editerials. After thestatements that
the Sun had been making in its edicorisl
colvmns about the character and habits
of the Doukhobore, the following exiract
from th~ Bun’s account of their arrival,
which eppeared in that paper Toes.
day,is interecsting reading, Says the

The faces of both sexes, old and young,
are intelligent and kcem.

D. Scott,
editor of the Bun, the above extract from
that paper, written by a member of hiy
own stafl, is rather hard on him, The
difference between the editor and the
member of his staffi iz thaf’the former

told falsehoods about a people he had

mever eeen, in the  hope of
injuring the government, while the
latter truthfally recorded his

impressions of the Doukhobors from per-
sonal obgervation snd Inquiry. The
truth of the matter is that no man with
8 human heart in his breast could min-
gle with thess people without feeling for
them not only sympathy, but something
akin to affection. Capt. Evans, of the
Lake Huron, told 8 member of TEE TELE-
arapE gtafl Tuesday that the more he
saw of the Doukhobors the better
he liked them; indeed, he was g0 mach
impressed with their honesty, sincerity
and kindnees of heart that he said he
almost felt as if he would like to go and
live among them himgelf.

Hers is another extract from the Sun
of Tuezday in regard to the Doukhe-
bors, written by the same member of
the Sun staff whom we have already
quoted:—

The Doukhobors are a very polite
psect. Whenever a stranger meets them
and shows any eign of recognitior, they
lift their caps and bow very low. One
thing which seemed to trouble them
throughont the passage to Canada was
that they were in the way of others,
Members of the party were al-
ways on the watch and they would
frequently be heard calling out to
others to move to this or that side
in order to make room for people to pass
by. The children are ever on the alert
for opportunjfies to be of assistance to
the older people They were frequently
observed in the steamer giving up warm
positions to the older people, The under
deck of the steamer, which was of course
the first seen by visitors to the Huron,
was simply an indication of the conm-
dition of the boat below this deck.
From the lower hold up the ship was
&5 clean as any vessel that ever
entered this port. But this should
occesion no kurprise, for ecores of men
women and children were conetantly sf
wo k washing the decks and fixtures
fmt up for the accommodation of the
arge crowd. The verdict of everybody
who has geen the Doukhobors is that
they are the cleanest, the best behaved
and the most moral people ever broaght
into Canada.

Theee extracts, which trathfally des-
oribe the Russian exiles who have come
to our shores, will serve to enable the
readers of the Sun to understand the
shameless disregard of truth that is
shown by the editor of that paper when-
ever hs thinks there is & political object
to be served by misrepreseatation and
falsehood.

CANADIAN OCAPITAL.

The veople of Canada, judging from
the bank returns, are well supplied with
capital which 18 not invested. In the
old eavings banks there is $15,163,498 on
deposit, and in the post office savings
banks $34 222,969, a total of $49,386,466.
O! the money deposited in the
old savings banks, $12538919 be.
longs to the people of the maritime
provinces, New Brunswick’s share of
it being $5,983,092, A large amonnt
of mioney belonging to the people of the
mariiime provinces is also deposited in
the post office savings banks, but there
is no means of aecertaining how much.
The larger part of the people’s uninvest-
ed capital, however,is deposited in the
regular banks, payable after notice on a
fixed day. The amount so deposited in
the banksof Canada is $157,824 875,
most of it drawing three per cent. inter-
est. As the paid up capital of all the
banks in Canada is only $63,241533,
it will!be mseen that the public trust
them with their eavings to the extent of
two and & half times the amount of their
capital. This is in addition to $90,747,
210 depogited by the public in the banks
and payable on demand. Truly the
people of Canada have a greaf deal of
faith in their banks and apparently
with good reason. The ba: ks
of Nova Scotia hold $20,297,634 of the
money of the public, payable after notice
and the banks of New Brunswick only
$1,702,277, but a good deal of New Bruns-
wick money is deposited in the Nova
Scotia banks. The banke of the upper
provinces doing business here also hold
large amounts of New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia money. With upwards of
$200,000,000 of the people’s savings de-
posited in the banks there ought to be
no laek of capital in Canada for legiti-
mate enterprises.

