Arrest of the Murderers of Limours.

In the early days of the new year,while
the public officers of the criminal court
at Bambouillet in France were conduct-
ing a searching inquiry into all the facts
connected with the mysterious series of
seven murders in the canton of Limourr,
the terror of the country people was in-
creased by the reports of new crimes
added to the list. ; :
Robbery in these as in the former cases
was the evident object. -On ore Sunday
evening a granary situated directly oppo-
site the parish church in the village of
Vaugrigneuse was fired by incendiaries.
‘Two hours later at Norville, not far dis
tant, another building, in which straw
and grain were gtored, was burned.

Sacks of griin were carried away by the
robbers. .

An old married couple named Berard
were living in an jsolated cottage a place
where two roads crossed near the forest

of Charbonnieres. The husband worked

at the estate of that name, while his wife
sold refreshiments to travellers.

On Jan. 8 Berard, on returning from
his day’s toil, found the cottage ‘door
loeked, and upon entering through a win-
dow saw the dead body of his wife ex-
tended upon the hearthstone. A blow
with some blunt instrument had broken
the -skull and inflicted a rectangular
f wound. Five hundred francs hagl been
stolen. - The press in which this sum of
money had been kept was the only picce
of furniture disturbed. The conductor
of astage who knocked at the door about
balf past four thit afternoon was sur-
prised that old Madame Berard did not
appear. After repeated knocks a hoarse
voice asked what was wanted. The con-
ductor replied that he was in a hurry,and
wished for a drop to drink. To this
there was no answer. - On looking
ghrough the window he saw Madame
Berard sitting on a chair and leaning
against the wall, |
her bosom. He concluded she had been
drinking too much, and left. She had
been killed half an hour before.

‘At Dingy,somesixty miles from the seene
of the other tragedies, three days before
this murder an old woman named Leburn
was killed in the evening at-her home:
Notwithstanding the jntervening distance
the mammer of inflicting-deatli by crush
ing in the skull tended to show that the
Limours assassins had extended their
operations to Dingy. .

The most singu! of the story, how-
ever, is that of the murder of two itiner-
ant f\erring dealers who were wont to
peddle their fish about the little villages
in the district of Limours. These two
men had disappeared. - One evening &
peasant saw an ox cart rapidly driven by
a man in a white blouse pass rapidly

le-Petit. It was a moonlight night, and
the peasant saw protruding from the
back of the sart the heads of the two fish
dealers. Their throats were cut and the
skulls had been crushed.

‘| Immediately afterward he took means to
gain information ag to the systems which
obtain in Boston, Mass., Mcntreal, Que-
bec, Halifax, Toronto, and elsewhere,
and the conclusion he has arrived at is
that we cannot- dopt the system of any
of these places in their entirety, but that
each Province, counity or community
must grapple: separately with this vexed
question of local taxation from its own
standpoint, as. circumistances may seem
to-demand. S5

Fhe deep interest taken by the press,
as well as by eur people, in reference to
this matter for the past few years, estab-
lishes its importance, and much good has
beén done and much information gained
by the discussions that have been had
with a view to the adoption of an equit-
able assessment system.

‘What our rate-payers really desire is a
system that will properly bring in all
sources of revenue, so that aman in pay-
ing his tax bill may have a reasonable-as-
surance that even-handed justice has been
meted out to him: that being done, our
tax-roll, although large, will not prove
burthensome on this prosperous and
wealthy community. The bill recently
introduced, based solely upon income
from whatever source, could not practi-
cally be carried into e&ect; and a system
so one-sided is not; in my opinion desired
‘by any considerable number of persons in
this city, whether they be wealthy real
estate owners or large employers; in-
deed our people as a whole, the rich as
well as the poor, desire simple justice,
nothing less, nothing more, and if mutual
concession be made, this desirable result
can now be accomplished.

The writer at the meeting of the Ses-
sions held on the 9th instant, offered an
amendment, which will be “followed if
carried, as was then intimated, by other
propositions, which have been published
in full on the second page of your issue
of the 10th instant. I may here confirm
my statement thatiunder.the Bill now
befort the Séssions; and to be again con
sidered on Monday, the 16th, income
from labor of the hand andhgad would
yield $118,249 of the $209,000 assessed
last year upon the city, Witheut taking
into comsideration the poll tax at all.

In England, income is not taxed at all
for local purpose. In large cities in the
United States, income up to $1,000 is
not taxed, and in Toronto the salary of
clergymen of all depominations is exempt
wup to $1,000, aund all other persons up to
$400. If a change in our present system
be made, it would be well for the Board
to take a leaf out of the book'of the
Toronto Board of -Assessors—indeed the
local laws of Ontario might in many re-
spects be adopted with marked advan-
tage to this province.

The Board of Sessions on the 9th
adopted a general poll rate of $2.50, in-
cluding the $1 for school tax. My pro-
position is to alter the Bill so as to
embrace the following amendments :—

That no person, whose income shall be
under $400 per annum, shall’be assessed
upon income.

That incomes of $400 and upwards,
shall be rated for the purposes of as-
sessment as follows : that is to say—
