that Congress and the Government seem joining France in a war on Germany, 
powerless to effect a change in its cha­
racter now. It is in vain that Congress 
appropriates millions for the sustenance 
of Indians whose hunting grounds have 
been purchased with the promise of an­
nuities, and in vain that the Govern­
ment makes regulations for feeding the 
dwellers on its Indian reservations, for 
the offleiids divide the money among 
themselves and leave the poor Indians 
no resource but plundering raids on the 
border settlers. Swindle after swindle 
has been exposed, official after official 
has been dismissed with his load of 
plunder, attempt after attempt has been 
made to effect a reformation; and yet 
the system remains essentially the same.
The Agents supply the Indians with 
poor blankets and cheap provisions at 
enormous prices, get drunken chiefs to 
receipt for ten times as much as their 
people receive, and charge imaginary 
supplies to fictitious tribes as a reason 
for the want of food and clothes for the 
hungry and naked Indians who apply 
for aid. Specimens of the coftee, flour, 
tobaeeo and sugar served to the Indians 
were lately procured from Red Cloud 
and Spotted Tail, and submitted to the 
inspection of the Secretary of the In­
terior at Washington, but that official 
pretended that the specimens must have 
been kept by the Indians from old sup­
plies, and refused to believe that his 
agents had been guilty of furnishing 
gUch supplies. Tims are the efforts of 
philanthropists who try to protect the 
Indians from the Agents, brought to 
naught. The officials are firmly assur­
ed that the appropriations are for themf 
and they consider themselves entitled to 
credit for giving the Indians anything.
Although the officials report fully twice 
as many Indians as are really on the 
reservations, and Congress has appro­
priated on a liberal scale for both the 
real and fictitious, whole tribes are at

OIL SUITS ! THURSDAY EVENING, MAY 18. The New Grand Master.
At the Installation of H. R. H the 

Prince ot Wales as Grand Master of Ma­
sons In England seven thousand of the 
most advanced, intelligent and eminent 
Masons assembled in Albert Hall, and 
participated in the ceremonies.

The hall is oval in form, with an Im­
mense concave parquette holding about 
two thousand persons. Rising above 
this, and extending clear round the build­
ing—excepting where they are broken by 
the organ—are five tiers of boxes, or gal­
leries. The front of the platform, con­
taining the Grand Master’s chair, was 
profusely garnished with rare plants and 
flowers in pots arranged with artistic ef­
fect. The three chairs used by the Grand 
Master, the Senior Warden, and the Ju­
nior Warden were large and ancient 
frames, covered entirely with heavy gold 
leaf, and the upholstering was In rich 
blue silk velvet. Near each cha’r was a 
lighted wax candle, representing the 
three “ lesser lights,” supported by mag­
nificent golden candlesticks. A new and 
gorgeous velvet carpet,ten feet In width, 
having a light-blue ground with appro­
priate figures In yellow and orange, was 
laid m the broad-centre aisle, from the 
grand northern entrance to the front of 
the platform in the south end. From the 
lop of the Grand Master’s chair waved 
the tripartite white feather—the tradi­
tional flume of the Prince of Wales.

Every man was dressed In fine black 
coat, vest and pantaloons, White shirt 
and collar, with white necktie and wVlte 
kid gloves. Over and aiound the shoul­
ders were worn Masonic 'colors of gold, 
scarlet, purple, and a dofen tints of blue. 
Through these shone the immaculate 
white shirt and necktie, surmounted by 
heads supporting flowing locks of black, 
gray and white. For the effect of light 
and shade, nothing could be grander. 
The brothers all sat so near together that 
the grouping of colors was continuous in 
one immense circle, like the interior 
of a large and brilliant flower. The time 
was passed in social conversation and in 
forming new acquaintances until 3 o’­
clock. Then the officers of the Grand 
Lodge, followed by H. R. H. the Prince 
of Wales and his brother Arthur the 
Duke of Connaught, entered the room, 
passed up the grand aisle, and took 
seats on the platform. The Earl of Car­
narvon, Lord Lieutenant of Ireland, who 
was acting as Pro Grand Master, now 
administered the necessary oath’ to H. R. 
H. In the inOst impressive manner. It 
was a fine illustration of the spirit of 
Masonry, the future King of England 
kneeling before his subjects while taking 
the necessary obligation.

After the Prince had risen from his 
knees he was invested with richly em­
broidered apron, collar and jewels, and 
proclaimed Grand Master, and then he 
was greeted with round after round of 
applause. Then he seated himself in the 
great throne, or “ Chair of the East,” 
clothed in his rich Masonic apparel, his 
face beaming withxlellght, blended with 
a thorough consciousness of the solemnity 
of his obligations. He was now wel­
comed in a congratulatory speech by the 
Earl of Carnarvon. The Prince arose 
and replied in a short speech of about 
five minutes. In a voice of deep, mellow 
tone, with much sweetness and purity of 
diction.

