erts’ forces.

At 9 o’clock last night the final for­
ward movement on the Transvaal capi­
tal had apparently not commenced. All 
Lord Roberts’ dispositions of troops 
appear to apply to Johannesburg, and j 
though the British seem certain to 
reach Pretoria within a day or so they 
will not occupy it without fighting, if 
the opposition of the Boers around Jo­
hannesburg is any criterion.

GEN. FRENCH'S MOVEMENT, 

appears not so much an immediate 
advance on Pretoria as part of a plan 
to surround Johannesburg, from which 

last night he was only a few miles 
distant. Lord Roberts himself is at 
E lands fon-te-in Junction. His forces 
will be placed to the south, west and 
north of Johannesburg subsequent to 
the surrender of the city. These units 
will probably be rec on-centra ted while 
Gen. French advances from -the advan­
tageous position he already occupies. 
The main anmy is converging towards 
the railroad, following closely on his 
hee-ls.

Supposing that Johannesburg sur­
renders at noon today, Pretoria should 
be reached -by June 2, opposition or 
no opposition.

Gen. Brabant’s loss of 40 men strik­
ing evidence -that -the annexation of 
the Free State by no means implies 
its pacification. So thoroughly is the 
country here imbued with the belief 
that Pretoria has fallen, that Mr. 
Joseph Chamberlain, speaking this 
morning at a meeting of the University 
of Birmingham, proposed a message to 
the Queen, congratulating her upon 
the capture of Johannesburg and Pre­
toria, which was sent to the afternoon 
newspapers.

DISPATCH FROM EARL OF ROS6- 

LYN.

London, Thursday, May 31—2 a.m.—

SURRENDER OF JOHANNESBURG.

London, May 81.—-A dispatch from 
Lorenzo Marquez, dated Wednesday, 
says: “Commandant Kraus has sur­
rendered Johannesburg to Lord Rob­
erts.”

Pretoria, Wednesday, May 30.—Brit­
ish officers are now at Johannesburg 
dictating terms of surrender. The 
British advance guard is half-way 
between Johannesburg and Pretoria. It 
is reported that there is a force a-lso 
at Hatheriy. All the forces have been 
dismissed from the forts around Pre­
toria. President Kruger is now at 
Watervallbo-ven.

BOER FORCES ABANDONED 
PRETORIA.

London, Thursday, May 31—3 a.m.— 
Yesterday at noon the British were 
only about two ho-rns’ march front 
Pretoria, and the Boer military forces 
had abandoned the city. This intel­
ligence comes from the Reuter agent at 
the Transvaal capital, and from the 
Earl of Rosis-lyn in a press dispatch. 
The two messages left about the same 
time. At 2 o’clock this morning the 
war office had received no news from 
Lord Roberts which the officials would 
make public; -but it is assumed -that 
the pi ess advices are correct.

Most of the London morning papers, 
through the courtesy of -the Daily 
Mai-1, prints Lord Rosslyn’s dispatch, 
and -corn-merit upon it, treating the vva-r 
as ended. Some of the more cautions 
cni-tics think that guerilla warfare is 
likely to be carried on for some time 
in various parts of the conquered ter­
ritory. Although the Boer forces are 
dissolving, Lord Roberts apparently 
has not yet taken any considerable 
quantities of artillery, arms or stores. 
Large bodies of Boers must still be 
somewhere in the field.

KRUGER’S REFUGE.
Watervalboven or Waterfalliboven is 

130 miles due east of Pretoria, on the 
Delagoa Bay Rai-liway. It should not 
be confueised with Waterval, ten miles 
north of Pretoria, where the British 
prisoners are. W ait e-r va I bo-v en is a 
small place, in a mountainous coun­
try. The seat of the Boer Government 
—what there is left of it—will probably 
be Lydenburg, -to the north.

The British authorities at Bu-luwayo 
think the Boers -will retire into South­
ern Rhodesia.

PRACTICALLY OVER.
The Times says this morning: “The 

war is practically over. By -this time 
the British flag is flying -in Pretoria. 
Mr. Kruger has fled, and is ere this 
half way to Delagoa Bay. Mr. Hay, 
son of the United States secretary of 
state, who holds the office of Ameri­
can consul at Pretoria, and who, in 
that capacity, took -charge of our in­
terests, thoughtfully insisted on a 
special step for safeguarding the large 
number of British prisoners.”

