New York, Oct. 9.—The Associated
Press today issues the following:

Forced from Cambrai, one of the
strong pillars of the Hindenburg sys-
tem, the Germans today are being
driven back toward the French frontier
under the heavy onslaughts of the Third
and Fourth DRritish armiles, alc{ed by
American troops. Apparently the Ger-
mans now have lost the Hindenburg
line on the front from Cambrai to St.
Quentin. Field Marshal Haig resumed
his attack this morning, and reports
that rapid progress is being made on a
front of more than 30 miles from north-
east of Cambrai to east of St. Quentin.

As the German defence system in the
centre falls to the British and "Ameri-
cans, the French and Americans on the

Quentin front, and the British and Americans continued their
progress of Tuesday under a heavy protective fire from the British
artillery. The defeated enemy was almost smothered under the
great deluge of steel and explosives.

A large number of guns have been captured by the British
and Americans, in addition to the great batches of prisoners which
continue to arrive at the cages. The American troops alone cap-
tured two complete field batteries and a battery of heavy artillery,.

The Americans captured these guns Tuesday afternoon when
they suddenly outflanked both ends of the valley south of Premont,
capturing all the German guns there. German reinforeements
have arrived, but as these troops have been engaged several times
recently their presence merely adds to the confusion in the enemy
ranks.

10,000 GERMANS ARE REPORTED
TAKEN IN YESTERDAY'S BATTLES

LIBERATION OF PALESTINE !

World-Wide Zionist
Celebration.

The Palestine Zionist Commission has
sent out an appeal to Jewish people all
over the world to Jjein in celebrating
November 2 as *‘Declaration Day,” and
ta observe the anniversary of this his-

toric date every year. A copy of the
cable sent tg Clarence I. de Sola, presi-

dated Jerusalem, Qctober 2, 1918, has
been forwarded to Mr. Fishbein of this
city, secretary of the local Zion Lovers,
who are being asked to respect the re-
Despite the sacrifices made by
the Jewish people in the world uphcaval,
never was their future more full of
promise and of hope.
‘ All Alites to Help.

On November 2, 1517, the British
Government 1ssued its declaration on
Zionism, which eofficially recognized the
inviolable right of the Jewish people to
a national home in Palesiine, and ofiered
her powerful help toward the realization
of this aim. The determination of the
British Government to assist the
Jewish people in their age-long aspira-
tions was manifested 'by the appoint-
ment of a Zlonist commission te pro-
ceed to i’alestine in order to investi-
gate the ways and n.eans for eéstab-
lishing a national home for the Jewish
people in Palestine, with the approval
of the British Government. As a step
in the direction of the establishment of
the nation, the foundation of the
Hebrew University was laid in Jerusa-
lem on July 24, ¥918. All the allied
powers fighting for the freedom of the
world have declared their determina-
tion to help the Jewish people achieve
their purpose.

A Day of Thanksgiving.

The prociamation to celebrate No-
vember 2 says: ‘‘Declaration .Day this
vear falls at an opportune time. Gen.
‘Allenby and the heroic British army
have liberated the Land of Israel,
bringing freedom, justice and good
government in their train; therefore let
the Jewish people once again express

Government. Let them hold meetings
and thanksgiving services to give ut-
terance to their joy at the triumph of
the British Government, whose efforts
we hope to see crowned with final
victory." o

FEWER CASES REPORTED

But Many Doctor§ Do Not
Notify Authorities When .
Cases Develop.

Twenty-five c¢ases of Spanish imflu-
enza were officially reponeg this morn-

|ing a8 compared with 45 cases at the

same hour on Tuesday, thus bearing out
the statement of a number of the doe-
tors that the epidemic is beginning to
abate here. The list today includes one
which has developed pneumonia, and
some are quite seriously il. On the
whole, however, it is considered that

by reports from other places.

“Qf course,” it was stated at the In-
stitute of Public Health today, “‘we feel
assured that by no means all the
cases are being reported. Eighteen doc-
tors have reporte¢ the 450 cases since
Qctober 2, of which we have a record."

