London, May 20.—The royal funeral cortege started from
Westminster Hall at 9:50 o’clock this morning, to the booming of
minute guns,

London, May 20.—The body of King Edward VII. was carried
through the streets of the capital today in the presence of many
hundred thousands of subjects, and with the kings of nine Euro-
pean nations, members of all of the royal families of the world, and
a former president of the United States following the casket from
Westminster Hall to Paddington station.

THE COLORS DIPPED.

The cortege moved through solid lines of red-coated soldiers,
standing with rifles reversed and the regimental colors dipped to
the ground.

At the railway station the casket was placed in a funeral car
and taken to Windsor, where after the Church of England service
had been conducted by the Archbishop of Canterbury in St.
George’s Chapel, it was entombed in the Albert Memorial Chapel
adjoining.

A SPLENDID SPECTACLE.

No such processional spectacle had been witnessed in London
since Queen Victoria’s jubilee. The parade included many of the
greatest men of the kingdom, with representatives of all arms of
the service, and delegations from the most famous regiments of the
Empire, and representative groups of foreign armies and navies.

Behind the casket. upon which resied the imperial symbols,
followed the late King’s charger, while his favorite terrier was led
by a Highland soldier just before the imperial ensign.

THE ROYAL MOURNERS.

King George, Emperor William and several other members of
royalty, wore the uniforms of British generals.

The representatives of the two great republics, France and the
United States, were given a position at the rear of all the royalties
and the princes of the European states. Their carriag> followed
those carrying the royal ladies, and they were the last in the line
of the representatives of foreign governments.

THE GUNS BOOM.

The Duke of Orleans was given precedence as the envoy of
the French people. The booming of minute guns and the tolling
of bells accompanied the movement of the procession, while the
bands in turn played “The Dead March From Saul,” and “Chopin’s
Funeral March.”

VAST CROWD OF ONLOOKERS.

The morning was clear, and a hot sun beat upon the great
mass of humanity that lined the route of the procession. It is
doubtful if so many people were ever before seen in London.

MANY INJURIES.

At the Mall in St. James street, and at Hyde Park the throng
almost overwhelmed the procession. The soldiers had to fight to
prevent the lines being swept away by the crush. There were
many broken limbs, and other injuries were received. Hundreds of
persons fainted, especially among the women, who had been stand-
ing on the pavement for hours before the procession left West-
minster Hall.

King George, the Queen-Mother Alexandra and the Princess
Victoria entered Westminster Hall before the procession, and spent
some minutes before the casket. Emperor William, who was at
the entrance as they appeared, dismounted, and waving the lackeys
aside, opened the door of the Queen-Mother’s carriage, helped her

out, and then kissed her upon the cheek.

UNIQUE TRIBUTE

Late King Edward

Social Life of City Unite in Paying Last Tribute to

the Seventh, While Great

Transportation Systems Cancel Many Trains

and Halt All for Space of Three Minutes.

From 8 o’clock this morning until
three minutes after 8 not a wheel on
the entire systems of the Grand Trunk
and C. P. R. systems turned. Ex-
presses, which usually stop for noth-
ing came to a standstill in the open
country, wherever they might be, as
soon as the engineer saw that the
hands of his watch were pointed at 8
o'clock. The C. P. R, went even fur-
ther, and by a special order from Sir
Thomas Shaughnessy, all the big C. P.
R. boats that could be reached by
wireless were ordered to stop in mid-
ocean. It was the express wish of
both Sir Thomas Shaughnessy and Mr.
Charles M. Hays that every employee
should have time to observe the holi-
day set aside by the Government for
mourning for King Edward.

Way-Freights Cancelled.

Wherever possible trains were can-
celled. The G. T. R. cancelled all
way freights,

“Everything came to an absolute
stand at 8 o'clock,” said a C. P. R.
operator. “Not even an instrument
clicked. Our only express in this im-
mediate vicinity was that which leaves
for the east at 7:45, and it came to a
stand between Zorra and Woodstock.
More than 200 of our trains in Ontario
were halted at the same time.”

