20. It shall and may be lawful for the said Company, with the
permission of the Governor in Couneil, to take and appropriate for the
use of the said Railway, but not to alienate, somuch of the wild land 40
of the Crown, not theretore granted orsold, lying oun the route of the
said Railway, as may be necessary for the said ﬁailway; as also 80
much of the land covered with the waters of any river, stream, lake
or canal, or of their respective beds, as may be found necessary for the
making and completing or more conveniently using the same, and 45
thereon to erect such wharves, quays, inclined planes, bridges, cranes
and cther works as the Company shall seem meet; Provided alway ,
that it shall not be lawful for the said Company to cause any obstruc-
tion in or to impede the free navigation of any river, stream or canal
to or across which their railway shall be carried’; and if the said rail- 50
way shall be carried across any navigable river or canal, the said
Company shall leave such openings between the piers of their bridge

or viaduct over the same, and shall construet such dra.w-briile?. ar
swing-bridge, if any sucl bridgeé be necessary, over the channel o the

river or canal, and shall be subjec to such regulations with re%ard 55
to the opening of such draw-bridge or swing-bridge, it apy such be
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constructed, for the passage of vessels and rafts, as the Governor in
Council shall direct and make from tims to timc; and by any such
Regulation the Governor in Council may impose penalties not ex-
ceeding forty dollars for any contravention thereof; nor shall it be
§ lawful for the said Company to comstruct any wharf, bridge, pier or
other work upon the public beach or bed of any navigab%e river or
stream, or npon the lands covered with the waters thereof, until the
ehall have submitted the plan of such work to the Gevernor in Council,
por until thesame shall bave ‘been approved by him in Council as

1¢ aforesaid.

21. Avy award made asto lends required by the Company for their
railway and station grounds may be set aside; and a new arbitration
bad, or the matter may be referred back to the arbitrators, on appli-
cation to the Court of Queen’s Bench or Common Pleas ;. and in case

19 of a new arbitration tho eriginal arbitrators shall not be appointed, if

cither party objects.

22. Any;notice for lands given under this Act, or any other Act
relating to the Company, may be desisted from, and wew notice given
with regard to the same r other lands, to the same or other ‘party

20 bt in any such case the liability to the party first notified, for a
damages or coats by him incurred in coveequence of such -first notice
and desistmen;,s zl.mll sabsist.
