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THE SOUVENIR ROSE.

This beautiful ornament represents on the exterior a splendid full blown rose
with its graceful form and incomparable tints.

At first sight, the flower seems to be a flat piece of thick cardboard, but by
carefully introducing the nail between the folds of the paper, it 'will be found
capable of being opened again and again, until it attains somewhat the form of a
cirele, which is covered on every side with beautifully executed steel-engravings of
various edifices and other objects of general interest.
