1‘hurvh. I‘J\':-u the most liberal of them
had rarely or never used the drama as
a vehicle for abuse of the Church
or of its ministers, On the con-
trary, they had nearly always treated
the priests or Bishops, the services and
offices of the Church with becoming
reverence. In thisconnection Mr. Hall
Caine instanced Shakespeare, who, he
said, was probably nota Catholie. Might
it always be so. If the Church was to
be dealt with in the drama, if its oflices
were to be indicated or its ministers
were to be presented on *the stage, let
it be with the reverence that was due
to all sacred things and to all the great
professions.
