WE are, however, forgetting the
blood and shame of the past, content
to look at the present. Has not Tor
onto made us fully aware of the spirit
that animates onr saffron-hued breth-
ren?  Who does not remember the
reception it gave to Wm. O'Brien—a
recoption that displayed the bigotry of
the city and made it a reproach to
every citizen of Canada.  But enough.
We are willing to believe that
Orangemen are recognizing that truth
and justice are more becoming a Chris-
tian than falsechood and untrammeled
bigotry ; but let us hear no more that
prating about charity, alien to the
practices and repugnant to the dearest
instinets of trained Orangemen.

To two causes, says a correspond
ent of the Catholic News, may be as-
cribed the mild tone of the Grand
Master's address.

A FRINCE OF THE CEURCH.

Why Cardinal Gibbons is Loved by ail
Classes of Men,

g

The familiar quotation tells us that
poets are born, not made. The same
might be aptly said of suecesstul eccle-
siastics. "This is equally true of priest,
Bishop or Cardinal.  OFf few can it e
more truly said than of Cardinal Gib-
bons, Archbishop of Baltimore and
Primate of the American Church. As
a zealous priest, wise Bishop and pru-
dent Cardinal he has well falfilled the
greatest trusts imposed on him.  The
gossip over the prospective creation of
another Awmerican Cardinal by Pope
Leo XIIL naturally turns public atten-
tion to the present wearer of the red
hat in the United States.

It is simple truth to say that he
enjoys the respect and confidence of
all classes and conditions of men. This
is emphatically the case in the city of
Baltimore, where the simplicity of his
life aud the value of his example have
been the means of firmly implanting
him in the affections of the people. The
rooms of the Cardinal in the Archiepis-
copal residence on Charles street are
fitted with a plainness and absence of
display that mark emphatically the
unostentatious character of the man,

The distinguished prelate enjoys
the distinction of being the youngest
of the Cardinals. Hithertotore it was
almost proverbial that to become a
Cardinal one must first become very
old. DBut the present Pontiff has shown
his desire of having some young men
to assist the other Princes ot the Church
in its temporal government. Cardinal
Gibbons is not a young man in the
strict sense of the word, for he has
alveady passed his fitty-seventh birth
day, but he is young in comparison
with his venerable colleagues in the
College of Cardinals. Cardinal Gib-
bons is an American from the soles of
his feet to the crown of his head. MHe
was born in the city of Baltimore on
July 23, 1834, within a stone's throw
of the place where he now
the head of the American Chw
was ordained a pricst on July 31,
and displayed such marked ability that
in 1863 he was appointed Vicar
Apostolic of North Carolina. TFour
vears later he was installed as Bishop
of Richmond. In 1877 he was made
Coadjutor Archbishop of DBaltimore,
assuming on the death of Avchbishop
Bayley the full Archbishoprie. A few
years ago the red cap was conferred
on him with imposing ceremonies in
the city of his bi

In personal appearance the Cardinal
is slender and delicate. His features
are clear cut, and his kindly manners
make him friends wherever he goes.
His ability as a writer ranks very high,
and no one who has ever read the
*Faith of Our Fathers” can help
being charmed with the clearness of
his style. As a speaker he is always
effective in argument and simple in
style. The ** Faith of our Fathers” is
made up principally of sermons
delivered while on missionary tours in
North Carolina. The book has met
with a larger circulation than any
other similar Catholic work ever
published. Since its publication more
than 125,000 copies have been sold.

Cardinal Gibbbons’ career has been
filled with many humorous and pathe
ticincidents. While he was an humble
priest in the small parish of Elkredge,
near Baltimore, one of his characteris
tic actions gave him more than local
fame. Small-pox broke out in its most
virulent shape in the village, and all
the people who were able deserted the
place as rats desert a sinking ship.

death, was deserted by his fricnds and
family, who left him neither food nor
medicine.  Father Gibbons heard of
the casc and hastened to the dying
man'’s bedside, where he remained
until the last. This was not all, how-
ever, for no one could be secured to
carry the corpse to the grave. Father
Gibbous was not long in making up
his mind. He determined to act as
undertaker as well as minister. A
plain pine coffin was obtained and the
body placed in it.  The assistance of a
negro boy was invoked, and between
the two the remains were conveyed to
the place of interment. Tha last rites
of the Church were performed, the open
grave filled in, and the duty of the
pious priest was at an end.

