when the point of the spiral wire attached
to a radimentary stud, pierced his eye, and
destroyed its usefulness, This tragedy
paturally attracts attention to the char-
acteristios of the modera shirt, and renders

an inquiry into.its origin peculiarly appro-

priate.

It is manifest that the human shirt has
passed through a series of important modfi-
cations, The shirt of the stone age did not
open—in the sense that the upper part of
the contemporaneous shirt opens—either in
front or behind. 1t had simply a large hole
for the reception of the head or neck, aud
was devoid either of studs or buttons. Ata
later period the shirt developed an opening
in front, and a little later studs wheiewith
to temporarily close this opening appeared.
This type of shirt was remarkably persist.
ent, ms,e in fact, became extinct at about
the same time as the great auk of New-
foundland, or, in other words, as late as the
beginning of the present century. In the
existing shirt, which is one of the most
widely diffused of human garments, the
front opening is closed and an opening in the
back has taken its place, Studs, which are
now useless, exist merely in a rudimentary
form, and what was once the horn bu tton
of the stud is now merely a frail growth of
spiral wire. What has produced these suc-
cessive developments is one of the most in-
teresting inquiries which the Darwinian in-
vestigation can undertake,

In making this investigation, we must be
Quidod by the great law of natural selection.

Whether the law of the survival of the fit-
test applies to the human shirt is doubtful,

- gince there is no case on record of a shirt

which could be honestly said to fit very
much better than any other shirt., How-
ever, this is of little consequence. 1f we
bring the development of the shirt to the
touchstone of the Jaw of natural selection,
we can hardly fail to detect the cause and
-e(;luonoe of its separate stages.

'he first appearance of the shirt with an
opening in front was contemporary, accord-
ing to paleontologists, with the first efforts
of man to navigate the water. In the stone
age, boats of any kind, from logs up to Cu-
nard steamers were unknown, but in course
of time man began to paddle across rivers,
on the simple log now in use by the Austra-
lasians, Naturally, he frequently got very
wet, and hence it became an object to him
te remove his shirt with ease aud rapi lity.
Hence the front opening was deve'oped
substantially as it appear in the shiits of
the period tmmediat:ly proceding the stone
age.

It is agreed by all anthropologists that
the iron age, or the age when flat irons came
into use as domestic weapons, succeeded the
stone age. The shirt-bosom naturally fol-
lowed the introduction of flat-irons, It is
obvious that no womarf of the period could
have possessed a flat-iron without wishing
to iron something with 1t, and the shirt-bo-
som. was developed to supply this want,
About the same time studs appeared. They
were needed to keep the shirt-hosom closed,
80 that the owner could shut himself inside
of it witha view to privacy, a.d were the
device of a people among whom needles and
thread, and, as a consequence, buttons,
were unknown, Thus, we can trace, by
successive and well-defined steps the devel-
opment of the rude, unformid shirt of the
stone age, which wus usually male of the
coarse cloths manufactured of mail bags and
cotton bales, until the shirt with an open
ing in front, an irontd bosom, and three
studs—in short, the species classitied by
Western paleontologists under the name
“* biled shirt'—became the ruling type.

Curiously enough, the latest moditication
of the human shirt—the ¢losing of the front
and the substitution of an opening at the
back of the neck—a moditication which has
taken place during the historic period, is
more difficult of explanation than are the
earlier steps of devglopment. It may be
conceded that this 1alical change of front
and back would never have taken place
among people who were unfamiliar with the
marriage institution, The shirt that opens
in front was manageable by the wearer
alone, but the shirt that opens behind  re-
quires a division of labour, and presupposes
a wife who can button the neck-band. It is
true that now and then a man can button a
modern shirt himself—but a man can also
sleep on a deuble bedstesd alone.  Never-
theless, both the double-bedstead and the
shirt with an opening at the back of the
neck plainly imply that the labour of but-
toning the Ltter and sleeping on the former
is to shared by two people. Still, al-
though we must admit that the modern type
of shirt is intimately associated with ma-
trimony, the one is not the result of the
other, and we are as far as ever trom leara-
ino the true reason of the last grcat modifi-
cation cf the shirt.

One of the most profound washerwomen,
wh2 has devoted a lifetime to the study of
shirts, is of the opinion that the opening at
the back of the nock was first developed ei-
ther in Scotland, at the period when the
Duke of Argyle erected his famous posts, or
in America soon after the early colonstse
made the acquaintance of the mosquito.
‘T'his theory is ingenious an 1 plausible, but is
open to the objection that it 1s not true. The
wodern species of shirt is older than the
Duke of Argyle's posts or the early settle-
ment of America. Doubtless it was found
to be peculiarly adapted for Scottish and
mosquito purposces, 1 its rapid increase
may very poseibly e heen affected Dy
counter-irritant considerations, but the lat-
ter were not the cause of the great change
which we are now investigating. We can,
however, contidently assert that the change
tovk place in this country soon after its
settlement and in Englind soon after the

assage of the first great Reform Bill. That
18 to say, it took place when demagogues be-
gan to bid for the popular vote, Now, the
demagogue with a nicely-ironed shirt-bosom
could not with any plausibility represent
himself as a plain working man, In order to
do this it was necessary that he should wear
a shirt-bosom devoid of starch and made of
coarse materials.

