SIGNS OF
PROGRESS

Plentiful in Record of
Mining For Last
Week.

Tonnage Large—Indidents
of Week at Local
Mines.

——

The past week Was a period of mark-|
ed activity thr h the Rossland
camp. In ore production the record
achieved was -excellent. and in other
respects marked progress was made.
Gradually the conditions that are to
affect Rossland’s new era of prosperity
are materializing, and each week sees
advances made in this direction. With
the advent of spring and the opening
of the building season the strides will
be more rapid, and mid-summer 18 cer-
tain to witness all the prosperity that
was predicted for 1904.

With a record of more than 9400 tons
of ore shipped . during the past week,
the production for the first gnarter of
the current year is now ecertain to run
into six figures. Conditions point to
increased production on a scale that
will bring the year's aggregate ton-
nage ¢lose to the half million ton
mark _unless something unforeseen
prevents.

Apropos of events in the mining
world last week it is of interest to
note the awidespread and genuine sen-
timent of sympathy prevailing in con-
nection with the illness at Spokane of
Manager Parrigh of the Le Roi. Mr.
Parrish’s record at the big mine ‘has
been such, and his achievements there
have had such a beneficial influence
in promoting the welfare of the camp,
that the community feels under a
debt of gratitude te him personally,
and the bulletins respecting his {ll-
ness were read with keen interest. The
latest intelligence that he is out of
danger has been received with a gen-
eral sigh of relief. The conditions
existing in this respect are quite un-
usual in the annals of Rossland.

An incident of much more than local
interest are on the cards for today at
the Le Roi mine. It is proposed to
take advantage of the ‘“change day”
to take out the bulkheads at the 1350
level and thereafter the ore skips will
ply between the deep workings and
the headworks, hoisting the rich ore
stoped in the mew ore body opened up
in the Le Roi deeps. The fact derives
its general interest because the 1350
foot hoist will be the longest in the
province or in Canada. In no Canadiam
metaliferous mine is ore extracted at
such depths, Rossland in this mat-
ter maintaing its pre-eminence among
mining camps by a long lead.

‘While the Le Rois are under con-
sideration it is of special interest to
note that the Josie 600 west level is
now producing more of the exception-
ally rich ore that made these workings
famous since the first lens of rich ore
was opened there a couple of years
ago. The characteristic ores of the
Rossland camp are comparatively low
grade, but in the case of this parti-
cular body a marked exception to the
rule is afforded. With characteristic
conservatism the management of the
company does not go into the subject,
but it is reported unofficially that $100
per ton is a moderate estimate of the
average value of the ore now being
hoisted from this particular stope.
Specimens of the ore shown down-
town have run very much higher than
the values quoted.

The intimation contained in The
Miner to the effect that the Jumbo
mine was to secure immediate connec-
tion with the main line of the Spo-
kane Falls & Northern is officially
confirmed, and it is stated that the
plans for the constriction of the re-
quired mile and a quarter of spur are
practically completed. Weather con-
ditions are unpropitious for the con-
struction of the road at the present
juncture, but the ensuing spring \ym
see a start made with the work. This
is another of the factors that will
help to make Rossland’s mining - in-
dustry expand.

It is further intimated that the
White Bear company will hurry for-
ward the arangements for the erec-
tion of its concentration works here,
and that pending the completion of
the plant the shipments of smelting
ore will be restricted in tonnage.

Excellent progress continues to- be

made on the construction work at the
Rossland Power company concentrator,
although a delay in the delivery of
certain machinery has hampered oper-
ations somewhat. The setback is not
material, however, and in the mean-
time other departments of the work
are being hurried forward. During
the week a consignment of cyanide
tanks and other apparatus was sent
to Trail from Silica, where the reduc-
tion works there utilized in the exten-
sive experimental work conducted by
the Rossland Power company are be-
ing dismantled.

Under the stress of anger and humil-
jation, Czar Nicholas had the bad tasie
to denounce Japaa as a “barbarous”
foe.

There
is no doubt tnat in the minds of most
western people these Mongolian is-
landers have been looked upon win
doubt as a race which possesses only
a thin veneer of civilization, but whizh
is “hardly yet fit to be ciassed witu
FEuropeans and Americans.