THE NEW PORTO RICO TARIFF.

Tax TxLEGrAPH has received the new
customs tariff of Porto Rico, which goes
into effect on February 1st. 1tis very
volumnions and would fill an entire issue
of this paper; but any 8t. John merchant
who desires to see it will have an op-
portanity of doing so at our counting
house today. Its mostimportant feature
is that it gives no preferemce to goods
from the United States over the pro-
ducts of other nations. Canada, there-
fore, has @an equal chance to
compste in the markets of Porto Rico.
A few examples of the rates cf duty.on
articles likely to b2 eéxportad from Can-
ada may be given. Coal and coke will
pay 20 cente, on each 1,000 kilogrammes
(2,205 Ibs) Stavea will pay 80 cents per
thoussnd; boards, deals, rafters, beams,
round wood and timber for shipbailding
40 cent3 per cubic metre(35,31 cubic feet).
Wood plained or dove-tailed for boxes
and flooring will pay 16 cents per 100
kilogrammes (220 lbs). Cooper’s wares
fitted together will pay 65 cents per 100
kilogrammes, and in shooks 36 cents,

Charcoal, firewood sund other vege-
table fuel will pay $150 per 1000 Kilo-
grammes. Horses and mares pay $10
each, or $20 if above the standard height.
The rate for other anima's is oxen, $4;
cows, $3.50; pigs, $1, and sheep, $1. The

ates of duty on fish are for ealt cod and
sfockfish 50 cents per 100 Kilo-
grammes;  pickled or smoked
harring, 50 cente; pickled or smoked
mackerel, $1.00, and salmon, canned;
smoked or salted, $5 per 100 kilo-
grammes. Eggs are to pay $3. On
cereals the rate per 100 kilogrammen are
for wheat 60 cents; barley, 30 cents, and
oats, 24 cents. The rate for wheat flonr
is $1. These examples will show how
the tariff will affect us.

AMERICAN EXPANSION.

There has been & 2ood deal of com-
ment in the Canadian papers on a
epeech made by Boarke Cockran in New
York on Sunday night agaiost the ex-
pansion policy of the United States, in
which he declared himself in favor of
the. annexation of Canada. The para-
graph in the speech which relates to
Canada was as follows:—

Iconfess I am in favor of expansion
in the right direction. If we want ex-
pansion, here to the north of us lies a
country & nataral part ofws. Why not
annex Canade? [Tremendous applause.|
I’d like to see that line of custom houses
blown into the great lakes, and our
northern territory extendsd to Baffin’s
Bay. But, deeply as I desire the an-
nexation of Canada, I would not have it
by force of arms, but it Eagland likes
us, a8 she claims she does, let her con-
vince the Canadians that their true des-
tiny is with us. I would even favor an-
nexing Mexico, but not for some years
yet.

There is nothing very objectionable
in these remarks coming from a man
like Ccckran, but they would be looked
upon as in very bad taste’'if uttered by
an American public man of any weight.
The coolness and indecency of the sug-
gestion that Great Britain should be
asked to surrender her greatest and most
loyal colony could only have emanated
from a speaker of a very low type. Mr.
Corkran eaid many other things againat
our mother country in the course of his
speech, eome of them supremely foolish;
we quote:— .

England herself, the robbez nation of
the world, never gained anything by
conquest. John Brown in Sydmney, John
Brown in Halifsx, and John Brown in
Cape Town do not pay anything for the
protection that the mother country gives
them, while John Brown in London is
taxed to death to meet the entire biil.
Again I ask you, has England gained
one ghilling of advantage in the rate of
wages from her colonies to maintain her
corporate aristocracy who are living in
loxary on the toil of others? And again
we ask hag England ever civilized any
people that she has conquered? ' In
Egypt we read that an Eoglish general
has civilized 20,000 dervishes by killing
them,but I donot know that he has
civilized any of the others,

Where hag a8 nation been ‘improted
when the conquerors did not assimilate
with the conquered? The imperialist
msy cry, Look at India. Well, look st
India! Where is the evidence that In-
dia has been improved, although Eng-
land has governed it for 200 years. If
she has made the Indian capable oi
governing himeelf, why is England
there? If he cannot govern himself, how
has he been improved? If he has not
been improved, then there is no moral
excuge for England’s conquest of India.
Improvement beginge when coercion
ceases.