His Royal Highness was welcomed In 
due and ancient form by “three times 
three” Masonic salutes,» and they were 
given with hearty fervency. After the 
Masonic delegations from Scotland, Ire­
land, Sweden, and Denmark had been 
represented, the Friuce filled all the other 
offices in the Grand Lodge by appoint­
ment, announcing the name himself of 
each officer, and clothing him in the 
proper regalia. After some very fine 
music from the great organ, the Grand 
Lodge closed In due and ancient form, 
and the seven thousand fortunate mem­
bers of the craft wended their way home­
ward to a late dinner.

Dit, SWEET’S The Czar and the Kaiser.
Multitudinous speculations have, of 

course, been caused by the meeting of 
the Emperors of Russia and Germany. 
As these potentates are the almost ab­
solute masters of great countries, and 
have two or three millions of armed 
men ready to do their bidding, any joint 
resolution to which they may come 
must be potent for the preservation of 
peace or the plunging of Europe into 
war. Tlie rumors that credit the Em­
perors with joint designs on the territory 
of any of their European neighbors are 
not worthy of the slightest credence. 
Russia’s field of conquest is in the East, 
and Germany seeks to consolidate and 
secure her present possessions. The 
danger of war lies altogether in the at­
titude of France. The desire of regain­
ing Alsace and Lorraine, and of wiping 
out the disgrace of the last war, may, 
possibly, lead French armies once more 
to march towards the Rhine, or the fear 
of such a movement may lead Germany 
to take tlie aggressive for the purpose of 
crippling lier enemy before he is ready 
to take the field, but the chances are all 
against either side breaking the peace 
while the situation remains as it is at 
present. France means to be read}’ to 
take advantage of an opportunity for 
regaining what she has lost, but that op­
portunity will conic only when Germany 
is at warwithsome other powerful nation. 
Germany lias, therefore, an excellent 
reason for keeping ont of a contest with 
any of lier powerful neighbors, and nei­
ther Russia, Austria nor Italy has any 
apparent cause of quarrel with. Ger. 
many. Italy and Austria have home 
problems to solve and empty treasuries 
to replenish. They have no designs on 
their neighbors, and it is not at all pro­
bable that their neighbors have any de­
signs against them. Russia’s energies 
are devoted to the improvement of in­
ternal communication, for tlie better 
consolidation of her vast empire,and for

J D Turner
doShipowner’s Warranty.

A very Important rule has been grant­
ed by the Conrt of Queen’s Bench, Lon­
don, In the case of Kopltoff vs. Wilson.
The question involved was whether there 
was an Implied warranty by a shipowner 
that a ship was reasonably fit for her 
voyage. The bill of lading excepted “all 
accidents, loss and damage of whatever 
nature or kind, or by whatever cause, 
occasioned-from machinery, etc., or 
from perils of the sea, or any act or de­
fault of the pilot or master or mariners 
In navigating the ship.” The ship was 
lost, and the evidence went to 
show that the loss was occasioned 
by the fact of her not being seaworthy.
Tlie damages In the present case were 
£6,000, bnt it was stated that several 

of ft similar character were pending) 
and that the sums at stake in them 
amounted to £40,000. Sir Henry James 
stated ibaj there was, he believed, no 
direct authority on the point. Upon 
this Mr. Justice Blackburn said: ‘‘No 
direct decision, co doubt, but Lord 
Tenterden so lays down the law In all 
the editions of his work on shipping, and 
Lord Wensleydale so laid it down in tbe 
House of Lords in a case against in 
supers.” In reply to this Sir Henry 
James said : “ That hitherto the question 
had only arisen its between owners and 
insurers, here the question was as be­
tween shipowner and shipper, and the 
question was different."

Einbalraere have arrived at Scllly and 

will embalm the bodies of the dead pas­
sengers taken from the wreck of the 
Schiller, whose Irlenda desire jt.

At the Inquest held at St. Mary’s H. 
Hillers, first officer of the Schiller, testi­
fied that at the time the vessel struck 
Captain Thomas and another officer were 
on the bridge. Two men were looking 
out forward, and two others were on the 
bridge with the captain. The jury re­
commended that a telegraph be estab­
lished between Bishop’s Lighthouse and 
the shore. They expressed the opinion 
that if such communication had existed 
all on board the Schiller would have been 
saved. Officers Hillers and Poleman con­
curred In this opinion.

The remains of Mr 
were privately buried 
The bodies untiaitned were also buried. 
The funeral was attended by Mr. Dorrieu 
Smith, the ownerjof the Stilly Islands,the 
coroner and members of the jury, and 
nearly aH the inhabitants of the Island. 
The bodies were first numbered,and care­
ful record was made of the valuables, 
marks, Ac., found on each. They were 
then enclosed lu separate coffins. Two 
graves were dug, each 25 feet long. In 
these the coffins were placed in two lay­
ers. Over one hundred bodies have been 
recovered.