London, May 31—11:02 a.m.—The war 
office has received from Lord Roberts 
a dispatch, dated Germiston, May 30,
8 p.m., saying: “The brunt of the fight­
ing yesterday fell upon Ian Hamilton’s 
column. I have sent him, as already 
mentioned, to work around to the west 
Of Johannesburg, in support of 
French’s cavalry, which was directed 
4o go noirth near the road leading to 
Pretoria- I have not heard, from 
French yet, but Hamilton, In a report 
■which has lust reached me. states that 
about 1 o’clock in the afternoon he 
found his way blocked by the enemy, 
etrongly posted on some kopjes and 
ridges three miles south of the Rand. 
They had two heavy guns and several 
field guns and pom-poms. Hamilton 
forthwith attacked.

THE GORDONS’ GOOD WORK.
“The right was led by the Gordons, 

'who, after capturing one extremity of 
the ridge, wheeled around and worked 
dong It until after dark, clearing it of 
the enemy, who fought most obsti­
nately. The 104th led on the other 
flank and would not be denied, but 
the chief share in the action, as in the 
casualtiee, fell to the Gordons, whose 
gallant advance excited the admira­
tion of all.

FOREIGN SOLDIERS SENT TO 
PEKIN.

Tien Tsin, May 81.—American, Brit­
ish, Japanese, German, Italian, Russian 
and French troops, to the number of 
100 each, have been ordered to guard 
their respective legations at Pekin, but 
the viceroy here will not allow them 
to proceed hence to Pekin on the rail­
way without the authority of the war 
office.

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Politics and the War in England.
The recent bye-elections in England 

have their lessons. Sometimes it is 
difficult to draw any valid conclusion 
from particular cases. Buit in the 
present excitement some of these elec­
tions have been fought out on a clear, 
definite issue. Even In this case it 
Is well to draw our Inferences care­
fully. We may safely say that these 
elections Indicate that the great ma- 
keity of the English people see that 
the war must be vigorously pressed to 
a speedy conclusion, end that the two 
■bates whieh have caused such trouble 
roust not be aJkxwed to have in future 
any powers >111011 would be danger­
ous to the peace of Africa. People 
rosy be prepared to vote this much 
■tu> wish that the war had been 
avoided, and who even think that It 
«night have been avoided) had) the 
Government laid hold of the problem 
vigorously at an earlier date.

It does not-follow that intelligent 
people who vote with the Government, 
approve all the details of its policy, or 
are prepared to condone all the blun­
ders which marked the conduct of the 
war In its earlier stages. The English, 
people are good politicians, because 
they confine themselves to the ques­
tion Immediately before them; and so, 
from the moment President Kruger's 
forces marched into British territory, 
the majority of ail classes and parties 
mw that the nation must strain every 
nerve to vindicate its honor and pro­
tect Its people.

Another lesson from these elections 
is the division of the Liberal party on 
matters of imperial policy. We find 
Liberals rejoicing in the defeat of their 
own candidate 'bemuse of his views on. 
the war, and because they felt that 
if the Liberal party was to be com­
mitted to “Little Emglandlsm,” defeat 
was better than victory. So one thing 
is clear, that there Is an awakening 
in the Liberal party to the danger of 
allowing persons of an extreme type 
to lead ithe party into an untenable 
an ti-imperial position. The present 
condition of the Liberal party in Brit­
ain is such as to make its friends de­
spondent, but Its regeneration and re­
vival may come oooner than, we ex­
pect.

It Is likely that if the present Gov­
ernment takes advantage of a great 
military victory to bring on the elec­
tions it may sweep the country. But 
a political victory thus bought may 
not be the best for the country or for 
the party gaining it. 'Many things 
will need attention which cannot be 
settled in a bitter parti ran spirit The 
settlement of Africa, and the reform 
of the army, must be carried through 
in a way that .will iwln the approval 
of the best minds r>f all parties. We 
are interested, if distant, onlookers of 
the fray, and we can look upon these 
things from a broad imperial stand­
point .without making them » ouestiem 
of party.