Mild Cases at Camp.

At the camp, it is stated, that a. de-
cided abatement of the epidemic is mani-
fested. While there may be 85 or 90
cases, the majority are mild, and fewer
are now developing.

Some families, however, have reason
to feel they have been hard hit. One
family of five—father, mother, and three
children—have all been conﬂn\d to their
beds this past week, in the care of a
couple of nurses and the maid. One of
the nurses has contracted the ‘‘floa.”
and is also added to the home-hospital’s
list of patients.

V. A. D.’s Do Good Work.

The V. A. D.'s, members of No. 4
Nursing Division, St. John Ambulance
Associgtion, have come heroically to the
rescue, and are rendering service in
helping out the public health nurse. Six-
teen cases were attended to on Wednes-
day, where a couple of calls sufficed to
make the patients comfortable and pro-
vide for their needs. Two nurses sat
up all night with patients, one man
telephoning to the superintendent of the
nursing division today that the nurse
who bad been on duty at his hohse last
night-was a positive ‘“‘god send.” He
got his first sleep in a week, and it was
the first time he had been able to un-
dress in a week, owing to the fact that
he had been obliged for a whole week
to be prepared for any emergency day
and night in looking after his sigk fam-
ily.

Patient at Hospital.

Half a dozen V. A. D.'s are out today
on cases, and one patient is being cared
for in the emergency, hospital at the
headquarters of the division at 440
Talbot street.

Appreciation of the offer of the lec-
ture-room of the division to be used as
an emergency ~hospital was expressed
at the meeting of the board of health
on Tuesday afternoon. Mrs. i
Thomson, the superintendent of the divi-
sion, points out that it would be much
easier to care for a dozen patients in
the hospital than half that number of
out patients, owing to the fatigue in-
volved for the nurses in going from one
part of the city te another. One bed
with springs and mattress was sent up
yesterday to be used for the purpose.

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AN ANSWER TO THE PRISONER'S PLEA.
OT THE SLIGHTEST trace of excitement or
N disquietude appears in the reply directed by

President Wilson of the United States to |

Prince Maximilian of Baden, imperial German
chancellor. If he takes the matter seriously, the
president does not indulge in many words to wel-
come German overtures. His is a frigidly polite
statement to call again when common sense has
brought more definite convictions upon which to
base negotiations. The Allies at present are not
at home to Germany, and they are not making
any apologies or manifesting any perturbation
a8 to the future. While Wilson demands that the
Germans leave the soil of all invaded countries as
a preliminary to peace conferences, he does not
seek to amplify his demand with reasons or argu-
ments. It is a simple order to ‘‘Get out!’”’ The
Germans are going from this invaded soil whether
of their own volition or by means of the applica-
tion of the force of Allied arms. The Allies heard
the Germans say something about it, but it sov -
ed like apologetic mumbling, so they have asked
not too sortly, ‘*What did you say? You had
better speak louder.”” The Allies are deaf so far
as (ermany suggesting peace ‘‘arrangements’’ is
concerned. The first thing for Germany to do is
to discontinue making necessity a virtue, and to
state its terms in language that cannot be mis-
understood. ‘‘We are ready for complete sur-
render’’ is about the only sentence that will reach
Allied understanding.

Wilson also begs to inform the new German
chancellor that the Allies are not in a talkative
mood while a German soldier remains on invaded
soil. Belgium, Northern France, Serbia and Po-
land are not to be pawns in this game of inter-
national chess. The role of conqueror is not as-
sumed by the Allies, but a thousand times more
necessary it is that Germany shall be unable to
assume such an attitude, not even to the extent
of one acre of ground. :

Then for whom does the German chancellor
speak? For the constituted authorities, the
kaiser and his war lords, who have conducted the
war, or for the German people? The president
explains that this is ‘‘vital from every point of
view.”’ In a word he says on behalf of the Allies
that they will not treat with the German emperor.
And this is virtnally a demand for his overthrow,
for he could no longer be regarded as the ruler of
the German people while the nations on the other
side refused to conduct any negotiations with
him,