“About 25 trains in the territory
operated from London came to a dead
stand at 8 o'clock,” said Chief Dis-
patcher Forrester, of the Grand Trunk.
“The train that leaves for the east at
7:30 stopped between Ingersoll and
Dorchester and the 7:40 train for
1 Sarnia had just pulled into Komoka.”

A Unique Tribute,

The Memorial Services.

The memorial services held in St.
Paul's Cathedral were very largely at-
tended and hundreds were turned
away. The city afficials gathered at
the city hall at half-past nine, and
marched to the cathedral. The officers
of the Seventh Regiment, of the Sixth
Field Battery, and of the units at Wol-
seley Baracks met at the Armories at
9:15, and, accompanied by the high
school cadets marched to the cathe-
dral, where special places were set
apart for them.

The city officials formed part of the
procession, which, headed by the cholr,
singing “Nearer My God to Thee,” left
Cronyn Hall at 10 o’clock. Following
the choir were the clergy, including
the members of the Ministerial Alli-
ance, and then came the city council,
followed by representatives of other
civic bodies. The procession entered
ithe cathedral by the front door, and
i thousands of citizens had gathered in
the vicinity. The cathedral was mag-
nificently draped in black and purple,
and in addition to the organ services,
a special orchestra was engaged to
augment the music. Special addresses
of a patriotic and eulogistic nature
were given by Bishop Williams and
Rev. Dr. Ross, of St. Andrew’s Church.

HULL, QUE., VISITED
BY DISASTROUS FIRE

Ten Buildings Were Destroyed
Entailing a Loss of Ten

Thousand Dollars.

Ottawa, May 20.—Fire, which broke
out on the premises of Joseph Ber-
nier, cab owner, of Duke street, Hull,
in the early hours of the morning, de-
stroyed ten buildings, entailing a loss
of $10,000, and for a while threatened
a repetition of the great conflagra-
tion of 1900. The fire was fanned by a
light breeze from the northeast and
the buildings being over 40 years old,
and of flimey construction, they burned
with a ferocity with which the local
fire fighters were unable to cope. A
request being sent into the Ottawa de-
partment for help, Capt. Graham re-
sponded in person with a steamer and
hose wagon. With both brigades at
work, the flames were soon under con-
trol. The insurance is about $5,000.

Service in St. Paul’s
Marked by Solemn Pomp
and Doleful Grandeur!

Civilian and Military Dignitaries Attend the

Funeral Service at Which Honor Was Done
to the Good King Who Is Gone---Impres-
sive Tributes and Inspiring Music.

With tolling bells and the wailing strains of the “Dead March
in Saul,” followed by one of the most impressive funeral services
ever held in the city of London, the burial of England’s greatest
monarch, Edward VII., was celebrated with due solemnity in the
City today.

The civic memorial service in St. Paul’s Cathedral was most
stirring in its solemn grandeur, and the other services held through-
out the city were scarcely less touching.

From cathedral spire and tiny chapel pealed forth the dirge.
The wheels of commerce everywhere stopped for a brief space
at least to pay their last tribute to the dead King.

THE OFFICIAL TRIBUTE.

The official tribute to the memory of the King was paid in
St. Paul’s Cathedral. Here the representatives of the people—its
judiciary, the administrative officers, the fraternal organizations,
all gathered to pay their last respects to King Edward.

It has never been rivalled in its solemn grandeur, nor in im-
pressiveness. The cathedral was crowded to the very doors during
the long ceremonial.

Outside stocd a large throng, hushed into silence by the sorrow
all felt. )

It was not comfortable at times, but still the people waited,
and joined in the hymns outside.

CATHEDRAL DECORATED.
The cathedral was tastefully decorated for the occasion. The
altar was draped in royal purple and black. About the walls hung
shields, about which were draped the mourning colors. Festoons
of purple and black were everywhere. The pulpit was also taste-

&1 fully decorated.