Another story that has been told so
frequently that it cannot go uunoticed
relates to the time that Cardinal Gib-
bons was Bishop of Richmoud. There
was some suit in Court relating to
church property, and the Bishop was
called upon to give his knowledge of
the transactions, The lawyer for the
other side, a pompous individual, de-
termined to rvesort to technicalities.
He, thercfore, demanded to know by
what right the witness assumed to be
Bishop of Richmond. The latter re-
plied that he had received his appoint-

ment from the Pope, whersupon the
pulfy councelor insisted on secing the
Papal bull and haviug it read in

Court.

The Bishop agreed to this if

he could be given sufficient time to
send (o his residence for the document,
"'I'lm messenger returned in oa few
{minutes with a parchment filled with
tmysterious Latin hieroglyphics.
1pnmpwns lawyer examined it cavefully
and then exclaimed :

*This is quite satisfactory to me,
Your Honor, and establishes the right
of Bishop Gibbons to his title.”

the Bishop in his early college days
The langh was on the lawyer, sure
enough.

No priest in the Avchdiocese works

harder than the Cardinal. On Sun-
days he is often kept busy for ten or
twelve hours, while there is hardly a

day in the week that he is not called
upon to ofticiate at some religious cere
mony.  On a recent Sunday he arosa
at b o'clock ; at 7:30 he celebrated his
own Mass and at 11 o'clock sang Pon
tifical Mass in the Cathedral. This is
not finished until 1:30 o’clock @ a licht
lanch, the first ol the and then
the Cardinal prepared to say Vespers
At the close of Vespers he administered
confirination to a large class of men,
women and children. It was 6 o'cloek
when confirmation was coneluded, and

It was thus
that he passed that Sunday of more
than a cleven working hours.
Cardinal Gibbons has a great love for
the South, and is at the head of an
organization which proposes to encour-

the Southern States, was held recently
in furtherance of the scheme.

In speaking of the matter, the Car-
dinal says:

““The South is the land of my nativ,
ity, and I love its people and T want to
see it go forward and prosper ten-fold
in all that makes a country great. To
do this it must necessarily have those
clements of frugality, industry and
thrift which characterize in a great
degree the class of immigration that
will come to the South.  We do not
wish paupers unloaded upon us from
every incoming trans-Atlantic steamer
at Castle Garden. We want immi-
grants who will bring money with
them and who will make money after
they get here.”

Onenotable thing about the Cardinal
is his ability to adapt himself to all
classes and conditions of men. e can
sympathize with the woes of his poor
est and most uneducated parishioners
with just as much sincerity as he dis
cusses art and literature with men who
stand at the head of both.  Onein
cident of this trait comes forcibly to
mind.  The Cardinal was one of the
prominent figures at a recent celebra
tion at Philadelphia. One of the events
of his stay in the City of Brotherly
Love was a reception given in his
honor by the Catholic Club, in their
handsome quarters. It is doubtful
whether such a distinguished gather-
ing had ever assembled under their
roof before. The Cardinal had the
pleasure of greeting the President of
the United States and nearly every
member of his Cabinet, the General of
the Army and the Admiral of the Navy,
the Governors of at least thirteen States,
with their respective staffs, and a score
of other national, State and loeal
celebrities, together with any number
of Archbishops, Bishops and priests.
He had an appropriate word for every
one, and every individual went away
feeling that he had been especially
favored by the Cardinal. e talked
war with the head of the army and war
ships with the head of the navy, he
surprised the Secretary of State with
his knowledze of foreign affairs, and
showed the Governor of Pennsylvania
that he was well *“up ” on everything
relating to William Penn and the Key-
stone State.