With the growth of popular intelli-
gence its original purpose has been forgot-
ten, and no one now attempts to wear his
shirt wrong side before. The slit made by
the ingenious demagogue still remains how-
ever, and two slits ﬁmmg unnecessary, na-
ture has closed the front opening and’ deco-
rated it with rudimentary studs.

These profound investigations, involving
as they do prolonged processes of subtle rea-
soning, are exhausting, but in the cause of
science, it is our duty to sacrifice everything
in pursuit of truth.

Vaccinating Dogs.

To vaccinate dogs is something that Mr.
Senn, afancierat 118 West Broadway, N.Y. of-
fers to do. The process, Mr. Senn says, is
new in this country, where the art of
keeping dogs is only just beginning, and
has long been known to have been practised
in England, and even in Canada. Mr. Senn
is from Canada. Dogs, hesays, are afilicted
with distemaper, and catch it from one an-
other as human beings catch small-pox.
The ailments of a dog 18 not classitied, but
are grouped under the general head of dis-
temper,  If a dog takes a violent cold,
which he is only suppoeed to do when his
system is out of order, there is a copious
running at his eyes and nostrils, and that is
distemper. If a dog is long-haired, and
the fleas get at him so as to produce sores,
that also -is a distemper. Where dogs are
many, distemper of one sort and another is
common ; and it is to guard against the pre-
disposition of the dog’s blood to be bad that
vaccination is undertaken. At the last dog
show held in New York, Mr. Senn says, the
advice was given to the owners of dows by
an old fancier to vaccinate, The operation
is performed in the same way as vaccination
for x.

Farm Poultry.

Connected with every farm establishment
there should be a poultry yard. Without it
she farm would be incomplete, We see no
reason why poultry uhoulnl not be consider-
ed as a species of agricultural steck, and
tarned to as good sccount as cattle or hogs.
In fact, eveey householder, whether farmer,
mechanic, or professional man, would find it
to his advantage to keep a few hens, at least
enough to supply the table with an abun-
dance of eggs. A dozen hens, with careful
management, would supply an ordinary
family with all the eggs they wanted, and a
fowl now and then for the table, The cost
of food for this small number of hens would
amonnt to little ; the care and attention
given to them would be amply repaid by
the pleasure afforded in studying tE:ir ha-
bits and watching their cunning ways ; and
the protits realized from the food obtained
would amount in & year to a very handsome
sum.

The designs for which popularity is pre-
dicted are those with a coat-basque, vest,
| slightly bouffant over-skirt, and short nar-
| row walking skirt. The coat-basque has a
| vest front, either separate or simulated, from
which it slopes away, or over which it may
be buttoned across from the waist line up
| to the revers collar. Indeed, this vest front
[ is arranged in a dozen different ways with
| pleatings, belt, buttons, and most varied ef-
} ects are thus given ; in all cases, however,
the vest is longer than that of last season.
| In order to keep the long vest and coat
| front smoothly fitted over the stomach, it is
| weighted in the facing near the edge with
| the round beads that have hitherto been
used only in the back of basques; the
whalebones are also made very long, almost
to the ends of the darts, to assist in keeping
| the front from wrinkling or turning us.
| The back of the basque is long and broad,
aund the ends have a square look. The side
forms are most usually short, beginning
in the armhole; there are still dresses

New over-skirts have one feature common
to all, viz., the back is made of a straivht,
full, wide breadth of double-width goods,
caught up at intervals in the soft drapery
worn two years ago. This is slightly fuller
at the top, and gives the suggestion of
paniers that we announced last spring. The
front of the over-skirt is an apron, some-
times long, sometimes short enough to show
kilt-pleating from above the knees. In
some over-skirts breadths are lapped and
draped in front, almost touching the foot on
the sides—something like the curtain dra-
pery already deseribed.  In the apron over-
skirts the washer-woman and retrousse ef-
fect is often seen, and in new ways. For
instance, the apron, after being turned up
at the bottom, is also turned down from the
top about an eighth of an inch wide,
and therefore never reaches the helt,
beginning to turn ‘down about tl{f
of a yard below the belt and just below the
end of the long vest. Another very dressy
over-skirt, in milk-maid fashion, has the
apron front cut straight up the middle half
its length, and turned back back to form
three-cornered revers. The full back
breadth is straight, with each side turned
back upon it, a soft puff at top ; a large vel-
vet bow at the bottom of the pufl appears to

| hold the front revers back in place. Still
other over-skirts have peplum poiuts on the

All kinds of pleatings
are used for flounces—box pleats, fine
knife pleats, half-inch side pleats, and the
wider kilt pleats ; in a very few instances
gathered tlounces appear under the pleat-
ings. The top and bottom of the pleated
flounce are hemmed by machine, and it is
sewed to the skirt also by the machine.