As a mattar of fact, the Japanese are
now dispiaying qualities which hardly
any other people would be capable of
exercising under sknilar circumstances.
Self-control, fortitude, patriotism, cour-
age, devotion to duty are the .charag-
teristics of strong races.  All of these
the Japanese sre displaying in:' a
marked degree. The letters of the To-
kio- correspondents, writien just after
the beginning of hostilities, are nov
appearing, and they al. zoatain re-
uarkable testimony to the splendid
spirit shown by all classes of - peopie
in the island cmpire. They are quite
aware of the tremendous task which
their - country -has ' undertaken; - but
they face it bravely. They are a free
people, yet they cheerfully submit to
rew restrictions. imposed by the gov-
ernment because they kmow tazy are
necessary to the national weifare. They
face the national danger, not ener:ly
‘with courage, but with actual joy.
There are no wild outbursts of popular
enthusiasm, but in its place there is
calm, serene confidence in their gov-
ernment and in themselves. The spirit
of the soldiers reminds one of the
spirit of the Three Hundred at Ther-
mopylae, who sat calmly combing their
long hair on the eve of the fight whicn
they knew would be th2ir last, Here
is the testimony cf one correspondear,
writing frcen Tokio on February 8

There is no parading of the tronys
through the streeus here when they go
tv war, no final march past their
friends and ralatives, who wircng ile
streets and cheer thcm on; no graid
public leave-taking en masse. A 1if-
ferent arrangement prevails. The
friends of the reservists go wi‘h thaa
to the barracks, and at the big gace,
where all civilians are ‘shut out, they
say good-bye. If the soldier has any-
thing to carry they lug it for hia. _

Most of the men on Sunday and 7es-
terday marched stoicajly at the head
of their little processions, now and
then exchanging a joking word wi*h
those who tagged after them. Occis-
ionally one walked with two or thzse
friends and snore formed a little col-
amn behind him. Oeccasionally one of
the group carried a bamboo pole, from
which flaunted a long streamer bear-
iog the name and address of the sold-
{er, with any »)articulars there migat
be of previcus valorous scrvice. There
was not a siga of weeping or of grief
in it all. On the contrary, it was a
laughing, joyous ceremony. Yet there
was a tremendous significance about it,
for neither the tmen nor their friends
beileve that any of them wiil come
buck. They count their lives as for-
feit to the empire, and they are /proil
and glad of it.

THE LEAD BOUNTY.

After much careful deliberation and
discussion of every phase of the sit-
uation, the British Columbia Lead
Miners’ association has decided it is
both expedient and necessary that the
Dominion government should extend
the benefits of the lead bounty act to
ore mined in Canada but smeilted
abroad. In its original form the Jead
bounty is available only for ores smelt-
ed in Canada.

The association deserves the thanks
of the country for the public-spirited
attitude it has taken on this impor~
tant question. The present bounty is
good so far as it goes, but:.the trouble
is that it does mnot go far enough
Under existing conditions the silver-
lead industry of this country is at the
mércy of either the. Ameriecan lead

ation is, therefore, uniqueyaid conse-
quently deserves/special eénsidération
from the Ottawa govefmment.

' Were pasilament to: fgnore this sim-
pleé; reasonable and very pertinent sug-
gestion of ‘the British “‘Columbia Lead
Miners’ association, the silver-lead in-
dustry of this country would be forced
to continue in its presemt depressed
and unsatisfactory condition, but by
meeting the situation with a slight
addition - to the provisions of the lead
bounty act, an immeasurable ambunt
of good will be done, not only for the
silver-lead industry, but for ' the
country at large.

There is réason to“believé that the
Dominion government will give the
matter careful comsideration and ac-
cord the silver-lead industry the‘slight
additional assistance that the sithation
demands. There is considerable satis-
faction to be gained from the know-
ledge that W. A. Galliher, M. P. for
this district, is in hearty accord Wwith
the -suggestions of the lead miners. 1t
is a certainty that he has gone to Ot-
tawa to make a strenuous fight for
the recognition of the rights of the
B. C. silver-lead industry, because he
isanxious to ‘do what is best for the
promotion of the prospérity’' of' the
Kootenays.

The bounty as it stands at present
is an undoubted benefit to the- miines
of the Blocan, but it only requirés a
slight addition to its scope and to ihe
amount of the annual appropriatioa
to start the whole industry into great
and lasting activity, which would
create a condition of great prosperity
in which every resident of the Koote-
nays would share.

A CONTRAST.