A man who is supremely ignorant as
not o recognize the improvement that
has been effected in India by the Eng-
lish occupation, and who can see noth-
ing but slaughter in’ the restoration of
the Boudan o civilization is wholly
unworthy of the notice of
any Canadian journal.

Oa the contrary, he af-
forded every protection before and after
the battle—before by writing to the
Klkalifa, urging him to put them ina
place of safety, and after by patrolling
the stress and doirg everything possible
to esteblish order after the Dsrvighes
left the town.” Brigadier..Gon. Lytion
declares that nothing occurred to war-
rant the charges of indiscriminate
slaughter, and adds that he gave
orders to his troops to spare as
many of the enemy as poseible. The
London correspondent of the Manchester
Courier, who was present through the
campeign, writes: “Ihe charges brought
against the Sirdar in the Contemporary
will not bear investigation. I have
asgerted more than once, on the testi-
mony of my own eyes, that the wounded
were killed at Omdurman, but to declare
that they were slamghtered indiscrimi-
nately, and ' by white as well as black
troops, is to say what is false,” Mr. Bur-
leigh, the war correspondent of the Lon-
don Daily Telegraph, in the course of a
long and categorical démial remarks;
“Than these allegations of Mr Bennett

POPE PIUS IX'S REIGN.

Held the Pontificate for the Longest
Period on Record.

Pius IX., who reigned as Pope for 83
years, from 1846 to 1878, when bhe was
sucoeeded by the present Pope Leo XIII.,
held the pontificate the longest period on
record. Only eleven popes out of 268
who have held the pontiticate have done
so for upwards of 20 years.

During his pontificate he has
already seen 131 cardinals die, and of the
eouncil which elected him in 1878 there
are only two survivors—Cardinal Martel,
born in 1806, and Cardinal Canassa,
born in 1809.

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SHIPS SAVED AT SEA.

WHAT IS MEANT BY “SALVAGE” AND
HOW IT IS PAID.

There Is No Law That Signals of Dis-
tress at Sea Must Be Heeded—Pub-
lic Opinion Alone Enforces Re-
sponses to Calls For Help.

Salvage on ships saved at sea by oth-
ers in the majority of cases is paid by the
underwriters, althongh the big steam-
ship companies insure themselves. The
insurance companies think that a board
of arbitration can more satisfactorily
adjust salvage claims than can the
courts. The word salvage, as defined by
that celebrated admiralty authority,
Roscoe, is ‘‘the reward which is earned ;
by those who have voluntarily saved or ;
assisted in saving a ship or boat or their
apparel or any sort thereof or the lives
of persons at sea or a ship, cargo or any
part thereof, from peril or a wreck
from total loss.’’ The last part of the
definition is a trifle puzzling.

In discussing the merits of salvage
cases it must be remembered that there
is no obligation, written or implied,
upon the master or crew of any vessel
to heed signals of distress. Public opin-
ion alone enforces the idea that ‘‘a call
for belp at sea must be obeyed.’’ The
laws of salvage are merely framed to
encourage the saving of life and proper-
ty on the deep. There is avarice in the
mariner as in landsmen, and the laws
are made to overcome and curb these
mercenary ambitions. For that reason
a master and his crew cannot expect
salvage for saving their own vessel. It
is the natural assumption in law, as
well as in fact, that they must do
everything they can to preserve their
charge and under an.agreement with
the owners keep it from danger when-
ever possible. :

In salvage one of the first laws is that
the peril must be actual. The bargain
made in time of danger by the master
or agent of the imperiled craft with an-
other volunteering aid need not of neces-
sity hold in court, and generally does
not. Asa rule the bargain is exorbitant
and made at a time when the victim
would be willing to guarantee the pay-
ment ‘of millions for proffered assist-
ance. This point has been decided hun-
dreds of times, the courts taking the
stand that the peril made an exor-
bitant bargain necessary.