Social Reform in Britain.
Noel Buxton, in the Contemporary 

Lev lew for April, writing of “Public 
Houses,” says that the prospects of 
temperance reform are brightening at 
last. He bases this conclusion upon 
such facts as the following: The licens­
ing commission, far from reducing dis­
agreement to chaos, has produced an 
amazing unanimity. For once the trade, 
through its representatives, concurs in 
a drastic scheme. The teetotalers also 
are showing what is called a more red.-" 
solvable temper. They are beginning to 
recognize that temperance muet be 
merged in the general programme o-f 
social reformers. “The teetotaler is too 1 
fond of regarding ignorance as bliss; it 
behooves us rather to approach this 
question, not blowing trumpets for the 
tall of the alcoholic Jericho, but, in the 
spirit of far-eastern Buddhism, of po­
liteness towards possibilities.”

There are two alternatives to the 
present system—to have no licenses at 
all, or to have them under public man­
agement ; and thic gentleman thinks 
we have heard too much about the 
first system, and too little about the 
second.

In the way of reformation there are 
ten methods mentioned which are said 
to have produced improvement in Con­
tinental Europe, and the question is, 
how far do they apply to the life of 
England: L Decreased number of pub­
lic houses. 2. Short hours. 3. Pure 
liquor. 4. High price of spirits. 6. Lim­
itation of quantity sold to each con­
sumer. 6. Supply of cheap food. 7. Sup­
ply of teetotal drinks. 8. Befueal of 
credit. 9. Non-interest of manager in 
profits. 10. Control over the manager. 
These are reviewed briefly, and as we 
read this review we find that this 
problem of controlling and improving 
the trade tn liquor Is exceedingly com­
plex and difficult. Each of these differ­
ent lines may be worked in different 
places, and ail of them in some places. 
But when we are reminded that it 
would take 50 millions sterling to buy 
out all the publicans in London, it 
will easily be seen that It would not 
be easy to try the experiment there. 
But if the local authorities were given 
the power to take over the trade, a 
trial of the system which has been cre­
dited with good influence at Gothenburg 
might be made In some smaller place.

Teetotalers as a rule are averse to 
the Idea of the community dealing in 
strong drink in any form; but in 1877 
Sir Wilfred Lawson voted for Mr. 
Chamberlain's resolution, which aimed 
at making the experiment. It is evi­
dent that while total prohibition is 
altogether out of the question for Eng­
land, social reformers feel that some­
thing must be done to lead the nation 
late Baths of soberness. There are

•‘Imperial and Imperious.”
An English Journal, speaking of Mr. 

Chamberlain’s recent Birmingham 
speech, said that -he is Imperial, but 
he is also imperious. This, we think, 
is true, and also unfortunate. It is 
not well that these two ideas should 
be associated together. We read not 
long ago of a gentleman in England 
who, being a teetotaler, did not like 
the word imperial, because It remem­
bered him of the “imperial pint.” That 
is not the common objection. There 
are many loyal subjects of t'he Queen 
who are not averse to the pint, im­
perial or otherwise. The feeling 
against Imperialism, so far as It ex­
ists in Liberal circles, arises from the 
fact that many associate with it the 
old ideas of empire, aggressiveness in 
foreign relations, and! autocracy at 
home. It seems strange that Mr. 
Chamberlain, who began his political 
life as a Republican Home Ruler, and 
everything else that is ultra-democratic, 
should provoke such suggestions. But 
strange things happen in the political 
realm.

It is difficult to say just now what 
Mr. Chamberlain's formal political 
creed is, but his style and Spirit 
seems to many people to savor more 
of a despotic ruler than a representa­
tive of the people. In politics a man’s 
tone and temper tell just as much as 
his professed beliefs. We can under­
stand a man of Mr. Chamberlain's 
vigor resenting sharp criticism, which 
to him seems to be unjust. The fact 
that he is made the target for the 
fiercest criticism tends to create a cer­
tain amount of sympathy for him in 
the public mind. But of late he has 
shown an amount of irritation at 
criticism of any kind which is not 
healthy in a public man, iwho must 
try, in a conciliatory spirit, to recon­
cile conflicting interests. He speaks 
of a Conservative victory as a victory 
for the imperial forces, and tries to 
identify the success of Lord Roberts* 
immense army with the success of his 
individual policy and personal meth­
ods. This, to say the least of it, is 
not wise. It is not .wise in England 
or Canada to make “imperialism” a 
thing of one party, or the section 
of a party.