The simple note of less than 300 words (290
to be exact) must now be in Germany. Whatever
comfort the Germans may secuge from it may be
gauged by their apparent expectations for peace.
Here in a nutshell are the replies their latest
peace proposals have brought them:

1. State your position definitely toward
the Wilson terms,

2. Get out of all invaded territory.

3. Get rid of your Kaiser and his war
lords.

The purpose of the note cannot be mistaken
by the kaiser, the chancellor or the German peo-
ple. The Allies simply ask these questions with-
out committing themselves to any bargain for a
conference, not even an implied bargain. Ger-
many is pinned down to further overtures at once
unless she chooses to face inevitable defeat by full
force of arms, a method more to the liking of the
Allied peoples than any other.

If Germany sought to gain an adwantage by
subterfuge, her objects have failed completely.
She must make all further diplomatic advances,
with the knowledge that the statesmen of the
Allied countries have no faith whatever in her
good intentions, and that the making of terms is
altogether a matter for the court. And Germany
is not a member of that court, but the prisoner at
the bar.

GERMANY MUST PAY.
‘“We cannot proceed a step without guar-
antees.”—Winston Churchill,

N THESE WORDS the British soldier-states-
man points out the greatest stumbling-block
to peace without complete Teutonic defeat.

How can there be such guarantees until Germany
is placed in a position where she eannot break
her word?

Prior to this war the word of any nation or
government which promised to accept certain con-
ditions would have been taken without question ;
the request for an armistice would have heen

granted almost certainly, and unbounded rejoic-!
ing would have broken out at the evidence of the !

foe’s willingness, to make peace. There existed a
code of national and international honor which
was regarded as almost sacred.

Germany has changed all this, and the most
binding oath her statesmen could take would not
now be regarded as more than a lightly-spoken
and utterly unreliable assertion,

In the first instance, Belgium suffered severe-
ly from the Teuton faithlessmess. Then France,
Britain and neutral nations were adversely affect-
ed: It appeared that all the disadvantages of the
Huns’ vileness were to acerue to the Allies while
the perpetrators wore to reap all the benefit.
quth after m-utl the Allied peoples and press
said: ‘‘“The Germans will have to pay a fearful
price for ail this; they will reap what they have
sown.’”’ In spite of this oft-repeated assurance.
there was doubt. How can they be repaid? How
can they be made to suffer! These questions were
asked and were answered but vaguely.

When the Lusitania was sunk, there ap-
peared to be a slance of the foe receiving some
of her just rrard because of American interven-

f

tion, but this hope almost died before the declara-
tion of war came. Nevertheless, that was the
starting point of Germany’s harvest of tares. No
nation suffered by the loss of the Lusitania one-
thousandth part of what Germany has.

Now the full measure of repayment” is - at
hand, for Wilhelm and his people. No matter
how despairing their cries, how genuine their de-
sire for peace on the Allted terms, how humble

their demeanor, they cannot be trusted. They
have brought on themselves the righteous wrath
of civilization and they cannot escape the punish-
ment. They ruined Belgium temporarily, over-
ran a large section of France for a time, inflicted
losses on Britain, America and neighbors by their
disregard of all laws, human and divine, but they
doomed themselves and their own land for cen-
turies to come,

Every German killed, every civilian starving,
every town shelled now is directly attributable to
Germany’s treatment of obligations as ‘‘scraps of
paper.”” The world has suffered at the hands of
the Hun, but ‘“The Fatherland’’ share of that

Vegetables, fruits and meats convey
most of these to the various parts of
ilhe human body.

Minimum Amounts Unknown.

However, the required amounts and
proportions of each are not always pres-
ent in parti edibles. Indeed, the
scientific study of mineral fertilizers for
human tissues still lacks many facts
in order fully to inform you of your
exact needs of phosphates, glycerophos-
phat=s, sulphates, nitrate, oxides, lime,
potash or soda.