At the entrance stood a table covered with scores of Easter
lilies with the royal colors. The battle-torn colors of the Seventh
Regiment, hanging in the chancel, added a touch of sorrow peculiar
in its significance.

IMPRESSIVE SERVICES.
The service itself was most impressive. The beautiful hymne,
the magnificent music, the reverent and religious feeling every-
where predominant, made it indeed a memorable occasion, long to
be remembered by those privileged to hear it.
The addresses of Bishop Williams, Rev. Dr. Ross, Rev. Mr.
Walker and Rev. Dr. Manning were most suitable to the occasion.
All referred to the great place King Edward had taken in history,
and spoke of his gifts as a peacemaker.

Particularly apt was the bishop’s mention of the pacification
of Africa, but quite as worthy of mention was his eloquent tribute
to King Edward as the one man who had done more to bring the
Irish and the English together than had been done during the past
seven centuries, and today these two nationalities were bound more
closely together than they had been in centuries. The resolution
of the Irish Nationalists in which they expressed their deep regret
and sorrow at the death of King Edward, was one of the most
significant tributes yet paid to the memory of the dead King.

GARRISON PARADES.

Shortly after 9 o’clock. the soldiers of the garrison of London
met at the Armories. They were accompanied by the veterans of
other days, all with badges of mourning.

Col. Hodgins, D.O.C., in command, perfected the arrangements.
The men were called to attention, and the imposing procession
moved to the cathedral.

STEAMER SANK TUG
AND STRUCK TRAWLER

Steamer Invermore on the Newfound-
land Route Was on the Rampage.

Halifax, May 19.—The steamer In-
vermore, which left North Sydney at
1:30 a.m., was in collision with the
large French trawler Beluga, and had
been but about one hour out when
she returned with a hole stove in her
bow. The trawler arrived in port
shortly after in a badly damaged con-
dition, and making water. As Captain
Charlotte of tne trawler endeavored
to dock his boat at the Dominion
wharf the effort was attended with
further disaster and almost loss of
life. The steam tug Zadee was lying
at the head of the wharf, in charge
of Captain Nesbitt and Engineer Cog-
an. Without a moment’s notice the
big iron steamer crashed into the tug,
ind she sank immediately.

The steamer Invermore is on the
route between North Syvdney and New-
foundland, in place of the Bruce,
which is now in drvdocks. She had
on board $0 passengers andn a crew of
36 officers and men. The Beluga’s crew
numbered 30 men. Fngineer Cogan,
of the Zadee. had a narrow escape
from drowning as the tug went down.

A MOVE TOWARDS PEACE

The Hague to Take Up Proposal for
Court of Arbitral Justice.

Mohonk Lake, N. Y., May 14, —
James Brown Scott, solicitor of the
State departinent, and a delegate to
The Hague conference, brought to the
Lake Mohonk conference on interna-
tional arbitration today, an “authoriz-
ed and directed” quotation from Sec-
retary of State Knox, predicting that
the third Hague conference would find
a permanent court of arbitral justice
in session at The Hague, and that
many powers were accepting the pro-
position at lJeast in principle.

President Nicholas Murray Butler
expressed the thranks of the conference
to Secretary Knox for the announce-
ment.

The late Lord Salisbury felt this diffi-
culty so keenly that he referred to

Canrada in disparaging terms in a con-
versation with the American ambassa-

dor in 1897, which General Foster has |

recorded in his memoirs recently pub-
lished. Lord Salisbury, the leader of
the Unionist party, made the mainten-
ance of friendly relations with the
United States the cornerstone of Brit-
ish foreign policy. Nothing would so
further this purpose as the growth of
neighborly sentiments between the Do-
minion and the Republic, vet today
a4 wing of the Unionist party is trying
t> undo Lord Salishury's work. For
example, the London Times, the Lon-
don Mail, the London Express, and
other tariff reform journals, are very
much exercised President Taft's
tariff overtures to this country. They