Duving the evening the Cardinal
was thrown in contact with a group of
newspaper men. Here he appeared to
be at his very best.  He possessed an
insight into journalism which very few
perscas outside of the profession have,
and, strange to say, did not have the
erroneous opinions regarding the pub-
lication of a paper which a great inany
people hold. His particular knowl-
of the local papers was what
pleased his auditors wost of all. He
knew the names of the proprietors o'
nearly all the papers, and in an off-
hand manner referred to the politi-
calopinions of each and the class of
people thay catered to.  Nawspaper
men, who by their calling are enablod
to see beneath the shallow ways of the
world, are not apt to be dazzled by the
glare of authority, and it is a high
compliment to the real worth of the
head of the Church to say every news:

Mi. T. W. Ruassell, M. ., a Union
ist from Tyrone, Ireland, and a rabid
anti-Catholic, has been visiting Canada
and the United States for the purpose
of inflaming the Orange and Know
nothing sentiment of both countries
against Home Rule for Treland. In
published interviews and in  set
speeches from platforms he has under
taken to malign the portion of the
Irish people who have heen, and ave
now, struggling for their country's
r.ght to govern her own affairs. The
chief objection raised by Mr. Russcll
against the consummation of this
sublime national mmbition is of a relig-
ious nature. He does not want Ireland
to have self-government hecau a
majority of the population are Catho
lies. He states this objection with
brutal frankness. The flimsy calum
nies which he calls arguments, and
which he throws out in support of his
position, are hardly worthy of notice,
They would not stand the test of
serutiny for a single moment,

After he had made a trip through
Canada, and had conferred with a few
Orange leaders, he permitted himself
to be interviewed by a Boston paper.
In the cours: of that interview he said :
‘“In Canada they have the Roman
Catholic Church supreme as a Chrisiian
institution and as a political machine.”
To this fact he attributes all the ills to
which Canada is heir. He docs not
state what thesoe ills are, but proceeds
to build upon this foundation an argu
ment against granting Home Rule to
Catholic Ireland.  Quebec is the only
Catholic province in the Dominion,
and certainly no more prosperous or
orderly section of the State exists.
Our non-Catholic contemporary, the
Boston Advertiser, takes Mr. Russell
to task for his reckless charges and in
sinuations. ‘‘Itcannot be,” says the Ad-
vertiser, ** that a State Church isamong
these evils, for there is none in Quebee,
or anywhere else in Canada ; though
there was one in Ireland-—the most
monstrously unjust one on the face of
the earth—until Mr. Gladstone, whom
Mr. Russell so cordially detests; abated
the nuisance. It cannot be on account
of the school question that Home Rule
is deemed so bad a thing for Quebece,
seeing that free public instruction is
established throughout the Province,
and that it is neither monopolized nor
controlled by any one sect to the
exclusion of others. DBy the way, the
same cannot be said of Lngland or
of Ireland under English domination.
The trouble cannot be that Quebec
sets at defiance the rest of the Domin-
ion, for any law passed by a pro-
vincial Legislature is, under the cen-
situation, liable to be ‘disallowed ’* at
Ottawa if deemed in conflict with the
rights or interests of the country as a
whole. It cannot be that Roman

1 am almost
inclined to believe that the public mea
of to-day will hardly hesitate to declare
that they owe very little indeed to the
clubs and associations to which they
belonged in youth. !

On the contrary, I am of the opinion
that such men have had to unlearn
many things which seemed vitally
necessary in the old days of the crude
school of debate.

Ln the active hour of their lives talent
and strength and common sense tells.
Thes: but a few have found in the
potty debates of club or society.
Rather have they found glibness and
superficiality. It is not now-a-days—in
this day of clubs and societies—even
action, action, action, but words,
words, words. One or two, and only
one or two, ever think of the word
ideas.