At & meeting of the Canadian Min-
ing Institute at Toronto the other day,
the Ontario government manifested a
keeni interest in its proceedings, ‘which
contrasts strongly with' the apathy
and indifference of thé Mc¢Bridé gov-
ernment to the  deliberations of the
last convention of the Proyincial Min-
ing -Association. Two members of the
cabinet were present and took part in
the debate on several important ques-
tions affecting the welfare of -the min-
eral Industry of their province. The
provincial mineralogist of Ontario was
also present and presented a mass of
interesting information amd a miumber
of valuable suggestions. His policy
seems to be the very opposite to that
of our provincial mineralogist, who

is not content with “knocking” ' the
country, but pretends that he cannot

find' time to attend the meetings of
the Provineial Mining Association.
Ontario enjoys a steady and eon-
stantly increasing ‘prosperity because
of the public-spiriledness and inteill-
gent activity of those who administer
the “affairs of the province. On. the
other hand, British Columbia, with
natural resources more varied and
infinitely richer than those of Ontario,
is hopelessly handicapped with ad-
ministrators who are remarkable only
for " their: crass stupidity and wanton
neglect of what is their manifest duty.

THE NORTHERN ROUTE.

Anyone who, after reading the offi-
cial reports of Burveyors and explorers
in our morth country, takes a map of
Canada, will be struck by both the
commerci'c_ll and strategic advantages
of running & transcontinental railway
well to the north. The Miner's opin-
fons in this respect are confirmed by
the “high authority of Sir Sandford
Fleming in a pamphlet just issued in
support of the Grand Trunk Pacifie.
Sir Sandford points out tHat “a second
transcontinental railway opens up the
alluring prospect of consolidating the
Dominion by establishing a great na-
tional highway removed from the
frontier, This feature of the scheme
alone invests the question with spe-
cial interest to every intelligent and
patriotic Canadian.” A route such as
this, Sir Sandford points out, would
save- 1423 statute miles over any ex-
isting route from Yokohama to Liver-
pool. | There is not only this saving
in distance in connecting Europe with
Asia, by way of Canada, but the
northerly route gives easier grades
which is an advantage of great prac-
tical importance in cost of operating,
But more important still is the fact
that a new Canada will be created in
the region to be traversed which
could not be developed except by such
an arterial line of transportation. Sir
Sandford speaks of the arable - land
meking a belt whose northern edge
would be 400 miles away from the
frontier. We believe this belt of cul-
‘tivable land will prove to be
more than 700 miles broad, measured
from any point west of Winnipesg, and
that the forest and mineral wealth ‘of
the eastern section will also make \it
pay to keep north through Ontario,
and Quebec, possibly termingdting evem-
tually at a port on the east coast of
Newfoundland or on the coast of Lab-
rador,. when  sciéence has triumphed
over the difficulties of navigation in
that part of the ocean. It appears to
Fus’ that, in the light of the success of
state-owned railways in India, Séuth
Africa and Australia this great high-
way should be 1uilt and owned by the
Dominion; but whether owned by the
state or not, the work should go an.

T. G. Blackstock was the principal
advocate of the amendment to the
bounty regulations, the St. Eugene, in
which he is heavily interested, being
the principal producer of low ~rade
silver-lead ores in Canada. Mr. Black-
stock addressed the meeting at length,
pointing out that he desired to pro-
tect and foster the Canadian smelting
industry to the greatest extent possi-
ble, but that the best rate offered him
by the Trail smelter was $15.50 for
freight and treatment and $20 for mar-
keting, and this was only assured for
six monthi.‘e\yhich made the offer pro-
hibitive. ertain European plants
had offered to accept ores of the St.
Eugene type at a much lower figure
than was available at the Trail smelt-
er to date, and unless the bounty reg-
ulations were amended to permit of
the exportation of these ores the St.
Eugene and similar mines must re-
main closed down.

Mr. Blackstock said he took the posi-
tlon with Mr. Fielding that until we
®ot a large production of silver-lead
ore here we were not likely to get
new plants. The proposed extension
of the bounty t exported ores should
be limited and only granted from time
%o time and it should not prevent the
home treated ores from .obtaining the
full benefit of the bounty. If there
was any abatement the exported ores
should abate first. If this were done
no one would be hurt and there could
be no objection to exporting. Any-
thing that tended to:-put the industry
on its legs should be very carefully
considered. He wanted to get all the
ore in sight out of the way or else
there would be an abatement of the
bounty.

“That this association do hereby en<
dorse the proposil of the low grade
lead miners, whereby the government
is to be requested to extend the bene-
fgs of the Bounty Act to a Nmited
amount of ore to be exported and
smelted abroad—provided that such
extension shall not prejudice the pay-
ment of the full bounty on ores smelt-
ed in Canada.