As a general thing, the salvage award
is equal to about one-third the value in
the case of sailing craft and from
one-third ¢o one-half in the case of
steamers. The owners of the salving l
craft, whose money was wasted by de- |
lay, wear and- tear, are of course en- |

|

titled to the bigger piece of the plum.
The master of the salvor gets about
twice the sum that his mate receives,
and the mate is paid something like
double the amount of each sailor. }

Should the latter have been a mem- }
ber of a lifeboat crew used in running ;
hawsers or in going aboard as a prize !
crew he and his mates are entitled to |
an extra compensation. Naval officers
cannot claim salvage when the work :
accomplished is in the direct line of
their duty.

In the case of a abandoned vessel
there isa peculiar law as aﬂppliad to
ownership. No matter where the dere-
{ict be found and towed or assisted in
by a prize crew or otherwise the court !
holds that she is still the property of
her original owners, although abandon- |
ed by her crew, their agents, and that .
no effort has been made by them to re-
cover her. It sounds peculiar to the
average mariner, but it’s the law.

To make a successful salvage claim it
is necessary that the property must be |
actually saved and saved by those claim- |
ing to be salvors. In other words, the |
salvage services must be rendered by [
persons not bound by contract to render '
them. If the mariner or other encoun- ;
ters the danger or misfortune or dam- |
age which might possibly expose the |
ship to destruction unless assistance is |
rendered and doesall he can to save the f
vessel, and his services tend in some de- |

i
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gree to save or preserve her, compensa- |
tion will be-awarded him, although the
vessel is mainly preserved by other
means.

The longest time that any one steam- |
er has been at sea with disabled ma- !
chinery before reaching port was 77 }
days. This was the United States cor- ;
vette Iroquois in 1890. She was bound !
to Samoa from Honolulu, and bad only ?
seven days’ rations left when port was
reached. In 1897 the steamer Indralema |
was towed into St. Thomas after hav-
ing been at sea for 47 days. The Glas- §
gow steamer Strathness, after drifting 3
32 days out of the range of steamers,
was towed into St. Michael’s in Janu- {
ary, 1897, by the Britich steamer Han-
nah M. Bell. Another - Strath, .the
Strathnevis, drifted helplessly on the :
Pacific for two months and over in
1895, and was finally towed into Puget
sound. The Disptach in 1864 was out .
61 days with crippled machinery, and
four years ago the British oruiser Ca-
lypso broke down 2,000 niiles from port :
and sailed in unaided, much to the de- |
light of the dwindling band of naval
experts who maintain that every war- .
ship ought to be provided with ample |
sail power.

“CROSSED” MONEY ORDERS.

snfrsudrds Employed In England In
Makéng Small Remittances.

Americans who are buying books in
small quantities or are remitting dues
to the treasurers of English societies of
which they happen to be:members occa-
gionally receive & printed or written re-
quest to use a ‘‘crossed’’ order when
sending money. At first they are likely
to be mystified by the phrase. Even if
inquiry is made at the postoffice ia this
country it is quite possible that no sat-
isfactory explanation will be obtainable.
The remitting party will ascertain,
though, that American postoffices do no¢
issue ‘‘orossed’’ orders.

The term- in question refers to two
lines drawn with a pen from th» top to
the bottom of a postal order on its face
near the middle and an inch or two
apart. That treatment of a money order
will prevent payment of it to any one
but a banker, and if, as is sometimes
done, the name of some particular bank
is written in the space between the
lines the order will be paid only to thas
institution. It i8 not necessary fo use
any words in addition to the name of
the bank. No explicit prohibition is re-
quired. The mere crossing of the order
is a well understood signal to the Brit-
ish postal authorities, for, while the
custom is comparatively unfamiliar to
people on this side of the Atlantic, it e
common enocagh in the United King-
dom.

When an American remits money ia
this manner, he crosses his order him-
self, but in several foreign countries the
postoffice does not give the order to the
sender, but transmits it directly to the
paying office. The person who remits
merely sends notice to the right person
to go to the postoffice and apply for che
money. Where this usage prevails th
postoffice issues a crossed order becausr
the sender cannot cross the order hir
self. Such is the practice, for instan®
in Germany, Belgium, Austria adod
Italy. i .

NO STOVES IN KOREA.