Mr. Chamberlain was most bitter 
against those who believe that the 
war ought to have been avoided; buit 
who, now that we are in it, say that 
It must be pushed to a successful con­
clusion—that is, those who condemn 
Mr. Chamberlain's diplomacy as well 
as Mr. Kruger's stupidity. We do not 
think that this position is so Incon­
sistent as it seems to be; but in any 
case it 6s the position of thousands 
of Intelligent Britons in all parts of 
the Empire. We cannot discuss this 
in detail now, but one thing is cer­
tain, that so tong as Mr. Chamber- 
lain holds a public position he must 
meet fair criticism in a fair spirit, 
unless the strife is to be made unneces­
sarily bitter; and another thing is 
equally certain, that people will refuse 
to admit that the fate of the Empire 
is bound up with the fortunes of any 
particular politician. A proud im­
periousness will not help forward a 
true imperialism.

City 
folk, as a rule, have an aversion to 
searching for supplies through rain 
and mud, and today was no exception 
to the rule. The butchers who were 
present, and they were not many, 
were wise enough to leave their large 
supplies at home, and hence they were 
enabled to go back with empty wag­
ons The gardeners, however, were 
not so fortunate, and when they re­
turned to their homes their horses 
pulled loads that were not much 
lighter than (those they had taken to 
the city in the early hours of the day. 
The same Indisposition to purchase 
was noticeable in other departments, 
and poultry and vegetables and dairy 
produce dealers left the square with 
much disgust and little money. The 
depression even effected the wool and 
hide trade, in which the monthly 
changes are generally as regular as 
the seasons, and tod-ay the dealers did 
not feel justified in quoting new 
prices.

GLAD TO GET OUT
atBan Bowen’s Balloon Experience 

Coney Island.
New York, May 31.—Benjamin Boiw- 

en, of this city, had a most exciting 
balloon adventure last night. As an 
innovation annong the amusements at 
Coney Island a passenger balloon was 
recently introduced. Its purpose was 
to offer a balloon ascension and am ex­
tended view of the sur round! rig coun­
try.

Ottawa, May 80.—News of Pretoria 
first reached the House of Commons 
when a private message was received 
from the Globe office. The good news 
spread rapidly throughout the build­
ings, and the sound of cheering in the 
corridors by the enthusiastic members 
as the report spread, penetrated /j the 
chamber. Long before the hour of ad­
journment everyone was cognizant of 
the collapse of the Boer resistance. At 
2 o’clock Mr. Fielding rose and said 
that in view of the great news that 
had been received the committee 
should rise in order that the members 
might join in the general rejoicing. 
The motion was assented to, and as 
soon as the speaker took the chair. 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier rose with a tele­
gram in his hand to make the an­
nouncement. The pent-up enthusiasm 
of the members burst out before he 
could say a word. The members rose, 
and, led by Mr. Hance Logan, sang 
“God Save the Queen,’’ and the pre­
mier led in three hearty cheers. The 
house adjourned at 2:05 a.m.

The house today dealt with the North­
west grain bill and the criminal code. 
An amendment to .the grain bill, pro­
posed by Sir Henri Joly, was bitterly 
opposed by the western members of 
both parties, and finally a compromise 
amendment was adopted. The house 
went into supply at 1 o’clock In the 
morning.

Mr. Russell introduced a bill to re­
medy a clerical error in the bill pass­
ed this session, amending the act re­
specting the Merchants’ Bank of Hali­
fax and changing its name, which was 
read a second time and referred to 
the committee on banking and com­
merce.

Mr. Charlton expressed his gratifica­
tion at reading in the newspapers the 
report that the Canadian section of the 
Paris Exposition would be closed on 
Sundays. He hoped the statement would 
be found to be correct, as it would be 
received with delight by the Christian 
community of Canada, and he asked 
whether any official confirmation of the 
report had been received.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier replied that he 
understood the report was true, but in 
the absence of the minister of agricul­
ture he could not give a definite reply.

Sir Henri Joly moved the house back 
Into committee on the Northwest grain 
trade and grain Inspection bill, to move 
an amendment providing that where 
more than one fiat warehouse is requir­
ed at any station, the land on which 
the warehouse and the spur to reach it 
are placed shall be provided by or at 
the cost of the person or persona to 
whom the warehouse belongs.

Mr. Davin opposed this amendment. 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier pointed out the 

mutual dependence of the producer* 
and transportation companies, and said 
that Uie object of the amendment was 
to prevent the abuse of the flat ware­
house privilege by the filling up of » 
station yard with tla,t warehouses.

Mr. Oliver opposed the amendment in 
the strongest manner.