Scientists have not yet discovered the
minimum amounts of each ot these
mineral fertilizers demanded by the tis-

dispensable, however, is certain from a
number of facts. In their absence,
wasting and fatal infections appear,
such as tubercwlosis, malnutrition,
marasmus and several other maladies.

Calcium of lime and phosphorus are
peculiarly important and so essential
to the body that without them death
with symptoms of *“air hunger’ or
suffocation has been known to occur.

Man has the advantage over a cow,
a lorse or a pig because he has the
fin 'rs and the fields of a wille choice
fro:n which to select many
Ani nls may, as some scientists and
philc ;ophers assert, have the power of
judgment, choice and will, yet
they needs fare farther afteld than
they are ahle to obtain a wide
enough variety unless man serves it to
them im their selected feed.

Lime and Phosphates.

Cereals and grains, as a rule, are
essentially deficient in lime. Ratlons
all too exclusively ccmposed of corn,
oats and other grains, -often produce
weakness, exhaustion, sluggishness
and death.

Leguminous plants such as beans
and peas yield an abundance of lime
and phosphorus. Unless this is fur-
nished, medicines with lime and car-
bonates are needed.

Mothers who nurse their infants
may be in dire need of lime. Peas,
beans and lactale of calcium or other
forms of calcium must be adminis-
tered in some form, if the flow of
rich milk is to be maintained.

Vegetables, fruits and meats supply
pome lime mpnd phosphates, but it is
often mecessary to write a prescrip-
tion for these to be added to the diet.

The minimum requirement of soda,
potash, magnesium, chlorine and other
elements are much smaller than those
of iron, lime and phosphorus. The
latter are much more essential to
health and life.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 8.—President
Wilson has met Germany’s peace note
with a move which will, at one stroke,
develop whether the Teuton proposal is
sincere or merely a pretension, and if
pretension it be, fully justify for all
time beforr. the world prolonging of the
war with ‘“force to the ugmost; force
without stint or limit.” At the same
time the president has left wide open
the door to peace.

Declining to propose an armistice
while the armies of the central powers
remain on invaded soil, the president to-
day called upon the German chancellor
to state as an absolutely necessary pre-
liminary to a reply from the Entente
Allies and the United States whether
Germany accepts the principles of
pPeace so repeatedly laid down, or merely
| proposes to accept them ‘‘as the basis
of negotiations,” and whether the chan-
cellor merely speaks for the German
military masters conducting the war, or
the whole German people.

Way Open to Peace.

As the full significance of the presi-
| dent's diplomacy is disclosed it becomes
evident that he has left open the way
to peace and at the same time left the
militarist leaders of the central powers
with a question they must necessarily
answer in a way that will lead to peace
or confront them with an embarrassing
situation in their own country.

Among diplomats here the president’s
communication is regard as one of
his master-strokes. It 8 pointed ouf
that upon cursory examination it may
not show such strong terms as some
may have desired. All the president's
advisers, however, ‘are confident that
as close consideration reveals its full
import it will be apparent thai it is a

WINNIFPEG, Oct. $.—Sir Thomas
White, minister of finance, opened the
campaign for the second Canadian
Victory Leoan, with a stirring speech
in Winnipeg tonight. The industrial
bureau was crowaed with men and
women to hear the finance minister
speak on the new loan.

Five hundred millions of dollars is
the amount required to be raised by
the Canadian Government to carry on
Canada's part in the prosecution of
the war. The minimum amount which
the minister of flnance asks for is
three hundred millions of dollars.

Sir Thomas in his speech announced
the terms of the forthcoming war loan
as follows:

Some Gentle Jabs.

His speech was in-
terspersed with gentle jabs which he
evidently believed would make some of
his hearers squirm in their seats. They
were delivered generally in the form of
witticisms, but this made them none the
less effective.