over

profess to see in them a political sig-
nificance Canadians do not
dream of, and which they do not be-
lieve is in the mind of the Washington
Gsovernment. The President has been
rrompted by the growth of reciprocity
sentiment in the United States, and by
the insurrection against the Pavne-
Aldrich tariff, but these London Jjour-
nals accuse him of attempting to fore-
stall a policy of imperial preferential
trade, and argue that an improvement
in the commercial relations between
Canada and the United States would
not only be projudicial to British com-
mercial interests, but would tend to
weaken the political tie between Can-
ada and the mother country. This at-
titude is illogical and short-sighted.
Canada has no intention of aban-
doning the principle of the British
rreference for any favors the Ameri-
¢an market can offer her. Any recipro-
<ity treaty would be subject to this
condition. It would not be entered
into by the Canadian Government un-
less it were profitable to this country.,
and anything that promoted the pros-
perity of this country could not be
t> the disadvantage of the mother
country. If jt strengthened the friend-
ship between Canada and the United
States it would lighten the task of
British diplomacy, and be welcomed
by every serious British statesman. It
is safe to say no complaint would be
heard from the men who are at pres-
ent responsible for the foreign policy
of the mother country.

Throughout the nego-
tiations for union—beginning with the
Cape Assembly's unanimous vote in
favor of the commencement of pour-
parlers for federation, and followed
by the conference at Durban, at which
a constitution was drafted for final

The comparison is based
on the figures for the years 1868 and
1908, respectively, the latter year pre-
sumably being the latest for which
figures of the total trade of all coun-
tries are available. Tlve statement
gives first place to Japan, and second
to Argentina.

It should be remembered, however, |
that forty years ago Japan was just|
about entering into the sisterhood of
nations. Her foreign trade was there‘.i
fore comparatively small, amounting!
to only a little more than $37.000,000.i
while her population then was over|
33,000,000, as against Canada's popu-!
lation at that time of only 3,413,000.}
A little figuring will, therefore, show .
that in the forty years Japan's pm‘l
capita total trade increase was but |
8.19, whereas Canada’s per capita mtalé
trade increase in 1908, as compared!
with 1868. was 73.89.

Further analysis of the per capita!

Demented Fugitives Threw Them
selves Beneath Wheels of
Relief Trains.

New York, May 19.—Several passen-

chim, from Port Limon, Costa Rica,
had been in Cartago, the old capital!
of Costa Rica, when the earthquake.

the last year, living chiefly at Cartago,
was among them.

Gigantic Upheaval.

Some
fell in such a way as to form a pro-

Mrs. Calvert. They got into the street
and found great crevices in the earth
everywhere and hardly a house stand-
ing. Most of the people killed were
killed by falling walls. More than a
thousand corpses dragged from the
ruins lay in the street for days before

Demented Fugitives.

Dr. Walpole Brewer, surgeon of the
Prinz Joachim, led a relief party that
went from Port Limon to Cartago, ar-
riving there on May 6. He said the
special train that took him to the scene
of havoc made the 60-mile trip in
twelve hours. The country was filled
with men, women and children fleeing
to the coast. Some demented fugitives
flung themselves under the wheels of
the train and were killed. The relief
party found Cartago a city of the dead
and wounded. Everybody who could
get away had gone. Every church was
destroyed and,the peace palace built
by Andrew Carnegie had less than half
a wall standing. The doctor picked up
five men and women lying dead under
the spire of the cathedral.

It was estimated by the relief party
from the Prinz Joachim that the dead
in the city of Cartago was not less than
1,500. The bodies were piled on freight
trains and sent into the country for
burial. © The wounded were put in:
tents and fed and doctored. -

UNCLE SAM’S MEN
HOLD BLUEFIELDS

Force From Warships Will Pre-
vent Fighting at Nicaraguan
Capital.

Washington, May 20. — A force of
100 sailors has been landed at Blue-
fields by Commander W, .