A young man enters a society to be-
come what ? At first he himself does
not know. Isit the companionship that
draws him ?  The social features ? The
selfish, inborn desire for oftice 2 To
see hisname for the first time in print ?
To be called upon to take part in the
literary exercises?  Or is it—sad to
relate—to hear himself speak? Ta
become the great man of the small
S0t ty 2

Men love to rule, and (to steal a
thought) if they are dressgd in that
little hiv of brief authority how won
derfully clated they become !

They never think of self-analysis
They never pause in their march of
vanity to try to think of themselves as
others do, and to do that which is man’s
most difficult, yet best, task—to study
I

In all the world there ave few really
great orators—men who are orators.
Why, we hear on all sides, of every
city and town and hamlet having their
several orators, but this fact only illus-
trates still more strongly that great
weakness of the huwan race which
persists in calling mostly everything
by a wrong name.

So far as this subject is concerned T
need only ask you to attend any meet-
ing of any of the ordinary societies in
your own city.

Is it not a fact that there are half a
dozen nonsensical speakers; and once
in the while, when any matter of im
poriance is considered, are there not
many more?

The good democratic idea of every
man having his own say cannot be
condemned, but when that say trans
forms a man, sensible in private, into
a man, foolish, in publie, it is but fair
to commence to believe that the train
ing school of debate is in reality a
training s-hool of fools.

Of the graduates of that school I have
often heard a certain class of persons
enthusiastically ery out, ‘“Arn’t they
clever,” “ Arn't they fine speakers !”

Poor critics ! They fancy that any
one who can stand up before a number
of his fellows and talk, talk, talk, cease-
lessly, glibly and lengthily, is a fine
speaker, a great orator !

Actual experience has made me quite
sure of the tact that in ‘ nine cases out
of ten,' such speakers do not kuow
what they themselves are saying : and.
moreover, after they have finished they
cannot recall a sinzls thought. I have
made the test in many cities.

In St. John I once knew a man who
wanted to do a great deal with very
lirtle talent As some persons say he
was ‘tond of using b words,”  Ha
was shallow and suporficial, but pos
sossed tha little quality of euteness
Making tha moss of his small stock of
ability he posed as the orator of the

aany societies to which he belonged.

It was really surprising to notice the
manner in which this man improved
in his own pariiealar line. In a very
short time he added to his already in-
flated vocabulary a vast number of
many-syllabled words,

Ho did not know their meaning.
He could not correctly pronounce them,
But his cuteness helped him out so
much that the words of his speech were
made to fit as precisely almost as tha
squares in a tesselated floor. T ofien
leoked at him in wonder and, I must
confess, admiration.

One night after ha had delivered a
vary long speech on soms matter of
local interest [ asked him to repeat an
argument which ho had used. He
colored guickly ; his eyes fell, and he
:ama quite eonfused.  Finally ho
d his head and in his usual torrent-
like way tried to make me believe that
I was mistaken,

Bofore the mind is
formed to understand the wiles and
deception of the world and its people
the work of ruin has begun and brain-
cell after brain-cell becomes diseased
The hand-clap—no matter how lightly
given ; the insinuating, the unctuous
word of flattery—mno matter if never
go falsely spoken—are, to the mind
and heart of the young speaker, the
most delightful incenss stealine into
every muerve; the most melodious
captivating the delicately
attuned ear of fancy ; the most beauti
fal poetry, carrying away in a whirl
wind of passion every sens» and every
thought

No more the slow, plodding work
that genius itself must go through to
attain success.  No more the slate and
the desk and the midnight oil

Evermore the glitter, the applause,
the momentary trinmph and—when too
late —the terrible knowledge that with
out years of labor no man can win
renown or hope to have the crown of
victory placed upon his brow.

But really our salvation is not such
a complicated and intricate affaivif we
would only look at ivinthe vight way
The course which we have to follow is
not such a difficult one to bear in mind
and to keep.  There are many com
mandments, it is true ; but they all
have the same spivit ; and if we have
that spirit, they will all come quite
casy.