Provided further, that lead ores sold
and smelted in Canada during the:
period of such proposed extension of
bounty, the maximum freight and
treatment rate shall not execeed $i5 wer
ton as per scale now in force; that
the marketing charge shall not ex-
ceed $20 per 2000 pounds of lead., as
at present; and that the limit on zinc
shall not decrease from ten per cent,
and the penalty on the excess shall!
not exceed 50 cents per unit. ‘And that
the executive council be and are here-
by authorized to confer with the
smeiters, and aid the producers of low
grade ore in securing their co- -opera-
tion, with full power to act for the
association as a whole.”

T. G. Blackstock was the principal
advocate of the amendment to the
bounty regulations, the St. Eugene, in
which he is heavily interested, being
the principal preducer of low o-ade
silver-lead ores in Canada. Mr. Black-
stock addressed the meeting at length,
pointing out that he .desired to pro-
tect and foster the Canadian smelting
industry. to the greatest extent possi-
ble, but that the best Pate offered him
by the Trail smelter was $15.50 for
freight and treatment and $20 for mar-
keting, and this was only assured for
six months, which made the offer pro-
hibitive. Certain European plants
had offered to accept ores of the St.
Eugene type at a much lower figure
than was available at the Trail smelt-
er to date, and unless the bounty reg-
ulations were amended to permit of
the exportation of these ores the St.
Eugene and similar mines must re-
main closed down.

Mr. Blackstock said he took the posi-
tion with Mr. Fielding that until we
®ot a large production of silver-lead
ore here we were not likely to get
mew plants. The proposed extension
of the bounty to exported ores should
be limited and only granted from time
to time and it should not prevent the
home treated ores from obtaining the
full benefit of the bounty. If there
was any -abatement the exported ores
should abate first. If this were done
no one would be hurt and there could
be no objection to exporting. Any-
thing that tended to put the industry
on its legs should be very -carefully
considered. He wanted to get all the
ore in sight out of the way or else
there would be an abatement of the
bounty.

Ultimately the St. Eugene mine guar-
anteed to supply any deficiency in the
lead: ore production up to 18,000 tons
of lead, and the resolution as quoted
was carried.

MINING INSTITUTE FULL
OF INTEREST.

VALUABLE PAPER ON ROSSLAND
—POPLAR CREEK -ALL
RIGHT.

The recent ‘meefing in Toronto of the
Canadian’ Mining Institute is described
as one of the 'most interesting and suc-
cessful ‘in the history of the organiza-
tion. 'The attendance of mining “men
was large, although- British Columbia
was meagrely represénted.  Mining
men from this proyince contributed
largely, however, to the program.
Professor Miller, proviucial minerol-
ogist of Ontario, was in confstant at-
tendance at the institute sessions, to-
gether with his colleagues in the On-
tario Bureau of Mines; the practical
science faculties of Toronto and Mon-
treal umiversities were present Wwith
their advanced pupils, and.the average
attendance i3 placed at over 200 daily.
Among the papers read were two of
unusual importance to British Colum-
bia. One was by R. W. Brock, of the
Dominion Geological Survey, and ‘was
devoted io the gold veins of Poplar
creek. Mpf. Brock’s deductions were
most favorable to the future of Pop-
lar, in which he 4iffered materially
from Mincralogist Robertson of Brit-
ish Columbia, whose report of the Pop-
lar canp was fiercely criticized.
Edmund B. Kirby contributed a pa-
per on the geology and ore deposits of
the Rossland camp that is deazribed
as among the most interesting and
valuable efforts ¢f the kind ever pre-
sented to the institute. It was accom-
panied by a  geological map of Red
mountain, and discussed the subject
in a manner that appealed to the gen-
eral intelligence as well as to the tech-
nical minds of the engineers present.
Mr. Kirby’'s general deductions with
respect to the future of the Golden
City are described as optimistic, and
the logical sequence of his ideas made
a deep impression, It has been sug-
gestzd that the provincial dcpartmeat
of mines might with grea: advantags
to the coun‘ry generally secure a con-
giderable number of copies of the pa-

pers by Messrs. Brock and Kirby dor
gereral distribution.

Coal.—Coal lands may be purchased
at $10. per acre for soft coal and $20
for anthracite. Not mnors than 20
acres can be acquired by ong indivi-
‘dual or company. Royalty at the rate
‘of ten cents per ton of 2000 pounds
shall be collected on gross output.