Instead Flues Are Laid Under the
Floors, Which Are Thus Heated.
Stoves are not used to any extent by

the native Koreans. The Korean meth-

od of heating is excellently adapted to
their resources and eonditions. In build-
ing their houses they lay down a sys-
tem of flues where the floor iz to be.
hese flues begin at a fireplace, which

19 usually placed in an outer shed or

connecting closed alleyway.

From this fireplace the flues extend
in a more or less curved direction, like
the ribs of a round fan, to & trench at
the rear of the room, which in turn
opens into & ehimney, which is usually
placed some distance from the house.
Flat flagstones are then placed carefully
over these flues, and the whole is ce-
mented over and finally covered with &
thick oil paper, for which the country
is noted. This paper keeps smoke from
entering the room, and a little straw or
brushwood, used in the fireplace for
cooking the rice, serves to heat the
stone floor and gives an agreeable:
warmth, which lasts till the time of the
next meal.

Two heatings daily tend to give the
people & mice warm floor, upon which
they sit in the daytime and leep at
night. By leaving their shoes at the
door the inmates preserve the paper
floor, which from constant polishing
takes on a rich brown color.—New
York Press.

| Maori Women.

The Maori women of Australasia have
their rights—flourisbing ones. General-
ly they have little voice or choice in the
selection of their first husbands, but
they may, and frequently do, change:
them. A woman may trade bherhusband’
without so much asa comment from
the public, without the slightest smudge
on her good name, and it is nothing té
hisdisoredit either. Oourtship isalways-
brief and does mot often preface mar-
riage. The Maoris, however, love to re-
peat oriental love tales and sing love-
songs.

SUTHERLAND ON TRIAL.

He Tells His Story Lbout Blanche
Ryan’s Death.

Bosron, Jan 25—When BSathsrland
wer arrested yesterday and brought into
the station house last night hardly any
¢f the officers who knew him recognized
him. Heis almost a physical wreck
appeara to be on the verge ol & breake
down. His story of the caee, when ques-
tioned, was a8 followe: *I know motoing
a8 to how Blanche came by her injaries
outside of her telling me that she had
fallen on the Common. Oa the night of
Tuesday, Jan. 3, I came home and found
her lying drunk on the floor.

“S8he complained of being hurt and told
me of the fall. I picked her up and put
her to bed, and in the morning went for
a doctor, Last Saturday morning she
told me that I had better get out of tke
way and I went over to Soath Boston to
Joe Lannon’s place, where I had some
drinks. Then I went out to my couain’s,
a dentist on Tremont street, and re-
maived with him up to this aiternoon,
whe;x I came in town, and you nabbed
me.’ .

At this point Sutherland began fo go

all over the story once sgain, and made
gome slight changes in what he had al-
ready said.
“I forgot to say,” he eaic,'‘tha! on
coming home and findirg Bianche
drunk, ghe.called mo obsceno nsmes,”
and the prisoner ratiled off a string of
oaths.

The prisoner hesa cntover his lef
eye, which berpeaks the treatment he
received at the Lands of thelodger Caee,
who threw him out of the house last Fri-
day night after severely beating him.
Before beiug putin a cell, Sutherland
expreesed a desire to eee the body of
Blanche, snd be was told by Capt West-
cott that he would be allowed to gee it if
he was willing to go through the streets
to Burke’s undertaking shop onChambers
street handcuffed to an officer. He re-
plied that he was willing to do this, and
after being handcaffad to Patrolmsn
MoGuire was taken there.

Without a tremor he stood in the little
back room of the place while the under-
taker’s agsistant drew back the shroud
that covered the face of the dead
woman. That face still bore in death
the marks of the terrible injuries—the
broken nose and the blackened spot
over the right eye. For fally five min-
utes Sutherland stood looking down upon
the face of the dead, and then stooped
and kissed the forehead of the woman,
who had attempted to shield him, even
when dying. There were traces of tears
in the eyes of the prisoner as he was led
away and he gpoke not & word.

All enquiries here fail to lacate the
Ryan or Connel families in this city or
vicinity. Thereis no doubt that they
were once resident here, but have left
Bt John.