Mr. Richardson also opposed it, and 
said that if It was adopted it would 
defeat the whole object of the bill. He 
said he would move the amendment, 
of which he had given notice, provid­
ing that the commissioner should grant 
leave to erect a fiat warehouse to any­
one applying for it,

The western members insisted upon 
a division, and Sir Henry Joly’s mo­
tion was carried by 93 to 10. These 
voting nay were Messrs. Davin, Doug­
las. Guillet, Oliver, Pettet, Puttee, 
Richardson, Roche, Rutherford, Stubbs. 
Mr. Davis announced that if he had 
not been paired he would have voted 
against the proposed amendment.

The house then went into committee 
upon the bill.

Sir Richard Cartwright informed Mr. 
Martin that he had not received ten­
ders for a cold storage steamship ser­
vice between Prince Edward Island 
and England, but was now trying to 
make a private arrangement for the 
service.

Considerable time was spent jin dis­
cussion of the criminal code. An am­
endment to exempt “art societies” 
from the operations of the law against 
lotteries was voted down, the house 
taking the view that there were no 
such things in Canada as bona fide art 
lotteries, the institutions running un­
der that name being really gambling 
Institutions.

An amendment was made imposing a 
penalty of a year’s imprisonment upon 
persons incurring debt or liability 
through obtaining credit upon false 
pretenses. This embodies the principle 
of Mr. McLaren’s bill Introduced for 
the protection of hotel keepers against 
deadbeats.

Still another amendment was adopt­
ed to enforce obedience to a subpoena 
Issued In another province.

Mr. McCarthy endeavored to have an 
amendment adopted giving copyright 
the same primitive protection as a 
trade mark, but was unsuccessful.

The bill was read a third time and 
passed. It will come into force on the 
1st of January.

Upon the .motion to go into supply 
Mr. Davin spoke at some length in re­
ference to the dismissal of the post­
master at Moose Jaw.

The following bills were put through 
the final stages and passed: To enable 
the city of Winnipeg to utilize the As- 
siniboine River water power—Mr. Put­
tee. Respecting the Western Alberta 
Railway—Mr. Casey.

The house went into supply on the 
agricultural estimates at 1 a.m.

I Sweet, in which judgment went against 
! the defendant for $1.090 for alleged libel 
! in publishing a letter accusing the

cision is reversed and the case sent 
back for trial.

112 CORPSES ON BOARD.
San Francisco, May 31.—The trans­

Than 800 Miles From Pekin.

Toronto, M'ay 31.—Inquiry was made 
yesterday at the mission offices in To­
ronto, and it was learned that there 
were no Canadian missionaries in fields 
near the disaffected portions of China, 
In the neighborhood of Pekin. The 
Methodist missionaries are away in 
the western -provinces, on the Yangtse 
Kiang River, over 1,000 miles from 
Pekin. The Canadians nearest the 
district where the “Boxers" are in re­
bellion are Presbyterian missionaries, 
at Chu Wrang, Hain Chen and Chang 
Te Fu, which are from 200 to 400 miles 
away from Pekin. The stations of the 
China Inland Mission are among the 
Inland provinces, and not in any dan­
ger.

A Quaker’s Defense 
Of Kis Loyalty.

A young Quaker, pressed into the 
army in the civil war, being tried for 
refusing to serve, declared to the Judge! 
that he was a Quaker and could not j 
fight. The judge indignantly exclaim- i 
ed: “I despise a religion that is con- ! 
trary to the laws of my country!” The i 
young Friend promptly replied: “I de- j 
spise the laws of my country that are • 
contrary to ray religion!” The young 
man must have been well established : 
in the genius of Quakerism to be able ! 
to place himself, on the spur of the 
moment, in that line of duty that must 
Inevitably result from a careful and 
consistent application of our peculiar 
and fundamental belief in the doctrine 
of “inner light.” Quakerism, from the j 
very first, demanded for the inner j 
light superiority over all customs and 
all human law. It believed with the 
Apostle Paul that it ought to obey God 
rather than man.

Wherever ' 
he has found the human law. written 
in statutes, at variance with the divine 
Law, written in the heart, he does not 
doubt which he should follow. Is he 
disloyal?

Today he earnestly protests against 
the present wars agitating the world. 
He declares the Cuban and the Philip­
pine and the L ith African wars all to 
be unholy and1 unjustifiable, on the j 
ground that all war is unholy and un- :