The gathering was a representative
one. Mr. Guthrie’'s remarks, as were
those of Mr. Albert, were applauded to
the echo. Russell Kelly, president of
the Hamilton DBoard of Trade, was a
visitor, and along with J. C. R. Foster,
the campaign manager of the board of
trade awakening, or as Mr. Albert sug-
gested, its passing, were the other
speakers. F. E. Leonard, president of
the board, presided, and Dr. E. E.
Braithwaite acted as toastmaster. Be-
fore the opening of the main speeches
George S. Gibbons made a sterling anr-
peal for everyone present to get out
behind the Victory Loan drive. ‘‘Show
the kaiser that the civic population is
behind the boys at the front to the
last,” he declared.

Best Brains Needed.

Mr. Guthrie opened his remarks with

reference to after-the-war problems,

declaring that Canada must organize
and utilize the best brains of the Do-
minion to handle the problems that
will arise when hostilities cease. He
then launched into a brief review of
Canada’s war effort to date, stating
that the enlistments to date were ap-
proximately 600,600, out of a popula-
tion of eight millions. Canada’'s force,
he declared, has always been kept up
to the full quota on the firing line, and
he said that he had been told that
Can-4a 1s the only one of the Allles
with units on the firing line up to
their full strength.

Mr. Guthrie touched briefly on the
industrial life of the Dominion during
the war, declaring the outstanding fea-
ture had been the Dominion's achieve-
ment - in the matter of flnance. He
passed over lightly the fears of some
that Canada will not be able to handle
her heavy interest charges, declaring
that not only would the Dominion be
able to do this, but that at the end of
the present year a good slice would be
cut off the principal by the ever-
growing revenue of the country. He
was sure that Canada would pay ten
or a hundred fold what she is paying
today if it was necessary to hold the
cause for which her sons were fight-

ing.
Develop Resources.

Mr. Guthrie touched on what he
termed a radical change that the Do-
minion has undergone in its railway
developments. The Government owner-
ship of the C. N. R. was what he re-
ferred to. He explained with much de-
tail the reason why the rates on rail-
ways had been advanced. It seemed
that his remarks on this were but a
prelude to what was to follow, his
views on what Canada should do to
provide employment for soldiers after
discharge, and men in munition plants.
His idea in a word was that the Gov-
ernment should subsidize or undertake
the development of Canada’s natural
resources. He mentioned specifically
the mineral wealth of the “Dominion.
He declared that after the war there
would be a great demand for raw ma-
terial. This would be Canada’s oppor-
tunity.

Mr. Guthrie approached the end with
a few kind words about the Union Gov-
ernment and its ability to court un-
popularity. He said it could not be
accused of courting popularity, .and
concluded with a glowing and eloquent
tribute to the Allies' great effort in the
war and the greatest of these—the
Motherland. His remarks here as well
as his statements on the German peace
offer, which might be embodied in the
sentence, that ‘‘Prussianism must go
before peace can come,”” were applaud-
ed to the echo. ‘“We should “e prouder
of her than we ever were before,” he
declared of the two little isles, in the
Atlantic, and his hearers rose to their
feet and cheered as he sat down.

Canadians in future will be known 8=

Mr. Albert lost no time in answering
Mr. Guthrie’s picture of what may hap-
pen after the war. He declared that
he looked on the making of peace with
a confidence that he found hard to ex- |
press. He did declare that no peace
would be wrought or endured a mo-
ment before ‘“we (he meant the U. S.),
have made good our pledge to the men
who died before we enter=d the war.” |

Mr. Albert paid a tribute to the great
Allied leaders in a rather novel way.
Call it an economic or a spiritual de-
terminism of plain religion, he said, but
the affairs of the child upon earth are |
in God's omnipotent hands as he chooses |
his leaders as he needs them. He gave
the Allies Wilson, Joffre, Foch, Haig
and Lloyd George.

Getting around to his subject, Mr.
Albert said the board of trade move-
ment was peculiarly Canadian, and had !
no counterpart in any other country.

He pic-
tured the horrors of the taxpayer when
the Technical School was bult, and
the fireproof Boyle Memorial School.
However, he was pleased to see that
in London the characteristic existed
that so long as the money was kept in
fireproof vaults, flreproof schools were
none too good for the children.

Music and health movements were
next touched upon and lastly religion,
sometimes known as an environment
favorable to the expression of the best
self of the human.