TRICK SCALE PLOT|
EXPOSED TO JURY

U. S. Government Uses Steel

Wire as Evidence Against
Heike.

New York, May 19.—There was
wheeled into the criminal branch of

the U. 8. circuit court late this af-
ternon a huge scale, an exact dupli-
cate of the scale used on the docks
of the American Sugar Refining Co., in
Brooklyn. And while the twelve jur-
ors bent forward tensely, a weight of
997 pounds was placed thereon. Then
a steel wire was thrust in a hole drill-
ed in the stanchion, and the result
was noted. The scales, though accur-
ate, registered only 988 pounds.

This was the Government’'s first
practical demonstration before the
Jury of how the sugar trust is al-
les.d to have cheated the treasury
department out of thousands of dol-
lars in duty. Proving this the prose-
cution hopes to convict Charles R.

Fourth — Prince Yussuf Zy-Yie-
den, the heir-apparent of Turkey;
King -Albert of Belgium; Archduke
Francis Ferdinand, heir to the throne
of Austria-Hungary.

Fifth—Prince Sadanaru Fushemi
of Japan; Grand Duke Michael of
Russia; the Duke of Aeost, represent-
ing Italy; the Duke of Sparta, who is
crown price of Greece, and Crown
Prince Ferdinand of Rumania.
Sixth—Prince Henry of Prussia, for
the German navy; Prince Charles of
Sweden; Prince Henry of Holland;

NEW INVENTION TO
CUT AUTO PRICES

Westinghouse Has an Airspring
That May Abolish Rubber

Tires.

Pittsburg, Pa., May 29.—Another in-
vention, rivalling in importance that
of the air brake, has been completed
by George Westinghouse.

It is known as the airspring, and by
it Mr. Westinghouse asserts that the
expense of running all rubber-tired
vehicles will be decreased at least 60
per cent, since the rubber tires may
now be dispensed with. It is claimed
for the new invention that it will ul-
timately reduce the price of automo-
biles one-half.

For many months Mr. Westinghouse
has been working night and day on
the airspring idea, and recently formed
the Westinghouse Airspring Company.

The new airspring idea, which is
now })elng tried out in Pittsburg, is
a series of plungers, working on air
cushions, on the same principal as an
elevator plunger. The airspring is
placed under each corner of the frame
of an automobile, and takes the shock
in much greater ease than does the
rubber tires now in use. Each spring
for an automobile is a cylinder about
three inches in diameter, and perhaps

when the tail of Halley’s comet was
plainly seen in the east, astronomers!

at Yerkes observatory today were ;
further bewildered by a startling ap-
parition across the face of the sun at
noon. A broad spectrum of light, ex-
tending across and a considerable dis-
tance to each side of the sun, chal-
lenged the attention of vigilant, weary
observers,

For the second time in a dozen hours
the congregated scientists are greatly
excited.

Professor E. B. Frost, who first,
sighted the phenomenon, declared he'
had never before witnessed its like.
Professor E. E. Barnard said the same.
Hoping to obtain an accurate check
on the strange spectrum, Professor!
Frost telephoned to observers within
a radius of 100 miles of Williams Bay,
calling attention to the peculiar oc-
currence. The appartion lasted less
than half an hour.

The spectrum at once became a topic
of interest and conjecture. Enormous
sun spots seen Wednesday afternoon,
followed by brilliant displays of north-
ern lights last night and these in turn
succeeded by varied reports of fiery
streamers shooting across the horizon
to the southwest, had been passed by
the astronomers as having absolutely
no direct connection with the comet.
But the spectrum was another story.
“Although I cannot advance an
opinion at this ime,” said Professor
Frost, “I can see no other cause but
the comet for the appearance of the
spectrum.” He believed that the two
were related in some unexplained man-
ner.

The passage of the earth through the
tail of the comet, delaved a day in
its schedule, is believed to be taking
place tonight, although early observa-
tions did not give positive proof of
this condition.