What is the spirit? Our Lord has
told us. It is the love of God, and of
our neighbor for God's sake. The
love of God and of our neighbor gives
us a short cut to the kingdom ot
heaven ; if we are guided by it, we
shall not come near the dangers that
seem so many and so threatening

Let us see how this is; how is this
oing to work to kecp usin the
safe and sure track ?

W«
always are trying to find out what wil
please him best. So it he is not un
reasonable, and if he knows our desir
and intention, the danger of offending
him disappears.

Well, it is just so in the matter of
serving God and keeping 1His law
The continual mortal sins into which
Christians fall, and which it seems s
hard to avoid, are due to their trying
to run too near the rocks.  No wonder
they so often get wrecked in thes
dangerous waters.  They arve all the
time striking on the commandments.
and the whole sea seems full of them
because they try to sail as near them
as they can. If they would only give
them a wide berth, and keep out in th
deep ocean of the love of God, sin and
its forgiveness would not cause so much
anxiety and trouble.

It we would only ask onrselves wha
will please God best, and try to give
Himn all that He desires, as wo should
i wo loved Him as He deserves to e
loved, and as we do with others whom
we really do love—if we would do thi-
instead of trying how far we can hav
our own way and yet come out rnight in
the end, the whole matter of saving
our souls would have a very differen
aspect.  Now, why not try to follow
this line?

Arehbishop,

On last Sunday evening His Grace
Archbishop Walsh preached in St
paul’s church in this city on behalf of
the League of 'lh(.-, (,"rf)ss. ‘tn a \‘('r_y
Jarge congregation. T'he following is
a ,-pcui:\l report :

DeAResT BRETHREN-— AL the earnest
pequest of your beloved pastor | have
come this evening to say a few words
on the question of Temperance. 1 can-
not but express my pleasure at having
an oppurumily.ol' addressing  the
[League, whose object is to promote the
virtue of temperance, not only in the
person of its members, but by the pow-
orful influence of good example. In
presenting thc_m.'mcrlllun'c 1o wish
to place it before you in aun extreme
light, but rather to make a quict
appeal to your rc:tson.nml your con-
seience upon the subject of temper-
ance.

First of all, what is temperance ?
[t is one of the cardinal virtues ; and
may be said to enter into all other vir-
tues: the first law of God imposed
upon man was abstinence ; and the
breaking of that law brought all the
sin and misery that existed in the
world. And when Christ came down
upon carth to rectify the evils of the
world He showed the most wonderful
cxample of self-denial.  He was born
in a stable,  When He hung upon the
cross His executioners were moved to
pity, and offered Him wine mingled
with myrrh to quench His thirst ; but
I{e refused, that, by His sacred thirst,
tle might make atonement, and set an
example to all mankind of sobricty
and total abstinenee.

And this necessity of sclf-denial
arises from the very nature of inan
Man is one of God's creatures, com-
posed of a body and soul, and made to
God's image and likeness ; but an
animal is a beast of the field. Man is
4 rational being and must follow his
eason ; he must adore and serve his
Divine Maker : but a beast of the field
kuows not his Maker, and follows his
own instinet.  Now when a man forms
the habit of liquor he becomes a self
degraded being, a self-made wretch.
No matter what his talents may have
been, he has lowered himself into the
mire of viee, and below the level of
ihe beasts. In the city of Rome there
was ouce a beautiful statue of an em
peror ; but mow it is a broken and
ruined statue.  So when a maan has be
come a drunkard, he is a broken,
ruined creature, once made to the
image of God, now a monster in the
~ight of his Creator. How, thoerefore,
can thoy hope to escape His just in-
dignation and wrath if they defiled
and debauched His image by iutem
perance? But temperance has not
only moral advantages; it has great
physical advantages. Tho great oars
men and successful athletes of every
class in every age have practised tem-
perance. St. Paul, writing to the
Corinthians, said : *‘Every man that
striveth in the games is temperate in
all things. Now, they do it to receive
a corruptible crown, but we an incor-
ruptible one.”