.. Quartz.—Persons of eighteen ' years

and over and joint stocic companies

holding free miners’ certificates may
obtain entry for a mining location.

A free miner’s certificate i{s granted
for one or more years, not exceesding
five, upon. .payment in advance ‘of
$7.50 per annum for an individual, and
from $50 to $100 per annum for a com-
pany, according to capital

A MINISTER WANTED

ROSSLAND LIBERALS JOIN
MINES DEPARTMENT
MOVEMENT.

IN

A RESOLUTION TUNANIMOUSLY
CARRIED RECITING REA-
SONS WHY.

The matter of establishing a depart-
ment of mines in connection with the
federal government and the selection
of a minister for the new - portfolio

from British Columbia is now engross-
ing the attentions of British Colum-
bians to a greater extent than ever
before. In the past spasmodic efforts
have been made to secure this result,
especially as British Columbia’s repre-
sentation in the cabinet is not as sub-
stantial as it would be were Hon. Sen-
ator Templeman provided with a port-
folio.

That the mining mdustry of Can-
ada has reached a magnitude requir-
ing a department solely for its admin-
istration is growing on British Co-
lumbians, and efforts are now being
put forth throughout the province to
convince the federal government that
the time is ripe for the step advocated.
The Rossland Liberal association has
taken a part in the movement, by
unanimously carrying the appended
resolution for submission to Sir Wil-
frid Laurier and his associates in the
cabinet:

“In addition to home consumption
and to partially manufactured products
exported, such as coke, pig irom, etc,,
the exports from the mines of Canada
in 1903 were $40,000,000, whereof three-
fourths, or $30,000,000, were contribut-
ed by the mines of British Columbia
and Yukon Territory.

“The vast Pacific slope of Canada,
embracing some 360,000,000 acres, is
admitted by the best mining authori-
ties to be unsurpassed by any other
mining region in the world in min-
eral wealth.

.“Up to the present the development
of the mineral resources of that region
has been delayed because of lack of
attention due to wamnt of knowledge on
the part of the federal government of
the special needs and requirements of
the mining industry, which, although
still in its infancy, is already furmish-
ing one-fifth of the total exports of
Canada.

“The fostering care and assistance
that would undoubtedly come from the
wise oversight of a minister of mines
whose whole time and that of his de-
partment were devoted to the mining
industry would ensure such a rapid
growth thereof that the annual export
from the mines of the Pacific slop of
Canada alone would at the end of ten
years be not less than $100,000,000 and
the mines be capable of still greater
expansion in subsequent years.,

“The vast region lying west of Lake
Superior, embracing the major por-
tion of Canada, and especially the
part thereof requiring government
supervision in its development and
containing one-sixth of Canada's pop-
ulation, is represented in the federal
cabinet by only one minister—the min-
ister of the interior—whose department
includes that of mines, but whose
whole time must of necessity be de-
voted to the colossal task of admin-
istering and settling the enormous area
of public lands to the overlooking and
detriment ¢f the Pnining interests.

“It is resolved that the government
of Canada be urged to give Western
Canada further representation, with
portfolio, and that in view of the great
and rapidly growing importance of
mining throughout €Canada the depart-
ment of mines should be a separate
one presided over by a minister of
mines and that on account of the
present and prospective paramount
mining interests of the Pacific slope
such minister be selected from the
parliamentary representatives of that
region.”

This resolution and others of a sim-
ilar nature and import will be show-
ered upon the federal government ag
a starter in a campalgn that is almost
certain to end in the-outcome desired
by British Columbians.

CITY FATHERS DELIBERATED

TILL TEN O'CLOCK LAST
NIGHT,

TYPEWRITING BILL DISCUSSED
—INSURANCE AGENTS
LICENSES.

A variety of matters of a non-con-

troversial nature were dealt with at
last night’s regular session of the city
council. Mayor Clute and Aldermsen
Stout and Lockhart were absentees,
and Alderman Hamilton was elected
chairman, the remaining members
present being Aldermen McDonald,
Martin and Rolt.

Alderman Rolt asked for a state-
ment as to the status of the opera
house in respect to compliance with
the bylaws governing exits, etc. The
inspector said he understood the man-
agement contemplated various im-
provements as soon as the snow went
off sufficiently to proceed with the
work. The solicitor was asked to sup-

ply an opinion as to whether the by-
law could be extended to embrace
other buildings in the city uséd for
public gatherings.