The Chathsm delegates complained
grievously of the heavy railway rates
they were compelled to pay over the I1C
R and C E railways, and claimed that
they should be placed on & par with
Fredericton as regard rates, They show-
ed the absurdity. of being compelled to
pay b cents per barrel on each barrel of
flonr beyond the sum charged Frederic-
t>n, when the flour for Fredericton came
to Chatham Junction, and thence 100
miles to Fredericton, showing that the
combined ra‘es per I C R; adding the
100 milea to Fredericton, should mnot
gost less than per I C R and nine
miles to Chatham,The minister promised
to examine the subject. They also urged
npon him the need of a wharf at Bay du
Vip, and discussed - the changing of the
telegraph line from Chatham fto Escu-
minsc to & telephone line, aleo, the
erection of 8 telephoné from Chatham
to Tracadie. It was shown thata saving
of $300 & year would be the result of
this change between the telegraph and
telepnone service from Chatham to
Escuminac, which amount could be used
to establish the line between Chatham
and Tracadie. :

ST. JOHN DELEGATIONS

Interview the Government Respect-
ing Marsh and Douglas Roads.

FrepericroN, Jan 25—Two St. Jobm
delegations are here and had interviews
with the government. Ald Millidge and
Alex W MacRae met the government and
urged some-changes in connection with
the way by-laws of the Common Council
of 8t Joha are dealt with by the govern=
ment. At present these by-laws become
legal when certified to by the governor-
in-council, or if not dissllowed within
three months. The course of the govern-
ment has been to allow the period above
stated to go by without .disallowing
these by-laws when they become legal.
Baut the Common Council has found diffi-
culty in litigation before the courts in
getting the legality ol its by laws admit-
ted, and tonight’s delegstion urged upon
the government the desirability of certi-
lying to the by-laws as goon 88 they are
passed,

Another matter strongly urged by
the delegation was of government
grant towarde the maintensance of Marsh
and Douglas roads. Previous to the
union of 8t John and Portland, the goy-
ernment gave an annual grant towards
these highwaye, but had withdrawn said
grant during recent years. It was
by Ald Robinson, speaking for the dele-
gation, that these roads were practically
part of the grest highway system of the
province, even though within corper-
ation limits, snd that the government
should not burden the city with the
whole cost of their maintainence, especi-
ally in view of the great amount of
money the government takes out of 8t
John every year, The government prom-
ised consideration of both matters. The
members of the delegation were Mayor
Sears, Aldermen Robinson, Smith,
Puardy, Millidge and Alex W MacRae.

AFTER THE COLLIERS,

Pelley Brothers Sued for Breach of
Contract.

Loxpox, Jan 25—In the Queen’s Bench
Division of the High court of Justice to-
day the trial began of the suit of the
United States against Pelley Broe., ship
brokers, for the recovery of £5,300 paid
them on April 21, 1898, on two 600 ton
colliers by Lieut Sims, then acting naval
attache of the United States embassy
here.

Lient Sims testified that the ship bro-
kers signed & contract at midnight on
April 21, to deliver the colliers for
£53,000. He added that the
contract stipulated that they were
to be delivered as 8oon a8
possible end eaid the ship brokeras prom-
ised verbally that one of them was to be
ready to sail in 24 hours and the other
in 48 hours. The lieuntenant gave the
brokera s check for £5,300 at midnight,
bat they failed to deitver the ships be-
fora the neutzality proclamation of April
26 and claimed tbey were nnable to get
the colliers ready in that time. Lient
Sims said the check beat the records in
going through the clearing houee, as the
brokers secured the money at noon on
the morrow intimating taat they cashed
the check, expecting war, and that they
did not intend t~ deiiver the colliers.

Mr. Warden and members of Municipal

Gentlemen: In accordance with my:
duty, I lay before you my report for the
year 1898. I have done a larger amount
of business this year than usual, forty-
three complaints have been laid before
the courta for violationof the Canada
Temperance Act, resulting in 26 convic-
tions, 18 dismissals, three withdrawsals
and one court disagree. The total
amount of fines and oosts imposed is
$2,050.66. Of the 26 convictions, 15 have
been collected, 14 of which have been
paid, and one hes laid out in jail. Col-
lections have been from the following
persons:—