When we come to consider the social
effects of intemperance they are most
«isastrous. And the first thing that
sirikes us is the number of drunkards.
{f a Catholic priest were to keep a
record of every drunkard’s death-bed
he has attended it would be the most
appalling revelation that could be
As with the human body

its support, and all work together for
its clevation. Jut what does the
Does he mnot violate
every law, sometimes even committing
murder? What habit produces mis-
fortunes of such magnitude as intem
perance?  Who fill the jails, the
penitentiarvies, the industrial schools,
but druankards and their children? 1
remember when I was in the city of
London I was by accident an eye-wit-
ness of a scene which Ishall never for-
get.  As 1 was taking my usual walk
1 visited the orphan asylum. The chil-
dren were all at recreation, and I went
to talk to them, when I saw a very
sad sight,  Apart from the rest of the
childven were three little girls who
were sobbing as if their heart would
break. T weut over to them to find out
the cause of their sorrow, when I
learned that their father died of
drunkenness, and their mother was
dying of a broken heart. She was a
respectable Irish woman, whose friends
[ had known in Ireland, and whose
brother wasa respectable young priest.

MYSTICISM AND MODERN
THOUGHT.
The is essentially a practical
one. In every branch of human

activity the truth of this saying is
plain and palpable.  The sensible
order bounds the range of its vision in
every direction, and out of the sensible
springs the practical. Its poetry in-
clines to naturalism ; its philosophy to
rationalism; its science to materialismn;
its fiction to realism,. and its art to
senualism.  The so called *‘ good grey
poet " Whitman, not long since laid to
rest, struck a note on his lyre that
suited the times, the note of a rank
sensuality, which even the earlier days
of his own generation pronounced
harsh and out of tune. Swinburne,
consuinmate maker of faultless verse
though he be, is an apostle of the
school of fleshly longings, and yet the
voice of thousands would deck his brow
to-morrow with the laureate’s wreath.
The younger painters of the day have
enlisted under the banner of the nude,
and their motto is the Greek one, that
“grue art hides nothing.” The phil-
osophy of Germany and England is the
out-cropping of the doctrine of evolu-
tion and has landed its followers on
the arid shores of pantheism and
agnosticism. The pantheism of evolu-
tion is indeed closely allied to agnosti-
cism, and drifts back to the trauscen-
dentalism eof IEmerson and his idle
speculations on Soul and over-Soul.
There is nothing tangible or real about
it like the pantheism of Spinoza and
the German philosophers of the eigh-
teenth century. It lies too far beyond
the range of the sensible order to hold
the modern mind captive, and the
modern mind consequently admits
it as a sort of corollary that flows
from the relativity of Knowledge
and its limitations. It stands too
remote from the borders of sea and
carth and sky to interest those by
whom the things of the carth alone
are prized, and for whom the sea and
sky represent the ultimate domains of
scientific research.  In fiction realism
reigns supreme, and no department
of mental activity so thoroughly
refleets the prevailing tone and trend
of popular thought. Romanticism is
practically dead among us, and
critics sneer at the tender vagueness
of those who sigh after an ideal that
is roughly ,said to lic beyond their
their grasp.

Christian mysticism
wever essentially active, for it

held that complote  detachment from
tervesivial objocts and  perfect union

with God are still impossible while the
human heart beats with essentially
human yearnings and desires.  Such
mysticism is a healthy striving after
better things, it implies a recognition
of the infdunence which the body exer-
cises over the soul, and is consequently
dissatisticd with whatever perfection it
has attnined as mercly teatative and
approximative. It is perfection in
Jievd and not in facto. The work of
the Christian  mystic  consequently
never ceases, and at every progressive
movement hedragsan everlengthening
chain.  Therein his sentiments differ
from the mystical vagaries of the neo-
Platonist Plotinus whose mysticism was
meve dveaminess and whose claborate
seheme of theology was the creation of
an o:iontal fancifulness that had cast
off the moorings of reason.  Its tenta