The account of Miss Stawart for
typewriting coples of the civic bylaws
came up again. Alderman McDonald
said he never requested the young lady
to do the work, and never consented
to have them printed. Theyfwere
printed, however, and he received a
copy. He thought the charge of $27
was excessive, even if the council pald
for the work. The matter was finally
turned over to the finance committee.

A question was asked as to licenses
paid by life insurance agents, to which
the inspector replied that he had col-
lected from three transient solicitors,
which was all he could secure trace
of. Ome transient refused to pay, and
the question of prosecuting was in
abeyance, the agent in question being
a general officer who worked through
a local agent, the latter having paid
the license. All resident agents had
been notified to pay the tax, but
Mayor Clute was the only one to re-
spond to date,

The solicitor advised. that Commis-
sioner Renwick of Nelson had writ-
ten him in respect to payment of the
sum required for the water record
granted on Trail creek, and asked
council to decide whether or not the
record would be taken out. Prompt-
ness was necessary, he stated, owing
to the danger of the record being can-
celled. It was resolved that the fire,
water and light committee should go
into the subject at omce, and the dis-
position of the members was appar-
ently in favor of taking out the record
because of its possible value as an
asset in the future.

T0' IMPROVE LIGHT

MANAGER CAMPBELL EXPLAINS
HOW LIGHTS CAN BR
BETTERED.

STATES FURTHER THAT HIS
COMPANY HAS LIVED UP TO
AGREEMENT AND MORE.

Recently the city council directed
that a letter be sent to the Roisland
Water & Light company to the effect
that the lighting service furnished the
city and citizens generally was below
the standard set in the corporation’s
contract with the comparny. The in-
ference was that an improvement was
expected at once, but the company re-
plied to the effect that it Lhad lived up
to its comntract fully, and that the com-
plaint was not in accordance with the
facts. The respomse ‘n part read as
follows:

“We have gone fully over our report
sheets for the last four and a half
years, and find we have leen supply-
ing our cuastomers with an average of
60 watts per 16 eéandlepower lamp; as
per clause 4 of agreement dated Aug-
ust 2, 1899, we were to surply 55 watts
per 16 c. p. lamp. In fact we have
been supplving approximately 20 c. p.
in place of 16’s.

“We might mention, however, that
for the last couple of weeks, the regu-
lation has not boen good owing to our
belping out the White Bear eompany.
We ' were compelled to make a
make-shift in connertion with
transformers which they used
to operate the Thoistt and ra-
ther than shut down the mine we
were of opinion that our customers
would not seriously object until such
time as this is straightened out. How-
ever, I might mention that we have
almost rectified the trouble which was
causing the bad regulation, and I feel
confident that from this on the reg-
ulation will be muck better,

“There is another point which the
city might look into, and that is the
majority of our customers allowing
lamps tv burn night and day. The av-
crage life of an incandescent lamp is
approximately 600 hours. Although
the larp will burn much longer than
the time given above, it will not re-
1ain up to -andle power. and in a
anmber of cases where we have had
complaints investigation finds the
lamps to be burning over 1200 hours
and said lamps not giving over 5 c. p.

“If customers would turn out lights
when not required it wonld increase
the life of lampas and they Wwould re-
ceive much better iight
tinually after customers to impress up-
on them the necessity of turning ont
Itights when not uctually ~equired, but
find it alm>3t impoasible to carc; this
out. If the =ity can do anvthing to
assist in imporessing this upon the peo-
ple I feel suve there will be no roomn
for corwiplaiat on the scere of poor
light.”

Thereafter the snow may be expected
to go off rapidly, for a backward win-
ter Ordinarily introduces a quick
spring, although the weather records
for Rossland are such as to throw
doubt upon all precedents available.
Rossland’s mining industry has now
reached the stage where weather con-
ditions exercise little or no effect. In
‘other sections of the Kootenavs the
dependence of mines upen wagon
roads frequently brings about a ces-
sation of activity until the roads set-
tle down, but in the Golden City the
mines as a rule are independent of
wagon roads, and only stress of wea-
ther affecting the railroads would in-
terfere with operations here. In the
cases of the Jumbo. and Xootenay
mines a temporary cessation of team-
ing will necessarily *follow the break-
J¥ing up of the roads, but the possibility
- of both mines taking advantage of the
forthcoming summer to irstall means
of transport that will place them there-
after beyond the reach of weather
conditions makes the outlook bright.
In addition it is assured that the
advent of the spring building season
will see construction works started 1t
several points, notably the White Bear
mine, where the concentrator will be
proceeded with at the earliest possible
date.