tive character also served to discrimi-
nate between it and the self-satistied
hypuotism of the Hindoos. The Yogi
of the East confounded mental passive-
ness with contemplation and mistook
mere inaction of the mind tor absorp-
tion in the Godhead.  And this is the
danger to which mysticism tends when
it becomes the toy of eaprice and the
creature of the imagination. Then it
runs into reverie, deeming that alone
real which is invisible and aunght else
unreal and illusory.  Dut Christian
dogmin served as a check to this ten

dency, just as it draws a rein over
philosophy when the latter sceks the
solution of problems that lie ontside its
province, Positive doctrines are the
foes of morbid fancy, and mystic-
istn - uncontrolled by  them  re-
solves itsell  into mere  viotous
plunges of the imagination. It is
to this happy tempering of speculation
by Catholic doctrine that we owe the
the most beautiful produets of mediweval
mysticism. It was Catholic doctrine
that cooled the avdor of St Theresa's
longii for the unattainable, and
held her fractions imagination subject
to the control of a wondrously sound
reason and an  cminently
judzment, Her ecsti
rapturous bhut they  were  al-
ways sensible, and  the readers
of hev life who understand her charac-
ter, never feel disposed to set down her
statemoents to the undue influence of
an unrestrained imagination. It was
tha:absence of this counterweight that
made  Lcekhart's  wild mysticism so
potent for harm in the thirteenth cen-
tury aud led him into such extrava-
gaut cxpressions as this: ¢ The eye
with which I see God is the same eye
with which God secs me. My eye and
God's ¢ye are one eye, one vision,
one recognition, one love.” Iere we
have a lamentable divorce between
reason and imagination. And the one
doctrine of the Church which has most
powerfully contributed to the creation
of a mysticism which reason guides
along the shores of the beauti-
ful is the doctrine of the Incar-
nation, the doctrine of a deified
humanity. In the contemplation of
this sublime truth the imagination has
more material than it can feed upon,
but let it teed even to surfeiture and
it can ever commit excess ; let it plume
its wings for flight into infinite space
and truth and beatty must accompany
it always. It was the spirit of this
doctrine that cheered the heart of
humanity when clouds gathered black-
est and gave to the world that gem of
mystica' lite we call the Litation of
Christ.  To-day its mystic spirit finds
expression in devotion to the Sacred
Heart, and all men are mystics at
heart who hail the morn of the
Saviour's birth with canticles of joy
and date tihe world’s redemption from
the hour when the angels sing *“ Gloria
in Bxcelsis.”"-—N. Y., Catholic Review.

Sacred Pigeons of Venice.

It may be of interest to such readers
as like to sentimentalize on sacred sub-
jects to show that the ‘‘ Holy Pigeons
of St. Mark’'s " have been recognized as
such by the authorities of Venice for
more than a thousand years—ever since
the year 877.

In olden times it was the custom of
the sacristans of St. Mark’s Church
to release doves and pigeons, fettered
with paper, after the religious services
of Palm Sunday. The fetters par-
tially disabled the poor birds, and such
of those as did not escape were caught
by the people, who fatted them for
Easter Sunday.

Sometimes one and sometimes a
dozen of the poor, fluttering creatures
would manage to break the paper
thongs which bound wings and feet
together, whereupon they almost in-
variably sought refuge on the roof and
in the steeples of the historic old
church.

All of the escaped birds assumed a
certain sacredness, and it being
against the law to Kill or harm them
in any way, increased to enormous
numbers. During the time of the re-
public the ** Sacred Pigeons of St.
Mark's” became objects of a mnational
solicitude, tons of grain being annu
ally supplied for their maintenance.

Jsmes Francis Egan, convicted of partici-
pation at Birmingham in 1884 in an Irish
dynamite plot and :entenced to twenty years
penal servitude, was rele from Portland
prison by order of Home Secretary Asquith,
on the ground of ill-health.
